San Diego State Streaks Snapped
o Three-game winning streak against Power 5 schools.
o Six-game winning streak in road games.

o Three-game winning streak against Pac-12 opponents.
o Eight-game winning streak in the month of September.
o Four-game winning streak in season openers. SDSU is now 50-41-5 all-time in season openers, including a 26-24-1 mark in the
Division | era (since 1969).

Series Notes
o SDSU drops to 2-4 all-time against Stanford, including an 0-3 mark at Stanford.
o San Diego State has won the last two encounters.

Trends

o The Aztecs had scored in 21 consecutive quarters, the second-longest acfive streak in FBS (Louisville, 25), before heing held
scoreless in the second quarter.

« SDSU did not start with the ball for just the 13" fime in the last 85 games.

o San Diego State lost the coin toss for just the 25™ time over the last 54 games.

o The Aztecs have now gone 145 games without suffering a shutout (Nov. 18, 2006 at TCU), which is the second-longest
streak among current Mountain West schools (Boise State at 265).

o SDSU held its opponent scoreless on its opening drive for the 31¢ time over the last 39 games and for the 32" time since
2015 (42 games).

o San Diego State dropped to 47-14 in the Rocky Long era when scoring first.

o The Aztecs dropped to 42-9 in the Rocky Long era when leading after the first quarter.
