With Division Title Secured, Aztecs Carry
7-Game Win Streak Into Senior Night
n San Diego State will honor a 15-man senior class that has elevated the program’s

status on Saturday night as the Aztecs close out the 2015 regular season with a
home game against Nevada. The game is scheduled to begin at 7:45 p.m. PT on
ESPN2, and the Mighty 1090 AM  and The Max 105.7 FM.

n A week from Saturday (Dec. 5), the Aztecs will play for the program’s 20th confer-
ence title (#Win20) when SDSU meets Air Force in the Sports Authority Mountain
West Championship Game. The location for the game will be announced on Sunday.

STREAKING
n San Diego State has won seven consecutive games, which matches its longest win

streak since a 10-game streak in 1976-77. The seven-game win streak is the
fifth-longest active in FBS (Clemson 14, Iowa 11, North Carolina 10 and Alabama
8).

n San Diego State has won nine consecutive conference games, the second-longest
streak in school history eclipsed only be a 23-game stretch from 1965-70. The
nine-game streak is the third-longest active streak in FBS (Navy 10 and Western
Kentucky 10).

n The Aztecs have won 15 straight home contests against unranked conference op-
ponents. That is tied for the third-longest active streak in the country (Clemson
23, Alabama 16, Ohio State 14) by a team currently in a conference.

n SDSU has won nine consecutive conference home games, dating back to a 35-28
loss to No. 15 Fresno State on Oct. 26, 2013. 

DOMINANT STRETCH
n San Diego State has won five straight games by at least 23 points, the longest-

active streak in FBS play.
n The Aztecs and Clemson are the only teams in the country that have gone 7-0 in

their last seven games winning each game by at least 10 points.
n SDSU owns a 7-0 conference record for the first time in 93 seasons of the football

program.
n San Diego State ranks among the FBS elite in many categories, including first in

turnover margin (+1.55) and turnovers forced (28), second in fewest interceptions
(3) and red zone offense (95.0), fourth in passes intercepted (18), seventh in
total defense (285.5) and opponent third down percentage (28.3) and 10th in
scoring defense (16.8).

n During its nine-game conference win streak, the Aztecs have outscored the oppo-
sition, 326-97, (36.2-10.8). SDSU is 25-5 over its last 30 MW games. 

n During the 15-game home conference win streak against unranked opponents,
SDSU has outscored its opposition, 526-234. An average score of 35.1 to 15.6.
The Aztecs are +20 in turnover margin those 15 games.

n San Diego State has won seven consecutive games by at least 14 points for the
first time since 1970.

n The Aztecs have held their last 14 conference opponents below 400 yards of total
offense, which is tied with Clemson for the active FBS lead. Over the 14 games,
SDSU’s opponents are averaging just 283.6 yards per game.

n The Aztecs rushed for 286 rushing yards in their win at UNLV. San Diego State
has won 20 straight games when rushing for at least 200 yards and is 28-2 in
the Rocky Long era when reaching 200-plus yards.

n SDSU has seven straight games with at least 200 yards rushing for the first time
in its Division I history (since 1969). Prior to this streak the Aztecs had never put
together five straight games with at least 200 yards rushing.

AT STAKE
n San Diego State is looking to post an undefeated conference season for the first

time since the 1974 squad ended PCAA play 4-0.
n San Diego State is looking to become the first Mountain West team to finish with

an unblemished league record since 2011. No team has done it in the two-division
era and only nine teams have done it in league history (this is the 17th season).

PLAYER TIDBITS
n Junior RB Donnel Pumphrey rushed for 139 yards and two touchdowns on 14 carries

at UNLV. He has now rushed for at least 100 yards in seven consecutive games (tied for
second-longest active FBS streak), eight times this season and 21 times in his career (sec-
ond in SDSU history). He is second on the school’s all-time rushing list with 3,929 yards
(Marshall Faulk - 4,589).  

n For the first time in the school’s Division I history (since 1969), SDSU has gone nine con-
secutive games without throwing an interception (prior to this stretch the Aztecs had never
gone five straight games without a pick). Senior QB Maxwell Smith has now gone 161
attempts without throwing an interception (second-longest active streak nationally) and
has 12 touchdown passes over that span.

n San Diego State is first nationally in turnover margin (+1.55) and turnovers forced (28).
One reason is the Aztec pass defense. Junior DB Damontae Kazee is fourth nationally
with six interceptions, while Malik Smith has an interception in three of his last four
games and Calvin Munson has returned two interceptions for TDs this season.

WIN STREAK DOMINANCE
n On game day, it will be 63 days since the Aztecs last lost a game (62 days without a

defeat, not counting Nov. 28).
n Since Oct. 1, San Diego State’s dominant play has it ranked among the national leaders

in nearly every statistical category, including: first in scoring defense (10.9), opponent
yards per game (222.3), fewest turnovers (4) and rushing yards allowed per game (78.4),
second in forced turnovers (20), fourth in time of possession (35:05) and opponent third down percentage (26.4), fifth in opponent passing ef-
ficiency (92.9) and rushing yards per game (278.1), seventh in passing efficiency (175.3) and 24th in scoring offense (36.9).

n During the seven-game winning streak, the Aztecs have not trailed in the second half.
n During the seven-game win streak, which covers 430 minutes, SDSU has trailed a total of 326 seconds (5 minutes, 26 seconds).
n This is the first time San Diego State has won seven consecutive games without trailing in the second half since a seven-game stretch from Nov.

6, 1976 to Oct. 1, 1977.
n SDSU has outscored the opposition 80-7 in the first quarter of games during the last seven contests.

Coming On Strong
During San Diego State’s seven-game winning streak, the Aztecs have done more than just win: they’ve dominated. SDSU has won seven con-

secutive games all by at least a 14-point margin. It marks the first time since 1970 that an Aztec team has done that. In addition, SDSU has yet to
trail in the second half during the winning streak.

A look inside the national rankings during this stretch shows just how dominant San Diego State has been. Below are the national and conference
rankings in some of the major statistical categories since Oct. 1. In addition to being one of just six teams with a perfect record during that period
time (Alabama, Arkansas State, Clemson, Iowa, North Carolina and San Diego State), SDSU ranks among the top 10 nationally in many categories.

it in the two-division era and only nine teams have done it in league history (this is the 17th season).
Below is a look at the nine teams to end the regular-season with a perfect Mountain West record and this season’s San Diego State squad

ranked by average margin of victory in league play.

Chasing College Football Select Circle
As previously noted, San Diego State is tied for the longest active win streak of double-digit victories, posting a perfect 7-0 record with each

victory coming by double figures. If the Aztecs can close out the regular season with a big win, they will join elite company.
Since 1996 (last 20 seasons) only six times has an FBS school posted a perfect league record, with each victory coming by at least 14 points.
Below is a look at those teams and what they accomplished that season.

Playing From Ahead
As previously noted, San Diego State has won nine consecutive conference games dating back to last season. That is third-longest active streak

in the country. During the winning streak, the Aztecs have outscored the opposition by 229 points (326-97).
Possibly the most impressive stat during the streak, however, is that the Aztecs have trailed a total of 5:26 in its last nine conference games

(540:00 total minutes). When the Aztecs fell behind, 10-7, in the second quarter at Colorado State, it snapped a streak of 344 minutes, 25 seconds
in which they had not trailed in a conference game. That dated back to the third quarter of the Nov. 21, 2014 contest against Air Force. In that
game, SDSU trailed, 14-13, in the third quarter. The Aztecs took the lead for good with 8:13 remaining in the quarter and went onto defeat the
Falcons, 30-14.

When that streak was snapped, it trailed only Baylor for the longest active streak without trailing in a conference game.
Nonetheless, SDSU has now trailed in only 326 of its last 32,400 seconds of conference play or 1.01 percent.

Season Quick Hits
Items that narrowly missed getting on the front page.

n In the Rocky Long head coaching era (since the beginning of the 2011 campaign), San Diego State is a remarkable 14-5 in conference road
games and 29-9 (.763) in all Mountain West games. That 76.3 percent winning percentage ranks 13th nationally since 2011.

n SDSU, which has rushed for 200 or more yards in seven consecutive weeks (305 yards against Fresno State, 218 yards at Hawai’i, 233 at San
José State, 336 yards vs. Utah State, 276 at Colorado State, 295 yards vs. Wyoming and 286 at UNLV), has won 20 straight games when
rushing for at least 200 yards and is now 28-2 in the Rocky Long era when reaching 200-plus yards.

n The Aztecs have rushed for 200 or more yards in seven consecutive games in the same season for the first time in the Division I era.
n For the season, SDSU is seventh nationally in defensive third-down percentage, allowing conversions just 28.3 percent of the time (43-of-152).
n Despite missing a game (and the second half of another), senior linebacker Jake Fely is second on the team in tackles (64) and is third in

tackles for loss (8). The Oceanside, Calif., product has two double-digit tackle games this season. Prior to the season, Fely had missed 16 of the
team’s most recent 19 games due to injuries.

n In the last 15 halves (second half at Penn State and entire Fresno State, Hawai’i, San José State, Utah State, Colorado State, Wyoming and at
UNLV games), the SDSU defense has been dominant. In those 15 halves, the opposition has had 93 drives resulting in 79 points, 1,659 yards,
28 three and outs, 106 first downs and 3.81 yards per play (435 plays). During that span, the opponents are 25-for-98 on third-down conversions

(25.5 percent). Within this stretch, opponents failed on 20 consecutive third-down chances (not currently active).
n San Diego State missed a red zone field goal attempt against Utah State marking the first time the Aztecs failed to score on a red zone attempt

in which they were trying to score (SDSU kneeled down at the end of a 30-7 victory at San Jose State). Nonetheless, the Aztecs are officially
32 of 34 (94.1 percent) in red zone opportunities this season. That ranks second in the nation. Of the 32 conversions, 22 have resulted in
touchdowns.

n SDSU is tied for sixth in the nation in non-offensive touchdowns this season with six. The Aztecs have returned three interceptions, two kickoffs
and a punt for touchdowns this season.

n Sophomore Rashaad Penny, who earned Mountain West Special Teams Player-of-the-Week honors earlier this season, is second in the nation
in kick return average at 33.3. He is tied for third in the country to have two KR for touchdowns this season. The Aztecs are currently third in
kickoff return average (29.08).

n SDSU has defeated Fresno State, San José State and Hawai’i in the same season for the first time since 1998.
n The Aztecs are searching for the school’s 20th conference championship (hence the hashtag #Win20). Rocky Long guided SDSU to its most

recent crown, a 2012 shared title with Boise State and Fresno State (Mountain West had one division that season). The Aztecs did claim a share
of the 2014 West Division title (does not count toward the program total of 19 championships).

Senior Tidbits
On Saturday before the game against Nevada, 15 seniors will be honored for their play at San Diego State. Below are brief tidbits on each
“walking” senior:

n Robert Craighead: Switched positions in four of his five seasons at SDSU, starting nine times, including the first six this year at right guard.
n Jake Fely: Team captain with 40 starts (46 games) under his belt, totaling 246 tackles, 29.0 TFL, 12 sacks & seven forced fumbles since 2010.
n Dakota Gordon: Former walk-on, who is in his second year at SDSU and first as a captain, rushing for 254 yards and a touchdown.
n Darrell Greene: An honorable-mention all-MW pick in 2014, who has played in 33 career games with 30 starts at right guard.
n Donny Hageman: Set a school record with 20 field goals in 2014 and is 34-for-43 (79.1 pct.) for his career, including two 54-yard makes.
n Jemond Hazely: Has 27 catches for 327 yards (12.1 avg.) and a touchdown in 33 career games with five starts
n Christian Heyward: Two-year Aztec, totaling 62 tackles (30 solo) with 10.5 TFL, four sacks, three fumble recoveries & a forced fumble.
n Jeff Overbaugh: Won SDSU’s President’s Award for High Academic Achievement in 2014 and been the team’s long snapper in all 50 games.
n Paul Pitts III: Has played in 16 games with two catches for 23 yards (11.5 avg.), including snaps in nine of the team’s 11 games this year.
n Chase Price: Has two 100-yard rushing games in 2015 and three for his career, also recording 1,643 career rushing yards and 12 overall TD’s.
n Pierre Romain: One of three to play in all 50 games since 2012, totaling 36 tackles with three straight years on the MW Fall All-Academic Team.
n Jon Sanchez: Has played in every game over the last four seasons, with starts in the last 24, totaling 111 tackles and 10 sacks for his career.
n Pearce Slater: Team captain, who has started all 24 games since arriving at SDSU in 2014, earning preseason all-MW honors this year.
n Maxwell Smith: Has 13 touchdowns in his first season at SDSU with just two picks, leading the Aztecs to seven straight wins by at least 14 points.
n J.J. Whittaker: Team captain, who has started 37 straight games, the most on either side of the ball, and is a two-time all-MW selection.

