u Coming off a hard-fought victory over a top-10 FCS opponent, San Diego State seeks its third 2-0 start in the last four seasons when
the Aztecs make the 129-mile trek to Pasadena and a date with UCLA. This is the first of three meefings between the teams over
the next five seasons (2019 at UCLA, 2020 in San Diego and 2023 in San Diego).

m The Aztecs won their fifth season-opener in the last six years in a 6-0 victory over Weber State last Saturday. SDSU held the Wildeats
to 154 yards of total offense and allowed Weher State only one snap across midfield in the confest. SDSU allowed a Division | era
school-record five first downs in the contest.

u Since the beginning of the 2016 campaign, SDSU has four victories against teams from the Pac-12 Conference. That is the most vic-
tories by any non-conference team against the league during the span and is the most wins by any G5 conference school against
any P5 conference school in the nation. SDSU’s four wins against the Pac-12 are equal to the league wins by Oregon State (4-23).

m Since the start of the 2015 season, San Diego State is 16-7 (69.6 percent) in road games. That is the 11th-highest winning percentage
nationally and tops among teams in the Pacific Time Zone. The 16 road wins is fied for fifth nationally (leader: Clemson, 19).

m SDSU’s acfive consecutive streak of nine straight bowl games is tied for the 12th-longest streak nationally. San Diego State joins
Stanford as the only foothall teams in the state of California - college or pro - to play in the postseason each of the last nine years.

w San Diego State is one of 14 schools and one of two Group of 5 schools in the nation to play in a bowl game following the last nine
Seasons.

u The lost 10 times San Diego State has been an underdog, the Aztecs have won the game seven times. Three of those victories have
come against nationally-ranked opponents.

w Ten different Aztec players received preseason accolades, with six players (junior long snapper Turner Bernard, senior tight end
Parker Houston, junior center Keith Ismael, senior linebacker Kyahva Tezino, junior Warrior (safety) Tariq Thompson and
senior running back/KOR Juwan Washington) on watch lists for national honors and/or named first-team all conference.

m Head coach Rocky Long, the all-time winningest coach in Mountain West history, has guided San Diego State to a bowl game in
each of his first eight seasons as head coach. He is one of six active coaches to lead their current team to a howl game in each of
the first eight seasons (others: Mark Dantonio (Michigan State), Brian Kelly (Notre Dame), Nick Saban (Alabama), David Shaw
(Stanford) and Dabo Swinney (Clemson)).

w This marks the first of two consecutive road games for the Aztecs as SDSU travels to New Mexico State for a game on Sept. 14.
After the opener last Saturday, SDSU began a sireich in which it has only one home game (Sept. 21 vs. Utah State) in a 41-day
period between Sept. 1 and Oct. 11.

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SAN DIEGO STATE-UCLA SERIES

m This is the 23rd meeting hetween San Diego State and UCLA, with the Bruins owning a
20-1-1 series advantage. UCLA has won the lost 19 meefings dafing back to a 13-13

tie on Nov. 15, 1924. 0
The 19-game streak without a victory against UCLA is far and away SDSU’s longest ac-
tive streak against any opponent. The second-longest active sireak is a seven-game
streak against TCU. ‘
The teams first met on Oct. 7, 1922, a 25-6 UCLA victory. That game was the 15th s
game played in SDSU history and the first contest against a current Division | feam.
Only twice in the lost six meetings has UCLA recorded more first downs than the Aztecs
(three fimes SDSU has posted more first downs and the other fime was a fie).

SDSU has played the Bruins closer than the score would indicate in the lust six meetings. Using key statistical barometers from the
1993, 2002, 2003, 2004, 2005 and 2009 games, SDSU is within two total first downs and within 65 yards per game in total offense.
One area in which the Aztecs have been hurt is a -9 turnover margin in the last five contests in the series. Some key stats from those
meetings:

Average field position in the last five games shows another reason for the outcome. The average field position since the teams
starting playing yearly in 2002, has the Bruins starting drives on their own 38.4 yard line, while the Aztecs begin possessions at
their own 23.6 yard line. In four of the last five meetings, UCLA has owned at least a 9-yard advantage in average field position.
Since 1988, San Diego State owns a 1-54-1 record in games in which it has a 9-yard or worse average field position

San Diego State has faced at least one team from the Pac-12in 34 of the last 37 seasons (2006, 2008 and 2010 were the exceptions).
The Aztecs are 28-80-4 against current members of the Pac-12 Conference and are 12-44-1 against teams that called the Pac-
12/10/8 home at the time of the game.

