 San Diego State rallied from a 20-point second-half deficit to take a lead. Had it held up, it would have represented the second-largest second-half 
come-from-behind victory in school history (21 at UNLV on March 8, 2017). 

 Matt Bradley tied season-highs with 27 points and four three-point field goals. 
 Prior to tonight, San Diego State had won 29 consecutive games when outrebounding its opponent (tonight: SDSU 43, Colorado State 31). 
 San Diego State’s three-game win streak in Moby Arena was snapped this evening. 
 Colorado State (FG pct. 40.8 percent) became just the second Aztec opponent in the last 10 games to shoot at least 40 percent from the field. 
 This was San Diego State’s first 1-point loss since a 63-62 setback to California on Dec. 9, 2017. 
 This was Colorado State’s lowest offensive output in a home game since scoring 48 against 24th-ranked Colorado on Dec. 13, 2019. 

 
Player Notes 
 
Matt Bradley – game-high 27 points, 4 rebounds, 4-7 3FGs, 9-10 FTs, 6 fouls drawn 
Posted a season-high tying 27 points (also: vs. UNLV, 1-24-22)… Recorded his 6th 20-point game of the season and the 29th of his career… Reached double 
figures for the fourth straight game, the 15th time this season and the 86th time in his career… Was 4-of-7 from three-point range, matching his season-high 
for treys in a game (also: vs. Colorado State, 1-8-22)… He is 9-for-16 from three-point range (56.3 percent) over his last four games… He led the Aztecs in 
scoring for the 11th time this season… Tied season highs for points, three-point field goals and free throws attempted… He set a season-high for free throws 
made (9). 
 
Aguek Arop – 4 points, team-high 8 rebounds, 14 minutes played 
Tied a career-high with eight rebounds (this is the third time he has eight boards in a game)… HE led the team in rebounding for the second time this season 
and the fourth time in his career.
