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Quest for #Win20 is Still on Track

The 2014 San Diego State football program is looking to claim the 20th conference fitle in school history. Currently, the Aztecs
are tied with Nevada atop the Western Division of the Mountain West with a 3-2 record. Nevada plays at Air Force Saturday morning
(11 a.m. PT). If the Falcons defeat the Wolf Pack, the Aztecs will regain control of their own destiny in the race to the Western
Division fitle.

Following Saturday’s game at Boise State, SDSU will end its season with a pair of conference home games against Air Force
and San Jose State.

San Diego State’s 19th conference title came in 2012, Rocky Long’s first head coach with SDSU. That season, the Aztecs
responded from a conference opening loss at Fresno State with seven consecutive victories to earn a share of the league fitle. It
marked SDSU’s first league fitle since 1998, which was the school’s final season in the Western Athletic Conference.

Rocky Long predicted prior to the season that the defensive unit would improve as the year went on and that unit is proving
him corredt.

Last Saturday against Idaho, the Aztecs held the Vandals to 21 points and 186 passing yards, well below their season averages.
It also marked the fifth consecutive game an Aztec opponent has failed to reach the 400-yard plateau and the ninth time in the
last 10 games.

The previous week, the San Diego State defense limited Nevada’s high-powered offense to 338 total yards, 76 yards below its
season average entering the game. It was the lowest offensive output for the Wolf Pack in a conference home game since Nov. 25,
2006.

San Diego State leads the Mountain West in total defense (339.1) and is second in scoring defense (20.2). In addition, the
Aztecs rank among the top 30 nationally in both categories (18th in scoring defense and 28th in total defense). Only 22 schools
nationally rank among the top 30 in both categories.

Owning the Line of Scrimmage

San Diego State has been sensational on the line of scrimmage this season. One tangible demonstration of the domination is
how the Aztecs have been running the ball and defending the run this season.

SDSU is one of just 18 schools to rank among the top 45 in both rushing offense and rushing defense this season. The Aztecs
are 31st in rushing offense at 209.4 yards per game and 45th in rushing defense, allowing 144.1 yards per contest.

Below is the list of teams that are among the top 45 in both categories, along with their record and Associated Press national
ranking entering the week.

5" Conference.

Making The Mountains Our Home

Despite calling the Pacific time zone home, San Diego State has made a living out of winning in the Mountain fime zone. The
Aztecs carry a 10-game winning streak in games played in the time zone info Saturday’s contest at Boise State. That is the longest
active win streak in the nation.

The Aztecs have not dropped a game in the time zone since the Brady Hoke-led squad dropped a 24-21 decision to former
Mountain West member Brigham Young on Oct. 9, 2010. Astute college foothall fans may remember that game for the nickname
“Replaygate” that many dubbed that game following a controversial ruling of a fumble which was not overturned following a look
at the replay.

Since that time, SDSU has won 10 siraight contests in the fime zone, including a perfect record of 8-0 since Rocky Long took
over as head coach prior to the 2011 season.

Securing Victory Early

Last season, San Diego State fied an FBS record by playing four overfime games and winning three times in the extra session.
This season, SDSU has not needed the exira period and has left little to chance. In its five victories, SDSU has won each contest by
double digits, including this past Saturday when the Aztecs defeated Idaho, 35-21.

By winning each game by at least 10 points, San Diego State is in pretty select company. San Diego State is one of eight schools
in the country to own a winning record, with every victory coming by double figures. That list is Louisville, Marshall, Miami (Fla.),
Rice, San Diego State, Temple, Utah State and Wisconsin.

Injury Update
San Diego State is expected to play Saturday with the services of four student-athletes who have either missed fime recently
or played at less than 100 percent due to injury.

m WR Ezell Ruffin - The Significance: Last season had the most receiving yards (1,136) by an Aztec non senior in the Mountain
West era (since 1999). He s, by far, the most experienced wide receiver on the team. The Injury: Broken collarbone in the third
quarter at North Carolina on Sept. 6, and had surgery on Sept. 8. The Prognosis: Saw his first action against Nevada after
missing five consecutive games (hurt in the contest at North Carolina on Sept. 6). He caught three passes for 21 yards in the
game at Nevada and followed that up with a team-high tying four catches for 86 yards a touchdown last Saturday against
Idaho.

u LB Jake Fely - The Significance: Potential candidate for Mountain West Defensive Player of the Year, is a two-time MW defensive
player of the week recipient. He is the only Rocky Long coached player in the last four seasons to record two forced fumbles,
two fumble recoveries, 10 tackles for loss and 90 total tackles in a single season. The Injury: Had surgery on his neck in August.
The Prognosis: Had not played a down entering the Nevada game. Played 26 snaps against the Wolf Pack and was very acive,
tying for team-high honors with six tackles. Last Saturday he only saw action in the first half, but recorded four tackles, a tackle
for loss and broke up a pass.

n LB Derek Largent - The Significance: Rocky Long has referred to Largent as the biggest, strongest and fastest linebacker
SDSU currently has. In 2012, he joined Kirk Morrison and J.J. Whittaker as one of three Aztec defensive players to earn all-
conference accolades in his first season in the program. The Injury: Went to the hospital at 4 a.m. PT on Sept. 27 and had his
appendix removed later in the day. The Prognosis: Saw limited action against Hawai'i but was on the field for 31 snaps at
Nevada and contributing with four tackles. Last week against Idaho he had four tackles as well.

= QB Quinn Kaehler - The Significance: Started 15 straight games at QB and led the NCAA lust season with six fourth
quarter/overtime come-from-behind scoring drives unfil he missed the game at Fresno State on Oct. 3. He was the only eligible
Aztec quarterback fo throw a pass in a game prior fo that week. The Injury: Suffered an ACjoint sprain late in the Sept. 27
victory over UNLV. The Prognosis: Missed one game (at Fresno State), played one half of one game in which he threw three
passes (at New Mexico) and played less than 100 percent against Hawai'i. He completed his first five passes of the game af Ne-
vada, finishing 21-of-36 for 189 yards and a touchdown. Posted the best game of his career last week against Idaho, going 14-

of-22, for 249 yards, a career-high tying three touchdowns and no interceptions. His passing efficency rafing was a career-best
203.71.

Bullet Notes - Offense

m Bob Toledo is i his second season as offensive coordinator at San Diego State. He has 39 years of coaching experience, including
18 as o head coach and 16 as an offensive coordinator.

m San Diego State suffered through some significant injuries on offense this season. Senior wide receiver Ezell Ruffin, a preseason
member of the Biletnikoff Award Watch List, broke his collarbone in the second quarter of SDSU's second game of the season
at North Carolina. He had surgery the following Monday (Sept. 8) and returned to play two weeks ago at Nevada. Senior quar-
terback Quinn Kaehler is less than 100 percent after suffering an AC joint sprain against UNLV. He missed all of the game at
Fresno State (an SDSU loss) and the first half of the game at New Mexico. He is playing at less than 100 percent.

u Although the Aztecs rank 70th in fotal offense per game (390.6), a truer measure of the unit's efficency can be found by looking
at fotal offense produced per play. SDSU averages 7.4 scrimmage yards per play fo rank 37th nationally.

m The Aztecs are 5-1 this year and 29-8 in the Rocky Long era when scoring just 20 or more points.

m SDSU finished +1 in the turnover category vs. Idaho and has now won 11 consecutive games and 15 of the last 16 when having

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less turnovers than its opponent. San Diego State is also 101-17 in its DI era when owning at least a +2 in furnover margin.

u The Aztecs has won six straight games when owning a better starting field position than their opponent and is 25-6 in the Rocky
Long era with a better average starting mark.

u SDSU has gone 99 games without suffering a shutout (Nov. 18, 2006, at TCU), which is the third-longest active sireak among
current Mountain West schools (Air Force at 265 and Boise State at 220).

= San Diego State has scored 261 points in its last 10 games (26.1 ppg) and 314 points in its last 12 contests (26.2 ppg). The
Aztecs have scored 27 or more points in 12 of their last 18 games.

m The Aztecs are 26-3 in their Division | era (since 1969) when reaching 283 rushing yards.

m SDSU won its 12th straight game when rushing for at least 200 yards and the 14th of its last 15. San Diego State is 3-0 this
year when elipsing 200 rushing yards and 20-2 in the Rocky Long era.

= San Diego State outrushed its opponent by 438 yards over the two-game siretch from Oct. 10-18 (193 vs. Hawai'i and 245 at
New Mexico), its largest margin over a two-game span in its DI history.

m SDSU has a 100-yard rusher in 14 of its past 19 games and has a total of 16, 100-yard efforts during that span. San Diego
State is 5-1 this year and 25-7 in the Rocky Long era when it has at least one 100-yard rusher.

u The Aztecs have 134 rushing touchdowns since the beginning of the 2010 season (61 games), which ranks 23rd in the nation

over that span. SDSU had just 134 (113th nationally) rushing scores over their previous 11 years (1999-2009) in the Mountain

West.

SDSU has won seven straight contests when rushing for at least three scores.

Over the last 49 games, the SDSU has 74 passing touchdowns and just 43 interceptions.

San Diego State has 35 inferceptions over its last 36 games.

After being held without a rushing touchdown against Fresno State, San Diego State has rushed for seven touchdowns in the last

four gumes. The Aztecs have now rushed for at least one fouchdown in 19 of the last 20 games, and have 22 rushing touchdowns

in their last 10 games and 37 rushing touchdowns in their last 16 contests.

m SDSU ran its streak of games with at least one touchdown to 22 (every game since the beginning of the 2013 season when Bob
Toledo took over as offensive coordinator) and extended its streak of scoring fo 99 games (dafing back to the 10th game of
the 2006 campaign).

