San Diego State looks to open a campaign 2-0 for the first time since
2011 and just the third time in the last 21 seasons when the Aztecs
travel to Berkeley to face California on Saturday afternoon.

Both teams are coming off impressive victories in the opener. Sun Diego
State scored the first of two defensive touchdowns 40 seconds into the
game and cruised fo a 37-3 victory over a San Diego team that ad-
vanced to the FCS playoffs last season and is predicted to win the Pioneer
League this year. Meanwhile, California, which is receiving one vote in
hoth nationa polls, scored 35 first-quarter points in a 73-14 home rout
of Grambling State.

Although it is early in the season, Saturday’s game features what many
consider a matchup of elite units. In the opener, the Golden Bears scored
73 points (2nd nationally), and compiled 656 yards of offense (2nd)
and 471 yards of passing offense (1st). Meanwhile, the Aztecs surren-
dered 3 points (7th), 193 total yards (16th) and forced six turnovers
(1st) in the opening week of the season.

Since Oct. 3, 2014, San Diego State has played 10 games and ranks
both sixth nationally in total defense (298.2) and scoring defense
(17.8). Since Oct. 18, 2014, California has played seven games, and is
16th nationally in points per game (39.3) and eighth in tofal offense
(498.3).

Junior linebacker Calvin Munson earned Walter Camp National De-
fensive Player-of-the-Week and Lott IMPACT Player-of-the-Week honors
in addition to conference defensive player-of-the-week accolades after
a gome-high 11 tackles, induding 2.5 for loss, a fumble recovery and
hecoming the first player in the 93-year history of the program to record
two interception returns for touchdowns in the same game. Munson, the
Athlon Sports preseason MW defensive player of the year, has six career
interceptions, three of which he has returned for touchdowns.

The Aztecs enjoyed excellent special teams in week one. Sophomore
kickoff returner Rashaad Penny had a 97-yard return for touchdown
giving the Aztecs their first KO return for touchdown since Nov. 3, 2012.
Senior placekicker Donny Hageman was a perfect 3-for-3 in field goal
attempts and is now 23-of-28 in his 14-game career. According o ESPN's
Team Efficiency rating, SDSU has the 19th-best special teams mark.
San Diego State and California meet Saturday in the front end of
home-and-home series (the teams will meet in San Diego next season).
This is the seventh all-ime meeting between the programs, with the
teams splitting the previous six encounters and the home team owning
a perfect 6-0 record in the series.

For the first time in the 17-year history of the Mountain West, San Diego
State s picked to win the West Division of the league (Aztecs were picked
to finish second in both 2014 and 2013). The Aztecs have finished at or
higher that the preseason poll in each of the previous six seasons.

San Diego State has advanced to a school-record five consecutive bowl
games, and is one of only 27 schools nationally and one of just three
from a “Group of 5” conference (also Boise State and Northern lllinois).
From the state of California, only SDSU and Stanford have played in
five consecutive howl games.

Aztec head coach Rocky Long is in his fifth season as head coach and
seventh year on The Mesa. The Mountain West's all-ime winningest
coach, Long has guided SDSU to 33 victories one game into his fifth sea-
son, which is the second-highest tofal in school history.

SDSU surrendered 193 yards of fotal offense in the sea-
son opener against San Diego, marking the 10th con-
secutive game the Aztecs have held an opponent to less
than 400 yards of fotal offense.

At quarterback, San Diego State senior Maxwell Smith, a senior transfer from Kentucky, made his first career start for the Aztecs
last Saturday. Although he threw for just 100 yards and had one interception (intended receiver slipped on the play), he did be-
come just the second quarterback starter (Adam Dingwell) to win his SDSU inifial start since 1998 (QB starters are 2-13 in that
span).

