SCENE SETTER (through games of Saturday, Sept. 28)
n In the middle of stretch that has the Aztecs playing five of seven games on the road, San Diego State travels to Fort Collins, Colo.,

for the first time since 2015 to face Colorado State Saturday night on ESPN2.
n SDSU is coming off a bye week following a hard-fought 23-17 loss to Utah State. The Aztecs held the Aggies to just one offensive

touchdown but could not overcome a Pick 6 in suffering its first loss of the season. 
n The loss snapped SDSU’s 13-game win streak in games played during the month of September (was the third longest active streak

behind Clemson and Alabama).
n San Diego State is 14-5 in road games since the start of the 2016 campaign. The Aztecs’ 73.7 winning percentage is tied for the

ninth best among all FBS teams, while its 14 road wins during that span are tied for the second most (Clemson, 16).
n Only 11 teams in the nation are undefeated on the road with at least two road victories in 2019 (Arizona State, California, Clemson,

Duke, LSU, Louisiana, Minnesota, Ohio State, SMU (3), San Diego State and Wake Forest).
n SDSU has won six consecutive games played in the Mountain Time Zone (last loss at Wyoming, Nov. 19, 2016). That is tied for the

longest active win streak nationally (streak includes last 39 seasons; tied w/ Boise State, Louisiana Tech, Stanford and Wyoming).
n San Diego State is looking to win its first three road games of a campaign for just the second time in the last 38 seasons (2017).
n The Aztecs are one of only 52 teams in the nation that have one loss or fewer in 2019 (18 unbeaten teams, 34 one-loss teams).
n San Diego State’s defense ranks among the national leaders in nearly every statistical category. Among its highest rankings are:

2nd in rushing defense (52.3), T-2nd in passing touchdowns allowed (2), 4th in rushing yards allowed per carry (2.0), T-7th in total
touchdowns allowed (5), 7th in rushing touchdowns allowed (2), 8th in scoring defense (11.8), 13th in first downs allowed (61),
17th in total defense (279.8), 18th in tackles for loss (7.5), 18th in passing yards per attempt (5.87) and 23rd in passing efficiency
rating (114.9).

n The Aztecs have allowed 47 points through four games. That is the lowest total for an SDSU team through the first four games since
2003 and is the last time San Diego State allowed fewer points in any four-game stretch since games seven through 10 of the 2016
season.

n San Diego State is +4 in turnover margin in 2019 and is 17th nationally in turnover margin per game. The stat has been a great
indicator of success for the Aztecs. The Aztecs are 27-1 the last 28 times they have had an advantage in turnover margin 

n Head coach Rocky Long, the all-time winningest coach in Mountain West history, has guided San Diego State to a bowl game in
each of his first eight seasons as head coach. He is one of just six active coaches to lead his current team to a bowl game in each of
his first eight seasons.

n He is one of six active coaches to lead their current team to a bowl game in each of the first eight seasons (others: Mark Dantonio
(Michigan State), Brian Kelly (Notre Dame), Nick Saban (Alabama), David Shaw (Stanford) and Dabo Swinney (Clemson)).

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PROGRAM-AT-A-GLANCE
n San Diego State has nine consecutive winning seasons, which is the second-longest streak in program history and the longest since a

17-year stretch from 1961-77.
n San Diego State has put together a win streak of at least six games in each of the last four seasons. Only four teams in the country

have a 6-plus game win streak in 2015, 2016, 2017 and 2018 - San Diego State, Alabama, Clemson and Ohio State.
n SDSU has played in a school-record nine consecutive bowl games (including all eight seasons under Rocky Long). 
n San Diego State is one of only 14 schools nationally to advance to a bowl game each of the last nine seasons.
n Since the start of the 2010 season, San Diego State’s 67.5 percent winning percentage is 18th nationally and is second in the state

of California, trailing only Stanford.
n San Diego State is 41-13 in its last 54 overall games and 26-9 in its last 35 regular-season games against Mountain West opponents

(28-9 against MW opponents, including conference championship games).
n The Aztecs are 11-6 in their last 17 games decided by eight points or less and 25-13 in one-score games in the Rocky Long era.

TRENDING
n The Aztecs have are 27-1 the last 28 times when owning a turnover advantage.
n San Diego State has won 32 straight games when holding the opposition to 17 or less points and is 47-1 in the Rocky Long era when

that occurs.
n The Aztecs are 26-6 in Rocky Long era when allowing less than 150 passing yards.
n San Diego State are 39-3 when holding the opposition to a 33.3 percent or less mark on third down

BREAKDOWN
n According to Pro Football Focus, freshman defensive tackle Cameron Thomas has been the most productive interior defender in

the Mountain West this season. Thomas currently holds an overall grade of 84.0 which ranks first in MW among interior defenders.
Thomas has been excellent in run defense this season (seven tackles, four defensive stops). Thomas has also recorded 10 pressures
(a sack, two QB hits, seven hurries on 120 pass rushes with a pressure rate of 8.3 percent) this season. 

n Senior LB Troy Cassidy has a perfect tackling efficiency figure this season. Cassidy has recorded 14 tackles this season and has no
missed tackles according to PFF. Cassidy has recorded the most tackles without a missed tackle among all linebackers in the MW and
is one of only five linebackers in the entire nation with at least 10 tackles and no missed tackles. After missing only one tackle all of
last year, Cassidy has proven he is one of the best at wrapping up. Cassidy hasn't missed a tackle since the third week of last season
vs Arizona State. Dating back to the beginning of last year, Cassidy's missed tackle rate of just 2 percent ranks first among all MW
LBs with at least 20 tackles. 

n The San Diego State offensive line has been one of the best in pass protection for QB Ryan Agnew. According to Pro Football Focus,
the Aztec offensive line currently holds a pass block efficiency of 91.2, which ranks first in the MW. On 148 pass plays this year
(includes runs that resulted out of a called pass play), this unit has allowed just one sack (other sacks attributed to non-OL personnel),
four quarterback hits and 20 hurries (pressure rate: 16.8 percent). The interior of the offensive line is the key driver of success for
this unit. Senior Keith Ismael remains the top graded center in the MW with an 81.4 overall grade. On the season Ismael has
allowed no sacks and no QB hits on 148 pass blocks. Senior LG Daishawn Dixon holds a pass blocking grade of 83.7 this season
which ranks fourth in the conference among offensive guards. Dixon has yet to allow a sack in 2019 and has given up just one QB
hit and one hurry all year. The interior of the SD State O-line has a combined pass blocking grade of 87.5 which ranks third in the

n Senior QB Ryan Agnew has been very good this season on throws aimed into tight coverage. According to PFF, Agnew's passing

grade of 75.5 on tight window throws ranks first in the MW and sixth in the nation currently. Agnew's completion percentage on tight
window throws of 34.5 percent is second in the conference. Agnew has completed 10 of 29 tight window throws for 129 yards, 2 TDs
and 1 INT this season with three dropped passes by his receivers. 

