SERIES INFORMATION

Making just its third appearance against the Aztecs in San Diego, and ifs first
since the 1997-98 season, Stanford comes to “America’s Finest City” on Thursday
evening at Steve Fisher Court.

The Aztecs and Cardinal are meefing for the sixth time, with Stanford leading 4-1
in the all-fime series, but for just the second fime since Dec. 16, 1997. (complete
list of results between San Diego State and Stanford are listed in the column on
page 4)

When San Diego State tips off against Stanford it will play one of the 25 Division
I teams in California. SDSU has played 24 of those 25 teams and the Cardinal are
just one of four of those 24 programs that it does not have a winning record against. (Three of those four teams are Pac-12 programs)
Once again San Diego State’s metrics rank among the best in the nation. Through the games of December 19, the Aztecs were ranked
No. 23 in the NET, No. 29 in T-Rank, No. 29 in Kenpom, No. 29 in KPI and No. 63 in BPI. San Diego State RPI sirength of schedule is No.
5 and its strength of record is No. 24.

The Aztecs are among the elite programs in the country and that includes winning on its home floor. Since the beginning of the 2009-10
campaign, SDSU has the seventh best home record in the nation, 204-25 (89.1 percent). Since the start of the 2019-20 campaign, SDSU
has lost just five times in 65 games (60-5, 92.3 percent), which is tied for the third best in the nation trailing only Gonzaga (1 loss) and
Kansas (4 losses) in that time frame.

San Diego State, which won both the 2022-23 Mountain West regular season and tournament fitles and reached the league tournament
championship game for the sixth time in head coach Brian Dutcher’s six seasons, looks for its unprecedented 17th Mountain West men’s
baskethall title. Entering the 2023-24 season, San Diego State has won nine regular season and seven Mountain West tournament fitles.
For the fifth time since the start of the 2010-11 season, San Diego State opened the season ranked No. 17 in the preseason AP Top 25
Poll and after dropping out for two weeks, returned at No. 25 this week. The Aztecs No. 17 ranking in the initial poll is the second highest
in program history, trailing only the 2014-15 preseason poll in which it was No. 16. Since the start of the 2010-11 campaign, SDSU has
appeared in the AP poll for 103 weeks, more than any program in the state of California, ahead of UCLA (86 weeks), Saint Mary's (53
weeks), Southern California (38 weeks) and California (11 weeks).

San Diego State owns a 117-25 record (82.4 percent) since the start of the 2019-20 campaign. That is the third best record in the nation
trailing only Gonzaga (129-16, 89.0 percent) and Houston (127-22, 85.2 percent).

After missing the UC Irvine game with an elbow issue, senior forward Jaedon LeDee returned against Saint Katherine with litile to no
rust. He finished the game with 17 points on 7-of-11 shooting from the field, including knocking down the one 3-pointer he attempted
and was 2-of-2 from the line. It was his 10th double figure scoring game in 10 outings this year.

Junior wing Reese Waters finished the Saint Katherine game with 15 points and two assists in 15:09 minutes and became the first Aztec
since at least the 1996-97 season to score 15 points in a game with mulfiple assists and no turnovers in 16 or less minutes.

Senior wing Jay Pal finished the Saint Katherine game with his second 10-plus point effort (10 points) in the last two games. In the lost
three games, he is 8-of-12 from the field (66.7 percent), induding 2-of-3 from the bonus distance (66.7 percent) and 9-of-11 from the

charity stripe (81.8 percent). In addition, he totaled nine boards 9 (3.0/game), 3 assists and 3 blocks.

e Darrion Trammell, a senior guard playing in his 102nd college game, scored in double figures, with 10 points, versus Saint Katherine. It was
the third time this season and third game in a row he was in double digits, his 20st time as an Aztec and 70th in his career.

Brian Dutcher is in his seventh season as San Diego State’s head coach and his 25th season on the Aztec sidelines. In his six-plus seasons
as head coach, he has led the Aztecs to five conference fitles, six Mountain West championship game appearances, a 160-49 (.766) overall
record, the 2023 NCAA national championship game, has been named the national coach of the year, and twice the Mountain West Conference

Coach of the Year.

