top 25 are the 18th most nationally and are the most for any California school in that time frame (see graphic on page 9).

SDSU enters tonight's game battle tested, including having played the fewest Quad 4 games, one (1), among the 363 Division | schools who
compete in men’s baskethall. The only team with fewer than four Quad 4 games, and ranked ahead of the Aztecs is No. 2 Alabama which has
played three (3) games against Quad 4 competition.

San Diego State, which in 2021-22 reached the Mountain West championship game for the fifth fime in head coach Brian Dutcher’s five
seasons, looks for its unprecedented 15th Mountain West men’s basketball title. Entering the 2022-23 season, San Diego State, the most
successful program in conference history, has won eight regular season and six Mountain West tournament fitles.

San Diego State has a 28-8 record (77.8 percent) in true road games since the start of the 2019-20 season. That is the second best record in

the nation trailing only Gonzaga's 27-4 record (78.1 percent).
San Diego State owns a 96-21 record (82.1 percent) since the start of the 2019-20 campaign. That's the fourth best record in the nation,

trailing Gonzaga's 111-12, Baylor (101-19), and Houston (106-20), and better than Kansas’ 103-23.

Senior Matt Bradley finished the UNLV win with 17 points. It was his 16th 10-plus point game of the season and the 113th double-digit
scoring effort of his career. He was 6-0f-8 from the field and in his last two games is shooting an astounding 13-of-18 (72.2 percent) from
the floor.

Senior Adam Seiko led the Aztecs with 18 points against UNLV all coming from the bonus distance. He was 6-of-10 from beyond the arc,
marking the third time this season he has made as many as six 3-pointers in a game (3-0) and in those games is shot 67.9 percent from
distance (19-of-28).

Senior Nathan Mensah had a double double (11 points & 11 rebounds) for the second time this season and the eighth time as an Aztec
(7-1)

Brian Dutcher is now in his sixth season as SDSU’s head coach and his 24th on the Aztec sidelines. In his five-plus seasons as head coach,
he has led the Aztecs to four conference fitles, five MW championship game appearances, a 139-45 (.755) overall record - eighth best in the
nation, has been named the national coach of the year and twice the Mountain West Conference Coach of the Year.

BRADLEY NAMED MOUNTAIN WEST PLAYER OF THE WEEK

Senior guard Matt Bradley has been named the Mountain West men’s basketball Player of the Week for the seven-day stretch which ended
on Sunday, February 12. The announcement was made Monday morning from the conference office in Colorado Springs, Colo.

Bradley averaged 17.5 points and 5.0 rebounds as the Aztecs won at Utah State and against UNLV in Viejas Arena lost week to maintain
its hold on first place in the league standings, with five games remaining in the regular season.

For the week, the native of San Bernardino, Calif., shot an astounding 72.2 percent (13-of-18) from the floor, 71.4 from beyond the
arc (5-of-7) and knocked down 66.7 percent of his free throws (4-of-6). In a total of 50 minutes of floor time in the two games, he also
averaged 2.0 steals, 1.5 assists and 0.5 blocks.

In snapping a three-game slide against the Utah State in Logan, Utah, he scored a game-high 18 points on 7-0f-10 shooting from the floor
(70.0 percent), was 2-of-2 from long range, made 2-of-4 from the line, grabbed six rebounds and a had a game-high three steals in 26
minutes of action.

He drained his first seven shots and did not have a miss through the first 36 minutes of play. Four of his five defensive rebounds limited
Utah State to single-shot possessions and two led directly to San Diego State scores the other way.

Against UNLV, he had 17 points on an efficient 6-of-8 from the field (75.0 percent), made 3-of-5 from the bonus distance (60.0 percent),
and hit both his free throw attempts. He grabbed four rebounds and added two assists, a steal and a block playing 24 minutes.

He sank three of his first four shots, including a steal and dunk going the other way which capped a 14-0 run and left UNLV trailing 30-11
with 9:01 to play in the half. Bradley finished 3-of-5 from the field in the first 20 minutes, including 2-of-4 from long range, with a pair of
assists, a steal and block as the Aztecs built an insurmountable 20-point halffime advantage.

