SDSU Crew to Compete in Two Separate
Events this Weekend

= The San Diego State women's crew team will be partcipating in
two separate competitions this weekend. The lightweights will
compete in the third annual Windermere Cup on Saturday and
Sunday, April 9-10, on the Redwood Shores in Redwood City, Calif.
The rest of the team will row in the San Diego City Championships
at Mission Bay on April 9.

Windermere Cup Info

= The Windermere Cup, held at Redwood Shores in Redwood
City, California, will feature more than 130 races between the
nation’s top universities, local rowing clubs, and high school
teams.

With competing teams from 18 colleges and more than a dozen
Bay Area clubs and high schools, the third annual Windermere
Cup is expected to draw record crowds as spectators line the
banks of Redwood Shores to watch the races and enjoy the free
community event. Food, beverages and activities will be available
to the thousands of rowing enthusiasts and community supporters
who gather for the regatta.

In addition to San Diego State and the host Stanford Cardinal,
visiting teams expected to participate include California, Clemson,
Dartmouth, Georgetown, Michigan, Oregon State, Princeton,
Sacramento State, Sonoma State, Saint Mary’s, Texas, UC Davis,
UCLA, Washington, Virginia, Wisconsin, and Yale. Athletes will
compete in two days of Henley style racing, a one-on-one or a
two-boat race used for competition at the famous Henley Royal
Regatta in Henley-on-Thames, England.

The Windermere Cup also includes racing between more than a
dozen community and high school teams from across the region,
including Marin Rowing Club, Pacific Rowing Club, Capital Crew,
St. Ignatius High School, Newport Aquatic Center, Los Gatos
Rowing Club, Kent Mitchell Rowing Club, Humboldt Rowing
Club, Peninsula Aquatic Center Junior Crew, Stanford Rowing
Center and North Bay Rowing Club.

= The San Diego State women's crew team competes with the
other two San Diego-area collegiate rowing programs, the
University of San Diego and UC San Diego, at the San Diego City
Championships on April 9. The racing will take place in Tecolote
Channel in Mission Bay. Throughout the competition, San Diego
State will use the white oars with red and black stripes. USD will
use blue oars with a white stripe and UCSD will compete with yel-
low oars.
