SALT LAKE CITY -- Making its third postseason
appearance in five years, 11th-seeded San Diego State
fell 87-83 to sixth-seeded Indiana in a nailbiter in the
first round of the NCAA Tournament.

NEW YORK -- San Diego State was eliminated in the
semifinals round in Madison Square Garden, ending its
run for its first NIT Championship, losing to Baylor, 76-
62.

The Aztecs’ chances at victory were deflated behind
the perimeter, as Baylor successfully relied on the 3-
point shot, shooting 11-22 from the arc, to pull away
with a convincing win.

The Bears were anchored by Curtis Jerrells in the first
half where he dropped 19 of his 24 points. The Aztecs
were able to manage a close game in the opening 11:45
as a basket by Ryan Amoroso gave San Diego State the
lead, 21-20.

In the ensuing possession, Baylor’s Jerrells hit a
three-pointer that ignited a 10-0 run.

Baylor was anchored by another key player,
this time by LaceDarius Dunn who scored 14 of his 23
points in the second half and was a vital part of the
Bears” 17-4 run.

PROVIDENCE, R.I. -- San Diego State had its second-
half rally fall short as the 11th-seeded Aztecs dropped a
62-59 decision to sixth-seeded and No. 15/14 Tennessee
in the first round of the NCAA Tournament.

SDSU found itself down 34-26 at halftime after
shooting 32.1 percent from the field, including a 2-for-
12 effort from three-point range. Despite the poor
shooting, the Aztecs were in the game until a 12-7
Volunteer run to end the half propelled the SEC school
to its advantage at intermission.

Coming out of the break, San Diego State methodi-
cally chipped away at its deficit and put together a 19-
10 scoring run to give the Aztecs a 45-44 lead with 9:20
to go in regulation.

TUCSON, Ariz. - No. 6/5 San Diego State, the No. 2 seed
in the West Region, picked up its first-ever Division I
NCAA Tournament victory with a 68-50 win over 15th-
seeded Northern Colorado.

The Aztecs, who were making their seventh NCAA
Tournament appearance, snapped a six-game losing
streak in the Division I tournament.

San Diego State struggled in the first half as they
made just 32.4 percent of its shots, many of which were
at the rim.

TUCSON, Ariz. - No. 6/5 San Diego State needed two
overtime sessions to hold off Temple, 71-64, in the third
round of the NCAA Tournament.

The Aztecs, who went 15,713 days between NCAA
Tournament victories and entered the tourney having
never won a Division I NCAA Tournament game, find
themselves with two wins in nearly 50 hours and a spot
in the Sweet 16.

Getting to the regional semifinals looked like a lock
in the first half as SDSU was rolling and enjoying an 11-
point lead with 3:13 left before halftime.

Again, the Aztecs had a chance to win the
game in the final moments, but Thomas’ baby jumper
missed.

In what proved to be the final five minutes, SDSU

NC
State’s 51.9 shooting percentage and 20-13 rebound
advantage made up for the lack of three-point shots.

Coming out of the break, San Diego State managed
to cut the deficit to one on a three-pointer by Chase
Tapley. That would be short lived as North Carolina

The Aztecs kept it close despite being down by as
many as nine points and managed to pull within three
after scoring on five consecutive possessions. Wolfpack
head coach Mark Gottfried then called a timeout that
sparked a 9-4 run and extended NC State’s lead to 10
with 5:37 remaining.

From there, the Wolfpack never looked back and
eventually won by a 14-point margin to end SDSU’s sea-
son.

The Aztecs shot just 37.7 percent from the field com-
pared to North Carolina State’s 58.5 shooting percent-
age. The Wolfpack also outrebounded San Diego State
by a 38-29 margin.

Jamaal Franklin scored a game-high 23 points and
added eight rebounds. Chase Tapley contributed 19 and
James Rahon was the only other Aztec in double-figures
with 11 points.

Four of the five Wolfpack starters, meanwhile, were
in double-figures led by Richard Howell’s 22 points.
