NEWS AND NOTES

m San Diego State refurns from the Thanksgiving break to face Savannah State on Monday on Steve Fisher Court at Viejas Arena.
There is no television or webstream for the game, but it can be heard on The Mighty 1090 and 105.7 The MAX with Ted Leitner on
the call.

m The Aztecs, who returned to practice on Friday afternoon, resume non-conference play after defeating California, 77-65, last Monday
at Golden 1 Center in Sacramento. The Golden Bears entered the contest as the first team out of the AP Top 25 Poll and the second
team out of the USA Today Coaches Poll.

m The vicory over California was significant in many ways. For San Diego State, it was its fourth siraight over the Bears with three
coming by double-digit margins, it was SDSU’s 16th win vs. current Pac-12 members in its last 22 meetings and it was the program’s
49th consecutive win vs. a non-league California school when played indoors.

m More important than the aforementioned reasons were the refurn of forwards Malik Pope and Max Hoetzel. Both suffered
knee injuries prior to the start of the campaign and neither had seen any action - exhibition or regular season - this season. Pope
started the California game, scored SDSU’s first six points and finished with 14 points and five rebounds. Hoetzel, meanwhile, went
for 11 points and a team-high seven rebounds off the bench.

m The Aztecs also welcomed back Matt Shrigley and Valentine Izundu in the game vs. the Golden Bears. Both had played this
season, but were held out of the San Diego Christian game for preventative reasons (ankles). Shrigley made a trio of three-pointers
before finishing with 10 points and Izundu had three rebounds and one blocked shot. Both played 19 minutes.

u Jeremy Hemsley led San Diego State with 15 points and three assists against California, marking the fourth straight game in
which the guard has led the team in both categories. The sophomore is shooting 62.5 percent (10-for-16) from three-point distance,
which is fied for 12th nationally among players with at least 15 three-point field-goal attempts (through Nov. 25).

m SDSU will look to end the month of November with a victory against a Savannah State squad it has never faced. The Aztecs enter
the contest with a 33-9 November record since the start of the 2010-11 campaign.

m The Aztecs rank second in the Mountain West in scoring defense (62.8) and they will try to slow down a Tigers offense that averages
93.6 points per game. San Diego State has held six straight opponents to under 70 points, a sireak that dates back to last season.

m San Diego State has been one of the elite teams in the nation when it comes to playing at home. Since the start of 2005-06, San
Diego State ranks eighth nationally in winning percentage, checking at 89.0 percent (161-20). Five of SDSU’s last six opponents
played at home have failed to reach the 60-point mark, a streak that dates to last season.

u As well as the Aztecs have played at home, they will be facing a Savannah State team that is familiar with unfamiliar environments.
So far this season, the Tigers have played two games in lowa (lowa and lowa State), one in Tennessee (Memphis) and a pair in
Florida (St. Francis College Brooklyn and Grambling State). SSU played their games in Florida on Friday and Saturday before making
the trip to America’s Finest City.

u Following its game with Savannah State, the Aztecs will hop on a plane themselves later in the week as a trip to Loyola in Chicago
is next up. The contest, which is set for Saturday, Dec. 3, is a part of the Mountain West-Missouri Valley Challenge and is also the
start of a two-game road trip that will take SDSU from the Pacific Time Zone fo the Central Time Zone and hack, and then over the
Mountain Time Zone where Grand Canyon will await on Wednesday, Dec. 7.

Heritage Month. The color turquoise represents harmony, friendship and fellowship in the Native American culiure. Nike N7 is a long-
time commitment and mission to inspire and enable two million Native American and Aboriginal youth in North America to participate
in sport and physical activity.

SDSU VS. THE MEAC

m San Diego State, which has never faced Savannah State, is 8-0 all-time vs. current members of the Mid-Eastern Athlefic Conference.
The Aztecs are 2-0 vs. Morgan State and Norfolk State, and 1-0 vs. Florida A&M, Hampton, South Carolina State and Howard.

m This is SDSU’s first meefing with a MEAC school since playing Hampton in the Great Alaska Shootout championship game back in
2008.

