
BASKETBALL GAME NOTES

San Diego State (16-6 overall; 9-1 Mountain West Conference), win-
ners of eight consecutive conference games, looks to extend its longest
winning streak in 22 years and its longest conference winning streak in
39 years on Saturday afternoon when the Aztecs play host to Utah (11-
10/4-6 MWC). Both winning streaks are the longest since San Diego
State starting playing Division I basketball in 1970-71.

Tipoff is scheduled for 12:04 p.m. PST with the contest being broad-
cast via ESPN+Plus. The game will be shown in San Diego County on
Channel 4 San Diego. Rich Cellini (play-by-play) and Irv Brown (analy-
sis) will call the action. Ted Leitner will provide the call on radio, XPRES
1090-AM.

The Aztecs avenged their only conference loss of the season and only
loss this calendar year with a 61-51 victory over Air Force on
Wednesday night. Trailing 35-31 with 16:31 to play, San Diego State
used a 15-0 run to seize control of the game and the Falcons never got
closer than five points the rest of the way.

Junior forward Mohamed Abukar led all scorers with 18 points, con-
necting on 8-of-12 attempts from the field. Junior forward Marcus
Slaughter recorded his sixth double-double in seven games with 16
points and a game-high 15 rebounds. It marked the fifth time this sea-
son that the MWC preseason player of the year has pulled down at least
15 rebounds in a game. Freshman point guard Richie Williams had 11
points, six assists and four rebounds, while Brandon Heath, who on
Monday earned his fourth career MWC player of the week honor,
added 10 points, five assists and three steals.

San Diego State enjoyed a 33-20 rebound advantage and joined
Washington as the only teams to defeat Air Force by double figures this
season. 

Utah improved to 11-10 overall and 4-6 in conference play following
a 79-60 victory over Brigham Young on Wednesday night at the
Huntsman Center. Four Utah players scored at least 13 points and Luke
Nevill recorded a double-double with 14 points and 10 rebounds.

Saturday marks the 59th meeting between the teams with Utah owning
a comfortable 48-10 lead in the series. Earlier this season, the Aztecs
snapped a six-game series losing streak, a 22-game losing streak at the
Huntsman Center and a 23-game losing streak to the Utes in Salt Lake City,
with a 72-67 victory on Jan. 11 (one month ago game day). Heath scored 21
points and added eight assists and six rebounds in the victory for SDSU.

San Diego State is 10-1 this season at home and has won eight consec-
utive games at Cox Arena. That is the longest home win streak for SDSU
in four years.

Aztecs At-A-Glance (16-6 Overall/9-1 Mountain West)
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Storylines
San Diego State carries an eight-

game winning streak into Saturday’s
game with Utah. That is the longest
Aztec winning streak since an eight-
game winning streak from Nov. 29-
Dec. 22, 1984. The last time SDSU won
at least nine consecutive games was
Dec. 23, 1966-Jan. 28, 1967.

It also is the sixth longest active win
streak nationally, trailing only George
Washington (11), Gonzaga (10),
Memphis (10), Connecticut (10) and
Bucknell (10), through Thursday’s
games.

San Diego State improved to number
49 in the RPI following the victory
over Air Force. That marks the Aztecs
highest ranting since a final rating of
39 in 2001-02. The number is even
more impressive when considering the fact that SDSU was ranked 208 following a 4-4 start.

In addition to winning eight straight games, San Diego State has also won 10 of 11 and 12 of its last 14 games.
The Aztecs have won eight consecutive conference games, their longest league winning streak in the 36 seasons

at the Division I level. The last time San Diego State won eight straight league games was from Feb. 26, 1966-Feb.
17, 1967. The Aztecs have not won nine straight league games since winning 10 in a row from Feb. 7, 1958-Jan. 17,
1959.

With nine league wins, SDSU has already posted its most conference victories since the 1984-85 team went 11-5
in WAC play. The Aztecs have also clinced a winning conference season for the first time since 1984-85.

San Diego State is 10-1 at home this season and has won eight consecutive games at Cox Arena. It is SDSU’s
longest homecourt winning streak since winning nine straight contests from March 3, 2001-January 19, 2002. 

Although not on line Saturday, San Diego State has an impressive and significant road winning streak. The Aztecs
have won four straight road games for the first time since winning four straight from Nov. 30, 2002-Jan. 11, 2003.
The win streak has come against conference opponents making it the first time SDSU has won four straight league
road games since winning six straight road games during a three season stretch from Feb. 9, 1968-Jan. 16, 1970
(streak covered a period of time when SDSU was in the CCAA, an independent and in the PCAA).

San Diego State has won its last encounter with all nine Mountain West Conference teams. The Aztecs have also
won on their most recent visit to six MWC facilities (Brigham Young's Marriott Center, UNLV's Thomas & Mack
Center, Utah's Huntsman Center, TCU's Daniel-Meyer Coliseum, Wyoming's Arena-Auditorium and Colorado
State's Moby Arena).

For the season, San Diego State is shooting 47.1 percent. Only once in the past 17 seasons have the Aztecs shot
that well for an entire season (2001-02, 47.6 percent). San Diego State is 8-1 this season when shooting 50 percent or
better from the field, a number SDSU has reached in eight of its last 11 games.

San Diego State claimed its fifth Mountain West Conference Player of the Week honor this season when Brandon
Heath earned the honor on Monday. Juniors Heath and Marcus Slaughter have each won the award twice and fresh-
man Kyle Spain has been honored once.

Junior guard Brandon Heath earned co-Mountain West Conference Player of the Week honors on Monday mark-
ing the second time this season and the fourth time in his career he has won the award. He posted big numbers last
Saturday at Fort Collins, scoring a game and season-high 28 points on 10-of-13 shooting, including 5-of-7 from
three-point range. He added a game-high five assists, three steals and two rebounds. Heath has been outstanding
of late, averaging 19.5 points in his last 11 games and connecting on 36 of his last 80 attempts (45.0 percent) from
three-point range. He is the MWC leader in scoring, three point field goals made and free throw percentage.

