w San Diego State, the two-fime defending Mountain West champion, returns home to face No. 19 Stanford on Saturday night at San
Diego Stadium. The game features the only two teams in the state (college or pro) of California to advance to postseason play each
of the last seven seasons.

u San Diego State will honor its 2017 Hall of Fame Class during the contest and the five-person dlass will be formally inducted ot a
ceremony Friday night. Included in the class is recently retired two-fime national basketball coach of the year Steve Fisher, D.J. Gay
(men's basketball, 2007-11), Whitney Ashley (NCAA discus champion, 2011-12), Craig Penrose (14-5-1 s a starting quarterback,
1974-75) and Whip Walton (all-fime leading tackler, 1974-77).

u The Aztecs are coming off a 30-20 victory at Arizona State last Saturday. SDSU never trailed in the contest and led by double figures
the final 16:52 of the contest. The win snapped a 28-game road losing sireak at Pac-12 (or Pac-10) teams dating hack to Sept. 13,
1975 and a 23-game road losing streak at Power 5 schools dating back to a win at Kansas on Sept. 25, 1999.

w The win was the first in 12 all-ime meetings with the Sun Devils (1-10-1).

u Coupled with the home win over California last season, San Diego State has now beaten Power 5 teams in consecutive encounters
for the first time since 1982-83.

Penny was named the Walter Camp Offensive
Player of the Week after rushing for 216 yards (12.0 average), catching a team-high four catches for 38 yards and adding a 99-
yard kickoff return against the Sun Devils. He became the first player in the nation this season with a rushing, receiving and kickoff
return for touchdown in the same game.

u Penny leads the nation in rushing yards per game (206.5) and all-purpose yards per game (284.00) and is third in TDs scored (5).

w Among active FBS players, Penny is first nationally in rushing average per carry (7.65, min: 1,600 yards), first in kickoff returns
for touchdown (6, one short of tying the NCAA record), second in kick return average (30.0) and ninth in all-purpose yards (4,248).

Penny became the 11th player in SDSU history with multiple 200-yard rushing games, recording his seventh career 100-yard rushing
game (all over the past 12 games). Penny now has 18 career rushing touchdowns and 29 overall touchdowns (also six kick return and
five receiving), and 25 touchdowns (17 rushing, four receiving and four kick return) over his last 20 games. Penny, whose six career
kick return touchdowns are also the most among active FBS players and one shy of a NCAA record, moved into 17th place on San Diego
State’s all-time rushing list, now with 1,821 yards.

This is the 14th year that the Walter Camp Football Foundation honors one offensive and one defensive player as its national Foothall
Bowl Subdivision player of the week during the regular season. Recipients are selected by a panel of national media members and ad-
ministered by the Foundation. Clemson’s Ausfin Bryant won the award on the defensive side of the ball.

MOUNTAIN WEST PLAYERS OF THE WEEK X3

The San Diego State football team swept the Mountain West weekly
awards after a 30-20 victory at Arizona State on Saturday, the league an-
nounced Monday. Senior Rashaad Penny (Norwalk, Calif.) became the first
player in MW history to win two of the three awards in a single week, cap- | Rk.
turing both the offensive and special teams award, while junior Noble Hall | 1
(Las Vegas) picked up the MW Defensive Player-of-the-Week award.

It is just the eighth fime in the 19-year history of the league that a
team has swept the weekly awards (excluding co-players) and the league-
record third by the Aztecs (also Oct. 23, 2000 - Derrick Lewis (offense),
Jomar Butler (defense) and Nate Tandberg (special teams) and Nov. 2,
2015 - Donnel Pumphrey (offense), Damontae Kazee (defense) and Donny
Hageman (special teams)).

It was Penny’s second siraight week winning the MW Offensive Player of the Week (the first two of his career) and fifth overall
league weekly accolades (also three special teams awards).

Hall, meanwhile, picked up his first career defensive honor, the first by an Aztec since Malik Smith won the weekly award on Nov.
30, 2015, the first by a SDSU defensive lineman since Jerome Long on Sept. 13, 2011 and just the third San Diego State defensive
lineman in the MW era (since 1999). Hall set career highs in every category against the Sun Devils, registering five tackles (four solo),
1.5 sacks for 13 yards, 2.5 tackles for loss for 20 yards and two forced fumbles. The two forced fumbles are tied for the most in a FBS
game this season as he helped limit the high-powered ASU offense to just 44 rushing yards on 31 carries (1.4 avg.).

On the season, Hall has nine tackles (seven solo), 4.5 tackles for loss for 26 yards, 1.5 sacks and two forced fumbles. Among the
NCAA FBS leaders, Hall ranks in a tie for second in forced fumbles per game (1.00) and in a tie for 11th in tackles for loss per game
(2.25).

