SDSU enters tonight's game with a 12-3 record, with its losses coming against then No. 5 Arizona and No. 9 Arkansas at the 2022 Maui Jim
Maui Invitational and Saint Mary’s at the Jerry Colangelo Classic. All three are Quad 1 games played on a neutral court, and all three rank
among the top-11 in Kenpom rankings. In addition, the Aztecs victory over Ohio State, No. 12 in Kenpom and No. 24 in the AP Poll, is also a
Quad 1 game. Those four games and the team’s win at UNLV are Quad 1 games.

San Diego State, which in 2021-22 reached the Mountain West championship game for the fifth fime in head coach Brian Dutcher’s five
seasons, looks for its unprecedented 15th Mountain West men’s basketball title. Entering the 2022-23 season, San Diego State, the most
successful program in conference history, has won eight regular season and six Mountain West tournament fitles.

San Diego State owns an 88-19 record (82.2 percent) since the start of the 2019-20 campaign. That's the fifth best record in the nation
trailing only Gonzaga (104-10), Houston (98-19), Kansas (97-19), and Baylor (91-18).

Junior Lamont Butler led the Aztecs with 23 points, including 14 in the second half of SDSU’s 80-75 win at Wyoming on January 7. He is
the seventh Aztec, since the inception of the Mountain West, to score at least 23 points without committing a turnover in a conference road
game. He scored in double figures for the fifth time this season (4-1) and 171h of his career (13-4). He led SDSU in scoring for the first time
this season and the third fime in his college career.

Senior Juedon LeDee was uber efficient in Laramie, finishing 2-of-2 from the field and 4-of-4 from the line. He posted a game-high nine
rebounds and in the last four games has totaled 31 boards (7.8 rebounds per game).

Brian Dutcher is now in his sixth season as San Diego State’s head coach and his 24th season on the Aztec sidelines. In his five-plus seasons
as head coach, he has led the Aztecs to four conference titles, five Mountain West championship game appearances, a 131-43 overall record,
and has been named the national coach of the year and twice the Mountain West Conference Coach of the Year.

AZTECS BACK IN THE TOP 25 IN BOTH POLLS

Winners of five straight, including a 3-0 start fo Mountain West play, the San Diego State men’s basketball team jumped back into both the
Associated Press Top 25 and USA Today Coaches polls, slotting in at No. 23 and No. 25, respectively. The Aztecs totaled 222 points in the AP poll

San Diego State is ranked No. 23 for the second fime in school history. SDSU has appeared in every position in the AP poll between No. 4 and
No. 25, except for No. 12.

Today's ranking, released on January 9, marks the sixth time SDSU has appeared in the AP Top 25 on this date.

o Inits four previous games against Division | opponents, SDSU made 13 threes and shot 25.6 percent (21-of-82).

SWEET HOME CALIFORNIA

In the first 14 games of the campaign, from Cal State Fullerton (11/7) to at UNLV (12/31), the Aztecs have played and won each of its nine
contests in the state of California. Here is how important that is:

o Since the start of the 2010-11 season, San Diego State is 209-35 (.857) in games played in the state of California.

o Since the start of the 2010-11 season, San Diego State is 178-23 (.885) in games played in Viejos Arena.

HOME COURT ADVANTAGE

San Diego State has advanced to the NCAA tournament 10 of the last 12 seasons in which a national championship has been crowned, and

has an NIT national semifinalist appearance during that span as well. One reason for the success is that Viejas Arena is a very tough place for

opponents. Since the start of the 2009-10 campaign, and after eight home games this season, San Diego State has the seventh-highest winning

percentage in the country, amassing a 192-24 home record, winning 88.9 percent of its home games during that span.

With the 2022-23 season underway, here are a few of the categories to keep an eye on.

o Inits last 226 home games, San Diego State has compiled a 201-25 mark, including a 108-12 record against non-conference competifion
at Viejos Arena.

o Since the start of the 2002-03 season, San Diego State has a 138-29 (82.5 percent) home record against conference opponents.

o Since the start of the 2012-13 campaign, the Aztecs are 147-20 at home, including a 67-9 record in non-conference home contests during
that stretch (64-7 against non-fop 25 non-conference foes).

o The Aztecs are 71-10 in their last 81 conference home games and 71-9 in their last 80 non-conference home games.

MORE HOME COOKING

o Inthe last 51 home games, San Diego State is 47-4, with an average scoring margin of +17.1 points in those victories. Thirty four of those
47 home wins were decided in the Aztecs’ favor by at least nine points.

o The Aztecs current 13-game non-conference home court win streak, started on November 11, 2021, against UC Riverside, equals the
sixth-longest in school history; a win streak that began on December 16, 2000 and ran to November 23, 2002.

o San Diego State is 58-5 in its last 63 home games dating back to January 1, 2019.

o The Aztecs are 40-4 in their 44 Mountain West Conference home games since Jan. 24, 2018.

