NEWS AND NOTES (through games of Nov. 5)

m Winners of five consecutive games and 18 of its last 19 contests, San Diego State travels to Reno, Nev., to face the Nevada Wolf Pack at
7:30 p.m. PT Saturday. This is the first of back-to-back road games for SDSU, which faces Mountain Division foe Wyoming on Nov. 19.

m The Aztecs dlinched a share of the Mountain West West Division for the third straight season and will represent the West Division in the
league fitle game (Dec. 3) for the second consecutive year.

m SDSU is one of 11 teams nationally with one loss or less (five undefeated teams, six one-loss teams). San Diego State is one of only 12 un-

defeated teams in league play.

m The Aztecs carry a number of lengthy win streaks into Saturday’s game, including: 16 straight victories against conference opponents (longest
active streak in the couniry), 13 straight victories in games played in the Pacific Time Zone and five straight wins overall (tied for 12th-

longest acfive streak in the nation).

m During the 16-game win streak vs. MW teams (including the 2015 MW Championship game), SDSU has outscored its opponents, 564-161.

m Since Oct. 3, 2015, San Diego State owns the nation’s third-best record at 18-1 (.947), trailing only Alabama (20-0, 1.000) and Clemson
(20-1,.952), and ahead of Michigan (16-2, .889) and Ohio State (16-2, .889).
m The Aztecs are once again among the nation’s elite in every major defensive category. Since the beginning of the 2015 season, SDSU is
second in turnovers forced (52), third in total defense (281.8), fourth in rushing defense (99.8) and rushing yards allowed per attempt
(3.0), fifth in scoring defense (15.9), and sixth in passing efficiency rafing defense (105.8) and third-down conversion percentage defense

(30.4).

m Heisman Trophy candidate Donnel Pumphrey continues to lead the nation (FBS) this season in rushing yards (1,581). He is second in all-
purpose yards (1,732) and rushing yards per game (175.7), third in all-purpose yards per game (192.44), tied for sixth in rushing touchdowns

(13) and tied for 13th in fotal touchdowns (13). He has 135 more rushing yards than the player ranked second in FBS rushing.
m Pumphrey, a senior from Las Vegas, is the active FBS career leader in rushing yards (5,853), all-purpose yards (6,877), rushing touchdowns
(58), total touchdowns scored (63) and 100-yard rushing games (30).
m Pumphrey hos recorded eight straight 100-yard rushing games overall. During that span, he has carried 223 times for 1,483 yards, a 6.65-

yard average and 12 rushing touchdowns. In three career games against Nevada, he has 351 rushing yards, a 7.47 average and three TDs.
m Pumphrey continues to climb the official NCAA career rushing chart. His 5,853 yards rushing currently places him fifth on that chart. He

needs 544 yards to surpass Ron Dayne’s (Wisconsin) career fotal of 6,397. If SDSU plays five more games (counts the conference championship

and assumes a bowl game), Pumphrey would have to average 109.0 yards to break the record.

m On Dec. 3, San Diego State will be looking for its third Mountain West championship in the last five seasons. The Aztecs won a share
of the 2012 title (back when the conference was a single division, 10-team league), tying with Boise State and Fresno State. SDSU
won the fitle lust season, defeating Air Force, 27-24, in the championship game.

m Although the Aztecs have won 20 previous conference fitles in the foothall program’s history, the Aztecs have not won consecutive
crowns since winning three siraight PCAA titles from 1972-74.

STREAKING

San Diego State owns a number of impressive active streaks. Below is a look at a few of them:

The Aztecs have won 16 straight games against Mountain West opponents. That is the longest active sireak nafionally by a team
against conference opponents and dates back to Nov. 15, 2014. During that stretch, SDSU has outscored its opponents, 564-161.
The complete list of national leaders in this category can be found on the bottom of page one.

San Diego State has won 14 consecutive home games against Mountain West opponents, dating hack to a setback on Oct. 26, 2013.
During that stretch, the Aztecs have outscored their conference opposition, 479-184.

SDSU has won ifs last 13 games played in the Pacific Time Zone, dating back to Sept. 19, 2015.

San Diego State has won its last 10 home games. The Aztecs have ouiscored its opposition, 364-112, during that sireich and have
an edge in total offense 4,350 o 2,413 and a plus-11 turnover margin. That is tied for the fourth-longest active win sireak in the
nation.

SDSU has not trailed in a regular-season conference game at home since Nov. 21, 2014 vs. Air Force. The Aztecs have won eight
straight conference home games without falling behind, a streak that is currently at 503:13. The last time SDSU trailed was at 14-
13 in the third quarter to Air Force, hefore posting a 30-14 victory.

San Diego State has held 21 consecutive league opponents to less than 400 yards of total offense. That is the longest acfive streak
nationally. During that span, SDSU has allowed 5,104 yards of offense (243.0 per game).

During the current 16-game win streak against Mountain West opponents, San Diego State has trailed a total of 27:06 combined
(out of a possible 960:00) and in only four total games. In the first game of the streak, SDSU trailed Air Force, 14-13, on Nov. 21,

San Diego State outrushed Utah State, 400-71, tied for the largest margin (329 yards) in the Aztecs’ Division | history.

The Aztecs handed Utah State just its fifth home loss in its lust 31 home games (the Aggies entered the game with the nation’s ninth-
highest home winning percentage since Nov. 12, 2011 at 26-4). San Diego State became the first Pacific Time Zone team to defeat
Utah State at Maverik Stadium since Sept. 18, 2010 (Fresno State).

SDSU’s 42-3 victory and 39-point margin of victory over SJSU was ifs largest in a game (at the fime) since a 47-0 victory over
Nicholls State on Sept. 4, 2010.

The 39-point victory over the Spartans was the largest for the Aztecs in a league game (at the fime) since defeating Hawai'i, 56-8,
on Oct. 11, 1996.

San Diego State’s last eight overall victories have been by af least two fouchdowns (14 points) and its last 15 regular-season conference
games have all been wins by at least 14 points.

NOTING THE HAWAI'l WIN

A few takeaways from San Diego State’s 55-0 victory over Hawai'i on Saturday:

The 55-0 shutout was the Aztecs' largest margin of viciory in a shutout in their Division | history (since 1969).

The 55-point win was SDSU's second-largest margin of victory in its DI history (since 1969) history, only trailing a 58-point win (65-
7) on Nov. 14, 1970 vs UC Santa Barbara.

San Diego State scored its most points in a game since beating Hawai'i, 56-8, on Oct. 11, 1996. The points were fied for the 12th
most in ifs DI history (since 1969).

The Aztecs improved to 8-1 overall, their best nine-game record o open a campaign since the 1977 squad was 8-1.

SDSU won its eighth game of the year and has now won at least eight games in six of the last seven seasons.

San Diego State is ouiscoring the opposition, 564-161, (35.3-10.1averages) over the 16-game winning sreak against conference
opponents.

The Aztecs improved to 18-1 (.947) over their last 19 games (since Oct. 3, 2015), the third-best record over that span.

