last season (previous best was 2,869 in 2012).

s SDSU has a 1,000-yard rusher in six straight seasons
for the first time in program history. Donnel Pumphrey
(1,653) and Chase Price (1,008) gave San Diego State
multiple 1,000-yard rushers for the first time in school
history in 2015.

s The Aztecs have won 25 straight games when rushing
for at least 200 yards (33-2 in the Rocky Long era).

s San Diego State had 200-plus rushing yards in 10
straight games last year in the same season for the first
time in its Division I history (since 1969).

s SDSU has a 100-yard rusher in 30 of its past 39 games
and has a total of 34, 100-yard rushers during that span.

s San Diego State is 20-1 in program history when it has
two, 100-yard rushers, including three times last year -
Oct. 3 vs. Fresno State,  Nov. 14 vs. Wyoming and Nov.
28 vs. Nevada.

s The Aztecs have just two interceptions (both this sea-
son) since Sept. 13, 2015, the fewest in FBS play over
that span.

s San Diego State had gone 13 games without throwing
an interception until its Sept. 10 game vs. California,
which was the longest streak in terms of games played
in at least 20 years (since 1996).