Program Notes
n For the first time in the 17-year history of the Mountain West, San Diego State was picked to win the West Division of the league (Aztecs were

picked to finish second in both 2013 and 2014). The Aztecs have finished at or higher than their position in the preseason poll in each of the
previous six seasons.

n SDSU is one of 27 schools to play in a bowl game each of the last five seasons, which is the longest streak in the Mountain West. San Diego
State and Boise State are the only two current Mountain West schools to reach a bowl game in 2010, 2011, 2012, 2013 and 2014.

n San Diego State has advanced to a school-record five consecutive bowl games, and is one of only 27 schools nationally and one of just three
from a “Group of 5” conference (also Boise State and Northern Illinois).

n San Diego State has advanced to five consecutive bowl games. The Aztecs join Stanford as the only football teams in California - FBS or NFL -
to advance to the postseason in each of the past five seasons. SDSU is eligible for a bowl game once again this season and is in position to play
in a bowl game for the sixth straight season.

n With bowl game appearances in a school-record five straight seasons, the Aztecs have equaled their total number of bowls played in the 43
prior seasons (1967 through 2009).

n Aztec head coach Rocky Long is in his fifth season as head coach and seventh year on The Mesa. The Mountain West’s all-time winningest coach,
Long has guided SDSU to 40 victories. 

n San Diego State had 19 student-athletes receive preseason honors, including seven that are on watch lists for national position awards - junior
defensive lineman Alex Barrett, senior offensive lineman Darrell Greene, senior placekicker Donny Hageman, junior cornerback Damontae
Kazee, junior running back Donnel Pumphrey, senior offensive lineman Pearce Slater and senior cornerback J.J. Whittaker.

n Between 2000-09, SDSU was 38-80 (.322) and owned the nation’s 106th-best winning percentage. Since 2010, San Diego State is 49-27 (.645)

previous 137 games (49-88).
n The 41 wins the last five seasons (nine in 2010, eight in 2011, nine in 2012, eight in 2013 and seven in 2014) are the most in a five-year

period at San Diego State since 1973-77 (45 wins).

Bullet Notes - Offense
n San Diego State returns five starters on the offensive side of the ball - senior fullback Dakota Gordon, senior right guard Darrell Greene, junior

wide receiver Lloyd Mills, junior running back Donnel Pumphrey and senior right tackle Pearce Slater - from the 2014 season.
n Jeff Horton, who served the previous four seasons as an assistant head coach and running backs coach, is in his first season as SDSU’s offensive

coordinator. Among his other experience, he served as the head coach at Nevada and UNLV and interim head coach at Minnesota.
n Senior RT Pearce Slater, a Lombardi Watch nominee, has started 24 straight games at right tackle and junior LG Nico Siragusa has 25 career

starts. The other three offensive lineman combined to play three games on the o-line and had no career starts entering the 2015 campaign.
n SDSU scored its most points in a road game since scoring 55 at San Jose State on Oct. 4, 1969 and its most in any game since scoring 52 vs.

Hawai‘i on Oct. 6, 2012.
n San Diego State has averaged 32.1 points (482 total points) in its last 15 regular season games (final four regular season games in 2014 and

first 11 games in 2015).
n SDSU has scored 30+ points in five consecutive games for the first time since a seven-game stretch in 2012.
n The Aztecs scored 40-plus points in consecutive games (48 vs. Utah State and 41 at Colorado State) for the first time since the 2012 campaign

(40 at Fresno State and 52 vs. Hawai’i). 
n SDSU scored its most points in a game against Utah State (48) since scoring 49 in the 2013 Famous Idaho Potato Bowl.
n Since the beginning of last season, SDSU is 13-2 when committing one turnover or less and 2-7 when having two or more turnovers in the

game. The Aztecs had one turnover or less in their final four regular season games and eight of the 11 games this season.
n The Aztecs have scored a touchdown in the first quarter of 19 of their last 20 contests.
n San Diego State recorded at least 36 minutes of possession time in consecutive games against Fresno State and Hawai’i. It marked the first time

since 1990 that the Aztecs have had consecutive games with at least 36 minutes of ToP. 
n San Diego State has enjoyed a time of possession in seven consecutive games and is 10-1 the last 11 times the Aztecs have had an advantage

in this category (at California is the lone loss).
n SDSU is 39-11 in the Rocky Long era when scoring just 20 or more points.
n Junior RB Donnel Pumphrey is one of five players in FBS to lead his team in rushing yards (1,171) and catches (24).

RUSHING OFFENSE
n RB Donnel Pumphrey, who rushed for a school-record 1,867 yards and 20 touchdowns as a sophomore, was one of only two players in the

country last season to rank in the top 10 in rushing yards per game, all-purpose yards per game, rushing touchdowns and rushing yards per
carry (also former Wisconsin Badger and current San Diego Charger Melvin Gordon). In his career, Pumphrey has 3,929 rushing yards, 42
rushing touchdowns and a 6.08 per rush average. He is on the preseason watch list for both the Maxwell Award (college football player of the
year) and Doak Walker Award (top running back).

n Pumphrey has seven straight 100-yard rushing games (career long streak and tied for the second-longest active streak in FBS), eight this season
(tied for fourth in school history) and 21 in his career (second in school history). An eighth straight 100-yard rushing game would place him in
a tie for the second-longest streak in school history (Marshall Faulk 10 and George Jones 8).

n Donnel Pumphrey is second all-time at SDSU in rushing yards (3,929), overall touchdowns (46) and rushing touchdowns (42). 
n Donnel Pumphrey through 11 games played:

2014: 1,605 all-purpose yards, 16 touchdowns
2015: 1,635 all-purpose yards, 16 touchdowns 

n Chase Price is one of only two players in FBS with at least 140 carries this year and five or less yards lost (also Purdue’s Markell Jones).
n Donnel Pumphrey has 21 career 100-yard rushing games, which ranks second all-time at San Diego State and in Mountain West history, in just

37 career games.
n Pumphrey has 11 career games with multiple rushing touchdowns and 13 overall with multiple scores.
n Pumphrey has 3,929 yards over his career, which is the second most in school history, trailing only Marshall Faulk (4,589 from 1991-93).
n Pumphrey also is second all-time at SDSU in overall touchdowns (46) and rushing touchdowns (42).
n Among active FBS players, Pumphrey ranks third in rushing yards (3,929), rushing touchdowns (42), overall touchdowns (46) and points among

non-kickers (276), fifth in rushing attempts (646) and sixth in all-purpose yards (4,711).
n The Aztecs rushed for 2,809 yards last season, the second-highest total in school history (2,869 in 2012). The Aztecs have rushed for 2,508

yards in 2015 and are on pace for 2,964 yards in a 13-game season.
n San Diego State has rushed for at least 200 yards in each of the last seven games for the first time in the Division I era. The Aztecs have won

20 consecutive games when reaching 200 rushing yards and are 28-2 in the Rocky Long head coaching era when reaching that plateau.
n SDSU rushed for 336 yards in the victory over Utah State. San Diego State is 19-0 in the Division I era when rushing for at least 304 yards in

a game.
n Against Wyoming and Fresno State, San Diego State had multiple 100-yard rushers (Donnel Pumphrey and Chase Price) for the 19th and 20th

times in program history and is now 19-1 when it has two 100-yard rushers.
n SDSU has a rushing touchdown in nine consecutive games (23 total) and in 18 of the last 19 games. The only game with no rushing touchdowns

during that stretch was the contest at California (Sept. 12, 2015).
n San Diego State is 22-3 the last 25 times it has rushed for at least two touchdowns in a game.
n The Aztecs are 12-1 in the last 13 times they have had more rushing yards than their opponent.

PASSING OFFENSE
n At quarterback, San Diego State senior Maxwell Smith, a senior transfer from Kentucky, has started the first 11 games for the Aztecs. In the

opener, he became just the second quarterback (Adam Dingwell) to win his SDSU initial start since 1998 (QB starters are 2-13 in that span). 
n Smith has thrown for 1,485 yards and 13 touchdowns with just two interceptions through the first 11 games. He currently does not have an in-

terception in his last 161 pass attempts (dates back to his final attempt in the third quarter at California, Sept. 12). He has thrown for 4,555

n He is coming off several terrific games, with multiple season-high-marks at Hawai‘i, including 184 passing yards, a 73.3 completion percentage

and a 198.37 pass efficiency rating, 144 yards, a 71.4 completion percentage and a 181.40 pass efficiency rating at San José State, 60.0 com-
pletion percentage and a 171.1 pass efficiency rating versus Utah State and 11-of-14, 180-yard, 1-TD performance, his SDSU-best 210.14
pass efficiency rating at Colorado State, against Wyoming, he was 12-of-19, 138 yards and Aztec-high three touchdowns (176.3 rating) and
11-of-17 for 107 yards and a touchdown at UNLV.

n Since Oct. 1, Smith is fifth nationally in passing efficiency rating 177.0 (among all quarterbacks with at least 100 pass attempts).
n Since Sept. 13 (Smith’s last interception occurred in Sept. 12), Smith has thrown more passes (157) than any other player without an interception.

He has attempted more passes than the players at second, third and fourth on the list, combined (139).
n Since Sept. 13, San Diego State is the only team in the nation to not have thrown an interception (Navy is second with one interception). By

comparison, Maryland has thrown a FBS-high 24 picks during that span.
n Smith has gone 161 pass attempts without throwing an interception. That is the second-

longest active streak in the nation.
n Mikah Holder has five touchdown catches, which rank in a tie for sixth in the Mountain

West.
n Against Wyoming, Holder became the first Aztec with multiple touchdown catches in the

same game since Ezell Ruffin had two vs. Idaho on Nov. 8, 2014.
n Eric Judge is averaging 19.1 yards per catch for his career, which ranks second by an

Aztec since 1996 (Derrick Lewis, 20.5 from 1999-01).
n The 19.1 career catch average by Judge is also ranked ninth among active FBS players

(min. 50 receptions).
n San Diego State has a passing touchdown in 10 consecutive games.
n The Aztecs have gone nine straight games without an interception for the first time in

the Division I era (since 1969). Prior to this stretch the Aztecs had never gone five straight
games without throwing an interception.

n SDSU is 18-2 the last 20 games in which it has not had an interception.
n San Diego State has completed better than 70 percent of its passes in three of its last six

games.
n Against Colorado State, San Diego State averaged 12.86 yards per attempt. It is the third-

highest average in the Division I era and highest since Sept. 25, 2010 (vs. Utah State).
n The 78.6 percent completion percentage (11-of-14) at Colorado State was the ninth high-

est in the Division I era and highest since Nov. 24, 2012.
n San Diego State completed better than 70 percent of its passes in games against Hawai’i

and San José State. That marked the first time an Aztec team has done that in back-to-
back games since the final two of the 2010 campaign. In the Division I era, San Diego
State has never had three consecutive games with completion percentages above 70 per-
cent.

Bullet Notes - Defense
n San Diego State returns eight starters off one of the nation’s best defensive units in 2014.

The group of returning starters includes junior DE Alex Barrett, junior CB Damontae Kazee,
sophomore WAR Trey Lomax, junior AZT Na’im McGee, junior LB Calvin Munson, senior
DE Jon Sanchez, junior WAR Malik Smith and senior CB J.J. Whittaker.

n Several of the Aztec defensive players are on watch lists for the nation’s top player at
their position, including Barrett (Lombardi Watch List), Kazee (Thorpe Watch List) and
Whittaker (Thorpe Watch List).

n Rocky Long is serving as the team’s defensive coordinator for the seventh straight season
(includes all five as head coach). 

n To date, San Diego State has had defensive returning starters miss 11 games (Trey Lomax
7, Christian Heyward 2 and Jake Fely) to injury. 

n San Diego State forced a 3-and-out in UNLV’s first possession of the game, the fifth time
in six games that an opponent failed to get a first down against the Aztecs. 

n SDSU has held 14 consecutive conference opponents to less than 400 yards of total of-
fense. That is tied for the longest-active streak in the nation (see list to the right).

n SDSU has held four opponents to single-digits in points in the same season for the first
time since 2003. 

n San Diego State was the only team in the country with three return touchdowns (one kickoff, two interceptions) in the opening weekend of
college football. At this point, San Diego State is tied for sixth nationally in the category with six return touchdowns this season.

n SDSU has held four of its 11 opponents in 2015 to less than 200 yards of total offense (San Diego 188, Fresno State 89, San José State 148
and Wyoming 191).

n Since Oct. 3, 2014 (includes 20 SDSU games), San Diego State ranks sixth nationally in yards allowed per game (296.5). 
n The Aztecs have allowed just 223 points in their last 14 games (15.9 ppg). Since Nov. 21, 2014, that is the fourth-best figure in the country

and tops among Mountain West schools.
n Since the beginning of 2009, when Long took over as defensive coordinator, the Aztecs rank 20th nationally in yards per touch (6.3) and 20th

nationally in yards per rush allowed (3.7). Both numbers are league bests for programs that have been in the Mountain West the last seven
seasons.

n Alex Barrett ranks in a tie for sixth among defensive linemen in the MW in tackles per game (4.09).
n Jake Fely has led SDSU in tackles in 10 games over his career and has six career games with double-digit tackles, including two this year.
n Jake Fely is tied for 10th in FBS among active players (and tied for fourth all-time at SDSU) in forced fumbles (7).
n Jake Fely is tied third in the MW in forced fumbles per game (0.20).
n SDSU is 14-0 when holding its opponent to 166 or less yards of total offense, something it did at San José State, and 35-3 when holding their

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foe to 195 or less yards in the Divison I era.
n The Aztecs limited Fresno State to just 89 yards of total offense, its fewest in a game since at least 1996.
n In that game, SDSU held an opponent to 100 yards or less of total offense for the first time since it limited North Texas State to 59 yards for

the contest on Sept. 19, 1970.
n SDSU limited the Bulldogs to 77 yards passing, their fourth fewest since 1996.
n San Diego State limited Fresno State to 12 yards rushing, the Bulldogs’ fifth fewest since 1996.
n San Diego State did not allow a third-down conversion vs. Fresno State,. which was 0-for-12 on third downs, marking the first time the Bulldogs

have gone 0-for-the game on third down since at least 1996. It was also just the second time since 1996 that SDSU held an opponent to zero
third-down conversions (vs. San José State on Sept. 24, 2005 (0-for-17).

n Earlier this season, the Aztecs held their opponents without a first down conversion in 20 consecutive third down attempts.
n The Aztecs held San José State to just 148 yards of total offense, its fewest in a game since putting up 121 at USC on Sept. 5, 2009, tied for

SJSU’s fifth-fewest in a game since 1996 and tied for its second fewest in a home game since 1996.
n San Diego State held SJSU to just 113 passing yards, the Spartans’ third fewest in a home game since 1996.
n SDSU has held its opponent to seven or less points in the first half in six of the last 10 games.
n San Diego State held 10 consecutive opponents to less than 400 yards of total offense, which was tied for the second-longest active streak in

the country behind Penn State. That streak was broken earlier this season at California (485 yards). 
n For much of the game at California, San Diego State’s defense performed well. The Aztecs allowed 271 yards in just seven plays. In the other

54 snaps, California gained 214 total yards (3.96 ypp).
n After a subpar first half, the San Diego State defense excelled after intermission at Penn State. The Nittany Lions amassed 103 yards, four first

downs and just three offensive points in the final 30 minutes of the contest. The Aztecs held Penn State to 1-for-7 on third downs in the second
half and forced four three-and-outs.

n San Diego State ended the 2014 campaign with the following FBS rankings: 13th in scoring defense (19.8), 16th in total defense (332.5),
19th in pass efficiency defense (112.10), 37th in yards allowed per rush (3.8).

n Two San Diego State players made their first career start in the season opener - redshirt freshman defensive tackle Noble Hall and sophomore
linebacker Ryan Dunn. Sophomore Kameron Kelly made his first career start against California, filling in for the injured Trey Lomax, while
Randy Ricks made his first start at middle linebacker vs. South Alabama.