The Aziecs dropped 19 straight games to the league from 1996 until breaking the streak in 2011. The tide has changed recently
with San Diego State going 4-1 in ifs lust five contests against the conference.

Rocky Long has been the head coach for five of SDSU’s 12 Division | era wins against the conference (other Aztec coaches with wins
over the league in the Division | era: Ted Tollner 2, Doug Scovil 2, Claude Gilbert 2, Don Coryell).

SDSU-UCLA TIDBITS: This marks the fifih fime this decade the teams have met... Only nine of the 22 all-time meefings in the
series have faken place in San Diego... In 10 of the 14 games hetween the teams since 1985, SDSU has recorded more passing
yards... In the last six meetings combined, UCLA has a slight 110-108 advantage in first downs... Since the heginning of SDSU’s
Division | era (in 1969), San Diego State and UCLA have met 15 fimes with the Aztecs enjoying a second-half lead on only one
occasion (Sept. 16, 1989)... Former SDSU men's haskethall coach Steve Fisher posted a 2-0 lifefime record against the Bruins, as his
Michigan team overcame a 19-point deficit capped by a Jimmy King putback with less than two seconds remaining in overfime to
[iff Michigan to an 86-84 victory in the second round of the 1993 NCAA Tournament in Tucson, Ariz... That season, Fisher's Wolverine
squad reached the national championship game for the second straight year, losing to North Carolina, 77-71, in the final. Fisher

San Diego State men's soccer team competes
in the Pac-12 Conference and will face UCLA twice this season (Oct. 6 at UCLA and Nov. 16 at home).

SAN DIEGO STATE-UCLA CONNECTIONS

San Diego State head coach Rocky Long was the defensive coordinator at UCLA from 1996-97, prior to taking his first head coaching
job at New Mexico in 1998.

Aztec tight end coach Ron Caragher earned four letters at UCLA from 1985-89 as the backup quarterback to four bowl teams.
Caragher earned his bachelor's degree from UCLA in 1990 and a master’s in 1995. Caragher then was a graduate assistant coach at
UCLA from 1994-95, and an assistant coach with the Bruins from 1996-02, where he coached wide receivers, kickers and punters
alongside then defensive coordinator Rocky Long.

SDSU offensive analyst Gary Bernardi worked at UCLA from 1994-03, partly with both Rocky Long and Ron Caragher. With the
Bruins, Bernardi worked with the offensive line, fight ends and recruiting coordinator.

UCLA quarterbacks coach Dana Bible was the offensive coordinator, quarterbacks and receivers coach at San Diego State from 1986-
89 under then head coach Denny Stolz.

UCLA wide receivers coach Jimmy Doughtery worked af San José State from 2013-15 under then head coach and current Aztec fight
ends coach Ron Caragher. Under Caragher, Doughtery was the offensive coordinator/quarterbacks coach in 2013 and 2014, and
the wide receivers in 2015. He was named an assistant head coach in 2014.

UCLA running backs coach DeShaun Foster played at UCLA from 1998-01 while current Aztec fight end coach Ron Caragher and
current SDSU offensive analyst Gary Bernardi were on the Bruin staff.

SDSU defensive line coach Brady Hoke and UCLA inside linebackers coach Don Pellum each coached at Oregon in 2016. Hoke was
the defensive coordinator, while Pellum was the linebackers coach.

Aztec fullback Andrew Alves and UCLA offensive lineman Michael Alves are brothers, who both attended St. Augustine High School
in San Diego, playing under current SDSU safeties coach Richard Sanchez. Aztec safety Tariq Thompson and wide receiver JR Justice,
and UCLA offensive lineman Mohamed Khalil also attended St. Augustine HS.