= San Diego State is averaging 209.4 rushing yards per game in 2014 to rank 31st in the country. San Diego State has rushed
for af least 135 yards in each of the last 10 games, clearing 200 yards in four of those contests. For the season, SDSU is
averaging 5.5 yards per carry to rank 18h in the country.

u Sophomore RB Donnel Pumphrey has rushed for 1,216 yards through his first nine games of the season and surpassed 1K for
the season in the first quarter of the game af Nevada. he became the 15th player, and sixth sophomore, in school history fo
record a 1,000-yard rushing season. On the season, the Las Vegas native is tied for seventh in rushing yards per game (135.1),
10th in the nation in rushing touchdowns (13), 14th in rushing yards per carry (6.64), 20th in all-purpose yards per game
(142.78) and 27th in points per game (8.7). Since the beginning of the 2013 season, Pumphrey ranks among the national
leaders among current players in the following categories: 10th in yards per rush (6.4), 14th in rushing yards (1,968) and
15th in rushing touchdowns (21).

= San Diego State refurns six starters on the offensive side of the ball from the 2013 season, including senior quarterback Quinn
Kaehler, senior wide receiver Ezell Ruffin, senior left tackle Terry Poole and junior right guard Darrell Greene.

u Three SDSU offensive players made their first career start in the 2014 opener - junior tight end Robert Craighead, junior fullback
Dakota Gordon and junior right tackle Pearce Slater. Since then, Aztecs to log their first career start have included junior wide
receivers Larry Clark and Jemond Hazely, junior center Lenicio Noble, sophomore wide receiver Lloyd Mills, sophomore tight
end Daniel Brunskill and true freshman quarterback Nick Bawden. Altogether, 18 different players have started on offense for
SDSU.

u On the offensive line, two San Diego State student-athletes scheduled to start have at least 20 staris under their belt. At left
tackle, Terry Poole, who started 12 games at right tackle a year ago, is in his senior campaign and now has 21 career starts. At
right guard, junior Darrell Greene has 21 career starts, all at RG and has played in 23 career games. The most experienced
lineman of the group is senior center Zach Dilley. Dilley has played in 26 career games and 20 staris (13 at right tackle, five
at left guard and two at center). Dilley, however, is currently backing up Lenicio Noble.

Bullet Notes - Defense

m San Diego State leads the Mountain West in total defense (343.6) and is second in the conference in scoring defense (20.2),
In addition, the Aztecs rank among the top 30 nationally in both categories (18th in scoring defense and 281h in total defense).
Only 22 schools nationally rank among the top 30 in both categories.

m San Diego State had eight first-time starters on defense in the season opener. That s the highest total for either side of the ball
(offense or defense) by any team in the country.

m SDSU has allowed just 182 points through nine games this season (20.2 ppg, tied for 18th nationally). Last season through
nine games, SDSU had allowed 291 points.

m San Diego State has won 22 siraight games when keeping its opponent to 17 or less points and 16 siraight when holding the
opposition to 15 or less first downs.

m San Diego State has not allowed more than 401 yards in total offense in 13 of the last 14 games. Since Nov. 9, 2013, SDSU's
345.4 yards allowed per game ranks 19th nationally.

m San Diego State is allowing 144.1 rushing yards a game this season to rank 45th nationally. The Aztecs are allowing only 3.8
yards per rush which is the 42nd-best total nationally.
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m SDSU has 56 tackles for loss and 20 sacks through eight games this season. Remarkably, the Aztecs have had 20 different
players record a tackle for loss and 12 different players record a sack in 2014.

m The Aztecs have allowed 2,570 yards rushing on 736 carries (3.49 avg.) over their last 20 games (since Sept. 21, 2013). Over
that streich, the SDSU defense ranks 14th in rush average (3.49) and 17th in rushing yards per game (128.5).

= San Diego State has allowed a total of 4,825 rushing yards over its last 37 games (130.40).

m Since Mountain West competition started for San Diego State (Sept. 27, last six games), the Aztecs' passing defense ranks in a
tie for 10th in touchdowns (5), tie for 11th in completion percentage (50.3), 12th in touchdown-to-interception ratio (0.71),
13th in pass efficiency (103.6), 16th in touchdown percentage (2.9), tie for 21st in inferceptions (7), 22nd in yards per game
(178.2) and 23rd in interception percentage (4.0).

m On the season, SDSU's pass defense is ranked among the top 25 in touchdowns (T-5th, 7), touchdown-to-interception percentage
(8th, 0.70), touchdown percentage (8th, 2.7) and interception percentage (23rd, 3.8).

= San Diego State allowed just seven points to Northern Arizona in the season opener. It was the fewest points allowed by the
Aztecs since they defeated Army, 42-7, on Sept. 8, 2012.

m In the opener, SDSU held Northern Arizona to a 102.83 passing efficiency rating. That was the lowest allowed by the Aztecs
since limiting Brigham Young to an 85.22 rating in the 2012 Poinsettia Bowl. It also snapped a 13-game streak in which San
Diego State allowed a passing touchdown. Recently, the Aztecs have held opponents under a 100 passing efficiency rating in
four siraight games (85.76 at Fresno State, 90.10 at New Mexico, 99.73 vs. Hawai'i and 85.23 at Nevada) for the first time
since 2003 - Aug. 30-Sept. 20).

n Cody Galea is slated to make his 32nd consecutive start Saturday, the longest active sireak on the team.

m Josh Gavert is slated to play in his 49th straight game on Saturday, the longest active streak on the team.

m Senior defensive back J.J. Whittaker, who is on the Thorpe Watch List for best defensive back, had three interceptions and 11
passes broken up in the final 10 games of last season. He is fifth on the squad this season with 45 stops, and had a career-high
11 tackles at Oregon State and intercepted is first pass of the season Oct. 3 at Fresno State.

= Fourth-year SDSU head coach Rocky Long is once again serving as defensive coordinator. This is his sixth season as the DC for
the Aztecs. Since the beginning of 2009, when Long took over as defensive coordinator, the Aztecs rank 34th nationally and
first among MW teams that have been in the league the last five seasons in yards per rush allowed (3.8) and 33rd nationally
in scrimmage yards per fouch (6.5).

m In the last three-plus seasons (since 2011), SDSU has held its opponent to less than 100 yards rushing 19 fimes.

m SDSU returns four starters on the defensive side of the ball from 2013 in senior defensive end Donirell Onuoha, senior middle
linebacker Cody Galea, senior linebacker Josh Gavert and senior cornerback J.J. Whittaker. Gavert didn’t start the first three
games due to injury, but started for Derek Largent after Largent’s emergency appendectomy on Sept. 26 and started again the
past four contests (five overall, including the Sept. 27 game).

= In addition, senior linebacker Cody Galea made his first nine career starts at that position (previous 24 starts came at defensive
end) this season.

m As previously mentioned, eight defensive players made their first career start in the 2014 opener - junior defensive end Jon
Sanchez, sophomore defensive tackle Alex Barrett, sophomore cornerback Damontae Kazee, sophomore Aztec (safety) Na'im
McGee, sophomore linebacker Calvin Munson, sophomore linebacker Micah Seau, sophomore Warrior (safety) Malik Smith and
redshirt freshman Warrior (safety) Trey Lomax. Alfogether, 14 different players have started on defense for SDSU.

Bullet Notes - Special Teams
m The area in which San Diego State showed the most improvement this season has been in special teams.

According to ESPN's Team Efficiencies, San Diego State has the 49th-ranked special teams.
The Aztecs ended the 2013 campaign by missing their final eight field goal attempts, but in 2014, behind junior Donny Hageman,
SDSU is 10-for-13 on FGA in 2014 (San Diego State's opponents are 7-for-12).
San Diego State has scored four non-offensive touchdowns in its last 12 games (three punt returns and one interception return).
Since Nov. 23, 2013, the Aztecs four non-offensive touchdowns ranks 29th nationally.
Lloyd Mills returned a fourth-quarter punt 67 yards for a touchdown in the opening game. The sophomore scored on the fifth
collegiate touch of his career (had four previous punt returns and a rush prior to the TD). It gave the Aztecs their third punt
return for touchdown over the previous four games (now that is three punt returns for touchdowns in 10 games). In fact, since
Nov. 23 of last season only 11 teams in the country have returned multiple punts for touchdowns - San Diego State (3), Utah
(3), Utah State (3), Auburn (2), Georgia (2), Middle Tennessee (2), Nebraska (2), North Carolina (2), Oregon (2), Stanford (2)
and USC(2).
m The place-kicking game looked much improved through the first half of the year. Junior transfer Donny Hageman converted all

26 of his extra-point attempts (something the Aztecs were just 39-of-45 a year ago) and is 10-for-13 in field goal attempts

He ended a 337-day field goal
drought for SDSU by converting a 48-yard attempt in the second quarter against NAU. SDSU did not successfully make a FG in
the final nine games of the 2013 campaign. During that period, all 124 other FBS schools made a field goal. The highest total
during that period was Arizona State with 20, while Purdue only made one. The Aztecs were 0-for-7 during the nine-game
drought.

= San Diego State has advanced to four consecutive bowl games. The Aztecs join Stanford as the only football teams in California
- FBS or NFL - to advance to the posiseason in each of the past four seasons.

m San Diego State and Boise State will meet for the fourth fime on Saturday with San Diego State owning a 2-1 advantage in the
series.

m This marks the fourth consecutive season in which the teams have played, all as members of the Mountain West.

= San Diego State has won each of the lust two encounters, a 21-19 decision in Boise in 2012 and 34-31 overtime victory in San
Diego last season.

m Since Boise State entered the FBS ranks in 1996, the Broncos have only lost consecutive meetings to a program nine times. In
addition, the Aztecs' current streak of two consecutive wins is the second-longest active win streak against the Broncos. Below
is a look all nine opponents to record multiple wins against Boise State.

San Diego State 34, Boise State 30 (overtime)
Nov. 23, 2013 | Qualcomm Stadium

SAN DIEGO - Quinn Kaehler threw a 10-yard fouch-
down pass to Colin Lockett just inside the right pylon to
give San Diego State a 34-31, overtime win over Boise
State at Qualcomm Stadium.

It was the second straight overtime game and
fourth of the season for the Aztecs. The four overtime
games are the most in the FBS and tied for the most in
FBS history.

Boise State had taken a 31-28 lead in overtime
when Dan Goodale, who missed a 43-yard field goal as
time expired in regulation, made a 35-yarder on the
Broncos' first possession of exira fime.