(6.4) and 33rd nationally in yards per rush allowed (3.8). Both numbers are league bests for programs that have been in the
Mountain West the last seven seasons.

u San Diego State has held 10 consecutive opponents to less than 400 yards of total offense. That is tied for the second-longest
active streak nationally with Clemson and hehind week No. 4 opponent Penn State (14).

m In the season opener, the Aztecs allowed just 193 total yards, including 109 in the air and 84 on the ground. It marked the first
time San Diego State held an opponent under 200 yards of total offense since holding Hawai'i to 173 on Oct. 6, 2012. It was
the fourth time since Rocky Long became defensive coordinator in 2009 that an opponent failed to reach 200 yards of tofal of-
fense

u The Aztecs limited USD to a 2.97 per play average, the fewest allowed by SDSU since giving up just 2.71 yards per play on
Sept. 4, 2010 vs. Nicholls State (now Nicholls).

u San Diego State ended the 2014 campaign with the following FBS rankings: 13th in scoring defense (19.8), 16th in tofal defense
(332.5), 19th in pass efficiency defense (112.10), 37th in yards allowed per rush (3.8).

= Two San Diego State players made their first career start on Saturday - redshirt freshman defensive tackle Noble Hall and soph-
omore linebacker Ryan Dunn. The other nine starters have a combined 149 career starts entering the California game.

u In the opener, San Diego State defended the long pass well, as USD was 0-for-6 with three interceptions in passes thrown 14 or
more yards past the line of scrimmage. Ten of the Toreros’ 13 completions were within six yards of the line of srimmage.

m ESPN Team Efficiencies currently ranks San Diego State specials teams units as the 19th best in the country (one spot in front
of California).

m Special teams coordinator Bobby Hauck begins his first season with the Aztecs after serving as the head coach at UNLV (2010-
14) and Montana (2003-09). This is the 22nd fime in the last 23 seasons that he has served as the special teams coordinator.

m Senior kicker Donny Hageman is on the Lou Groza Award Watch List following a sensational junior campaign. A native of Coving,
Calif., Hageman converted all three of his field goal attempts vs. San Diego (33, 36, 37) and is now 23-of-28 in field goal
attempts (82.1 percent). His 20 makes lust season are the single-season school record. In addition, he booted six kicks from 40
or more yards.

n KR Rashaad Penny gave San Diego State ifs first kickoff return for touchdown in nearly two seasons when he returned the
opening kickoff of the second half for 97 yards and an Aztec touchdown. His previous long of 57 yards came in the final game
of the 2014 campaign against Navy.

m San Diego State ranked 20th nationally in punt return defense in 2014. In the 10-year history of the rating, this is the highest
the Aztecs have ever been ranked.

m ESPN's team efficiencies rating listed San Diego State’s special teams unit as the 37th best in the nation last season (the Aztecs
were 99th in that index in the 2013 campaign).

= San Diego State has three punt returns for touchdowns and a kickoff return for touchdown in its last 17 games.

Program Notes

m San Diego State has advanced fo five consecutive howl games. The Aztecs join Stanford as the only football teams in California
- FBS or NFL - to advance to the posiseason in each of the past five seasons.

m SDSU is one of 27 schools to play in a bowl game each of the last five seasons, which is the longest sireak in the Mountain West.
San Diego State and Boise State are the only two current Mountain West schools fo reach a bowl game in 2010, 2011, 2012,
2013 and 2014

u With bowl game appearances in a school-record five straight seasons, the Aztecs have equaled their total number of bowls
played in the 43 prior seasons (1967 through 2009).

u Between 2000-09, SDSU was 38-80 (.322) and owned the nation’s 106th-best winning percentage. Since 2010, San Diego
State is 42-24 (.636) and owns the nation’s 30th-best winning percentage.

m Since the beginning of the 2010 campaign, San Diego State has posted a 42-24 record (.636). The only teams in the state of
California with a better record during that span are Stanford and USC.

n With 42 wins in their last 66 games (42-24 since the beginning of the 2010 campaign), the Aztecs have equaled their win total
from the previous 128 games (42-86).