SAN DIEGO STATE-COLORADO STATE SERIES
n Saturday is the 35th meeting between the schools, with San Diego State owning an

20-14 advantage. 
n SDSU has won five of the last six games in the series and eight of the last 10 meetings. 
n San Diego State is 10-6 all-time against Colorado State in Fort Collins. The Aztecs have

won on its last five visits to Fort Collins and have not lost at Colorado State since Nov.
15, 2003.

n The road team has won six of the last eight games in the series and is 8-3 in the last
11 overall.

n Two of the last five games have been decided by five points or less (both SDSU wins)
and four of the last eight contests have been decided by five points or less.

n San Diego State has committed one turnover or less in eight of the last 10 games in the series.
n The teams first met on Nov. 4, 1978, a 34-31 Aztec victory at San Diego Stadium. The teams played every year between 1978 and

2012, with the exception of 1989, 1990 and 1998. 
n The Aztec defense has allowed 21 points or less in nine of the last 12 meetings with the Rams.
n San Diego State has scored 252 points in the last eight games against Colorado State. That is an average of 31.5 ppg.  
n SERIES TIDBITS: The winning team has overcome a deficit in six of the last eight meetings, including SDSU coming back from a

14-point deficit in 2009 at Colorado State... In the last nine meetings, San Diego State has thrown a total of five interceptions
(Colorado State has 14 during that same span)... San Diego State has rushed for 706 yards in the last three meetings (235.3 per
game)... The team with fewer turnovers is 7-1 in the last eight meetings.

LAST MEETING WITH COLORADO STATE
Colorado State 63, San Diego State 31

SAN DIEGO - San Diego State saw its 10-game home
winning streak come to a disappointing conclusion last
Saturday as visiting Colorado State claimed a 63-31 de-
cision to spoil the Aztecs’ Senior Night festivities at a rain-
soaked Qualcomm Stadium.

The Rams (7-5, 5-3 MW), who maintained a 507-
377 advantage in total offense, including a 291-194
spread in rushing yardage, scored on six of their first
seven possessions to grab a commanding 42-24 lead by
halftime.

After CSU raced to a 14-0 advantage following a pair
of touchdown passes by Nick Stevens, SDSU (9-3, 6-2
MW) capitalized on a short kickoff and subsequent 27-
yard return by Christian Cumberlander to fashion a 5-
play, 45-yard drive punctuated by Christian Chapman’s
25-yard scoring strike to tight end David Wells. The catch
was Wells’ fourth touchdown reception of the season, all
occurring over the past six games. 

However, the Rams responded with a 6-play, 70-yard
march of their own capped by Izzy Matthews’ 3-yard
burst to reclaim at 14-point spread at 21-7. Earlier,
Stevens kept the drive alive with 35-yard completion to
Robert Ruiz on 3rd-and-8 from the SDSU 38.

The Aztecs clawed their way into contention with 10
straight points early in the second quarter, trimming the
deficit to 21-17 by the 11:39 mark of the period. Chap-
man connected with Mikah Holder on a 25-yard touch-
down pass, while John Baron II added a 34-yard field
goal after the SDSU defense forced a three-and-out.

That would be as close as the Aztecs would get, how-
ever, as the Rams quickly answered with two touchdowns
on Stevens’ 18-yard toss to Michael Gallup, followed by
a 91-yard punt return by Ruiz.

The scoring bonanza continued later in the quarter
when SDSU narrowed the gap to 35-24 after Donnel
Pumphrey hit pay dirt on a 7-yard sweep around left
end with 2:24 remaining. However, a 41-yard burst by
Matthews put CSU in prime position to strike once again,
as Stevens hit Ruiz from five yards out with just 15 sec-
onds left before intermission to put the visitors up 42-
24.

Two turnovers sandwiched around an unsuccessful
fourth down conversion doomed the Aztecs’ comeback
hopes in the second half, with the Rams converting each
of those opportunities on the short side of the field. 

Following an interception by Jamal Hicks at the SDSU
35, Detrich Clark connected with Gallup shortly there-
after on a 6-yard option pass, while Marvin Kinsey added

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another score on a 27-yard run.
On its opening possession of the fourth quarter, CSU drove 28 yards after an Aztec fumble, as Matthews carried the ball on all four

plays, including the final four yards into the end zone, which provided the Rams a comfortable 63-24 cushion. 
The Aztecs’ lone bright spot of the half came with 4:50 remaining in the contest when Juwan Washington darted 81 yards down the

left sideline for the Scarlet and Black’s longest touchdown run of the season. The SDSU redshirt freshman finished the night with a ca-
reer-high 92 yards on six attempts.

Despite turning in a season-low 53 yards on 18 carries, Pumphrey still managed to break his own school record with 1,908 rushing
yards in a single season, eclipsing his total of 1,867 set in 2014. The Aztecs’ Heisman Trophy candidate now has 15 overall touchdowns
and 65 for his career, which is tied with DeMarco Murray (Oklahoma) and Anthony Thompson (Indiana) for ninth on the all-time NCAA
FBS list. He also added an 8-yard reception to move past Ricky Williams (Texas) into eighth place in NCAA FBS history with 7,264 yards.

Chapman completed 11 of 19 passes for 183 yards with two touchdowns and one interception, while Holder had three catches for
87 yards and one score in the loss.

ROCKY LONG CLIMBING CHARTS
Rocky Long is in his ninth season as the head coach at San Diego State having

already cemented his legacy on The Mesa. Having guided the Aztecs to a bowl game
in his first eight seasons with three conference championships during that span, Long
rangs second in program victories (74) and tenure (110 games coached), trailing
only Don Coryell.

Below are a few of the many accomplishments and notables from Long’s time as
head coach. 
n Has compiled a 74-36 record at SDSU. The 74 victories are the second most in

school history (Don Coryell, 104) and are more than double that of the previous
three head coaches (Brady Hoke, Chuck Long and Tom Craft) combined (35). In
the program’s previous 100 games, the Aztecs were 38-62.

n Long has guided San Diego State to eight bowl games in his first eight seasons as
head coach and has been part of nine straight bowl appearances for SDSU. That
surpasses the total number of bowl appearances the Aztecs had in their previous 87 seasons prior (1921 through 2009).

n The Aztecs have 21 conference championships but had only two in the 37 years from 1975 until 2011. Long has guided SDSU to con-
ference championships in three of the last seven seasons (2012, 2015 and 2016).

n San Diego State has nine victories over AP Division I nationally-ranked teams in school history. Rocky Long has been the head coach
for three of them, was the defensive coordinator for one and also has a win over a team that was ranked in the coaches poll (but not
the AP poll).

n San Diego State did not appear in the AP Top 25 poll for 20 years until Long guided the Aztecs into the national ranking in 2016. In
school history, SDSU has spent 22 weeks in the AP poll, eight of those weeks have come under Long (four in 2016, four in 2017).

n San Diego State has recorded a six-game win streak in each of the last four seasons (2015, 2016, 2017 and 2018). San Diego State
joins Alabama, Clemson and Ohio State as the only teams in the nation to accomplish that.
Below is a look at San Diego State’s team record and accomplishments the decade prior to Long’s arrival along with what SDSU did

while Long was the defensive coordinator and head coach.

THOU SHALL NOT RUN
San Diego State has spent the last several seasons among the nation’s

elite at stopping the run. Since the beginning of the 2015 season, the Aztecs
rank fourth nationally in rushing yards allowed per game (109.1) and third
in rushing yards per attempt (3.2).

In 2018, San Diego State ranked seventh in FBS play in defensive rush
average (3.0) and in rush defense (103.8).

In eight of the 17 games last season, the opposition averaged 1.9 yards
per carry or less and 2.9 yards or less in 12 of 17 games. 

Since Oct. 3, 2015, San Diego State is 38-7 when holding its opponent
to 4.5 yards per rushing attempt or less (the Aztecs are 3-6 in the other
nine games).