BIG NOTES

San Diego State has won 61 of its 66 home games (61-5) since the start of the 2019-20 season, and ifs five home losses are tied for the third

fewest in the nation in that fime frame.

o Against Saint Katherine, junior guard Reese Waters became the first Aztec since at least the 1996-97 season to score 15 points in a game
with multiple assists and no turnovers in 16 or less minutes.

® Inits 73-79 loss at Grand Canyon on Tuesday night, San Diego State’s senior wing Micah Parrish scored 10 points and moved past the
1,000-career points for his college career (1,027 total). He joined Darrion Trammell as the only current Aztecs with at least 1,000-career
points. (A list of current SDSU players who have scored at least 700 career-points is located on page 12.)

o With 24 points and 10 rebounds at Grand Canyon, Jaedon LeDee recorded a double-double for the sixth fime this season and eighth time
in his career and all have come while at SDSU. His six double doubles are the most in a season for an Aztec since Jalen McDaniels had 11

in 2018-19.

o Micah Parrish (15 points, 10 rebounds) and Jaedon LeDee (13 points, 10 rebounds) finished the UC San Diego game with double doubles.
It marked the 54 time since 1979 that two Aztecs had a double double in the same game and first since Winston Shepard (20 points, 10
rebounds) and Malik Pope (10 points, 12 rebounds) did it against Washington on March 21, 2016, in the second round of the 2016 NIT.

Juedon LeDee recorded his fifth double-double (13 points & 10 rebounds) and made the game winning shot against UC San Diego as
time expired and off his 10th rebound of the game.

Through eight games, junior wing Reese Waters is perfect from the free throw line (30-0f-30) to be tied with eight other Division |
players who have yet to miss a shot from the charity stripe with a minimum of 15 attempts...however no player in the nation besides
Waters has made as many as 27 free throws with a miss.

Against Point Loma Nazarene, forward Jaedon LeDee recorded a double-double in the first half and finished with 15 points and 13
rebounds overall for his fourth double-double in seven games this season.

Versus Washington & California, San Diego State wins back-to-back overtime games for the first time since Dec. 21, 1993 vs. (SUN &
Dec. 23, 1993 at Loyola Marymount.

Versus Washington & California, San Diego State played in back-to-back overtime games for the first fime since Feb. 12, 2005 vs. UNLV
& Feb. 19, 2005 at Colorado State.

Reese Waters was named the SoCal Showcase MVP; scored a career-high 24 points and grabbed a career-best seven rebounds while also
going 10-of-10 from the charity stripe vs. California.

Against Washington, Jaedon LeDee became the first Aztec since at least 1996-97 to have at least 34 points and 17 rebounds in a game
and is the only player in Mountain West history to do it and shoot at least 50.0 percent.

Following the Washington game, Jaedon LeDee was the second Division | player over the last 10 seasons to score 20+ points on at least
55.0 percent shooting in the first five games of a season, joining Obi Toppin in 2019-20 enroute to the Wooden Award.

Against Washington, San Diego State was the only feam in the nation with a combined top-25 offense, top-25 defense and top-100
strength of schedule, according to Kenpom.

SDSU defeated Washington 100-97, the last fime San Diego State gave up at least 97 points and won was a 123-103 victory over U.S.
International on February 27, 1991.

San Diego State won the Continental Tire Main Event (CTME) championship and has won the tournament fitle in three of its four appear-
ances in MTEs in Las Vegas. (also: 2010 Las Vegas Holiday Hoops Classic & 2019 Continental Tire Las Vegas Invitational and was the runner
up at the 2015 Continental Tire Las Vegas Invitational).

Juedon LeDee was named the Tournament MVP and along with Micah Parrish were selected for the all-tournament team at the
Continental Tire Main Event.

A day after being named the CTME Most Valuable Player, LeDee was honored as the Mountain West Player of the Week and earned

National Player of the Week distinction by NCAA March Madness National, the Lute Olson Award, Oscar Robertson Award and ESPN.
Following the Saint Mary’s game, San Diego State was one of just two teams which had handed the Gaels mulfiple 20-plus point beatings

since Feb. 23, 2001 (also: Gonzaga).

PERFECT FROM THE LINE

Junior wing Reese Waters is off to the best start in the nation from the free throw line.