One minute and 40 seconds into the second half, his 3-pointer put SDSU up 21 and the team cruised from there to its 20th win of the
season. Among Bradley’s four rebounds, two limited UNLV to single shot possessions.

This is the third Mountain West weekly honor an SDSU player has received this year, the second for Bradley in the 2022-23 season and
the fourth in his two-year Aztec career.

OUR RESUME

San Diego State has played the fewest number of Quad 4 games, one, in the nation. Only two programs, other than San Diego State, have

played less than for Quad 4 games No. 2 Alabama and No. 75 Oklahoma which have each played three.

The Aztecs are 3-4 in Q1 games, but it is worth noting that only one of those seven games were played at home.

San Diego State has suffered only one road loss (at NET No. 31 Nevada).

San Diego State has suffered three losses on a neutral floor (vs. NET No. 6 Saint Mary’s, NET No.10 Arizona & NET No. 23 Arkansas).

San Diego State is the only team in the nation to have played LESS than three Quad 4 games and is 1-0 in its single Quad 4 game.

o He sank his first triple of the second half, making him 7-of-7, all from the bonus distance.

o His seven threes equals the program record for a player coming off the bench (also: David Abramowitz, Feb. 10, 2000 vs. Utah) and was
one off the program record for a game which has been achieved four times, most recently by Jordan Schakel dropped eight on Colorado
State on January 4, 2021.

THE GOOD HANDS PEOPLE

In its game against San Jose State on January 28, the Aztecs committed only three turnovers. It is the fewest it has had in a game since af least

the 1999-00 season, a total of 777 games. It bettered the previous best, four turnovers, which SDSU has achieved nine times, the last of which

came on March 14, 2015 in the championship game of that season’s Mountain West tournament against Wyoming.

o The team that holds the record for the fewest turnovers by a Mountain West program, since the inception of the league, is Wyoming which
committed just one turnover in a February 28, 2012 game against TCU.

ONCE IS GOOD, BUT TWICE IS NICE

Senior Keshad Johnson has played 98 games in his Aztec career and in the first 92 he compiled two double doubles: 11 points, 10 rebounds at

UNLV on Jan. 1, 2022 and 14 points, 10 rebounds vs. New Mexico on Jan. 31, 2022.

o Against Utah State (1/25) Johnson recorded his fourth with 11 points and 10 boards...right on the heels of his third which came the game
before that, at Air Force (1/21) with 13 points and 10 rebounds.

o Double doubles are hetter than good for the Aztecs. When the Aztecs, currently on the roster, reach a double double, the team is a perfect
13-0.

STREAKS ON THE LINE FOR THE AZTECS ON WEDNESDAY
When the Aztecs play Utah State on Wednesday here are some of the sireaks that are on the line for SDSU:
o 40-game win streak when shooting 50 percent or hetter.

®  26-game win streak in games in which it scores between 80-89 points.

7-game win streak against Fresno State, regardless of location.

7-game win streak when holding its opponent less than 60 points.

4-game win streak in Fresno State’s Save Mart Center.

4-game win streak in games played on Wednesday.

ALL SCHEDULES AND RECORDS ARE NOT THE SAME

Through the games of February 13, San Diego State, 20-5 on the season, has played the eighth most difficult schedule in the nation, based

on its opponent's NET rank.

o 0f the 363 schools that are competing at the Division | level, the Aztecs have played just one game (1-0) against Quad 4 opponents. That
is the fewest of any team in the nation. SDSU has played 4.0 percent of its schedule against Quad 4 teams.

o Nevada is a game behind San Diego State at the top in the Mountain West, has played four Quad 4 teams (4-0). Boise State has played
seven Quad 4 games and has a 6-1 record in those games, and Utah State has played five Quad 4 games and has gone 3-2 in them.

o (f the 18 teams ahead of the Aztecs in the NET, through the games of February 13, there is one close to the Aztecs’ one (1) Quad 4 games:
No. 2 Alabama which has played three (3-0).