GUARD WITHOUT FOULING

m San Diego State’s starting backcourt of Trey Kell and Jeremy Hemsley have committed just eight fouls between them, while averaging
33.5 and 31.3 minutes, resepectively.

m Kellis tied for first nationally with two fouls (Sam Cassell Jr. - lona) among those players with at least four games played and averaging
at least 30.0 minutes per oufing (through Nov. 25). Hemsley is tied for 34th for fewest fouls committed with six.

M&M

m With the return of Malik Pope and Max Hoetzel, the Aztecs added two marksmen, who happen to have height, o their lineup. In the
game vs. California, the duo shot a combined 9-for-16 from the field (.563) and contributed 25 points.

m Pope, who stands at 6-10, and the 6-9 Hoeizel also grabbed 12 rebounds, with six coming on the offensive end, vs. the Golden Bears.

SHOOTING THE VIEJAS LIGHTS OUT

m Jeremy Hemsley has shot the ball well all year, but exceptionally well inside Viejas Arena. The sophomore is 18-for-27 from the floor
(.667), making a career-high nine field goals in each of the first two home games of the year, and is 7-for-9 from three-point distance
(.778). In home games, he is averaging 24.0 points, and 20.7 for the season.

m Dakarai Allen, known clogging passing lanes, blocked a game- and career-high five shots vs. San Diego Christian. His effort made
him the fourth player nationally, standing at 6-5 or shorter, o have af least five rejections in a game this season. At an Aztec level, he
hecame the first such player o accomplish the feat since 1996-97.

u Allen currently leads the team in blocked shots (7) and defensive rebounds (22) and shares the team lead in steals (6) with Trey Kell.

OPPORTUNITY KNOCKED

w Opportunity knocked and D'Erryl Williams answered. The senior guard set then-career-highs vs. San Diego in rebounds (5), steals (2,
tied) and minutes (29), while making his only three-point attempt, something he did at Gonzaga as well. Then vs. San Diego Christian,
he established new personal bests with nine rebounds and 30 minutes, to go with four points and three assisis.

m Williams is 2-for-2 from three-point distance this season after entering the year having made 3-of-7 from behind the arc in his ca-
reer.

20-POINT DUO

w Jeremy Hemsley and Trey Kell, one of the top backcourts in the nation, exploded for 25 and 23 points, respecively, in the season
opener vs. San Diego. The two became the first Aztec teammates fo score at least 20 points in a game since Jamaal Franklin scored 24
points and James Rahon added 22 vs. UNLV on Jan. 15, 2012.

GOOD OMEN?

m Montaque Gill-Caesar started the opener vs. USD in what amounted to his first career game as an Aztec after transferring from
Missouri. He hecame the first San Diego State player to start i his first game of his first season of eligibility following a transfer since
Josh Davis (Tulane) in 2013-14. That season, the Aztecs went 31-5 (16-2 Mountain West) and advanced to the Sweet 16.

BIG MARGINS IN SEASON OPENERS AT VIEJAS

u The Aztecs won their seventh straight season opener that ook place inside Viejas Arena after dismissing USD. All seven have come by
double-digit margins.

u In those seven wins, San Diego State has won by an average of 19.1 points. In the previous six seasons, five furned into NCAA tour-
nament appearances. The lone exception was 2008-09 when SDSU beat UCSD by 19 and went to the semifinals of the NIT.

AZTEC STAPLE: DEFENSE

m The Aztecs have been one of the elite defensive teams in the nation over the lust few seasons and this year they are returning eight
letterwinners off a team that finished first in the nation last season in field-goal percentage defense (.373), third in scoring defense
(60.6), fifth in total blocked shots (207), sixth in total rebounds (1,475), seventh in three-point field-goal percentage defense (.300)
and 101h in blocked shots per game (5.4).

m SDSU was fourth nationally last year in defensive adjusted efficiency (90.3), according to KenPom. In other defensive metrics, the
Axtecs were first in effective field-goal percentage (.425), second in three-point percentage (.294), fourth in block percentage (.150)
and fifth in two-point percentage (.416).

w 2013-14 ranks: 2nd in scoring defense, 6th in scoring margin, 8th in field-goal percentage defense.

m 2014-15 ranks: 2nd in scoring defense, 7th in field-goal percentage defense, 24th in blocked shots.