With his 10 points against Air Force, Brandon Heath has  inched closer to fourth place on SDSU’s all time scor-
ing chart with 1,337 points. Next up for Heath will be Bob Brady in fourth position. Brady, who played with the
Aztecs for three seasons in the early 1950s, ended his career with 1,389 points, leaving Heath 52 points shy of his
mark entering Saturday’s games.

Junior forward Marcus Slaughter recorded his sixth double-double in seven games, the 11th of the season and
the 23rd of his career with 16 points and a game-high 15 rebounds against Air Force on Wednesday. With 11 dou-
ble-double this season, Slaughter has surpassed his single-season total from last season and he now ranks third on
the career charts with 23 double-doubles (trailing Michael Cage (61) and Joel Kramer (26)). He also moved into
eighth place on the career rebounding chart with 654 boards. He needs 33 rebounds to displace Aerick Sanders (686)
for seventh place on the SDSU career chart.

Through Monday’s games, Marcus Slaughter ranked 10th in the nation in rebounding and is currently averaging
10.9 boards per game. He is currently averaging a double-double and is looking to become just the third SDSU play-
er in the Division I era to average a double-double. Chris McMurray (1971-72) and Michael Cage (1980-81, 1982-83
and 1983-84) are the only two players to average a double-double in SDSU’s 36 Division I seasons.

Junior transfer Mohamed Abukar continues to make his presence felt. He has reached double figures in scoring
in five straight games for the first time in his career and the Aztecs have won eight straight when he scores at least
10 points. He had a game-high 18 points against the Falcons on Wednesday on 8-of-12 field goal shooting. He is
averaging 13.1 points per game and is connecting on 53.8 percent from the field.

Four Aztec Starters Score in Double Figures as Aztecs Win Eighth Straight with 61-51
Victory Over Air Force
SAN DIEGO -- San Diego State used a 15-0 run mid-
way through the second half to defeat Air Force 61-51
on Wednesday night at Cox Arena.

With the victory, San Diego State extended its over-
all and conference and home winning streaks to eight
games. The eight-game overall win streak ties the
Division I era school record and the eight-game con-
ference win streak is the longest in the Division I era
and the longest in 39 seasons.

The victory also avenged SDSU’s only league loss of
the season, a 65-62 setback on Jan. 7 at Clune Arena.

The Aztecs trailed 35-31 with 16:31 to play, but used
a 15-0 run to take control. Freshman guard Richie
Williams scored the first six points of the spurt and
ended the game with 11 points and six assists.

Junior Mohamed Abukar led all scorers with 18
points. The forward connected on 8-of-12 attempts
from the field for the Aztecs. Marcus Slaughter post-
ed his sixth double-double in seven games with 16
points and a game-high 15 rebounds. Brandon Heath
also reached double figures with 10 points, five
assists and three steals.

San Diego State shot just 44.2 percent from the
field, but used a 33-20 rebound advantage to help
overcome 2-for-16 shooting from three-point range.
The Aztecs outscored the Falcons 21-6 at the free
throw line. 

The crowd of 11,718 was the fourth largest in Cox
Arena history and the fifth largest  in San Diego State
history.

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San Diego State-Utah: The Series
San Diego State and Utah are meeting for the 59th

time, with Utah owning a 48-10 advantage includ-
ing a 27-1 lead in games played in Salt Lake City.

The Aztecs’ win on Jan. 11, 2006, snapped a six-
game series losing streak, a 22-game losing streak in
the Huntsman Center and a 23-game losing streak
to Utah in Salt Lake City. More details can be found on
this game at the end of this note.

San Diego State is going for its second season-
sweep of Utah. The Aztecs only sweep of the Utes
came in 1982. In 25 previous seasons the teams have
met twice during the regular season, with Utah
claiming 18 regular-season sweeps, six splits and
SDSU with one sweep.

Despite the win last month, Utah has still won 20
of the last 22 encounters.

This is the 26th meeting between the teams in
“America’s Finest City”, with Utah owning an 18-7
lead. The Utes have won the last two games at Cox
Arena, dating back to a 58-56 Aztec win on Jan. 18,
2003.

Last season, Utah claimed a 61-41 victory in San
Diego on Feb. 5, 2005, and a 72-60 win in Salt Lake
City on March 5, 2005. The scores are a bit mislead-
ing as the Aztecs held the lead for more than six
minutes in San Diego in a game that featured five
ties and four lead changes. Later in the season at the
Huntsman Center, despite playing without Marcus
Slaughter, SDSU led for 12:19 of a contest that had
five ties and 16 lead changes. More details can be
found on both games at the end of this note.

Five of the last eight meetings in the series have been decided by six points or less with the Utes winning three of those
five games.

Junior guard Brandon Heath is 15-for-32 (46.9 percent) in his career from three-point range against Utah. In six career
games, Heath is averaging 14.2 points, 3.3 rebounds, 3.3 assists and 2.0 steals. Earlier this season against Utah, Heath
scored 21 points and added eight assists and six rebounds against the Utes.

Current members of the Aztec team have combined to connect on 24-of-48 (50.0 percent) from three-point range. The
breakdown by individual is Heath 15-for-32 (46.9 percent),  Sharper 7-for-11 (63.6 percent), Slaughter 1-for-1 (100.0 per-
cent), Abukar 1-for-1 (100.0 percent), Spain 0-for-1 (0.0 percent) and Thomas 0-for-1 (0.0 percent).

Current Aztec player stats vs. Utah can be found on page five.
Steve Fisher owns a 4-12 lifetime mark against Utah, earning a pair of victories while at Michigan. Fisher’s squads

defeated the Utes 81-65 on Dec. 1, 1990, in Ann Arbor, Mich., and 73-69 in the third-place game of the 1994 Maui Classic
in Lahaina, Hawaii. That victory over the Utes in Maui was Fisher’s 125th career victory.