THE PROGRAM

Below are a few tidbits on the San Diego State football program. The Aztecs are coming off consecufive 11-win seasons and con-
secutive outright Mountain West championships. SDSU has advanced to a bowl game in each of the last seven seasons and has won its
last two bowl games by a combined score of 76-17 (42-7 over Cincinnati in 2015 Hawai'i Bowl and 34-10 over Houston in 2016 Las
Vegas Bowl).
= San Diego State is one of 21 teams nationally to play in a howl game each of the last seven seasons (2010-16) and one of just two

from the Group of 5 (also Boise State).

m The Aztecs claimed their second straight Mountain West title, third in five seasons and the 215t crown in program history last season
with a 27-24 victory at Wyoming. The victory snapped the Cowboys’ seven-game home win streak.

m SDSU won 11 games in 2016. It marked the second siraight season (first time since 1976-77), the sixth fime in the Division | era
and the ninth time in school history that SDSU has recorded a double-digit win season. Prior to 2015, San Diego State went 37
seasons without recording a 10-win campaign

San Diego State is one of just six teams nationally to win at least 11 games each of the last two seasons (others: Alabama, Clemson,

Ohio State, Oklahoma, Western Kentucky). <<< See chari, left

Since the beginning of the 2015 campaign, San Diego State has won 24 games. That is the tied for the third-highest win total
nationally during that span, trailing only Alabama (30) and Clemson (30). Other schools that have won 24 games during that span
are Ohio State, Oklahoma and Western Kentucky.

u Among the 130 FBS schools, head coach Rocky Long is one of only 10 active coaches to lead their team to a bowl game in each of
his first six seasons as a head coach. Of those 10 coaches, only five (including Long) are active streaks. Among G5 schools, only Troy
Calhoun of Air Force led his team to a bowl game his first six seasons (his streak was broken in 2013 and is not acfive).

Among California’s seven FBS schools, San Diego State owns the second-highest winning percentage this decade. The Aztecs’ record
of 64-30 trails only Stanford among Golden State squads, and is ahead of USC, UCLA, Fresno State, San José State and California.

San Diego State has advanced to seven consecutive howl games. The Aztecs join Stanford as the only foothall teams in California -
FBS or NFL - to advance fo the postseason in each of the past seven seasons.

m With bowl game appearances in a school-record seven straight seasons, the Aztecs have equaled their total number of howls played
inthe 61 prior seasons (1949 through 2009).

m Aztec head coach Rocky Long is in his seventh season as head coach and ninth year on The Mesa. The Mountain West's all-time win-
ningest coach, Long has guided SDSU to 56 victories.

m Between 2000-09, SDSU was 38-80 (.322) and owned the nation’s 106th-hest winning percentage. Since 2010, San Diego State is
65-30 (.684) and owns the nation’s 19th-best winning percentage.

m With 65 wins in their last 95 games (65-30 since the beginning of the 2010 campaign), the Aztecs have equaled their win total from
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the previous 169 games (65-104).

m San Diego State has won 22 games in the last two seasons. That is the most prolific two-year period in school history. The previous
mark was set when the Aztecs won 11 games in 1966 and 10 in 1967 while members of the California Collegiate Athlefic Association,
prior to the fransition to Division .

TEMPE, Ariz. —Behind 353 all-purpose yards and three touchdowns by Rashaad Penny,
San Diego State snapped a 28-game road losing streak at Pac-12 schools with a 30-20
victory over Arizona State Sept. 9 in Tempe, Ariz.

Penny scored a 95-yard touchdown run, a 99-yard kick return and a 33-yard catch to
become the first player in FBS this season with at least one touchdown in each category.
He finished the game with a career-high 216 yards on just 18 carries (12.0 avg.) and
added a career-hest four catches for 38 yards for SDSU.

Penny's 353 all-purpose yards on just 23 touches (15.3 avg.) were the most in a FBS game this season and the third most in Aztec
single-game history.

SDSU, which last beat a Pac-12 team on the road on Sept. 13, 1975 (def. Oregon State, 25-0), jumped out fo a 7-0 lead on its
second drive of the game when Penny busted through the line on a third-and-6 and raced 95 yards for the score. I was the longest rush
in FBS play this season and the longest by a San Diego State player sine Ronnie Hillman had a 99-yard run vs. Wyoming on Oct. 29,
2011.

After the teams traded punts, the Sun Devils (1-1) capped a 9-play, 85-yard drive when Kalen Ballage plunged in from the 1 to fie
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the game at 7-7 at the end of the first quarter.

Penny then took the opening kickoff of the second
quarter 99 yards for his sixth career return for a touch-
down, just one off tying a NCAA record.

After a short punt that allowed the Aztecs fo start on
the ASU 45, SDSU grinded out an 11-play, 43-yard drive
over 5:55, culminating with a 29-yard field goal by John
Baron . San Diego State appeared fo score a touchdown
twice on the drive, but both were called back due to
penaliies, one of 12 on the game (for 95 yards) for the
Aztecs.