©  San Diego State has never had an undefeated home season as a Division | program. The lost fime the Aztecs made it through the home
portion of the schedule unscathed was 1966-67. That season, San Diego State went 16-0 at home en route to a 24-5 record. In the Division
| era, SDSU has ended the home portion of its schedule with a single loss on seven occasions (1977-78, 2009-10, 2010-11, 2012-13,
2013-14, 2014-15 and 2019-20).

WHAT HAPPENS IN LAS VEGAS...IS USUALLY GOOD FOR SAN DIEGO STATE

o Qverall, San Diego State has a 42-37 lead in the all-time series with UNLV. At one time, the Aztecs trailed 26-6 in the series, but is 36-11
in the last 47 meefings between the feams.

o Since the start of the 2008-09 campaign, San Diego State has 42 victories at Thomas & Mack Center. That is the most victories by any
school in the nation in any venue in which they have not played a home game during that span. In second place is Villanova in Madison
Square Garden with 34 victories.

o San Diego State is 13-1 in its last 14 games at UNLV (games played at Thomas & Mack Center).

o San Diego State is 20-2 in the lost 22 games played between the Aztecs and Rebels.

©  Brian Dutcher has been on the sidelines for 37 of San Diego State’s 41 victories in the series. While Dutcher has been on the Aztec sidelines
for the 36 series wins, the victories have come against nine different UNLV head coaches (Bill Bayno, Max Good, Charlie Spoonhour, Jay
Spoonhour, Lon Kruger, Dave Rice, Todd Simon, Marvin Menzies, T.J. Otzelberger and Kevin Kruger).

ROAD (AND NEUTRAL) WARRIORS

With San Diego State having played 6-of-14 regular season road/neutral contests, here are some road and neutral site facts about SDSU:

o Since the start of the 2009-10 season, San Diego State's 95-57 (.625) record in road games is the eighth best in the nation.

o Since the start of the 2009-10 season, San Diego State’s 151-88 (.632) record in road/neutral games is the 10th best in the nation.

o Since the start of the 2009-10 season, among teams that have played at least 80 neutral site games, San Diego State's 56-31 (.645)

o Since the start of the 2009-10 season, San Diego State’s 73-43 (.629) record in road games against the Mountain West leads the
conference.



BRADLEY HEATING UP

Senior Matt Bradley is one of the nation's elite scoring guards. In 2021-22 he was one of six players in the nation fo average 16.9 points
and 5.4 rebounds, while shooting 43.8 percent from the floor, 40.1 percent from the bonus distance, 77.9 percent from the line. In addition,
he was one of two players, who in a minimum of 15 home games, averaged 18.2 points while shooting at least 48.2 percent from the floor
(with a minimum of 195 shot attempts) and 46.4 percent (on a minimum of 69 3-point attempts)...and is the only Division | player who has
returned in 2022-23 with those stafs.

o In the team’s first eight games he averaged 8.8 points on 15-of-52 FG (28.8 percent), with 3.4 rehounds and 1.0 assist.

o Since then, in the last seven games, he is averaging 15.6 points on 37-of-73 FG (50.7 percent), with 3.7 rebounds and 1.7 assists.
o For his career, Bradley is a 15.4 points per game scorer on 43.5 percent shoofing with 4.6 rebounds and 2.0 assists per game.

MORE ON BRADLEY

Senior Matt Bradley finished the team’s game against Air Force with a season-high 27 points on 9-of-12 shooting, induding 6-of-7 from beyond
the arc, 3-of-5 from the charity stripe and added three rebounds, an assist, a steal and did not turn the ball over in 31 minutes of action. He
is the eighth Aztec, since at least the start of the 1996-97 season, to enjoy a game of at least 25 points without a turnover and is the first to
do is since Jeremey Hemsley (2016-19) scored 30 points in 33 minutes at Nevada without a turnover on January 4, 2017. The other Aztecs
to accomplish those minimums are:

Brandon Heath (January 24, 2004 vs. Colorado State) 26 points, zero turnovers in 43 minutes.

Aerick Sanders (December 31, 2003 vs. Portland) 34 points, zero turnovers in 40 minutes.

Evan Burns (February 24, 2003 vs. New Mexico) 31 points, zero turnovers in 34 minutes.