SDSU held the Rainbow Warriors to 215 total yards and now has held 21 consecutive conference opponents to less than 400 yards
of total offense, the longest acfive sireak in FBS.

Donnel Pumphrey recorded his eighth straight 100-yard rushing game and 30th of his career with 112 yards touchdowns on 21
carries (5.3 avg.).

Rashaad Penny recorded his third 100-yard rushing game of his career (all in the last five games) with 108 yards and one touchdown
on just eight carries (13.5 avg.).

SDSU had two 100-yard rushers in the same game for the third straight game, fourth fime in five games, seventh time in 19 games
and 25th time in school history. San Diego State is now 24-1 when it has multiple 100-yard rushers.

San Diego State won its 30th consecutive game when rushing for at least 200 yards. The Aztecs are now 38-2 in the Rocky Long era
when rushing for 200-plus yards.

WORKING ON PERFECTION

As earlier noted, San Diego State has clinched a berth in the Mountain West Championship game. Now the Aztecs are looking to go

down as one of the most dominant teams in league history.

Last season, SDSU became the first Mountain West team to finish with an unblemished league record since 2011. Only San Diego

State has done it in the two-division era (2015) and only 10 teams have done it in league history (this is the 18th season).

This year, the Aztecs are three games away from recording their second consecutive regular-season perfect league record.
Below is a look at the 10 teams to end the regular-season, plus San Diego State’s 2016 numbers, with a perfect Mountain West

record ranked by average margin of victory in league play.

The Wolf Pack later took advantage of a missed field goal by the Aztecs with a 9-play, 80-yard drive, ending when Richardson re-
covered Don Jackson's fumble in the end zone fo tie the game at 14 apiece.

After facing a third-and-20 after multiple penalties late in the second quarter, Pumphrey broke away for a season-long 72-yard
touchdown to give SDSU a 21-14 lead at the break. The 72-yard run made Pumphrey just the second player in school and Mountain
West history with 4,000 rushing yards.

A 29-yard field goal by Donny Hageman with 2:58 left in the third quarter put San Diego State up, 24-14.

Price closed the scoring early in the fourth quarter with a 2-yard rushing touchdown by Price.

Pumphrey posted his eighth straight 100-yard rushing game, ninth of the season and 22nd of his career. The eight consecutive
games with at least 100 yards rushing ties George Jones (1995) for the second-longest streak in program history, is tied for the longest
active streak in FBS play and is the longest streak in MW history.

It was Price’s third 100-yard game of the year and fourth of his career. The Aztecs had a pair of 100-yard rushers in the same game
for the third time this season and for the 21st fime in program history (SDSU is 20-1 in those games).

Smith and Calvin Munson led San Diego State with eight tackles apiece, while Juke Fely recorded seven stops with a forced fumble
and a fumble recovery. The Aztecs finished the game with four sacks, six tackles for loss, three forced fumbles, five pass breakups, two
interceptions and a fumble recovery.

SDSU became the first team 1o go undefeated in Mountain West play since TCU in 2011.

San Diego State also became one of just six schools in the last 20 seasons (since 1996) to complete an undefeated league season
with each victory coming by double digits. Additionally, the Aztecs held Nevada fo just 35 yards rushing, its fewest in a game since Sept.
6, 2004.

PROGRAM NOTES

m SDSU is one of 25 schools to play in a howl game each of the lust six seasons, which is the longest streak in the Mountain West. San
Diego State and Boise State are the only two current Mountain West schools to reach a howl game in 2010, 2011, 2012, 2013,
2014 and 2015.

w San Diego State has advanced fo a school-record six consecutive bowl games, and is one of only 25 schools nationally and one of
just three from a “Group of 5” conference (also Boise State and Northern Illinois).

m San Diego State has advanced to six consecutive bowl games. The Aztecs join Stanford as the only football teams in California - FBS
or NFL - to advance to the posiseason in each of the past six seasons.

u With bowl game appearances in a school-record six straight seasons, the Aztecs have equaled their total number of bowls played in
the 44 prior seasons (1966 through 2009).

m Aztec head coach Rocky Long is in his sixth season as head coach and seventh year on The Mesa. The Mountain West's ll-time win-
ningest coach, Long has guided SDSU to 51 victories.

m Between 2000-09, SDSU was 38-80 (.322) and owned the nation’s 106th-best winning percentage. Since 2010, San Diego State is
60-28 (.682) and owns the nation’s 19th-best winning percentage.

w Since the start of the 2010 season, San Diego State's 60-28 record is the second-best mark in the state, only trailing Stanford.

w With 60 wins in their lust 88 games (60-28 since the beginning of the 2010 campaign), the Aztecs have equaled their win total from
the previous 160 games (60-100).

m The 52 wins the last six seasons (nine in 2010, eight in 2011, nine in 2012, eight in 2013, seven in 2014 and 11 in 2015) are the
most in a six-year period af San Diego State since 1972-77 (55 wins).

BULLET NOTES - OFFENSE

m San Diego State refurns seven starters on the offensive side of the ball - senior tight end Daniel Brunskill, junior wide receiver Chase
Favreau, senior center Arthur Flores, junior wide receiver Mikah Holder, senior left tackle Kwayde Miller, senior running back Donnel

Pumphrey and senior left guard Nico Siragusa - from the 2015 season.

w Jeff Horton, is in his sixth season at Sun Diego State is in his second season as SDSU’s offensive coordinator. (served the previous
four seasons as an assistant head coach and running backs coach). Among his other experience, he served as the head coach at
Nevada and UNLV and interim head coach at Minnesota.

w Donnel Pumphrey was named the Mountain West offensive player of the year last season and is the media’s preseason pick to repeat
this year. A Heisman Trophy candidate, Pumphrey is on the preseason watch lists for the Walter Camp Award (top college player),
Maxwell Award (top college player) and Doak Walker (op running back).

Pumphrey is the nation’s active leader in rushing yards (5,853), all-purpose yards (6,877), 100-yard rushing games (30) and since

the heginning of the 2013 season, is the only player in the nation with 4,000 rushing yards and 800 receiving yards.

Last season, Pumphrey was named the Mountain West Offensive Player of the Year and a first-team all-league pick by the league’s
coaches and media. He's the first Aztec fo be named a league offensive player of the year since George Jones in 1995 as a member
of the Pacific Division of the WAC and the fourth offensive honoree in program history

m Pumphrey was also awarded the team’s John Simcox Memorial Trophy as the 2015 team MVP for the second straight year, joining
Kirk Morrison (2003-04), Marshall Faulk (1992-93), Todd Santos (1986-87) and Gary Garrison (1964-65) as the only repeat
winners in program history.

u In addition to Pumphrey, LG Nico Siragusa also earned preseason all-conference honors in the official media poll.

m Senior LG Nico Siragusa, an Outland Trophy nominee, has 37 career staris, including 36 consecutive starts at left guard.