RUSHING DEFENSE
n For the season, SDSU is fifth in FBS play in rushing yards allowed per game (100.5) and fourth in yards per rush (3.0).
n During the last eight games, opponents have rushed 252 times for 621 yards and 2.46 yards per carry. Since Sept. 26, 2015, San Diego State

ranks first nationally in rushing yards allowed per game (77.6) and second nationally in yards per carry (2.5).
n Six of San Diego State’s last eight opponents have failed to rush for more than 80 yards.
n Prior to the Utah State game, the Aztecs had held four consecutive opponents to less than 100 yards rushing (72 at Penn State, 12 vs. Fresno

State, 53 at Hawai’i and 35 yards at San José State). 
n Since Rocky Long began his tenure as the team’s defensive coordinator (prior to the 2009 campaign), San Diego State is 12-4 when holding

the opposition to less than 75 yards rushing and 14-4 when the opposition averages less than 2.50 yards per carry.
n Earlier this season, the Aztecs limited the Spartans to 35 yards rushing on 35 carries.
n Against Fresno State, San Diego State held an opponent to 50 yards or less rushing for the first time since it limited Fresno State to 43 yards

back on Oct. 26, 2013.
n For the game at Penn State, PSU rushed for 72 yards on 34 carries and no touchdowns.

That equates to 2.12 yards per rush. It marked just the 29th time in the last 20 seasons
that an unranked team held Penn State to less than a 100 yards rushing.

n Jake Fely has a team-high 50 tackles on running plays this season.

PASSING DEFENSE
n Under head coach Rocky Long, San Diego State is 24-5 in games in which the opponent

has a passing efficiency rating of 116.50 or less.
n San Diego State ranks in a tie for fourth in the nation with three interception returns for touchdowns this season (Buffalo - 5).
n Since 2010, the Aztecs are 34-7 when holding the opponent to 200 or fewer passing yards.
n Prior to the Colorado State game, San Diego State had held four consecutive opponents to a passer rating of less than 92.0. That is the first

time an SDSU squad has done that since the 2003 season.
n In eight of the last 13 games, SDSU has held its opponent to a passer rating of less than 100.
n Damontae Kazee has six picks this year, the most by an Aztec since Larry Parker had seven in 2011, the second most since 1995 and tied for

the sixth most in SDSU single-season history, He leads the Mountain West and is tied for fourth in FBS play in interceptions (6).
n In the opener, San Diego State defended the long pass well as USD was 0-for-6 with three interceptions in passes thrown 14 or more yards past

the line of scrimmage. Ten of the Toreros’ 13 completions were within six yards of the line of scrimmage.
n Among active career players in FBS, Damontae Kazee is ranked in a tie for 20th in forced fumbles (6) and tied for 25th in interceptions (8).
n Kazee is also is tied for sixth all-time at SDSU in forced fumbles (6).
n The six picks by Kazee are the most by an Aztec since Larry Parker had seven in 2011, the second most since 1995 and tied for the sixth most

in SDSU single-season history.
n Kazee leads the Mountain West and is tied for seventh in FBS play in interceptions per game (0.55), and is thirdi n the MW in passes defended

(INT + PBU) per game (1.09).
n Kazee had three interceptions in the opener vs. San Diego, the most by an Aztec since Ed Ricketts had three on Oct. 13, 1951 vs. the Marines

and are ranked in a tie for the second most in a game in program history.
n Kazee became the 25th FBS player this decade (since 2011) with three interceptions in the same game (as of Nov. 22, there are 30).

Bullet Notes - Special Teams
n ESPN Team Efficiencies currently ranks San Diego State’s special teams unit as the fourth best in the country through the first 12 weeks of the

season.
n Special teams coordinator Bobby Hauck is in his first season with the Aztecs after serving as the head coach at UNLV (2010-14) and Montana

(2003-09). This is the 22nd time in the last 23 seasons that he has served as the special teams coordinator.
n KR Rashaad Penny is tied for third nationally with two kickoff returns for touchdowns this season. Penny, who took a kickoff against San Diego

and Penn State to the house, became just the second player in school history to have multiple KOR for touchdowns in a season (Colin Lockett
returned two for TDs in 2012). He currently is second in the nation in kick return average (33.3) and San Diego State is third in the nation as
a team (29.08).

n Penny’s 28.9 career kick return average ranks second among all active FBS players (min. 24 att.).
n Parker Baldwin leads the team in special teams tackles (9), and is tied for tops in kick return stops (6) and punt return tackles (3).
n Twenty-one of Tanner Blain’s 62 punts have landed inside the 20-yard line, including nine inside the 10 and two inside the 5.
n Twenty of his Blain’s 62 punts have been fair caught and just 16 have been returned.
n Blain has a long punt of 63 yards, which is the longest by an Aztec since Brian Stahovich’s 89-yarder at Missouri on Sept. 18, 2010.
n Donny Hageman has the most PAT’s (81) in program history without a miss (next highest is 50).
n Among the SDSU all-time leaders, Hageman is tied for first in PAT percentage (1.000), second in field goal percentage (.791) and fifth in made

field goals (34).
n Hageman has missed just two field goals in an Aztec loss over his career.
n Hageman is tied for second in the MW (and tied for 46th in FBS) in field goals per game (1.27) and fourth in the MW (and tied for 46th in FBS)

in field goal percentage (77.8).
n Hageman has a long field goal of 54 yards (twice), which ranks in a tie for 10th in FBS this year and is tied for the second-longest make in

Aztec history.
n Hageman is one of just two kickers in SDSU history with multiple 50-plus-yard field goals (54 and 54) in the same season, joining Chris O’Brien

(50 and 51) in 1984).
n San Diego State ranked 20th nationally in punt return defense in 2014. In the 10-year history of the rating, this is the highest the Aztecs have

ever been ranked.
n ESPN’s team efficiencies rating listed San Diego State’s special teams unit as the 37th best in the nation last season (the Aztecs were 99th in

that index in the 2013 campaign).
n San Diego State has four punt returns for touchdowns and two kickoff returns for touchdown in its last 27 games.

Getting Off To A Quick Conference Start
San Diego State has won its seven Mountain West games this season, four against division foes, by an impressive combined score of 258-76.
SDSU, currently in its 93rd football season, started a conference campaign 7-0 for the first time in school history. This is the first time in the

Mountain West era (this is the 17th season) that SDSU has opened league campaign with as many as six straight wins.
As you might imagine, even a 6-0 league record has been a positive indicator for good things to come for the Aztecs. Below are a few notes on

the previous two Division I teams to open with a 6-0 conference record.
n In the previous two seasons where the Aztecs have opened with a 6-0 league record, they ended the season 19-2.
n In both seasons, San Diego State went onto win a conference title. 
n The combined conference record in those two seasons was 12-0.

n Overall, the Aztecs have won 25 of their last 30 Mountain West games. 

The Series: Nevada
n San Diego State and Nevada are meeting for the seventh time, with the Aztecs owning a 4-2 series lead. 
n The Aztecs have won four of the last five meetings between the teams, including a dramatic, 39-38 come-from-behind overtime victory in Reno

2012 and a 51-44 overtime win in San Diego in 2013.
n The winning team has scored at least 26 points in all seven meetings.
n This marks just the fourth meeting between the teams while sharing the same conference. The 2012 encounter at Mackay Stadium was the first

game between the two as conference mates (Mountain West).
n The 2013 meeting featured 95 points and 1,111 yards of total offense. The 95 points are the fifth most in a San Diego State Division I game

(most since 1993) and the 1,111 yards of total offense is the 24th highest figure in an SDSU Division I era game and the most in the last seven
seasons. It was the highest scoring game the Aztecs have ever been involved in and won.

n The 2012 meeting featured 77 points, 829 yards and no turnovers. In the Division I era games, it is one of only five turnover free games. Prior
to the Oct. 20, 2012 game against the Wolf Pack, the most recent turnover-free contest was Nov. 21, 1998. That makes the 2012 SDSU-Nevada
encounter the Aztecs only turnover free game in the last 17 years.

RENO, Nev. -- Don Jackson ran for a career-high 124 yards
and a touchdown, James Butler added 103 yards and a score
and Nevada forced three turnovers to help the Wolf Pack down
San Diego State, 30-14, on Nov. 1, 2014 in Reno, Nev.
The win moved Nevada (6-3, 3-2 Mountain West) into a tie
with the Aztecs (4-4, 3-2 MW) atop the conference's West Di-
vision.

SDSU led, 14-10, at halftime, but the Wolf Pack outscored
San Diego State, 20-0, after the break to pick up its third con-
secutive comeback win. Nevada scored 29 straight to beat
Brigham Young, 42-35, in Provo, Utah, on Oct. 18 and rattled
off 26 unanswered points in a 26-18 win at Hawai`i on Oct.
25.

Each team exchanged punts to start the game with the
Aztecs taking advantage in their return when Lloyd Mills took
Alex Boy's 56-yard punt back 53 yards to put SDSU at the Wolf
Pack's 34. After a 7-yard pass from Quinn Kaehler to Ezell
Ruffin and a 10-yard run by Donnel Pumphrey, Pumphrey
fumbled after a 7-yard gain to give the ball back to Nevada.

The Wolf Pack failed to capitalize as Christian Heyward
sacked quarterback Cody Fajardo on a 3rd and 8, giving the
ball back to San Diego State on a punt.

The Aztecs took advantage this time, using a 7-play, 55-
yard drive over 3:45, ending with a 1-yard touchdown rush by
Chase Price.

Nevada got into good field position, taking a kickoff 55
yards back to the SDSU 39-yard line. The San Diego State de-
fense, however, held the Wolf Pack to a field goal, the first of
three by Brent Zuzo.

On the visitor team's first drive of the second quarter,
Kaehler was picked off by Nevada's J. McNeal on 3rd and 10
and returned back yards to set up the Wolf Pack once again
deep inside Aztec territory. After a no-gain, Fajardo found Richy
Turner out on the slot, who ran it 20 yards into the end zone
to put Nevada up, 10-7.

After two more punts by each team, SDSU tried to put to-
gether one last drive to close the half. The drive, which was 77
yards over seven plays and took just 2:12, saw Kaehler go 4-
for-6 for 67 yards, ending with an acrobatic, juggling 21-yard catch by Jemond Hazely. It was the first career TD reception by Hazely, helping San
Diego State take a 14-13 lead into intermission.

The second half wasn't as kind for the Aztecs as they went fumble (Pumphrey's second of the game after coming into it with just two lost over
269 career attempts), punt, punt, punt, punt and turnover on downs to close the game.
The Wolf Pack, meanwhile, got a 25-yard field goal by Zuzo in the third quarter, a 24-yarder in the fourth, and rushing scores by Butler (43 yards)
and Jackson (1 yard) to finish the 30-14 victory.

Pumphrey rushed for 85 yards on 13 attempts, averaging 6.5 yards per carry, and broke 1,000 yards for the season in the process. He became
the 15th Aztec to rush for 1,000 yards in a season (20th occasion overall) and the 13th in SDSU's Division I era (since 1969).

San Diego State now was a 1,000-yard rusher in five straight seasons (2010-14) for the first time since 1991-95. The Aztecs had just three
1,000-yard rushers over the 14 years in between (1996-2009).

Price added 58 yards on just eight attempts (7.2 avg.) and had career highs of four catches and 28 yards.
Kaehler passed for 189 yards, going 21-for-36 with a touchdown and an interception.
Three SDSU players - Hazely (3 rec., 31 yds., TD), Mills (3 rec., 52 yds.) and Daniel Brunskill (3 rec., 19 yds.) - joined Hazely by posting career

highs in receiving yards, while Ezell Ruffin, playing his first game since breaking his collarbone at No. 21/23 North Carolina on Sept. 6, had three
grabs for 21 yards. Adam Roberts also posted season highs with three receptions and 33 yards.