Aztec quarterback Jordon Bookshire and UCLA linebacker Je'Vari Anderson each went to Laney College in Oakland, Calif.

San Diego State cornerback Lug Barcoo and UCLA tight end Josh Harris each attended Grossmont College in San Diego.

SDSU linebacker Josh Bornes and UCLA wide receiver Kyle Philips each went to San Marcos High School in San Marcos, Calif.

Aztec wide receivers Nash Devan and Isaiah Richardson, and UCLA wide receiver Dymond Lee all attended Chaminade College Prep.

a Prince pass and returned it fo the Bruin 23-yard line.

After a five-yard gain on first down and two consecutive incomplete passes, Hoke sent on the Aztec field-goal unit for a 35-yard try,
but the kick was blocked and UCLA Alierraun Verner scooped up the loose ball and rumbled 70 yards for the touchdown and the 33-14
advantage.

Neither team was stellar in the final quarter, combining for three interceptions, as UCLA won its 215t game in the two schools’ 22 all-
time meetings.

Aztec wideout Vincent Brown caught five passes for 139 yards and a touchdown to become the 24th player in school history fo reach
the 1,000-yard mark in career receiving yards. Lindley completed 18 of his 45 pass attempts for 238 yards and two TDs, but also threw
three inferceptions, induding on each of the team’s final possessions of the game.

Defensively, the Aztecs broke in their new 3-3-5 scheme by holding the Bruins to 359 yards of total offense with five UCLA drives
starting in SDSU territory.

Prince completed 18 of his 29 passes for 176 yards and a TD, while wideout Taylor Embree had six catches for 97 yards fo lead the
Bruins.

m Long has guided San Diego State to eight bowl games in his first eight seasons as head coach and has been part of nine straight bowl
appearances for SDSU. That surpasses the total number of bowl appearances the Aztecs had in their previous 87 seasons prior (1921

through 2009).

m The Aztecs have 21 conference championships but had only two in the 37 years from 1975 unfil 2011. Long has guided SDSU to con-
ference championships in three of the lust seven seasons (2012, 2015 and 2016).

m San Diego State has nine viciories over AP Division | nationally-ranked teams in school history. Rocky Long has been the head coach
for three of them, was the defensive coordinator for one and also has a win over a team that was ranked in the coaches poll (but not
the AP poll).

m San Diego State did not appear in the AP Top 25 poll for 20 years until Long guided the Aztecs into the national ranking in 2016. In
school history, SDSU has spent 22 weeks in the AP poll, eight of those weeks have come under Long (four in 2016, four in 2017).

m San Diego State has recorded a six-game win streak in each of the last four seasons (2015, 2016, 2017 and 2018). San Diego State
joins Alabama, Clemson and Ohio State as the only feams in the nation to accomplish that.

THE NATION’S BEST LINEBACKER

Senior linebacker Kyahva Tezino has not only established himself as a leader on the defensive side of the ball,
he is beginning fo assert himself as one of the most impactful players in college foothall.

According to Pro Football Focus, Tezino had the highest grade for an inside linebacker in the nation lost season.

Against Air Force on Oct. 12, 2018, Tezino recorded his second consecutive game with nine defensive stops (de-
fined by Pro Foothall Focus as an offensive failure). Those nine stops were tied for the most in the country that
week.

In the road victory over Boise State on Oct. 6, he may have been the most dominant player on the field. Tezino
was strong against the run with (according fo Pro Foothall Focus) nine defensive stops, with six coming on run at-
tempts. He performed well in coverage as well with just 21 total receiving yards allowed in coverage on three re-
ceptions. Once again, he was sensational providing pressure with one sack, four quarterback hits and two hurries.

Since being named a starter on Oct. 28, 2017 (19 games), Tezino has totaled 189 tackles and 20.5 tackles for loss.

Tezino has led the team in fackles in 14 of the 19 games since he’s become starter, posting eight double-digit tackle games over that
span (six last season).