SDSU then used three straight Adam Muema rushes
for 15 yards to get to the BSU 10. After Donnel
Pumphrey was stopped for no gain on 1st and 10,
Kaehler found Lockett in the corner of the end zone for
the game-winner.

San Diego State trailed 28-21 late in the fourth
quarter unfil Tim Vizzi returned a punt 41 yards for a
touchdown with 4:04 left. It was the Aztecs’ first punt
return for a touchdown since Kyle Conerly had an 87-
yard TD return in 2002 vs. UNLY,

SDSU jumped out to a 7-0 lead with 4:15 left in the
first quarter, putting together a 12-play, 70-yard drive
over 6:48, culminating with a 2-yard run by Muema.

Boise State wasted no fime tying the game up as
Bryan Douglas returned a kickoff 100 yards for a touch-
down.

San Diego State took back the lead on its first drive
of the second quarter when Kaehler found Adam
Roberts for a 3-yard touchdown strike.

The Broncos fied it again midway through the third
quarter on Jay Ajai's 31-yard touchdown run, and then
got the hall right back after the Aztecs fumbled a kick
return. BSU took advantage of the short 24-yard field
as Grant Hedrick found Shane Williams-Rhodes with a
12-yard touchdown pass, giving Boise State ifs first lead
of the game at 21-14 with 5:02 left in the third quarter.

SAN DIEGO — Quinn Kaehler tied a career high with three touchdown passes as San Diego State pulled away in a 35-21 viciory
over Idaho Saturday at Qualcomm Stadium.
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Donnel Pumphrey added 142 yards on the ground
with one touchdown, while Chase Price scored on a 5-
yard run.

Eric Judge (4 receptions, 107 yards, 1 touchdown)
and Ezell Ruffin (4 receptions, 86 yards, 2 touchdowns)
combined for eight catches, 193 receiving yards and
three scores as Kaehler was an efficient 14-for-22 for
249 yards and the three touchdowns.

Tied at 14 at halftime, Kaehler hit Judge on a 58-
yard slant for the go-ahead touchdown, then Price
scored on a 5-yard run on the Aztecs’ (5-4) ensuing
drive to take a 28-14 lead.

The Vandals (1-8) responded when Chad Chalich
found a wide-open Joshua McCain for a 51-yard score
and bring Ul to within seven at 28-21.

After forcing SDSU fo a 3 and out, it appeared
Idaho would take the lead on its next drive after if got
the ball all the way to the San Diego State 7. On a 3rd
and 2, however, the Aztecs’ Alex Barrett knocked the
ball out of running back Jerrel Brown's hands and Josh
Gavert pounced on it to give SDSU the ball back.

San Diego State took advantage, utilizing an 11-
play, 86-yard drive over 5:24, culminating with a 28-
yard strike from Kaehler to Ruffin.

The Vandals got into Aztecs’ territory, but were un-
able to convert a 3rd and 2 after Gavert sacked quar-
terback Matt Linehan for a 7-yard loss. SDSU followed
by forcing a Linehan incomplete pass on the fourth down
fry.

San Diego State used the legs of Pumphrey to set
up a field goal try on its next possession, but Donny
Hageman missed from 37 yards. On the drive,
Pumphrey rushed five times for 41 yards.

Ul tried to mount a last-ditch effort, but could get
no closer than its own 38, giving the win to the Aztecs.

Each team scored on its opening two possessions,
first SDSU with an 8-play, 65-yard drive over 3:32 and
ending with a 24-yard Kaehler-to-Ruffin hookup.

Pumphrey finished what he started in San Diego State’s second drive with a 5-yard touchdown. On the drive, which was 10
plays and 75 yards over 4:33, Pumphrey rushed six times for 38 yards, while Kaehler was 3-for-4 for 37 yards through the air.

The Vandals tied it up once again when Chalich snuck in from 13 yards out, finishing out a 13-play, 77-yard drive over 4:42.

From there, both defenses settled down and it would be nine drives later until the next point was scored - Judge's 58-yard
pass from Kaehler. The drive just took three plays and 51 seconds over 64 yards.

The Aztecs scored again on their next drive (9 plays, 61 yards, 4:28) as Kaehler (4-for-5, 60 yards) drove them down before
Price scored from five yards out.

Ul responded with the 51-yard TD pass from Chalich to McCain on a drive that utilized five plays and 77 yards over 2:15.

It would stay 28-21 until Barrett's key forced fumble and SDSU’s ensuing touchdown drive to seal the win.

Pumphrey got his 142 yards and one touchdown on a career-high 26 carries, averaging 5.5 yards per attempt. It was his sixth,
100-yard game of the season and ninth of his career. Price added 33 yards and a touchdown on six carries.

Judge had his first 100-yard receiving game, while Ruffin recorded his second career multi-touchdown game.

Kaehler, meanwhile, set a career high with a 203.71 pass efficiency rafing and improved fo 12-6 as the team's starter quar-
terback.

Gavert led the way for the defense with nine tackles, a sack, a tackle for loss and a fumble recovery, while Na'im McGee tied
for the team lead with nine stops. Barrett recorded eight tackles, 1.5 TFL and a forced fumble, and Cody Galea tied a career high
with six tops and added a career-best 2.0 TFL.

San Diego State won ifs sixth straight home game, its longest streak since the 1996-97 seasons and improved to 27-0 in its
Division | era (since 1969) when owning a +11 margin in average field position (SDSU 35, Idaho 22). Additionally, the Aztecs
finished +1 in turnover margin and won their 11th straight game when having fewer turnovers than their opponent.

Long has guided San Diego State to three howl games in his first three seasons. His three bowl appearances while leading SDSU

is tied with Don Coryell for the most in school history.

Long is one of 20 coaches in the country to guide his current team to a bowl game in each of his first three seasons.

With bowl game appearances in a school-record four straight seasons, the Aztecs have equaled their total number of bowls

played in the 41 prior seasons (1969 through 2009).

= Between 2000-09, SDSU was 38-80 (.322) and owned the nation’s 106th-best winning percentage. Since 2010, San Diego
State is 39-22 (.639) and owns the nation’s 31st-best winning percentage.

Now in his sophomore season, Donnel Pumphrey has es-
tablished himself as one of the top running backs in the
nafion.

Through nine games, the Doak Walker Award candidate
has rushed for 1,216 yards with a 6.6 yards per carry av-
erage and 13 rushing touchdowns. In addition, he is third
on the team with 14 catches for 69 yards. He has six, 100-
yard rushing games, three, 150-yard contests and a 200-
yard rushing game this season.

Pumphrey ranks among the national leaders this season in rushing yards per
game (7th, 135.1), rushing touchdowns (T-10th, 14), rushing yards per carry
(14th, 6.64), points per game (27th (T-12th among non-kickers), 8.67) and all-
purpose yards per game (20th, 142.78).

Pumphrey has rushed for at least 142 yards in three of his last four games and
has a rushing touchdown in seven of nine games this season.

Against Hawai'i on Oct. 18, Pumphrey rushed for 182 yards and a touchdown
on a career-high 25 attempts, averaging 7.3 yards per carry. It was his second-
highest total in school history.

At New Mexico on Oct. 10, Pumphrey took over the game, rushing for a career high 246 yards on 20 carries with two fouchdowns.
Despite SDSU starfing a true freshman at quarterback and with little threat of the pass (SDSU completed five passes for 73 yards
on the evening), the sophomore put on a remarkable show, posting the 13th-biggest rushing game in school history and the 13th
most by an FBS player this season.

Earlier this year, he posted one of the best games of his career, with 22 carries, 167 rushing yards and a career-high four touch-
downs against his hometown team, UNLV.

In the game against Oregon State, Pumphrey passed 1,000 rushing yards for his career on just his 168th career carry in his
16th career game (just fourth career start). His current tofals are: 1,741 rushing yards and 20 rushing touchdowns in his career
and a 6.5 yards per carry average.

Pumphrey rushed for 752 yards and compiled 234 yards receiving as a freshman in 2013. He found the end zone 10 fimes
(eight rushing, two receiving) and averaged more than six yards a rush. He compiled three 100-yard rushing efforts and saw action
in all 13 games for the Aztecs.

He is one of just 12 players in San Diego State history to record three consecutive 100-yard rushing games, joining Jim Allison,
Marshall Faulk, Michael Franklin, George Jones, Ronnie Hillman, Jonas Lewis, Adam Muema, Larry Ned, Wayne Pittman, David
Turner and T.C. Wright.

He was the first Aztec freshman with three consecutive 100-yard rushing games since Pro Football League Hall of Famer Marshall
Faulk in 1991.

Pumphrey ranked among the top college frue freshman running backs in the country lust season.

Ruffin Climbing Charts

After exploding on the season a year ago, Ezell Ruffin entered his senior campaign on the preseason
Biletnikoff Award Watch List. Against North Carolina, he caught two passes for 64 yards before exiting the
game with a broken collarbone. He had surgery on Sept. 8 and was expected to miss 4-fo-6 weeks, but
returned on Nov. 1 for the Nevada game.

A native of Long Beach, Calif., Ruffin entered his junior season (in 2013) with 17 career receptions. Last
season, he led the team with 68 catches for 1,136 yards and three touchdowns. He produced three con-
secutive 100-yard receiving games, and had four 100-yard games in 2013 and five career games in which
he has hit the century plateau.

His play down the stretch last season made noise nationally and he’s still had a strong season in just 10 quarters of action,
making nine catches for 138 yards, averaging 15.3 yards per grab and a team-high 46.0 yards per game. Five of his nine catches
resulted in a San Diego State first down.

m In his lost 14 games, Ruffin has 69 receptions for 1,098 yards.

n His 68 catches in 2013 are 45 more than all of his 2012 season.

m Ruffin hos at least a catch in his lost 17 games and has multiple receptions in 16 straight games since the start of the 2013
campaign.

m Over his career, Ruffin has 98 catches for 1,679 yards. Ruffin cleared the 1,000-yard plateau in receiving yardage on the first
offensive play from scrimmage against New Mexico (Nov. 2, 2013), when he caught a 75-yard touchdown pass.