u The 41 wins the lust five seasons (nine in 2010, eight in 2011, nine in 2012, eight in 2013 and seven in 2014) are the most
in a five-year period at San Diego State since 1973-77 (45 wins).

n Saturday marks the seventh meeting between the San Diego State and California football programs, with the series tied at three
victories apiece.

m Thisis a start of o home-and-home series between the Aztecs and Golden Bears. Next season, California will travel south to face
the Aztecs at Qualcomm Stadium on Sept. 10.
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w Saturday will mark the first meeting between the teams since Sept. 14, 1996 (a 42-37 victory by California at Memorial
Stadium). On Saturday, it will be 6,937 days (18 years, 11 months, 29 days) since the lust encounter between the schools on
the football field.

= San Diego State is 24-78-4 against current members of the Pac-12 Conference.

m The Aztecs are 8-42-1 in the Division | era (since 1969) against teams that were in the Pac-12/10/8 at the time of the game.
San Diego State, under the guidance of Rocky Long, snapped a 19-game losing streak against teams from the league with a
42-24 victory over Washington State on Sept. 17, 2011.

= Injust four games against the league since he took over as head coach, Rocky Long (1) has more victories against the conference
than the Aztecs’ last three coaches combined - Brady Hoke (0), Chuck Long (0) and Tom Craft (0).

u |f the Aztecs win on Saturday, Rocky Long's SDSU record against the conference will improve to 2-3 and he will tie the school
record for most coaching wins against the league in the Division | era. Other coaches with two wins against the league are Ted
Tollner (2-11), Doug Scovil (2-5) and Claude Gilbert (2-0).

m SERIES TIDBITS: The team with fewer turnovers is 5-0-1 in the series ... The home team has won all six games in the series
... The winning team has averaged 33.0 points in the previous six games .. In the six games, the teams have combined fo
average 577.3 total yards ... Despite only playing six fimes, the Aztecs have several outstanding individual performances against
the Bears ... Don Roberts caught 17 passes (tied for the second-most ever by an Aztec) for 150 yards in the 1982 game, while
Will Blackwell had 11 receptions for a career-high 280 yards (sixth most in school history) and four touchdowns (tied for second
most in school history in the 1996 contest) ... In all, the Aztecs have four 100-yard receiving efforts against California ... As a
junior, George Jones rushed for 147 yards in the 1995 encounter ... It is notable that the Bears held a couple other high-profile
1,000-yard rushers in check (Marshall Faulk (22-64, 1 TD) in 1993 and Pittman (30-96) in 1994) ... The Aztecs have three
300-yard passing games against California, led by Billy Blanton’s 438-yard effort in 1996 ... San Diego State held California to
two rushing yards in the 1982 game ...

Last Meeting: California 42, San Diego State 37

BERKELEY, Calif. - San Diego State and California combined for 79 points, 974 total yards, including 755 through the air, before
the Golden Bears escaped with a 42-37 victory in the most recent game played between the teams on Sept. 14, 1996. The box
score can be found on the following page.

The Aztecs never led in the game, but rallied from a 14-0 deficit o tie the game in the second quarter. Justin Watson got San
Diego State on the board when he scored from five yards out midway through the first quarter. In the second quarter, Billy Blanton
connected with Will Blackwell on a 23-yard sirike fo tie the game at 14. Both Blanton and Blackwell would earn honorable mention
All-America honors in 1996.

The Golden Bears struck next, but the Aztecs fied the game at 21 when Blanton found Blackwell from a yard out.

California scored the next 13 points, converting a 53-yard field goal as the first half clock expired to take a halftime lead.

The Golden Bears extended the lead to 42-24 in the fourth quarter, prior to Blanton and Blackwell connecting on their third and
fourth touchdown strikes of the afternoon. SDSU closed to within five points, but could get no closer.