San Diego State has allowed two rushing touchdown in the opponents’
last 117 rushing attempts. That dates back to the second quarter of the
Frisco Bowl against Ohio.

OFFENSES STOP HERE
San Diego State’s defensive unit has been of the nation’s best ever since Rocky Long took over at San Diego State. But after four

games, an argument could be made that the 2019 edition is his best.
At the one-third mark of the season, the Aztec defense has allowed just 47 points, 1,114 yards and 61 first downs, and has forced

seven turnovers. Those are some of the best marks through four games in the school’s Division I era.

VACATIONING IN THE MOUNTAINS
Although the Aztecs call “America’s Finest City” home, they have proven to be a tough out in the altitude o the Mountain Time Zone.
San Diego State has won its last six games played in the Mountain Time Zone. That is tied for the longest active road win streak in

the time zone (dating back to 1980). Since 2016, SDSU’s 7-1 record in the time zone is the highest active percentage for teams playing
road games in the time zone.

Below is a look at the leaders in both categories. 

THE NATION’S BEST LINEBACKER
Senior linebacker Kyahva Tezino has not only established himself as a leader on the defensive side of the ball,

he is beginning to assert himself as one of the most impactful players in college football.
According to Pro Football Focus, Tezino had the highest grade for an inside linebacker in the nation last season

and earned Mountain West Player of the Week honors for the third time in his career following the UCLA game.
In the last game against Utah State, Tezino recorded eight tackles and a tackle for loss. Through four games,

the senior has 30 tackles, 1.5 sacks a forced fumble and an interception.
The senior had nine tackles (seven solo), including a sack and 1.5 tackles for loss, and his first career forced

fumble against the Bruins. Tezino’s three biggest plays came in the second half as he sacked UCLA quarterback
Dorian Thompson-Robinson on a third-and-7 situation and forced a fumble on the first drive of the third quarter,

which was scooped up by Caden McDonald. The turnover led to a Ryan Agnew 34-yard touchdown pass to Kobe Smith. On the Bruins’
final two drives of the game in the fourth quarter, Tezino stuffed Thompson-Robinson on fourth-and-1 on the UCLA 46 and then stopped
Joshua Kelley for a 4-yard loss (along with Troy Cassidy) on a fourth-and-1 on the Bruin 32 to secure the win for San Diego State.

Tezino captained an Aztec defense that held UCLA to 14 points, its fewest in the series since 1933 and the fewest allowed against a
Power 5 school since giving up 14 to Wisconsin on Sept. 16, 2006. Additionally, SDSU held the Bruins to their lowest total offense (261)
at home since Sept. 11, 2010 vs. No. 25 Stanford.

This season, he has been named to three watch lists - Chuck Bednarik Award (college defensive player of the year), Bronko Nagurski
Award (defensive player of the year) and the Butkus Award (nation’s best linebacker), and has been chosen to the College Football
America Group of 5 Starting Lineup. Additionally, Tezino has been selected preseason first-team all-Mountain West by the league’s media,
Athlon Sports and Phil Steele Magazine, and was chosen as a captain by his teammates.

Since being named a starter on Oct. 28, 2017 (22 games), Tezino has totaled 213 tackles and 23 tackles for loss. 
Tezino has led the team in tackles in 15 of the 22 games since he’s become starter, posting eight double-digit tackle games over that

span (six last season).
Over his last 12 games, Tezino has 118 tackles and 12.5 tackles for loss. 
For the season in 2018, Tezino had 127 tackles (70 solo), including 14.5 tackles for loss, 8.5 sacks and 17 quarterback hurries, all

which led the team. His 127 tackles were 24 more than No. 2 on the team and a remarkable 67 more than No. 3, and were the third
most among an Aztec junior in program history and the eighth most in SDSU single-season history

For his efforts, he was named a first-team all-Mountain West performer, as well as racking up three awards at SDSU’s postseason
banquet - MVP, defensive MVP and one of four Captain’s Awards.

DOUBLE 100
Although Juwan Washington has been very limited this season after suffering an ankle

injury on his second carry of the season opener, the Aztec ground gain appears to be in
good shape.

At New Mexico State, sophomore Jordan Byrd (22 carries, 118 yards and two touch-
downs) and sophomore Chance Bell (17 carries, 116 yards and one touchdown) both
recorded their first career 100-yard rushing games. 

They became the 78th and 79th players in school history to post a 100-yard game and
it marked the 30th time in school history that the Aztecs have had at least two players
rush for 100 yards in the same game. San Diego State is 29-1 in those games.

San Diego State now has nine games with multiple 100-yard rushers in the last 40

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games. The five player different player combinations that did it during this stretch are: Rashaad Penny/Donnel Pumphrey 5, Rashaad
Penny/Juwan Washington, Donnel Pumphrey/Juwan Washington, Chase Jasmin/Juwan Washington and Chance Bell/Jordan Byrd.

WASHINGTON BACK FOR SECOND TERM
Juwan Washington, who missed 4 1/2 games last season with an injury, has overcome an ankle sprain to open

the 2019 season.
The senior who rushed for 158 and 129 yards in his final two contests of the 2018 campaign, opened the 2019

season with 55 yards on 25 carries and followed that up with 20 carries and a team-high 41 yards in the victory
over the Bruins.

Although the 96 yards in the opening two games is well below his career average, Washington posted an im-
pressive 50 yards rushing after contact in the season-opener and has been effective in the passing game with
seven receptions for 48 yards in 2019.

Last season, after missing the four games, Washington returned to game action against New Mexico and returned
to the starting lineup against UNLV. Against the Lobos (Nov. 3), he came off the bench to lead all players with 95
yards rushing on just 11 carries for an 8.6 yards per carry average. He also recorded rushing touchdowns of 34

and 50 yards. 
In the 2018 regular season finale, Washington showed glimpses of what Aztec fans missed during the middle portion of the season,

matching a career-high with 158 yards rushing on 31 carries. He posted a 5.1 yard-per-rush average and had two rushing touchdowns.
He then totaled 129 yards on just 19 carries (6.8 avg.) against Ohio in the DXL Frisco Bowl. 
Washington, who suffered a broken clavicle late in the second quarter of the fourth game of the season against Eastern Michigan,

had a pair of 150-yard rushing games to open the season. He joined Rashaad Penny and Marshall Faulk as the only Aztecs players to
do that.

Among his early season highlights prior to the injury last year:
n Washington’s entered the Eastern Michigan game with these national rankings: first in forced missed tackles (28, nine more than any

other player in the country; courtesy Pro Football Focus), third in rushing yards after contact (291), fourth in rushing yards per game
(150.7), fifth in all-purpose yards per game (190.0) and ninth in rushing TDs (5).

n Washington joined Marshall Faulk (1992) and Rashaad Penny (2017) as the only running backs in SDSU history to open a season
with consecutive 150-yard rushing games.

n Against No. 13/13 Stanford on Aug. 31, Washington averaged 6.6 yards per carry, which is the highest by any Aztec player with at
least 15 carries against an AP Top 25 opponent since Ronnie Hillman (24 carries, 191 yards) averaged 8.0 yards per carry against
No. 22 Air Force on Oct. 16, 2010. By comparison, recent SDSU running backs best against top 25 foes were Donnel Pumphrey’s 5.9
average at No. 21 North Carolina on Sept. 6, 2014 and Rashaad Penny’s 5.5 average against No. 19 Stanford on Sept. 16, 2017.
For the season in 2018, Washington received honorable mention all-Mountain West accolades by the league’s coaches and media,

rushing 199 times for 999 yards (5.0 avg.) with 10 touchdowns. Washington ranked second in the MW (13th in FBS) in rushing yards
per game (111.0, min. 190 att.), second (30th in FBS) in rush avg. (5.0, min. 190 att.), tied for fourth (T-57th in FBS) in rushing touch-
downs (10), fifth (64th in FBS) in rushing yards (999) and eighth in total touchdowns (10), despite missing the 4 ½ games. According
to Pro Football Focus, Washington ranked 33rd in FBS (No. 4 in MW) with 41 forced missed tackles and 34th (No. 2 in MW) in 15-yard
runs (15), despite missing 4 ½ games. 