Nationally through the games of Dec. 19, he is the only player who is perfect from the free throw line going 40-of-40 through the team’s
first 10 games. (qualifying players need to make a minimum of 2.5 made per game & compete in 75 percent of his team’s games)

Since the start of the 1999-00 season, only two players nationally have been perfect from the line for a season on a minimum of 30
attempts...the Citadel’s Matt Frierson and Wichita State’s Connor Frankamp.

Frierson ended the 2018-19 campaign 44-of-44 on free throw attempts.

In 2017-18, Frankamp finished 35-of-35 from the stripe.

In available records, no Aztec has finished a season without a miss. The single-season free throw percentage leader at San Diego State is
Kim Goetz who was 74-0f-82 (90.2 percent) from the charity stripe in the 1978-79 campaign.

SEEING DOUBLES

Through its first 11 games, three Aztecs have combined to record eight double doubles.

San Diego State’s eight double doubles are the most in a season, since the 2018-19 squad totaled 13.
If SDSU maintains its current pace of a double double every 0.7 games, it will finish the regular season with 23, the fourth most since the

start of the 1975-76 season.

The Aztecs' record for double doubles in a season since the start of 1975-76 is 36 in 2010-11, followed by 30 in both 1983-84 and
1975-76.

The most players in a single season to achieve a double double since the start of the 1975-76 campaign is seven in the 1976-77 season.
Senior forward Jaedon LeDee leads the team with six double doubles in 10 appearances, Reese Waters and Micah Parrish have one each.
LeDee has a double double in three of his last four games. The record for consecutive games with a double double in a single season, since
the start of 1975-76, is eight by Michael Cage in 1983-84...and he did it twice that year.

The most consecutive double doubles for the program are Michael Cage’s nine, which covered the final game of 1982-83 and the first
eight of 1983-84.

CALIFORNIA DREAMIN’ FOR SDSU...CALIFORNIA NIGHTMARE FOR IN-STATE OPPONENTS

Since the start of the Coach Duicher/Fisher era (1999-2000), the Aztecs are 139-35 (.799) against 24 of the other 25 current Division |
schools in California (SDSU has not played Cal Baptist), and have a winning record against all but four of those 24 opponents.

In the last 99 home games against those same 24 opponents, and starting in 1999-00, San Diego State is 90-11 (.891).

In program history against the 24 schools, the Aztecs are 473-325 (.593) overall.

San Diego State has already defeated in-state foes Cal State Fullerton, Long Beach State, Saint Mary's, California, UC San Diego, and UC Irvine
(12/9), and still has tonight's game vs. Stanford (12/21), and then vs. Fresno State (1/3), at San Jose State (1/9), at Fresno State (2/24)
and vs. San Jose State (2/27).

CHECK THE COLLAR

If you look closely at the hack of the Aztecs uniforms, you'll notice a silver tag on the collar, and here is what is signifies:

On the outside of the fag is the intertwined San Diego State SD logo and on the inside of the collar is the term “Elite.”
The collar tags are given by Nike to signify a team that has participated in the Final Four.
The Aztecs will wear the tag on their home, away and N7 jerseys.



PARRISH SURPASSES 1,000 POINTS

When the Aztecs played at Grand Canyon on Dec. 5, senior wing Micah Parrish started the game with 996-career points, scored 10 points in

the game to pass the 1,000-point milestone and enters the Stanford matchup with 1,027-career points.

o Parrish is the fifth player to reach 1,000-career points while wearing an Aztec kit since the start of the 2019-20 season. (also: Malachi
Flynn & Matt Mitchell in 2019-20, Jordan Schakel in 2020-21 and Matt Bradley in 2022-23). Note: Flynn scored 564 of his 1,355-career
points while af SDSU, Bradley who scored 2,322-career points had 1,033 at San Diego State and 1,289 at California and Parrish has scored
410 in Scarlet and Black & 617 at Oakland.

STREAKS ON THE LINE FOR THE AZTECS ON SATURDAY

When the Aztecs play at Stanford on Thursday here are the streaks that are on the line for SDSU:
e 42-game win sireak when shoofing 50 percent or betfer.

® 29-game win sireak when scoring between 80-89 points.

29-game win streak when attempting more free throws than its opponent.