©  Houston, which is No. T in the NET, has feasted on Quad teams with a gaudy 10-0 record. Those 10 wins equal nearly half of the team’s
win total this season (23).

® No. 11 in the NET, Arizona, having tested themselves eight times against Quad 4 teams, is 8-0, and those eight wins account for 36.4
percent of its 22 Division 1 wins. In the latest AP poll, published on February 13, Arizona was ranked No. 8.

So all schedules and records are not the same.

SOMETIMES SIX ASSISTS ARE ENOUGH

When San Diego State defeated Air Force 70-60 on January 21, it marked the third time since the start of the 2017-18 season the SDSU

recorded six or fewer assists in a Mountain West game. SDSU is 2-1 in those three games.

o Since the start of the 2009-10 campaign, the Aztecs are 10-6 in league games when they tally no more than six assists in a game.

o Since the start of the Mountain West era (1999-00), the Aztecs have totaled six or fewer assists in a league game 24 times and earned
11 victories in those games.

o The fewest assists San Diego State has recorded and earned a win in a league game was four against Fresno State (58-47) on January
27, 2015.

o Qverall, since ot least the start of the 1996-97 season, the fewest assists San Diego State has recorded in a win are four. The Aztecs have
done it three times; the aforementioned Fresno State game, vs. No. 25 Utah (53-49) on November 18, 2014, and vs. Wyoming (69-64
in overtime) on March 11, 2006.

SEIKO ALL-TIME WINNER IN MOUNTAIN WEST HISTORY

Playing in the Aztecs 82-76 win at Colorado State on January 18, senior guard Adam Seiko racked up his 56th career win in a Mountain West

game. Those 56 wins are the most for any player in Mountain West & Aztec history (The league’s initial year of existence was 1999-2000).

o Entering the game af Fresno State, Seiko has been a part of 61 wins in Mountain West games.

o With five Mountain West games remaining on the schedule for the Aztecs and if SDSU goes 3-2 in those contests (below the program’s
conference winning percentage since 2009-10 - 74.6 percent) and the Boston native stays healthy, Seiko could complete his career with
64 conference wins.

o San Diego State has eight of the top-10 players on the all-fime league games won list.

The only non-Aztecs among the top-10 of the most Mountain West wins are Justin Bean (Utah State) and Chandler Hutchinson (Boise State)
who are tied for seventh place with 50 victories.



o (Current SDSU players Nathan Mensah (51 wins), Aguek Arop (50 wins) and Keshad Johnson (44 wins) are also high on the all-time list.

MENSAH SWATS HIS WAY TO HISTORY

Senior forward Nathan Mensah, the reigning Mountain West Defensive Player of the Year, cemented his place in Aztec history in SDSU's

82-76 overtime victory on Jan. 18, 2023, at Colorado Stafe.

o With his second blocked shot of the game, with 16 seconds remaining in the extra period, the Accra, Ghana native reached 200 blocked
shots for his career achieving the final milestone of a three-part record. He became the second Aztec in the 102 years of the program fo
score at least 800 points, grab at least 700 rebounds and block at least 200 shots. He joined Leonard Allen, who accomplished the triumvi-
rate during his career from 1982-1985, s the only two SDSU players to reach all three milestones.

o Mensah enters the Fresno State game with 904 career points, 817 rebounds (No. 3 on the program’s career list) and 208 blocked shots
(No. 3 on the program’s career list).

o With 6 more blocks he will equal Allen’s 214 career rejections as the No. 2 shot blocker in the annals of SDSU baskethall.