DAKARAI ISLAND

m Senior Dakarai Allen established himself as one of the top defenders in the nation lust season. The Elk Grove, California native ranked
first in the couniry last year in poinis per possession allowed (0.591) among 949 Division | players with af least 200 possessions
defended, according to Synergy.

KEY STARTING EXPERIENCE

m Senior Dakarai Allen and junior Malik Pope are two Aztecs who started a significant amount of games lust season, but are not
considered returning starters, and figure fo log heavy minutes through the campaign. Allen earned the starting nod 17 fimes and Pope
started on 16 occasions.

m Senior Matt Shrigley, who was a returning starfer heading into 2015-16, but was sidelined due to ACL surgery in July 2015, started
15 fimes in 2014-15.

u Others with starting experience at the Division | level include, Montaque Gill-Caesar and Valentine Izundu, who each started 13 games
at Missouri and Washingfon State, respectively.

NEW FACES

m San Diego State welcomes three new faces to floor in transfers Montague Gill-Caesar, Max Hoetzel and Valentine Izundu, and redshirt
freshman Nolan Narain.

m Gill-Caesar and Hoetzel transferred to SDSU from Missouri and Indiana, respectively, while lzundu is a graduate transfer from Wash-
ington State. The last time San Diego State had three transfers making their debut in one season was in 2012-13 when JJ 0'Brien
(Utah), Dwayne Polee Il (St. John's) and Jumes Johnson (Virginia) all became eligible. That team won 23 games and advanced to the
NCAA tournament.

NEW FACES... NEXT YEAR

m SDSU signed a pair of players from Southern California on the first day of the early signing period on Nov. 9. Inking National Letters
of Intent were a versatile wing in Jordan Schakel and combo guard Adam Seiko.

u Hailing from Torrance, Schakel helped Bishop Montgomery High School to the Del Rey League championship and an appearance in
the CIF State Open Division regional final lust season as  junior. A versatile wing, Schakel averaged 18.1 points and 7.1 rebounds, and
knocked down 81 three-pointers en route to Daily Breeze all-area first-team and all-CIF Southern Section Open Division accolades.



Standing at 6-6, 180 pounds, Schakel is a four-star player by both ESPN and Scout, and the 1371h player nationally on the Rivals 150.
m Seiko, a native of Chatsworth, inks with San Diego State out of Sierra Canyon High School. The 6-4, 195-pound combo guard averaged
9.0 points, 3.2 rebounds and 2.0 assists as junior, while knocking down 50.8 percent of his field-goal attempts (.424 3FG) over his prep
career, according to MaxPreps. Seiko helped Sierra Canyon to the CIF Southern Section Open Division finals and the Open Division state
regionals. He is a three-star player by Rivals.

NOT AN EASY TASK

m Defeating the Aztecs at home has not been easy for opponents. Since the start of 2005-06, the Aztecs are 161-20 (.890) inside Viejas
Arena.

m Only 15 teams have won inside Viejas Arena since the start of 2005-06. Of the 15, eight were non-conference foes.

m SDSU has also won 21 consecutive non-conference games vs. its fellow CSU institutions. The Aztecs have not suffered a loss since Nov.
27, 2000, at Fresno State (WAC).

u The Aztecs have been good at preparing when short on time. When there is less than 24 hours to prepare, SDSU is 16-2 in its last 18
regular-season tries.

USD cooled a bit and
the Aztecs started fo find a rhythm, but the visitors warmed back
up and scored seven unanswered points o fake a 23-14 lead with
7:56 left.

The teams traded baskets and San Diego regained its nine-
point lead with 5:20 remaining before halftime. SDSU, however,
took over the game slowly as Trey Kell and Jeremy Hemsley com-
bined to score the team’s final 13 points before Olin Carter 11l
made a bucket just before halftime to make it, 35-33, Aztecs.

The second half started much like the first, with USD making a
layup right out of the gate and followed it with yet another, this
one from Carter Ill. SDSU answered with layups from Zylan
Cheatham and Hemsley fo give the home side a 39-37 lead, but
Carter Il made a pair of free throws to knot the score.

Five consecutive points from Hemsley gave the Aztecs breath-
ing room and it jumpstarted an 18-2 run that put San Diego State
ahead, 57-41, with 7:10 fo go.