The Aztecs and Steve Fisher are 3-3 lifetime against Utah coach Ray Giacoletti. San Diego State faced the first-year Utes
coach three consecutive seasons while he was at Eastern Washington. The Aztecs claimed an 86-58 victory on Dec. 20,
2001, lost 75-70 on Nov. 23, 2002 and won 79-66 on Dec. 20, 2003. All three of those games were played at Cox Arena.

San Diego State 72, Utah 67 | Jan. 11, 2006 | Huntsman Center
SALT LAKE CITY -- San Diego State used a 35-25 rebound
advantage to end a 22-game losing streak at Utah with a 72-67
victory at the Huntsman Center.

The victory snapped a six-game losing streak to the Utes, a
22-game losing streak at the Huntsman Center and a 23-game
losing streak to Utah in Salt Lake City.

It was the Aztecs second ever win at Utah and first since
1982.

Utah jumped up early and led 23-10 with 6:33 to play in the
first half. The Aztecs started to chip away at the advantage and
cut the deficit to two points on a Brandon Heath 30-foot
jumper at the buzzer.

The Utes pushed the lead back to seven points early in the
second half before the Aztecs used a 20-6 run to take the lead
for good. Heath scored 13 of his game high 21 points during
the spurt.

Heath, who reached the 20-point plateau for a career-best
fifth straight game, added season-bests in assists (eight) and
rebounds (six).

Utah pulled back to within one point, 67-66, with 2:59 to
play. After the teams traded turnovers, SDSU got an offensive
rebound from Mohamed Camara who found John Sharper for
a wide-open three-pointer to give SDSU a 70-66 lead.

Utah had three three-point attempts to tie the game in the
final 21 seconds but were unable to score.

Junior forward Mohamed Abukar scored 16 points and
added seven rebounds, while junior forward Marcus
Slaughter overcame foul trouble to contribute 14 points.

San Diego State made 25-of-50 shots from the field, marking
the fourth straight game the Aztecs have shot at least 50 per-
cent from the field.

As previously mentioned, San Diego State was 1-27 lifetime against Utah in Salt Lake City prior to this season, with
the previous victory coming on Feb. 25, 1982. The Aztecs won 74-72 that day behind junior Keith Smith’s 16 points and
sophomore Michael Cage’s 11 rebounds. The Aztecs ended the campaign with a 20-9 record and advanced to the NIT.

No. 16/15 Utah 72, San Diego State 60 | Mar. 5, 2005 | Huntsman Center
SALT LAKE CITY, Utah -- Andrew Bogut recorded his 20th double-double of the season with 20 points and 15 rebounds,
leading No. 16/15 Utah past San Diego State 72-60 in the Huntsman Center.  

The Utes capped a perfect 16-0 record at home and completed the best season in the history of the Mountain West
Conference, topping Air Force’s 12-2 league mark from a year ago.

Utah, which ran away with the top seed in the upcoming MWC tournament, got 18 points and eight rebounds from
Justin Hawkins, while Marc Jackson added 10 points and seven assists.  

Brandon Heath led San Diego State with 23 points and Matt Thomas scored 14 for the Aztecs, who kept the Utes’ lead
to single digits until the final minutes.

Thomas made two free throws with 3:57 left to get SDSU within six at 61-55, but Utah scored the next eight points.
Bryant Markson and Hawkins hit back-to-back reverse layups and Hawkins added a free throw. Bogut then capped the
run with a 3-pointer.

The Utes led 32-30 at halftime after shooting 64 percent in the first half. But the lead was still small because Utah also
had just one more field goal (14) than it had turnovers. 

LAST MEETING AT COX ARENA (2005)
No. 21/22 Utah 61, San Diego State 41 | Feb. 5, 2005 | Cox Arena at AZtec Bowl
SAN DIEGO - The No. 21/22 Utah Utes (19-3; 7-0) stayed undefeated in Mountain West Conference play Saturday with
a 61-41 victory over San Diego State (9-11; 3-4) at Cox Arena.

The Utes were led by their sophomore center, Andrew Bogut, who turned in a team-high 15 points and 13 rebounds.
Forward Justin Hawkins chipped in with 15 points, eight rebounds and Richard Chaney added 11 points in the win.

For San Diego State, forward Marcus Slaughter led all scorers with his 18 points, eight of which came from the free-
throw line (8-12 FT). The sophomore from Riverside also grabbed a team-high eight rebounds.

But the story this season for the Aztecs has been field goal shooting percentage. SDSU shot 34.1 percent from the field
compared to Utah's 46.2 percent. This marked the 22nd consecutive Aztec game in which the team with the higher field
goal percentage has won the game. 

Making matters worse for SDSU was its free-throw shooting. The Aztecs were just 9-for-16 from the charity stripe (56.3
percent), whereas the Utes shot 84.6 percent (11-13 FT) for the game. 

Throughout the game, Utah used its tough perimeter defense to shut down one of the conference's most explosive
offensive players in sophomore Brandon Heath. The Utes kept him in check only allowing him to score six points on 3-
of-8 shooting. His scoring output was the lowest this season since he scored five against UC San Diego on Nov. 27. 

LAST POSTSEASON MEETING
Utah 75, San Diego State 69 | March 11, 2004 | Pepsi Center | MWC Quarterfinals
DENVER - Aerick Sanders and San Diego State matched Utah shot for shot, but it wasn’t enough as the Utes held off the
Aztecs, 75-69, in the quarterfinals of the Mountain West Conference Championships.  

Sanders had 18 points on 9-of-17 shooting, including 12 points in the first half, before fouling out late for San Diego
State (14-16). The sixth-seeded Aztecs led 65-62 late and had plenty of chances down the stretch, but couldn not convert.

Utah (22-8) defeated San Diego State, 66-53, in the regular-season finale on March 6, but the game was much closer
this time. The third-seeded Utes had 15 turnovers, mostly due to San Diego State's pressure, and was forced to hit 7-of-
8 free throws in the final 1:10 to win.