Arizona State responded with a 5-yard D strike from
Manny Wilkins to N'Keal Harry to bring the home team
to within 3 at 17-14 midway through the second quarter.

The Aztecs got into Sun Devil territory, but was forced
to punt, pinning ASU on the 6.

After forcing a 3 and out, Arizona States punter
shanked a boot off the side of his foot for 12 yards, al-
lowing SDSU fo take over on the 18 with just 30 seconds
left in the half. San Diego State would have to settle for
a 27-yard field goal by Baron, however, taking a 20-14
lead into infermission.

The scored again late in the third quarter when Chris-
tian Chapman found Penny out on the flat on a third-
and-21. Penny was wide open and beat one Sun Devil
defender to make it 27-14.

The Aztecs got to Wilkins lute in the third and recov-
ered a fumble af the 32, but was only able to get a Baron
32-yard field goal out of it, pushing the lead to 16 points
at 30-14.

SDSU held ASU to only 27 yards of offense in the
third quarter, but Arizona State converted a third-and-
37 into a 53-yard touchdown pass from Wilkins to Frank
Darby early in the fourth. San Diego State, however,
snuffed out the 2-point conversion attempt, leaving the
Aztecs up, 30-20.

SDSU would not score again, but did control the ball
for nearly six minutes o close out the victory, its first in
12 tries against the Sun Devils.

San Diego State also snapped a 23-game road losing
sireak against Power 5 teams and snapped ASU's 17-
game regular-season non-conference win streak. The win

gave the Aztecs their first two-game winning streak against the Pac-12 since 1994-95 and first against Power 5 teams since 1982-83.
Juwan Washingfon added 56 yards on the ground for SDSU, which won its 34th straight game when rushing for 200-plus yards and

Jeff Horton is in his seventh season at San Diego State and his third as SDSU’s offensive coordinator (served the previous four seasons
as an assistant head coach and running backs coach). Among his other experience, he served as the head coach at Nevada and UNLV
and interim head coach at Minnesota. In addition to being the offensive coordinator, he is also an associate head coach.

San Diego State’s offensive two-deep has started a combined 114 games. Senior wide receiver Mikah Holder leads the group with
26 career starts followed by junior quarterback Christian Chapman at 18.

The Aztec offensive line is anchored by senior right guard Antonio Rosales. A preseason first-team all-league selection by Lindy’s
Sports, Rosales is the only offensive lineman on the current roster who started a game for SDSU prior to the start of the season. The
only four players include two redshirt freshmen and a sophomore entered the season having played in 26 games with no starts.
San Diego State started four redshirt freshman - center Keith Ismael, wide receiver Isiah Macklin, left tackle Tyler Roemer and wide
receiver Tim Wilson - and a sophomore - left guard Daishawn Dixon the lust two weeks.

m Warring’s five catches matched the most by a SDSU tight end since Escobar hauled in six vs. Wyoming on Nov. 24, 2012 (also David
Wells vs. San Jose State last year).

BULLET NOTES - DEFENSE

m For the first time since arriving at San Diego State prior to the 2009 campaign, Rocky Long will not serve as the team’s defensive
coordinator (although he will continue to call the defense).

= Danny Gonzales is in his first year as defensive coordinator and enters his seventh season as the safefies coach.

= San Diego Stafe refurns seven starters off lust season’s squad which was one of the op units nationally. Returning in 2017 are junior
DE Noble Hall (started at defensive tackle last year), senior LB Ryan Dunn, junior LB Ronley Lakalaka, sophomore (B Ron Smith
and junior AZ Parker Baldwin.

m Noble Hall was named the MW Defensive Player of the Week for his play at Arizona State, when he set career highs in every category
against the Sun Devils, registering five tackles (four solo), 1.5 sacks for 13 yards, 2.5 tackles for loss for 20 yards and two forced
fumbles.

m Hall's two forced fumbles are tied for the most in a FBS game this season as he helped limit the high-powered ASU offense to just
44 rushing yards on 31 carries (1.4 avg.).

m The MW Defensive Player-of-the-Week award was Halls first career defensive honor, the first by an Aztec since Malik Smith won the
weekly award on Nov. 30, 2015, the first by a SDSU defensive lineman since Jerome Long on Sept. 13, 2011 and just the third San
Diego State defensive lineman to win the award in the MW era (since 1999).