Juson Richey (December 2, 1997 vs. Oregon) 25 points, zero turnovers in 38 minutes.

o The 8.1 three-point attempts, 71.3 free throw percentage, and 7.2 free throw attempts rank second for the bench since the start of the
Dutcher/Fisher era.

o The Aztec hench has outscored its opponents bench 411-10-293 (27.4-t0-19.5 points per game).

 Since Brian Dutcher assumed control of the program, the 2022-23 bench is trending as the most productive bench his now sixth season
as head coach.

SERIES HISTORY VS. NEVADA

o This is the 31st meeting between the schools with San Diego State winning 24 of the previous 30 (24-6) encounters.

o San Diego State has won 11 of its last 12 games against Nevada.

©  In games played in San Diego, the Aztecs are 12-1 vs. the Wolf Pack and have won 10 straight.

o In games played in Reno, the Aztecs lead the Wolf Pack 7-5, but the Aztecs have been victorious just three in ifs last six in the “Biggest

Little ity In America.”

After Nevada joined the league in time for the 2012-13 campaign, the Aztecs won the first seven games by an average of 12.9 points.

The Wolf Pack defeated SDSU for the first fime as a member of the Mountain West on Jan. 4, 2017.

o Inthe history of the series, San Diego State won five of the first six meetings, dropped two of the next three get-togethers, won seven
straight and then split the season series in 2016-17. SDSU has won nine of the 10 encounters between the teams over the past four
seasons.

o The Aztecs are 4-0 against the Wolf Pack in the Mountain West Tournament, each time in the semifinal game. Most recently they faced
off in 2018, 2019 & 2021and SDSU beat Nevada by scores of 90-73, 65-56 and 77-70, respectively. The Wolf Pack were the No. 1 seed
in both 2018 & 2019 and ranked No. 22 in 2018 and No. 14 in the country in 2019. The third meeting came in 2016 and ended in a
67-55 victory for the Aztecs.

RENO, Nev. — The San Diego State men’s baskethall team built an 18-point lead with 12:03 to play in the second half and then held off a
furious Nevada comeback to defeat the Wolf Pack 79-78 on Saturday night in the Lawlor Event Center.

With the win and in combination with a Colorado State victory over Boise State earlier in the day, the Aztecs (21-7, 13-4 Mountain West)
will be the third seed in next week’s 2022 Mountain West Men’s Basketball Championship.

Up 79-78 with seven seconds to play, Nathan Mensah blocked a Grant Sherfield shot from the baseline which would have given the Wolf
Pack the lead. Sherfield got the rebound and attempted a three-point shot with just under two seconds left, but Keshad Johnson blocked that
shot out of bounds. Nevada (12-17, 6-12 Mountain West) had one last chance with two-tenths of a second to go, but its inbounds pass for an
alley oop was knocked away by the Aztec defense and San Diego State took home the victory in its regular season finale.

Matt Bradley, one of four Aztecs to finish in double figures, led the team with 24 points, including going 11-0f-12 from the line and scored
the team’s last four points to secure the win. He also had a team-high tying six rebounds. Joining the San Bernardino native in double figures
were Trey Pulliom, Lamont Butler and Johnson.

Pulliam finished with 12 points on 5-0f-10 shooting and a pair of free throws. He led the team with four assists and grabbed three
rebounds. Butler was 4-of-7 from the field, including 2-of-3 from downtown, pulled down three rebounds and had an assist. Johnson made
4-of-6 from the floor which induded one 3-pointer grabbed a team-high tying six rebounds and blocked three shots.

LARAMIE, Wyo. — Lamont Butler scored a career-high 23 points, and the Aztecs played tough at altitude to earn an 80-75 win at
Wyoming on Saturday afternoon.

The Aztecs (12-3, 3-0 MW) and Cowboys (5-10, 0-3 MW) traded buckets early on, with Butler scoring nine early points and was 3-3 from
the three-point line as SDSU took a 14-11 lead early.

Wyoming would respond with a 7-2 run to take a 18-16 lead before Darrion Trammell hit another three for the Aztecs, who took a 19-18
lead with 12:36 left in the first half. San Diego State started the game 5-6 from beyond the arc.

SDSU would stretch the lead to seven, 31-24 with 9:40 remaining in the half when Adam Seiko sank another three. The teams would
confinue their hot shooting for the rest of the first half, and the Aztecs took a 43-42 lead into the halftime break. In total the Aztecs finished
the half 17-29 (58.6%) from the field and 8-14 (57%) from behind the arc.

Wyoming would take an early second half lead, 48-47, with 17 minutes to go before Nathan Mensah made a contested basket at the rim
to give SDSU a 49-48 lead. A few possessions later, Seiko picked off a pass and fed Micah Parrish who drilled the triple, giving the Aztecs a
54-50 lead with 15 minutes left in the game.