OFFENSIVE NUMBERS
San Diego State has scored 40 or more points in three consecutive games for the first time since the 1996 campaign. The lost fime

the Aztecs did it in four straight games was 1990.
San Diego State has averaged 32.9 points (920 fotal points) in its lust 28 games (since Nov. 8, 2014). Last season, the Aztecs scored
450 points in 14 games (32.1 ppg), which ranked 46th nationally.

w The Aztecs have scored 30 or more points in 13 of their lust 17 games (631 poinis tofal, 37.1 ppg).

m Since the beginning of 2014, SDSU is 23-2 when committing one turnover or less and 3-8 when having two or more furnovers in the
game. The Aztecs had one turnover or less in six siraight games lost season and in 18 of the 23 games since the start of the 2015
campaign.

u The Aztecs have scored a touchdown in the first quarter of 29 of their last 32 contests.

San Diego State had enjoyed a fime of possession advantage in 13 consecutive games prior to the South Alabama earlier this season.

The Aztecs are 20-1 the lust 21 times the Aztecs have had an advantage in this category (at California (2015) is the lone loss).

w SDSU is 49-12 in the Rocky Long era when scoring just 20 or more points.

w San Diego State has won 24 straight games (36-5 in the Rocky Long era) when scoring 30-plus points.

m Donnel Pumphrey (13) and Rashaad Penny (11) have more combined touchdowns (24) than 16 other FBS teams.

m SDSU is one of five schools (also Temple, Texas, Washington and Western Kentucky) to have two players record at least 11 touchdowns
(Pumphrey - 13 and Penny - 11).
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Penny is one of only four players in FBS this year with at least seven rushing fouchdowns and three receiving touchdowns and he’s
the only one with seven rushing, three receiving and a kick return score.

m Penny is also ranked first in the Mountain West (third nationally) in kick return touchdowns (1), fifth (28th nationally) in total touch-
downs (11), fifth (28th nationally) in rushing yards per carry (6.33), seventh (70th nationally) in all-purpose yards per game
(112.44), 10th in poins per game (7.33) and 10th (65th nationally) in rushing touchdowns (7).

m Penny had a touchdown in nine straight games, registering 11 total touchdowns over that span (six rushing, three receiving and two
kick return), until he failed to score at Fresno State.

m Penny has 15 touchdowns (10 rushing, three receiving and two kick return) over the last 13 games.

m Daniel Brunskill, Donnel Pumphrey and Nico Siragusa have each played in 49 consecutive games, the longest aciive streak on the
team.

RUSHING OFFENSE

m Last season, San Diego State broke the school record for rushing yards (3,266) and broke the Division | era record for rushing touch-
downs (32). This year the Aztecs are on pace for 3,835 yards and 36 touchdowns, based on a 14-game season (MW Championship
and bowl game appearance).

m SDSU is one of only 14 teams this year with multiple players with at least three rushing touchdowns in a game (also Arizona State,
Florida Atlantic, Kansas State, LSU, North Carolina, Northern Illinois, Oregon, South Florida, TCU, Tulsa, Utah State, UTSA and Van-
derbilt).

m Through nine games, Donnel Pumphrey, Rashaad Penny and Juwan Washington have combined for 2,414 rushing yards (268.2
RYPG), 23 rushing touchdowns, 27 overall touchdowns, 6.5 rush average and 12 100-yard games.

m Pumphrey is ranked fifth all-fime in NCAA history in rushing yards (5,853).

m Pumphrey is also tied for 11th in both overall touchdowns (63) and rushing touchdowns (58), and 16th in all-purpose yards (6,877).

m Pumphrey holds numerous SDSU school records, passing Marshall Faulk this year in rushing yards (5,853), all-purpose yards (6,877),
100-yard rushing games (30), overall touchdowns (63), rushing touchdowns (58), overall points (378) and rushing attempts (954).

m Pumphrey also is tied with Faulk in 200-yard rushing games (6) and second in 150-yard rushing games (13).

m Pumphrey is the all-time MW leader in rushing yards, all-purpose yards, rushing touchdowns, overall touchdowns and 100-yard
games.

m Pumphrey has 16 career games with mulfiple rushing touchdowns and 18 overall with multiple scores.

= Among aciive FBS players, Pumphrey leads the couniry in rushing yards, all-purpose yards, rushing touchdowns and overall touch-
downs.

m Pumphrey joins Marshall Faulk with the most 1,000-yard seasons (three) in school history.

m Pumphrey leads the nation in rushing yards (1,581), and is second in rushing yards per game (175.7) , third in all-purpose yards
per game (192.4), tied for sixth in rushing touchdowns (13) and tied for 13th in overall touchdowns (13), despite not playing each
of the last three fourth quarters.

m Pumphrey is averaging more rushing yards per game (175.7) than 66 other teams in FBS play and would rank 63rd as a “team.”

m Pumphrey’s 1,581 yards already rank seventh in SDSU single-season history.

m Pumphrey has four games this year with at least 220 yards, including 281 vs. California (sixth nationally), 223 at Utah State (19th
nationally) and 220 at Northern Illinois and at Fresno State (24th nationally). Only two other players have more than one (both
have two).

Over Pumphrey's eight-game streak with at least 100 yards, he has compiled
223 attempts (6.7 avg.).

m Pumphrey’s rush averages by quarter this year - 1st - 5.2, 2nd - 6.5, 3rd - 7.0 and 4th - 7.8 - and by half - 1st - 5.8 and 2nd - 7.2.

m SDSU is 27-8 over Pumphrey’s career when he scores at least one rushing touchdown and 25-5 when he reaches 100 rushing yards.

Pumphrey has gone 255 rush attempts since his last fumble lost and 277 touches since his last fumble lost. His last lost fumble came

against Wyoming on Nov. 14, 2015.

Pumphrey had a career game vs. California en route to being named the MW Offensive Player of the Week for the fifth fime of his

career and the Maxwell Award Player of the Week for the first time, rushing for a career-high 281 rushing yards and three fouchdowns

on 29 carries (9.7 avg.) on his way to breaking Marshall Faulk’s SDSU career rushing record. The 281 rushing yards were the fifth

most in a game in program history, the seventh most in the country this year (as of Nov. 5) and the most by a current “Group of 5"

player vs. a current “Power 5" team since East Carolina’s Scott Harley had 361 yards vs. North Carolina State on Nov. 30, 1996.

m Pumphrey was also named the MW Offensive Player of the Week the following week in a win at Northern Illinois after rushing 23
times for 220 yards and three touchdowns.

m Pumphrey’s 501 rushing yards on 52 carries (9.63 avg.) and six touchdowns over the two-game span was the first fime a player
had 500 yards in a two-game span since Oklahoma's Samaje Perine totaled 578 from Nov. 22-Dec. 6, 2014.

m Additionally, Pumphrey became just the third player in MW history with back-to-back 200-yard rushing games and one of two with
500-plus yards in a two-game span.

m Pumphrey finished his career with 535 rushing yards and eight touchdowns against UNLV on 80 carries (6.7 avg.) in four meetings.

m Against San José State over his career, Pumphrey totaled 626 yards and seven rushing touchdowns (eight overall) on 75 carries
(8.3 avg.).