On the defensive side of the ball, Jake Fely and Na'im McGee each had six tackles to pace San Diego State. It was Fely's first game since Sept.
28, 2013 at New Mexico State (399 days in between). Heyward added career highs in tackles (5), tackles for loss (2.0) and sacks (1.0, tied), while

Nevada led the nation in offense that season, as the Wolf Pack recorded 4,373 yards
passing. He was also an assistant for Nevada from 1985-89 and was its wide receivers coach in 1992.

How good is Donnel Pumphrey?
Last season as a sophomore, he joined Doak Walker Award Win-

ner Melvin Gordon as the only players in the country to rank
among the top 10 in rushing yards per game, all-purpose yards
per game, rushing touchdowns and rushing yards per carry.

Oh, and he also broke the school’s single-season rushing
yardage total which was held by George Jones.

Now in his junior campaign, Pumphrey is considered one of the
top running backs in the nation and is on the preseason watch list for both the Maxwell Award
(player of the year) and Doak Walker Award (top running back).

He is the one of only five players in the nation to lead his team in rushing yards and re-
ceptions. He has seven consecutive 100-yard rushing games (tied for the second-longest
active streak nationally and third-longest streak in school history), eight 100-yard rushing
efforts this season and 21 in his career.

Pumphrey entered his junior campaign with a streak of five consecutive 100-yard rushing
games. That was broken in the 34-point win over USD in the season opener. 

Among active FBS players, Pumphrey ranks third in rushing yards (3,929), rushing touch-
downs (42), overall touchdowns (46) and points among non-kickers (276), fifth in rushing
attempts (646) and sixth in all-purpose yards (4,711).

Munson Gaining National Attention
Calvin Munson has produced some big games to open the 2015 campaign. 
After earning national defensive player of the week by Walter Camp and Lott IMPACT for his huge game against San

Diego, Munson is the first Aztec to ever earn either national award. He recorded a team-high 10 tackles, including 1.5
for loss and had two interceptions returned for a touchdown and a fumble recovery in SDSU’s 37-3 victory.

He is also produced a pair of solid outings on the road, leading SDSU in tackles both games. Against Hawai‘i, Munson
matched his career high with 12 tackles, including 1.5 sacks (and 1.5 TFL), and his first two pass breakups. The following
game at San José State, he totaled 10 tackles, three sacks, four tackles for loss and a forced fumbles. The three sacks
were the most by an Aztec since Heath Farwell had three vs. Nevada on Sept. 25, 2004 and tied for the ninth most in

a game in FBS this year. The four tackles for a loss were the most by an Aztec since Miles Burris had four against Colorado State on Nov. 6, 2010
and tied for the 21st most in an FBS game this year. 

Through 11 games, Munson leads the team with 75 tackles, 12.5 tackles for loss and 8.5 sacks, while adding two interceptions (both returned
for a touchdown), one forced fumble, and two fumble recoveries and four quarterback hurries.

The two picks were more than every player in the country in the opening week of the season, except for teammate Damontae Kazee and West
Virginia’s Karl Joseph (both had three), while the 86 interception yards ranked second in the nation. He is already tied for the most interceptions
returned for a touchdown in Aztec single-season history (Leon McFadden - 2012, Tory Nixon - 1984) and now has three for his career, tying Ricky
Parker (1993-96) for the most in program history. Munson has totaled six interceptions for his career with 232 return yards (fifth all-time at SDSU). 

Since the start of last season (2014), Munson, UCLA’s Ishmael Adams, Louisiana Tech’s Bryson Abraham and Western Kentucky’s Wonderful
Terry are the only players in the nation to have three interception returns for touchdowns.

Over the last 21 games, Munson has totaled 153 tackles, 23.0 tackles for loss, 14.0 sacks, five interceptions, four forced fumbles, two fumble
recoveries and two pass breakups. 

Fely Back To Old Form
After being plagued by injuries for most of his career, sixth-year senior Jake Fely opened his sixth and final campaign

by making up for lost time.
Fely posted consecutive double-digit tackle games, recording a game-high 10 stops, including two tackles for loss, in

the contest at Penn State after an 11-tackle performance at California.
For the season, the Oceanside, Calif., native, has 64 tackles with two forced fumbles, eight tackles for loss and 1.5

sacks. He already has more tackles than he posted in the 2014 campaign when he saw action in three games off the
bench.

Earlier this season he reached double-digits in tackles in back-to-back games for the first time since Nov. 10 and Nov.
24 during the 2012 season.

In his career, Fely has 246 tackles, 29 tackles for loss, 12 sacks, six forced fumbles and three fumble recoveries.

Pumphrey At A Glance
u San Diego State is 17-4 when Pumphrey
rushes for at least 100 yards and 19-7 in
games in which he has at least one rushing
touchdown.

u On 366 career first down rushes, the jun-
ior has 2,302 yards (6.3 ypc) and 17 rush-
ing touchdowns.

u He has 42 career carries on third down
and two yards or less. Those 42 carries have
resulted in 234 yards (5.6 ypc).

u Owns 99 career rushes of 10 yards or
more, including 50 during the 2013 cam-
paign and 32 in 2015.

u In 19 career carries with two yards or less
to score a touchdown, he has found the end-
zone 11 times.



Kazee Among National Leaders
Junior defensive back Damontae Kazee is tied for fourth nationally with six interceptions in the 2015 campaign. He

is one of 10 players with at least six picks in the 2015 season.
Against San Diego, Kazee had three interceptions, the most by an Aztec in a single game since Ed Ricketts had three

on Oct. 13, 1951 vs. the Marines and the total is ranked in a tie for the second most in a game in program history. Only
Dick Adair’s four-interception game bettered Kazee’s output and that came on Oct. 15, 1949 vs. New Mexico State.

The three picks, which came in the first, second and third quarter, respectively, tied West Virginia’s Karl Joseph for the
most in FBS during the opening week and matched the most in FBS play since Middle Tennessee’s Damon Nickson had
four against Louisiana-Lafayette on Oct. 28, 2006. Kazee became the 25th FBS player this decade (since 2011) with

three interceptions in the same game (as of Nov. 22, now 30).
The six picks this season are the most by an Aztec since Larry Parker had seven in 2011, are the second most by an Aztec since at least 1996

and tied for the sixth most in SDSU single-season history.  
The junior now has eight career picks and 25 passes broken up in 35 games.

Penny Putting Something Special into Special Teams
Sophomore Rashaad Penny is off to an incredible start to the 2015 campaign on special teams. 
On the season, Penny is second on the team with 993 all-purpose yards, including 599 in kick return yards on just 18

attempts. He is second the country (FBS) in kick return average (33.3) and is tied for fifth with two kick return touch-
downs, while averaging a team-high 5.9 yards per rush attempt (51 rushes, 302 yards) and 15.3 yards per catch (six
catches, 92 yards).

On Sept. 28, Penny was named the Mountain West Special Teams Player of the Week for the first time of his career
after returning two kicks for a career-high 137 yards (68.5 avg.) at Penn State, including a 100-yard touchdown (fourth
100-yard kick return touchdown in Aztec history) that tied the game at 7-7 in the first quarter. The kick return for a

touchdown was his second of the year (also the opener vs. San Diego), matching Colin Lockett (2012) for the most in a single-season in SDSU
history. It was also just the fifth kick return for a San Diego State player in a road game since 1996 and first since Nov. 3, 2012 when Lockett
returned a 100-yarder at Boise State.

Penny also added a 55-yard rush, the longest of his career and first 50-plus yard run against the Nittany Lions since Nov. 23, 2013, and two
solo tackles on special teams. He finished the game with a career-best 192 all-purpose yards on just three touches (64.0 avg.).

Hageman Continues To Break Records
Senior place-kicker Donny Hageman is making sure he will leave a mark at San Diego State. He is 14-for-18 this

season in field goal attempts, with a pair of 54-yard makes.
A year after breaking the school record for made field goals in a season with 20, he booted a 54-yard field goal on

against South Alabama. Although the kick is tied for the second longest in school history, a case can be made that it is
the most impressive. After all the kick in front of it (57 yards by Ed Corral at Air Force, Sept. 20, 1980) and the other
tied with it (54 yards by Chris O’Brien at Air Force, Nov. 2, 1985) both came at elevation (6,621 feet).

Hageman was named the MW Special Teams Player of the Week for his play at Colorado State, connecting on both
field goal attempts and all five PAT’s in the win.  The back-to-back field goals came late in the second quarter to tie the

game at 10-10 (20 yards) and with no time left to give SDSU a 13-10 lead (54 yards) and a lead it would never relinquish. The long of 54 yards
matched a career long and was tied for the second longest in program history.

Hageman is now one of just two players in school history with multiple 50-plus-yard field goals in the same season, joining Chris O’Brien (50
and 51) in 1984.

Hageman has now made a remarkable 34-of-43 (79.1 percent) of his career field goal attempts. Additionally, Hageman has the most PAT’s
(81) in program history without a miss. Among the SDSU all-time leaders, is tied for first in PAT percentage (1.000), second in field goal percentage
(.791) and fifth in made field goals (34). 

He’s missed just two field goals in an Aztec loss over his career.

Smith Improving Each Game
Senior quarterback Maxwell Smith has shown his mettle, leading the Aztecs to a seven-game winning streak. Individ-

ually, Smith has improved each game.
Smith, who transferred from Kentucky, where he started 12 games and played in 22 contests over his three seasons

from 2011-13.  
On the season, Smith is 107-for-197 (54.3 pct.) for 1,485 yards, 13 touchdowns and just two interceptions in 11

starts. He also has added a 7-yard touchdown reception and a 1-yard rushing score, becoming one of six quarterbacks
in FBS with at least one passing touchdown, rushing score and receiving touchdown (as of Nov. 9). Smith is ranked 17th
in FBS and first in the MW in passing yards per completion (13.88). 

Smith has thrown 161 passes without an interception entering the Nevada game, which is the second-longest streak in FBS play. He has thrown
12 touchdown passes over that span. Additionally, he has at least one passing touchdown in each of his last 10 games.

Smith also has the fifth-best passing efficiency (177.0) in FBS play since Oct. 1 (min. 100 att.) and is the only quarterback in FBS to not throw
a pick since Sept. 13 (min. 150 att.) (no other quarterback has thrown less than two over that span).

He’s been particularily good in Mountain West play, going 66-for-101 (65.3 pct.) for 950 yards and 10 touchdowns (and no interceptions) over
the seven games, owning a league-best 177.0 pass efficiency rating. 

Smith threw two touchdowns in the MW opener vs. Fresno State. Smith was 11-for-15 for 184 yards with a touchdown at Hawai‘i, posting his
most yards and best passing efficiency rating (198.4) as an Aztec.  He followed that up with a 10-for-14 effort for 144 yards and a touchdown at
San Jose State, completing his first eight passes of the game. Smith was then 6-for-10 for 93 yards and a touchdown, while adding his first collegiate
rushing touchdown vs. Utah State. At Colorado State, Smith was 11-for-14 for 180 yards and a touchdown. Last week against Wyoming, Smith was
12-for-19 for 138 yards, three touchdowns and no interceptions for an eighth straight game. He became the first Aztec with three touchdown
passes in a game since Quinn Kaehler had three on Nov. 8, 2014 vs. Idaho. It was his third career game with at least three touchdown passes and
first since throwing three vs. Miami (OH) while at Kentucky on Sept. 7, 2013.

LAS VEGAS -- Hours after clinching the West Division of the Moun-
tain West with a Nevada loss at Utah State, San Diego State defeated
UNLV, 52-14, Saturday night in Las Vegas. 

The Aztecs (8-3, 7-0 MW) forced four turnovers, turning those
into 21 points, and outrushed the Rebels (3-8, 2-5 MW) by more than
200 yards (286-80) en route to a seventh straight victory. The seven
consecutive wins are fifth-longest active streak in FBS play.

Donnel Pumphrey rushed for 139 yards and two touchdowns, de-
spite not playing the team’s final four drives and 23 plays over 25
minutes, 39 seconds (25:39). It was his seventh straight 100-yard
rushing game, which ranks in a tie for second among active FBS play-
ers and third in program history.

Rashaad Penny added 81 yards and a rushing touchdown on 18
attempts, while Chase Price had 54 yards on the ground and caught
a 17-yard touchdown pass. Quarterback Maxwell Smith (3 yards) and
fullback Dakota Gordon (1 yard) also rushed for touchdowns in SDSU’s
fifth straight win by at least 23 points, the longest active streak in
FBS play.

San Diego State jumped out to a 31-0 lead at the half, scoring
on five of its six drives (four touchdowns and a field goal) in the first
30. 

Smith got the Aztecs on the scoreboard with a 3-yard run on their
first possession of the game. 

UNLV got into field goal range on its ensuing possession, but
Randy Ricks sacked quarterback Kurt Palandech and the ball popped
out to a waiting Jon Sanchez. 
SDSU capitalized with a 10-play, 49-yard drive, culminating with a
2-yard rushing score by Pumphrey.

After losing another fumble, the Rebels made it three straight
drives with a turnover when Kameron Kelly picked off Palandech and
returned it 15 yards to the San Diego State 40-yard line. Gordon
capped an 8-play, 45-yard drive with a 1-yard rushing score, the first
of his career, putting the Aztecs up, 21-0.

After UNLV failed on a fourth-and-2, SDSU got the ball back on
its own 36-yard line. Pumphrey took San Diego State’s first snap 60
yards to the Rebel 4 and then bounced outside for his second rushing
touchdown of the game.