Over his last nine games, Tezino has 94 tackles and 10 tackles for loss.

For the season in 2018, Tezino had 127 tackles (70 solo), including 14.5 tackles for loss, 8.5 sacks and 17 quarterback hurries, all
which led the team. His 127 tackles were 24 more than No. 2 on the team and a remarkable 67 more than No. 3, and were the third
most among an Aztec junior in program history and the eighth most in SDSU single-season history

For his efforts, he was named a first-team all-Mountain West performer, as well as racking up three awards at SDSU’s posiseason
banquet - MVP, defensive MVP and one of four Captain’s Awards.

This season, he has been named to three watch lists - Chuck Bednarik Award (college defensive player of the year), Bronko Nagurski
Award (defensive player of the year) and the Butkus Award (nation’s best linehacker), and has been chosen to the College Football
America Group of 5 Starfing Lineup. Additionally, Tezino has been selected preseason first-team all-Mountain West by the league’s media,
Athlon Sports and Phil Steele Magazine, and was chosen as a captain by his teammates.

UNLV. Against the Lobos (Nov. 3), he came off the bench to lead all players
with 95 yards rushing on just 11 carries for an 8.6 yards per carry average. He also recorded rushing touchdowns of 34 and 50 yards.
In the 2018 regular season finale, Washington showed glimpses of what Aztec fans missed during the middle portion of the season,
maching a career-high with 158 yards rushing on 31 carries. He posted a 5.1 yard-per-rush average and had two rushing touchdowns.

He then totaled 129 yards on just 19 carries (6.8 avg.) against Ohio in the DXL Frisco Bowl.

Washington, who suffered a broken clavicle late in the second quarter of the fourth game of the season against Eastern Michigan,
had a pair of 150-yard rushing games to open the season. He joined Rashaad Penny and Marshall Faulk as the only Aztecs players to
do that.

m Washington joined Marshall Faulk (1992) and Rashaad Penny (2017) as the only running backs in SDSU history to open a season
with consecutive 150-yard rushing games.

m Against No. 13/13 Stanford on Aug. 31, Washington averaged 6.6 yards per carry, which is the highest by any Aztec player with at
least 15 carries against an AP Top 25 opponent since Ronnie Hillman (24 carries, 191 yards) averaged 8.0 yards per carry against
No. 22 Air Force on Oct. 16, 2010. By comparison, recent SDSU running backs best against fop 25 foes were Donnel Pumphrey’s 5.9
average at No. 21 North Carolina on Sept. 6, 2014 and Rashaad Penny’s 5.5 average against No. 19 Stanford on Sept. 16, 2017.
For the season in 2018, Washington received honorable mention all-Mountain West accolades by the league’s conches and media,

rushing 199 times for 999 yards (5.0 avg.) with 10 touchdowns. Washington ranked second in the MW (13th in FBS) in rushing yards
per game (111.0, min. 190 att.), second (30th in FBS) in rush avg. (5.0, min. 190 att.), tied for fourth (T-57th in FBS) in rushing touch-
downs (10), fifth (64th in FBS) in rushing yards (999) and eighth in total touchdowns (10), despite missing the 4 % games. According
to Pro Foothall Focus, Washington ranked 33rd in FBS (No. 4 in MW) with 41 forced missed fackles and 34th (No. 2 in MW) in 15-yard
runs (15), despite missing 4 % games.

2009.

Agnew became the third straight Aztec starting quarterback fo win his Aztec debut (also Maxwell Smith vs. San Diego on Aug. 30,
2015 and Chapman vs. Air Force on Dec. 5, 2015) (SDSU quarterbacks were just 1-13 in the previous 14 starting debuts).

Agnew also became the first Aztec quarterback to beat a nationally ranked team in his starting debut (other quarterbacks were 0-4
when their debut was against a ranked squad).

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The score remained unchanged until Araiza split the uprights on a 29-yard field goal with just over four minutes elapsed in the fourth quarter,
capping a 13-play, 40-yard march. Agnew kept the drive alive with a 12-yard scramble, as well as o 12-yard completion to Daniel Bellinger on a dan-
gerous cross-field pass when it appeared the Aztec signal-caller would step out of bounds.