A year ago at this time, Quinn Kaehler had worked his way to second on the depth chart, a walk-on

firmly behind a returning starter at the quarterback position. But the Pleasant Hill, Calif., native entered

on Oct. 10, attempting only three passes (one completion for 10 yards). He came back to start against

Hawai'i on Oct. 18, where he was 13-for-24 for 174 yards and a touchdown, and again at Nevada (21-for-36, 189 yards, 1 TD).
touchdowns and no interceptions in the victory over Idaho.

Over his 18 career starts, Kaehler has posted an 12-6 record with 25 touchdowns to 15 interceptions those starts. When other
Aztec quarterbacks have started over the past two seasons, they are 1-3 with one touchdown and nine picks.

He had a 14-game streak of consecutive games with at least 200 yards passing broken at Oregon State. It was the third longest-
active streak in the nation, behind Marshall’s Rakeem Cato (31) and Oregon State’s Sean Mannion (15).

His quarterback rating was a very respectable 136.06.

Among the national leaders in 2013, Kaehler ranked 29th in passing yards per game (250.6), 32nd in pass completions per
game (19.33), 36th in passing yards per completion (12.96), 46th in total offense per game (241.5) and 49th in passing touchdowns
(19).

Looking Back at 2013 Highlights

= San Diego State capped an 8-win campaign with a 49-24 victory over Buffalo in the Famous Idaho Potato Bowl.

= San Diego State finished with a 6-2 conference record and sole possession of second place in the West Division of the Mountain West.

m The Aztecs played eight games that were decided by seven points or less. That figure tied with UCF and Georgia for the most games in the FBS in 2013. SDSU is an impressive 6-2 in those contests
and has won its last four contests decided by seven points or less.

San Diego State tied an FBS record by playing in four overtime games in a single season. The Aztecs posted a 3-1 record in those contests.

SDSU rallied from a fourth quarter deficit to win five times lost season. That was the highest total in FBS in 2013, one ahead of Auburn, Troy and UCE.

San Diego State rallied from a 14-point or greater deficit fo win three games in 2013. That is the highest total in FBS play in 2013, one ahead of Duke, Northern lllinois, SMU and UNLV.

The Aztecs have won their lust nine games played in the Mountain fime zone (including earlier this year at New Mexico), which is the longest active win streak in the time zone.

SDSU won four road games in 2013 to tie for the eighth-highest win total in the country.

San Diego State became the first team since 2010 and just the 19th team since 1980 to overcome an 0-3 start to reach a bowl game. The Aztecs became just the sixth team in the last 33 seasons,
to win a howl game after opening a campaign 0-3.

A Remarkable Season

In a number of different ways, the 2013 San Diego State team put together one of the most remarkable seasons not only in school history, but in the nation. From losing ifs first three games of
the season, to rallying from fourth quarter deficits a national-best five times to win games to playing in an FBS record four overtime games, the 2013 San Diego State foothall team will go down as
one of the most remarkable squads in the program history.

Here are a few of the many amazing things the group accomplished.

STARTING 0-3

Starting with three consecutive losses, which has typically been fatal for teams looking to advance to postseason play. Of the 488 teams that opened play 0-3 since 1980, only 19 advanced to howl

play (including 2013 SDSU) and only 31 have posted a winning record (induding 2013 SDSU). Below are a few more fidbits.

n Of those 488 teams, only 19 (including 2013 San Diego State) have won at least seven games, only seven have won eight contests and no team since 1980 that opened 0-3 went onto win at least
nine games. Below is the most wins by a team that opened 0-3 during the past 34 seasons:

FOUR OVERTIME GAMES

San Diego State played in overtime games in two of its final four, three times in its final seven games, four in its final nine and five of its last 19 games (entering 2014).
Among the notables concerning the extra frame:

m San Diego State tied the FBS record for most overtime games in a season (4). The Aztecs share the record with 2004 Northwestern, 2008 Buffalo and 2012 Louisiana-Monroe. Oddly, all four
teams, including the 2013 San Diego State team, have posted a 3-1 overtime record in the four extra session games.

m 2013 marked the second time in school history that the Aztecs have played in consecutive overtime games. During the 1998 campaign, San Diego State played back-to-back overtime contests
with wins at New Mexico (36-33) on Oct. 17 and against Utah (21-20) on Oct. 24.

m SDSU has now played in five overtime games over its last 22 games after playing in four over its previous 183 contests.
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SEVEN POINTS OR LESS
San Diego Stafe played in eight gomes decided by seven points or less in 2013. That figure tied for the FBS high last season with Georgia and UCE. Below is a look af the teams that played the most
games decided by seven points or less this season, with their record in those games.

In 2013, the Aztecs played in seven consecutive games decided by seven points or less. That is the longest such stretch by any team in the country this season. SDSU was a remarkable 6-1 in those
games during this sirefch. That winning percentage of 85.7 percent fies the 2006 Maryland team for the best winning percentage during a sireak of at least seven straight gomes decided by seven
points or less since 1980.

COMEBACKS

Last season, San Diego State proved that no deficit is too large fo overcome. Five times the Aztecs have used a fourth-quarter rally o win a game and three times SDSU has overcome at least a 14-
point deficit to claim victory.

How common is that? Glad you asked.

San Diego State led the country with five fourth quarter comebacks in 2013. In fact, only Auburn, Troy and UCF had as many as four comebacks in the final quarter.

The Aztecs led the couniry by overcoming a deficit of at least 14 points in three of its 2013 wins. Only Duke, Northern lllinois, SMU and UNLV rallied from a two touchdown deficit twice last sea-
son.

SDSU posted a fourth-quarter rally to win each of its past three regular-season victories: at San José State (trailed by 11, won 34-30), ot Hawai'i (trailed by seven, won 28-21 in overfime), Boise
State (trailed by seven, won 34-31).

Following the San José State game when San Diego State rallied from an 11-point deficit in the fourth quarter to win, the Aztecs improved to 5-174-2 (.033) when trailing by 11 or more in the
fourth quarter.

SDSU Names Team Captains for 2014 Season

San Diego State head foothall coach Rocky Long has announced that seniors Sam Meredith, Terry Poole, Ezell Ruffin and J.J. Whittaker have been named captains for the upcoming 2014 season.
The quartet was selected in a vote by their teammates on Aug. 22.

Meredith, a defensive end from La Mesa, Calif., had 16 tackles, two tackles for loss, two fumble recoveries, a sack, a pass breakup and a blocked kick last year, while batting injuries throughout
the season. Meredith, who started six times and played in eight of the team's 13 games, was an honorable-mention all-Mountain West pick and the team's defensive player of the year in 2012 as
a true sophomore. Over his career, Meredith has 56 tackles, 8.5 TFL, three fumble recoveries, two sacks and two PBUs across 33 games and 19 starts. He is a preseason second-team selection by
Athlon Spors.

Poole, an offensive tackle from Monterey, Calif., started all 12 games he appeared in last year as a junior, his first as an Aztec. He became one of just two SDSU players to be numed to both the
2013 all-Mountain West team (honorable mention) and to the MW Fall All-Academic Team. Poole, who will move to left tackle after playing right tackle last year, allowed just two sacks in 492
dropbacks (0.4 percent) in 2013. He has already racked up the preseason accolades, including first-team recognition from Sporting News, and second-team honors from Athlon Sports, Lindy's Sports
and Phil Steele's College Football Preview magazine.

Ruffin, a wide receiver from Long Beach, Calif., led San Diego State last year with 68 catches and 1,136 yards to go along with three touchdowns. The 1,136 yards were the most by an Aztec non-
senior in the history of the MW (since 1999) and are the 10th most among in the nation among the returning FBS players. Ruffin went onto be named a MW honorable-mention selection and the
team's co-offensive player of the year. Ruffin, who has 85 career receptions, 1,455 yards and three touchdowns, is on the 2014 Biletnikoff Award Watch List (top collegiate wide receiver), and has
been named a preseason all-MW second-team pick by Lindy's Sports and Phil Steele, and a third-team honoree by Athlon Sporfs.

Whittaker, a cornerback from Oceanside, Calif., racked up 32 tackles (24 solos), 11 pass hreakups, three interceptions, a forced fumble and two tackles for loss in his first 13 career starts and ap-
pearances. An honorable-mention all-MW selection, he ranked fifth in the league with 1.08 passes defended (PBUs + INTs) per game (14 total). Whittaker was named the MW Defensive Player of
the Week on Nov. 25, 2013 after recording two interceptions against Boise State on Nov. 23, including one for a touchdown. He also had five PBUs against Nevada on Oct. 4, which was tied for the
second most in a game in the country last year and the second most in a game in program history. Whittaker, who is on the Jim Thorpe Award Watch List (best defensive back), has been named a
preseason all-conference selection by the MW media, and is a first-team pick by Athlon Sports, Lindy's Sports, Phil Steele and Sporting News.

Aztecs Picked Second in Mountain West Division

The San Diego State foothall team has been picked to finish second in the West Division of the Mountain West in the 2014 preseason poll, the league announced Tuesday in Las Vegas. The poll is
voted on by media representatives who cover the conference.

The second-place prediction matches the Aztecs' highest in the 16-year history of the league (also in 2013), although this is the second year of the two divisions in the MW. SDSU was picked to
finish third in 1999 and 2004, and averaged a predicted finish of 6.5 from 2005-12.

San Diego State matched its prediction last year, taking second in the West with a 6-2 MW mark. In 2012, the Aztecs were picked fifth, but went onto finish in a three-way tie for first with Boise
State and Fresno State en route to its 19th conference championship. SDSU has ended up at or better than its projected finish in five straight seasons and eight times over the past nine years.

San Diego State garnered 172 points, just two shy of two-fime defending champion Fresno State's 174. Both the Aztecs and the Bulldogs picked up 15 first-place votes apiece, while Nevada had
the other three and had 130 points for third in the West Division. UNLV (95), San José State (87) and Hawai'i (35) rounded out the West.

SDSU received 15 first-place votes after earning just seven total over the previous 15 preseason polls. The only other time San Diego State received multiple first-place votes in the poll was in the
MW inaugural season of 1999 when it had four first-place votes. The Aztecs had one first-place vote apiece in 2001, 2012 and 2013.