Blackwell ended the contest with 11 receptions for 280 yards and four touchdowns and would earn Western Athletic Conference
player of the week honors for his effort. Today, his 280 receiving yards are the sixth highest total in school history and his four
receiving touchdowns are tied for second place on the school’s all-time list. Blanton ended the contest with 438 passing yards, the
second highest fotal of his Aztec career. It marked his fourth consecutive game with at least 300 yards passing.

San Diego State went on to win its next three games, defeated 16th-ranked Wyoming (28-24) and would end the 1996 campaign
with an 8-3 record and a perfect 6-0 mark at home.

San Diego State vs. California - Connections

= San Diego State head coach Rocky Long and California head coach Sonny Dykes have appeared on opposing sidelines seven
times. As head coach at New Mexico, Long went 1-4 against Texas Tech from 2000-04 when Dykes was the wide receivers coach
for the Red Raiders. However, Long’s Lobos won both meetings against Arizona in 2007 and 2008 when Dykes became the
Wildcats' offensive coordinator/quarterbacks coach.

n (California assistant head coach/special teams coordinator Mark Tommerdahl was on the same staff as Rocky Long at Wyoming
in 1984 and 1985. Long was completing a five-year stint as the Cowboys’ defensive coordinator, while Tommerdahl was just
beginning his coaching career as a graduate assistant.

m Long’s 33 wins through the first game of his fifth seasons as the head coach at SDSU are the second most in school history.

Now in his junior campaign, Pumphrey is considered one of the top running
backs in the nation and is on the preseason watch list for both the Maxwell Award
(player of the year) and Doak Walker Award (top running back).

Pumphrey entered his junior campaign with ta streak of five consecutive 100-
yard rushing games (third-longest active streak in the nation, longest of his career,
fourth longest in school history). That was broken last week in the 34-point win
over USD. Nonetheless, he still owns streak of six straight games with a rushing
touchdown (longest of his career; tied for seventh nationally) and nine siraight
games with a reception (longest of his career).

Among active FBS players, Pumphrey ranks second in yards per carry (6.4),
third in rushing yards (2,684), sixth in total touchdowns scored (31), sixth in rush-
ing touchdowns (29), sixth in all-purpose plays per game (17.48), seventh in rush-
ing yards per game (99.4), eighth in rushes per game (15.59), ninth in tofal rushes
(421)

Munson Numed Walter Camp & Lott IMPACT Def. Player of the Week, & MW Def. PotW

2 San Diego State junior Calvin Munson (St. Louis) was named the Walter Camp National FBS Defensive
Player of the Week on Sunday, he Mountain West Defensive Player of the Week for the second time of his
career on Monday and the Lott IMPACT National Player of the Week on Wednesday. Munson is the first
Aztec to ever earn either national award.

Munson recorded a team-high 11 tackles, including 2.5 for loss and a sack, and had two interceptions
returned for a touchdown and a fumble recovery in SDSU’s 37-3 win over San Diego on Saturday night.
| The two interceptions returned for a touchdown - 19 and 67 yards - tied an NCAA single-game record for
a linebacker, tied for the second most in a game among all players in NCAA history and were the most in
a game in San Diego State history.

The two picks were more than every player in the country this week except for teammate Damontae Kazee and West Virginia's
Karl Joseph (both had three), while the 86 interception yards ranked second in the nation. He is already tied for the most interceptions
returned for a touchdown in Aztec single-season history (Leon McFadden - 2012, Tory Nixon - 1984) and now has three for his
career, tying Ricky Parker (1993-96) for the most in program history. Munson has totaled six interceptions for his career with 232
return yards (fifth all-time at SDSU).

Munson was able to post his big numbers while playing just 59 defensive snaps. He was on the field for all six turnovers the
Aztecs caused on the day. Since the start of last season (2014), Munson is the only player to have three interception returns for
touchdowns.