BULLET NOTES - OFFENSE
n San Diego State returns seven starters on offense this season - senior quarterback Ryan Agnew, sophomore wide receiver Ethan

Dedeaux, junior center Keith Ismael, senior left guard Daishawn Dixon, junior center Dominic Gudino, senior tight end Parker
Houston, senior running back Juwan Washington.

n Jeff Horton is in his ninth season at San Diego State and his fifth as SDSU’s offensive coordinator (served the previous four seasons
as an assistant head coach and running backs coach). Among his other experience, he served as the head coach at Nevada and UNLV
and interim head coach at Minnesota. In addition to being the offensive coordinator, he is also an associate head coach.

n Of all FBS schools that have played at least 100 games since 2011 (Jeff Horton era), San Diego State has the 23rd fewest amount
of turnovers (154).

n San Diego State’s offense has run 257 plays this season with just two turnovers and no fumbles.
n Last season, SDSU suffered from a rash of injuries on the offensive side of the ball. The result was a total of 26 different players

making a start on the offensive side of the ball and only tight end Parker Houston started every game at the same position for the
offense.

n Agnew is 9-2 as a starting quarterback. 
n Last season, Agnew became the 43rd different player to start at quarterback for the Aztecs in the Division I era (see page 205 of the

media guide for details). Of the 42 players making their inaugural SDSU start in the Division I era, Agnew became the 20th to win
their first start. The last three players making their first start Maxwell Smith (Aug. 30, 2015) and Christian Chapman (Dec. 5, 2015)
were victorious.

n Since Oct. 3, 2015, San Diego State is 37-7 when scoring at least 20 points. 
n San Diego State is 69-18 in the Rocky Long era when scoring just 20 or more points.
n SDSU is 18-4 under Rocky Long when getting at least 36 minutes of time of possession.
n Since the beginning of 2014, SDSU is 40-9 when committing one turnover or less and 9-13 when having two or more turnovers in

the game. San Diego State has one turnover or less in 42 of the 58 games since the start of the 2015 campaign.
n San Diego State has one turnover or less in 21 of its last 29 games.
n SDSU is 34-6 in the last 40 games when owning an edge in time of possession.
n LG Daishawn Dixon has played in 43 games, the most of any current Aztec.
n Five Aztecs - QB Ryan Agnew, RT Jacob Capra, LG Daishawn Dixon, C Keith Ismael and LT Kyle Spalding - have played all 313 snaps

on offense this year.
n Ryan Agnew is 9-2 as a starting quarterback over his career, which is the fifth-best record among active players (min. 11 starts).
n Juwan Washington has all of his 27 touchdowns (23 rushing, three kick return, one receiving) over his last 31 games played.

RUSHING OFFENSE
n San Diego State is 42-2 the last 44 times it has rushed for at least 200 yards and is 40-1 in its last 40 regular-season games when

rushing for 200-plus yards. 
n San Diego State has a 100-yard rusher in 28 of its last 44 games since 2016 (37, 100-yard rushers total) and 37 of the 58 games

since Jeff Horton took over as the offensive coordinator in 2015 (49, 100-yard rushers total). Since Horton arrived as the running
back coach in 2011, SDSU has a 100-yard rusher in 73 of the 110 games and 89, 100-yard rushers overall. 

n RB Juwan Washington ranks ninth all-time at SDSU in rushing touchdowns (23) and overall touchdowns (27), and 12th in rushing
yards (2,295).

n Washington has seven career 100-yard rushing games.
n Washington has 25 career rushes for 20-plus yards.
n In 2018, Washington was one of just three Aztec running backs in program history to start the season with at least two straight 150-

yard rushing games (Marshall Faulk, 1992 and Rashaad Penny, 2017).
n Offensively, Byrd leads the Aztecs in rushing yards (207), rushing touchdowns (2) and overall touchdowns (2).
n San Diego State had two rushers at New Mexico State (Jordan Byrd - 118 and Chance Bell - 116) on Sept. 14 for the 30th time in

program history. The Aztecs are 29-1 in those occasions, including a 16-0 mark in the Rocky Long era and now have multiple 100-
yard rushers nine times in the last 40 games. 

n Byrd and Bell became the 78th and 79th different 100-yard rusher in school history in the New Mexico State game.
n If you take away the seven times QB Ryan Agnew has been sacked (for 82 yards) this year, he has rushed 21 times for 100 yards

(4.8 avg.).

PASSING OFFENSE
n Since the start of the 2017 season, San Diego State has thrown 13 interceptions. That is tied for the fifth-fewest picks in the nation

(min. 20 GP).
n QB Ryan Agnew is 9-2 as the starting quarterback for his career and has three second-half come-from-behind victories.
n Agnew had a 23-for-31 performance at UCLA on Sept. 7 with a career-high 293 yards, one touchdown and no interceptions. The

293 yards passing at UCLA was the most for an Aztec since Quinn Kaehler threw for 326 yards against Air Force on Nov. 21, 2014.
n Agnew ranks fifth in the MW (73rd in FBS) in completion percentage (61.29), seventh in completions per game (19.00, T-50th in

FBS), passing touchdowns (4), passing yards (798), passing yards per game (199.50) and total offense per game (199.50), eight
in pass efficiency rating (122.77), and 10th in yards per completion (10.50) and yards per attempt (6.44).

n Against No. 23/25 Arizona State last season (Sept. 15), Agnew became the first quarterback from a non-Power 5 school to beat a
nationally ranked team from a Power 5 school in his starting debut since USF’s B.J. Daniels against No. 18 Florida State on Sept. 26,
2009. 

n Agnew became the third straight Aztec starting quarterback to win his Aztec debut (also Maxwell Smith vs. San Diego on Aug. 30,
2015 and Christian Chapman vs. Air Force on Dec. 5, 2015) (SDSU quarterbacks were just 1-13 in the previous 14 starting debuts).

n Agnew also became the first Aztec quarterback to beat a nationally ranked team in his starting debut (other quarterbacks were 0-4
when their debut was against a ranked squad).

n WR Kobe Smith ranks third in the Mountain West and 41st nationally in yards per reception (14.83, min. 18 rec.). Smith also ranks
ninth in the MW in receiving yards per game (66.75), tied for ninth in receiving touchdowns (2), and 10th in receiving yards (267),
receptions per game (4.50) and yards per catch (14.83).

n K. Smith became the 85th different 100-yard receiver in program history (325th occasion overall) when he had 131 yards on seven
catches at UCLA after entering the game with nine career receptions for 121 yards.

n K. Smith recorded his second career 100-yard game with seven catches for 102 yards vs. Utah State and is now one of 54 players
in program history with multiple 100-yard receiving games.