23-game win streak when holding its opponent 40.0 percent or less shooting from the floor.
20-game win streak when wearing white uniforms.

17-game win sireak when outrebounding its opponent.

14-game win sireak when leading with five minutes to play.

14-game win sireak when leading at the half.

11-game win streak when playing at Steve Fisher Court at Viejas Arena.

10-game win sireak in games played on Saturday.

HOME COURT ADVANTAGE

San Diego State has advanced to the NCAA tournament 10 of the last 12 seasons in which a national championship has been crowned, and

has an NIT national semifinalist appearance during that span as well. One reason for the success is that Viejas Arena is a very tough place for

opponents. Since the start of the 2009-10 campaign, San Diego State has the seven-highest winning percentage in the country, amassing a

204-25 home record, winning 89.1 percent of its home games during that span.

In the midst of the 2023-24 season, here are a few of the categories to keep an eye on.

o Inits last 240 home games, San Diego State has compiled a 214-26 mark (89.2 percent), including a 113-12 record (90.4 percent) in its
last 125 home games against non-conference competition.

© Since the start of the 2002-03 season, San Diego State has a 145-30 (82.9 percent) home record against conference opponents.

o Since the start of the 2012-13 campaign, the Aztecs are 159-21 (88.3 percent) at home, including a 72-9 (88.9 percent) record in non-con-
ference home contests during that stretch and 68-7 (90.7 percent) against non-top 25 non-conference foes.

o The Aztecs are 77-11 (87.5 percent) in their last 88 conference home games and 76-9 (89.4 percent) in their last 85 non-conference
home games.

MORE HOME COOKING
In the last 64 home games, San Diego State is 59-5, with an average scoring margin of +16.5 poins in those victories. In 45 of those 59
home wins, the game was decided in the Aztecs’ favor by at least nine points.

o The Aztecs current 18-game non-conference home court win streak, started on November 9, 2021, against UC Riverside, is the second-lon-
gest in school history, trailing a 27-game win streak from Nov. 22, 2008 to Nov. 30, 2011.

© San Diego State is 70-6 in its last 76 home games dating back to January 1, 2019.

o The Aztecs are 47-5 in their 50 Mountain West Conference home games since January 24, 2018.

San Diego State has never had an undefeated home season as a Division | program. The lust time the Aztecs made it through the home
portion of the schedule unscathed was 1966-67. That season, San Diego State went 16-0 at home enroute to a 24-5 record. In the Division
I era, SDSU has ended the home portion of its schedule with a single loss on nine occasions (1977-78, 2009-10, 2010-11, 2012-13, 2013-
14, 2014-15, 2019-20, 2021-22 and 2022-23).

DUTCHER KEEPS THE BALL ROLLING...AND ROLLING

Brian Dutcher has been on The Mesa for now 25 seasons, 18 of them as the top man on San Diego State Hall of Fame Head Coach Steve Fisher's
bench. In that time, he's experienced 546 victories, 16 Mountain West fitles and helped the Aztecs to 17 postseason tournaments, including 12
NCAA appearances, a three of Sweet 16 berths (2011, 2014, 20223) and last season past the Sweet 16, to the Elite 8, Final Four and 2023
national championship game.

 Since his ascension to the fop job, prior to the 2017-18 season, he has captured six Mountain West crowns and guided his team to the
championship game in the league tournament each of his six years.

In his inaugural campaign, in 2017-18, he was the only first-year Division | head coach to guide his team to the NCAA Tournament.

He is the only head coach in program history to win af least 21 games in each of his first six seasons.

His 151 wins in his first six seasons are a program record for victories in a coach’s first six campaigns.

His 160 wins to date are the most of any head coach who started at his current institution at the start of the 2017-18 season.

Dutcher is the No. 24-ranked head coach in the nation according to (BSSport.com top-25 and 1 coaches’ rating.

o Tonight's game against Stanford marks just the sixth meeting between these programs, with the Cardinal taking four of the previous five
matchups, but No. 17 San Diego State broke through last season with a 74-62 victory at Maples Pavilion.

o The series began on Jan. 6, 1941, a 52-29 win on the Cardinal’s home floor and nearly 37 years later, traveled to America’s Finest City and
edged the Aztecs 85-84 in the Cabrillo Classic played at the San Diego Sports Arena. The last two matchups occurred in 1997. The first, a
97-50 win at Stanford on Feb. 24 and the second, a 63-42 decision in Viejas Arena (known then as Cox Arena) on Dec, 16. The Cardinal
were ranked No. 25 and No. 9 in the 1997 games respectively.

o Brian Dutcher is facing Stanford for the second fime in his 25 seasons on The Mesa.