WELCOME BACK MATT

Senior Matt Bradley is one of the nation’s elite scoring guards. In 2021-22 he was one of six players in the nafion to average 16.9 points

and 5.4 rebounds, while shooting 43.8 percent from the floor, 40.1 percent from the bonus distance, 77.9 percent from the line. In addition,

he was one of two players, who in a minimum of 15 home games, averaged 18.2 points while shooting at least 48.2 percent from the floor

(with a minimum of 195 shot attempts) and 46.4 percent (on a minimum of 69 3-point attempts)...and is the only Division | player who has

refurned in 2022-23 with those stats.

o In the team’s first eight games, he averaged 8.8 points on 15-0f-52 FG (28.8 percent), with 3.4 rebounds and 1.0 assist.

o Since then, in the last 16 games, he is averaging 14.1 points on 83-0f-189 FG (43.9 percent), including 30-of-77 3PFG (39.0 percent)
with 3.8 rebounds and 2.2 assists and tallied his first double double of the season (17 points and 10 rebounds vs. Nevada - 1/10/23)

and second as an Aztec.
o For his career, Bradley is a 15.2 points per game scorer on 43.2 percent shoofing with 4.5 rebounds and 2.0 assists per game.

MORE ON BRADLEY

Senior Matt Bradley finished the feam’s game against Air Force (12/28) with a season-high 27 points on 9-of-12 shooting, induding 6-of-7
from beyond the arc, 3-of-5 from the charity stripe and added three rebounds, an assist, a steal and did not turn the ball over in 31 minutes
of action. He is the eighth Aztec, since af least the start of the 1996-97 season, to enjoy a game of at least 25 points without a turnover and
is the first to do is since Jeremey Hemsley (2016-19) scored 30 points in 33 minutes at Nevada without a turnover on January 4, 2017. The
other Aztecs to accomplish those minimums are:

Xavier Thames (January 25, 2014, at Utah State) 31 points, zero turnovers in 39 minutes.

Xavier Thames (January 15, 2014, vs. Fresno State) 28 points, zero turnovers in 34 minutes.

Chase Tapley (December 22, 2012, vs. San Francisco) 33 points, zero furnovers in 35 minutes.

Brandon Heath (January 24, 2004, vs. Colorado State) 26 points, zero turnovers in 43 minutes.

Aerick Sanders (December 31, 2003, vs. Portland) 34 points, zero turnovers in 40 minutes.

Evan Burns (February 24, 2003, vs. New Mexico) 31 points, zero turnovers in 34 minutes.

Juson Richey (December 2, 1997, vs. Oregon) 25 points, zero turnovers in 38 minutes.

TO 2,000 POINTS...AND BEYOND

Senior Matt Bradley emerged from the UNLV game (12/31) the eighth active player in Division | to score 2,000 career points.

o The product of San Bernardino, Calif., enters the Fresno State game with 2,160 points, No. 10 among active players, and is one of 22 active
players who have reached the 2,000-point milestone.

o Among the group, there are 13 players who stand 6-4 or shorter, Bradley among them. Within that group he reached the milestone in the
second fewest field goal attempts (1,509) and overall has grabbed the most rebounds (645).

San Diego State will play a minimum of six more games this season, if he scores at his career average (15.2 points per game), he will add
91 more points and would complete his college career with 2,251 points.

HEAT CHECK FROM THE BONUS DISTANCE

San Diego State has hit 10 or more 3-pointers in eight contests this season, including six of the team’s last 14 games, and has won each of
the eight contests when it knocks down double digit treys. How effective has the 3-point shoofing been in the lust 14 games?

o Inthe last 14 contests, the Aztecs have totaled 114 treys and have shot 38.4 percent from the honus distance (114-0f-297).

o In fs four previous games against Division | opponents, before this surge, SDSU made 13 threes and shot 25.6 percent (21-0f-82).

DUTCHER KEEPS THE BALL ROLLING...AND ROLLING

Brian Dutcher is on The Mesa in now his 24th season, 18 of them as the top man on San Diego State Hall of Fame Head Coach Steve Fisher's
bench. In that time, he's experienced 525 victories, 14 Mountain West fitles and helped the Aztecs to 15 postseason tournaments, including 10
NCAA appearances and a pair of Sweet 16 berths (2011, 2014).

 Since his ascension to the top job, prior to the 2017-18 season, he has captured four Mountain West crowns and guided his team to the
championship game in the league tournament each of his five years.

In his inaugural campaign, in 2017-18, he was the only first-year Division | head coach to guide his team to the NCAA Tournament.

He is the only head coach in program history to win af least 20 games in each of his first six seasons.