Less than fwo minutes later, SDSU’s lead ballooned to 19 and
the Aztecs never looked back. In the final minutes, the Toreros
chipped into their deficit before settling for the 10-point loss,
which happened to be their eighth siraight loss at San Diego State.

The Aztecs, who allowed USD to shoot 54.2 percent in the first
half, clamped down in the second and held the Toreros to 44.0-
percent shoofing in the final 20 minutes.

Hemsley finished with a career-high 25 points and Kell poured
in 23 of his own. D’Erryl Williams provided a spark defensively in
the first half and was key to shutting USD down on the perimeter,
which allowed the Aztecs to get back into the game. The senior fin-
ished with career highs in rebounds (5) and steals (2).

SPOKANE, Wash. - SDSU shot the ball poorly and committed 15
turnovers, which led to a 69-48 loss at No. 14/14 Gonzaga.

Both teams opened the game by missing 15 consecufive shots
(Gonzaga - 8, San Diego State - 7), but the Aziecs were the ones
to eventually jump out to a 6-2 lead.

Once the Bulldogs settled down, they scored 10 unanswered
points to move ahead, 12-6. Montaque Gill-Caesar ended SDSU’s
scoring drought, but it was just the beginning of the Aztecs’ tough
shooting night as they finished the half by making just two of their
11 attempts from the field.

Gonzaga, on the other hand, outscored San Diego State, 24-
13, after the Gill-Caesar basket to take a 36-21 lead at halftime.
In the first half, the Aztecs shot 20.7 percent from the field and
was 1-for-12 from three-point distance.

San Diego State opened the second half with a Dakarai Allen
three-pointer and a Trey Kell bucket to get to within 10 points, but
Jordan Mathews hit a three of his own. Jeremy Hemsley answered
with a trey on the next possession only to have Mathews hit yet
another three-ball to push the Bulldogs lead back to 13. That
would be as close as the Aztecs would get the rest of the way.

Mathews, who finished with a game-high 17 points, would go
on to make his third three-pointer in the first 3:04 of the period,
which spurred a 19-2 run, covering nearly 10 minutes. Kell finally
stopped the bleeding with a pair of free throws with 6:30 left in
the game, but the game was well in hand for the home team.

Kell and Hemsley each scored 14 points fo lead the Aztecs, who
shot 28.6 percent for the game and had their 15 turnovers turn
into 25 Gonzaga points.

SAN DIEGO - San Diego State, playing its second game in three
days, recovered from a sluggish opening fo defeat San Diego
Christian, 81-58, at Viejas Arena.

The Aztecs led, 18-17, with 8:49 left in the first before snap-
ping out of their funk. After Isaiah Milan’s three-pointer brought
the Hawks to within one, San Diego State went on a 10-2 run to
create separation.

Milan stopped the SDSU scoring run momentarily, but the
home team answered by scoring nine of the game’s next 12 points
to take a 37-23 lead at halftime.

The second half featured a more inspired brand of baskethall
and San Diego State's 60-percent shooting exhibition proved it.
The Aztecs outscored the Hawks, 44-35, in the final 20 minutes to
cruise fo the 23-point victory.

Zylan Cheatham and Dakarai Allen chipped in with 15
points apiece with Cheatham contributing seven rebounds and
three steals. Allen, meanwhile, grabbed o career-high nine
rehounds and blocked a personal-best five shots.

San Diego Stafe needed those contributions and more, for
instance, D'Erryl Williams' career-high nine rebounds off the
bench, because of its injury situation. The Aztecs did not have
Malik Pope (knee), Max Hoetzel (knee), Matt Shrigley (ankle),
Valentine Izundu (ankle) or Ben Perez (back) available.

Jeremy Hemsley led the way for the Aztecs with 15 points and
scored 10 straight at one point late in the first half to open what
would be an insurmountable lead.

SDSU led, 24-18, with 7:23 left before Hemsley took over the
game. The sophomore used a combination of layups and free
throws to tally seven points before delivering the knockout hlow,
a three-pointer with 3:18 to go, to put the Aztecs ahead by 16
points. San Diego State eventually led by 19 before entering the
locker room up, 42-25.

In the first half alone, the Aztecs had three players score at
least six points, led by Hemsley's 13.