After the teams traded leads for the majority of the second half, Utah went up 68-67 on a three-point play by Justin
Hawkins with 1:47 left. Chris Walton had chance to put San Diego State back up with a short jumper in the lane, but his
shot rimmed out. San Diego State forced a long three-point attempt by Jacobson at the other end, but Richard Chaney
sneaked in for the rebound and hit two free throws to put Utah up 72-67 with 25 seconds left. Chaney finished with 14
points and eight rebounds.

Chris Walton chipped in with 14 points, while Brandon Heath scored 13 points in 32 minutes.

LAST SDSU VICTORY IN SAN DIEGO
San Diego State 58, Utah 56 | Feb. 18, 2003 | Cox Arena at Aztec Bowl
SAN DIEGO - The Aztecs utilized an 18-4 second-half run as well as clutch free-throw shooting and baskets from Tony
Bland and Mike Mackell in the waning minutes to hold on for a 58-56 victory over Utah at Cox Arena. 

The victory enabled San Diego State (11-4 overall, 2-0 Mountain West) to end eight seasons of futility and a 14-game los-
ing streak to Utah (12-4/0-1 MWC) in the process of earning their school-record 11th straight victory over non-ranked oppo-
nents.

Utah had opened up a six-point lead before the Aztecs went on their second-half run over a 7:01 span, receiving six
points from Mackell and five each from Deandre Moore and Evan Burns in the run to take a 49-41 lead with 6:27 left.

Utah responded with a 9-1 run to knot the game at 50. The Aztecs then called timeout and on the ensuing possession,
Tony Bland hit a running jumper to put the Aztecs up by two.

A few free throws and a Mackell tip in made the lead four before a Nick Jacobson layup and an Aztec turnover gave
the Utes the ball down by two points with 27 seconds remaining, but Johnsen’s three-pointer rimmed out and SDSU’s
Aerick Sanders grabbed the rebound and made both free throws to give the Aztecs a four-point lead with six seconds
left. Tim Frost’s shot at the buzzer finalized the score at 58-56.

Mackell and Bland, who helped hold Utah leading scorer Nick Jacobson to 4-of-16 shooting, led the Aztecs with 13
points each.

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Aztec Cliff Notes
The preseason favorite to win the Mountain West Conference, San Diego State has

overcome playing without key components of the team during the non-conference
campaign to post an 16-6 overall record and a 9-1 MWC mark. San Diego State has
played great of late, winning eight straight, 12 of its last 14 games and is 9-1 since hav-
ing all three of its main scoring weapons - Brandon Heath, Marcus Slaughter and
Mohamed Abukar.

The Aztecs have played without MWC preseason player of the year Marcus
Slaughter (missed three games), MWC newcomer of the year Mohamed Abukar (10
games) and team captain Trimaine Davis (four games) due to injuries (Slaughter and
Davis) and NCAA transfer rules (Abukar). The result was nine different players earn-
ing starts and seven different lineups in the first 13 games of the season. The lineup
has been more consistent of late with SDSU going with two guards (Brandon Heath
and Richie Williams) and three forwards (Marcus Slaughter, Mohamed Abukar and
Kyle Spain) starting the last seven of nine games. With Spain serving a team suspen-
sion, the Aztecs have looked to sophomore Matt Thomas in the starting lineup.

Despite missing three games, junior forward Marcus Slaughter has enjoyed a
tremendous season. He is averaging a double-double at 17.4 ppg and 10.9 rpg. Prior
to an injury in the Dec. 17th game against UC Santa Barbara, he had scored 22 or more
points in four consecutive game for the first time in his career and had three consecu-
tive double-doubles. The injury, a second degree MCL sprain to the left knee, kept him sidelined until he played in the
league opener against Colorado State. He has posted double-doubles in six of his last seven games and has 143 points
and 95 rebounds in his last seven games. He earned his second MWC player of the week honor of the season last month.

Slaughter is joined in the frontcourt by Mohamed Abukar. The junior transfer from Florida scored in double figures
in his first three games in an Aztec uniform. Against Colorado State, he tied a career high with 22 points on 10-of-12
shooting from the field. He is averaging 13.1 points and 3.8 rebounds and has reached double figures in a career best
five straight games.

The surprise of the season may be true freshman forward Kyle Spain. Spain is averaging 10.2 points, 6.2 rebounds and
has played the second most minutes on the team behind Heath. He has connected on 51.1 percent of his field goal
attempts and the Aztecs are 9-1 when he scores in double figures. He will miss his fourth straight game on Saturday as
he serves a team suspension.

Junior Brandon Heath heads up the backcourt. He leads the MWC in scoring at 17.8 ppg and is shooting 41.1 percent
from three-point range. Heath also leads the league in free throw percentage at 85.7. He has scored 20 or more points 11
times this season and 32 times in his career.

Another true freshman, Richie Williams, starts at the point guard position for the Aztecs. Williams has played in all
22 games and made 21 starts for SDSU. He leads the team in assists (75) and in steals (38), while averaging 6.0 points
and 2.5 rebounds. He has had six assists on five occasions this season.

With the starting lineup now secure, San Diego State has quality experience off the bench.
Senior guard John Sharper may be the best three-point field goal shooter in the league. He is 52-of-125 (41.6 percent)

this season and is among the league leaders in treys. He has made at least two three-point field goals in 17 of his last 21
games and has averaged just one turnover every 29.1 minutes this season. Sharper is averaging 8.3 ppg.

Senior center Trimaine Davis serves as the team captain and is instant energy when he enters the game. A 69.6 per-
cent field goal shooter, Davis is averaging 5.2 ppg and 2.6 rpg. He has started six games this season and is averaging 16.8
minutes per game.

Senior center Mohamed Camara is one of the most improved players in the league. A big man that gives SDSU a wide
body presence in the paint, he is averaging 2.9 ppg and 4.2 rpg. He has turned into an offensive threat but still contin-
ues to excel on the defensive end of the court.

San
Diego State (and UNLV) join eight other teams as the only MWC squads to post three conference road wins in the first
half of the league season. The other eight teams went on to either win or share the league title.

As impressive, is San Diego State’s scoring margin of +9.3 would rank second in league history behind only Utah’s

At 9-1, San Diego State is off to its best conference start in its 36 seasons at the Division I level. The last time SDSU won
nine of its first 10 conference games was when the 1966-67 NCAA Division II quarterfinal squad finished league play at
9-1.