DEFENSIVE NUMBERS

m Lost season San Diego State was one of the top defensive units in the country. The Aztecs 2016 national rankings: Tst in passes in-
tercepted (22), 11th in rushing defense (111.9), 12th in total defense (320.2), 19th in scoring defense (21.0), and 215t in passing
efficiency rating (116.2).

m SDSU scored eight non-offensive touchdowns last season (T-2nd nationally).

m Since the beginning of the 2015 campaign, San Diego State has 17 non-offensive touchdowns (third nationally, trailing Alabama
(25) and Arkansas State (18).

m Last season, San Diego State ranked among the top 10 nationally in three major defensive categories: It in interceptions (26), 4th
in turnover margin (+1.00) and 5th in turnovers gained (29).
Since Nov. 14, 2015 (includes 21 SDSU games), San Diego State ranks third nationally in points allowed per game (18.2) and fifth
in total offense allowed per game (305.5).

m SDSU is 16-0 when holding its opponent to 166 or less yards of total offense and 37-3 when holding their foe to 195 or less yards
in the Division | era.

m Since the beginning of 2009, when Long took over as defensive coordinator, the Aztecs rank 12th nationally in yards per rush

allowed (3.6), 20th nationally in yards per fouch (6.3), 21st in yards allowed per game (350.5) and 30h in points allowed per

game (23.5).

Since the beginning of the 2015 season (30 games), SDSU has held 10 opponents fo single digits in points.

SDSU has held its opponent to seven or less points in the first half in 16 of the last 26 games.

Among defensive ends, Hall ranks seventh in the MW in tackles per game (4.50).

Over the lost three games (vs. Houston in Las Vegas Bowl, vs. UC Davis and at Arizona State), Hall has 11 tackles (9 solo), 6.5 TFL,

2.5 sacks and two forced fumbles.

m Trey Lomax has the most starts among any player on the Aztec defense (27).

m Lomax leads the Aztecs in both overall tackles (11) and tackles on rushing plays (8).

m Tarig Thompson hecame the first Aztec true freshman to start on defense against UC Davis since Leon McDadden started at Colorado
State on Oct. 24, 2009.

m Thompson ranks in a tie for first in the MW (4th nationally) in fumble recoveries per game (0.50) and third (24th nationally) in
forced fumbles per game (0.50).

m Thompson was also the first SDSU true freshman to start on defense since McFadden started the 2009 opener at UCLA.

RUSHING DEFENSE
m Since the beginning of the 2015 campaign, San Diego State ranks fourth nationally in rushing yards allowed per game (103.4) and

third in rushing yards per attempt (3.0)

m Sixteen of San Diego State’s last 27 opponents have failed to rush for more than 80 yards.

m During the lust 27 games (since Sept. 26, 2015), opponents have rushed 899 times for 2,619 yards and 2.91 yards per carry. Over
that span, SDSU’s ranks third nationally in rushing yards allowed per game (97.0) and fourth in yards per carry (2.91).

m Since Rocky Long hegan his tenure as the team’s defensive coordinator (prior fo the 2009 campaign), Sun Diego State is 19-4 when
holding the opposition to less than 75 yards rushing and 22-5 when the opposition averages less than 2.50 yards per carry.

PASSING DEFENSE

= Under head coach Rocky Long, San Diego State is 33-5 in games in which the opponent has a passing efficiency rating of 116.50 or
less.
Since the beginning of the 2015 campaign, San Diego State’s 51 interceptions are the most in the country, while its nine interception

refurns for fouchdowns are third in the country (Alabama and Ohio State are tied for first at 10).
Since 2010, the Aztecs are 42-7 when holding the opponent to 200 or fewer passing yards.
In 15 of its last 32 games, SDSU has held its opponent to a passer rating of less than 100.00.

Among the NCAA FBS leaders, Noble Hall ranks in a tie for second in forced fumbles per game (1.00) (T-1st in the MW) and in a tie
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for 11th in tackles for loss per game (2.25) (Tst in MW).
m Ronley Lakalaka ranks in a tie for second in the MW and 24th nationally in sacks per game (1.00).
u Lakalaka has one sack in each of the past three games after not recording one the first 24 games of his career.
m Tarig Thompson ranks sixth in the MW (32nd nafionally) in interceptions per game (0.50).
m Kameron Kelly and Ron Smith rank in a tie for fifth in the MW in passes defended (PBU + INT) per game (1.00).
u Smith leads the Aztecs with eight tackles on passing plays.

BULLET NOTES - SPECIAL TEAMS
m ESPN Team Efficiencies ranked San Diego State’s special teams unit as the 23rd best in the country in 2015 and last year SDSU was
13th.

Associate head coach and special teams coordinator Bobby Hauck is in his third season with the Aztecs after serving as the head
coach at UNLV (2010-14) and Montana (2003-09). This is the 24th time in the last 25 seasons that he has served as the special
teams coordinator.