The Cowboys would respond with a 7-0 run of their own to take a 57-54 lead before Butler sank back-to-back triples, making it a 60-59
Aztecs advantage. Wyoming then took a 69-68 lead with 5:31 remaining before the Aztecs forced their 13th turnover of the game and
followed that up with a Jaedon LeDee bucket down low to edge in front, 70-69. On the next possession, Matt Bradley drove to the basket
and scored, giving SDSU a 72-69 lead with 3:54 remaining.

Bradley would come up dlutch on the next possession to put the game out of reach for the Aztecs when he drained a three to give SDSU a
75-70 lead, and the Aztecs left Laramie with a 80-75 win.

Bradley and Butler finished with a combined 41 points in the win, and the Aztecs made 12 threes on Saturday afternoon.

DUTCHER KEEPS THE BALL ROLLING...AND ROLLING

Brian Dutcher has on The Mesa in now his 24th season, 18 of them as the fop man on San Diego State Hall of Fame Head Coach Steve Fisher's
bench. In that time, he's experienced 517 victories, 14 Mountain West fitles and helped the Aztecs to 15 postseason tournaments, including 10
NCAA appearances and a pair of Sweet 16 berths (2011, 2014).



Since his ascension to the top job, prior to the 2017-18 season, he has captured four Mountain West crowns and guided his team to the
championship game in the league fournament each of his five years.

In his inaugural campaign, in 2017-18, he was the only first-year Division | head coach to guide his team to the NCAA Tournament.

He is the only head coach in program history to win at least 21 games in each of his first five seasons.

His 119 wins in his first five seasons are a program record for victories in a coach’s first five campaigns.

His 131 wins to date are the most of any head coach who started at his current institution at the start of the 2017-18 season.

(HASING AZTEC HISTORY

Senior Nathan Mensah entered the 2022-23 season on the precipice
of Aztec history.

He has the opportunity to become just the second player in program his-
tory fo amass at least 800 points, 700 rebounds and 200 blocked shots
in the course of a career.

At the start of this season, Mensah had 732 points, has added 96 more in
the first 15 games, and has reached the 800 point plateau (828).

The Accra, Ghana native, has grabbed 92 rebounds since the start of the
season to eclipse the 700-rebound milestone. He surpassed 700 boards vs.
No. 14 Arizona in the Maui Invitational, and currently sits at 759 (No. 5
in program history) entering the Nevada game. He starts tonight's game
with 196 blocks (No. 3 in program history), four shy of 200 for his career.

If he achieves all three marks, Mensah will join Leonard Allen (1982-
85) as the only Aztec fo compile those combined numbers in their careers.
Allen ranks No. 32 in points (1,019), and No. 7 in rebounds (716) and
No. 2 in blocks (214).

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Heide's most productive year is his most recent, finishing his junior campaign averaging 14.5 points, 10.1 rebounds, and 2.3 blocks per
game according fo Maxpreps. He led Mount Si to an impressive 25-1 record on the year, including a 16-0 mark in 4A KingCo District play.
Perhaps most impressive from Heide, apart from his double-double average, is his efficiency scoring the ball, shooting 71.0 percent from the
field. Even more, the big man improved from his offensive totals as a sophomore significantly, more than doubling his point production which
suggests he will continue to grow as a scorer within the Aztecs offense.

Heide chose the Aztecs over 13 other programs, including BYU, lowa, and Loyola Chicago, as well as Mountain West programs Fresno
State and New Mexico.

AZTECS PREDICTED TO FINISH FIRST IN MOUNTAIN WEST PRESEASON MEDIA POLL

 San Diego State has won an unprecedented 14 Mountain West titles in men’s baskethall (eight regular season & six tournament), six
more than any other Mountain West program, and despite not winning either the regular season and tournament crowns in 2021-22, but
returning four starters, has been predicted to finish in first by a poll of the media that regularly cover the conference.

SDSU has been predicted to finish either first or second in the Mountain West media’s preseason poll in each of the last nine years.

Itis also the 14th time in the last 18 years that San Diego State has been picked first or second in the Mountain West's preseason poll.
San Diego State received 16 of a possible 20 first place votes.

The Aztecs have garnered at least one first-place vote in the preseason poll in eight of the last nine years.