= In two career games against Utah State, Pumphrey rushed for 404 yards and two touchdowns on 55 carries (7.3 avg.).

m If you take away the 18 fimes that Christian Chapman has been sacked this year, he has rushed 26 times for 136 yards (5.2 avg.).

w Since Chapman’s first start (Dec. 5, 2015), he owns the 10th-best pass efficiency rating in the couniry (153.9 min. 100 att., 10 GP).

Chapman’s 61.3 completion percentage this year is the third best by an Aztec quarterback since 1996 (min. 160 att.), while his
146.71 pass efficiency rafing is also ranked third.

Chapman ranks third in the Mountain West (33rd nationally) in pass efficiency (146.71), third (47th nationally) in passing yards
per attempt (7.61), third (55th nationally) in touchdown passes (13), fourth (47th nationally) in completion percentage (61.3) and
fourth (52nd nationally) in passing yards per completion (12.41).

Against New Hampshire in just his third career start, Chapman threw for a career-high 283 yards, the most by an Aztec since Quinn
Kaehler had 326 vs. Air Force on Nov. 21, 2014.

Chapman threw an 86-yard pass to Mikah Holder in the first quarter of the UNH game, tied for the seventh-longest pass in program
history.

Holder is averaging 19.0 yards per catch, which ranks second by an Aztec since 1996 (Derrick Lewis, 20.5 from 1999-01, min. 40
rec.).

m Holder ranked second in the league this year in yards per reception (fourth nationally) (22.41).
w Against New Hampshire in the opener, Holder finished with four catches for a career-high 160 receiving yards, breaking 100 yards

for the first time of his career and becoming the first Aztec with 100-plus receiving yards since Ezell Ruffin had 126 vs. Air Force on
Nov. 21, 2014. Holder's 160 yards were SDSU's most in a game since Ruffin had 165 vs. New Mexico on Nov. 2, 2013.

Holder had a career-long 86-yard reception in the UNH game, tied for the seventh longest in school history and the longest since
Vincent Brown caught a 90-yarder on Nov. 20, 2010 vs. Utah.

Eric Judge is averaging 17.4 yards per catch, which ranks fourth by an Aziec since 1996 (min. 35 rec.).

Judge's 17.4 career catch average is also ranked 13th among active FBS players (min. 65 receptions).

m Only eight running backs have more receiving touchdowns than Rashaad Penny's three this year.

BULLET NOTES - DEFENSE

Rocky Long is serving as the team’s defensive coordinator for the eighth siraight season (includes all six as head coach).

San Diego State returns seven starters off lust season’s squad which was one of the top units nationally. Returning in 2016 are senior
DE Alex Barrett, junior LB Ryan Dunn, WAR junior Kameron Kelly, senior (B Damontae Kazee, AZT Na'im McGee, senior LB Calvin
Munson and senior WAR Malik Smith.

Kazee, who was named the Mountain West Defensive Player of the Year by the league’s head coaches and media, is the preseason
player of the year in the conference. Last season, he became the first SDSU player to be named the MW Defensive Player of the Year
since Kirk Morrison won it in back-o-back seasons in 2003-04. Kazee and Morrison are now the only defensive players of the year
in a league in school history.

Nine Aztecs on defense were named to the all-Mountain West team last year, induding (B Damontae Kazee (MW Defensive Player
of the Year), DL Alex Barrett and LB Calvin Munson on the first team, LB Jake Fely and (B J.). Whittaker on the second team, and
DT Christian Heyward, DE Jon Sanchez and WAR Malik Smith as honorable-mention picks.

Two Aztecs are on waich lists for the nation’s top player at their position, including Kazee (Bednarik Watch List and Thorpe Watch
List) and Munson (Nagurski Watch List, Bednarik Watch List, Butkus Watch List and Lott IMPACT Watch List).

DEFENSIVE NUMBERS
This season San Diego State is one of the top defensive units in the country. The Aztecs current national rankings: st in passes in-

tercepted (16), 2nd in rushing defense (86.0), 3rd in defensive touchdowns scored (4), 4th in total defense (273.2), 7th in scoring
defense (15.1) and 8th in passing efficiency rating (102.07).

Last season, San Diego State ranked among the top 10 nationally in nine major defensive categories: 2nd in turnovers gained (34),
2nd in passes intercepted (23), 5th in total defense (287.3), 7th in scoring defense (16.4), 7th in rushing defense (108.7), 8th in
defensive touchdowns scored (4), 9th in third down percentage defense (28.9 pct.), 10th in passing yards allowed (142.0) and 10th
in passing efficiency defense (108.71).

SDSU has held 21 consecutive conference opponents to less than 400 yards of tofal offense. That is the longest active streak in the
nation.

SDSU held four opponents in 2015 to less than 200 yards of total offense (San Diego 188, Fresno State 89, San José State 148 and
Wyoming 191). The Aztecs did in again the 2016 season opener against New Hampshire (141 yards) and against UNLV (122).
Since Nov. 14, 2015 (includes 14 SDSU games), San Diego State ranks second nationally in points allowed per game (14.1) and
first nationally in total offense allowed per game (271.6).

SDSU is 16-0 when holding its opponent to 166 or less yards of total offense, something it did against New Hampshire (141 yards)
and UNLV (122), and 37-3 when holding their foe to 195 or less yards in the Division | era.
Since the beginning of 2009, when Long took over as defensive coordinator, the Aztecs rank 15th nationally in yards per rush
allowed (3.7), 18th nationally in yards per touch (6.3), 20th in yards allowed per game (348.9) and 30th in points allowed per
game (23.3).

Since the beginning of the 2015 season (23 games), SDSU has held 10 opponents o single digits in points.

San Diego State has allowed just two offensive touchdowns through five Mountain West games this year (and six points on two field
goals) and its opponents are averaging just 203.0 yards (1,015 yards through five games).

SDSU has held its opponent to seven or less points in the first half in 12 of the last 18 games.

The Aztecs shut out New Hampshire in the season opener. It was the first shutout for SDSU since Sept. 4, 2010 when SDSU defeated
Nicholls State, 47-0.

San Diego State held New Hampshire without a third-down conversion, as the Wildcats were 0-for-14. It marks the second consecutive
season SDSU has held an opponent without a third-down conversion (Fresno State, Oct. 3, 2015, 0-for-12 in 2015). Since 1996, it
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marked just the third time SDSU has held an opponent without a conversion on third down.

Alex Barrett is ranked eighth at SDSU in career sacks (18.0) and 10th in tackles for loss (36.5).

Barrett is fourth in the league in tackles for loss per game (1.06).

Among defensive linemen in the MW, Barrett is eighth in tackles per game (3.78).

Calvin Munson has led the Aztecs in tackles 15 fimes over his career, including six of the nine games this year.
Munson has eight career games with at least 10 tackles, including three times this year.

Munson has a team-high 74 tackles (37 solo), more than double over the next two players combined (73).
Munson ranks ninth in the MW (66th nationally) in tackles per game (8.22).