The Aztecs ended the scoring in the first half with a 29-yard field
goal by Donny Hageman as time expired and a 31-0 advantage. 

UNLV finally got on the scoreboard on its first possession of the
second half when Palandech found Kendal Keys from 14 yards out.

After forcing a 3 and out for the second straight drive in the sec-
ond half, the Rebels got the ball back with 10:39 in the third quarter. Palandech, however, was picked off by Parker Baldwin and returned 28 yards to the UNLV
21. Three plays later, Smith found Price on a screen for a 17-yard touchdown strike.

Damontae Kazee made it 45-7 SDSU when he returned a punt 66 yards back for his second touchdown in three weeks (also an interception return for a score
a Colorado State).

The Rebels doubled their score with a 6-play, 58-yard drive over 2:45, ending with a 6-yard touchdown pass from Palandech to Xavier Campbell. 
In the fourth quarter, Penny went to work with 13 rushes for 58 yards and a 2-yard catch, accounting for all of San Diego State’s 60 yards, including a 3-yard

touchdown and the final points of the game.
Smith passed for 107 yards and a touchdown, completing 11 of 17 attempts. 
Calvin Munson paced a defense that had 12 tackles for loss and seven sacks with a team-high eight tackles.
The Aztecs’ 52 points were their most in a road game since scoring at San Jose State on Oct. 4, 1969. It was also SDSU’s seventh straight win by at least 14

points, the program’s longest streak since an eight-game stretch in 1969-70 (final game of 1969 and first seven of the 1970 campaign).

• SDSU improved to 25-5 over its last 30 league games.
• San Diego State has won five straight game by at least 23 points, the longest active streak in FBS play.
• The Aztecs and Clemson are the only teams in the country that have gone 7-0 in their last seven games winning each game by at least 10 points.
• SDSU has won seven consecutive games by at least 14 points for the first time since an eight game streak in 1969-70 (final game of 1969 season
and first seven of the 1970 campaign).
• San Diego State held its 14th straight conference opponent to below 400 yards of total offense, tied with Clemson for the longest streak (league
games only) in FBS. Over the 14 games, the Aztecs’ opponents are averaging just 263.9 yards per game (3,695 yards coming in).
• SDSU won its fourth consecutive road game, which matches a streak it enjoyed during the 2013 campaign. San Diego State has matched its
longest road winning streak since a six-game streak during the 1976-77 seasons.

Bad Moments 
After three consecutive weeks of bizzare type moments right before and/or after halftime, the Aztecs navigated the intermission since just

fine. Hopefully for Aztecs fans that means the jinx around the midway point of the game is over. Below is a look at what occured during the three
games, two through four.
n San Diego State was victimized by unfortunate timing of miscues that gave the opposition points and momentum heading into the break.
n In three consecutive weeks, SDSU’s opponent benefitted from a 14-0 spurt in 90 seconds or less. In all three occasions, the stretch started with

a San Diego State turnover.

the highest-ranked divisional champion. The first criteria in comparing the two teams is the College Football Playoff (CFP) rankings. If no team is ranked in the top 25 of the CFP, a composite of selected computer rankings
will determine the host.

The championship site is expected to be announced on Nov. 29 by the MW.
Should SDSU host the championship game, tickets will go on sale online on Nov. 29 at 10 a.m. PT. Tickets will start at $12. San Diego State students may pick up their free ticket with a current SDSU student ID starting

Monday, Nov. 30 at 10 a.m. PT only at the Viejas Arena Box Office. SDSU students may also purchase up to two guest tickets in the student section.
A special four-pack will also be available through GoAztecs.com should San Diego State be the host. The four-pack includes four tickets, four hot dogs, four bags of chips and four sodas for $80. Contact the ticket office

for more info at (619) 283-SDSU.
SDSU secured a spot in the title game with Nevada losing to Utah State, 31-27, last Saturday. Heading into the weekend, San Diego State needed either a win or a Nevada loss to clinch a spot in the championship game.

The Aztecs have a three-game lead in the loss column in the division with one game to play.
AFA earned a spot in the championship game with a 37-30 win at Boise State on Friday night and New Mexico falling to Colorado State, 28-21, at home on Satuday. Air Force has a two-game lead over Boise State and

New Mexico with one game left in the regular season.

SDSU Picked to Win the West Division of the Mountain West
The San Diego State football team was picked to win the West Division of the Mountain West in the 2015 preseason poll, the league announced July 28 in Las Vegas. The poll is voted on by media representatives who

cover the conference.
It is the first time that the Aztecs have been picked to win the league, although this is the third year of the two divisions in the MW. SDSU was selected to take second in the west each of the past two seasons after

averaging a predicted finish of 6.5 from 2005-12.
San Diego State did one better than its prediction last year, tying for first in the MW West with Fresno State. The Aztecs have ended up at or better than their predicted finish in six straight seasons and nine times over

the past 10 years.
SDSU garnered 177 points, including 27 of the 30 first-place votes in the MW West. San Diego State came into the year with just 22 first-place votes in the first 16 years of the league. The only other time that the Aztecs

received multiple first-place votes were in 2014 (15) and 1999 (4). Fresno State picked up the other three first-place votes and has 141 total, while Nevada is predicted third with 113. San José State (91), Hawai‘i (70) and
UNLV (38) round out the west.

SDSU plays both the predicted second-place finisher (Fresno State) in the West Division and the third-place finisher (Nevada) at home this season.
Boise State paced the Mountain Division by also amassing 177 points, including 28 first-place votes. The Broncos are followed by Utah State (150 and two first-place votes), Colorado State (108), Air Force (90), Wyoming

(64) and New Mexico (41).
SDSU also landed four players on the preseason all-conference team, matching its second-highest total in league history (1999). Senior Donny Hageman led the way by being named the MW Preseason Player of the

Year, the first in San Diego State’s league history. Hageman was joined on the all-conference team by junior running back Donnel Pumphrey, senior Pearce Slater and junior cornerback Damontae Kazee.
Hageman enters the 2015 campaign as one of just seven returning FBS kickers who made at least 20 field goals with an accuracy of at least 80 percent. After playing two seasons at Mt. San Antonio College, Hageman

arrived on campus last year and went on to make 20-of-25 field-goal attempts. The 20 field goals set an Aztec single-season record.
Pumphrey, meanwhile, set a school single-season record last year with 1,867 rushing yards and 20 touchdowns on 276 carries (6.8 avg.) en route to earning first-team all-league accolades. One of only two players in

the nation to rank among the top 10 in rushing yards per game, all-purpose yards per game, rushing touchdowns and rushing yards per carry, Pumphrey also had 23 catches for 160 yards (7.0 avg.)
Slater started all 13 games last year in his first season on The Mesa after transferring from El Camino College. He was instrumental in solidifying the offensive line and enabling the Aztecs to produce a 2,500-yard rushing

season and a running back who set a school single-season rushing record.
A second-team all-league pick last year, Kazee totaled 58 tackles (40 solo), four tackles for loss, an interception, a fumble recovery and a team-high 13 pass breakups in 2014.

SDSU Football Names Captains for 2015 Season
San Diego State head football coach Rocky Long has announced that seniors Dakota Gordon, Jake Fely, Pearce Slater and J.J. Whittaker have been named captains for the 2015 season. The quartet was selected in a vote

by their teammates.
Gordon, a fullback from Clovis, Calif., played in all 13 games last year, starting seven times after transferring from Fresno City College. Originally a walk-on who was awarded a scholarship prior to the spring semester,

Gordon rushed 26 times for 110 yards (4.2 avg.) in 2014 and had seven catches for 58 yards (8.3 avg.). None of Gordon’s 26 carries were for a net loss. The 26 rushing attempts without a net loss were the sixth most in
FBS play last year and the second most by an Aztec since at least 1996.

A linebacker from Oceanside, Calif., Fely is the only player in program history to play in at least one game of five teams that made a bowl game (2010-14). Fely was a 2012 second-team all-MW selection, who played
in seven games from 2013-14.

Slater, an offensive tackle from Los Angeles, started all 13 games last year in his first season at San Diego State after playing two years at El Camino College. A 2015 preseason all-conference selection by the league
media, Slater helped the Aztecs rush for 2,809 yards (second most in school history) and 26 touchdowns, rank 26th in the nation in rushing yards per game (216.1) and rank ninth in tackles for loss allowed per game
(4.46).

A cornerback from Oceanside, Calif., Whittaker becomes the first player to captain a SDSU team in consecutive seasons since Russell Allen in 2007-08. A two-time all-league pick, Whittaker recorded 63 tackles (43 solo)
last year to go along with six PBU’s, two tackles for loss, and two interceptions.  

Jeff Overbaugh Named a Preseason All-American
San Diego State senior long snapper Jeff Overbaugh has been named a preseason All-American by Phil Steele's College Football Magazine, the publication announced June 1. Overbaugh earned fourth-team honors.
Overbaugh is one of just five long snappers on Phil Steele's All-American team. Additionally, Overbaugh is one of only three players from the Mountain West and one of just 10 from a non-Power 5 school. Altogether,

117 players made Phil Steele's four teams.
A native of Anchorage, Alaska, Overbaugh has started all 39 games of his career at long snapper heading into 2015. He has been perfect in snap attempts, going 135-for-135 in PATs, 54-for-54 in field goal attempts

and 165-for-165 punts. Overbaugh, who also has four career tackles, is a six-time SDSU scholar-athlete, a five-team Dean's List recipient and a three-time MW All-Academic selection. He also earned the program's President's
Award for Academic Achievement after the 2014 season and was a Malik Award honoree as well. 

SDSU Unveils New Uniforms for 2015
San Diego State unveiled its new football uniforms for the 2015 season on Aug. 4. SDSU will don a one-of-a-kind helmet design to go along with a new home-and-away uniform set both of which feature the Aztec

Calendar. The calendar was used by the Aztecs and is a piece of Mexican history dating back to the 1400s.
SDSU will take the field in the new kit on Saturday, Sept. 5, in the season opener vs. USD. The home game at Qualcomm Stadium is set for 5 p.m. PT and will air on the Mountain West Network/Campus Insiders.
The Aztecs' new uniform features an all-new chassis including the latest in lightweight fabric innovation built for maximum speed, ventilation and comfort. The uniform includes three distinct fabrics for optimal ther-

moregulation. Each panel on the jersey and pants matches specifically to the pads underneath in order to promote maximum airflow.
San Diego State's helmet will feature a black stipe down the middle, which is a color not seen on an SDSU helmet since 2004, and a red Aztec Calendar on each side. Manufactured by Hydrographics, Inc., in Newburg,

Oregon, the helmet will also have SDSU's primary logo on the backside.
SDSU will wear its new black uniform at home games and go with a white jersey when on the road. On the center collar will be an embroidered primary San Diego State logo and the uniform sleeve panels will have the

red Aztec Calendar with San Diego State emblazoned on the chest.
This season's pants are black with a three-inch striped panel on both sides. Inside of each panel will be the red Aztec Calendar. San Diego State will wear black pants with both the white and black versions of the uniform

PUMPHREY VS. AZTEC GREATS - JUNIOR YEAR
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Aztecs Rising
Over the past several seasons, San Diego State has established itself as one of the premier athletic programs in the country.
n Since 2010, SDSU has had eight different athletic programs finish in the top 25 of an NCAA Championship —men’s basketball

(four times), women’s basketball, men’s golf (three times), women’s soccer, softball (three times), men’s tennis, women’s indoor
track and field (two times) and women’s outdoor track and field (three times).

n Since the beginning of the 2012-13 academic year, SDSU has claimed 26 Mountain West championships, more than any other
conference member during that span, including New Mexico (14), Boise State (8), Colorado State (6), Fresno State (6), UNLV
(3), Nevada (1), Wyoming (1), San José State (1) and Utah State (0).

n SDSU is one of four teams in the country to have advanced to six straight NCAA men’s basketball tournaments and win at least
23 games in each of those seasons.

n SDSU was one of nine schools to qualify for the NCAA tournament in five 2015 spring sports — baseball, men’s golf, women’s
golf, softball and men’s tennis — joining California, Florida, Florida State, Louisville, LSU, North Carolina, Texas and UCLA.

n A total of nine SDSU athletic programs scored at the NCAA Championships in 2014-15, including baseball, men’s basketball,
football, men’s golf, women’s golf, women’s soccer, women’s swimming & diving and men’s tennis.

n An institutional-high 12 SDSU athletic programs set a record multi-year Academic Progress Report (APR) score in the annual set
of data released by the NCAA in May 2015. The 12 Aztec teams that sstablished multi-year record marks include baseball,
men's basketball, football, lacrosse, rowing, swimming and diving, men's soccer, women's soccer, softball, women's tennis,
indoor track and field and outdoor track and field. 

n All of SDSU’s 19 athletic programs exceeded NCAA APR minimums, with 16 teams equaling or improving its multi-year score
from the previous year.