SDSU managed to move the chains further to the Wildcat 13 after Agnew bolted around left end and reached across the marker for a first down.
However, the Aztecs could not find the end zone, s three siraight rushes netted one yard.

Despite suffering three-and-outs on their next two possessions, Weber State still had two chances in the final three minutes to pull out the win.

After setfing up shop on their own 35 following an SDSU punt, the Wildcats went for broke on the first play, but Tariq Thompson made a spectacular
leaping interception of Wildcat quarterback Jake Constantine, who underthrew his intended receiver David Ames at the Aztec 35.

San Diego State could not put the victory on ice just yet, as Weber State forced a three-and-out, getting the ball back its own 21 with two minutes
to go in the contest. After two passes gained just six yards, however, the Aztec defense came through once again, with Thompson fittingly breaking up
the Wildeats' last gasp on fourth down.

The two teams combined for 19 punts in a game that fook only 2 hours and 41 minutes to complete. Brandon Heicklen consistently flipped field
position with an average of 49.0 yards on nine kicks, matching his career-best with a 58-yarder in the first quarter.

Despite running 22 more plays than the Wildcats (73-51), SDSU gained just 238 yards for the game, running for 130 yards on 43 attempts.

Individually, Washington finished with 55 yards on 22 carries, while Byrd totaled 50 yards on five rushes. In addition, Agnew completed 16 of 30
passes for an economical 108 yards, with Matthews, Kothe and Washington hauling in three receptions apiece.

On the other side of the ball, Dwayne Johnson Jr. led the Aztec defense with a career-high 12 tackles, including six solo efforts, while Troy Cassidy
made seven stops of his own. Not to be outdone, Thompson tied his personal-best with three pass breakups.

With Thompson's pick, San Diego State has been even or has had an advantage in turnover margin in nine of its last 11 games.

FROM THE FILM ROOM (through games of Aug. 31)

m Junior Warrior (safety) Tariq Thompson had an outsianding game in the season opener. Thompson ended Weber State final two
possessions on Saturday with an inferception and a pass breakup on fourth down. According to Pro Foothall Focus, Thompson recorded
a team-high 91.2 overall grade which currently places him second among all defensive backs nationally. Thompson was tested often
on Saturday, but that wasn't a problem. He recorded an interception and three pass breakups while allowing five receptions on a
whopping 10 targets in coverage. Thompson gave up just 25 total receiving yards in his coverage on those 10 targets, which gave
Weber State just a 16.7 NFL passer rating when targeting Thompson in coverage. Aztec fans are familiar with Thompson as he's been
one of the team's best defenders over his career. Over his career, Thompson has allowed just two TDs in his coverage to go along with
eight inferceptions and 15 pass breakups.
Senior linebacker Troy Cassidy was outstanding against both the run and pass on Saturday. Cassidy, who played all 51 defensive
snaps, had a near even split with 16 snaps vs. the run, 17 snaps as a pass rusher and 18 snaps in coverage. Cassidy recorded an ca-
reer-high five defensive stops in fotal (three in run defense). His run stop percentage yesterday of 18.8 percent currently has him
ranked second in the conference among linebackers. Cassidy was also effective on the rush, recording a quarterback hit and two
hurries. In coverage, he allowed just 17 total receiving yards on four receptions (five targets). The longest reception allowed by
Cassidy was just six yards.
The San Diego State defense allowed just 2.2 yards per rush vs Weber State. The Aztecs allowed only 1.2 rushing yards after contact
per attempt. That was tops in the Mountain West in week one. Outside of Cassidy's performance, other impressive showings in run
defense came from junior Aztec Dwayne Johnson Jr. (82.3 run defense grade while matching Cassidy with five defensive stops
and a team-high 12 tackles) and sophomore DE Keshawn Banks (74.4 run defense grade and two defensive stops). Since the be-
ginning of last year, San Diego State has allowed an explosive run (gain of 10+ yards) on just 7.2 percent of opponents attempis.
That is the best among all FBS teams nationally.
The offensive line had a strong performance in the pass game, allowing no sacks and only one quarterback hit on 36 pass plays. This
unit was lead by freshman right guard William Dunkle, who in the first action of his career, was PFF highest graded player on
offense (76.9). Dunkle allowed no pressures of any kind on 36 pass blocks and also helped lead the way on the ground with a 76.0
run block grade. Dunkle has yet to allow a QB pressure in his career. Senior left guard Daishawn Dixon also was perfect in pass
protection, allowing zero pressures on 36 pass blocks.
m Senior running back Juwan Washington gained 50 of his 55 rushing yards after contact (90.9 percent of his fotal). In his career,
Washington has gained over 1,200 rushing yards after contact (1,204) and recorded a eye-popping 73 avoided tackles.