Boise State paced the Mountain Division with 183 points, including 20 first-place votes. Utah State came in second with 176 and 12 first-place votes and Colorado State was third with 135 and the
other first-place vote. Wyoming (90), New Mexico (56) and Air Force (53) were picked fourth, fifth and sixth, respectively, in the Mountain Division.

SDSU is the only school to play road games against the predicted winners of each division (Boise State and Fresno State). Additionally, San Diego State plays at Nevada, the team picked right
behind the Aztecs in the preseason poll.

Aztecs Rising
Over the past several seasons, San Diego State has established itself as one of the premier athlefic programs in the country.

Since 2010, SDSU has had nine different programs finish an NCAA championship in the top 25 —Men'’s Baskethall, Women's
Baskethall, Men's Golf, Women's Soccer, Softhall, Women's Indoor and Outdoor Track and Field (three times).

Since 2010, SDSU has had six teams finish in the top 10 at the NCAA championship — Men’s Basketball (twice), Women's Bas-
kethall, Men’s Golf, Women's Soccer, Women's Outdoor Track and Field.

In each of the last three years, SDSU has enjoyed its best point-total in the Learfield Sports Director’s Cup, including the 2013-
14 season.

In 2013, SDSU’s average home foothall attendance increased by 2,300 fans. It marked the third time in the last four years that
SDSU's increase in average home attendance ranked among the national leaders (6th in 2010, 9thin 2011, 30th in 2013).
SDSU is one of 11 schools nationally to play in the last five NCAA men’s basketball tournaments. No other California or Mountain
West school can make that claim.

m Over the last seasons, a total of 13 SDSU coaches have received conference coach of the year honors.

SDSU set a school record with a department average of 980 in the Academic Progress Report (APR) released in May 2014 by
the NCAA. Among those programs that scored record multi-year APR figures were foothall, men’s baskethall and baseball.

2014-15 Update

m (ross Country — The Aztecs most recently competed at the Mountain West Championships on Oct. 31 and ended the morning
with a 10th-place finish out of 11 teams. Despite the results, sophomore Elaine Ribeiro was once again the Aztecs’ fop runner
for the fifth fime in all five races she’s competed, placing 39th out of 88 runners. The NCAA West Regional Championships are
set for Nov. 14 at the Stanford Golf Course in Stanford, Calif.

Women'’s Soccer (15-4-2; 9-2 Mountain West) — After capturing their third consecutive regular season Mountain West Champi-
onship, the Aztecs won their third straight tournament crown by beating second-seeded Wyomig, 1-0, in overfime on Saturday.
The Aztecs are now 15-4-2 and will find out where they will play in the NCAA tournament, which will be announced Monday at
1:30 p.m. PT. Kelsey Booth leads the team in scoring with 21 points on seven goals and seven assists.

Men'’s Soccer (7-11; 1-8 Pac-12) — The Aztecs kicked off the 2014 season with six straight home matches. San Diego State lost
its opener, 1-0, to Cal State Bakersfield, but won five straight games, indluding wins over No. 25 Clemson and No. 19 Denver.
SDSU is 1-8 in Pac-12 play and will play its last regular-season game away at UCLA on Nov. 16. David Olsen leads SDSU in
scoring with seven goals, while Forrayah Bass and Jeff Rhodes tie for second with three goals.

Volleyball (11-13; 6-7 Mountain West) - The Aztecs were picked fourth in the MW preseason poll. The season has been a series
of streaks as SDSU, most recently losing hack-to-back road games at Air Force and New Mexico. At 11-13 overall and 6-7 in
Mountain West play, the Aztecs have five regular season matches left on the schedule, including home contests against San Jose
State and Nevada this weekend at Aztec Court.

Under the direction of fourth-year head coach Rocky Long, San Diego State has made a dramatic turnaround.

SDSU is one of 29 schools nationally to appear in bowl games each of the last four seasons. San Diego State is one of only two
California schools to appear in four consecutive bowl games (Stanford) and is one of only two current Mountain West schools to
appear in bowl games in 2010, 2011, 2012 and 2013 (Boise State).

With a bowl game in a school-record four straight years, the Aztecs have equaled their total number of bowls played in the pre-
vious 41 seasons from 1969-2009.

Long’s impact has been felt almost immediately, first as the defensive coordinator in 2009-10 and then as the head coach since
2011. SDSU went without a winning season for the 10 straight years from 2000-09 when it won 32.2 percent of its games and
owned one of the nation’s worst records. Below is a look at the dramatic turnaround.

San Diego State owns a 39-22 record over the past four-plus seasons. Prior to the 2010 campaign, it took the Aztecs 119 games
to compile 39 wins (39-80).

The 34 victories from 2010-13 is the highest win-total over a four-year span since the Aztecs went 36-7-1 from 1974-77.

SDSU is 1 of 5 schools to play in 4 straight howl games and earn an NCAA men’s askethall berth
in each of the lust 5 years.

SAN DIEGO - Donnel Pumphrey ran for 111 yards and two touchdowns in San Diego State’s 38-7 victory
over Northern Arizona in its 2014 opener on Aug. 30 at Qualcomm Stadium.

Quinn Kaehler passed for 205 yards and a touchdown, completing 18 of 29 attempts, for the Aztecs, who
scored the first 24 points of the game.

After punting on its opening drive, SDSU forced the Lumberjacks into a 3-and-out and got the ball back
with 11:58 left in the first. Pumphrey completed San Diego State’s 9-play, 63-yard drive with a 1-yard fouch-
down run to but the home team on the board.

After NAU punted again on its next possession, the Aztecs mounted a 7-play, 88-yard drive to go up, 14-
0. The drive was highlighted by four straight first down plays - a 14-yard pass from Kaehler to Eric Judge, a
15-yard strike from Kaehler to Ezell Ruffin, a 33-yard reverse handoff to Lloyd Mills and a 21-yard scamper
by Chase Price. Price finished off the drive with a 1-yard touchdown run on 3rd and goal.

Northern Arizona fried to answer affer getting ulrthe way fo the SDSU 30, thanks o a 50-yard catch and
run by Alex Holmes from Kyren Poe on a 2nd and 15. San Diego State stood all, however, and forced the
Lumberjacks into a 45-yard ¥ie|d goal attempt. On the try, Alex Barrett reached up and swatted the kick down
to keep NAU off the scoreboard.

On the ensuing possession, the Aztecs got into field goal range of their own, thanks in part to a Northern
Arizona pass inieﬂerence call and a 33-yard run by Pumphrey. Donny Hageman than split the upright from
48 yards to put SDSU up, 17-0. It was the first field goal make by San Diego State since Sept. 28, 2013 vs.
New Mexico State.

Hageman later looked to make it four straight scores for the Aztecs, but his 46-yard attempt went wide
left, giving the ball back to the Lumberjacks.

A?ier being forced to punt once again, NAU's fourth out of its five possessions (the other was the blocked
field goal), SDSU got the ball back with 1:42 left in the second quarter. Kaehler was perfect on the ensuin
drive, completing gll five of his passes for 75 yards, ending with a 2-yard toss to a wide open Robert (ruigheuﬂ
and giving San Diego State a 24-0 advantage af the huIE

Northern Arizona finally got on the scoreboard with 6:36 left in the third quarter as Jahn rumbled in from
1-yard out, capping a 9-play, 74-yard drive.

The Lumberjacks appeared to gain the momentum after the touchdown after they forced the Aztecs info
a 3-and-out, and getting all the way to the SDSU 38. Kyren Poe’s pass on a 3rd and 5, however, was picked
off by Calvin Munson and refurned 64 yards to the NAU 1.

Pumphrey didn’t waste any time as he scored on the very first play, putting San Diego State back up by
24 ot 31-7.

Northern Arizona got the ball back, but was forced into ifs third 3-and-out of the game. The Aztecs’ Lloyd
Mills then took the punt 67 yards to seal the win for the home team. It was SDSU’s third punt return for a
touchdown in four games.

San Diego State improved to 47-40-5 all-time in season-opening games, including a 19-6-1 mark in its
Division | era (since 1969) when the opener is at home.

The 31-point margin of victory was the Aztecs’ largest since beating Hawai'i by 38 (52-14) on Oct. 6,

012

Kaehler extended his streak of 200-yard passing games to 13, the longest streak by a SDSU quarterback
since af least 1996.

Price added 45 yards on the ground and also caught two balls for 22 yards, while Judge (5 receptions, 51
yards) and Ruffin (4 receptions, 53 yards) combined for nine catches and 104 yards.

Malik Smith led the San Diego State defense with seven tackles and three pass breakups in his first career
start, while Trey Lomax and J.J Whittaker contributed six stops apiece.

The seven points allowed were the fewest against the Aztecs since a 42-7 win over Army on Sept. 8, 2012.

CHAPEL HILL, N.C. - San Diego State held a pair of double-digit second-half leads at No. 21/23 North Car-
oling, but couldn’t hold on in a 31-27 loss on Sept. 6.

Quinn Kaehler threw for a career-high 341 yards and a touchdown, and Donnel Pumphrey recorded his
second straight 100-yard rushing game with 100 yards and two touchdowns on 17 attempts, but the Tar Heels
scored on four siraight possessions over the final two quarters and stopped the Aztecs’ last drive.

Down, 31-27, with four minutes left, Kaehler used a 12-play, 72-yard drive to get SDSU all the way down
to the UNC 3-yard line. His Tst and goal attempt from the 3, however, was infercepted by a diving Tim Scott
in the corner of the end zone to end the game in favor of North Carolina.

After the Tar Heels took Kaehlers first interception back 100 yards for a score early in the second quarter,
San Diego State bounced back with a quick three-play 75-yard drive, highlighted by a 19-yard gain by
Pumphrey and a 56-yard touchdown strike from Kaehler to Eric Judge.

T?ue Aztecs got the hall back on the Tar Heels' next drive as Alex Barrett deflected Mitch Trubisky’s pass
attempt on the third play of the drive into the hands of Jon Sanchez, who returned it six yards to the UNC 41.
Five pruyers later, Pumphrey punched it in from 12 yards to put SDSU up, 14-7, at halftime.