Munson also led the team in tackles for the fourth time of his career and recovered his first-ever fumble.

This is the 12th year of the Walter Camp Foothall Foundation honoring one offensive (UCLA quarterback Josh Rosen) and one
defensive player as its national FBS player of the week during the regular season. Recipients are selected by a panel of national
media members and administered by the Foundation.

SDSU Picked to Win the West Division of the Mountain West

The San Diego State foothall team has been picked to win the West Division of the Mountain West in the 2015 preseason poll,
the league announced July 28 in Las Vegas. The poll is voted on by media representatives who cover the conference.

It is the first time that the Aztecs have been picked to win the league, although this is the third year of the two divisions in the
MW. SDSU was selected to take second in the west each jklof the past two seasons after averaging a predicted finish of 6.5 from
2005-12.

San Diego State did one better than its prediction last year, tying for first in the MW West with Fresno State. The Aztecs have
ended up at or better than their predicted finish in six siraight seasons and nine times over the past 10 years.

SDSU garnered 177 points, induding 27 of the 30 first-place votes in the MW West. San Diego State came into the year with
just 22 first-place votes in the first 16 years of the league. The only other fime that the Aztecs received multiple first-place votes
were in 2014 (15) and 1999 (4). Fresno State picked up the other three first-place votes and has 141 total, while Nevada is
predicted third with 113. San José State (91), Hawai'i (70) and UNLY (38) round out the west.

SDSU plays hoth the predicted second-place finisher (Fresno State) in the West Division and the third-place finisher (Nevada) at
home this season.

Boise State paced the Mountain Division by also amassing 177 points, including 28 first-place votes. The Broncos are followed
by Utah State (150 and two first-place votes), Colorado State (108), Air Force (90), Wyoming (64) and New Mexico (41).

SDSU also landed four players on the preseason all-conference team, matching its second-highest total in league history (1999).
Senior Donny Hageman led the way by being named the MW Preseason Player of the Year, the first in San Diego State’s league
history. Hageman was joined on the all-conference team by junior running back Donnel Pumphrey, senior Pearce Slater and junior
cornerback Damontae Kazee.

Hageman enters the 2015 campaign as one of just seven returning FBS kickers who made at least 20 field goals with an accuracy
of at least 80 percent. After playing two seasons at M. San Antonio College, Hageman arrived on campus last year and went on
to make 20-of-25 field-goal attempis. The 20 field goals set an Aztec single-season record.

Pumphrey, meanwhile, set a school single-season record last year with 1,867 rushing yards and 20 touchdowns on 276 carries
(6.8 avg.) en route to earning first-team all-league accolades. One of only two players in the nation to rank among the top 10 in
rushing yards per game, all-purpose yards per game, rushing touchdowns and rushing yards per carry, Pumphrey also had 23
catches for 160 yards (7.0 avg.)

Slater started all 13 games last year in his first season on The Mesa after transferring from El Camino College. He was instrumental
in solidifying the offensive line and enabling the Aztecs fo produce a 2,500-yard rushing season and a running back who set a
school single-season rushing record.

A second-team all-league pick last year, Kazee totaled 58 tackles (40 solo), four tackles for loss, an interception, a fumble
recovery and a team-high 13 pass breakups in 2014.

SDSU Foothall Names Captains for 2015 Season

San Diego State head foothall coach Rocky Long has announced that seniors Dakota Gordon, Jake Fely, Pearce Slater and J.J.
Whittaker have been named captains for the 2015 season. The quartet was selected in a vote by their feammates.

Gordon, a fullback from Clovis, Calif., played in all 13 games last year, starting seven times after transferring from Fresno City

College. Originally a walk-on who was awarded a scholarship prior to the spring semester, Gordon rushed 26 times for 110 yards
(4.2 avg.) in 2014 and had seven catches for 58 yards (8.3 avg.). None of Gordon’s 26 carries were for a net loss. The 26 rushing
attempts without a net loss were the sixth most in FBS play lust year and the second most by an Aztec since at least 1996.