BULLET NOTES - DEFENSE
n For just the third season since arriving at San Diego State prior to the 2009 campaign, Rocky Long will not serve as the team’s

defensive coordinator (although he will continue to call the defense).
n Zach Arnett is in his second year as defensive coordinator and enters his ninth season as the linebackers coach.
n San Diego State returns five starters off last season’s squad which was one of the top units nationally. Returning in 2019 are senior

LB Kyahva Tezino, senior LB Troy Cassidy, senior CB (now Aztec (safety)) Kyree Woods, junior Warrior (safety) Tariq Thompson and
junior Warrior (safety) Trenton Thompson.

n San Diego State was one of five schools to post a shutout through the first full week of the season (Maryland, Syracuse, UCF and
Wisconsin).

DEFENSIVE NUMBERS
n Since Nov. 14, 2015 (includes 49 SDSU games), San Diego State ranks seventh nationally in total defense (312.6) and 11th in points

allowed per game (19.2).
n Since the beginning of 2009, when Rocky Long took over as defensive coordinator, the Aztecs rank eighth nationally in yards per

rush allowed (3.6), 13th rushing yards per game (132.5), 16th in yards allowed per game (343.7), 17th in yards per touch (6.3),
22nd in points allowed per game (22.8) and 37th in turnovers forced (235).

n SDSU has returned six interceptions for touchdowns since the beginning of the 2016 season (tied for 17th nationally).
n The Aztecs have held opponents to single-digits in scoring 13 times since the beginning of the 2015 season (58 games).
n The Aztecs have allowed only 47 points through four games, the eighth-fewest allowed through four games in their Division I era

(since 1969). If you take away an interception returned for a touchdown that Ryan Agnew threw, then the 40 points allowed by the
SDSU defense is tied for the fifth-fewest points allowed through four games.

n SDSU has held an opponent scoreless on its opening drive 42 times since 2015 (58 games). 
n The Aztecs are allowing 279.8 yards (16th nationally) and 11.8 points (8th nationally) per game this season. In SDSU’s opponents’

other games, they are averaging 403.6 yards and 29.4 points per game.
n Opponents this year have had 47 drives where they have tried to score on SDSU's defense (excludes kneel downs to end half/game).

The Aztecs have forced 3 and outs (or better) in 17 of those drives (36.2 pct.). 
n This year SDSU’s opponents are 1-for-6 (16.7 pct.). Of the last 45 fourth-down chances against the Aztec defense dating back to

2016, opponents have converted just 12 times (26.7 pct.).
n Three Aztecs - CB Luq Barcoo, LB Kyahva Tezino and WAR Tariq Thompson - have played all 266 snaps on defense this year.
n LB Troy Cassidy has played in 41 straight games, the longest streak on the team.
n WAR Tariq Thompson has the most consecutive starts among any offense or defense player on the team (30).
n Ta. Thompson has the starts among any player on the Aztec defense (30).
n Ta. Thompson leads the Mountain West (T-4th in FBS) in two fumble recoveries.
n LB Kyahva Tezino has played all 1,150 snaps over the past two seasons. 
n Tezino’s numbers over his last 22 games (all starts) - 213 tackles and 23.0 tackles for loss; numbers over his first 17 games (no

starts) - eight tackles and 1.5 tackle for loss.
n Tezino has eight double-digit tackle games for his career. 
n Tezino has had two different three-game streaks over his career with at least 10 tackles.
n Tezino has led the team or tied for the team lead in tackles 15 times for his career (all over the last 22 games), including 10 of the

13 games last year.
n Tezino ranks in a tie for seventh in the Mountain West (T-67th in FBS) in forced fumbles per game (0.25).
n Tezino was named the MW Defensive Player of the Week for a third time of his career and the Pro Football Focus National Second-

Team of the Week on Sept. 9 for his play at UCLA, when he came up with nine tackles (seven solo), to go along with one sack, 1.5
tackles for loss and a forced fumble at UCLA.

n AZT Dwayne Johnson ranks in a tie for second in the Mountain West (T-25th in FBS) in fumble recoveries, and is tied for seventh in
the MW (T-67th in FBS) in forced fumbles per game (0.25) and 10th in tackles per game (7.75).

n CB Darren Hall ranks third in the MW (T-6th in FBS) in forced fumbles per game (0.67).
n Hall had two forced fumbles at New Mexico State, which are tied with 14 others for the most in a game in school history and tied

with 18 others for the most in a FBS game this season.
n LB Caden McDonald is tied for second in the Mountain West and 25th in FBS play in fumble recoveries (1).
n CB/WAR Kyree Woods ranks in a tie for seventh in the Mountain West (T-67th in FBS) in forced fumbles per game (0.25).

SAN DIEGO – San Diego State had its three-game winning
streak halted on Saturday after dropping a 23-17 decision to
Utah State in the Mountain West opener for both teams at SDCCU
Stadium.

Despite maintaining a sizeable advantage in time of pos-
session (36:55-23:05) and a slight edge in first downs (25-23),
the Aztecs were unable to overcome a 23-3 deficit, falling for
just the second time in 14 all-time meetings vs. the Aggies (2-
1, 1-0 MW).

Ryan Agnew completed 20 of 37 passes for 281 yards and
two touchdowns but threw a costly pick-six on SDSU's second
possession of the game, forcing the Scarlet and Black to play
catch-up for the remainder of the contest.

Still, the Aztecs (3-1, 0-1 MW) had a chance to win late,
scoring a pair of fourth-quarter touchdowns on fourth-down

plays before their final drive was snuffed out.
San Diego State looked to establish control early from the opening kickoff, marching 70 yards in 16 plays to the Utah State 5 before settling for

a 22-yard Matt Araiza field goal at the 7:18 mark of the first quarter.
SDSU converted a pair of key third downs on the drive, with Agnew hitting Elijah Kothe for 15 yards, while Ethan Dedeaux hauled in another 12-

yard reception moments later. A face mask penalty on the latter play, followed by three straight Chance Bell carries, provided the Aztecs a first-and-
goal at the Aggie 9. However, two more runs gained just four yards, while Agnew's pass to Kothe in the left corner of the end zone on third down was
off target. Araiza was then summoned to salvage some points, giving the Aztecs their only lead of the contest at 3-0.

SDSU got the ball back after forcing a quick three-and-out, setting up shop at its own 36. Just three plays later, however, USU's Shaq Bond
intercepted an Agnew pass and cut across the field through a swarm of would-be tacklers, sprinting down the left sideline into the end zone to put the
visitors on top 7-3 with 6:55 to go in the opening period.

The Aggies increased their advantage to 13-3 in the second quarter on a pair of field goals by Dominik Eberle, who split the uprights from 30 and
29 yards out, respectively.

With halftime rapidly approaching, Utah State regained possession once again after yielding just one first down on the Aztecs' ensuing drive. The
Aggies needed just 44 seconds to cover 70 yards in seven plays, capped by Jaylin Warren's 11-yard burst into the end zone that upped the margin to
20-3. Earlier, USU converted a pivotal 3rd-and-10 situation, as quarterback Jordan Love hit Savon Scarver for a 48-yard gain down to the SDSU 20.