STANFORD, Calif. - Jaedon LeDee scored 10 of his 14 points in the first half and No. 17 San Diego State beat Stanford for the first time,
74-62 on Tuesday night.

The Aztecs (3-0) never trailed to improve to 1-4 in the series.

"We play pretty hard against anybody we play,” San Diego State coach Brian Dutcher said. “'I told them that we're on a really hard five-
game stretch - BYU at home, Stanford at home and then three in Maui. Let's see how we do, if we're ready for that kind of challenge.”

Lamont Butler had 11 points and six assists and Keshad Johnson added 11 points for the Aztecs.

Spencer Jones led Stanford (1-2) with 15 points, six rebounds and three blocks. Harrison Ingram had 11 points.

"We knew coming in it would be a battle and we'd have to play our A game to be able to get there,” Stanford coach Jerod Haase said.
don't think we played our A game but I also think that they certainly deserve a lot of credit for playing really well.”

San Diego State had a 10-0 run early to open a 17-5 advantage and led by 17 in the first half.

Stanford dosed the half on a 6-0 spurt to cut it to 41-30. The Cardinal later had a 10-2 run to get within six with 10:10 remaining, but the
Aztecs answered with a 16-6 surge to put it out of reach.

"We kind of jumped on them in that first half a little bit and then they kind of fought back, as I thought,” LeDee said. “We knew that they
were going fo fight back. They're at home. They're talented. It's just a little adversity for us. But we just kept wearing them down.”

San Diego State scored 21 points off 17 Stanford turnovers. The Aztecs shot 51% from the field, making 8 of 21 3-point attempts.

"I was most pleased that our point guards had 12 assists and one turnover,” Duicher said. 'That kind of play from the point guard position
will get you wins.”

San Diego State: The Aztecs were victorious in their first road game of the season, fighting off every Stanford run in the second half. San
Diego State displayed its depth and balance offensively, along with its usual tenacious defense.

Stanford: After winning their opener, the Cardinal have lost back-to-back games against Wisconsin and San Diego State. Stanford fell
behind early and was never able o get doser than six points in the second half, struggling to solve the Aztecs’ stout defense.

o Since at least the start of the Dutcher/Fisher era, the Aztec record for free throw attempts is 44 vs. (SUN on Dec. 1, 2001, and its record
for makes is 33, which it achieved against CSUN on Dec. 1, 2001 and versus UNLV on Feb. 12, 2005.

o Since the start of the Duicher/Fisher era, the team’s 78 free throw attempts vs. Washington (41) and California (37) are its most in back-
to-back games and the most since the team attempted 75 in back-to-back games vs. Saint Mary’s (37) and at Loyola Marymount (38) on
Dec. 14, 2004 and Dec. 18, 2004, respectively.

o LeDee is the second Division | player over the lust 10 seasons to score 20+ points on at least 55.0 percent shooting in the first five games
of a season, joining Obi Toppin in 2019-20 enroute to the Wooden Award.

o His 86 points in three games lost week mark the first fime an Aztec has totaled at-least 80 points in three games since Matt Bradley
combined for 80 points in a three-game stretch at the end of the 2021-22 season. LeDee’s 86 points are the most since Jamaal Franklin
scored 84 in three games from Feb. 25-March 3, 2012.

JAEDON LEDEE NAMED MW PLAYER OF THE WEEK

Senior forward Jaedon LeDee was named the Mountain West Conference Player of the Week for the week ending Sunday, November 19.
The announcement was made for the conference office in Colorado Springs, Colorado on Monday, Nov. 20.

The Houston, Texas native, led the Aztecs to a 3-0 record while averaging 28.7 points, 12.0 rebounds, 2.3 assists, 2.0 steals and added
a block. In three games he shot 57.1 percent from the floor (28-0f-39), including 50.0 percent from the bonus distance (2-of-4) and 84.8
percent from the line (28-0f-33). In addition, he dished out seven assists, had six steals and a block.