His 119 wins in his first five seasons are a program record for victories in a coach’s first five campaigns.

His 139 wins to date are the most of any head coach who started at his current insfitution at the start of the 2017-18 season.

SERIES HISTORY VS. FRESNO STATE

o This will be the 126th meeting between Fresno State and San Diego State with the Aztecs owning a 69-56 advantage in the series.
o Since 2013, when Fresno State joined the Mountain West, San Diego State has won 15 of the 23 meetings (15-8) with the Bulldogs.
Since the 2007-08 campaign, in games played in Fresno, San Diego State has won 9 of the 13 games (9-4) against Fresno State.
Brian Dutcher has been on the Aztec sideline for the last 12 games against the Bulldogs and is 8-4 against Fresno State.
Since Justin Hutson took the helm at Fresno State, the Aztecs are 7-2 and have an average margin of victory of 7.7 points per game and
San Diego State has shot .453 (210-0f-464) from the field.

BRADLEY NAMED MW PLAYER OF THE WEEK

Senior Matt Bradley was named the Mountain West men's baskethall Player of the Week, for the week ending on Sunday January 1.

o Anative of San Bernardino, Calif., Bradley shot 57.7 percent from the field (15-0f-26), 64.7 percent from beyond the arc (11-0f-17) and
sank 69.2 percent of his free throws (9-of-13) in a home win over Air Force and a road victory at UNLV lust week. In addition, he averaged
3.4 rebounds, 2.0 steals and 1.0 assists in 33 minutes of action per game.

o Last Wednesday, the 6-4 guard opened the 2022-23 MW slate with a season-high 27 points against Air Force. He was 9-of-12 (75.0
percent) from the floor, including 6-of-7 (85.7 percent) from distance, and 3-of-5 from the line without turning the ball over once. In
doing so, he became the eighth Aztec since at least the 1996-97, the ninth time overall, to score at least 25 points without commitfing
a turnover. Out of those eight players and nine occasions, he accomplished it in the fewest minutes, 31.

e With 23 points in a 76-67 victory at UNLV last Saturday, Bradley became the eighth active player in Division | to surpass 2,000 career
points.

He finished the game shooting a comparatively pedestrian 6-of-14 from the floor (42.9 percent), including 5-0f-10 from long range
(50.0 percent) and was successful on 6-of-8 free throws (75.0 percent). He added four rebounds, three steals and an assist in the
76-67 win at Thomas & Mack Center.

BRIAN DUTCHER

Head Coach

Sixth Season @ 24th Season Overall at SDSU ® Minnesota, 1982

Brian Dutcher enters his sixth season as San Diego State head men’s baskethall coach, building on the previous
five years in which he led the Aztecs to five title games in Mountain West fournament, its conference-record 11th,
12th, 13th & 14th Mountain West crowns, and to a bid to the NCAA tournament three times. He is the only coach in
the 101-year history of San Diego State men's basketball to win at least 20 games in each of his first five seasons.
His 119 victories in five seasons (119-40) are the most for any Division | head coach whose first year guiding his
current program was 2017-18 and the accompanying win percentage, 74.8 percent, is the highest for any head
hasketball coach in San Diego State history.

Dutcher has been recognized twice, following the 2019-20 and 2020-21 seasons, with Mountain West Coach of
the Year honors and was the National Association of Baskethall Coaches (NABC) Division I District 17 Coach of the
Year in hoth those years as well. In addition, Dutcher earned USA Today National Coach of the Year and United States
Baskethall Writers Association (USBWA) District IX Coach of the Year distinction following the 2019-20 campaign and
was one of five finalists for the 2020 Werner Ladder Naismith Men’s College Coach of the Year Award.

His teams have faced top-25 ranked opponents on 15 occasions and posted a 9-6 record (60.0 percent) and
includes wins over Gonzaga, UCLA and Arizona State as well as Nevada (four times) and Colorado State (twice). Since
the start of the 2018-19 season, his Aztecs are 4-2 against Pac-12 opponents and 8-4 in multi-team events in season.
Since the start of the 2017-18 season, SDSU has the 14th best home win percentage in the nation (88.3 percent),
and in the last three years, San Diego State has posted a 91.1-win percentage (41-4) in Viejas Arena, the ninth best
in the nation.