With the fast start, the Aztecs have matched their best league start in the 85-
season history of San Diego State basketball. In addition to the 1966-67 team, the
1957-58 squad won nine of its first 10 and also finished the conference season at
9-1.

This marks just the ninth time in the Division I era that the Aztecs have a win-
ning conference record after nine games.

If history is any indication, the solid league start is a good indicator the season
will end up well for SDSU. In the Division I era, only four Aztec teams have
opened up by winning six of their first eight conference games. Of those four, two
went on to the NCAA Tournament and one advanced to the NIT. Three of the
four ended the season with a winning record and two won at least 20 games.

How far has the San Diego State program come? The nine conference wins this
season are more than the Aztecs posted in the entire conference seasons in the
past 20 years. The nine league victories is SDSU’s highest conference win total
since 1984-85 when the Aztecs went 11-5 in the Western Athletic Conference. San
Diego State’s last winning league record came was also in 1984-85 (11-5) and the
Aztecs last regular-season conference title was a share for the PCAA crown in
1977-78 (11-3).

In 10 conference games this season (9-1), SDSU has matched its victory total (9)
from the previous 28 league games (9-19).

The 22-Game Start
At 16-6, San Diego State is off to its best 22-game start since opening the 1984-

85 season with a 17-5 record. Since that time the Aztecs best record after 22 games
was 13-9 in both 1995-96 and 2001-02, meaning that regardless of the outcome on
Saturday, SDSU already has clinched its best 22-game record since the 1984-85
campaign. 

This marks the third best start in the Division I era, with the two previous best
starts yeilding trips to the postseason (NCAA in 1984-85 and NIT in 1981-82).

Nice Jump
By winning 12 of its last 14 games, San Diego State has moved from 226 in the

RPI on Nov. 30 and No. 208 in the rating on Dec. 10 to its current position of 49
(as of Friday, Feb. 10). 

During the 2003-04 season, the Aztecs peaked at 68 following a victory over
Iowa State on Jan. 3 of that season and this marks the Aztecs’ highest ranking
since finishing the 2001-02 season at 39.

San Diego State has seen its RPI improve or stay the same following 10 of its
last 11 games. The Aztecs have improved 159 spots from their Dec. 10 RPI of 208.

The Aztecs now own the best RPI in the league.
This shows a rather significant improvement over where the Aztecs have fin-

ished the previous couple of seasons in the RPI. After finishing 39 in the 2001-02
NCAA Tournament season, the Aztecs ended the last three campaigns at 99
(2002-03 NIT season), 117 (2003-04) and 186 (2004-05) in the RPI.

Winning Big
With the 10-point victory vs. Air Force on Feb. 8, San Diego State recorded its

11th double-digit victory of the season.
During the Steve Fisher era, the number of double-digit victories has been a

good indicator to the total number of victories. In the 2001-02 NCAA
Tournament season, the Aztecs went 21-12 and had 13 victories by 10 or more
points. The following season, SDSU was 16-14, advanced to the second round of
the NIT and had 11 double-digit wins. The last two seasons, the Aztecs combined
for just 10 double-digit win totals.

This season, San Diego State has brought back the blowout win, already hav-
ing recorded 11 double-digit victories. Through just 22 games this season, the
Aztecs have posted their highest season total in the category since the 2002-03

The 11 double-digit wins in 22 games this season equals the total number San Diego State had in the 65 games prior
to this season.

San Diego State also claimed three straight wins by at least 10 points from Jan. 14-21 (actualy, all three wins were by
at least 16 points) for the first time since defeating Monmouth (Nov. 22), UC San Diego (Nov. 27) and San Diego (Dec. 1)
in the 2004-05 campaign. The last time SDSU posted three straight double-digit conference wins was Air Force (Feb. 22),
New Mexico (Feb. 24) and Wyoming (Mar. 1) of the 2002-03 campaign.

Heath Claims Mountain West Conference Player of the Week Honor
San Diego State junior guard Brandon Heath has been named co-Mountain West

Conference Player of the Week for the period ending February 5 after guiding the
Aztecs to a conference road win at Colorado State on Feb. 4. Heath, who is being hon-
ored for the fourth time in his career and second time this season, shares the award
with Brigham Young's Rashaun Broadus. 

Heath's four career weekly awards ties Michael Cage and Aerick Sanders for most
player of the week awards in school history. 

A native of Los Angeles, Heath played all 40 minutes en route to a season-high 28
points on 10-of-13 shooting, including 5-for-7 from 3-point distance in leading San
Diego State (now 16-6/9-1 MWC) to its seventh straight victory. His 10 field goals and
three steals were season highs, while his five 3-point baskets tied a career high. Heath
also joined guards Matt Thomas and Richie Williams for game-high honors with five
assists. For the game, Heath either scored or assisted on half of San Diego State's 30
field goals. 

The junior guard's hot shooting was a major reason SDSU shot 63.8 percent for the
game, its highest ever in an MWC contest. He scored 17 first-half points as San Diego
State overcame a seven-point deficit to take a six-point halftime advantage. As the
game tightened up down the stretch, Heath once again took over, scoring six consec-
utive points during the second half to help the Aztecs secure the victory. 

With Saturday's performance, Heath recorded his 11th 20-plus scoring game of the season and the 32nd of his career.
In his last 11 games, he has scored 225 points (20.5 ppg). For his career, Heath has 1,327 career points and is fifth on
SDSU's all-time scoring list.

MWC preseason player of the year Marcus Slaughter, MWC preseason first-team
member Brandon Heath and MWC preseason newcomer of the year Mohamed
Abukar - the Aztecs have posted a 9-1 record.

Included in that stretch are SDSU’s first victory at Utah since 1982, just its fifth
ever victory at Wyoming, fourth ever win at Colorado State and an eight-game
conference winning streak, which is the school’s Division I record.