Among active FBS leaders, Rashaad Penny leads the country in kick return touchdowns (6), and is second in kick return average
(31.0, min. 24 att.) and ninth in all-purpose yards (4,248).

w Penny’s six career kick return touchdowns are the most in program history and one shy from the NCAA record of seven.

m Three of Penny’s six kick return touchdowns have gone for 100 yards (has only happened three other times in school history).

m Penny also ranks second all-fime at SDSU in kick return yards (2,045), third in kick returns (66) and sixth in all-purpose yards
(4,248).

m John Baron Il enters the Stanford game with 23 straight made field goals of 50 yards or less (last miss Sept. 17, 2016 at Northern
[llinois) and 13 straight overall (last miss Nov. 5, 2016 vs. Hawai'i).

m Baron’s 23 consecutive field goals from 50 yards or less is the longest active streak in FBS and is the longest streak in Mountain
West history.

w Baron has muliple field goals eight fimes, including in seven of the last nine games.

m Among active FBS kickers, Baron ranks first in field goal percentage (.926) and in a tie for fifth in field goals per game (1.56).

m Among SDSU all-time kickers, Baron ranks first in field goal percentage (.926), seventh in PAT percentage (.970), tied for eighth in
field goals (25) and ninth in PATs (64).

m Baron is second on the team with 20 points.

m Among the FBS leaders, Baron ranks in a tie for first in FG percentage (1.000, T-Tst in MW) and PAT percentage (1.000, T-Ist in
MW), tied for 10th in field goals per game (2.00, T-2nd in MW) and tied for 14th in kicking points (20, 3rd in MW).

m Quest Truxton ranks fifth in the MW and 28th nationally in punt return average (10.3).

Kyree Woods leads SDSU in special teams tackles (2) and kickoff return tackles (2).

ROCKY LONG

m Rocky Long is in his seventh season as San Diego State’s head coach, his ninth with the Aztecs and his 18th
season os a head couch.

m Long, a three-time Mountain West Coach of the Year, is the all-time winningest coach in league history. He
owns 118 career Mountain West wins, 40 more than Air Force’s Troy Calhoun.

m Long has guided San Diego State to six bowl games in his first six seasons. His six bowl appearances while
leading SDSU is two more than Don Coryell for the most in school history.

m Long is one of 11 active coaches in the country to guide his current team to a bowl game in each of his
first six seasons.

m With 56 victories at San Diego State, Long already ranks third on the school's all-time victory list and has
more victories as the Aztecs’ three previous head coaches, combined (Tom Craft 19, Chuck Long 9 and Brady Hoke 13).

SDSU PICKED TO WIN MW WEST FOR THIRD STRAIGHT SEASON

The San Diego State foothall team captured all 28 first-place votes en route to being picked to win the West Division of the Mountain
West in the 2017 preseason poll, the league announced July 25 in Las Vegas at the league’s annual Media Summit. It is the third straight
season that the Azfecs have been picked to win the West Division and the second consecutive year that SDSU has garnered all the first-
place votes.

San Diego State and USF of the American Athletic Conference East Division are the only teams in the nation fo receive every first
place vote in their official conferences’ preseason poll. Leagues that have released their poll to date include the Big 12, SEC, AAC, Con-
ference USA and the Mountain West.

This marks just the third time in league history that a team has received every Mountain West first-place vote. The others are TCU
in 2010 and San Diego State last season. Both of those teams went on to win the conference championship.

The preseason poll and all-conference team are voted on by media representatives who cover the conference.

SDSU is coming off an 11-3 season, knocking off Wyoming, 27-24, in the MW Championship game and Houston, 34-10, in the Las
Vegas Bowl, to finish with a No. 25 ranking in both the AP Top 25 poll and the Amway Coaches Poll. It was just the second time that San
Diego State has been ranked in the final AP poll in program history (also 1977). The 11 wins tied a school single-season record as the
Aztecs became the first team in program history with back-to-back 11-win campaigns.

SDSU, which averaged a predicted finish of 6.5 from 2005-12, has been picked to win the West Division each of the last three years
and was predicted second in hoth 2013 and 2014. San Diego State has won two consecutive MW regular-season titles and three of the
past five (2012, 2015-16).

The Aztecs have ended up at or better than their predicted finish in eight straight seasons and 11 fimes over the past 12 years.

SDSU garnered 168 points, induding all 28 first-place votes. Hawai'i was picked o finish second in the West Division with 135 points,
followed by UNLV (105), Nevada (79), San José State (54) and Fresno State (47).

Boise State has once again been picked to win the Mountain Division with 161 points, including 21 first-place votes, but did not
make the MW Championship game either of the past two seasons. Colorado State trails the Broncos with 135 points and six first-place
votes, while the defending Mountain Division champion Wyoming is third with 114 points and the other first-place vote. Air Force earned
82 points for fourth, with New Mexico (68) and Utah State (28) rounding out the Mountain side.

Senior Rashaad Penny (Norwalk, Calif.) was named the preseason special teams player of the year for the second straight season
after earning the MW Special Teams Player-of-the-Year award in both 2015 and 2016. Penny also made the preseason all-conference
team at running hack for the first time.