BRADLEY AND TRAMMELL EARN PRESEASON MOUNTAIN WEST HONORS

In addition to SDSU being predicted to win its Mountain West-record 15th league fitle in 2022-23, a pair of Aztec players, Matt Bradley and

Darrion Trammell, were included on the conference’s list of preseason honors. Bradley was included on the All-MW Team and Trammell was

named the Newcomer of the Year by the media who regularly cover the Mountain West.

o Last season, Bradley was second-team NABC All-District 17, Mountain West Newcomer of the Year (coaches & media), first-team All-MW
(coaches), second-team All-MW (media), MW All-Tournament Team, Two-Time MW Player of the Week & ESPN National Player of the Week
(March 7), NCAA March Madness Player of the Week (Match 7).

o Bradley's 542 points in 2021-22, are the 14th most in a single season in the program’s Division | era (since the start of the 1970-71
campaign) and he led the team in points, was second in assists (85), and rebounds (174) and third in steals (33).

o Bradley is the second Aztec to be named to the preseason All-Mountain West in the lust three seasons, joining Matt Mitchell who was
named to the team prior to the 2020-21 campaign. Mitchell went on to be named the Mountain West Player of the Year and a first-team
performer following that season.

® 1n2021-22, Bradley was one of nine players in the nation and the second Aztec since the start of the 1996-97 season, to shoot at least 43.8
percent from the field (minimum 425 shots attempts) & 40.1 percent from the bonus distance (minimum 142 shot attempts).

o Trammell is one of four players in Division | who totaled at least 539 points, dished out at least 157 assists and had a 1.73:1 assist-to-turn-
over rafio lost season, and if you add his 5-10 height to the mix, he is the only player to accomplish those statistics in 2021-22.

o Trammell ranked as the 5th most productive pick and roll scorer in the nation (6.9 ppg) according to Synergy Sports.

e Joining Malachi Flynn (2019-20) and Matt Bradley (2021-22), Trammell becomes the third Aztec in the last four seasons to be recognized
by the media as the preseason Newcomer of the Year. Both Flynn and Bradley proved the prognosticators correct by earning the award
when the season was complete.

CALIFORNIA DREAMIN’ FOR SDSU...CALIFORNIA NIGHTMARE FOR IN-STATE OPPONENTS

o Since the start of the Coach Duicher/Fisher era (1999-2000), the Aztecs are 129-35 (.787) against 24 of the other 25 current Division |
schools in California (SDSU has not played Cal Baptist), and have a winning record against all but four of those 24 opponents.

o Inthe last 96 home games against those same 24 opponents, and also starting in 1999-2000, San Diego State is 85-11 (.885).

© In program history against the 24 schools, the Aztecs are 463-325 (.588) overall.

San Diego State opened the 2022-23 season hosting an in-state foe in Cal State Fullerton and improved to 23-10 against the Titans in the

all-time series. The Aztecs won at Stanford on Nov. 15, 74-62, to capture ifs first win against the Cardinal in five tries and downed UC Irvine

72-69 on Nov. 29. After a 16-68 defeat against Saint Mary’s in the Jerry Colangelo Classic at Phoenix, SDSU has three games remaining on

the schedule against in-state Division | opponents, including a game against UC San Diego on Dec. 20 at Steve Fisher Court at Viejas Arena.

BRADLEY INCLUDED ON JERRY WEST AWARD WATCH LIST

o For the second time in as many years, Matt Bradley has been included on the Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame’s initial watch
list for the Jerry West Shoofing Guard of the Year Award, the most prestigious individual honor a collegiate shooting guard can earn.

o Bradley, one of 20 men's baskethall players who have been induded on the watch list, transferred to The Mesa from the University of
California prior to the 2021-22 season and last year led the Aztecs in points per game (16.9), 3-pointers (57), free throws (113) and
minutes (1,007). In addition, he ranked second on the squad in rebounds (174), assists (85), and was third in steals (33). His 542 points
are the 15th most in a season in program history.

o The native of San Bernardino, Calif., returns in 2022-23 as the No. 4 scorer and the No. 5 rebounder in the Mountain West. He reached
double-figure scoring 26 fimes last year and in those games the team was 20-6. He enjoyed 19 games of 15 or more points, 12 games of
20 or more, and a career-high 30-point game in a 73-66 victory at Wyoming, the only home loss the Cowboys suffered last season. At the
conclusion of the year, he was named a second-team NABC All-District 17 performer, the Mountain West Newcomer of the Year, first-team
All-Mountain West, and was included on the Mountain West All-Tournament Team.

®  A6-4,220-pound shooting guard, he has scored 1,831 points in 117 career games and is one of five players in the nation, who still have
eligibility and will compete this year, to score at least that many points in the last four seasons.