Parker Baldwin and Na'im McGee are tied for sixth in the MW in fumble recoveries (1).

in rushing yards per attempt (3.0).

Thirteen of San Diego State’s lust 20 opponents have failed to rush for more than 80 yards.

During the last 20 games (since Sept. 26, 2015), opponents have rushed 636 times for 1,812 yards and 2.85 yards per carry. Over

that span, San Diego State ranks second nationally in rushing yards allowed per game (90.6) and second in yards per carry (2.8).

m San Diego State allowed just 71 rushing yards against New Hampshire in the opener on 31 carries (2.3 yards per rush).

m Since Rocky Long hegan his tenure as the team’s defensive coordinator (prior fo the 2009 campaign), San Diego State is 16-4 when
holding the opposition to less than 75 yards rushing and 19-5 when the opposition averages less than 2.50 yards per carry.

m Calvin Munson leads SDSU with 56 tackles on rushing plays.

m Lot season, SDSU finished seventh in FBS play in rushing yards allowed per game (108.7) and fifth in yards per rush (3.2).

Since the beginning of the 2015 campaign, San Diego State's eight interception returns for touchdowns are tied for the second-

highest total in the nation (Alabama leads with nine).

Since 2010, the Aztecs are 42-7 when holding the opponent to 200 or fewer passing yards.
In 15 of its last 25 games, SDSU has held its opponent to a passer rating of less than 100.00.
Alex Barrett is ranked 35th in the nation (second in MW) in sacks per game (0.72).

Barrett had four PBUs against New Hampshire, the most in FBS play during the first weekend and tied for the fifth most in a game
in program history.

Among acive career players in FBS, Damontae Kazee is ranked first in interceptions (15, tied), fourth in passes defended (42) and
13th in forced fumbles (6, tied).

Kazee is the SDSU career record-holder in interceptions (15).

Kazee also is tied for sixth all-time at SDSU with six forced fumbles and ninth with 27 PBUs.

Kazee leads the MW in both interceptions per game (0.56, fifth nationally) and interception yards (112, ninth nationally).

Kazee is also fifth in the MW in pass deflections (INT + PBU) per game (1.11).

Kazee has two career games with multiple interceptions (three vs. San Diego on Sept. 5, 2015 and two vs. Hawai'i on Nov. 5, 2016).
Kazee leads the team with 22 tackles on passing plays.

Calvin Munson has six interceptions for his career, including three for a touchdown.

Munson's three interceptions returned for a touchdown are tied with Ricky Parker (1993-96) for the most in program history and
tied for the third most in FBS history among linebackers.

Munson is also fifth all-time at SDSU with 232 interception yards.

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Under the direction of sixth-year head coach Rocky Long, San Diego State has made a dramatic turnaround.

m SDSU is one of 25 schools nationally to appear in bowl games each of the last six seasons. San Diego State is one of only two
California schools to appear in five consecutive bowl games (Stanford) and is one of only two current Mountain West schools to
appear in bowl games in 2010, 2011, 2012, 2013, 2014 and 2015 (Boise State), and one of three from the “Group of 5” con-
ferences (Boise State and Northern lllinois).

m With bowl game appearances in a school-record six straight seasons, the Aztecs have equaled their total number of bowls played
in the 44 prior seasons (1966 through 2009).

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Aztecs Shut Out New Hampshire, 31-0

SAN DIEGO - San Diego State picked up where it left off last year, rolling to a 31-0 victory over New Hampshire in the
2016 opener at Qualcomm Stadium.

(hristian Chapman threw for a career-high 283 yards, including a pair of touchdown strikes to Mikah Holder, and the
Aztec defense dominated the Wildeats (0-1) in s first shutout since 2010.

(hapman was 16-for-25 without an interception, improving fo 3-0 as the team’s starfing quarterback.

The win was the 11th straight for San Diego State (1-0), the program’s longest streak since winning 21 consecutive
games from 1968-70.

Holder finished with a career-best 160 yards on four catches, all in the first half, including an 86-yard grab for the
game’s first touchdown.

After starting off slowly with three 3-and-outs and just six total yards on nine plays, Chapman found Holder for an
86-yard strike on the first play of the fourth drive to put SDSU on the scorehoard.

After forcing a 3-and-out, one of nine on the day forced hy San Diego State, the Aztecs marched 67 yards on just
four plays, culminating with a 20-yard touchdown run by Donnel Pumphrey to take a 14-0 lead.

Midway through the second quarter, SDSU made it 21-0 when Chapman found Holder once again, this fime from 14
yards out.

Inits first drive of the second half, San Diego State put together a 14-play, 71-yard effort over 6:57, before settling
on a 33-yard field goal by John Baron II.

The Aztecs capitalized on an interception midway through the fourth quarter as Rashaad Penny punched it from 1-
yard out for the final score of the game.

Pumphrey had 98 yards on 21 carries and added four catches for 41 yards.

Eric Judge came up with o game-high five catches for SDSU.

San Diego State ended up outgaining UNH, 461-141.

New Hampshire finished 0-for-14 on 3rd-down conversions. The Aztecs also held the Wildcats to just 70 yards passing
(UNH quarterhacks were 7-for-20 with an inferception) and an average of 2.8 yards per play. New Hampshire ended up
punting 12 times.

Calvin Munson led the SDSU defense with 11 tackles, including two for loss.

Alex Barrett had a monster game, posting five tackles (2.0 TFL), two sacks for 14 yards and a career-high four pass
breakups.

Making his first career start at linebacker, Ronley Lakalaka had a career-high five tackles, while Randy Ricks added
five stops, a PBU and  7-yard sack.

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SDSU Wins Shootout Over Cal, 45-40

SAN DIEGO - Donnel Pumphrey ran for a career-high 281 yards with three touchdowns en route to breaking Marshall
Faulk's career rushing record in San Diego State’s 45-40 shootout victory over California on Sept. 10.

Pumr]hrey had touchdown rushes of 33, 57 and four zurds, and broke Faulk's career mark with a 15-yard gain in
the fourth quarter. He also tied Faulk’s career record with his 23rd 100-yard game.

Rashaad Penny added two fouchdowns - a 25-xurd catch from Christian (Eupmun and a 100-yard kick return as the
Aztecs (2-0) overcame a 522-yard passing game from Bears (1-1) starter Davis Webb. The kick return was the school-
record fourth of his career.

SDSU took advantage of a Cal turnover one of four forced in the ﬂume, when Randy Ricks stripped Jordan Beasy
and Na'im McGeen pounced on the hall on the 25-yard fine. Chapman then found Penny unguarded sireaking down the
right side of the field to put San Diego State up, 7-0.

(alifornia responded with a 6-play, 8]-yurc[ drive, culminating with a 33-yard pass from Webb to Bug Rivera, one of
five touchdown passes by Webh in the game.

On the kickoff, Penny brought it back 100 yards, juking numerous defenders along the way, to but the Aztecs back
up at 14-7. It was Penny’s third career 100-yard kickoff for  touchdown.