2015-16 Update
n Cross Country (49-37, 5-10 MW) - The Aztecs captured team titles in three of their first five meets, including the Mark Covert

Classic (out of 11 teams) on Sept. 5, the Aztec Invitational (out of 13 teams) on Sept. 18 and the UNLV Invitational on Oct. 3.
SDSU then finished ninth at the MW Championships on Oct. 30, despite top runner Elaine Ribeiro (fainting spell). Ribeiro had
been SDSU’s top runner in the team’s previous five races, highlighted by individual victories at Aztec Invite and UNLV Invite.
SDSU ended its season with a 25th-place showing out of 37 teams at the NCAA West Regional.

n Women’s Soccer (15-4-1; 10-1 Mountain West) - San Diego State secured its fourth straight Mountain West regular-season cham-
pionship, winning 10 straight league matches after opening with a loss at Boise State on Sept. 25. The Aztecs defeated Colorado
College, 2-0, in the MW semifinals on Thursday (Nov. 5) at SDSU Sports Deck, but tied San Jose State, 1-1, in the championship
game. The Aztecs, however, lost the shootout and the Spartans earned the league’s automatic bid into the NCAA tournament.
Among the highlights for SDSU was a 2-0 win at No. 16/17 Kentucky on Aug. 23, followed by a streak of four straight shutouts
as the Scarlet and Black went 294 minutes, 12 seconds without allowing a goal. 

n Men’s Soccer (8-8-3; 2-7-1- Pac-12) - The Aztecs ended its season in fine fashion, defeating No. 16 UCLA in double-overtime
on Nov. 14 to finish .500 on the season at 8-8-3. For the season, SDSU faced 14 opponents who appeared in the NCAA tournament
a year ago, along with six squads that received votes in the NSCAA Preseason Coaches Poll.

n Volleyball (11-19; 8-9 Mountain West) - San Diego State has won four of its last five games, taking out Fresno State, UNLV,
Utah State and San Jose State, 3-0, last weekend. SDSU ends its season at home against Nevada on Nov. 24. The Aztecs  were
picked sixth in the MW preseason poll.

Under the direction of fifth-year head coach Rocky Long, San Diego State has made a dramatic turnaround. 

n SDSU is one of 27 schools nationally to appear in bowl games each of the last five seasons. San Diego State is one of only two
California schools to appear in five consecutive bowl games (Stanford) and is one of only two current Mountain West schools to
appear in bowl games in 2010, 2011, 2012 , 2013 and 2014 (Boise State),and one of three from the “Group of 5” conferences
(Boise State and Northern Illinois).

n With a bowl game in a school-record five straight years, the Aztecs have equaled their total number of bowls played in the
previous 43 seasons from 1967-2009.

n Long’s impact has been felt almost immediately, first as the defensive coordinator in 2009-10 and then as the head coach since
2011. SDSU went without a winning season for the 10 straight years from 2000-09 when it won 32.2 percent of its games and
owned one of the nation’s worst records. Below is a look at the dramatic turnaround.

n San Diego State owns a 49-27 record over the past five-plus seasons. With 49 wins in their last 76 games (49-27 since the be-
ginning of the 2010 campaign), the Aztecs have equaled their win total from the previous 137 games (49-88).

n The 41 victories from 2010-14 is the highest win-total over a five-year span since the Aztecs went 45-8-2 from 1973-77.

the top 40 against the rush every year. In both 2001 and 2003, New Mexico’s defense ranked fifth nationally in fewest rushing yards
allowed per game.

n   While at New Mexico, he coached 13 players selected in the NFL Draft, 10 players who earned All-America honors and had a MWC-
high 34 first-team all-conference selections since 2003.

n   Prior to accepting the head coaching position at New Mexico, Long served as defensive coordinator for 12 seasons at three different
schools. He was the defensive coordinator for two years under Bob Toledo at UCLA in 1996-97, for five seasons at Oregon State from
1991-95, and for five campaigns at Wyoming from 1981-85.

n   Also served as an assistant coach at TCU, with the CFL’s British Columbia team and started his career at New Mexico has a graduate as-
sistant coach in 1972.

n   Originally a defensive back, Long became a three-year starter at quarterback for the Lobos from 1969-71. He earned team most

uuGAME NOTES

Aztecs Use Five Interceptions to Beat USD, 37-3
SAN DIEGO - Calvin Munson returned two interceptions for touchdowns and Damontae Kazee picked off another three
passes as San Diego State forced six turnovers in a 37-3 victory over San Diego in the season opener at Qualcomm Sta-
dium.

Munson picked off Trey Wheeler on the Toreros' (0-1) second play of the game and returned it 19 yards for the score.
He later intercepted Anthony Lawrence and took it back 67 yards for another score with 3:35 left in the game.

Kazee, meanwhile, picked off Chris Willson in the first quarter, Wheeler in the second and Wheeler again in the third
to become the first SDSU player with three interceptions in a game since 1951. 

In all, USD managed just 188 total yards against the Aztecs - 109 passing and 79 rushing - despite winning the time
of possession battle by almost 10 minutes (34:39-25:21). San Diego was just 4-of-16 on third down conversions and its
six turnovers led to 27 points by SDSU.

Later in the first quarter after Munson's 19-yard interception return for a touchdown, the Toreros challenged for the
first time after picking off San Diego State quarterback Maxwell Smith at the Aztec 49-yard line. USD got to the 37 before
Willson tried a deep pass toward the left side where Kazee outjumped a San Diego wide receiver at the 9-yard line and
tried to run it back before getting tackled at the 2. There, the Aztecs marched 98 yards on 12 plays over 5:05, ending
with a 5-yard touchdown run by Donnel Pumphrey.

SDSU made it 17-0 midway through the second quarter when Donny Hageman made the first of three field goals,
this time from 33 yards out.

The Toreros got the ball back on their own 35 after, but on their first play Jake Fely forced a fumble and Munson
pounced on the loose ball. San Diego State, however, was unable to get in the end zone, settling for a 36-yard field goal
by Hageman for the final score of the half.

The Aztecs wasted no time getting back in the end zone as Rashaad Penny took a kickoff back 97 yards untouched
for his first career touchdown.

USD finally got on the scoreboard midway in the third quarter, using a 15-play, 77-yard drive and having Jake Flatau
convert on a chip shot 23-yard field goal.

San Diego State used a 12-play, 57-yard drive over 5:21 early in the fourth quarter, ending with Hageman's third
field goal of the game, this time from 37 yards, to give the home team a commanding 30-3 lead.

San Diego got into the Aztecs' side of the field on its ensuing drive, but Munson picked off Lawrence at the 33 and
returned it 67 yards into the end zone for the final score of the game.

Chase Price led SDSU with 66 yards on 10 carries (6.6 avg.), while Pumphrey chipped in wiht 62 yards and a touch-
down.

SDSU Falls to California, 35-7, in Berkeley
BERKELEY, Calif. - San Diego State was unable to stop Jared Goff and California’s potent offensive attack in a 35-7 loss
on Sept. 12 in Berkeley, Calif.  

The Aztecs (1-1) jumped out to the early lead as they used an 8-play, 71-yard drive over 3:52, punctuated by a 29-
yard pass from Maxwell Smith to Daniel Brunskill. On the game’s opening drive, Smith was 4-for-4 for 58 yards and the
touchdown, while Donnel Pumphrey and Rashaad Penny combined to rush for the other 13 yards. 

It would be SDSU’s only points in the game, however, as the Bears (2-0) scored the final 35 points in the game.
San Diego State held Cal at bay early, forcing two punts, a missed field goal and a turnover over the first five drives. 
California, who defeated Grambling State, 73-14, in the opener the week before, finally got on the scoreboard with

12:22 left in the second quarter when Goff found Darius Powe with a quick 4-yard catch-and-run. 
It appeared it would go into halftime tied at 7-7 as the Aztecs were burning the clock (4:53 on 10 plays), but Christian

Chapman, who replaced Smith, was intercepted by Darius White at the Cal 35. The Bears responded with a quick score
right before halftime (0:12) as Goff threw three straight completions to Bryce Treggs (28 yards), Kenny Lawler (24 yards)
and Maurice Harris (13 yards), the latter for a touchdown and putting California up, 14-7, at the half.

Goff followed with a 75-yard touchdown strike to Trevor Davis on the first play of the third quarter, extending the
Bears’ lead to 21-7.

A 3-yard rushing score by Daniel Lasco put Cal up by 21 at 28-7 late in the third quarter.
SDSU got into California’s territory, thanks to a key 33-yard completion from Smith to Eric Judge on 3rd and 15.

Three plays later, however, Smith was intercepted by Evan Rambo, ultimately ending San Diego State’s final threat.
A 17-yard rushing touchdown by Vic Enwere early in the fourth quarter rounded out the scoring for the Bears. 
The Aztecs dominated the possession time by almost 10 minutes (34:10-25:50), but Cal’s quick strikes on offense

and 12 SDSU penalties (136 yards) ultimately ruined any chance of a road win. 
Smith (10-for-19, TD, INT) threw for 136 yards, while Chapman (4-for-13, INT) passed for 37 yards off the bench.

Pumphrey rushed for 85 yards on 21 carries, averaging 4.0 yards per attempt, while Mikah Holder had three catches for
27 yards. 

Jake Fely had a game-high 11 tackles, including 1.0 TFL, and 0.5 sacks to pace the San Diego State defense. The 11
stops were his most since Nov. 24, 2012 at Wyoming. Malik Smith added eight tackles, while Damontae Kazee and Na’im
McGee recorded seven tackles apiece in a losing effort. 

Goff finished 17-for-24 for 321 yards and three touchdowns, leaving him 15 yards short of the school’s all-time
passing record. Lasco ran for 123 yards on 19 carries (6.5 avg.) and Davis had 138 receiving yards on three catches. 

California took back the all-time series lead at 4-3 as the home team is now 7-0 in the series.

SDSU Edged by South Alabama in OT, 34-27
SAN DIEGO - San Diego State saw its nine-game regular-season home winning streak snapped in a 34-27, overtime
loss to South Alabama on Nov. 19 at Qualcomm Stadium. 

The Aztecs (1-2) appeared to take control of the game late in the fourth quarter when Donnel Pumphrey scored on
an 8-yard touchdown run with just 2 minutes, 5 seconds left (2:05) to put SDSU back on top at 27-24. Pumphrey was the
key cog of the 8-play, 61-yard drive that lasted 3:46 as he caught two passes for 26 yards and ran four times for 21
yard, totaling 47 yards in all. 

The Jaguars (2-1), however, responded with a 9-play, 42-yard drive to set up a 46-yard field goal attempt by Aleem
Sunanon with just two seconds left. Sunanon, who earlier in the fourth quarter had missed from 38 yards, split the uprights
to force overtime.

USA got the ball first in the extra period used a 15-yard pass from Cody Clements to Gerald Everett on 3rd and 2 to
get to San Diego State’s 2-yard line. Xavier Johnson punched it in on the very next play to put the visitors up, 34-27.

The Aztecs were unable to do much after Pumphrey ran for a yard and Dakota Gordon fumbled the ensuing play,
which SDSU quarterback Maxwell Smith was able to recover. After an incomplete pass to Pumphrey, Smith was forced out
of the pocket on fourth down and heaved a pass to the right side of the end zone, which went through the hands of a
diving Daniel Brunskill, sealing the win for South Alabama.

Johnson ran for a career-high 142 yards and two touchdowns for the Jaguars, while Clements finished with 270 yards
passing and two scores. Everett set career bests with eight catches and 164 yards as USA outgained San Diego State, 511-
305.

The game featured five lead changes and just one turnover - a Chase Price fumble late in the second quarter - which
led to a 46-yard touchdown pass from Clements to Magee to bring South Alabama to within a touchdown at 17-10 at the
break.

Johnson tied the game up for the Jaguars on the second snap of the third quarter, scampering outside for a 74-yard
touchdown run down the left side of the field. 

Donny Hageman broke the 17-17 tie with 4:24 left in the third quarter when his 54-yard field goal attempt just
cleared the crossbar. It was tied for the second-longest field goal in Aztec history and the longest not at 6,621 feet in Col-
orado Springs, Colo. (SDSU’s No. 1 (57 yards) and No. 2 (also 54) field goals came at Air Force in 1985 and 1980).  

USA got deep into San Diego State territory on its next drive, but Sunanon’s 38-yard field goal attempt missed left.
Hageman looked to make it 23-17 Aztecs later in the fourth quarter, but his 41-yard field goal attempt just missed

the left upright by inches. 
South Alabama answered when Clements connected on a 57-yard touchdown strike to Everett as a SDSU cornerback

fell down on the play. 
Down, 24-20, Pumphrey worked his aforementioned magic to give San Diego State the lead, only for Sunanon to tie

the game as regulation expired.
Pumphrey rushed for a hard-earned 102 yards and a touchdown on a career-high 28 carries (3.6 avg.), while Price

went over 1,000 yards for his career with 41 yards on four attempts (10.2 avg.). Smith was 12-for-26 for 158 yards and
a touchdown and Pumphrey led the receivers with a career-high-tying five catches for a career-high 55 yards.

In addition to his touchdown pass, Mills returned five punts for 106 yards (21.2 avg.), while four SDSU players - Da-
montae Kazee (11), Malik Smith (11), Na’im McGee (11) and Ryan Dunn (10) each set a career high with double-digit
tackles.

Turnovers Doom SDSU in 37-21 Loss at Penn St.
UNIVERSITY PARK, Pa. - San Diego State was unable to overcome three crucial turnovers in a 37-21 loss at Penn
State Sept. 26 at Beaver Stadium in University Park, Pa. The three turnovers - all fumbles - led to 21 of the Nittany Lions’
(3-1) 37 points. 

The Aztecs (1-3) took the lead at 14-13 with 10:23 left in the second quarter when Maxwell Smith’s 19-yard pass
found Mikah Holder in the left corner of the end zone. PSU got into SDSU territory on its’ ensuing possession, but Kyle
Kelley blocked Joey Julius’ 55-yard field goal attempt. San Diego State stopped Penn State again, but Chris Guila’s punt
bounced off the leg of Aztec punt returner Lloyd Mills, which gave the Nittany Lions the ball on the SDSU 27-yard line.
Four plays later, Christian Hackenberg connected on a 19-yard touchdown strike to Mark Allen with 1:03 remaining in
the first half.