AZTECS NAME TEAM CAPTAINS
San Diego State foothall has named seniors Ryan Agnew, Parker Houston and Kyahva Tezino as its captains for the 2019 campaign.
Agnew went 6-1 as the starfing quarterback last season, passing for 1,651 yards and 10 touchdowns. Agnew, who played in 12 of
the team's 13 games, was chosen as the team's Byron H. Chase Memorial Trophy winner for the team's offensive player of the year.
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Agnew's .857 winning percentage is the sixth highest among active FBS quarterbacks entering the 2019 campaign (min. 7 games
started). Agnew led the MW and ranked 10th in FBS lust year in passing yards per complefion (14.36).

Houston is coming off a junior season in 2018 when he started all 13 games at fight end, recording 16 passes for 178 yards (11.1
avg.), two touchdowns and a 2-point conversion. Houston, who last month was named to the Mackey Award Watch List (outstanding col-
legiate tight end) and the Wuerffel Trophy Watch List (community service, athlefic and academic achievement), has played in 36 straight
games (second-longest streak on the team) and has started 24 for his career.

Tezino is coming off a fantastic 2018 season when he had 127 tackles (70 solo), including 14.5 tackles for loss, 8.5 sacks and 17
quarterback hurries, en route fo earning first-team all-Mountain West honors. Tezino, who won the John Simcox Memorial Trophy Most
Valuable Player, the Byron H. Chase Memorial Trophy Defensive Player of the Year and the Dr. R. Hardy/C.E. Peterson Memorial Trophy
Captain Award af the team's postseason banquet, led the Mountain West and ranked 29th in FBS play in solo tackles per game, and was
third in the league (35th in FBS) in sacks per game (0.65) and fourth (26th in FBS) in tackles per game (9.77). He is on three preseason
watch lists in 2019, including the Bednarik Award (college defensive player of the year), Nagurski Award (defensive player of the year)
and the Butkus Award (nation's best linebacker).

The Aztecs finished 2018 with a 7-6 record, including wins over No. 23/25 Arizona State and rv/No. 24 Boise State. SDSU is one of
14 teams to make a bowl game in nine consecutive seasons. San Diego State returns ifs leading passer (Agnew), rusher (Juwan Wash-
ington) and tackler (Tezino) from a year ago.

SDSU's Mountain West home schedule features the two teams that finished atop the West Division standings last year (Fresno State
and Nevada), and two cross-division opponents with the best league record (Utah State) and the third-best mark on the Mountain Division
(Wyoming). Overall, San Diego State's four Mountain West home games come against teams that went a combined 23-9 in league com-
pefition, while its four conference road contests are against teams that went 10-22 in league play.

The Aztecs kick off their 2019 season at home on Saturday, Aug. 31 against Weber State at 6 p.m. PT, followed by the KGB SkyShow.

SDSU LANDS FOUR PLAYERS ON 2019 MW PRESEASON TEAM

Four San Diego State foothall players were named to the 2019 Mountain West Preseason All-Conference Team, the league announced
in July at the Mountain West Foothall Media Summit in Las Vegas. The four preseason selections - offensive lineman Keith Ismael, line-
backer Kyahva Tezino, Warrior (safety) Tarig Thompson and running back Juwan Washington - are the third most in the league.