At the half, San Diego State had piled up 244 yards to North Carolina’s 108, while dominating the time
of possession by almost nine minutes (19:16 to 10:44).

After Thomas Moore missed a field goal, the Aztecs stretched their lead fo 14 at 21-7 when Pumphrey's
3-yard TD run completed a 7-play, 76-yard drive.

The Tor Heels responded with a long 14-play, 65-yard drive over 4:26 with a 11-yard touchdown pass
flr]onj Margquise Williams to Quinshad David to get within seven points at 21-14 with 4:40 remaining in the
third quarter.

Donny Hageman made it 24-14 with a 49-yard field goal early in the fourth quarter in a drive that ate
up 5:44 of dlock time.

UNC, however, took hardly any time at all to answer as Williams connected on a 91-yard pass to Mack
Hollins and make it a one-possession game once again at 24-21.

Kaehler got SDSU info scoring position on the team’s ensuing drive, thanks to a 27-yard pass to Robert
Craighead and a 24-yard strike to Dakota Gordon, but had to settle for a 40-yard field goal by Hageman.

North Carolina used a 8-play, 80-yard drive, culminating in a 2-yard rushing TD by Elijah Hood, to take
just its second lead of the game with 8:01 left in the fourth quarfer.

It appeared the Tar Heels were going to put the game out of reach as Brian Walker intercepted Kaehler
on the SDSU 40 and returned it 26 yards to the 14-yard line. The San Diego State defense, however, stood
tall and kept UNC to a 23-yard field goal and slim 4-point lead (31-27).

The Aztecs got all the way to the 3-yard line where Scott made the diving interception and sealed the win
for North (uroﬁnu.

SDSU outgained the Tar Heels, 509-394 for the game, including a 341-263 advantage in the air. San
Diego Stafe u?so held an edge in rushing yards (168-131), fime of possession (37:26-22:34) and first downs
(23-20), but its three interceptions led to a touchdown, field goal and kneel down.

Chase Price complimented Pumprey's 100 yards with 71 on 16 carries.

Judge had three catches for a career-high 94 yards and a touchdown, while Larry Clark and Gordon each
had three receptions for 42 yards.

Trey Lomax had a career- and game-high 10 tackles o pace the Aztec defense, while J.J. Whittaker and
Na'im McGee added career-high marks of seven tackles apiece.

Despite the loss, SDSU hm? a second half lead vs. a top-25 non-conference opponent on the road for the
first time since Sept. 18, 2004 at No. 17/17 Michigan.

CORVALLIS, Ore. - Sean Mannion threw for 275 yards as Oregon State scored the final 28 points of the
game in a 28-7 win over San Diego State on Sept. 20.

The Aztecs were outgained, 372-215, over the game and were behind on time of possession by almost 11
minutes (35:27-24:33). Additonally, the Beavers ﬂeld a 25-11 advantage in first downs and ran 18 more
plays (67-49).

Donnel Pumphrey led SDSU once again with 89 rushing yards on 17 carries (5.2 avg.) and the team’s
lone touchdown.

San Diego State jumped out to a 7-0 lead on its opening 8-play, 75-yard drive. The Aztecs began the
game with a 36-yard rusﬂ by Lloyd Mills to get all thew ay to the OSU 34-yard line. After an incomplete pass
on a flea flicker, Pumphrey went to work with four sIruigKI carries for 27 yards. Quarterback Quinn Kaehler
found Mills on a 5-yard complefion to sef up a 1st and goal on the 2, before Pumphrey finished the drive and
give SDSU its lone Yeud of the game.

After forcing Oregon State fo punt, San Diego State got the ball back but had to punt after going 3 and
out. On Joel Alesi's punt, however, the Beavers' Victor Boﬂien fumbled the return and Pierre Romain pounced
on it fo give the Aztecs the ball back on 0SU's 38.

SDSU, however, would give it right back after Kaehler took a sack and, and after a fimeout, was picked
off by Steven Nelson.

Oregon State then put fogether a 12-play, 70-yard drive, ending with a 12-yard TD run by Terron Ward,
to ie it up at 7-7.

Each team exchanged punts until San Diego State used a 19-yard pass from Kaehler to Mills and a 15-
yard run by Pumphrey to get to the Beaver 33-yard line. The Aztecs, however, drew two delay of game penal-
ties and Kaehler was sacked for a loss of nine yards to get out of field goal range.

05U responded with a 8-play, 88-yard drive to close the half with another Ward touchdown, this fime
from two yards out, to take a 14-7 lead.

Oregon State scored on each of its first two possessions in the second half (making it three straight overall),
first a 5-yard TD run by Storm Woods and then a 2-yard scamper by Woods, to put the game out of reach.

SDSU, which allowed multiple rushing touchdowns for the first time in eight contests, Eud gone 14 straight
games wihtout suffering consecutive defeats before Sept. 20.

Kaehler was 14-for-26 for 106 yards and two interceptions in the loss for San Diego State. Kaehler, who
dropped to 9-5 all-time as the team’s starfing quurterbuct(), had his streak of 14 consecutive games with 200
yards passing snapped. The streak was the longest by an Aztec since at least 1996 and the third-longest active
sireak in the nation.

Making his first career start in place of injured Biletnikoff Award candidate Ezell Ruffin, Mills had career
higl&s of Ilgree receptions, 35 receiving yards and 36 rushing yards, while adding two punt returns for 22
yards.

Trey Lomax, who came into the weekend ranked in a tie for fourth nationally among freshmen with 8.0
tackles per game, had a career-high 11 stops for SDSU, while J.J. Whittaker also set a career high with 11
tackles (eight solo).

The San Diego State defense forced two fumbles (Cody Galea and Sam Meredith) and recovered their first
(Pierre Romain) of the season. Malik Smith also added his first career inferception.

Mannion's 275 passing yards gave him 11,339 for his career, pulling him in front of Derek Anderson
atop the Oregon State career list. He was 24-for-31 for the 275 yunrs and no touchdowns with one intercep-
tion.

Woods rushed for 52 yards on 11 carries (4.7 avg.) for the Beavers and Ward had 50 yards on 15 attempts
(3.3 avg.), and each running back scored two touchdowns apiece.

Hunter Jarmon had five receptions for 76 yards, while Ward added five catches for 35 yards.

SAN DIEGO - San Diego State began its quest for a 20th conference title with a 34-17 victory over UNLV
Saturday night at Qualcomm Stadium.

Donnel Pumphrey rushed for a career-high tying 167 yards, including 107 yards in the first half, and a
career-best four rushing touchdowns as the Aztecs won their 14th game in their last 16 league oufings.

Pumphrey, who also set a career high with 22 attempts, averaging 7.6 yards per carry, posted ﬁis third
100-yard rushing game in four contests on the year as SDSU posteﬂ its largest margin of victory (17 points)
in a MW game since a 19-point win over Air Force on Nov. 10, 2012.

It was the Rebels who got on the scoreboard first as they got into good field position after forcing San
Diego State to a 3-and-out on its opening possession. Aztecs Joel Alesi punted it 44 yards to Jay Mitchell at
the UNLV 39, who returned it 48 yards to set up 1st and 10 on the 13. The SDSU defense, however, stood tall
and held the Rebels to a 22-yard field goal by Jonathan Leiva.

San Diego State wasted no time answering as Pumphrey took the first play of the team’s second drive 71
yards to the end zone to put the Aztecs on top, 7-3.

After the two teams exchanged punts, UNLV drove 88 yards on seven plays, ending with a 44-yard touch-
down pass from Blake Decker to Devonte Boyd. It would be the Rebels' final lead of the game (10-7), however,
as SD?]U scored 24 unanswered points to break open a close contest, including three siraight touchdowns by
Pumphrey.

Pumphrey, a Las Vegas, Nev., native, scored on runs from one yard, three yards and one yard, the latter
coming with 11 secondsﬁeh‘ in the half. San Diego State had started with the bqu with just 0:43 left on its own
15. Quarterback Quinn Kaehler got the Aztecs ﬂown the field in a hurry, though, Wiﬂ!l a 24-yard completion
to Larry Clark, a 15-yard pass to Mikah Holder two plays later and a 45-yard strike to Lloyd Mills two plays
after that down to the 1-yard line. After calling a fimeout, Pumphrey attempted to throw his first touchdown
pass, but his attempt to Daniel Brunskill fell to the turf. On the very next pray, Pumphrey pounded it across
the end zone to put SDSU up, 28-10, af intermission.

Neither team scored in :F]e third quarter, but UNLV did threaten on its opening possession. The Rebels got
toits own 47 after a 15-yard pass from Decker to Anthony Williams. After a 3-yard sack by Alex Barrett 1&01
pushed UNLV back to the 44, Decker was picked off by Calvin Munson at the San Diego State 22.

The Rebels got the ball back later in the quarter, but Leiva’s 43-yard field goal attempted hit the right
goal post, keeping the score at 28-10 after three quarters.

Tﬁe Aztecs put together a long 13-play, 67-yard drive to get to the UNLV 7-yard line. Donny Hageman
then nailed a 24-yard field goal to put SDSU up by 21 at 31-10, its largest lead of the game.

The Rebels answered with a 7-p|:1y, 80-yard march, ending with o Decker 2-yard plunge.

San Diego State, however, once again grounded up clock time, using 5:29 on 66 yards over 11 plays
before Hageman made a 31-yard fiel gou?for the final points of the game.

Kaehler completed 16 of 27 passing attempts for 209 yards, his 15th 200-yard game over the past 16
confests, while (rurk set career highs of four receptions and 71 yards.

Barrett had two of the Aztecs’ six sacks on the night, the program’s most since recording six at Wyoming
on Nov. 24, 2012, while Josh Gavert fied his career ﬁigﬁ with 11 tackles in his first start of the year.

SDSU went without a turnover for the first fime since Nov. 2, 2013 vs. New Mexico and picked off two
passes for the first time since Nov. 23, 2013 at Boise State.

San Diego State finished with a .500 or better September (2-2) for the first time since 2011.