A'linebacker from Oceanside, Calif., Fely is the only player in program history to play in at least one game of five teams that
made a bowl game (2010-14). Fely, a 2012 second-team all-MW selection who has played in seven games over the past two
seasons while batting injuries, has 182 career tackles (119 solo), along with 21 tackles for loss, 10.5 sacks, five forced fumbles,
four pass breakups and two fumble recoveries.

Slater, an offensive tackle from Los Angeles, started all 13 games last year in his first season at San Diego State after playing
two years at El Camino College. A 2015 preseason all-conference selection by the league media, Slater helped the Aztecs rush for
2,809 yards (second most in school history) and 26 touchdowns, rank 26th in the nation in rushing yards per game (216.1) and
rank ninth in tackles for loss allowed per game (4.46).

A cornerback from Oceanside, Calif., Whittaker becomes the first player to captain a SDSU team in consecutive seasons since
Russell Allen in 2007-08. A two-fime all-league pick, Whittaker recorded 63 tackles (43 solo) last year to go along with six PBU's,
two tackles for loss, and two interceptions. He has started each of the past 26 games over two years, recording 95 stops (67 solo),
17 pass breakups, five interceptions, four TFL and a forced fumble.

Jeff Overbaugh Named a Preseason All-American

San Diego State senior long snapper Jeff Overbaugh has been named a preseason All-American by Phil Steele's College Foothall
Magazine, the publication announced June 1. Overbaugh earned fourth-team honors.

Overbaugh is one of just five long snappers on Phil Steele's All-American team. Additionally, Overbaugh is one of only three
players from the Mountain West and one of just 10 from a non-Power 5 school. Altogether, 117 players made Phil Steele's four
feams.

A native of Anchorage, Alaska, Overbaugh has started all 39 games of his career at long snapper. He has been perfect in snap
attempts, going 135-for-135 in PATs, 54-for-54 in field goal attempts and 165-for-165 punts. Overbaugh, who also has four career
tackles, is a six-time SDSU scholar-athlete, a five-team Dean's List recipient and a three-fime MW All-Academic selection. He also
earned the program's President's Award for Academic Achievement after the 2014 season and was a Malik Award honoree as well.

SDSU Unveils New Uniforms for 2015

San Diego State unveiled its new foothall uniforms for the 2015
season on Aug. 4. SDSU will don a one-of-a-kind helmet design to
go along with a new home-and-away uniform set both of which
feature the Aztec Calendar. The calendar was used by the Aztecs
and is a piece of Mexican history dating back to the 1400s.

SDSU will take the field in the new kit on Saturday, Sept. 5, in
the season opener vs. USD. The home game at Qualcomm Stadium
is set for 5 p.m. PT and will air on the Mountain West Network/Cam-
pus Insiders. E

The Aztecs' new uniform features an all-new chassis including b
the latest in lightweight fabric innovation built for maximum speed, ot
ventilation and comfort. The uniform includes three distinct fabrics N DIEGO STA
for optimal thermoregulation. Each panel on the jersey and pants 4 A -
matches specifically to the pads underneath in order to promote
maximum airflow.

San Diego State's helmet will feature a black stipe down the
middle, which is a color not seen on an SDSU helmet since 2004,
and a red Aztec Calendar on each side. Manufactured by Hydro-
graphics, Inc., in Newburg, Oregon, the helmet will also have
SDSU's primary logo on the backside.

SDSU will wear its new black uniform at home games and go
with a white jersey when on the road. On the center collar will be an embroidered primary San Diego State logo and the uniform
sleeve panels will have the red Aztec Calendar with San Diego State emblazoned on the chest.

This season's pants are black with a three-inch siriped panel on both sides. Inside of each panel will be the red Aztec Calendar.
San Diego State will wear black pants with hoth the white and black versions of the uniform top.