Incredibly, the Aztecs for more than twice as long as their opponent (20:16-9:44) but still trailed by 17 points heading into the locker room.
USU took the opening kickoff of the second half and advanced to the Aztec 15 before Eberle kicked a 32-yard field goal to give the Aggies a

seemingly comfortable 23-3 cushion with just over four minutes elapsed in the third quarter.
SDSU drove 55 yards on 13 plays to the Aggie 5 on its first possession of the half but came up empty after Agnew was sacked for a nine-yard loss

on third down, while his subsequent pass to Dedeaux in the end zone fell incomplete.
Unfazed, the Aztecs began their belated comeback attempt with another lengthy 79-yard march early in the fourth quarter, but it wasn't easy. The

Scarlet and Black had to overcome a holding penalty and a sack to put itself in position to score. Facing a 3rd and 27 from the Aggie 36, Agnew
completed a 11-yard strike to Jasmin before buying enough time on a subsequent scramble to find a wide-open Kobe Smith for a 25-yard touchdown
pass that trimmed the deficit to 23-10.

San Diego State ceded just one first down on the next Utah State drive before getting the ball back at its own nine-yard line following a punt with
8:22 left in the game. From there Agnew quickly went to work, connecting with Smith for 20 yards, while Jesse Matthews made a circus catch for
another 20 yards just two plays later. Facing a 4th and 5 shortly thereafter, Isaiah Richardson got behind the Aggie secondary for an electrifying 49-
yard touchdown reception, which suddenly tightened the score to 23-17 with 5:14 remaining.

USU had a chance to ice the game; however, Eberle's 42-yard field goal sailed wide right, giving the Aztecs one last shot with 1:18 to go.
SDSU gained 14 yards Smith's first-down reception but after three straight incompletions, the Aztecs turned the ball over on an intentional grounding

play that dashed their comeback hopes.
Smith finished with seven catches for 102 yards, including his touchdown grab, while Bell gained 63 yards on 18 carries to pace the Aztec ground
game.

On the other side of the ball, Darren Hall led the Scarlet and Black with nine tackles, including seven solo stops, while Kyahva Tezino made eight
tackles of his own.

Conversely, the Aggies were paced by Love's 293 yards on 30-for-47 passing, while Warren finished with 74 yards rushing on 17 attempts. In
addition, Siaosi Mariner total seven receptions for 74 yards, while Scarver had five grabs for 90 yards in the win.

n San Diego State started with the ball for the 88th time in the last 101 games.

SDSU LANDS FOUR PLAYERS ON 2019 MW PRESEASON TEAM
Four San Diego State football players were named to the 2019 Mountain West Preseason All-Conference Team, the league announced

in July at the Mountain West Football Media Summit in Las Vegas. The four preseason selections - offensive lineman Keith Ismael, line-
backer Kyahva Tezino, Warrior (safety) Tariq Thompson and running back Juwan Washington - are the third most in the league.

The all-conference team and preseason poll are voted on by media representatives who cover the conference.
Ismael is a two-time all-Mountain West selection, including a first-team pick last year as a sophomore and a second-team selection

in 2017 as a freshman. Last season, Ismael started all 12 games he appeared in, including six games at center, five at right guard and
once at left guard. He was also named the team's offensive lineman of the year and was on the Pro Football Focus Mountain West
Offensive Team of the Year.

Tezino is coming off a fantastic junior season in 2018 when he had 127 tackles (70 solo), including 14.5 tackles for loss, 8.5 sacks
and 17 quarterback hurries, en route to earning first-team all-Mountain West honors. Tezino, who won the John Simcox Memorial Trophy
Most Valuable Player, the Byron H. Chase Memorial Trophy Defensive Player of the Year and the Dr. R. Hardy/C.E. Peterson Memorial
Trophy Captain Award at the team's postseason banquet, had 24 more tackles than No. 2 on the team and a remarkable 67 more than
No. 3. His 127 tackles were the third most by an Aztec junior in program history and the eighth most in SDSU single-season history.

Tezino led the Mountain West and ranked 29th in FBS play in solo tackles per game, and was third in the league (35th in FBS) in
sacks per game (0.65) and fourth (26th in FBS) in tackles per game (9.77). Tezino, who was the only San Diego State player to play
every snap last season, put together two different three-game streaks with at least 10 tackles a year ago.

Thompson recorded 60 tackles (38 solo) a year ago, including five tackles for loss, two interceptions for 41 yards, eight pass breakups,
two forced fumbles and a fumble recovery. Thompson, who has started all 26 games since arriving to campus as a true freshman in
2017 at one of the Warrior positions (safety) in Rocky Long's 3-3-5 defense, was a second-team all-MW pick for a second straight year
in 2018 and also a member of the Pro Football Focus Mountain West Defensive Team of the Year for the second consecutive season.

Washington, meanwhile, rushed 199 times for 999 yards (5.0 avg.) with 10 touchdowns last year, despite missing 4 ½ games with
an injury. An honorable mention MW selection in 2018, Washington ranked second in the MW and 13th in FBS in rushing yards per
game (111.0, min. 190 att.), second (30th in FBS) in rush avg. (5.0, min. 190 att.), tied for fourth (T-57th in FBS) in rushing touchdowns
(10), fifth (64th in FBS) in rushing yards (999) and eighth in total touchdowns (10). According to Pro Football Focus, Washington ranked
33rd in FBS (No. 4 in MW) with 41 forced missed tackles and 34th (No. 2 in MW) in 15-yard runs (15), despite the missed games. 

Additionally, San Diego State was picked to finish second in the West Division with 106 points and seven first-place votes, just 16
points behind defending champion Fresno State's 122 (and 17 first-place votes). The Aztecs have been picked to either finish first or
second in the West Division all seven years of division play.

SDSU, which averaged a predicted finish of 6.5 from 2005-12, has ended up at or better than its predicted finish in eight of the last
10 seasons and 11 times over the past 14 years. San Diego State has won two of the last four Mountain West titles (2015 and 2016)
and three of the past seven (also 2012).

Following Fresno State (122) and San Diego State (106) in the West Division was Nevada (74), Hawai'i (67 and the other first-place
vote), UNLV (51) and San José State (21).

Boise State has been picked to win the Mountain Division for the seventh consecutive season after making the MW championship
game last year for just the second time since 2014. The Broncos lost to Fresno State, 19-16, in the 2018 MW Championship game at Al-
bertsons Stadium in Boise, Idaho. BS picked up 15 first-place votes in the Mountain Division and 120 total, followed by Utah State (108
and six first-place votes), Air Force (73), Wyoming (66), Colorado State (52) and New Mexico (22).

Notes: SDSU has 66 of the 100 first-place votes in the West Division (66.0 pct.) over the last four seasons (since 2016) and 93 of the
130 votes (71.5 pct.) over the last five seasons (since 2015) …  In the last six seasons (since 2014), SDSU has 108 first-place votes
after picking up just seven first-place votes combined over the first 15 years in the league … San Diego State placed multiple players
on both the preseason offensive and defensive teams for the first time since 2016 (the Aztecs won the league that season) and for just
the second time over the last 15 seasons … SDSU placed multiple players on the offensive all-conference team for a fifth consecutive
season … San Diego State has a defensive player on the preseason all-MW team for the eighth time in the last nine seasons … WAR
Tariq Thompson and OL Keith Ismael are the first Aztec juniors to be selected on the all-conference team since PK John Baron II (2017),
and the first offensive or defensive junior since Damontae Kazee and Donnel Pumphrey in 2015 … Thompson (two-time second-team
all-MW pick) and Ismael are each on the preseason all-MW team for a second straight season.