After wins over Saint Mary’s on Friday night and Washington on Sunday evening at the Confinental Tire Main Event in Las Vegas, LeDee
earned inclusion on the all-tournament team and was honored as the fournament MVP.

In the championship game, a 100-97 overtime thriller against Washington on Sunday evening, he became the first Aztec since at least the
start of the 1996-97 season to total at least 34 points and 17 rebounds in a game and is the only player in Mountain West history to do it and
shoot at least 50.0 percent from the field. It was his second double double of the week. He shot 50.0 percent from the field (10-0f-20), and
71.8 percent from the charity stripe (14-of-18), with three assists, a steal and a block.

His 34 points against the Huskies marked the first time that an Aztec had scored 34 points in a game since Aerick Sanders versus Portland
on Dec. 31, 2003.

To start the week, LeDee equaled his career-high with 27 points against Long Beach State where he was 8-of-12 (66.7 percent) from the
field, including 1-of-1 from beyond the arc, and 10-of-10 from the line with eight rebounds, three steals and two assists.

In the opener of the Continental Tire Main Event against Saint Mary’s, LeDee went for 25 points on 10-0f-17 shooting (58.8 percent),
induding 1-of-2 from distance (50.0 percent) and 4-of-5 from the line (80.0 percent). He had eight boards, two assists and two steals.

LeDee is the second Division | player over the last 10 seasons to score 20+ points on at least 55.0 percent shooting in the first five games
of a season, joining Obi Toppin in 2019-20 en route to the Wooden Award.

This is LeDee’s first Mountain West Player of the Week award of the year and his career and the first for an Aztec this season.

JAEDON LEDEE NAMED CONTINENTAL TIRE MAIN EVENT MVP: PARRISH HONORED

For averaging 29.5 points, 12.5 rehounds, 2.5 assists while adding five steals and a block in wins over Saint Mary’s, 79-54, and Wash-
ington, 100-97 in overtime, Jaedon LeDee was named the Most Valuable Player of the tournament and was included on the all-tournament
team. He totaled 77 minutes and committed just three turnovers while drawing 19 fouls.

Micah Parrish scored at a 13.0 points per game dlip af the tournament while dishing out 3.5 assists and grabbing 3.0 rebounds to go
along with three steals and a block o garner all-tournament team honors.

THE CENTURY MARK

When San Diego State defeated Washington 100-97 on Sunday, Nov. 19, it was the 43rd fime in ifs Division | history that the Aztecs reached

the century mark.

o With the win, San Diego State moves to 40-3 when it scores at least 100 points in a game and has won 28 straight when reaching 100
points.

o SDSU cracked triple digits for the first time in 169 games: a first since a 103-64 win over Texas Southern on Nov. 14, 2018.

o Al three losses, when scoring at least 100 points, occurred in the 1976-77 season and within a six-game span. The first two came within
nine days and three games of each other: a 113-118 loss o then No. 5-ranked UNLV on Dec. 11, 1976 in the Sports Arena and a 104-
107 defeat at New Mexico on Dec. 20, 1976. The third came on Jan. 3, 1977 against North Texas in Peterson Gym with the final score
of 100-108.

BRIAN DUTCHER

Head Coach

Seventh Season @ 25th Season Overall at SDSU ® Minnesota, 1982

Brian Dutcher enters his seventh season as head coach after leading the Aztecs fo six
Mountain West fitle games, their conference-high 11th, 12th, 13th, 14th, 15th and 16th Mountain West
titles and four trips to the NCAA tournament, including a run to the 2023 national championship game.

Dutcher, who ascended to head coach following Steve Fisher’s refirement announcement on April 11,
2017, was on The Mesa for all of Fisher's 18 seasons. He held the title of associate head coach/head
coach in waiting for six years and is the program’s 15th head coach.

Over the course of his 24 years at San Diego State, Dutcher has helped the Aztecs reach the postsea-
son 17 times, induding 12 trips to the NCAA tournament, win a conference-best 16 Mountain West fitles
and record 18 seasons of at least 20 victories. He is the only coach in the 102-year history of San Diego
State men’s basketball to win at least 20 games in each of his first six seasons and his 151 victories are
the most of any first-time Division | head coach who began at their current institution since the start of
the 2017-18 season.