The team’s success on the court is reflected in the honors his players have earned under his tutelage. In 2020
Malachi Flynn was a consensus All-American, the third Aztecs to earn that honor and the following season Matt
Mitchell was recognized by the Associated Press with the All-American moniker.

San Diego State put a player on the USBWA's All-District IX first team in 2020 (Flynn) and 2021 (Mitchell). The
NABC has bestowed its All-District 17 honors seven fimes to an Aztec i the last five years. In 2019, Jalen McDaniels
earned first team designation. Flynn, Yanni Wetzell were first team and Mitchell was second team in 2020. In 2021,
Mitchell and Jordan Schakel earned first team and second team honors, respectively and in 2022 Matt Bradley was
a second team performer.

Within the Mountain West, Flynn was named the 2020 Mountain West Male Athlete of the Year, Player of the
Year, Defensive Player of the Year, Newcomer of the Year and a member of the All-Defensive Team. In the same
season, KJ Feagin was named to the all-defensive team and one year prior, Jeremy Hemsley was included on the
league’s all-defensive team. In 2021, Mitchell earned Mountain West Player of the Year, first team All-Mountain
West and inclusion on the all-defensive team along with Nathan Mensah. In 2022, Mensah was the Mountain West
Defensive Player of the Year and a member of the all-defensive team. Bradley was the Newcomer of the Year. Chad
Baker-Mazara was named the Sixth Man of the Year and Lamont Butler garnered all-defensive team honors.

His players have earned 14 all-Mountain West designations and 15 player of the week honors. Two Aztecs,
Trey Kell in 2018 and Mitchell in 2021, were named Mountain West tournament MVP among 10 SDSU players who
have been included on the league’s all-tournament team. In his five seasons, his charges have garnered 14 league
all-academic team distinctions with Flynn being named to the 2020 NABC Honors Court.

The 2021-22 campaign featured a 23-9 record and SDSU's second straight appearance in the NCAA fournament
and its second consecutive single-digit seed, No. 8. Six of its nine losses were by 6 points or less and after Dec. 8,
2021, five of the team’s six defeats were by six points or less. Twice during that streich, the Aztecs defeated nation-
ally ranked Colorado State.

The team’s No. 2 ranking in KenPom's adjusted defensive efficiency was the best for a Dutcher coached team and
matched the program’s best rating since the start of the 2006-07 season (the team was No. 2 following the 2010-11
campaign). Among its national rankings, SDSU was No. 2 in scoring defense, No. 4 in field goal percentage defense,
No. 25 in 3-point field goal percentage defense and No. 32 in blocks per game.

The defensive success was in part due to Mountain West Defensive Player of the Year Nathan Mensah. The Acrra,
Ghana native averaged 2.2 blocks per game to lead the Mountain West, totaled a career-high 71 blocks for the
season, and was No. 5 in offensive rebounds, No. 7 in total rebounds and No. 13 in defensive hoards.

Offensively, the team was led by first year player Matt Bradley, who transfered info the program in the summer
of 2021. The Mountain West Newcomer of the Year and first-team all-league designee, led the team in virtually
every offensive stafistical category, including points (542), field goals (186), 3-pointers (57) and free throws (113).

In 2020-21, he guided San Diego State to the Mountain West regular-season and tournament crowns and earned
a No. 6-seed in the NCAA tournament. The Aztecs went 23-5 and finished the regular season ranked No. 7 in field
goal percentage defense (.387), No. 8 in scoring defense (60.6), No. 12 in scoring margin (+13.5), No. 14 in tofal
steals (233), and No. 16 in turnover margin (+3.9) nationally. Among the Mountain West teams, San Diego State
led the league in turnovers forced (15.15), steals per game (8.19), assist-to-turnover ratio (1.25:1), three-point
field goal percentage (.381), field goal percentage defense, scoring defense, scoring margin, turnover margin and
total steals. The team posted a 14-game win streak, which is the fourth longest in school history and is the third of
at least nine games under Duicher.