In looking at the numbers to the right, the most impressive thing is that SDSU
has made improvements in many statistical categories despite playing a much
tougher schedule.

In addition to Abukar entering the lineup, the time frame also corresponds
with when Marcus Slaughter returned to the lineup from his second degree MCL injury, which forced him to miss three
games.

Starting the Year Right
With the win at Wyoming on Jan. 28, San Diego State opened the 2006 calendar year

in style, posting a 7-1 record in January. The seven victories are the most in a single
month since the Aztecs posted an 8-2 record in January, 1985.

With its 7-1 record in January, it marks the best winning percentage in a full month
of games (does not count partial months like November) since February of 1978, when
SDSU posted an identical 7-1 record. 

Freshman Contributions 
It is easy to get lost in preseason hype and the dynamic duo of Marcus Slaughter

and Brandon Heath and think that San Diego State is a team made up of upperclass-
men. But that is not the case as two of the three leaders in minutes played are true
freshmen.

So far this season, the Aztecs’ three true freshmen have played major roles and have
impressed up to this point. Point guard Richie Williams has started 21 games and is
averaging 6.0 points and a team-high 3.4 assists per game in 26.9 minutes of action.
He has also recorded six or more assists on five occasions. The freshman point guard
had his best game of the season against Loyola Marymount posting career highs in
points with 16 and rebounds with seven. He also tied his season high for assists with
six against the Lions and dished out another six against Colorado State in the MWC

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opener and in both games against Air Force.

Kyle Spain is another who has played significant minutes and has started 18 games. Spain has played the fifth-most
minutes on the team (528) and is averaging 10.2 points and 6.2 rebounds. So far this season, Spain has a double-double
at TCU (10 points, 10 rebounds), 10 double-digit scoring games to his credit, including a career-best 18 at Providence,
and two double-digit rebounding game (10 vs. Illinois-Chicago, 10 at TCU). He leads the MWC among freshmen in
rebounding and is fourth among the league’s class in scoring. Thanks to his 17 point, seven rebound and five steal per-
formance against UC Santa Barbara, the freshman earned his first Mountain West Conference Player of the Week award
joining former Aztec Evan Burns and Utah’s Andrew Bogut as the only freshmen in the conference’s history to win the
weekly honor.

Brett Hoerner is the third freshman of SDSU’s nationally ranked recruiting class and has played well in limited min-
utes. The freshman from Fullerton, Calif., has seen action in 13 games and is averaging 6.5 minutes per contest. In 85
overall minutes this season, Hoerner has 25 points, 13 rebounds and four blocks. Per 40 minutes this season, Hoerner is
averaging 11.1 points, 5.8 rebounds and 1.9 blocks per game. Against UC Santa Barbara when Marcus Slaughter went
down with a knee injury, Hoerner stepped in and contributed a career high nine points in 14 minutes of action. He has
been an important piece to San Diego State’s start as he has been able to come into the game off the bench and play well
when called upon. 

Two redshirt freshmen are also contributing. Tim McGrath has played in 13 SDSU games, logging double-digit min-
utes in four of the last nine contests he has played. He has nine points and 14 rebounds in 94 total minutes this season.
Meanwhile, Chris Lamb has played in five games this season and posted a career-high 13 minutes against Washington
State in the San Diego Slam.

Slaughter’s 20-20 Performance
Marcus Slaughter, the Mountain West Conference preseason player of the year,

proved that he is fully recovered from his MCL injury last month following 20 points,
20 rebounds and five blocked shots against UNLV.

The 20-rebound performance was the first by an Aztec player since Michael Cage
pulled down 21 rebounds at Wyoming on Feb. 6, 1984.

Slaughter’s 20-rebound effort were also a Cox Arena record, a Steve Fisher era record
and the most by an Aztec player in a Mountain West Conference game.

By scoring 20 points, Slaughter recorded just the fifth 20-20 game in the school’s
Division I history. This marked the third time it has occurred in a conference game fol-
lowing Steve Malovic in 1979 and Michael Cage in 1984. 

Below is a list of the five 20 point-20 rebound games since SDSU went to the Division
I ranks prior to the 1970-71 campaign.

Just for good measure, Slaughter added five blocked shots to his stat line against the
Rebels. That tied a Cox Arena record for most blocked shots and were the most blocks
for an Aztec player in a Mountain West Conference game. 

In the next game, Slaughter flirted with the 20-20 mark against TCU, settling for 23 points, 18 rebounds and four
assists. Couple those two efforts with 17 points and 14 rebounds against Brigham Young and Slaughter had a three-game
total of 60 points, 52 rebounds seven blocked shots, seven assists and four steals.

In Good Company
With Kyle Spain being named Mountain West Conference Player of the Week on Dec. 19, the freshman joins some elite

company. In the conference’s seven year history, only two first-year players have received the conference’s weekly award,
former Aztec Evan Burns in 2003 and Utah’s Andrew Bogut in 2004.

Burns, a former McDonald’s All-American, helped San Diego State to the second round of the 2003 postseason NIT
after posting a 16-14 regular season record. Burns also earned the MWC Freshman of the Year award in addition to
league honorable mention accolades.

Bogut guided the Utes to a 24-9 record in 2004 and a berth in the NCAA Tournament. Like, Burns, he also won the
MWC’s Freshman of the Year award and was named to the all-conference second team.    

The Difference
San Diego State is showing quite an improvement from last season’s 11-18. A statistical comparison between last sea-

son and this season squads is listed left. One noticeable difference is improvements in all three shooting catregories (field
goal, three-point field goal and free throw).

Defensively the Aztecs have also improved in defensive field goal percenatge and defensivbe three-point field goal
percentage.

Below is a look at the Aztec defensive numbers in wins and losses. Opponents score 7.8 fewer points and shoot 12.1

The Blowouts
For the first time since 1981, San Diego State has recorded consecutive victo-

ries by at least 25 points. Aztec wins over Southern Mississippi (79-51) and
Albany (80-53) also give SDSU as many 25-point-plus victories in the last two
games as the Aztecs had in their previous 60 games combined.