Last season, Penny rushed for 1,018 yards and 11 touchdowns on 136 attempts (7.5 avg.), while adding 15 catches for 224 yards
(14.9 avg.) and three touchdowns, and returning 20 kickoffs for 624 yards (31.2 avg.) and two additional scores. He was one of just
nine players in the country with at least 11 rushing TDs and at least three receiving scores, and the only player with a kick return TD as
well (he had two). Penny ranked in  tie for second in the country in kick return touchdowns (2), fourth in kick return average (31.2),
tied for 20th in total touchdowns (17) and 29th in all-purpose yards per game (133.3). For his efforis, he became the second kick
refurner in MW history to win the league’s special teams player-of-the-year award twice (also 2015) and was first-team all-MW pick as
a kick returner for the second straight season.

Last year, Wells caught 25 passes (tied for third on the team) for 294 yards (11.8 avg.) and four touchdowns. The four touchdowns
were fied for the 22nd most in the country among tight ends. According fo Pro Foothall Focus, Wells caught 25 of the 29 passes thrown
his way in 2016, the top percentage in the country (86.2) among tight ends (min. 8 receptions). Considered one of the best blocking
tight ends in the country, Wells also caught a 2-point conversion. He was a second-team all-MW selection last season.

Baron is coming off a season where he set school records in field goals (21) and field goal percentage (.913), going 21 of 23 on the
year. Baron, who enters 2017 with 19 consecutive makes from 50 or less yards, led the Aztecs with 119 poinis last season and ranked
10th nationally in field goal percentage, 20th in points per game among kickers (8.50) and field goals per game (1.50), and 35th in
overall points per game (8.50). For his efforts, he became SDSU's first Lou Groza Award semifinalist since J.C. Mejia in 2003 and was
the first San Diego State kicker to earn firsi-team all-Mountain West honors in program history.

The Aztecs did not have a defensive player on the preseason all-conference team, despite lust year ranking first in interceptions
(26), fifth in turnovers gained (29), sixth in rush defense (105.7), 11th in total defense (315.4), 17th in scoring defense (20.2), 18th
in pass efficiency defense (115.5), 20th in first downs allowed (236) and 26th in sacks (2.7).

Notes: SDSU has received every first-place vote the last two seasons... During that time SDSU has 57 first-place votes while all other
Western Division teams have 0... In the last three seasons, the Aztecs have 84 first-place votes, while Fresno State has three and all
other Western Division teams have none... In the last three seasons, SDSU has 84 first-place votes, in the first 16 seasons of the league
San Diego State had 22 first-place votes, combined... This marks the third consecutive season that San Diego State and Boise State have
been predicted to win their division of the Mountain West (SDSU has made back-to-back MW championships while Boise State has not
made it once over the two years)... San Diego State placed multiple players on the offensive all-conference team for a third consecutive
season... Although there are just three players on the all-conference specialist team, SDSU placed two players on the unit... SDSU has
now had an all-conference preseason specialist in three straight seasons (four tofal during that span)... Despite having one of the best
defensive units annually (total offense allowed per game national rankings: 11 in 2016, 5th in 2015 and 16th in 2014), SDSU did not
place a defensive player in the all-conference team... It snaps a sireak of six consecutive seasons in which the Aztecs placed at least one
player on the preseason all-defensive team.

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SDSU NAMES FOUR SENIORS AS CAPTAINS FOR 2017 SEASON

San Diego State football has named seniors Rashaad Penny (Norwalk, Calif.), Antonio Rosales (Tucson, Ariz.), Kameron Kelly (Murphy,
Texas) and Trey Lomax (San Diego, Calif.) as its captains for the 2017 campaign.

In his 41 collegiate games, Penny has amassed 199 carries and totaled 1,408 yards for an average of 7.1 yards per carry. Penny
has 24 career touchdowns entering his senior season (15 rush, five kick return, four receiving). He tops the all-time career list among
players with a minimum of 1,000 rushing yards with an average of 7.1 yards per game.

The only returning starter from the offensive line last year, Rosales helped SDSU to program records in rushing yards (3,680),
rushing touchdowns (34), rushing yards per carry (5.8), points (493) and field goals (21) last year in 14 starts. Additionally, he blocked
for a team that had the first 2,000-yard rusher (Donnel Pumphrey) and 1,000-yard rusher (Penny) in NCAA FBS history.

Kelly has seven career interceptions for 78 yards along with 97 career tackles (56 solo) over 33 games played. Kelly's five inter-
ceptions last year ranked fourth in the Rocky Long era (since 2009).

Over the course of his 31 career games on The Mesa, the Lomax has accumulated 105 tackles (62 solo). Under Rocky Long, he is
the program's leader in tackles as a freshman (63 in 2014), most starts among active Aztecs (26) and most tackles among acfive Aztecs
(105).