Sixth Season @ 24th Season Overall at SDSU ® Minnesota, 1982

Brian Dutcher enters his sixth season as San Diego State head men’s baskethall coach, building on the previous
five years in which he led the Aztecs to five title games in Mountain West fournament, its conference-record 11th,
12th, 13th & 14th Mountain West crowns, and to a bid to the NCAA tournament three times. He is the only coach in
the 101-year history of San Diego State men's basketball to win at least 20 games in each of his first five seasons.
His 119 victories in five seasons (119-40) are the most for any Division | head coach whose first year guiding his
current program was 2017-18 and the accompanying win percentage, 74.8 percent, is the highest for any head
hasketball coach in San Diego State history.

Dutcher has been recognized twice, following the 2019-20 and 2020-21 seasons, with Mountain West Coach of
the Year honors and was the National Association of Baskethall Coaches (NABC) Division I District 17 Coach of the
Year in hoth those years as well. In addition, Dutcher earned USA Today National Coach of the Year and United States
Baskethall Writers Association (USBWA) District IX Coach of the Year distinction following the 2019-20 campaign and
was one of five finalists for the 2020 Werner Ladder Naismith Men’s College Coach of the Year Award.

His teams have faced top-25 ranked opponents on 15 occasions and posted a 9-6 record (60.0 percent) and
includes wins over Gonzaga, UCLA and Arizona State as well as Nevada (four times) and Colorado State (twice). Since
the start of the 2018-19 season, his Aztecs are 4-2 against Pac-12 opponents and 8-4 in multi-team events in season.
Since the start of the 2017-18 season, SDSU has the 14th best home win percentage in the nation (88.3 percent),
and in the last three years, San Diego State has posted a 91.1-win percentage (41-4) in Viejas Arena, the ninth best
in the nation.

The team’s success on the court is reflected in the honors his players have earned under his tutelage. In 2020
Malachi Flynn was a consensus All-American, the third Aztecs to earn that honor and the following season Matt
Mitchell was recognized by the Associated Press with the All-American moniker.

San Diego State put a player on the USBWA's All-District IX first team in 2020 (Flynn) and 2021 (Mitchell). The
NABC has bestowed its All-District 17 honors seven fimes to an Aztec i the last five years. In 2019, Jalen McDaniels
earned first team designation. Flynn, Yanni Wetzell were first team and Mitchell was second team in 2020. In 2021,
Mitchell and Jordan Schakel earned first team and second team honors, respectively and in 2022 Matt Bradley was
a second team performer.

Within the Mountain West, Flynn was named the 2020 Mountain West Male Athlete of the Year, Player of the
Year, Defensive Player of the Year, Newcomer of the Year and a member of the All-Defensive Team. In the same
season, KJ Feagin was named to the all-defensive team and one year prior, Jeremy Hemsley was included on the
league’s all-defensive team. In 2021, Mitchell earned Mountain West Player of the Year, first team All-Mountain
West and inclusion on the all-defensive team along with Nathan Mensah. In 2022, Mensah was the Mountain West
Defensive Player of the Year and a member of the all-defensive team. Bradley was the Newcomer of the Year. Chad
Baker-Mazara was named the Sixth Man of the Year and Lamont Butler garnered all-defensive team honors.

His players have earned 14 all-Mountain West designations and 15 player of the week honors. Two Aztecs,
Trey Kell in 2018 and Mitchell in 2021, were named Mountain West tournament MVP among 10 SDSU players who
have been included on the league’s all-tournament team. In his five seasons, his charges have garnered 14 league
all-academic team distinctions with Flynn being named to the 2020 NABC Honors Court.

The 2021-22 campaign featured a 23-9 record and SDSU's second straight appearance in the NCAA fournament
and its second consecutive single-digit seed, No. 8. Six of its nine losses were by 6 points or less and after Dec. 8,
2021, five of the team’s six defeats were by six points or less. Twice during that streich, the Aztecs defeated nation-
ally ranked Colorado State.

The team’s No. 2 ranking in KenPom's adjusted defensive efficiency was the best for a Dutcher coached team and
matched the program’s best rating since the start of the 2006-07 season (the team was No. 2 following the 2010-11
campaign). Among its national rankings, SDSU was No. 2 in scoring defense, No. 4 in field goal percentage defense,
No. 25 in 3-point field goal percentage defense and No. 32 in blocks per game.

The defensive success was in part due to Mountain West Defensive Player of the Year Nathan Mensah. The Acrra,
Ghana native averaged 2.2 blocks per game to lead the Mountain West, totaled a career-high 71 blocks for the
season, and was No. 5 in offensive rebounds, No. 7 in total rebounds and No. 13 in defensive hoards.