The Bears came right back with an 8-play, 75-yard drive as Webb found Chad Hansen with a 49-yard strike.

SDSU responded with a 6-play, 80-yard drive, ending with a 33-yard scamper by Pumphrey. Pumphrey rushed three
fimes for 69 yards on the drive.

After forcing a 3 and out, the Aztecs used up 3 minutes, 47 seconds of clock on an 11-play, 58-yard drive, before set-
tling on a 39-yard field goal bﬁ John Baron to close the scoring in the first half with SDSU leading, 31-21.

(al threatened on its first drive of the third 1uarier, but San Diego State’s Derek Babiash was able to deflect Webb's
pass in the end zone, where Kameron Kelly cradled it for his third career pick.

The Aztecs capitalized as Pumphrey posted runs of 15, eight and 57 yards on the ensuing drive, the latter going for
his second fouchdown of the game and giving SDSU its largest lead of the game af 38-21.

The Bears answered right away once again, only needing three plays to cover 75 yards, culminating with a 59-yard
strike from Webb to Demetris Robertson.

DEKALB, IIl. - Donnel Pumphrey rushed for 220 yards and three touchdowns and Christian Chapman threw for a ca-
reer-high three touchdowns of his own as San Diego State overcame a late rally in a 42-28 win over Northern lllinois on
Sept. 17 in DeKalb, Ill

The Aztecs improved to 3-0 for the first time since 2011 and just the second fime in the last 35 seasons.

San Diego State jumped out o a 28-0 lead when Chapman found Mikah Holder for a 33-yard catch and run with
6:19 left in the second quarter. The host Huskies (0-3), however, who came into the game as winners in 35 ofits previous
37 home games, came roaring hack with three straight touchdowns to close the score to 28-21 with 7:46 left in the third
quarter.

Pumphrey then took over, scoring from 33 yards out on the first play of the fourth quarter and, after NIU answered
with a 7-yard touchdown pass from Ryan Graham to Shane Wimann, took his next attempt 79 yards to put the Aztecs up,
42-28. Trey Lomax then picked off Graham and SDSU held on for its 13t consecutive victory.

Pumphrey, who ran for a career-high 281 yards with three touchdowns last week in a 45-40 San Diego State win
over (alifornia, finished with 220 today on 23 carries (9.6 avg.). Highlighting his game was the 112 yards and two scores
on just two attempts in the fourth quarter. Pumphrey’s other touchdown came on a 46-yard run to put the Aztecs on the
scorehoard.

It was the fourth career 200-yard game for Pumphrey and 24th 100-yard game, breaking Marshall Faulk's SDSU ca-
reer record. Pumphrey also moved into first on the school’ all-time list in all-purpose yards and rushing attempts in the
game.

Chapman got San Diego State off to  quick start with touchdown passes to Rashaad Penny (27 yards), Kahale Warring
(5 yards) and Holder (33 yards) before Northern lllinois mounted its comeback.

(hapman finished the game 11 for 19 for 126 yards and three touchdowns with one interception.

Holder had four receptions for 67 yards and his third touchdown of the season for the Aztecs.

Malik Smith had a team-high 10 tackles (six solo) and a pass breakup to pace the defense, while Calvin Munson
recorded nine tackles and Parker Baldwin added a career-high eight stops (seven solo).

Damontae Kazee had five solo tackles and a 28-yard interception return, the 12th pick of his career.

Alex Barrett added four tackles, induding two for a loss and a 10-yard sack.

Punter Tanner Blain had arguably the best game of his career, putting four of his five punts inside the 7-yard line, in-
cluding three inside the 5. Blain, a Lindenhurst, ll., native, also had a season-long 52-yard punt. The Huskies failed to
score on any of Blain's punts inside the 7 and finished the game with an average field position of its own 23-yard line.

MOBILE, Ala. - No. 19/24 San Diego State saw its 13-game winning streak snapped in a 42-24 loss at South Alabama
Oct. T in Mobile, Ala.

The Aztecs (3-1) took a 24-21 lead late in the third quarter when Christian Chapman found Kahale Warring with a
12-yard touchdown pass, but the Jaguars (3-2) scored the final 21 points of the game to knock off SDSU for a second
straight season.

Cole Garvin, who replaced injured starter Dallas Davis, gave USA a lead it would not relinguish with a 20-yard touch-
down strike to Josh Magee.

After a botched snap by San Diego State’s hackup long snapper, South Alabama started its next drive on the Aztec 3-
yard line. Two plays later, Dami Ayoola pounded it in from a yard out to put the Jaguars up by a 35-24 score.

SDSU got all the way to the USA 24-yard line, but fullback Nick Bawden fumbled a handoff on 3rd and 2 and South
Alabama's Devon Earl picked it up and ran it back 80 yards for the final score of the game.

Tyreis Thomas put the Jaguars on the scoreboard first with o 12-yard run on their opening drive of the game. San
Diego State appeared to force a 3 and out, but a roughing the kicker penalty on punter Corliss Waitman gave the ball
back to USA. South Alabama ended up using up 3 minutes, 29 seconds (3:29) of dlock fime, marching 90 yards on eight
plays before the Thomas touchdown.

The Aztecs used just two plays - a 33-yard pass from Christion Chapman to Mikah Holder and a 15-yard rushing
touchdown by Rashaad Penny - to close the gap. A bad snap on the PAT, however, kept the score at 7-6.

The Jaguars extended its lead to 14-6 on the ensuing drive as they went 75 yards on eight plays, ending with a 37-
yard pass from Garvin to Kevin Kutchera.

SDSU got back to within a point at 14-13 early in the second quarter when Donnel Pumphrey scampered in from
seven yards out.

On its next drive, Chapman was sacked and lost the ball, giving USA  chance to extend its lead just before the half.
San Diego State’s Derek Babiash, however, picked off Garvin in the end zone and the Aztecs responded with a 34-yard
field goal by John Baron with four seconds left in the half to take a 16-14 lead.

South Alabama wasted no fime coming out of the locker room as Garvin connected on a 79-yard touchdown pass on
the second play of the third quarter to put the Jaguars back up at 21-16.

SDSU used an 11-play, 90-yard drive, culminating with Chapman’s pass to Warring and a 2-point conversion from
(hapman to David Wells to take its final lead of the game before USA losed the game with the final 21 points.

Garvin was 16-for-21 for 242 yards and three touchdowns to lead South Alahama. Josh Davis (6 catches, 81 yards,
1 touchdown) and Gerald Everett (5 catches, 103 yards, 1 touchdown) combined for 11 receptions, 184 yards and two
scores for the Jaguars.

Pumphrey ran for 151 yards and a touchdown on 25 carries to lead San Diego State. He broke 100 yards rushing for
the 25th time and went over 5,000 yards to hecome the Mountain West's all-time leading rusher.

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Pumphrey, Penny Lead SDSU over UNLV, 26-7

SAN DIEGO - San Diego State continued its dominance in Mountain West play, kicking off conference play with a 26-7
win over UNLV at Qualcomm Stadium.