On SDSU’s very next play, Donnel Pumphrey fumbled and Anthony Zettel pounced on it, giving the Nittany Lions the
ball on San Diego State’s 23-yard line. PSU took advantage again as Hackenberg found Chris Godwin for an 11-yard
touchdown, giving Penn State 14 points in just 46 seconds and extending the lead to 27-14 at halftime intermission.

At the half, the Nittany Lions had piled up 297 total yards, including 234 in the air, and 15 first downs, while dominating
the time of possession, by more than 13 minutes (21:44-8:16).

The Aztecs rallied a bit in the second half, both on offense and defense, beginning with a bit of luck when D. Thompkins
muffed a punt and Luke Bussey jumped on it for his first career fumble recovery. Pumphrey punctuated a 6-play, 26-
yard drive with a 1-yard rushing score, bringing SDSU to within one score at 27-21. 

Late in the third quarter, San Diego State mounted another charge, getting all the way to the 25-yard line, thanks
mainly to a 31-yard pass from Smith to Holder. On 3rd and 11 from the PSU 25, however, Smith was sacked by Carl
Nassib and Austin Johnson picked up the loose ball and returned it 71 yards to put Penn State up by 13 again at 34-21
early in the fourth quarter. 

The Nittany Lion defense forced the Aztecs to a 3 and out and the PSU offense used a trick play - a 32-yard pass by
running back Nick Scott - to get into field goal range, where Julius converted a 26-yarder for the final points of the game.

Penn State got on the scoreboard with 4:20 left in the first quarter when Hackenberg tossed a screen pass to Saquon
Barkley, who broke numerous SDSU tacklers and dove into the end zone from 22 yards out. 

Rashaad Penny tied it up for San Diego State when he took the kickoff 100 yards for his second touchdown return of
the year, tying Colin Lockett (2012) for the most kick returns for a score in Aztec single-season history.

Julius made field goals of 40 yards in the first quarter and 24 yards in the second to round out the scoring.
SDSU turned the tables in the second half, outgaining the Nittany Lions, 161-103, earning six more first downs (10-

4) and holding the ball 17:10 of the 30 second-half minutes.
Penny amassed a game-high 192 all-purpose yards on just three touches (64.0 yards per play), and Pumphrey added

56 yards on the ground with a touchdown on 18 attempts (3.1 avg.) and five catches for 53 yards (10.6 avg.). Holder
set career highs in receptions (4) and receiving yards (78) with his second touchdown in as many weeks, while Smith
threw for 141 yards and a touchdown without throwing an interception.

Defense Stands Tall in 21-7 Win Over Fresno St.
SAN DIEGO - San Diego State limited Fresno State to just 89 yards of total offense in a 21-7 victory Saturday night at
Qualcomm Stadium. The Aztecs (2-3, 1-0 MW) reclaimed “The Oil Can” trophy with the win, dominating on both sides of
the ball.

SDSU held the Bulldogs (1-4, 0-2 MW) to 12 rushing yards and 77 passing yards in the game, and did not allow a
third down conversion (0-for-12) for only the second time since at least 1996. The 89 total yards allowed by San Diego
State was the fewest given up in an FBS game (FBS vs. FBS) to date this season and the program’s lowest since 1970.

FS had just six first downs in the game as the Aztec defense pressured quarterback Zack Greenlee throughout the
game, sacking him three times and forcing him out of the pocket on numerous more occasions. Fresno State averaged
just 0.5 yards per rush, carrying 22 times for 12 yards, and only 1.9 yards per play for the game. The Bulldogs’ 89 yards
were their fewest in a game since at least 1996.

On the other side of the ball, Maxwell Smith threw two second-half touchdowns, and SDSU received a pair of 100-
yard rushing games from Donnel Pumphrey and Chase Price. 

Smith attempted only 12 passes, completing five, including a 33-yard pass to a wide-open Rashaad Penny in the third
quarter and a 44-yard strike to Eric Judge in the fourth period. 

Pumphrey rushed 23 times for 124 yards and a touchdown, before leaving the game with an injury midway through
the third quarter, while Price set career highs in both attempts (27) and rushing yards (151). San Diego State is now 18-
1 in the Division I era when having multiple 100-yard rushers.

The Aztecs scored on their opening drive as Pumphrey capped a 10-play, 78-yard drive with a 33-yard run down the
left side of the field. 

FS got to the SDSU 34-yard line on its ensuing drive, but the San Diego State defense stuffed Greenlee on a 4th and
10, keeping the visitors off the scoreboard.  

Early in the second quarter, it appeared the Aztecs would get the ball back after forcing a 3 and out, one of SDSU’s
nine (out of 13 drives) in the game. The Fresno State punt, however, was mishandled and Stratton Brown pounced on it
at the San Diego State 28. Three plays later, Greenlee found KeeSean Johnson for a 16-yard touchdown pass, tying the
game at 7-7, which would remain the score at halftime. 

The Aztecs took the lead back with 8:15 left in the third quarter on Smith’s 33-yard pass to Penny, set up by a play-
action pass. 

After two more 3 and outs, SDSU mounted a 9-play, 72-yard drive, culminating in Smith’s 44-yard TD pass to Judge,
which would be the final points of the game.

Penny had a good all-around game with two catches for a career-high 48 yards, a 18-yard kick return and a 17-yard
rush, while Dakota Gordon rushed for 34 yards on five attempts (6.8 avg.) and added a 6-yard catch. 

San Diego State, which missed two field goals in the game (50 and 42 yards), was led by Alex Barrett on the defensive
side with seven tackles, including a 5-yard tackle for loss and 0.5 sacks. Jon Sanchez (1.0 sack, 2.0 TFL) and Jake Fely
(0.5 sacks, 2.0 TFL) contributed five tackles apiece. 

The Aztecs won their seventh consecutive conference home game and 13th straight at home against an unranked
conference opponent. They also won their conference opener for the third consecutive season.

Pumphrey Leads Aztecs Past Hawai‘i, 28-14
HONOLULU - Donnel Pumphrey rushed for 148 yards and three touchdowns to lead San Diego State to a 28-14 victory
over Hawai‘i in Honolulu on Oct. 10 

Pumphrey, who missed most of the second half in the Aztecs’ (3-3, 2-0 Mountain West) 21-7 win over Fresno State
last Saturday with a high ankle sprain and was limited in practice during this week in practice, scored on rushes of 34, 8
and 4 yards as SDSU outgained the Rainbow Warriors (2-4, 0-2 MW), 218-53, on the ground for the game.

Pumphrey also had two catches for 49 yards, giving him 197 of the team’s 402 yards in all. The 148 rushing yards,
which came on a career-high 30 carries (4.9 avg.), were a season high, his second straight 100-yard rushing game, third
of the season and 16th of his career.

For the second straight game, San Diego State scored on its opening drive, all on the ground. Pumphrey rushed four
times on the drive for 67 yards, culminating with a 34-yard touchdown to give the Aztecs the early 7-0 lead.

SDSU got the ball right back as Christian Heyward hit UH wide receiver Quinton Pedroza on its third play of the game,
forcing the ball to the turf and pouncing on it, giving San Diego State the ball on the 32-yard line. 

Four plays later, Pumphrey scored from eight yards out, putting the Aztecs up, 14-0, just 5:50 into the game.
Hawai‘i halved the SDSU lead early in the second quarter when Melvin Davis scored on a 1-yard run, the first against

San Diego State in three games. 
Later in the quarter, Maxwell Smith connected on a 58-yard touchdown pass to a wide-open Eric Judge to put the

Aztecs back up by 14 at 21-7.
The score would remain 21-7 until the Rainbow Warriors capitalized on a SDSU fumble midway through the third

quarter, giving UH the ball on the San Diego State 26. Six plays later, quarterback Max Wittek scored on a sneak on 3rd
and 1 to close the gap to 21-14.

The Aztecs had arguably their best drive early in the fourth quarter, grinding away with 85 yards on 11 plays over
4:49, ending with a 4-yard touchdown run by Pumphrey. Key plays on the drive included a 36-yard pass from Smith to
Pumphrey on 3rd and 6, an offside penalty by Hawai‘i on 4th and 1 and a holding penalty on the Rainbow Warriors on
3rd and 4.

SDSU sealed the victory with back-to-back interceptions of Wittek by the cornerback tandem of Damontae Kazee and
J.J. Whittaker on UH’s final two plays, making San Diego State the only undefeated team in the West Division of the MW. 

Smith was 11-for-15 for a season-high 184 yards and a touchdown, and extended his streak to 86 passing attempts
without an interception. Judge had season highs of four receptions and 92 receiving yards, while Chase Price added 60
rushing yards on 16 carries and a 14-yard reception.

The Aztec defense continued their solid play, holding Hawai‘i to just 251 yards of total offense and forcing three
turnovers. Calvin Munson tied a career high with 12 tackles, including 1.5 sacks (and tackles for loss) for 13 yards, while
Kameron Kelly added eight stops. Altogether, SDSU totaled a season-high four sacks, seven tackles for loss, two forced
fumbles, a fumble recovery, two interceptions, 10 pass breakups and four quarterback hurries. 

San Diego State outgained the Rainbow Warriors, 402-251, for the game and dominated the time of possession by
almost 13 minutes (36:17-23:43).

- Donnel Pumphrey finished with 207 yards from scrimmage and two touchdowns and San Diego
State added impressive performances on defense and special teams in a convincing 30-7 victory over San José State Sat-
urday night at Spartan Stadium. The win gives the Aztecs (4-3, 3-0 Mountain West) their third consecutive victory and a
two-game lead in the loss column in the West Division of the MW.

Pumphrey rushed for 152 yards and one touchdown while adding three catches for 55 yards and another score to
lead a balanced SDSU offensive effort. It was his third straight 100-yard rushing game and 17th of his career, the second
most in MW history.

Pumphrey scored on a 13-yard run in the first quarter and later on a 38-yard pass from Maxwell Smith early in the
second to put San Diego State up, 14-0. 

The Spartans (3-4, 2-2 MW) took advantage of three Aztec penalties - two personal fouls and an unsportsmanlike
conduct - on its ensuing drive, culminating in a 1-yard sneak by quarterback Kenny Potter with 4:27 left in the first half. 

SDSU ended the scoring in the first half when Donny Hageman nailed a 31-yard field goal attempt with just 18
seconds left giving San Diego State a 17-7 lead at intermission.

Damontae Kazee got the Aztecs back into business early in the third quarter when he intercepted a Potter pass at the
San José State 33-yard line. Seven plays later, Hageman made his second of three field goals on the night, this time from
25 yards to give SDSU a 20-7 advantag

Potter was picked off once again on the Spartans’ second play of their next drive, this time by defensive end Alex
Barrett. Chase Price followed with a 15-yard rush and a 1-yard touchdown score, putting San Diego State up, 27-7, early
in the third quarter.

The Aztecs made it five straight drives with a score as Hageman converted a 39-yard field goal, ending an 11-play,
54-yard march, for the final points of the contest.

For the game, SDSU held SJSU to just 148 total yards, San José State’s fewest in a game since putting up 121 at USC
on Sept. 5, 2009, tied for the fifth fewest in a game since 1996 and tied for the second fewest in a home game since
1996. Additionally, the Spartans’ 113 passing yards was their third fewest in a home game since 1996. 

It was the 10th straight conference game that San Diego State held an opponent below 400 yards of total offense
and the fourth consecutive contest that the Aztecs held an opponent under 100 yards rushing.

The SDSU defense finished with 11 tackles for loss, four sacks, two forced fumbles, two interceptions and two pass
breakups, led by Calvin Munson. Munson recorded his second straight double-digit tackle game, compiling 10 tackles,
three sacks, four tackles for loss and a forced fumble. He became the first San Diego State player with four tackles for
loss in a game since 2004 and the first with three sacks since 2010. 

Kazee added nine tackles (seven solo), a tackle for loss and his fifth interception of the season, while Malik Smith
came up with seventh stops, a TFL and a forced fumble.

Maxwell Smith threw for 144 yards and the 38-yard touchdown pass to Pumphrey, connecting on 10 of his 14 pass
attempts. He completed his first eight passes in the game and stretched his consecutive pass attempts without an interception
to 100. It was the fifth straight game that the Aztecs did not throw an interception, the program’s longest streak in their
Division I history (since 1969).

Hageman’s matched his career high with three field goals for the fifth time of his career, while all three of Tanner
Blain’s punts landed inside the 20-yard line, including two inside the 10. 

Chase Price added 47 yards on the ground on 10 attempts (4.7 avg.) and had two catches for 13 yards.

San Diego State Powers Past Utah State, 48-14
SAN DIEGO -  In a battle between the MW’s only unbeaten teams in league play, Donnel Pumphrey rushed for 181
yards and two touchdowns, and San Diego State forced four turnovers in a 48-14 victory over Utah State on Oct. 23.

After a punt of their opening drive, the Aztecs (5-3, 4-0 MW) scored on each of their next six possessions to open up
a commanding 34-7 lead at halftime. After a Aggie (4-3, 3-1 MW) touchdown run in the third quarter, SDSU tacked on
two more running scores in the fourth quarter to hand USU its largest margin of defeat since a 36-point setback at No. 9
Boise State (50-14) on Dec. 4, 2010.