The all-conference team and preseason poll are voted on by media representatives who cover the conference.

Ismael is a two-time all-Mountain West selection, including a first-team pick lust year as a sophomore and a second-feam selection
in 2017 as a freshman. Last season, Ismael started all 12 games he appeared in, including six games at center, five at right guard and
once at left guard. He was also named the team's offensive lineman of the year and was on the Pro Foothall Focus Mountain West
Offensive Team of the Year.

Tezino is coming off a fantastic junior season in 2018 when he had 127 tackles (70 solo), including 14.5 tackles for loss, 8.5 sacks
and 17 quarterback hurries, en route to earning first-team all-Mountain West honors. Tezino, who won the John Simcox Memorial Trophy
Most Valuable Player, the Byron H. Chase Memorial Trophy Defensive Player of the Year and the Dr. R. Hardy,/C.E. Peterson Memorial
Trophy Captain Award af the team's postseason hanquet, had 24 more tackles than No. 2 on the team and a remarkable 67 more than
No. 3. His 127 tackles were the third most by an Aztec junior in program history and the eighth most in SDSU single-season history.

Tezino led the Mountain West and ranked 29th in FBS play in solo tackles per game, and was third in the league (35th in FBS) in
sacks per game (0.65) and fourth (26th in FBS) in tackles per game (9.77). Tezino, who was the only San Diego State player fo play
every snap last season, put together two different three-game streaks with at least 10 tackles a year ago.

Thompson recorded 60 tackles (38 solo) a year ago, including five tackles for loss, two interceptions for 41 yards, eight pass breakups,
two forced fumbles and a fumble recovery. Thompson, who has started all 26 games since arriving to campus as a true freshman in
2017 at one of the Warrior positions (safety) in Rocky Long's 3-3-5 defense, was a second-team all-MW pick for a second straight year
in 2018 and also a member of the Pro Foothall Focus Mountain West Defensive Team of the Year for the second consecutive season.

Washington, meanwhile, rushed 199 times for 999 yards (5.0 avg.) with 10 fouchdowns last year, despite missing 4 % games with
an injury. An honorable mention MW selection in 2018, Washington ranked second in the MW and 13th in FBS in rushing yards per
game (111.0, min. 190 att.), second (30th in FBS) in rush avg. (5.0, min. 190 att.), tied for fourth (T-57th in FBS) in rushing fouchdowns
(10), fifth (64th in FBS) in rushing yards (999) and eighth in total touchdowns (10). According to Pro Foothall Focus, Washington ranked
33rd in FBS (No. 4 in MW) with 41 forced missed tackles and 34th (No. 2 in MW) in 15-yard runs (15), despite the missed games.

Additionally, San Diego State was picked to finish second in the West Division with 106 points and seven first-place votes, just 16
points behind defending champion Fresno State's 122 (and 17 first-place votes). The Aztecs have been picked to either finish first or
second in the West Division all seven years of division play.

SDSU, which averaged a predicted finish of 6.5 from 2005-12, has ended up at or better than its predicted finish in eight of the last
10 seasons and 11 times over the past 14 years. San Diego State has won two of the last four Mountain West titles (2015 and 2016)
and three of the past seven (also 2012).

Following Fresno State (122) and San Diego State (106) in the West Division was Nevada (74), Hawai'i (67 and the other first-place
vote), UNLV (51) and San José State (21).

Boise State has heen picked to win the Mountain Division for the seventh consecutive season after making the MW championship
game last year for just the second fime since 2014. The Broncos lost to Fresno State, 19-16, in the 2018 MW Championship game at Al-
bertsons Stadium in Boise, Idaho. BS picked up 15 first-place votes in the Mountain Division and 120 total, followed by Utah State (108
and six first-place votes), Air Force (73), Wyoming (66), Colorado State (52) and New Mexico (22).

Notes: SDSU has 66 of the 100 first-place votes in the West Division (66.0 pct.) over the last four seasons (since 2016) and 93 of the
130 votes (71.5 pct.) over the last five seasons (since 2015) ... In the last six seasons (since 2014), SDSU has 108 first-place votes
after picking up just seven first-place votes combined over the first 15 years in the league ...