FRESNO, Calif. - San Diego State held Fresno State to 315 yards of total offense, forced two turnovers and
had nine tackles for loss, but it was not enough as the Bulldogs pulled away late for a 24-13 victory at Bulldog
Stadium in Fresno, Calif.

FS forced three Aztec turnovers, converting them into 14 points in its 1,000th game in program history.

Fresno State got on the scoreboard first W%en Kody Kroening converted a 37-yard fierd oal with 8:18
left in the first quarter. The Bulldogs got 40 of their 43 yards on t%e 8-play drive on the grounﬂ, incuding 27
by Marteze Waller and 13 from quarterback Brian Burrell.

FS got the ball right back when Kyrie Wilson forced SDSU true freshman Nick Bawden to fumble the ball
after a 7-yard gain. Fresno State then put fogether a 10-play, 67-yard drive over 4:19, ending with a Brandon
Cornette 1-yard touchdown run on 4IE and goal. The key play o¥ the drive was a 49-yard pass from Burrell
to Josh Harper on a 3rd and 12 from its own 31-yard line.

San Diego State finally got on the scoreboard just 1:16 into the second quarter when Donny Hageman
split the uprights on a 24-yard field goal attempt. The Aztecs grounded and pounded their way to the field

oal, gaining all 60 of their yards on the ground on the 11-play drive that ate up 4:15 of dlock fime. Running
Euck DonneFPumphrey had 33 of the 60 yards on the drive, w¥|i|e fullback Dakota Gordon had the other 27.

The SDSU defense settled down and forced the Bulldogs to two straight 3 and outs, but gave the ball back
to FS after a punt. With 3:24 left in the half, Burrell drove FS to the San Diego State 21 to set up a field goal
attempt with just five second remaining. Kroening's 38-yard attempt, however, was blocked by Sam Mereﬂith,
the second o his career.

After both teams traded punts to start the second half, Fresno State’s Burrell was stripped by Calvin Munson
and Trey Lomax scooped up the loose ball and returned it 10 yards to the Bulldog 24. The Aztecs, however,
were only able to cusrl in on a field goal and Hageman's 36-yarder dlosed the gap to 10-6.

FS responded with a 11-play, 81-yard drive over 5:23, thanks in part to three SDSU penalties (two on
fourth down, one on third down), concluding with Josh Quezada's 2-yard touchdown run. It appeared San
Diego State would get out of trouble early in the drive, but Daniel Brunskill was whistled for roughing the
kicker on 4th and 8. Aztec head coach Rocky Long challenged the play and, even though replays showed
Brunskill's fingers deflecting the ball, which went just 23 yards, the call on the field stood, resurting in afirst
down and SDSU losing a fimeout.

San Diego State answered with a 14-play, 79-yard drive over 7:27, culminating with a 5-yard touchdown
pass from Bawden to Adam Roberts. It was the first of his career by Bawden, who was 4-for-6 for 45 yards
on the drive after going 3-for-11 for 18 yards on his previous nine drives. The touchdown brought the Aztecs
back to within four at 17-13.

SDSU got the hall right back after forcing another 3 and out. San Diego State got into Fresno State territory,
but Bawden was picked off Donavon Lewis on the fifth play of the drive.

The Aztecs then forced the Bulldogs to punt and would get one more chance to try to take their first lead
of the game. Bawden, however, was picked off once again at the SDSU 12 and returned five yards. Waller
later scored on a 5-yard rush to give FS the 24-13 lead.

San Diego State got the ball Euck and got into Fresno State territory again, but Bawden was sacked and
Lenicio Nub?e drew a false start penalty to set up a 4th and 16 on its own 44. Bawden's pass to Larry Clark
was incomplete, giving the ball back to the Bullmﬁ) s, who ran out the clock and seal the win.

Pumphrey rushed!ior 94 yards on cureer—higﬂ 24 attempts, while Gordon added a career-high 42 yards
on six carries.

Bawden, who became just the second Aztec to ever start a game at quarterback as a true freshman and
the first to do it without having ever attempting a pass, finished 9-for-24 for 84 yards, a touchdown and two
interceptions. He added 36 yards on the ground on eight rushed (4.5 avg.).

Clark had three of the team’s nine catches for 30 yards.

Munson posted a career-high 12 tackles (previous best was six) with a career-high 3.0 tackles for loss, a
sack and his first career forceﬂ fumble. Josh Gavert added seven tackles, while J.J. Whittaker recorded his
first interception of the season and fourth of his career.

ALBUQUERQUE, N.M. - Donnel Pumphrey rushed for a career-high 246 yards and two touchdowns and
Chase Price added 141 yards and a score to lead San Diego State to a 24-14 win at New Mexico on Oct. 10.

Pumphrey and Price helped the Aztecs rush for 397 yards, the eighth most in single-game history (third
most in SDSU’s Division | history), and lead San Diego State to the win in Rocky Long's s}irsi game as head
coach at his alma mater.

Long, the all-time winningest coach in the Mountain West, who coached at New Mexico from 1998-08 and
graduated from UNM in 1974, has now been on the winning sideline in each of the last 13 times the two
teams have played (2001-08 as head coach with the Lobos, 2009-10 as defensive coordinator with the Aztecs
and 2011, 2013-14 as the head coach at SDSU).

Pumphrey got his 246 yards on 20 attempts (12.3 avg.) with 93 of them coming on a touchdown run in
the third quarter. It was the true sophomore’s fourth 100-yard game of the season (in six contests) and seventh
of his career. The 246 yards were the 13th most in a game in school history.

Price rumbled for 141 yards on 17 carries (8.3 avg.) for his first 100-yard game of his career. He became
the 74th player in school history to rush for at least 100 yards in a game.

It was the 18th time in school history that San Diego State huﬂ multiple 100-yard rushers, where the
Aztecs are 17-1 in those occasions.

SDSU wasted no time on its opening drive, taking it 70 yards on 14 plays over 6:29 before Donny Hageman
nailed a 25-yard field goal. It was the seventh straight make for Hageman, who improved to 8-for-9 on the
year on ﬁelJl goal tries. True freshman Nick Bawden, making his second career start, got San Diego State out
of a jam with a 15-yard run on a third and 12 and later connected on a 43-yard strike to Eric Judge on a 3rd
and 15, the longest pass of his short career. Bawden would go onto become just the second Aztec true freshman
to start at quarterback in a SDSU victory.

The score would remain 3-0 unfil early in the second quarter when Pumphrey took San Diego State’s first
play 49 yards for the score with 11:37 Ie¥l in the half.

New Mexico answered Pumphrey’s rushing touchdown with a quick 5-play, 75-yard drive over 1:17, cul-
minating with a 45-yard pass from Lamar Jordan to Carlos Wiggins with 10:20 to play.

The Wiggins' grab would be the final score of the first half as the Aztecs held onto a 10-7 lead.

After forcing a punt to start the second half, SDSU took another 10-point lead when Price scored on a 27-
yard touchdown run. The drive, which went 56 yards in just three plays over 0:36, was led by quarterback
Quinn Kaehler, who entered the game in the beginning o% the third quarer.

The Lohos responded with a 13-play, 75-yard drive over 6:29, ending with a 1-yard run by Teriyon Gipson
to bring the game back to three points at 17-14.

San Diego State, however, would seal the game when Pumphrey took the second play of the drive 93
yards for the score. The 93-yard rush was the second longest in the Aztecs' Division | era (since 1999) and
the third-longest rushing play in program history.

SDSU was unable to put the game out of reach as it committed four turnovers in the fourth quarter,
incuding three straight pruys undq four times in six snaps. UNM, however, never got info San Diego State’s
side of the field en route to ifs fifth consecutive loss to IEe Artecs.

SDSU won its 10th consecutive game in the Mountain time zone, the longest active streak in the nation,
and won for the 15th time in the past 18 contests.

San Diego State finished the game with a 245-yard advantage in rushing (397-152), its fifth-largest ad-
vantage in I?le Division | era. New Mexico came into the weekend ranked fourth in the nation at 322.40 yards
per game.

Josh Gavert led the Aztec defense with 11 tackles, including 0.5 tackles for loss, and his first interception
of the season (third of career). Calvin Munson added eight stops and 1.0 TFL, while J.J. Whittaker and Na'im
McGee came up with six tackles apiece.

SAN DIEGO - Donnel Pumphrey ran for 182 yards and a touchdown and Quinn Kaehler added 174 yards
in the ir in his first start in 1ﬁree games fo lead San Diego State past Hawai'i, 20-10, and into sole possession
of first place in the West Division of the Mountain West on Oct. 18 at Qualcomm Stadium.

The Aztecs outgained the Rainbow Warriors, 457-264, including a massive 283-90 edge on the ground.

SDSU also forced three UH turnovers, while committing one, and held an almost 13-minute time of pos-
session advantage (36:07-23:53).

San Diego State took its opening drive 86 yards on 10 plays, culminating with a 10-yard rushing fouchdown
by Pumphrey. The Aztecs showed its game plan early as 83 of the 86 yards were on the ground on the opening
drive, which lasted 5:16, highlighted by a 34-yard run by Marcus Stamps.

After forcing a 3 and out, SDSU put together another 10-play drive, this fime ending in a 36-yard field
goal by Donny Hageman. It was Hageman’s eighth straight field goal make.

San Diego State would take a 10-0 lead into the second quarter as it had 100 more yards (128-28) than
Hawai'i after the break.

The Rainbow Warriors caught a break early in the second quarter when Scott Harding’s rugby punt was
mis;l)luyed by the Aztecs and recovered by Quinto Pedroza. The SDSU defense, however, held UH fo a field
goal attempt, which was missed by Tyler Hadden from 39 yards out.

It appeared San Diego State wourd go into halftime wiiK 10-0 lead, but a Hail Mary by Hawai'i's Ikaika
Woolsey was caught by Marcus Kemp in the end zone with just five seconds left on a 3rd and 15, bringing the
visitors to within three af 10-7 after two quarters.