Under the direction of fifth-year head coach Rocky Long, San Diego State has made a dramatic turnaround.

m SDSU is one of 27 schools nationally to appear in bowl games each of the last five seasons. San Diego State is one of only two

California schools to appear in five consecutive bowl games (Stanford) and is one of only two current Mountain West schools to
appear in bowl games in 2010, 2011, 2012, 2013 and 2014 (Boise State),and one of three from the “Group of 5” conferences
(Boise State and Northern Illinois).

With a bowl game in a school-record five straight years, the Aztecs have equaled their total number of bowls played in the
previous 43 seasons from 1967-2009.

Long's impact has been felt almost immediately, first as the defensive coordinator in 2009-10 and then as the head coach since
2011. SDSU went without a winning season for the 10 straight years from 2000-09 when it won 32.2 percent of its games and
owned one of the nation’s worst records. Below is a look at the dramatic turnaround.

San Diego State owns a 42-24 record over the past five seasons. Prior fo the 2010 campaign, it took the Aztecs 126 games to
compile 42 wins. San Diego State was 42-84 in the 126 games from Oct. 16, 1999 to the conclusion of the 2009 campaign.

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Aztecs Use Five Interceptions to Beat USD, 37-3

SAN DIEGO - Calvin Munson returned two interceptions for touchdowns and Damontae Kazee picked off another three
passes as San Diego State forced six turnovers in a 37-3 victory over San Diego in the season opener at Qualcomm Sta-
dium.

Munson picked off Trey Wheeler on the Toreros (0-1) second play of the game and returned it 19 yards for the score.
He later intercepted Anthony Lawrence and fook it back 67 yards for another score with 3:35 left in the game.

Kazee, meanwhile, picked off Chris Willson in the first quarter, Wheeler in the second and Wheeler again in the third
to become the first SDSU player with three inferceptions in a game since 1951.

Inall, USD managed just 188 total yards against the Aztecs - 109 passing and 79 rushing - despite winning the time
of possession battle by almost 10 minutes (34:39-25:21). San Diego was just 4-of-16 on third down conversions and its
six turnovers led to 27 points by SDSU.

Later in the first quarter after Munson's 19-yard interception refurn for a touchdown, the Toreros challenged for the
first time after picking off Sun Diego State quarterhack Maxwell Smith af the Aztec 49-yard line. USD got fo the 37 hefore
Willson tried a deep pass toward the left side where Kazee outjumped a San Diego wide receiver at the 9-yard line and
tried to run it back hefore getting tackled at the 2. There, the Aztecs marched 98 yards on 12 plays over 5:05, ending
with a 5-yard touchdown run by Donnel Pumphrey.

SDSU made it 17-0 midway through the second quarter when Donny Hageman made the first of three field goals,
this fime from 33 yards out.

The Toreros got the ball back on their own 35 after, but on their first play Jake Fely forced o fumble and Munson
pounced on the loose hall. San Diego State, however, was unable to get in the end zone, settling for a 36-yard field goal
by Hageman for the final score of the half.

The Aztecs wasted no fime getiing back in the end zone as Rashaad Penny fook a kickoff back 97 yards untouched
for his first career touchdown.

USD finally got on the scoreboard midway in the third quarter, using a 15-play, 77-yard drive and having Jake Flatau
convert on a chip shot 23-yard field goal.

San Diego State used a 12-play, 57-yard drive over 5:21 early in the fourth quarter, ending with Hageman's third
field goal of the game, this time from 37 yards, to give the home team a commanding 30-3 lead.

San Diego ot info the Aztecs" side of the field on its ensuing drive, hut Munson picked off Lawrence at the 33 and
returned it 67 yards into the end zone for the final score of the game.

. Chase Price led SDSU with 66 yards on 10 carries (6.6 avg.), while Pumphrey chipped in wiht 62 yards and a touch-
own.