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Aztecs Shut Out Weber State, 6-0, in Opener
SAN DIEGO -- Redshirt freshman Matt Araiza kicked two field goals and the San Diego State defense did the rest, as
the Aztecs grinded out a tough 6-0 victory over Weber State in front of 40,222 fans at SDCCU Stadium.

The Aztecs limited the Wildcats to 154 total yards and five first downs to win their fifth straight season-opening game
played at home. Weber State gained 35 yards rushing on 19 attempts, crossing midfield just once the entire evening.

SDSU, which totaled just 16 snaps on its first five possessions, finally generated some offense of its own in the second
quarter, advancing 53 yards in 12 plays into the red zone at the Wildcat 17.  Jordan Byrd opened the drive with runs of
13 and 15 yards, respectively, while Ryan Agnew connected with Jesse Matthews for six yards on a key 4th-and-3 situation
down to the WSU 29. Moments later, the Aztecs crept closer thanks to an 11-yard scamper by Chance Bell.

However, SDSU was unable to overcome McKade Mitton's sack of Agnew, salvaging three points on 34-yard field goal
by Araiza with 4:41 left before intermission.

After holding the Wildcats to a three-and-out, the Aztecs threatened on their next foray down the field as well, with
Byrd chewing up another chunk of real estate on a 23-yard sweep down the left sideline to the Wildcat 39. Agnew followed
with two quick completions, an 11-yarder to Elijah Kothe and an 8-yard hookup to Matthews, while a 3-yard run by
Juwan Washington gave the Scarlet and Black a first down at the WSU 17.

SDSU could not capitalize on its prime field position, however, as Agnew's next three passes fell incomplete. Araiza
was once again summoned for a field goal attempt, but an errant snap prevented the host school from padding its lead.

The score remained unchanged until Araiza split the uprights on a 29-yard field goal with just over four minutes
elapsed in the fourth quarter, capping a 13-play, 40-yard march. Agnew kept the drive alive with a 12-yard scramble, as
well as a 12-yard completion to Daniel Bellinger on a dangerous cross-field pass when it appeared the Aztec signal-caller
would step out of bounds.

SDSU managed to move the chains further to the Wildcat 13 after Agnew bolted around left end and reached across
the marker for a first down. However, the Aztecs could not find the end zone, as three straight rushes netted one yard.

Despite suffering three-and-outs on their next two possessions, Weber State still had two chances in the final three
minutes to pull out the win.

After setting up shop on their own 35 following an SDSU punt, the Wildcats went for broke on the first play, but Tariq
Thompson made a spectacular leaping interception of Wildcat quarterback Jake Constantine, who underthrew his intended
receiver David Ames at the Aztec 35.

San Diego State could not put the victory on ice just yet, as Weber State forced a three-and-out, getting the ball back
its own 21 with two minutes to go in the contest. After two passes gained just six yards, however, the Aztec defense came
through once again, with Thompson fittingly breaking up the Wildcats' last gasp on fourth down.

The two teams combined for 19 punts in a game that took only 2 hours and 41 minutes to complete.  Brandon Heicklen
consistently flipped field position with an average of 49.0 yards on nine kicks, matching his career-best with a 58-yarder
in the first quarter.

Despite running 22 more plays than the Wildcats (73-51), SDSU gained just 238 yards for the game, running for
130 yards on 43 attempts.

Individually, Washington finished with 55 yards on 22 carries, while Byrd totaled 50 yards on five rushes. In addition,
Agnew completed 16 of 30 passes for an economical 108 yards, with Matthews, Kothe and Washington hauling in three
receptions apiece.

On the other side of the ball, Dwayne Johnson Jr. led the Aztec defense with a career-high 12 tackles, including six
solo efforts, while Troy Cassidy made seven stops of his own. Not to be outdone, Thompson tied his personal-best with
three pass breakups.

With Thompson's pick, San Diego State has been even or has had an advantage in turnover margin in nine of its last
11 games.

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SDSU Beats UCLA, 23-14, at Rose Bowl Stadium
PASADENA, Calif. – San Diego State’s dominance against Pac-12 Conference teams continued while the
Aztecs accomplished something that had alluded the program in its 97 years of existence.

Senior quarterback Ryan Agnew threw for a career-high 293 yards, redshirt freshman Matt Araiza booted
three field goals and the Aztec defense limited UCLA to 261 yards and forced two turnovers as San Diego State de-
feated UCLA, 23-14, at the historic Rose Bowl.

The victory improved SDSU’s record to 5-1 against Pac-10 competition since 2016 and gave the Aztecs the na-
tion’s top winning percentage against the conference during that span, while breaking a 22-game series winless
streak against the Bruins (SDSU entered the game 0-21-1 against UCLA).
After UCLA took a 7-0 lead on its first possession, the Aztecs put together a 14-play drive to tie the game. Junior
running back Chase Jasmin capped the lengthy drive with a 2-yard touchdown run. The 75-yard drive included
three third-down conversions. 

On the next possession, Aztec Dwayne Johnson delivered a jarring hit forcing a fumble that was recovered by
Warrior Tariq Thompson and provided SDSU the ball at its 48-yard line. Seven plays later, the Aztecs took the lead
for good when Araiza booted a 43-yard field goal late in the opening quarter.

After a scoreless second quarter, SDSU’s defense forced a second turnover on UCLA’s opening drive after inter-
mission. Linebacker Kyahva Tezino’s sack dislodged the ball and linebacker Caden McDonald made the recovery.
It took the Aztecs just two plays to cash in as Agnew scrambled to his left and found receiver Kobe Smith, who got
behind the defense and dragged multiple UCLA defenders the final five yards to complete the 34-yard touchdown
strike. 

Smith had a remarkable day. He caught seven passes for 131 yards in addition to the touchdown reception.
In his previous 13 games, he had nine catches for 121 yards.

Trailing by 10 points, UCLA quickly marched down the field. On the Bruins most impressive drive of the day,
they went 75 yards, picked up a key third-and-11 conversion along the way, and pulled within 17-14 following a
20-yard touchdown pass.

UCLA would not reach San Diego State territory again.
San Diego State added a pair of field goals for insurance. Late in the third quarter, the Aztecs put pass com-

pletions together of 19, 21 and 15 yards and settled for a 31-yard field goal to go up, 20-14.
The Aztecs completed the scoring midway through the fourth quarter with a classic Jeff Horton drive. SDSU

led, 20-14, with 12:23 left when the drive started and owned a 23-14 advantage with just 5:29 to play at the con-
clusion. The SDSU offensive coordinator dialed up a 12-play, 65-yard drive that consumed 6:54, and resulted in
an Araiza 25-yard field goal. 

San Diego State’s defense got stronger as the game progressed. In the fourth quarter, with UCLA trying to
mount a comeback, the Aztecs allowed just 45 yards of total offense on 17 plays. 

Warrior Tayler Hawkins led the Aztecs with a career-high 10 tackles, including two tackles or loss. Kyahva
Tezino added nine tackles (seven solo), 1.5 tackles for loss, a sack and a froced fumble, while Johnson Jr. (7 TCK,
1 FF, 1 PBU) and Tariq Thompson had six solo stops with a fumble recovery and a pass breakup.