His .763-win percentage (151-47) entering the 2023-24 season is the best in program history, as is
his .550-win percentage (11-9) against top-25 opposition.

In 2017-18, Dutcher’s first roster as head coach featured a pair of seniors, Trey Kell and Malik Pope,
that had won multiple league titles and had NCAA tournament experience. The Aztecs won six consec-
utive games fo end the regular season and captured the program’s 11th crown, the Mountain West
tournament fitle, and returned to the NCAA tournament. Dutcher was the only first-year head coach to
guide his team fo the 2018 NCAA tourney and one of six to have won at least 20 games. SDSU finished
the campaign with a 22-11 record, with the 22 wins representing the most by a first-year Aztec men's
baskethall head couch and the second-most among first-year coaches that season.

The 2018-19 season saw the Aztecs return to the Mountain West championship game after twice
defeating nationally ranked Nevada, including a 65-56 viciory over the Wolf Pack in the semifinal of
the MW tournament. The team was 21-13, the 13th consecutive season with at least 19 victories.

In 2019-20, his squad ripped off a program-record 26 straight wins to open the season and peaked,
for eight weeks, at No. 4 in both the AP and Coaches top-25 polls, before finishing the regular season
at No. 6. The Aztecs went 30-2 on the year, induding 17-1 in Mountain West play and Dutcher earned
USA Today National Coach of the Year, Mountain West Coach of the Year (in both the coaches and media
polls), NABC Division | District 17 Coach of the Year and USBWA Disirict IX Coach of the Year. In addition,
he was a finalists for the 2020 Werner Ladder Naismith Men’s College Coach of the Year Award.

In program history, the feam’s 30 wins are the fifth most and its two defeats are the fewest. SDSU's
17 wins in MW play are the most in program history. lis one loss in league action is the fewest in the
Aztecs' Division | era and equals the fewest since 1926-27, when it moved from junior college to the
National Association of Intercollegiate Athlefics (NAIA). San Diego State opened the 2019-20 league
slate with a 15-game winning sireak also which set a Mountain West record.

Led by junior guard and consensus All-American Malachi Flynn, who would be a first-round selection
of the NBA Toronto Raptors, the team won the Continental Tires Las Vegas Invitational with a blowout
victory over Creighton and a 16-point comeback win against lowa in the championship game. In addi-
tion, the Aztecs handed Utah a 28-point loss in the Basketball Hall of Fame Classic, three days after the
Utes beat No. 6 Kentucky.

In the COVID-affected season of 2020-21, the Aztecs were once again the cream of the Mountain
West crop posting a 23-5 record, including a 14-3 mark in league play. San Diego State earned the
league’s regular season and tournament crowns an in the NCAA tournament were a 6-seed. For the
second consecutive campaign, Dutcher was named Coach of the Year of both the Mountain West and
NABC Division | District 17.

The Aztecs opened 2020-21 with a win over No. 22 UCLA and later won af No. 23 Arizona State. The
team reached the MW fitle game for the fourth straight season earning a measure of revenge in the
championship game, defeating Utah State, 68-57, which had had knocked them off in the previous two
league title games.

The team was led by seniors Matt Mitchell and Jordan Schakel, who became the 34th and 35th
players in program history, respectively, to score 1,000 points in their careers. Mitchell was named an
honorable-mention AP All-American honors, Mountain West Player of the Year, first-team All-Mountain
West, Mountain West All-Defensive Team, NABC first-team All-District 17, USBWA first-team All-District
IX, Basketball Times West Coast All-District Team, Mountain West Tournament Most Valuable Player,
Mountain West All-Tournament Team and was the sixth player, and first Aztec, in Mountain West history
to earn Player of the Year & Tournament MVP in the same year. Schakel was second-team All-Mountain
West, NABC second-team All-District 17 and a Mountain West All-Tournament Team honoree.

The 2021-22 campaign demonstrated that despite losing its top three scorers from the previous

season, the Aztecs reload while other programs rebuild. For the fifth consecutive year, Dutcher guided
the Aztecs to 20-plus wins (23-9), and a bid to the NCAA tournament, the third since taking the helm of
the program. If not for the cancellation of the 2020 NCAA tournament, SDSU, which was projected to be
aNo. T or No. 2 seed with a 30-2 record, the 2021-22 season would have marked the program’s third
straight, and fourth overall, NCAA appearance under Dutcher.