The 2019-20 squad ripped off a program-record 26-straight wins to open the season and peaked, for eight
weeks, at a No. 4 ranking in both national polls, before finishing the regular season at No. 6. The Aztecs went 30-2,
including 17-1 in Mountain West play.

In program history, his team's 30 wins in 2019-20 are the third most in a season and its two defeats are the
fewest. SDSU's 17 wins in conference play are the most in program history, and its one loss is the fewest in the Aztecs’
Division | era and equals the fewest since 1926-27, when it moved from junior college competition to the National
Association of Infercollegiate Athletics (NAIA). San Diego State opened the 2019-20 league slate with a 15-game

winning streak, which set a new Mountain West record.

Led by junior guard and consensus second-team All-American Malachi Flynn, the team won the Continental
Tires Las Vegas Invitational with a blowout victory over Creighton and a 16-point comeback win against lowa in the
championship game. A month later, three days after Utah defeated then No. 6 Kentucky, the Aztecs handed the Utes
a 28-point drubbing in the Basketball Hall of Fame Classic.

With the expected return for the postseason of forward Nathan Mensah, who had been sidelined for the final 19
games of the year, San Diego State was poised for a deep run in the NCAA Tournament. The Aztecs were projected to
be either a No. T or No. 2 seed and some felt were a Final Four team, but the corona virus pandemic put an end to
the postseason and fans were left fo wonder what could have been.

In 2017-18, his first season as head coach, he was the only Division | coach to guide his team to the NCAA Tourna-
ment after going 22-10 in the regular season, including winning the 2018 Mountain West Tournament championship.

Over the course of his 23 years at San Diego State, Duicher has helped the Aztecs reach the postseason 16 times,
including 11 trips to the NCAA tournament, win a conference-best 14 Mountain West titles and record 17 seasons of
at least 20 victories.

Since 2008-09, SDSU has twice advanced to the NCAA Sweet 16 (2011, 2014) and NIT semifinal (2009, 2016),
won at least 25 games eight fimes and captured 11 MW championships (seven regular season, four tournament).

In his first year on The Mesa (1999-00) the Aztecs won only five games, but improved upon their win total from
the season before. After that, San Diego State posted a 14-14 record in 2000-01, before winning the 2002 MW
Championship, earning an NCAA tournament bid, and finishing with a 21-12 record. The 2002-03 campaign saw
SDSU receive an NIT invitation, which culminated in the program’s first Division | postseason victory.

After helping attract the program’s first McDonald's All-American to the 2002-03 squad, Dutcher assisted in
securing the signatures of future starters and all-league performers Brandon Heath and Marcus Slaughter. The duo
started their first two seasons on The Mesa, leading to the 2005-06 campaign that produced the school’s first MW
regular-season and tournament fitle sweep. The Aztecs advanced to the NCAA tournament and ulfimately won a
then-school-record 24 games. That appearance led to a string of 10 consecutive postseason berths.

His 74 consecutive games played for SDSU rank No. 2 on the team among active players (No. 1 - Nathan Mensah, 85 games).

As starter in the last 57 games (43-14) after coming off the bench in his first 42 as an Aztec.

In Mountain West road contests in the last two seasons is averaging 7.1 points on 50.0 percent shooting (37-of-74) from the floor, is grabbing 5.0 boards and SDSU is 10-4.

In MW home games this year, is shooting 64.2 percent (34-of-53 FG) and averaging 11.6 points, 6.0 rebounds and 1.0 assists.

Nathan Mensah scored 18 points to lead the Aztecs (5-2), who
came info the game looking to rebound after consecutive defeats to
Arizona and Arkansas at the Maui Invitational last week.

“Players are just fired from the flight. It is a long trip,” Mensah
said of the journey back from Hawaii and having to face a tough
Anteaters squad. “It was not just a hangover from Maui but also we
played good competition in UC Irvine.”

DJ Davis scored 28 points to lead the Anteaters (6-2), who had
a three-game winning streak snapped.