The 55-point margin in consecutive victories is the fourth largest in San Diego
State Division I era (beginning in 1970-71) and the largest during the Steve Fisher
era. 

You could make a case that although the recent two-game margin ranks fourth all-time, it may be more impressive
than the three wider margins on the list. The record, set in 1981, was aided by playing a game against UC San Diego,
which at the time competed at the Division III level. The second and third streaks were aided greatly by a 60-point vic-
tory over Morgan State and SDSU did not win either accompanying game by double figures.

Aztecs Picked to Win MWC in 2005-06
The San Diego State men's basketball team was selected by members of the Mountain West Conference media to win

the MWC crown for the upcoming 2005-06 men's basketball season the conference released on Oct 13. This marks the
first time in school history that the Aztecs have been picked to win the title. 

SDSU received 10 out of a possible 22 first place votes and a total of 173 points to earn the top spot in the annual poll.
Defending regular season champion Utah was tabbed second with 159 points (six first place votes), while UNLV, last
year's preseason pick, finished third with 137 points (three first place votes). Rounding out the poll are Air Force (123
points; two first place votes), New Mexico (120 points), TCU (89 points), Wyoming (74 points; one first place vote),
Colorado State (65 points) and Brigham Young (50 points). 

In addition to being picked to win the league, San Diego State took home a trio of individual honors at the annual pre-
season gathering. Junior forward Marcus Slaughter (17.8 ppg, 9.0 rpg in 04-05) was voted as the conference's top return-
ing player, junior center Mohamed Abukar was selected as the conference's top newcomer while junior guard Brandon
Heath (18.3 ppg, 3.7 apg in 04-05) earned a spot on the preseason all-MWC team.

Aztec Tidbits 
San Diego State has been tied or held a lead in the rebound category in 16 of its last 19 games... Through 22 games this

season, SDSU has held a lead at halftime 15 times, trailed five times (at California, at Providence, at Air Force, at Utah
and UNLV) and has been tied twice (vs. Illinois-Chicago, vs. Air Force)... SDSU has rallied to win the last two times it
has trailed at halftime... The Aztecs overcame 13-point deficits in Mountain West Conference play twice this season (at
Air Force rallied from 13 down but loss the game and at Utah)... Brandon Heath is the only Aztec player to score in every
game this season... The five freshmen have combined to play 1,319 minutes or 59.9 minutes per game and 29.8 percent
of all the minutes... SDSU has made more free throws (371) than its opponents have attempted (367) this season... Earlier
this season, for the first time since 1994, SDSU placed five scorers in double figures in consecutive games... Against
Southern Mississippi, Slaughter, Heath, Sharper, Spain and Trimaine Davis all reached double figures... Against Albany,
Slaughter, Heath, Sharper and Spain were joined by Williams...

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One of the nation’s most distinguished coaches, Steve
Fisher has guided San Diego State’s transformation
from a college basketball afterthought to one one of the
most visible programs in the country.

In six short seasons, Steve Fisher has changed the outlook, for-
tunes and expectations of San Diego State basketball. The Aztecs
have been transformed from the ugly duckling that muddled
through the first-ever Mountain West Conference campaign with
an 0-14 record into a program that has produced three .500 or bet-
ter campaigns in the last five seasons, advanced to postseason
play twice in the last four years, claimed a conference champi-
onship and the first Division I postseason victory in school histo-
ry.

It is a school that now regularly goes toe-to-toe with the West's
best basketball programs on the court and in the recruiting wars.
It may be the new program on the block but seniority rarely mat-
ters in the changing world of college athletics.

When Fisher arrived on the scene, he found a basketball pro-
gram that wasn't good enough to be called average. The Aztecs
had suffered through 13 losing seasons in 14 years. Members of
the school's last NCAA team were in the early stages of middle
age. The expectations were in place all right. The Aztecs were
expected and expecting to lose. The year before his arrival San
Diego State won just four games.

The hiring only dates back to March of 1999, so referring to the
"Steve Fisher Era" at San Diego State might be considered a bit
premature. But with the Aztec banner now flying over the
Mountain West Conference, there is little doubt that San Diego
State basketball has reached a new level.

On March 26, 1999, San Diego State announced its arrival on
the basketball scene in the form of a news conference to introduce
its new coach, Steve Fisher. Fresh from a stint with the Sacramento
Kings and with three appearances in the Final Four and a nation-
al championship in his pocket, he rolled up his sleeves and went
to work. And work was needed.  It looked to be a daunting chal-
lenge and yet the man with one of the highest winning percent-
ages in NCAATournament history had no reservations.

No head-coaching career, at any level, started quicker than that

of Steve Fisher. Six games into his head-coaching career he was
undefeated and sporting a national championship ring. And the
success didn't stop with the national title.

Fisher's eight-plus seasons at the University of Michigan pro-
duced a 184-82 (.692) record, nine postseason tournament berths
and three trips to the NCAA championship game, including the
magical run to the 1989 national title.

Under Fisher, the Wolverines also claimed an NIT champi-
onship, won at least 20 games four times and finished among the
top three in the powerful Big Ten Conference five times. In 1995,
Michigan set a league record by holding opponents to just 39.4
percent shooting from the floor.

Fisher and Company raised the bar even higher in the postsea-
son. His seven NCAATournament teams at Michigan combined
for a 20-6 record, ranking him fourth among active coaches and
ninth in NCAA history with a winning percentage of .769 in the
national bracket. Only 13 coaches have taken more teams to the
Final Four, including just five that are still active. He is one of three
coaches to take three squads to the Final Four in the first five years
of a head-coaching career, and one of just six coaches to lead a
team to the championship of the NIT as well as the NCAA. 

His accomplishments may be even greater at San Diego State.
In 2001-02 he led the Aztecs to the postseason for the first time
since 1985 and for just the fourth time ever. The 21 wins were sec-
ond most for the school as a Division I program and the most
since 1985. The fact that those numbers came after just three sea-
sons signifies what is one of the great recent turnarounds in col-
lege basketball.