SDSU FOOTBALL RELEASES HONOR WARRIORS FOR 2017 CAMPAIGN

San Diego State foothall has announced the Honor Warriors for the 2017 season. As an Honor Warrior, each individual will be handed
the spear from the Aztec Warrior prior to the Aztecs taking the field and will throw it into the ground. They will also be honored midfield
prior fo team introductions.

Lance Louis will be the first Honor Warrior of the season at the season opener on Sept. 2 against UC Davis. Louis, a fight end who
converted to offensive lineman, played for the Aztecs from 2004-08. Louis was the recipient of the Academic Initiative Award and was
the Most Improved Offensive Player in 2008 after his transition to right guard. He was selected in the seventh round of the 2009 NFL
Draft by the Chicago Bears, and played in 50 career games for the Bears and the Indianapolis Colts.

On Sept. 16 against Stanford, Whip Walton will be the Honor Warrior. Walton was a linebacker and the defensive team captain for
the Aztecs in 1977, capping his career by playing in the East-West Shrine Game. Following his career at SDSU, Walton was drafted in
the third round of the 1978 NFL Draft by the Minnesota Vikings.

Brendan Darby s slated as the Honor Warrior for San Diego State's game on Sept. 30 against Northern lllinois. Darby, an offensive
tackle with the Aztecs, was the Most Improved Offensive Player in 2000, earned a spot on the All-Mountain West First Team in 2003,
and played in the Hula Bowl in 2004. Darby had stints in the NFL with the Balfimore Ravens and San Francisco 49ers.

For Family Weekend on Oct. 14 against Boise State, Aztec legend Marshall Faulk will be the Honor Warrior. Faulk put up dominating
numbers running the ball in three years (1991-93) at SDSU (766 carries, 4589 yards, 57 touchdowns) and was a two-time consensus
All-American before becoming the second pick in the 1994 NFL Draft by the Indianapolis Colis. Faulk rushed 2,836 times in the NFL for
both the Colts and St. Louis Rams, fotaling 12,279 yards on the ground and 100 touchdowns. He added 767 receptions out of the
backfield for 6,875 yards through the air and 36 more touchdowns. He was named to the Pro Bowl seven times, was a league MVP
once, won Super Bowl XXXIV with the Rams in 2000, and was inducied into the NFL Hall of Fame in 2011. On Dec. 5, Faulk will be
inducted into the 2017 College Foothall Hall of Fame.

When Fresno State comes fo town on Oct. 21 for Homecoming Weekend, Jimmy Raye Il will be the Honor Warrior. Raye I1l, who
played for the Aztecs from 1988-90, is tied for 215t all-time in receptions at SDSU and had four career 100-yard games, including one
200-yard game. After graduating from SDSU, Raye Il played in two games with the Los Angeles Rams in 1991 and then moved fo the
front office. He has served as the Director of Player Personnel for the San Diego Chargers, Vice President of Foothall Operations for the
Indianapolis Colts and is currently the Vice President of Foothall Operations/Assistant General Manager for the Houston Texans.

On Nov. 18 against Nevada, Obafemi Ayanbadejo is on tap to be the Honor Warrior. Ayanbadejo, who played fullback for SDSU
during the 1995 and 1996 campaigns, was the 1996 WAC Most Improved Player. He had brief stints with the Minnesota Vikings, Baltimore
Ravens, Miami Dolphins, Arizona Cardinals and Chicago Bears in the NFL and won Super Bowl XXXV with Baltimore in 2001.

For the final game of the regular season and Senior Night on Nov. 24 against New Mexico, Antwan Applewhite is scheduled 1o be
the Honor Warrior. Applewhite was a defensive end on The Mesa from 2004-06, awarded the Prep Player Award in 2003 and named
to the MW First Team in 2006. He is tied for 11th in career sacks at SDSU with 17. Through 48 career games in the NFL with the San
Diego Chargers and Carolina Panthers, Applewhite recorded 99 tackles and 6.5 sacks.

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Aztecs Defeat UC Davis in Season Opener

SAN DIEGO - San Diego State rolled up 513 yards of total offense in a 38-17 victory over UC Davis Sept. 2in the 2017
season opener at Sun Diego Stadium.

UCD fook the opening kickoff and drove into SDSU territory, but the Aztec defense thwarted the advance, s freshman
defensive back Tarig Thompson recorded his first career interception after picking off Aggie quarterback Jake Maier ot
the 25-yard line.

The Aztecs promptly marched 57 yards in 12 plays, culminating in a 39-yard field goal by John Baron Il for the
game’s first points.

After holding UCD to a three-and-out, SDSU needed just one play to score the game’s first touchdown, as Penny burst
through a seam and raced 61 yards down the left sideline to give the Aztecs a 10-0 advantage with 6:12 remaining in
the first quarfer.