Offensively, the team was led by first year player Matt Bradley, who transfered info the program in the summer
of 2021. The Mountain West Newcomer of the Year and first-team all-league designee, led the team in virtually
every offensive stafistical category, including points (542), field goals (186), 3-pointers (57) and free throws (113).

In 2020-21, he guided San Diego State to the Mountain West regular-season and tournament crowns and earned
a No. 6-seed in the NCAA tournament. The Aztecs went 23-5 and finished the regular season ranked No. 7 in field
goal percentage defense (.387), No. 8 in scoring defense (60.6), No. 12 in scoring margin (+13.5), No. 14 in tofal
steals (233), and No. 16 in turnover margin (+3.9) nationally. Among the Mountain West teams, San Diego State
led the league in turnovers forced (15.15), steals per game (8.19), assist-to-turnover ratio (1.25:1), three-point
field goal percentage (.381), field goal percentage defense, scoring defense, scoring margin, turnover margin and
total steals. The team posted a 14-game win streak, which is the fourth longest in school history and is the third of
at least nine games under Duicher.

The 2019-20 squad ripped off a program-record 26-straight wins to open the season and peaked, for eight
weeks, at a No. 4 ranking in both national polls, before finishing the regular season at No. 6. The Aztecs went 30-2,
including 17-1 in Mountain West play.

In program history, his team's 30 wins in 2019-20 are the third most in a season and its two defeats are the
fewest. SDSU's 17 wins in conference play are the most in program history, and its one loss is the fewest in the Aztecs’
Division | era and equals the fewest since 1926-27, when it moved from junior college competition to the National
Association of Infercollegiate Athletics (NAIA). San Diego State opened the 2019-20 league slate with a 15-game

winning streak, which set a new Mountain West record.

Led by junior guard and consensus second-team All-American Malachi Flynn, the team won the Continental
Tires Las Vegas Invitational with a blowout victory over Creighton and a 16-point comeback win against lowa in the
championship game. A month later, three days after Utah defeated then No. 6 Kentucky, the Aztecs handed the Utes
a 28-point drubbing in the Basketball Hall of Fame Classic.

With the expected return for the postseason of forward Nathan Mensah, who had been sidelined for the final 19
games of the year, San Diego State was poised for a deep run in the NCAA Tournament. The Aztecs were projected to
be either a No. T or No. 2 seed and some felt were a Final Four team, but the corona virus pandemic put an end to
the postseason and fans were left fo wonder what could have been.

In 2017-18, his first season as head coach, he was the only Division | coach to guide his team to the NCAA Tourna-
ment after going 22-10 in the regular season, including winning the 2018 Mountain West Tournament championship.

Over the course of his 23 years at San Diego State, Duicher has helped the Aztecs reach the postseason 16 times,
including 11 trips to the NCAA tournament, win a conference-best 14 Mountain West titles and record 17 seasons of
at least 20 victories.

Since 2008-09, SDSU has twice advanced to the NCAA Sweet 16 (2011, 2014) and NIT semifinal (2009, 2016),
won at least 25 games eight fimes and captured 11 MW championships (seven regular season, four tournament).

In his first year on The Mesa (1999-00) the Aztecs won only five games, but improved upon their win total from
the season before. After that, San Diego State posted a 14-14 record in 2000-01, before winning the 2002 MW
Championship, earning an NCAA tournament bid, and finishing with a 21-12 record. The 2002-03 campaign saw
SDSU receive an NIT invitation, which culminated in the program’s first Division | postseason victory.

After helping attract the program’s first McDonald's All-American to the 2002-03 squad, Dutcher assisted in
securing the signatures of future starters and all-league performers Brandon Heath and Marcus Slaughter. The duo
started their first two seasons on The Mesa, leading to the 2005-06 campaign that produced the school’s first MW
regular-season and tournament fitle sweep. The Aztecs advanced to the NCAA tournament and ulfimately won a
then-school-record 24 games. That appearance led to a string of 10 consecutive postseason berths.

Saint Mary's arrived in the desert No. 8 in defensive efficiency
according to KenPom.com, and San Diego State was No. 18.

So, of course, the game turned into an offensive showdown.

Ducas scored in a variety of ways, putting up 10 points in the
first 7 1/2 minutes and 14 by halftime. Johnson took his turn next,
scoring eight quick points, and the Gaels shot 13 of 24 in the first
half.

San Diego State made 13 of 26 shots in the first half, the last
Micah Parrish's 3-point half-court heave at the buzzer to fie the
game at 35-all.

Saint Mary’s started clamping down defensively in the second
half, holding San Diego State scoreless for more than five minutes
to build a five-point lead. The Aztecs finally hit a shot, but went on
another scoreless drought of nearly four minutes, falling behind
59-50 on a 3-pointer by Ducas.