The win was the 2015 Mountain West Conference champion's 11th-straight Mountain West win and their 12th con-
secufive victory at home against a conference foe.

The Aztecs' defense shined in the victory, holding the Rebels fo just 122 yards of total offense. It was the fourth-
fewest allowed by SDSU in its Division | history and the fifth fewest in a game for UNLV since 1996.

Taking advantage were the Scarlet and Black's running backs. Donnel Pumphrey had 198 yards from scrimmage and
a touchdown, and Rashaad Penny added 160 scrimmage yards with two touchdowns.

SDSU had two 100-yard rushers in the same game for the fourth time in the last 15 contests and 22nd
time in school history. San Diego State is now 21-1 when it has multiple 100-yard rushers.

Pumphrey ran 31 fimes for 141 yards and caught seven passes for 57 yards. His 26th career 100-yard rushing game
tied DonTrell Moore (New Mexico, 2002-05) for the Mountain West Conference record. Pumphrey moved from 17th in
NCA history (using the official NCAA record books) to T4th with 5,163 rushing yards, passing the likes LaMichael James
(5,082) and Montee Ball (5,140), among others.

Penny rushed 14 times for 110 yards and a touchdown, and added two catches for 50 yards and a touchdown. The
rushing yards, rushing touchdown, receptions, receiving yards and receiving T were all personal bests.

Penny got San Diego State off to a quick start on the Aztecs' first drive of the game with a 41-yard touchdown catch.
He added a 4-yard TD run to cap the scoring in the fourth.

The first half saw kicker John Baron Il produce a career game of his own. The sophomore was 2-for-2 in field goal
attempts, induding a pair of career-long makes (48 and 50 yards).

Baron hecame the first Aztec since 2007 with multiple field goals in the same game from at least 48 yards (third
time since 1996).

With a 13-7 lead with 4:50 remaining in the third quarter, Pumphrey scored from nine yards, splitting a pair of de-
fenders with  cuthack move to give the Aztecs (4-1,1-0) 0 207 lead.

(Christian Chapman was 15-for-20 for 215 yards and one fouchdown. He improved to 6-1 as the starting quarterback,
and connected on a career-high 75 percent of his passing attempts (min. 5 att.).

For the Rebels, Dalton Sneed completed just 2 of 12 for 9 yards and an interception for UNLV (24, 1-1).

Calvin Munson shared the team lead in tackles with five, four of which were solo. He led the team in tackles for the
12th time of his career (third time this season).

Damontae Kazee and Derek Babiash also recorded five tackles. Derek Babiash recorded an interception for the second
straight game and now has two for his career. Austin Wyatt-Thayer, who postd a pair of tackles, had his first career sack.
He was also one of six Aztecs with a tackle for loss.

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Aztecs Run Past Fresno State, 17-3

FRESNO, Calif. - Donnel Pumphrey rushed for 220 yards and two touchdowns, and the San Diego State defense dom-
inated Fresno State in a 17-3 win on Oct. 14 in Fresno, Calif.

Pumphrey posted his third 200-yard game of the season and became the first player in FBS play this year to surpass
1,000 rushing yards. He also moved from 14th to eighth on the NCAA's all-fime rushing lst, passing the likes of Archie
Griffin, Herschel Walker and LaDainian Tomlinson, among others.

In a game that the Aztecs (5-1, 2-0 MW) dominated in all phases, including total offense (364-217), rushing (292-
78), turnovers (0-3) and time of possession (37:19-22:41), SDSU set the tone early with a 12-play, 75-yard drive over
6:18. Although San Diego State failed to score - going for it on 4th and goal from the 1-yard line - it showed that they
were not going o just fake the points.

Starting on their own 1-yard line, the Bulldogs (1-5, 0-3 MW) ran two rushing plays to get fo the 3 before Chase
Virgil's pass on 3rd and 7 was picked off by a jumping Damontae Kazee at the FS 46. It was Kazee's 13th career inter-
ception, tying the Aztecs' Division | era (since 1969) record and tying for second in program history.

SDSU managed a field goal on its ensuing drive as John Baron connected from 47 yards to put the visitors up, 3-0.
It was Baron's third straight field goal make (and attempt) from af least 47 yards.

After forcing a punt, San Diego State put together an 11-play, 75-yard drive over 6:43, culminating with a 2-yard
touchdown run by Pumphrey fo take a 10-0 lead.

The teams traded punts before Fresno State got into Aztec territory late in the half. The Bulldogs, however, attempted
a pass on a punt attempt and Derek Babiash picked off Blake Cusick for this third straight game with an interception.

FS finally got on the scoreboard on its first drive of the second half when Kody Kroening nailed a 39-yard field goal
with 9:54 left in the third quarter.

The teams traded punts once again with SDSU adding to its lead late in the third quarter. Pumphrey ended the 9-play,
52-yard drive with a 13-yard run, giving San Diego State a 17-3 lead and marking the final points of the game.

Fresno State got all the way to the Aztec 48-yard line late in the fourth quarter, but Kameron Kelly intercepted Virgil
atthe 21, sealing the 13th straight win by SDSU over a conference opponent.

Pumphrey finished with a career-high 38 carries, breaking 100 yards for the fifth straight game and 27th fime of his
career, breaking another MW record. It was also his 12th career 150-yard game and sixth 200-yard affair. Pumphrey's
two rushing scores moved him info a tie for the 13th most in NCAA history af 56.

At 5-1, San Diego State matched its best start fo  season since 1997.

The Aztecs held the Bulldogs to just three points, their fewest in a home game since at least 1996 and fewest in any
game since being shut out at No. 3 Boise State, 51-0, on Nov. 19, 2010.

SDSU quarterhack Christian Chapman only attempted 12 passes, completing seven of them, for 72 yards to improve
10 7-1 as the team’s starting quarterback.

Playing in front of his hometown crowd, tight end David Wells set career highs with three catches and 30 yards.

Calvin Munson led San Diego State in tackles for the fourth fime this year in six games and 13th fime of his career
with 10 stops. It was his third double-digit tackle game of the year and eighth of his career.

The Aztecs held their 18th straight conference opponent to less than 400 yards of total offense, extending their FBS
lead and won their 27th straight game when rushing for at least 200 yards.

SAN DIEGO - Donnel Pumphrey ran for 135 yards and two touchdowns and Rashaad Penny ran for 105 yards and
three scores to lead San Diego State to a 42-3 win over San José State to become howl eligible for a seventh straight
season Friday night at Qualcomm Stadium.

The Axtecs (6-1, 3-0 MW) outgained the Spartans (2-6, 1-3 MW), 460-209, and continued their best start since 1977.

The 39-point margin of victory was SDSU's best since a 47-0 win against Nicholls in 2010 and was the largest in
conference game since a 56-8 victory over Hawai'i in 1996.

San Diego State scored its first three touchdowns - a 4-yard pass from Christian Chapman to David Wells, a 3-yard
run by Penny and  27-yard run by Pumphrey - before SJSU got on the scoreboard with a 26-yard field goal late in the
first half, closing the gap at 21-3.