Against a team that came into the game ranked sixth (90.8) in FBS in rush defense, San Diego State rushed for 218
in the first half and 336 total. It was the most rushing yards allowed by Utah State since 2010 and ninth most allowed
since 1996.

The Aztecs scored five rushing touchdowns in all, including runs of 4 and 62 yards by Pumphrey in the second quarter,
quarterback Maxwell Smith (1 yard) in the first quarter, and Rashaad Penny (7 yards) and Chase Price (1 yard) in the
fourth quarter.

Smith added an 18-yard touchdown pass to Mikah Holder to get SDSU on the scoreboard. Smith now has a rushing
touchdown, passing touchdown and receiving touchdown on the season. He finished 6-for-10 for 93 yards and the touch-
down and stretched his pass attempts without an interception to 111.

Chase Price had97 yards on the ground as San Diego State opened up a two-game cushion in the West Division of the
MW and is the only undefeated league team remaining.

After trading 3 and outs, the Aztecs finished a 7 play, 78-yard drive when Smith found Holder in the end zone for the
7-0 lead. Alex Barrett then sacked Utah State quarterback Kent Myers and knocked the ball loose before Calvin Munson
pounced on it. Price then ran the ball 13 yards to the Aggie 1, setting up Smith's first career rushing touchdown.

SDSU forced another 3 and out and used up 4:37 of the clock on 10 plays over 45 yards before Donny Hageman
converted a 41-yard field goal, making it 17-0 San Diego State in the first quarter.

USU threatened to get on the scoreboard, getting all the way to the Aztec 17 before Myers' pass was intercepted by
Malik Smith and returned eight yards to the Utah State 23. SDSU capitalized with an 11-play, 77-yard drive over 6:04,
ending with a 4-yard TD run by Pumphrey and making it 24-0 San Diego State.

The Aggies finally got on the scoreboard with 5:14 left in the second quarter when Myers found Hunter Sharp for a
45-yard touchdown pass.

The Aztecs answered with a 62-yard touchdown run by Pumphrey on the second play of the drive, giving SDSU a 31-
7 lead.

On USU's first play of its ensuing drive, Jake Fely forced a fumble on a quarterback keeper by Myers and Jon Sanchez
recovered it on the Utah State 22. San Diego State got to the Aggie 4, but had to settle for a 21-yard field goal by
Hageman, making it 34-7 Aztecs at the half. It was the first time in SDSU's Division I history (since 1969) that it scored
17-plus points in each of the first two quarters.

USU tried to make a game of it in the second half, scoring on its opening drive on a 26-yard run by Davante Mays.
The score would remain 34-14 SDSU until Price capped an 8-play, 59-yard drive with a 1-yard touchdown with 8:47

left in the fourth quarter. Penny scored his first career rushing TD on San Diego State's next drive from seven yards out,
rounding out the scoring and giving the Aztecs their most points in a game (48) since scoring 49 in the 2013 Famous
Idaho Potato Bowl win over Buffalo.

Aztecs Blow Past Colorado State, 41-17
FORT COLLINS, Colo. - Donnel Pumphrey rushed for two touchdowns and caught a third and San Diego State forced
four turnovers for a second straight game in a 41-17 victory over Colorado State on Oct. 31 in Fort Collins, Colo.

The win was the fifth straight for the Aztecs (6-3, 5-0 Mountain West), who have outscored the opposition, 168-59,
over the stretch.

Pumphrey scored on runs of 1 and 64 yards, and caught a 32-yard touchdown pass from Maxwell Smith as SDSU
outscored the Rams (3-5, 1-3 MW), 34-7 over the final 38 minutes, 48 seconds of the game. 

Down, 10-7, when Wyatt Bryan connected on a 44-yard field goal, San Diego State tied it as Donny Hageman nailed
a 20-yard field goal with 3:22 left in the second quarter. 

Later in the quarter, after the Aztecs were forced for punt it, CSU started will the ball with just 22 seconds left in the
half. Colorado State completed a 14-yard pass to the SDSU 48 and called a timeout. On the Rams’ next play, San Diego
State Warrior (safety) Kameron Kelly picked off quarterback Nick Stevens and returned it back to the SDSU 48 with just
eight seconds remaining. 

Smith then found a wide-open Pumphrey, who ran it 15 yards to the CSU 37 and quickly fell down and called a
timeout, setting up a 54-yard field goal attempt for Hageman. Hageman drilled it through the uprights, tying a career-
long make and giving the Aztecs a 13-10 lead at the half.

After forcing Colorado State to a 3 and out on the opening drive of the third quarter, SDSU punctuated a 13-play, 89-
yard drive with a 32-yard pass from Smith to Pumphrey to put San Diego State up, 20-10. 

The Aztecs made it 27-10 on the Rams’ next drive when Damontae Kazee picked off Stevens and returned it 55 yards
for his first career touchdown. 

CSU responded with a 9-play, 75-yard drive, culminating with a 14-yard touchdown pass from Stevens to Danny
Nwosu to make it a 10-point game early in the fourth quarter.

It took only two plays for SDSU to answer as Pumphrey ran for 11 yards and then 64 yards into the end zone for his
third score of the game and a 34-17 advantage.

San Diego State capped the scoring for the game on its next possession as Chase Price rumbled into the end zone
from 16 yards out. The Aztecs had 81 yards on the drive, all via the ground, including 50 from fullback Dakota Gordon
and 31 from Price.

Pumphrey finished with 168 total yards - 121 rushing and 47 receiving - and three overall touchdowns (two rushing)
in the game. It was his fifth straight 100-yard rushing game and 19th of his career. In game he passed Larry Ned into
second place on the school’s all-time rushing list and broke 1,000 yards for the season for the second straight year. 

Three other SDSU players had 50-plus running yards, including 54 by Rashaad Penny (nine carries), 50 by Price (12
rushes) and 50 by Gordon (four attempts). 

Smith, meanwhile, was 11-for-14 for 180 yards and a touchdown, with no interceptions for a seventh straight game.
Smith finished with a season-best pass efficiency rating of 210.14 and stretched his streak to 125 passes without an in-
terception. 

Mikah Holder led a group of four San Diego State players with two catches, including a team-high 72 receiving yards.
J.J. Whittaker had a team-high eight tackles, while Kazee recorded seven stops (five solo), a 55-yard interception re-

turned for a touchdown and a forced fumble in the end zone, keeping Colorado State off the scoreboard on its opening
drive of the game. Na’im McGee added seven tackles and two pass breakups.

Aztecs Run Past Wyoming, 38-3
SAN DIEGO - Chase Price ran for 152 yards and two touchdowns, and Donnel Pumphrey had his sixth straight 100-
yard rushing game with 140 yards to lead San Diego State to a 38-3 win over Wyoming on Nov. 14 at Qualcomm Stadium.
The victory made the Aztecs (7-3, 6-0 MW) bowl eligible for a sixth consecutive season.

Maxwell Smith threw three touchdown passes, including two to Mikah Holder, as SDSU outgained the Cowboys (1-10,
1-6 MW) by over 240 yards (431-191) with a 231-yard advantage on the ground (293-62).

It was the sixth straight win for San Diego State - all by double-digits - and fourth consecutive triumph by at least 23
points. 

The Aztecs scored the first 24 points of the game before UW got on the scoreboard with a 31-yard field goal with
13:30 left in the fourth quarter. Wyoming had twice kept the drive going by successfully converting back-to-back fourth-
down attempts, but settled for the field goal and its only points of the game.

SDSU answered with a 2-yard touchdown pass from Smith to Daniel Brunskill on its ensuing drive and, after Malik
Smith picked off Cameron Coffman at the San Diego State 1-yard line, tacked on another score, a 2-yard run by Price for
the final points of the contest. On the Price scoring drive, he had all 89 yards on the ground, starting with a 20-yard
scamper and a career-long 56-yard jaunt.  

Price got the Aztecs on the scoreboard with a 4-yard touchdown run on their second drive of the game.
After forcing the Cowboys to punt, SDSU got the ball back and went to work, grinding out 79 yards on 10 plays over

4:44, culminating with a 7-yard pass by Smith to Holder. 
The score would remain 14-0 until late in the second quarter when a Tanner Blain punt was muffed by UW’s Andrew

Wingard and recovered by San Diego State long snapper Jeff Overbaugh at the Wyoming 24. Four plays later, Smith
found Holder again from four yards out, giving the Aztecs a 21-0 lead at the half.

Donny Hageman hit a 26-yard field goal midway through the third quarter for SDSU’s other points, setting up
Wyoming’s lone score (the 31-yard field goal). 

San Diego State had multiple 100-yard rushers for the 20th time in program history with Price gaining his 152 yards
and two touchdowns on 17 attempts (8.9 avg.) and Pumphrey rushing for 140 on 29 carries (4.8 avg.). 

Smith was 12-for-19 for 138 yards and an Aztec-high three touchdown passes. It was his third career game with at
least three touchdown passes and first since Sept. 7, 2013 when he was at Kentucky. He has now gone 144 passes without
throwing an interception.

Defensively, SDSU racked up a season-high five sacks after recording just two over its last two games combined to go
along with 10 tackles for loss, five pass breakups and two interceptions. Additionally, San Diego State limited the Cowboys
to just a 1-for-13 effort on third-down attempts. 

Alex Barrett had a career-high three tackles for loss and tied a best with two sacks, while Calvin Munson had a team-
high seven stops. J.J. Whittaker joined Smith with an interception (each for 10 yards). 

The Aztecs won for the sixth consecutive game overall, their longest streak since a seven-game winning streak to
close out the 2012 regular season en route to capturing their 19th conference championship in program history. It was
also the eighth straight conference win for SDSU, the ninth consecutive home conference victory and 15th straight home
win against an unranked conference opponent.

SDSU Takes MW Title with a 52-14 Win at UNLV
LAS VEGAS - Hours after clinching the West Division of the Mountain West with a Nevada loss at Utah State, San Diego
State defeated UNLV, 52-14, on Nov. 21 in Las Vegas. 

The Aztecs (8-3, 7-0 MW) forced four turnovers, turning those into 21 points, and outrushed the Rebels (3-8, 2-5
MW) by more than 200 yards (286-80) en route to a seventh straight victory. The seven consecutive wins are fifth-longest
active streak in FBS play.

Donnel Pumphrey rushed for 139 yards and two touchdowns, despite not playing the team’s final four drives and 23
plays over 25 minutes, 39 seconds (25:39). It was his seventh straight 100-yard rushing game, which ranks in a tie for
second among active FBS players and third in program history.

Rashaad Penny added 81 yards and a rushing touchdown on 18 attempts, while Chase Price had 54 yards on the
ground and caught a 17-yard touchdown pass. Quarterback Maxwell Smith (3 yards) and fullback Dakota Gordon (1
yard) also rushed for touchdowns in SDSU’s fifth straight win by at least 23 points, the longest active streak in FBS play.

San Diego State jumped out to a 31-0 lead at the half, scoring on five of its six drives (four touchdowns and a field
goal) in the first 30. 

Smith got the Aztecs on the scoreboard with a 3-yard run on their first possession of the game. 
UNLV got into field goal range on its ensuing possession, but Randy Ricks sacked quarterback Kurt Palandech and the

ball popped out to a waiting Jon Sanchez. SDSU capitalized with a 10-play, 49-yard drive, culminating with a 2-yard
rushing score by Pumphrey.

After losing another fumble, the Rebels made it three straight drives with a turnover when Kameron Kelly picked off
Palandech and returned it 15 yards to the San Diego State 40-yard line. Gordon capped an 8-play, 45-yard drive with a
1-yard rushing score, the first of his career, putting the Aztecs up, 21-0.

After UNLV failed on a fourth-and-2, SDSU got the ball back on its own 36-yard line. Pumphrey took San Diego State’s
first snap 60 yards to the Rebel 4 and then bounced outside for his second rushing touchdown of the game.

The Aztecs ended the scoring in the first half with a 29-yard field goal by Donny Hageman as time expired and a 31-
0 advantage. 

UNLV finally got on the scoreboard on its first possession of the second half when Palandech found Kendal Keys from
14 yards out.

After forcing a 3 and out for the second straight drive in the second half, the Rebels got the ball back with 10:39 in
the third quarter. Palandech, however, was picked off by Parker Baldwin and returned 28 yards to the UNLV 21. Three
plays later, Smith found Price on a screen for a 17-yard touchdown strike.

Damontae Kazee made it 45-7 SDSU when he returned a punt 66 yards back for his second touchdown in three weeks
(also an interception return for a score a Colorado State).

The Rebels doubled their score with a 6-play, 58-yard drive over 2:45, ending with a 6-yard touchdown pass from
Palandech to Xavier Campbell. 

In the fourth quarter, Penny went to work with 13 rushes for 58 yards and a 2-yard catch, accounting for all of San
Diego State’s 60 yards, including a 3-yard touchdown and the final points of the game.

Smith passed for 107 yards and a touchdown, completing 11 of 17 attempts. 
Calvin Munson paced a defense that had 12 tackles for loss and seven sacks with a team-high eight tackles.

... Was drafted with the 935th overall pick in the 31st round of the 2013 MLB Draft by the St.
Louis Cardinals ... Also pitched for the Mountain West Championship Aztec baseball team in the
spring ... Has led the Aztecs in tackles eight times over his career ... Has six interceptions for
his career, including three for a touchdown ... The three interceptions returned for a touchdown
are tied with Ricky Parker (1993-96) for the most in program history and tied for the third
most in FBS history among linebackers ...