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Aztecs Shut Out Weber State, 6-0, in Opener

SAN DIEGO -- Redshirt freshman Matt Araiza kicked two field goals and the San Diego State defense did the rest, as
the Aztecs grinded out a tough 6-0 victory over Weber State in front of 40,222 fans at SDCCU Stadium.

The Aztecs limited the Wildeats to 154 total yards and five first downs to win their fifth straight season-opening game
played ot home. Weber State gained 35 yards rushing on 19 attempts, crossing midfield just once the entire evening.

SDSU, which totaled just 16 snaps on its first five possessions, finally generated some offense of its own in the second
quarter, advancing 53 yards in 12 plays into the red zone at the Wildcat 17. Jordan Byrd opened the drive with runs of
13 and 15 yards, respecively, while Ryan Agnew connected with Jesse Matthews for six yards on a key 4th-and-3 situation
down to the WSU 29. Moments later, the Aztecs crept dloser thanks to an 11-yard scamper by Chance Bell.

However, SDSU was unable to overcome McKade Mitton's sack of Agnew, salvaging three points on 34-yard field goal
by Araiza with 4:41 left before intermission.

After holding the Wildcats to a three-and-out, the Aztecs threatened on their next foray down the field s well, with
Byrd chewing up another chunk of real estate on a 23-yard sweep down the left sideline to the Wildcat 39. Agnew followed
with two quick completions, an 11-yarder to Elijah Kothe and an 8-yard hookup fo Matthews, while a 3-yard run by
Juwan Washington gave the Scarlet and Black a first down at the WSU 17.

SDSU could not capitalize on its prime field position, however, as Agnew's next three passes fell incomplete. Araiza
was once again summoned for a field goal attempt, but an errant snap prevented the host school from padding its lead.

The score remained unchanged until Araiza split the uprights on a 29-yard field goal with just over four minutes
elapsed in the fourth quarter, capping a 13-play, 40-yard march. Agnew kept the drive live with o 12-yard scramble, as
well as a 12-yard completion to Daniel Bellinger on a dangerous cross-field pass when it appeared the Aztec signal-caller
would step out of bounds.

SDSU managed to move the chains further to the Wildcat 13 after Agnew bolted around left end and reached across
the marker for a first down. However, the Aztecs could not find the end zone, as three straight rushes netted one yard.

Despite suffering three-and-outs on their next two possessions, Weber State still had two chances in the final three
minutes to pull out the win.

After setting up shop on their own 35 following an SDSU punt, the Wildeats went for broke on the first play, but Tarig
Thompson made a spectacular leaping interception of Wildcat quarterback Jake Constantine, who underthrew his intended
receiver David Ames of the Aztec 35.

San Diego State could not put the victory on ice just yet, as Weber State forced a three-and-out, getting the ball back
its own 21 with two minutes to go in the conest. After two passes gained just six yards, however, the Aztec defense came
through once again, with Thompson fittingly breaking up the Wildcats' last gasp on fourth down.

The two feams combined for 19 punts in a game that took only 2 hours and 41 minutes to complete. Brandon Heicklen
consistently flipped field position with an average of 49.0 yards on nine kicks, matching his career-best with a 58-yarder
in the first quarter.

Despite running 22 more plays than the Wildeats (73-51), SDSU gained just 238 yards for the game, running for
130 yards on 43 attempts.

Individually, Washington finished with 55 yards on 22 carries, while Byrd totaled 50 yards on five rushes. In addition,
Agnew completed 16 of 30 passes for an economical 108 yards, with Matthews, Kothe and Washington hauling in three
receptions apiece.

On the other side of the ball, Dwayne Johnson Jr. led the Aztec defense with a career-high 12 tackles, including six
solo efforts, while Troy Cassidy made seven stops of his own. Not to be outdone, Thompson tied his personal-best ith
three pass breakups.

With Thompson's pick, San Diego State has been even or has had an advantage in turnover margin in nine of it last
11 games.