The Aztecs tacked on another score in the third quarter as they marched 92 yards on nine plays over 4:56
hefore Kaehler connected on a 26-yard touchdown strike to Lloyd Mills. On the scoring drive, SDSU's second
longest of the season in terms of yards, Kaehler was 4-for-4 for 71 yards, connecting three times with Mills
(39 yards) and once to Larry Clark (32 yards). San Diego State would hold its 17-10 lead into the fourth
quarter.

dTl;ehAzlecs got into the red zone early in the fourth, but Hageman's 31-yard field goal attempt missed
wide left.

SDSU’s defense ended the game in style, however, forcing three Rainbow Warrior turnovers over their
final four plays, including two by Malik Smith (interception and fumble recovery) and one by Damontae
Kazee (interception).

In between, Pumphrey broke 100 yards for the game with a 47-yard rush and Hageman added a 23-
yard field goal to close out the scoring.

San Diego State ran its home winning streak to five games, its longest since another five-game home win-
ning streak from Oct. 9, 1998-Sept. 4, 1999 (17 seasons), and improved to 16-3 over ifs last 19 conference
games.

The Aztecs’ 283 rushing yards came against a team that was allowing just 125.83 per game, good enough
for 36th in the nation. SDSU improved to 3-0 on the year and 20-2 in 1Le Rocky Long era witﬂ 12 straight
wins when rushing for at least 200 yards.

It was San Diego State’s third consecutive game in which fewer than 40 points were scored by both teams,
the first time that has happened since 2004 (Oct. 9-23).

Pumphrey set a career high with 25 carries en route to his fifth 100-yard rushing game of the season and
eighth o'f) his career. The 182 yards were the second most of his career.

Kaehler finished the game with 174 yards and a touchdown, completing 13 of 24 passes in his first start
since the UNLV game. He improved to 11-5 all-time as the Aztecs' starfing quarterback.

Mills had a career-high four catches for 42 yards and a touchdown, w i(ie Chase Favreau (42 yards) and
Clork (32) each hauled in long grabs.

Na'im McGee had a team and career-high eight tackles, while Calvin Munson chipped in with seven stops
and a fackle for loss. Smith had one tackle, and the fumble recovery and inferception.

- Don Jackson ran for a career-high 124 yards and a touchdown, James Butler added 103 yards
and a score and Nevada forced three turnovers to help the Wolf Pack down San Diego State, 30-14, Saturday
night in Reno, Nev.

The win moved Nevada (6-3, 3-2 Mountain West) into a tie with the Aztecs (4-4, 3-2 MW) atop the con-
ference’s West Division.

Nevada scored 29 straight to beat Brigham Young, 42-35, in Provo,
Utah, on Oct. 18 and rattled off 26 unanswered points in a 26-18 win at Hawai'i on Oct. 25.

Each team exchanged punts fo start the game with the Aztecs taking advantage in their return when Lloyd
Mills took Alex Boy's 56-yard punt back 53 yards to put SDSU af the Wolf Pack’s 34. After a 7-yard pass from
Quinn Kaehler to Ezell Ruffin and a 10-yard run by Donnel Pumphrey, Pumphrey fumbled after a 7-yard
gain to give the ball back to Nevada.

The Wolf Pack failed to capitalize as Christian Heyward sacked quarterback Cody Fajardo on a 3rd and 8,
giving the ball back to San Diego State on a punt.

Tﬁe Axtecs took advantage this fime, using a 7-play, 55-yard drive over 3:45, ending with a 1-yard fouch-
down rush by Chase Price.

Nevada got into good field position, taking a kickoff 55 yards back to the SDSU 39-yard line. The San
Diego State ﬂefense, owever, held the Wolf Pack to a field goal, the first of three by Brent Zuzo.

On the visitor team’s first drive of the second quarter, Kaehler was picked off by Nevada's J. McNeal on
3rd and 10 and returned back yards to set up the Wolf Pack once again deep inside Aztec territory. After a
ng—guin, Fajardo found Richy Turner out on the slof, who ran it 20 yards into the end zone to put Nevada up,

After two more punts by each team, SDSU tried to put together one last drive to close the half. The drive,
which was 77 yards over seven plays and took just 2:12, saw Kaehler go 4-for-6 for 67 yards, ending with
an acrobatic, juggling 21-yard catch by Jemond Hazely. It was the first career TD receplioniy Hazely, helping
San Diego State take a 14-13 lead into infermission.

The second half wasn't as kind for the Aztecs as they went fumble (Pumphrey’s second of the game after
coming into it with just two lost over 269 career attempts), punt, punt, punt, punt and turnover on downs fo
close the game.

The Wolf Pack, meanwhile, got a 25-yard field goal by Zuzo in the third quarter, a 24-yarder in the fourth,
and rushing scores by Butler (43 yards) and Jackson (1 yard) to finish the 30-14 victory.

Pumphrey rushed for 85 yards on 13 attempts, averaging 6.5 yards per carry, and broke 1,000 yards for
the season in the process. He became the 15th Aztec to rush for 1,000 yards in a season (20th occasion
overall) and the 13th in SDSU’s Division | era (since 1969).

San Diego State now was a 1,000-yard rusher in five straight seasons (2010-14) for the first time since
1991-95. Tﬁe Aztecs had just three 1,000-yard rushers over the 14 years in between (1996-2009).

Price added 58 yards on just eight attempts (7.2 avg.) and had career highs of four catches and 28 yards.

Kaehler passed for 189 yards, going 21-for-36 witﬁ a touchdown and an interception.

Three SDSU players - Hazely (3 rec., 31 yds., D), Mills (3 rec., 52 yds.) and Daniel Brunskill (3 rec., 19

ds.) — joined Price in posting career highs in receiving yards, while Ezell Ruffin, playing his first game since
Kreuking his collarbone at No. 21/23 North Carolina on Sept. 6, had three grabs for 21 yards. Adam Roberts
also posted season highs with three receptions and 33 yards.

On the defensive side of the ball, Jake Fely and Na'im McGee each had six tackles o pace San Diego
State. It was Fely's first game since Sept. 28, 2013 at New Mexico State (399 days in between). Heyward
added career highs in tackles (5), m:kres for loss (2.0) and sacks (1.0, tied), whiﬁe Jon Sanchez had three
stops (all solo), a career-best 2.0 TFL and his first sack of the season.

SAN DIEGO - Quinn Kaehler tied a career high with three touchdown passes as San Diego State pulled away
in a 35-21 victory over Idaho at Qualcomm Stadium on Nov. 8.

Donnel Pumphrey added 142 yards on the ground and a touchdown, while Chase Price had a 5-yard
touchdown run.

Eric Judge (4 receptions, 107 yards, 1 touchdown) and Ezell Ruffin (4 receptions, 86 yards, 2 touchdowns)
combined for eight catches, 193 receiving yards and three scores as Kaehler was an efficient 14-for-22 for
249 yards and the three touchdowns.

Tied at 14 at halftime, Kaehler hit Judge on a 58-yard slant for the go-ahead touchdown, then Price scored
on a 5-yard run on the Aztecs’ (5-4) ensuing drive to take a 28-14 lead.

The Vandals (1-8) responded when (hug Chalich found a wide-open Joshua McCain for a 51-yard score
and bring Ul fo within seven at 28-21.

After forcing SDSU to a 3 and out, it appeared Idaho would take the lead on its next drive after if got the
ball all the way to the San Diego State 7. On a 3rd and 2, however, the Aztecs’ Alex Barrett knocked the ball
out of running back Jerrel Brown’s hands and Josh Gavert pounced on it to give SDSU the ball back.

San Diego State took advantage, uilizing an 11-play, 86-yard drive over 5:24, culminafing with a 28-
yard strike ?rom Kaehler to Ruffin.

The Vandals got into Aztecs’ territory, but were unable to convert a 3rd and 2 after Gavert sacked Matt
Linehan for a 7-yard loss. SDSU followed by forcing a Linehan incomplete pass on the fourth down try.

San Diego State used the legs of Pumphrey to set up a field ou? ry on ifs next possession, but Donny
Hageman missed from 37 yards. On the drive, Pumphrey rushed ?ive times for 41 yards.

Ul tried to mount a last-ditch effort, but could get no closer than its own 38, giving the win fo the Aztecs.

Each team scored on its opening two possessions, first SDSU with an 8-play, 65-yard drive over 3:32 and
ending with a 24-yard Kaehler-to-Ruffin hookup.

Idaho responded with an impressive 14-play, 75-yard drive over 6:28 o fie it when Elijhaa Penny scored
from two yards out.

Pumphrey finished what he started in San Diego State’s second drive with a 5-yard touchdown. On the
drive, wﬁich was 10 plays and 75 yards over 4:33, Pumphrey rushed six fimes for 38 yards, while Kaehler
was 3-for-4 for 37 yards through 1Ke air.

The Vandals tied it up once again when Chalich snuck in from 13 yards out, finishing out a 13-play, 77-
yard drive over 4:42.

From there, both defenses settled down and it would be nine drives later until the next point was scored
- Judge's 58-yard pass from Kaehler. The drive just took three plays and 51 seconds over 64 yards.

The Aztecs scored again on their next drive (9 plays, 61 yards, 4:28) as Kaehler (4-for-5, 60 yards) drove
them down before Price scored from five yards out.

Ul responded with the 51-yard TD pass from Chalich to McCain on a drive that utilized five plays and 77
yards over 2:15.

Itwould stay 28-21 unfil Barrett's key forced fumble and SDSU's ensuing touchdown drive to seal the win.

Pumphrey got his 142 yards on a career-high 26 carries, averaging 5.5 yards per attempt. It was his
sixth, 100-yurr? game of the season and ninth of his career. Price added 33 yards on six carries.

Judge had his first 100-yard receiving game, while Ruffin recorded his second career multi-TD game.

Kaehler, meanwhile, set a career high with a 203.71 pass efficiency rating.

Gavert led the way for the defense with nine tackles, a sack, a tackle for loss and a fumble recovery, while
Na'im McGee tied for the team lead with nine stops. Barrett recorded eight tackles, 1.5 TFL and a forced
fumble, and Cody Galea fied a career high with six tops and added a career-best 2.0 TFL.

San Diego State won its sixth straight home game, its longest streak since the 1996-97 seasons.