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Aztecs Shut Out Weber State, 6-0, in Opener
SAN DIEGO --Jordan Byrd and Chance Bell combined for 244 yards and three touchdowns on the ground, and the San
Diego State defense forced four turnovers in a 31-10 win over New Mexico State in Las Cruces, N.M.

Byrd, an Albuquerque, N.M., native, rushed for 118 yards and two touchdowns on 22 carries (5.4 avg.), while Bell
chipped in with 116 yards and a touchdown on 17 attempts (6.8 avg.) as the duo each broke 100 yards for the first time
of their career.

It was the 30th time in program history that the Aztecs (3-0) had multiple 100-yard rushers in the same game and
the 16th time since Rocky Long became head coach in 2011.

SDSU outrushed the Aggies (0-3), 291-30, and dominated the time of possession, 35:04-22:20. San Diego State im-
proved to 42-2 over the last 44 times it rushed for at least 200 yards.

Ryan Agnew finished 16-for-25 for 106 yards and a touchdown, while throwing the first interception of his career on
the road. The Aztecs only passed four times in the second half.

Defensively, SDSU picked off NMSU quarterback Josh Adkins two times and recovered a pair of fumbles. San Diego
State also finished with seven sacks, its most since also recording seven vs. Houston in the 2016 Las Vegas Bowl.

Luq Barcoo (1.0 TFL, 1 INT, 1 PBU), Troy Cassidy and Kyahva Tezino (1 INT) each had seven tackles apiece to pace
the Aztec defense.

The SDSU starting defensive line of Cameron Thomas (6 TCK, 1.5 SCK, 1.5 TFL), Keshawn Banks (5 TCK, 2.0 SCK, 2.0
TFL, 1 PBU) and Myles Cheatum (4 TCK, 1.5 SCK, 1.5 TFL), meanwhile, combined for 15 tackles, five sacks, five tackles
for loss and a pass breakup.

Darren Hall forced a pair of fumbles, while Dwayne Johnson Jr. and Tariq Thompson each recovered a fumble.
San Diego State jumped out to a 24-0 lead, first taking advantage of a New Mexico State fumble inside its own 5-

yard line. On a third-and-goal situation from the 2, Agnew found a leaping Daniel Bellinger, who somehow pulled the
ball down through the crowd for his first career touchdown.

In the second quarter, the Aztecs put together an impressive 11-play, 80-yard drive over 6:37, ending with a 1-yard
touchdown run by Byrd. On the drive, Byrd rushed seven times for 49 yards.

SDSU put together a nice drive to end the half, starting at the Aggie 48 with 1:01 left, finishing with a 40-yard field
goal by Matt Araiza and giving San Diego State a 17-0 lead at the half.

Early in the third quarter, Kyahva Tezino picked off Adkins and got all the way to the NMSU 29-yard line. Two plays
later, Byrd punched it in from seven yards out for his first career multi-touchdown game.

New Mexico State stopped the bleeding with a 11-play, 75-yard drive, when Adkins found a streaking Robert Downs
III for a 35-yard touchdown strike.

Down, 24-7, the Aggies rounded out the third quarter with a 46-yard field goal by Dylan Brown.
The Aztecs, however, answered with an 8-play, 75-yard drive, culminating with an 18-yard touchdown run by Bell for

the final points of the game.
NMSU got all the way to the SDSU 19 on its ensuing drive, but Adkins' pass to Jared Wyatt on fourth-and-12 was in-

complete.
New Mexico State tried one more time to close the gap late in the fourth quarter when Adkins found Shea Holebrook

on first-and-10 on the San Diego State 34-yard line. Hall, however, knocked the ball out of Holebrook's hands. Tariq
Thompson picked up the ball and ran it all the way to the Aggie 30, effectively sealing the Aztecs' victory.

SDSU improved to 3-0 for the third time in the last four seasons.

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Aztecs Fall to Utah State, 23-17
SAN DIEGO – San Diego State had its three-game winning streak halted on Saturday after dropping a 23-17
decision to Utah State in the Mountain West opener for both teams at SDCCU Stadium.

Despite maintaining a sizeable advantage in time of possession (36:55-23:05) and a slight edge in first downs
(25-23), the Aztecs were unable to overcome a 23-3 deficit, falling for just the second time in 14 all-time meetings
vs. the Aggies.

Ryan Agnew completed 20 of 37 passes for 281 yards and two touchdowns but threw a costly pick-six on
SDSU’s second possession of the game, forcing the Scarlet and Black to play catch-up for the remainder of the con-
test. 

Still, the Aztecs had a chance to win late, scoring a pair of fourth-quarter touchdowns on fourth-down plays
before their final drive was snuffed out.

San Diego State looked to establish control early from the opening kickoff, marching 70 yards in 16 plays to
the Utah State 5 before settling for a 22-yard Matt Araiza field goal at the 7:18 mark of the first quarter. 

SDSU got the ball back after forcing a quick three-and-out, setting up shop at its own 36. Just three plays
later, however, USU’s Shaq Bond intercepted an Agnew pass and cut across the field through a swarm of would-be
tacklers, sprinting down the left sideline into the end zone to put the visitors on top 7-3 with 6:55 to go in the
opening period.

The Aggies increased their advantage to 13-3 in the second quarter on a pair of field goals by Dominik Eberle,
who split the uprights from 30 and 29 yards out, respectively. 

With halftime rapidly approaching, Utah State regained possession once again after yielding just one first
down on the Aztecs’ ensuing drive. The Aggies needed just 44 seconds to cover 70 yards in seven plays, capped
by Jaylin Warren’s 11-yard burst into the end zone that upped the margin to 20-3. 

Incredibly, the Aztecs more than doubled the Aggies in time of possession but still trailed by 17 points heading
into the locker room.

USU took the opening kickoff of the second half and advanced to the Aztec 15 before Eberle kicked a 32-yard
field goal to give the Aggies a seemingly comfortable 23-3 cushion with just over four minutes elapsed in the third
quarter. 

Unfazed, the Aztecs began their belated comeback attempt with another lengthy 79-yard march early in the
fourth quarter, but it wasn’t easy. Facing a third-and-27 from the Aggie 36, Agnew completed a 11-yard strike to
Jasmin before buying enough time on a subsequent scramble to find a wide-open Kobe Smith for a 25-yard touch-
down pass that trimmed the deficit to 23-10.

San Diego State ceded just one first down on the next Utah State drive before getting the ball back at its own
nine-yard line following a punt with 8:22 left in the game. From there Agnew quickly went to work, connecting
with Smith for 20 yards, while Jesse Matthews made a circus catch for another 20 yards just two plays later. Facing
a fourth-and-5 shortly thereafter, Isaiah Richardson got behind the Aggie secondary for an electrifying 49-yard
touchdown reception, which suddenly tightened the score to 23-17 with 5:14 remaining.

USU had a chance to ice the game; however, Eberle’s 42-yard field goal sailed wide right, giving the Aztecs
one last shot with 1:18 to go. 

SDSU gained 14 yards Smith’s first-down reception but after three straight incompletions, the Aztecs turned
the ball over on an intentional grounding play that dashed their comeback hopes.

Smith finished with seven catches for 102 yards, including his touchdown grab, while Bell gained 63 yards on
18 carries to pace the Aztec ground game. 

On the other side of the ball, Darren Hall led the Scarlet and Black with nine tackles, including seven solo
stops, while Kyahva Tezino made eight tackles of his own.