San Diego State authored a 79-49 dismantling of No. 20 Colorado State at Viejas Arena, the worst
beating SDSU has ever handed to a ranked opponent, and a 63-58 win over the No. 23 Rams in the
semifinal of the Mountain West Championship. Entering 2022-23, Dutcher was 5-0 against top-25
opponents in Viejas Arena and 9-6 overall against ranked teams.

Matt Bradley, a transfer from California, slipped seamlessly into the Aztecs offense, led the team in
scoring, 16.9 points per game, and was named the Mountain West Newcomer of the Year, first-team
All-Mountain West, second team NABC All-District 17 and earned hoth ESPN and NCAA March Madness
National Player of the Week honors. In addition, sophomore guard Lamont Butler was a Mountain West
All-Defensive Team designee and Chad Baker was the league’s sixth man of the year.

The years leading to 2022-23 set the stage for men's baskethall history. Following its 15th and 16th
Mountain West Crowns, San Diego State earned a No. 5-seed in the NCAA Tournament and began the
most epic run in program history. In its 10th appearance in the last 13 NCAA Tournaments, the Aztecs
ended five multi-game win streaks in snapping the College of Charleston’s 10-game win streak in the
NCAA First Round and Furman’s seven-game win streak in the second round. It then ended No. 1/2
Alabama's five-game win streak in the Sweet 16, Creighton’s three-game win streak in the Elite 8 and
Florida Atlantic’s 11-game win streak in the Final Four.

Micah Parrish had five 3-pointers and scored 17 for SDSU, while
newcomer Reese Waters added 15.

The Aztecs went on a 15-4 run after the Titans closed to 39-38
on Grayson Carper’s 3 early in the second half. The spurt started
when LeDee scored six straight points, including a coast-to-coast
dunk and a 3-point play. Elijah Saunders had a steal and dunk,
Parrish hit a 3 and Butler sank a jumper to make it 54-42.

The Aztecs say it's time to move on from last year's thrilling run
through March Madness.

Dominic Brewton scored 13 for the Titans. Max Jones had 11
points and Donovan Oday added 10.

San Diego State lost five key players from lost season’s team,
including leading scorer Matt Bradley and leading rebounder Na-
than Mensah. Aztecs guard Darrion Trammell, the leading refurning
scorer, has been sidelined with a shoulder injury since early October.

Senior guard
Darrion Trammell finished with game-highs of five assists and three
steals while totaling eight points.

“We knew they were going
to come in here and play hard. They had a great environment
tonight. They have a great team. We knew we had to come in and
step it up. We knew that we had to get stops and rely on defense
getting stops and getting stops. We got three stops in a row at the
end of the game.

The Scarlet and Black outshot UC San Diego 41.3 percent (26-
of-63) t0 39.7 percent (23-0f-58) from the field and 38.1 percent
(8-0f-21) to 34.5 percent (10-of-29) from beyond the arc.

Miles Heide and Demarshay Johnson Jr. each set a career-high
with nine and eight rebounds, respectively.

San Diego State’s younger players earned more experience with
Cade Alger scoring his first points of the season and BJ Davis and
Com Lawin both making their first collegiate baskets.

The Aztecs outshot Saint Katherine from the field: 45.8 percent
(33-72) 1o 32.8 percent (19-58). The Firebirds shot better from
deep: 35.7 percent (10-28) to 30.4 percent (7-23) and from the
line: 100 percent (9-9) o 90 percent (18-20). SDSU led in most
other fascets of the game: 42-4 in bench points, 46-12 in the paint,
33-2 off turnovers and 19-2 on second chance poins. Sun Diego
State had twice as many rebounds as Saint Katherine 50 (19 offen-
sive, 31 defensive) to 25 (five offensive, 20 defensive).

San Diego State does not have a lot of time to prepare for its
next game with a home matchup against the Stanford Cardinal set
for 6 p.m. on Thursday night at Viejas Arena. The game will be
broadcast on (BS Sports Network and San Diego Sports 760.