“UCIrvine's guards are dynamic,” San Diego State coach Brian
Dutcher said. “You go out there to take away the three away, you
can't give him (Davis) the three.”

Davis was 4-for-6 on threes despite the attempt by the Aztecs
defense to limit his perimeter shots.

“He shot so far away | couldn’t believe it,” Dutcher said of Davis.
“So you are going fo give him angles. You are guarding him 30 feet
from the hoop and he is going to get by you.”

It was a tight game throughout, especially in the second half
when the lead see-sawed between the teams. San Diego State main-
tained a small advantage throughout the first half and lead 32-30
at the break.

“The first game after Hawaii is always fough. | have been
around long enough to know that. If's super tough when you sched-
ule a team that is 6-1 and playing really good basketball,” Dutcher
said. “We made a lot of mistakes in the first half. Offensively too
careless with the ball.”

Matt Bradley had 14 points for the Aztecs and had the crucial
assist fo Parrish for the game-winner.

“Matt is one of the best passers on the team. | know last year he
led the team in assists and he doesn't get enough credit for that,”
Parrish said. “He is a brilliant passer when he doesn’t have a shot.”

SDSU limited the Tritons to 22.2 percent shooting (6-27) in the
first half, including draining just 2-of-15 from three-point range
(13.3 percent).

Conversely, Trammell shouldered much of the Aztecs’ offensive
burden, nailing triples on three consecutive possessions late in the
half o give the hosts a commanding 35-16 lead by intermission.

SDSU missed its first nine shots of the second period; however,
UCSD could draw no doser than 13 points after Justin DeGraaf's
layup cut the margin to 35-22 with 15 minutes remaining.

SAN DIEGO - Keshad Johnson scored 16 points and had eight
rebounds, while Matt Bradley added 14 points, as the Aztecs beat
San Jose State 72-51 on Saturday evening.

In the opening 12 minutes the Aztecs (17-1, 8-1 MW) limited the
Spartans (13-9, 4-5 MW) to 5-17 from the field and 1-8 from deep.

Aguek Arop got the crowd into it with a nice pass to Jaedon
LeDee who slammed it home to spark an Aztec run, and SDSU took
a 22-13 lead with 6:20 left in the first half. Johnson then had an-
other slam, putting the Aztecs up double digits, 24-13.

On the defensive end both Johnson and Arop had blocks in the
first half. Arop’s came with just under 3 minutes to go in the half,
keeping the Aztec advantage in the double digits, 27-14. Then with
1:48 left in the first half, Darrion Trammell picked up a loose ball
on the defensive end, threw it ahead o Micah Parrish, who threw a
perfect lob to Johnson for his second slam of the night.

But then Lamont Butler drained
a 3-pointer and Aguek Arop made a layup as SDSU quickly an-
swered and fied it at 42 with 12:52 to play.

SDSU’s Darrion Trammell was assessed a technical foul in the
opening minutes when Lucas was knocked down after a whistle in
front of the Nevada bench. Some jawing ensued and San Diego
State coaches had fo restrain some Aztecs players from leaving their
bench.

Lucas and Bradley each had 11 points at the 7:23 mark of the
first half, more than half their team’s total in a 20-20 game.

Lucas, a senior who transferred from Oregon State following
the 2021-22 season, scored seven points during a 10-1 Nevada
run that erased the Aztecs' 11-4 lead. But neither team had more
than a four-point edge the rest of the half and SDSU took a 30-28
advantage into the break.

SDSU opened the game with alley-oop slam dunks by Mensah
and Johnson, with Lamont Butler assisting on both, and then began
raining 3s on the Runnin’ Rebels.

Seiko and Micah Parrish opened the 14-0 run with 3-pointers
before the Aztecs showed a sirong inside game with three straight
slom dunks by Butler, Mensah - who converted a 3-point play -
and Bradley to take a 30-11 lead. Butler grabbed a loose ball and
swooped in for his dunk and Bradley had a steal to set up his dunk.

Johnson's early points induded a 3-pointer and a steal, after
which he went coast-to-coast for a layup.