He followed that up with a third consecutive season with a .500
or better record in 2002-03 and led San Diego State back to the
postseason for the second consecutive season for only the second
time in the school’s Division I history. In addition, SDSU claimed
its first Division I postseason victory with a win in the NIT.

The future looks even brighter. The Aztecs return four starters
to go along with another nationally-ranked recruiting class have
SDSU fans looking forward to the 2005-06 campaign.

FAIRBANKS, Alaska - Brandon Heath scored 23
points, leading San Diego State to a season opening
67-55 victory over host Alaska-Fairbanks on
Thursday in the quarterfinals of the BP Top of the
World Classic.  The season opening victory is the
first time since 1984 the Aztecs have won a season-
opening road game when they defeated UC Irvine
86-77.

Heath scored 10 of his 23 points in the final 7:12,
helping the Aztecs (1-0) pull away from the Division
II Nanooks (0-1).  

San Diego State used its superior size to outre-
bound Alaska-Fairbanks 44-27.  

The Nanooks had no answer for San Diego State
forwards Marcus Slaughter and Trimaine Davis,
who combined for 29 points. Slaughter had 16
points and a game-high 11 rebounds. Davis scored
13 points and blocked three shots.  Senior Mohamed
Camara chipped in with six rebounds of his own.      

The Aztecs built a 31-21 halftime lead, the largest
since they had a 10 point lead on Colorado State on
January 24, 2005, but had to withstand a comeback
by the Nanooks in the second half. Alaska-
Fairbanks twice cut San Diego State's lead to four on
3-pointers by guards Chris Jordan and Austin
Autry.

Heath ended the first run with a three-pointer.
With just more than 6 minutes remaining, Slaughter
drew a foul and hit a free throw that started a 9-0
game-clinching run.

SAN DIEGO -- Washington State held San Diego State
without a field goal for a 16 minute stretch during the sec-
ond half and went on to post a 60-49 victory in the second
game of the second annual San Diego SLAM.

San Diego defeated Fresno State, 72-61, in the opening
game of the doubleheader.

The Aztecs led by six points at intermission and built
the lead to seven points at the 15 minute mark of the sec-
ond half, before going cold. 

San Diego State missed 23 consecutive field goal
attempts but still remained within striking distance, with a
free throw attempt to cut into a three-point deficit with 2:46
to play. The Aztecs missed the free throw and the Cougars
scored the next 10 points to put the game away.

Marcus Slaughter recorded his 17th career double-dou-
ble with a game-high 26 points and a career-best 17
rebounds. He now has career long streaks with three
straight double-doubles and four consecutive games with
at least 20 points.

San Diego State held an advantage on the glass (39-36),
including a 16-8 edge in offensive rebounding and enjoyed
a 19-10 scoring advantage from the free throw line.
However, the Aztecs could not overcome their worst
shooting performance in 32 years.

SDSU connected on 14-of-53 from the field, for 26.4 per-
cent. That was the worst shooting night for an Aztec squad
since Dec. 7, 1973, when the Aztecs shot an identical 26.4
percent from the floor in a 92-57 loss to Oklahoma.

Washington State’s Robbie Cowgill earned game most
valuable player honors with 12 points and seven
rebounds.

SALT LAKE CITY -- San Diego State used a 35-25
rebound advantage to end a 22-game losing streak at
Utah with a 72-67 victory at the Huntsman Center.

The victory snapped a six-game losing streak to the
Utes, a 22-game losing streak at the Huntsman Center
and a 23-game losing streak to Utah in Salt Lake City.

It was the Aztecs second ever win at Utah and first
since 1982.

Utah jumped up early and led 23-10 with 6:33 to
play in the first half. The Aztecs started to chip away at
the advantage and cut the deficit to two points on a
Brandon Heath 30-foot jumper at the buzzer.

The Utes pushed the lead back to seven points early
in the second half before the Aztecs used a 20-6 run to
take the lead for good. Heath scored 13 of his game
high 21 points during the spurt.

Heath, who reached the 20-point plateau for a
career-best fifth straight game, added season-bests in
assists (eight) and rebounds (six).

Utah pulled back to within one point, 67-66, with
2:59 to play. After the teams traded turnovers, SDSU
got an offensive rebound from Mohamed Camara
who found John Sharper for a wide-open three-point-
er to give SDSU a 70-66 lead.

Utah had three three-point attempts to tie the game
in the final 21 seconds but were unable to score.

Junior forward Mohamed Abukar scored 16 points
and added seven rebounds, while junior forward
Marcus Slaughter overcame foul trouble to contribute
14 points.

SAN DIEGO -- Marcus Slaughter became the first
Aztec player to record 20 rebounds in 22 years as
San Diego State defeated UNLV 83-67 at Cox
Arena on Jan. 14.

Slaughter pulled down a Cox Arena record 20
boards to go along with an arena record tying five
blocked shots and 20 points as the Aztecs overcame
a six-point halftime deficit to win for the sixth time
in eight outings.

San Diego State shot just 39.7 percent from the
field, but owned a 42-37 rebound advantage, a plus
three turnover margin and outscored the Rebels
31-6 at the free throw line.

The Aztecs trailed 38-32 at intermission, but
used a 21-7 run to open the second half to take con-
trol of the game.

Brandon Heath, who scored nine points during
the critical spurt to begin the second half, scored 17
points, while adding five assists and four
rebounds. John Sharper came off the bench to score
11 points, on the strength of 3-of-6 shooting from
three-point range and Kyle Spain added 10 points.

The victory gave SDSU a win over the Rebels for
the third straight season and the 16-point margin of
victory was the third largest margin of victory in a
Mountain West Conference game and the largest
since 2001.

UNLV shot 55.2 percent in the first half, but the
Aztecs turned up the defensive pressure in the sec-
ond half, allowing UNLV to connect on just 11-of-

FORT WORTH, Texas -- Marcus Slaughter contin-
ued his torrid play with 23 points, 18 rebounds and
four assists as San Diego State recorded its largest
margin of victory in a conference road game in 23
years with a 76-57 victory at TCU.