The Aggies responded on their ensuing possession with  10-play, 61-yard drive that consumed just under four minutes
before Max 0'Rourke hit a 23-yard field goal fo cut the deficit to 10-3.

SDSU was unable to mount a threat on its next foray down the field, but punter Brandon Hecklein pinned UCD inside
its 20 at the 17-yard line. On the very next play, Ron Smith intercepted Maier's pass and returned it fo the Aggie 26.

Overcoming a personal foul penalty, Chapman hit Warring on a crossing pattern for a 7-yard fouchdown, os the Aztec
sophomore dove for the right pylon on his way out of hounds, giving the host school a 17-3 lead with just over fwo
minutes elapsed in the second quarter,

Moments later, UCD threatened after a 30-yard completion from Maier to Keelan Doss, which gave the visitors a first
down at the 11. However, the Aztec defense held firm with a three-yard loss, two incompletions and an aborted scrambled
by Maier on fourth down that netted only three yards.

SDSU then methodically drove downfield, marching 89 yards on six plays in just 2:39, before Penny powered in
from nine yards out fo extend the Azfec advantage fo 24-3 with just over two minutes left before intermission.

San Diego State scored on ifs first two drives after the break when Chapman connected with tight end Darryl Richardson
for a 21-yard touchdown, while Juwan Washington scored on a four-yard sweep around left end to cap another lengthy
99-yard excursion, which gave the Scarlet and Black an insurmountable 38-3 lead with 3:01 to go in the third quarter,

UCD managed a pair of touchdowns in the final 10 minutes of the game as Maier complefed strikes of 32 and 7
yards, respectively to Doss and Logan Montgomery.

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Penny Leads SDSU to 30-20 Win at ASU

TEMPE, Ariz. - Behind 353 all-purpose yards and three touchdowns by Rashaad Penny, San Diego State snapped a 28-
game road losing streak at Pac-12 schools with a 30-20 victory over Arizona State Sept. 9 in Tempe, Ariz.

Penny scored a 95-yard touchdown run, o 99-yard kick return and a 33-yard catch to become the first player in FBS
this season with at least one touchdown in each category. He finished the game with a career-high 216 yards on just 18
carries (12.0 avg.) and added a career-best four catches for 38 yards for SDSU.

Penny's 353 all-purpose yards on just 23 fouches (15.3 avg.) were the most in a FBS game this season and the third
most in Aztec single-game history.

SDSU, which last beat a Pac-12 team on the road on Sept. 13, 1975 (def. Oregon State, 25-0), jumped outto a 7-0
lead on its second drive of the game when Penny husted through the line on a third-and-6 and raced 95 yards for the
score. |t was the longest rush in FBS play this season and the longest by a San Diego State player sine Ronnie Hillman had
a 99-yard run vs. Wyoming on Oct. 29, 2011.

After the teams traded punts, the Sun Devils (1-1) capped a 9-play, 85-yard drive when Kalen Ballage plunged in
from the 1 to tie the game at 7-7 at the end of the first quarter.

Penny then took the opening kickoff of the second quarter 99 yards for his sixth career return for a touchdown, just
one off tying a NCAA record.

Ater a short punt that allowed the Aztecs to start on the ASU 45, SDSU grinded out an 11-play, 43-yard drive over
5:55, culminating with a 29-yard field goal by John Baron I1. San Diego State appeared to score a touchdown twice on
the drive, but both were called back due to penalties, one of 12 on the game (for 95 yards) for the Aztecs.

Arizona State responded with a 5-yard D strike from Manny Wilkins to N'Keal Harry to bring the home team to
within 3 af 17-14 midway through the second quarter.

The Axtecs got into Sun Devil territory, but was forced to punt, pinning ASU on the 6.

After forcing a 3 and out, Arizona State’s punter shanked a boot off the side of his foot for 12 yards, allowing SDSU
to fake over on the 18 with just 30 seconds left in the half. San Diego State would have fo settle for a 27-yard field goal
by Baron, however, taking a 20-14 lead into infermission.

The scored again late in the third quarter when Christian Chapman found Penny out on the flat on a third-and-21.
Penny was wide open and heat one Sun Devil defender to make it 27-14.

The Aztecs got fo Wilkins late in the third and recovered a fumble at the 32, but was only able to get a Baron 32-yard
field goal out of it, pushing the lead fo 16 points at 30-14.

SDSU held ASU to only 27 yards of offense in the third quarter, hut Arizona State converted a third-and-37 into a 53-
yard touchdown pass from Wilkins to Frank Darby early in the fourth. San Diego State, however, snuffed out the 2-point
conversion attempt, leaving the Aztecs up, 30-20.

SDSU would not score again, but did control the ball for nearly six minutes to close out the victory, its first in 12 tries
against the Sun Devils.