San Diego State tried fo fight back, but the Gaels pushed them
away to pull out a key nonconference win.

LeDee was 10-for-11
from the free throw line and pulled down seven rebounds.

Up 18-14 with 11:03 to play in the first half, SDSU went on an
11-0 run over the succeeding 3:30 to take its first double digit lead,
29-14 and had at 14-point advantage going into the half.

With the victory, the Aztecs remain unbeaten in 13 all-ime
meetings against the Tritons.

Darrion Trammell was the lone player fo reach double figures
for SDSU (9-3), finishing with 18 points on 6-of-11 from the
floor, including a 4-of-6 from beyond the arc, while Jaedon LeDee
grabbed a career-high 12 rebounds.

However, both teams witnessed their share of offensive strug-
gles, with the Aztecs shoofing 36.1 percent from the floor (22-61)
compared to the Tritons’ 31.6 percent pace (18-57).

SDSU connected on 10-of-24 tries from three-point range (41.7
percent), while UCSD (5-7) was just 5-for-28 (17.9 percent) on its
long-range attempts.

In addition, the Scarlet and Black maintained a sizeable 47-31
advantage in rebounds and a 17-10 edge in points off turnovers to
help fuel their win.

The Aztecs never trailed, opening a 11-0 lead through the first
five-plus minutes, capped by a Keshad Johnson dunk.

SDSU limited the Tritons to 22.2 percent shooting (6-27) in the
first half, including draining just 2-of-15 from three-point range
(13.3 percent).

Conversely, Trammell shouldered much of the Aztecs’ offensive
burden, nailing triples on three consecutive possessions late in the
half o give the hosts a commanding 35-16 lead by intermission.

SDSU missed its first nine shots of the second period; however,
UCSD could draw no doser than 13 points after Justin DeGraaf's
layup cut the margin to 35-22 with 15 minutes remaining.

Unfazed, the Aztecs responded with a 16-3 blitz fo quash any
Triton comeback hopes. Nathan Mensah scored all six of his points
during the run, induding his first trey of the season at the 10:05
mark to give SDSU its largest lead of the night at 51-26.

In addition to Trammell's production, which included four assists,
the Aztecs received nine points from Johnson, while Matt Bradley
and Micah Parrish pulled down six rebounds apiece, with the latter
notching a collegiate best.

The Aztecs (10-3, 1-0 Mountain West) starfed the game knock-
ing down five of its first six shots to take a 12-2 lead capped off
by a Bradley first of a career-high six 3-pointers. With just over 12
minutes left in the half, Bradley continued his hot start when he
drove info the lane, beat the first defender, and then acrobatically
put the ball in the basket to extend the Aztecs lead to 21-9.

Air Force (9-5, 0-1 Mountain West) would respond with an 11-4
run of its own to cut its defecit fo five points with six minutes fo go
before the half. Bradley would again respond with another triple,
his third of the half, to push the Aztecs’ advantage to 28-20. After
a Joedon LeDee bucket on the next possession the lead back to
double digits, 30-20. Adam Seiko would hit the Aztecs fifth triple of
the half, and SDSU took a 36-23 advantage into the break.

Both teams would find buckets hard to come by to begin the sec-
ond half, but Bradley put the Aztecs offense into high gear again.
He sank a 3-pointer on back-to-back possessions to push the lead to
a game-high 19 points, 44-25, with 15:13 left in the game.

The teams would trade buckets over the next few minutes, and
each time Air Force would close the gap, SDSU would respond with
a triple.

LAS VEGAS — Matt Bradley surpassed 2,000 career points and
the Aztecs had another sirong offensive performance on Saturday
afternoon, en-route fo a 76-67 win over UNLV at the Thomas and
Mack Center.

The Aztecs (11-3, 2-0 MW) and Rebels (11-3, 0-2 MW) traded
buckets early on, with Bradley and Lamont Butler scoring five early
points each, before UNLV used an 8-0 run to take a 17-10 lead with
just over 12 minutes to play in the first half.

Aguek Arop ended the Rebels run with a dunk off a nice feed
from Darrion Trammell to make it a 17-12 game.

Both teams would find scoring hard o come by to begin the sec-
ond half, with only the Rebels able to sink a basket in the opening
four minutes of the half. Arop then came through again, for his
sixth bucket of the game, this one a monster slam to get the Aztecs
on the board in the half, and still lead 48-36.

UNLV would then go on a 7-0 run to make it a 48-43 game with
12:30 left, before Bradley and Trammell would answer with a run
of their own, sinking back-to-back threes, extending the Aztecs lead
to 57-43.