The Aztecs then scored on three straight drives in the third quarter, beginning with  4-yard run by Penny, followed
by a 23-yard scamper by Pumphrey and ending with a career-long 73-yard dash by Penny.

San José State got 105 of its 209 yards over its final two drives in the fourth quarter, but failed on a fourth-and-goal
from the 5 and a fourth-and-six from the 35 to close out the game.

Pumphrey's two touchdowns broke two more of Marshall Faulk's career records, including rushing (58) and overall
(63). Both numbers rank in  fie for 11th in NCAA FBS history. He also finished with his sixth straight 100-yard game
and 28th of his career. Pumphrey added two catches for 14 yards.

Penny, meanwhile, ran for his 105 yards on just nine attempts (11.7 avg.), thanks mainly on the 73-yarder. His three
rushing touchdowns (and overall scores) were hoth career highs as he earned his second 100-yard game in three contests.
Penny added two catches for 64 yards.

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San Diego State Rolls Utah State, 40-13

LOGAN, Utah - Donnel Pumphrey ran for 223 yards, moving into the top five on the NCAA career lst, and Juwan Wash-
ington added 137 yards and two touchdowns in Sun Diego State's 40-13 victory over Utah State on Friday night.

SDSU piled up 400 yards on the ground, holding the Aggies to 71 yards rushing. San Diego State’s 2,169 rushing
yards are fied for the second most in its Division | history (since 1969) and seventh in program history.

Pumphrey broke 200 yards for the fourth time of the season (tied with Marshall Faulk for most in SDSU single-season
history) and sixth fime of his career (second in school history, one hehind Faulk). He also recorded his fourth game this
year with at least 220 yards (no other player in FBS this year has more than one).

The game got off to a surprising start for the Aztecs, who had not trailed in o game since o 10-7 deficit at Colorado
State on Oct. 31, 2015. With just over eight minutes remaining in the first quarter, Aggies starting quarterback Kent
Myers rushed 10 yards into the end zone for the first score of the game. It was the Aztecs' first time trailing in 400
minutes, 14 seconds (400:14).

But the Scarlet and Black replied immediately with o 50-second drive. Rashaad Penny returned the kickoff for 56
yards, which Pumphrey followed up with a five-yard rush. Washington ran 39 yards for his first career touchdown, knotting
the score at 7-7. He added a second touchdown in the fourth quarter en route to his first 100-yard game.

San Diego State took the game and ran with it, due in large part to John Baron I1. The sophomore was perfect on a
career high four field goals in the driving rain, hitting his target from 21, 23, 41 and 43 yards. The four field goals tied
a school record. He has now made eight straight field goals and is 10-for-11 (.900) on the season (and his career).

Quest Truxton and Malik Smith also recorded the first touchdowns of their career. With the score at 10-7 in the second
quarter, Truxton caught a 10-yard pass from Christian Chapman for the 17-7 lead.

Smith, meanwhile, intercepted the ninth pass of his career in the fourth quarter and sprinted 28 yards into the end
zone for the 40-7 score. San Diego State now has six inferception returns for a touchdown (by five players) since the be-
ginning of 2015.

Defensively, Ronley Lakalaka led the team in tackles (6) for the first time of his career. Dakota Turner forced his first
career fumble, while Parker Baldwin recovered his first career fumble.

At quarterhack for the Aztecs, Christian Chapman was 4-for-9 for 14 yards and one touchdown with zero interceptions.
He improved to 9-1 s the starting quarterback, throwing the 10th touchdown of the season and 12th of his career.

The win was the 50th of SDSU head couch Rocky Long’s career at San Diego State and his 115th overall. He is just
the third foothall coach in program history to reach that milestone (also: Don Coryell (104) and Claude Gilbert (61). He
has more victories than his three predecessors combined (Brady Hoke (13), Chuck Long (9) and Tom Craft (19)).

The Aztecs handed Utah State just its ifth home loss in its last 31 home games (the Aggies entered the game with the
nation's ninth-highest home winning percentage since Nov. 12, 2011 at 26-4).

San Diego State Beats Hawai’i, 55-0

SAN DIEGO -- Donnel Pumphrey ran for 112 yards and Rashaad Penny added 108 yards on the ground to lead San
Diego State o a 55-0 win over Hawai'i Saturday night of Qualcomm Stadium.

The win, coupled with a Nevada loss at New Mexico later in the night, wrapped up the West Division fitle for the Aztecs
(8-1,5-0 MW) and a frip o the MW Championship for the second straight season.

The 55-0 win was SDSU's largest margin of victory in a shutout in its Division | history (since 1969) and largest margin
of victory overall since 1970 (second largest in its DI history). The 55 points, meanwhile, are San Diego State’s most since
scoring 56 against Hawai'i in 1996.

Pumphrey had 85 yards by the end of the first quarter and did not play in the fourth quarter for a third consecutive
game. It was his eighth consecutive 100-yard game, tying his own personal-best streak and tied for the second longest
in school history (Marshall Faulk, 10), and 30th of his career.

Penny, meanwhile, logged his 108 yards on just eight carries, averaging 13.5 yards per attempt. It was his third 100-
yard game of his career, all over the past five games. Included in the 108 yards was a 73-yard touchdown, which fied
career long, in the third quarter.

It was the Aztecs' third consecutive game with multiple 100-yard rushers, fourth fime in five games, seventh fime in
19 games and 25th time in program history.

Juwan Washington added 48 yards on the ground on five attempts (9.6 avg.) and two overall touchdowns, a 24-yard
pass from Christian Chapman in the third quarter and @ 20-yard run in the fourth.

Chapman tied a career high with three fouchdown passes, connecting on strikes of 13 yards to David Wells and nine
yards to Quest Truxton in the first quarter, and the 24-yard pass to Washington in the third.

The SDSU defense also got into the mix with two inferceptions returned for a fouchdown, a 14-yard return by Ron
Smith in the first quarter and a 54-yard runback by Damontag Kazee in the fourth. It was the first time San Diego State
refurned two interceptions back for scores in the same game since the 2015 opener against San Diego. Altogether, the
Aztecs picked off the Rainbow Warriors (4-6, 3-3 MW) four times, their most since a five-interception game against USD
in the same 2015 opener.

John Baron Il added a pair of field goals in the second quarter, connecting on a 30 and 45-yarder. He also tried a ca-
reer-long 51-yard attempt in the third quarter, but came up just short, snapping a streak of 10 straight makes.

Calvin Munson led SDSU in tackles for the sixth time of the season with eight stops, while Smith, making s first
career start at cornerback, added a career-high seven tackles, in addition to the 14-yard interception return for a score.

The San Diego State defense finished with four interceptions, seven pass breakups, a forced fumble and two sacks.

The Aztecs finished with 14 points in the first quarter, 13 in the second, 14 in the third and 14 in the fourth.

SDSU outgained UH, 393-215, including a decisive 296-48 margin on the ground. San Diego State won its 30th
straight game when rushing for af least 200 yards.

The Aztecs continued their best start (8-1) since 1977.
