AZTECS SET FOR FRESNO STATE IN THE BATTLE OF THE OLD OIL CAN; BRADY HOKE’S LAST GAME

= San Diego State wraps up its 101st season of foothall Saturday night against Fresno State.

m Saturday will be the final game for Aztec head coach Brady Hoke, who announced his retirement last Monday (Nov. 13).

m The 2011 Maxwell Foothall Club Collegiate Coach of the Year and four-fime conference coach of the year, Hoke owns a 39-32
(.549) record at San Diego State in six seasons across two head coaching sfints, ranking seventh in program history in victories
(39) and winning percentage (.549, min. 2 seasons). For his career, Hoke is 104-90 (.536) with stints at his alma mater Ball State
(2003-08), Michigan (2011-14) and with the Aztecs (2009-10, 2020-23).

m Hoke hegan his SDSU coaching career in 2009, taking over a program that hadn't had a winning season or a bowl appearance
since 1998. It took Hoke just two seasons to make San Diego State a Mountain West power as the 2010 team went 9-4 and beat
Navy, 35-14, in the Poinsettia Bowl. Hoke started a streak of the Aztecs heing bowl eligible each of the next 13 seasons (2010-
22), tied for the sixth-longest streak nationally and longest among Pacific Time Zone teams.

m Prior to Saturday’s game, there will be a special ceremony honoring SDSU's 17 seniors, incuding S Cedarious Barfield, K/P Jack
Browning, S Davaughn Celestine, RB/KR Kenan Christon, LT Brandon Crenshaw-Dickson, DL Wyatt Draeger, WR Darius Hyde, DE
Garret Fountain, LB Vai Kaho, QB Jalen Mayden, S Deshawn McCuin, LB Cooper McDonald, DE Daniel Okpoko, TE Dez Melton, WR
Brionne Penny, TE Mark Redman, DL Samuela Tuihalamaka and (B Noah Tumblin.

= San Diego State (3-8, 1-6 MW) is coming off its fourth straight loss, falling, 24-13, at San Jose State last Saturday night.

m The Aztecs were tied with the Spartans af the half at 10-10, but were ouscored, 14-3, over the final 30 minutes.

m |t was the fifth straight game decided by 11 or fewer points for SDSU. San Diego State is 1-4 over that stretch with a 7-point win,
and losses of three, six, eight and 11 points. Over the five games, the cumulative score is Aztecs 97, Aztec opponents 118, a dif-
ference of just 21 points (5.2 points per game).

m Overall, SDSU is 3-4 in one-score games this year.

m RB Jaylon Armstead ran for a career-high 134 yards and a touchdown to lead San Diego State. It was his first career 100-yard
rushing game and first by an Aztec running back this season. Armstead became the 83rd different player in program history with
a 100-yard rushing game.

m SDSU committed two turnovers (both interceptions by Jaylen Mayden) in the game but neither led to SJSU points. San Diego State,
meanwhile, scored off a Chris Johnson interception with a 46-yard field goal by Gabe Plascencia, one of his two field goals in the
contest.

m On the season, the Aztecs are outscoring their opponents, 54-24, off turnovers (SDSU and its opponents each have 17 turnovers
apiece).

m Saturday will be the 62nd meeting in the series with the Aztecs owning a 30-27-4 series lead.

m SDSU has faced the Bulldogs (8-3, 4-3 MW) more than any other opponent, while the 30 victories in the series are their most
against any opponent.

m Saturday will be the first meeting between the two schools at Snapdragon Stadium and first in San Diego since Nov. 15, 2019 (San
Diego State won, 17-7).

m San Diego State has won nine of the last 16 encounters between the teams, but has lost four of the last five.

m The "Battle for the Oil Can" was coined as the result of a contest that was run jointly by the Fresno State and San Diego State Alumni
Associations in the fall of 2011. Entrants were asked to suggest a name for the rivalry game and as well as a frophy to commemorate
it. Of the 65 entries received, one stretched back into history telling about the discovery of an oil can from Fresno (circa 1935)
that was supposedly recovered during a San Diego State campus building project. "The oil can likely came from a fime when Aztec

The alumni associations
agreed on the winning entry, the "Batile for the Oil Can," and purchased an antique oil can to be the basis of the trophy, which will
be awarded to the winner of this year's game.

= San Diego State is playing one of the toughest schedules in the country this season with five games against 10-win teams - vs. Ohio,
at Oregon State, vs. Boise State, af Air Force and vs. Fresno State - and eight vs. bowl teams from a year ago - also vs. UCLA, vs.
Utah State and at San Jose State.

= San Diego State has played three of the top-12 defenses in the country this year, including No. 4 Air Force (265.3 yards allowed per
game), No. 5 Ohio (271.8) and No. 12 UCLA (298.7). In those games, the Aztecs totaled 227 at Air Force, 318 against Ohio and
259 vs. UCLA.

SAN DIEGO STATE TO HONOR 18 SENIORS

San Diego State will honor its 18 seniors on Saturday night before its game against Fresno State. All 18 seniors will be honored
despite some having an exira year due to the COVID-shortened 2020 season.

The 18 seniors includes everyone from players who have been with the program for six years - Cedarious Barfield and Daniel Okpoko
- o first-year players Deshawn McCuin, Dez Melton and Samuela Tuihalamaka. Over the lost five seasons in which Barfield has played
a team-high 49 games, the Aztecs have combined to go 36-23 (.610) with four bowl-eligible seasons, three howl campaigns, three wins
against Power-5 programs and a win over No. 24 UTSA in the 2021 Frisco Bowl.

Two years ago, many of the seniors played a part in SDSU winning a school-record 12 wins, only trailing national champion Georgia,
and College Foothall Playoff teams Alabama and Cincinnati for the most in the country. The Aztecs, who played all 14 of their games
away from their own market, including eight "home games" two hours from campus at Dignity Health Sports Park in Carson, California,
finished the 2021 season ranked 25th in the final Associated Press Top 25 poll. It was the third time in program history SDSU made the
final AP Top 25 poll (also 1977 (16th) and 2016 (25th)). San Diego State played five teams who reached double-digit victories in
2021, securing wins over Pac-12 Champion/Rose Bowl participant Utah (10-4), UTSA (12-2) and Air Force (10-3), was also ranked in
every CFP poll in 2021 after never being ranked in each of the first seven years of the poll.

Below is a list of the 18 seniors:

m S Cedarious Barfield has 153 tackles, 9.5 tackles for loss, nine pass breakups and five interceptions in 49 career games with the

Aztecs. Barfield is one of four SDSU captains.

m K/P Jack Browning ranks first in SDSU history in punt average, is a semifinalist for the 2023 Ray Guy Award, and was the 2022

Mountain West Special Teams Player of the Year. Browning is also a captain.

m S Davaughn Celesfine has totaled 68 tackles, four pass breakups and one interception in 35 career games, earning a scholarship last
spring.

m RB/KR Kenan Christon has played 24 games in his Aztec career, totaling over 1,300 all-purpose yards with four touchdowns.

m LT Brandon Crenshaw-Dickson has been a staple on the offensive line, starting 35 of his 37 games played over his Aztec career.

u DL Wyatt Draeger has played 42 games over his Aztec career, making 21 tackles with one tackle for loss.

m WR Darius Hyde has spent two years in the program after transferring in from Modesto Junior College, excelling on special teams.

m DE Garret Fountain has played 47 games in his SDSU career, surpassing 100 tackles along with 17 tackles for loss and seven sacks.

m LB Vai Kaho has logged action in 39 career games with five starts, accumulating 36 tackles and three tackles for loss.

m (B Jalen Mayden has played in 25 games at SDSU, totaling nearly 4,000 passing yards and 700 rushing yards, with 29 fotal fouch-

30 on defense in passing (28th, 196.50), rushing (28th, 120.38), total (20th, 316.88) and pass efficiency (34th, 122.58), SDSU
managed 268 passing yards, 157 rushing yards, 425 yards and a 206.14 pass efficiency rafing under his quarterbacking. The
206.14 pass efficiency rating was the highest allowed by San Jose State since a 245.7 mark against San Diego State on Nov. 4,
2017. The 14-point deficit overcome was SDSU’s largest (win or loss) since also overcoming a 14-point deficit at San Jose State on
Nov. 9, 2013, SISU’s first year in the league. Mayden also ran 13 times for 61 yards including 69 yards on 11 carries when taking
away the two times he was sacked.

Mayden threw for 280 yards and two touchdowns in a win at New Mexico on Nov. 18, 2022, while adding 38 rushing yards on five
carries. It was his fourth siraight mulfiple touchdown game, the first time an Aztec quarterhack has accomplished that since Christian
Chapman in 2016 (Nov. 5-26).

Mayden matched a career high with three touchdown passes vs. Utah State on Nov. 4, while setting a season best with 265 yards.
The three touchdown passes came after recording just three over his previous five games.

Mayden earned honorable mention from the Mountain West coaches and media in 2022, becoming the first Aztec quarterback since
Ryan Lindley in 2010 (second team) fo earn all-MW honors.

WR Mekhi Shaw became the 90th different Aztec in program history with a 100-yard receiving game with then career highs of six
catches, 120 yards and two touchdowns at New Mexico on Nov. 18, 2022.

Shaw had another 100-yard game at Hawai'i on Oct. 14, 2023 at Hawai'i with career highs of seven cafches and 126 receiving
yards, while adding a touchdown. Also had a career-long 69-yard catch.

TE Mark Redman is the first SDSU tight end to earn preseason all-MW honors since David Wells in 2017 and just the second since
2012.

Among tight ends in the country this year, Redman ranks in a tie for 14th in receptions (33, T-2nd in MW), a tie
for 23rd in receiving yards (354, 2nd in MW), and a tie for 32nd in receiving touchdowns (3, T-3rd in MW).
Redman had a big game against Ohio in the 2023 opener on Aug. 26, catching five passes for 62 yards and two touchdowns.
Redman became just the third Aztec tight end since at least 1996 with two touchdown catches in a game, joining
Gavin Escobar (three games from 2011-12) and Kahale Warring (at Nevada in 2018).

Redman became the first Aztec tight end with two touchdown caiches in a season opener and the seventh overall player (the other
six were all wide receivers).

Redman has all five of his touchdown catches over the last 16 games.

WR Baylin Brooks had a breakout game against Boise State on Sept. 22, setfing career highs in receptions (5) and receiving yards
(117), while logging his first career touchdown. He became the first Aztec true freshman with at least 100 receiving
yards in nearly 29 years since Az Hakim had 143 at Wyoming on Oct. 22, 1994 and just the fourth in SDSU’s
Division | history (since 1969). Brooks became SDSU's first 100-yard receiver since Mekhi Shaw had 120 at New Mexico on
Nov. 18, 2022 and the 92nd different Aztec with a 100-yard receiving game. The 117 yards are tied for the sixth most in
the country this year among true freshmen.

RB Kenan Christon caught eight passes for 76 yards and a touchdown against Utah State on Nov. 4. The eight
catches were the most by an Aztec running back since Brandon Sullivan had nine against Cal Poly on Aug. 30,
2008. The eight receptions are also tied for the fourth most in a game this season among running backs.
Against Ohio on Aug. 26, the Aztecs did not allow a sack in a season opener for the first fime since Sept. 3, 2011 against Cal Poly,
the final season of current offensive coordinator Ryan Lindley’s college career at SDSU.

According to Pro Foothall Focus, Cade Bennett's 83.1 pass block rating last year was the second highest in the Mountain West among
offensive linemen and first among MW guards (min. 200 pass opportunities).

BULLET NOTES - DEFENSE

Kurt Mattix is in his fourth season as defensive coordinator running the 3-3-5 defense at San Diego State. He previously served as
defensive coordinator at Eastern Kentucky and worked with Brdy Hoke at Michigan. Mattix has been named a nominee for the
Broyles Award for the top assistant coach in both 2020 and 2021.

San Diego State’s returns six starters refurn from a defense that ranked 15th in the country last year in total defense (322.77),
19th in rushing defense (113.85) and scoring defense (20.54), and 39th in passing defense (208.85). Starfers that are back for the
Aztec defense are honorable-mention all-MW cornerbacks Dallas Branch (has since left the team) and Dez Malone, along with line-
backer Cooper McDonald, safety Cedarious Barfield and cornerback Noah Tumblin.

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THE BATTLE FOR THE OLD OIL CAN

m Saturday’s game between Fresno State and San Diego State also marks the 12th in the Battle of the Oil Can series. The extra incentive
started in the 2011 game, where the Aztecs won, 35-28, at Qualcomm Stadium. The Bulldogs got the Oil Can back in 2012 by
defeating SDSU, 52-40, in Fresno. The Bulldogs kept the trophy in 2013 following a 35-28 overtime victory in San Diego and in
2014 after a 24-13 win in Fresno. SDSU won the trophy in consecufive seasons, wiﬂ1 a 21-7 triumph in 2015 and a 17-3 viciory in
2016. Fresno posted victories in 2017 (27-3) and 2018 (23-14). San Diego State won in 2019, 17-7, before Fresno State took it
back in 2021 with a 30-20 victory in Carson and put fogether a miraculous comeback to retain it in 2022.

m The "Battle for the Oil Can" was coined as the resuri of a contest that was run jointly by the Fresno State and San Diego State Alumni
Associations in the fall of 2011. Entrants were asked to suggest a name for the rivuKy game and as well as a trophy to commemorate
it. Of the 65 entries received, one stretched back into history telling about the discovery of an oil can from Fresno (circa 1935) that
was su?posedly recovered during a San Diego State comrus building project.

um "The oil can likely came from a time when Aztec and Bulldog fans traveled to foothall games between the two schools via the old,
1wisting1, precipitous Grapevine section of Highway 99 over Tejon Pass," said Jacquelyn K. Glasener, executive director of the Fresno
State Alumni Association.

m The alumni associations agreed on the winning eniry, the "Battle for the Oil Can," and purchased an antique oil can to be the basis
of the trophy, which will be awarded to the winner of this year's game.

m "Carsin those days carried exira oil and water to be sure they cou?d make it through difficult trips," added Jim Herrick, assistant vice
president of alumni engagement.

Aztecs Stunned at Fresno State, 32-28

FRESNO, Calif. - Seemingly with the game in hand, San Diego State was unable fo stop Fresno State’s miraculous
comeback in a 32-28 loss Saturday night at Valley Children’s Stadium.

Quarterback Jake Haener threw three touchdown passes, incuding a 37-yarder to Nikko Remigio with 56 seconds
remaining, as the Bulldogs (4-4, 2-2 MW) scored the final 22 points of the game, including 15 in a 13-second span, to
rally past the Aztecs (4-4, 2-2 MW) for the Battle of the 0il Can.

Jordan Mims' 3-yard touchdown run capped an 11-play, 80-yard drive with 1:09 remaining and Haener connected
with Zane Pope on the 2-point conversion to bring FS to within three points at 28-25.

Fresno State then recovered an onsides kick and, on the first play of the ensuing drive, Haener found Remigio with
a short pass. Remigio got rid of a SDSU defender diving for his legs and raced untouched for the game winner.

Jalen Mayden’s desperate heave was picked off by Carlton Johnson to seal the game for the Bulldogs.

San Diego State lost, despite outgaining FS, 449-391, holding Fresno State to negative 3 yards rushing, its fewest in
a home game since at least 1996, and wasting an epic performance by Mayden.

Mayden, starting his third career game at quarterback after moving back over to the offensive side of the ball from
safety, completed 19 of 24 passes for 291 yards and two touchdowns, nearly missing his second 300-yard passing game.
He also scored twice on the ground and rushed for a team-high 43 yards, joining Ryan Katz (2012) as the only Aztecs
with multiple passing and rushing touchdowns in the sume game since af least 1996.

Following a Fresno State field goal, Mayden scored on a 28-yard run in the first quarter and found a streaking Kenan
(Christon for a 26-yard scoring strike in the second quarter to put SDSU up, 14-3.

Fresno State answered with a 21-yard pass from Haener o Remigio before San Diego State ended the scoring in the
first half with a Mayden 1-yard touchdown run, taking a 21-10 lead into infermission.

In the third quarter after taking advantage of a 33-yard run by punter Jack Browning on fourth-and-4, Mayden
found Jesse Matthews in the end zone for o 7-yard touchdown, giving the Aztecs their largest lead of the game at 28-10.

Haener hit Pope with an 8-yard score on the final play of the third quarter before the late-game heroics pushed the
Bulldogs past SDSU in the final moments of the fourth.

Mekhi Shaw led San Diego State with a career-high five catches for 64 yards, while Tyrell Shavers (4 receptions, 66
yards) and Christon (2 receptions, 75 yards) contributed to the passing game, along with Jesse Matthews (4 receptions,
37 yards, Tst touchdown of the season).

The Aztecs, who sacked Haener a season-high seven times (SDSU entered with 11 total sacks through seven games),
were led defensively by Michael Shawcroft, who had a career-high 10 fackles to go with 2.5 tackles for loss and 1.5 sacks.
Jonah Tavai added six tackles, 2.5 sacks and 2.5 tackles for loss.

San Diego State led for 47 of the 60 minutes in the game, but had its streak snapped of 30 consecuive victories
when leading at the end of the third quarter. The Aztecs also had their eight-game win streak snapped in games decided
by one score (eight or less points).

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San Diego State has held its opponent to single digits 21 times time since 2015 (113 games) and to 10 or less points 31 fimes over
that span.

SDSU won 18 siraight games when holding its opponent to under 24 points until the streak was snapped in a 13-3 loss to Air Force
on Nov. 26, 2022. San Diego State is now 35-6 under Brady Hoke when keeping its opponent to under 24 points (1-3 this season).
The Aztecs have allowed just 1,076 points over the last 214 quarters (5.03 points per quarter) (does not indude overtime periods).
SDSU has allowed just 1,150 points over the last 59 games (19.5 ppg).

San Diego State has held its opponent scoreless on its opening drive eight times this year in 11 games with six
three-and-outs, 16 times in 24 games since 2022, 28 times in 37 games since 2021 and 82 times since 2015
(113 games).

The Aztecs have played eight straight first quarters without allowing a touchdown.

SDSU has gone 14 straight games without allowing more than seven points in the first quarter and have allowed seven or fewer
points in 22 of the last 23 first quarters.

San Diego State has held an opponent without a first-half touchdown in three games overall this season (Aug. 26 vs. Ohio, Oct. 21
vs. Nevada and Nov. 4 vs. Utah State). SDSU held seven of its lust 21 opponents without a touchdown in the first half.

This year opponents have had 128 drives where they have tried to score on SDSU and the Aztecs forced three-and-outs (or less) in
34 of those drives (26.6 pct.). San Diego State averages 3.09 three-and-outs per game.

Last year, SDSU forced three-and-outs (or less) in 41.1 pet. of the 163 drives (67 three-and-outs) and averaged 5.15 three-and-outs
per game.

San Diego State has forced 17 turnovers (11 interceptions, six fumble recoveries) on the season, tied for the 39th most in the coun-
fry.

SDSU opponents are just 9-for-25 against the Aztecs on third down in the red zone.

San Diego State’s opponents have started in SDSU’s territory 10 times this season and have just 10 points (a
touchdown by Boise State on Sept. 22 and a field goal at Colorado State on Nov. 11) (excluding overtime periods).
The Aztecs recovered three fumbles at Hawai'i on Oct. 14 for the first fime since Oct. 23, 2015 vs. Utah State.

SDSU logged season highs of five sacks and 12 tackles for loss against Utah State on Nov. 4. The five sacks were equal to San Diego
State's total from the previous five games, while the 12 TFLs were equal to the Aztec total from the previous three games.

SDSU played San Jose State in the midst of the Spartans’ four-game winning streak, where they were outscoring the opposition,
171-63, (42.8-15.8), while averaging 457.0 yards, including 260.0 rushing yards and 197.0 passing yards. Against SJSU on Nov.
18, SDSU held SJSU to 24 points, 355 yards, 181 rushing yards and 174 passing yards.

LB Zyrus Fiaseu leads the Mountain West in forced fumbles (3, T-10th in FBS) and forced fumbles per game (0.27, T-13th in FBS),
and is tied for second in fumble recoveries (3, T-4th in FBS), tied for fourth in tackles for loss yards (57, T-54th in FBS), fifth in total
sack yards (48, T-45th in FBS), fotal tackles for loss (11.5, T-53rd in FBS) and tackles for loss per game (1.05, T-59th in FBS), and
tied for fifth in total sacks (5.5, T-74th in FBS) and sacks per game (0.50).

Fiaseu had o monster game against UCLA on Sept. 9. Entered the game with six tackles on the season and finished with seven in the
first half and a career-high 12 for the game (previous high was four). He also forced his first two fumbles and recovered his first
career fumble. The two forced fumbles fied a SDSU single-game record (14th occasion). Tied a season and career high with two
tackles for loss. Logged his second sack of the season and had his first career pass breakup. His Pro Foothall Focus grade of 90.5 was
the highest in the country among linebackers for Week 2 (min. 45 snaps) and the third highest regardless of defensive position.
LB Cody Moon was named the Mountain West Defensive Player of the Week on Aug. 28 for his play in the Aug. 26 opener against
Ohio. Moon had a team-high 12 tackles (seven solo) i his first game as an Aztec after playing at New Mexico the past two seasons.
The 12 tackles were two more than the nexi two Aztecs combined. It was his fifth career double-digit tackle game (now has six) and
third over a four-game stretch.

In the opener against Ohio on Aug. 26, S Marcus Ratcliffe became the first true freshman to start af the signature Aztec position in
SDSU's 3-3-5 defense, which started in 2009. The other true freshmen to start on defense since 2009: (B Leon McFadden (2009),
S Tarig Thompson (2017), (B Noah Avinger (2021) and S C Baskerville (2021).

S Cedarious Barfield has played the most defensive snaps (719) this season.

S Josh Hunter had 15 tackles at Colorado State on Nov. 11, 2023, the most by an Aztec since Kyahva Tezino had 15 at Fresno State
on Nov. 17, 2018 and maiched the most since Tezino recorded 17 in the 2017 Armed Forces Bowl. Hunter entered the game with
17 tackles this season and 18 for his career.

USHING DEFENSE
Opponents have rushed 383 times this season with only 14 attempts longer than 20 yards (3.7 pct.). Four of
those 14 20-yard runs came in the second half at San Jose State on Nov. 18.
Over the past two-plus seasons since 2021, opponents have rushed 1,233 times with only 33 attempts longer
than 20 yards (2.7 pct.).

rushing, eclipsing a minus-44-yard effort against Cal State Los Angeles on Sept. 27, 1969.

It was the second time of the season SDSU held a team below zero yards (also -3 vs. Fresno State on Oct. 28, 2022).

The minus-66 yards rushing by Middle Tennessee State were the fewest allowed in a FBS game since Michigan State held Tulsa fo
minus-73 yards on Oct. 30, 2019 and fewest in any howl game since o least 1996.

The Aztecs did not allow a rushing first down vs. MTSU for the first time in any game since at least 1996.

PASSING DEFENSE

SDSU’s 154 interceptions since the 2014 season are tied for the most in the country over that span while its 15
interceptions returned for a touchdown rank in a tie for 18th.

m S Cedarious Barfield is tied for first in the Mountain West in interceptions (4, T-11th in FBS) and interceptions per game (0.36, T-
14th in FBS).

m S Deshawn McCuin s tied for eighth in FBS in interceptions returned for a touchdowns (1, T-2nd in MW) and tied for 48th in intercepion
yards (70, 7th in MW).

m (B Dez Malone had four pass breakups against Idaho State on Sept. 2. The four pass breakups are fied for the sixth most in a game
this season in FBS and tied for the fourth most in a game in school history. An Aztec has only recorded games with at least four PBUs
17 times in program history, induding Tumblin against New Mexico State in the 2021 opener.

BULLET NOTES - SPECIAL TEAMS

m ESPN's special teams efficiency rating had San Diego State at 72.2 last year, which ranked second in FBS, trailing
only South Carolina (79.8). The Aztecs were fifth in 2021 at 69.9. This year, SDSU is 10th at 65.9.

m Since the start of the 2015 season, San Diego State has 14 kickoff returns for touchdowns, the most in FBS play
over that fime. To put that stat into perspective, 10 other teams have played at least 60 games over that span
and do not have a single kick return touchdown.

m The Aztecs also have five 100-yard kickoff return touchdowns since 2015, one behind Western Michigan for the most in FBS play
over that span.

m San Diego State had five non-offensive touchdowns lust year, including a blocked punt recovery in the end zone to score against Ari-
zona on Sept. 3, a returned a punt for a touchdown against Idaho on Sept. 10, a blocked punt and return at Boise State on Sept. 30,
a fumble return at Nevada on Oct. 22 and a kick return touchdown against San Jose State on Nov. 12. The five non-offensive touch-
downs were tied for seventh most in the country, only trailing Mississippi State (7), Western Kentucky (7), lowa (6), Middle Tennessee
(6), Pittshurgh (6) and TCU (6).

m The Aztecs have 11 non-offensive touchdowns since the start of the 2021 season. Only 12 schools have more non-offensive touchdowns
over that span, including Middle Tennessee State (15), Pittsburgh (15), lowa (14), Notre Dame (14), Alabama (13), Ohio State (13),
Houston (13), Arkansas State (12), Kentucky (12), Texas A&M (12), Utah (12) and Western Kentucky (12). Over that span, SDSU
has four blocked punt returns for touchdowns, three interception returns for touchdowns, two kickoff returns for a touchdown, a
fumble recovery for a touchdown and one punt return for a touchdown.

m Since the start of the 2020 season, San Diego State has 15 non-offensive touchdowns, tied with Kentucky, Mis-
sissippi State, Utah and Western Kentucky for the ninth most in the country over that span, trailing only Alabama
(18), Houston (17), lowa (17), Middle Tennessee State (17), Notre Dame (17), Pittshurgh (17), Ohio State (16)
and TCU (16).

m P/K Jack Browning has heen named the 2023 Mountain West Preseason Special Teams Player of the Year. Browning is the second
straight Aztec to be named the MW Preseason Special Teams of the Year (Jordan Byrd) and the fourth overall (also Rashaad Penny
in 2016 and 2017).

m Browning is just the second Aztec punter to garner preseason all-MW accolades, joining Brian Stahovich (2010 and 2011).

m Browning was named the 2022 Mountain West Special Teams Player of the Year, SDSU’s second straight punter fo win the award and
the fifth time an Aztec hos captured the award in the lust eight years (since 2015). The five special teams players of the year are
the most in the history of the league (started in 1999). Browning also made the all-MW first team as a punter.

m For his career, Browning ranks first at SDSU in punt average (46.0, min. 90 punts), sixth in field goal percentage
(.721, min. 25 att.) and eighth in made field goals (31).

m Browning is 4-for-6 for his career on field goal attempts of at least 50 yards (2-for-3 this year). The 66.7
percent is tied for the fifth highest among all active kickers (min. 6, 50-yard attempts).

m Browning has 10 games with muliiple field goals, including three games this year. He has multiple field goals in 10 of the 22 games
he's been the Aztec kicker.

m Browning ranked third in SDSU single-season history last year in punt average (46.10), tied for third in field goals (20) and tied for
seventh in field goal percentage (80.0).

m This year, Browning is tied for the FBS lead in PAT percentage (100.00), and is seventh in net punt average
(42.76, 2nd in MW), tied for 11th in punts inside the 20-yard line (21, 1st in MW) and 16th in punt average
(45.71, 3rd in MW). Browning is also second in the Mountain West in total punt yards (2,331, 30th in FBS), fourth in total punts
(51, T-37th in FBS), tied for fourth in field goal attempts (18, T-40th in FBS), tied for seventh in made field goals per game (1.00)
and eighth in total field goals made (11, T-75th in FBS).

m Browning is averaging six yards per punt more than opponents this season (45.7-39.7).

m Lost year, Browning tied for the FBS lead in PAT percentage (100.00), and was sixth in punt average (46.1, Tst in MW), tied for
sixth in punts inside the 20-yard line (28, 1st in MW), eighth in kickoff average (64.14, 1st in MW) and total punt yards (3,145,
3rd in MW), 12th in net punt average (42.3, 1st in MW), tied for 12th in field goal attempts per game (1.92, T-1st in MW), tied for
14th in field goal attempts (25, T-2nd in MW), 16th in punt yards per game (241.92, 3rd in MW), tied for 16h in fotal punis (68,
3rd in MW) and field goals made (20, 3rd in MW), and tied for 17th in field goals per game (1.54, T-3rd in MW) and punts per
game (5.25, 4thin MW). Browning also was second in the league in kickoff touchbacks (37, T-48th in FBS), third in kickoff touchback
percentage (62.71, 37th in FBS), fourth in field goal percentage (80.00, T-47th in FBS), fifth in total points (90), sixth in points per
game (6.92), seventh in made PATs (30) and attempted PATs (30), and tied for eighth in points responsible for (90).

m Browning didn't have a touchback from a punt until his 33th attempt of the season last year (Sept. 30 at Boise State).

m Browning made his first career eight field goal attempis and made 20 of 25 last season.
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m Browning picked off where he left off last year, being named the Mountain West Special Teams Player of the Week for the third fime
of his career on Aug. 28 for his play against Ohio on Aug. 26. Browning helped the Aztecs beat Ohio, 20-13, accounting for eight
points on two field goals (49 yards and 21 yards) and two PATs. He also punted three times for 169 yards (56.3) with all three going
for at least 50 yards. His 56.3 punt average is the fourth highest in a game this season (min. 3 punts).

= Browning made a 61-yard field goal at the end of the first half at Air Force on Sept. 30, which was a school
record, Mountain West record, Falcon Stadium record, tied for the longest field goal in the country this season
and tied for the 20th longest in NCAA history. He also punted five times for a 46.4 avg. with two inside the 20-yard line,
and had two kickoffs, both which went for touchbacks. For his punting efforts, he was named to the “Ray’s 8" for one of the top
punters of the week.

m Browning was named the MW Special Teams Player of the Week for the fourth time of his career on Oct. 16 for his play ot Hawai'i
on Oct. 14. He punted four times for a 56.0 average and 54.2 net average, both career highs (min. 4 punis). The 56.0 average
is the second highest in the country this year by a FBS player (min. 4 punts). Out of his four punts, three were for at
least 50 yards and two went for 60-plus yards, induding a career-long 66 yarder and a 63 yarder. Three of his four punts landed
inside the 20-yard line (and 10-yard line) with Hawai'i's average starting position of those three punis at its own 5.3-yard line (8,
1 and 7). His other punt was muffed by a Rainbow Warrior returner and SDSU recovered it. Browning also made a pair of field goals
and all five PATs, accounting for 11 of San Diego State’s 41 points in a seven-point win. He also kicked off eight times with a 64.9
kickoff average and six touchbacks, playing a big part in SDSU dominating the average starting field position against Hawai'i (SDSU
4210 UH 23).

m Browning had an impressive game against [daho State on Sept. 10, 2022, punting six times for a 47.5 avg., with all six landing
inside the 20-yard line, including five inside the 10 and four inside the 5. He became just the second punter with four punts inside
the 5-yard line since at least 2012 (also Michael Dickson (Texas) vs. Missouri on Dec. 27, 2017). Additionally. Dickson was the only
player since 2012 with more than five punts inside the 10 (he had six). Off Browning’s six punts, Idaho State averaged a 4.83
starting field position. He also made his only field goal and all five PATs, while kicking off seven times for a 65.7 average with six
touchbacks. He also had a 26-yard rush on a fake punt atiempt.

m Browning was named the MW Special Teams Player of the Week for the first fime of his career on Sept. 26, 2022 for his play against
Toledo on Sept. 24. In the kicking game, Browning made his only field goal attempt - a career-long 50-yarder - and was 2-for-2 in
PATs. Browning also punted nine times for 364 yards (40.4 avg.) (three of his punts started in Toledo territory) with a long of 56
yards. Out of his nine punts, six landed inside the 20 (last six of the game) and three inside the 10. Qut of his nine punts, Toledo av-
eraged a 21.7-yard field position. Browning also kicked off four times for a 64.2 average with two touchbacks. Off his four kickoffs,
Toledo averaged a 22-yard field position. Out of his 13 overall kicks (punts and kickoffs), Toledo averaged starting on its own 21.8-
yard line.

m Browning had another good gume at Boise State on Sept. 30, 2022, punting a career-high 10 times for a career-high 48.5 average.
The 48.5 average was the third highest lost season for those with af least 10 punts in a game and the 24th highest since at least
1996. Browning also made hoth of his field goal attempts.

m Browning was named the MW Special Teams Player of the Week for the second time of his career on Nov. 21, 2022, for his play at
New Mexico on Nov. 18. Browning made all six kicks (four PATs, two field goals), scoring 10 of SDSU’s 34 points. He also punted
twice for a 52.5 average, including a career long of 63 yards, and kicked off seven times with four touchbacks for a 64.1 average,
while logging a tackle on a kickoff.

m For his career on planned fakes, Browning has five plays on fake punts/kicks for 70 yards (14.0 avg.) with a touchdown.

m RB/KR Kenan Christon ranks sixth in the Mountain West in total kick returns (13, T-56th in FBS) and total kick return yards (297,
57th in FBS), seventh in combined kick return/punt return yards (297, 70th in FBS) and 10th in all-purpose plays (126).

m Mekhi Shaw ranks fourth in the Mountain West in punt return average (7.15, T-33rd in FBS) and punt refurns (13, T-42nd in FBS),
and seventh in total punt return yards (93, T-60th in FBS).

m Eric Butler has blocked two punts this year, tied for the second-most blocked kicks in SDSU single-season history.
His two blocked kicks are tied for the fifth most in school history.

m Butler's two blocked kicks are tied for the third most in the country this year, while his 0.18 blocked kicks per game are also tied for
third.

2022 IN REVIEW

m After starfing 2-3, the Aztecs won five of their final seven regular-season games (5-2) to clinch a bowl spot.

m SDSU finished 5-2 in its first season at Snapdragon Stadium.

= San Diego State played in its 12th bowl game since 2010, tied for the eighth most in the country over that stretch.

m The Aztecs finished 7-6 for their 13th straight season with at least a .500 record, which is tied for the sixth-longest active streak in
the country. SDSU’s lone .500 season in that streich was a 4-4 campaign in the COVID-shortened 2020 season.

m Two Aztecs were Pro Foothall Focus All-Americans (Jonah Tavai - 1st team, and Jack Browning - 2nd team). SDSU was one of only
eight schools with multiple first or second-team PFF All-Americans, joining USC, Ohio State, Alabama, Notre Dame, North Caroling,
Illinois and lowa.

= Tavai and Browning also earned other All-America nods. Tavai was a first-team selection by Bleacher Report, a second-team pick by
Associated Press and USA Today, and an honorable-mention selection by College Foothall Network. Browning, meanwhile, was an
honorable mention punter by College Foothall Network.

= San Diego State had seven first-team all-Mountain West selections, the most in the league for the fourth straight year. The seven se-
lections were C Alama Uluave, KR Jordan Byrd, DE Jonah Tavai, LB Caden McDonald, S Patrick McMorris, P Jack Browning and PR
Jordan Byrd.

Over San Jose State’s four-game winning sireak, it was outscoring the opposition, 171-63, (42.8-15.8), while averaging 457.0 yards,

including 260.0 rushing yards and 197.0 passing yards. Tonight, the Spartans had 24 points, 355 yards, 181 rushing yards and 174

passing yards.

m RB Jaylon Armstead rushed for a career-high 134 yards and a touchdown on 21 carries. He became the 83rd Aztec in program
history with a 100-yard rushing game.

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SDSU Downs Ohio, 20-13, in 2023 Opener

SAN DIEGO - Jalen Mayden threw two touchdown passes to Mark Redman and San Diego State opened the season
with a 20-13 win over Ohio at Snapdragon Stadium.

The game turned in the final minute of the first half when Cedarious Barfield intercepted Ohio quarterback CJ Harrison
inside the Aztecs 30-yard line. Mayden then drove the Aztecs 71 yards in 44 seconds, hitfing Redman for a 13-yard score
as time ran out. That made it 10-6 at halftime.

The Bobcats then missed a 31-yard field goal to cap the opening drive of the second half, a drive that chewed up
more than half of the third quarter.

After o 3-and-out, San Diego State put together two long drives — a 10-play, 77-yard drive for Jack Browning's 21-
yard field goal and an 11-play, 79-yard march capped by a 4-yard Redman touchdown. In the second drive, Mayden was
7-for-7 for 68 yards.

Ohio threw three straight incompletions from the SDSU 6 with less than three minutes to play and on fourth down
Marcus Ratcliffe had a 100-yard interception refurn nullified by a roughing-the-passer penalty on Cody Moon.

The Bobcats then cashed in with a 3-yard touchdown pass from Harris to Miles Cross with 2:04 to go, making it a 20-
13 game instead of 27-6. The onside kick went out of bounds hut the Aztecs only picked up eight yards on four runs,
failing to convert on fourth-and-3 from the Bohcat 36.

Ohio got the ball back on its 35 with 55 seconds to play and picked up a pair of first downs before New Zealand
Williams had an interception at the 20, returning it 40 yards before stepping out of bounds with a second fo play.

Mayden was 17 of 27 for 164 yards, induding five passes for 62 yards and two touchdowns to Redman. Redman be-
came just the third Aztec tight end since at least 1996 with two touchdown catches in a game, joining Gavin Escobar (three
games from 2011-12) and Kahale Warring (at Nevada in 2018). Additionally, Redman became the first SDSU tight end
with two touchdown catches in a season opener and the seventh overall player (the other six were all wide receivers).

San Diego State picked off Harris three times and won its 315t consecutive game when forcing three or more turnovers.
The Aztecs also won their 17th straight game when committing fewer turnovers than their opponent. This against an Ohio
team that won 10 games a year ago, returned nine starfers on offense and owned the eighth-best turnover margin in the
country in 2022 at +0.86. The Bobcats only threw five interceptions in 14 games a season ago.

Jaylon Armstead rushed for 78 yards on just eight carries for SDSU, which had eight players make their first career
Division | start and 10 players overall make their first start af San Diego State.

Cody Moon had 12 tackles in his first game as an Aztec after transferring from New Mexico, while Noah Tumblin
came off the bench for five solo tackles and three pass breakups.

SDSU improved to 16-1-1 all-fime against current members of the Mid-American Conference, avenging a 27-0 loss
o Ohio in the 2018 Frisco Bowl.

San Diego State improved to 62-14 since 2015 when scoring just 20 points.

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Mayden’s Big Night Propels SDSU Past ISU, 36-28

SAN DIEGO -- Sun Diego State's Jalen Mayden rushed for 132 yards and two touchdowns on Saturday fo lead the Aztecs
1o a 36-28 victory over a pesky Idaho State squad at Snapdragon Stadium.

Mayden set a school record for rushing yards by a quarterback, becoming the fourth signal-caller in program history
to surpass the 100-yard barrier on the ground and third in the Division | era. In addition, Mayden is the first SDSU quar-
terback to accomplish the feat since Kevin 0" Connell gained 101 yards vs. Brigham Young in 2004.

In all, SDSU maintained a sizable 302-34 advantage in rushing yardage fo raise their record to 2-0 on the young
season. The Aztecs' dominant ground game was augmented by Jaylon Armstead and Martin Blake, who each gained 58
yards with one touchdown, while Kenan Christon racked up 40 yards of his own.

Despite allowing 309 yards through the cir, the SDSU defense came p with three timely interceptions, including two
in the first half, which led to 10 points. In addition, the Scarlet and Black registered a crucial stop on a fourth-and-2
situation af the Aztec 30 in the fourth quarter with ISU driving toward a potential tying touchdown.

The teams traded field goals in the first quarter, induding o 43-yarder by Jack Browning, which knotted the score at
3-3. On the first play of ISU's ensuing possession, Cedarious Barfield made a leaping interception of a Jordan Cooke pass
at the Bengal 32, and the Aztecs wasted little time to convert the opportunity. Two snaps later, Mayden sprinted 24 yards
around right end info the end zone to put SDSU in front for good, 10-3.

Thomas Kopcho split the uprights from 33-yards out for his second field goal of the game, which trimmed the deficit
1o 10-6. However, the Aztecs responded with a 12-play, 68-yard march, capped by Armstead's four-yard scoring burst.

Dez Malone picked off Hunter Hays on the ensuing possession, and seven plays later Browning connected on a 41-
yard field goal to increase the SDSU advantage to 20-6.

However, ISU needed just 50 seconds to drive 65 yard for its first touchdown of the evening, as Cooke hit Christian
Fredericksen over the middle on a 24-yard scoring strike that trimmed the margin to 20-13 just before intermission.

SDSU advanced deep into ISU territory on its first possession of the third quarter, but Armstead fumbled ot the 10.

Unfazed, the Aztec defense rose to the occasion, limiting ISU to just two yards following the turnover. Moments later,
the Bengals' long snapper sciled the ball high over punter Ross Bolger and through the back of the end zone for a safety,
giving SDSU a 22-13 lead.

Blake returned the ensuing free kick 35 yards and 15U was flagged for a face mask penalty, putting the Aztecs in
business at the Bengal 27. Five straight rushing plays followed, as Blake plowed into the end zone from three yards out
o increase the SDSU advantage to 29-13.

After an exchange of punts, Idaho State fashioned its longest drive of the game, marching 80 yards in 14 plays,
punciuated by Hays" eight-yard touchdown pass to Chedon James early in the fourth quarter. Jordan corralled Hays' two-
point conversion pass shortly thereafter, which cut the deficit to 29-21. 1o the ground.

Later, Mayden burst through a gaping hole up the middle on a keeper and raced 56 yards into the end zone to give
SDSU a comfortable 36-21 cushion with just 6:50 left in the game.

With the cock winding down, the Bengals scored a late touchdown to account for the final margin, as Hays crossed
the goal line from two yards out with 14 seconds left. However, the Aztecs recovered the onside kick to secure the hard-

fought victory.

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Aztecs Stumble vs. UCLA, 35-10

SAN DIEGO -- San Diego State was unable to match the big-play capability of visiting UCLA in a 35-10 defeat on a
warm Saturday evening at Snapdragon Stadium.

Despite trailing in time of possession (34:55 to 25:05), the Bruins maintained a sizable advantage in total offense
(550-259), recording seven plays of over 20 yards to hand the Aztecs (2-1) their first loss of the season.

Additionally, UCLA (2-0) outscored the Scarlet and Black 21-3 in a pivotal second quarter to build a commanding 28-
10 lead by halftime.

Bruin quarterback Dante Moore completed 17 of 27 passes for 290 yards and three touchdowns without an interception
1o pace the visitors" attack.

After rushing for 302 yards last week against Idaho State, the SDSU ground game was stifled by UCLA, with the
Scarlet and Black gaining just 63 yards on 33 attempts.

The Bruins struck quickly on their third possession when Josiah Norwood hauled in a short play-action pass over the
middle from Moore and outraced the Aztec defense for an 81-yard scoring strike at the 7:26 mark of the first quarter.

The SDSU offense awakened on its ensuing drive, as Mayden completed five of six tosses for 68 yards, punctuated
by Mekhi Shaw's 21-yard reception near the right pylon at the goal line that knotted the score at 7-7.

The Bruins answered with a seven-play, 75-yard march on their next series, aided by two Azfec pass interference
penalties that put the ball just outside the red zone. Facing a fourth-and-1 situation from the Aztec 13, Carson Steele hit
pay dirt on a sweep around right end on the first play of the second quarter that put UCLA in front for good.

SDSU gained just 11 yards on ifs following drive, and it took the Bruins just three snaps fo extend their lead to 21-7,
as T.J. Harden burst through the line and rambled 59-yard for a touchdown with 10:21 left in the period.

The Aztecs drove to the UCLA 27 on their next foray, as Mayden lofted a poss to  wide-open Joshua Nicholson in the
right corner of the end zone on a third-and-10 situation. However, the ball skipped off Nicholson’s fingertips, forcing
SDSU to setle for a 44-yard field goal by Jack Browning, cutting the margin o 21-10 with 5:03 left in the half.

Following another exchange of punts, the Bruins needed just 56 seconds to cover 85 yards in seven plays, culminating
in a 24-yard touchdown pass from Moore fo o wide-open Logan Loya that increased the UCLA advantage fo 28-10.

Trailing by 18 points, the snake-bit Aztecs were unable fo capitalize on a golden opportunity at the 8:07 mark of the
third quarter when Trey White recovered a Moore fumble just short of the goal line. After two running plays were promptly
stuffed, Mayden's pass bounched off the hands of Blake and was intercepted in the end zone by Darius Muasau.

Following the turnover, UCLA marched 80 yards in 12 plays, capped by Moore's 6-yard foss to Carsen Ryan on a
screen pass out of the backfield for his third touchdown sirike of the night that closed out the scoring.

Defensively, Zyrus Fiaseu led the Aztecs with 12 tackles, including eight solo stops, to go with fwo forced fumbles,
one fumble recovery, one pass break-up and one quarterback hurry. In addition, Cedarious Barfield finished with seven
tackles (3 solo), while Dez Malone made six stops (4 solo) of his own.

On the other side of the ball, Mayden finished with 196 yards on 19-for-37 passing but was intercepted three fimes
and sacked twice hefore giving way to Tobin 0'Dell late in the fourth quarter.

Shaw was SDSU's leading receiver, gaining 54 yards on five receptions, matching Mark Redman, who also had five
grabs for 32 yards.

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SDSU Falls at No. 16/17 Oregon State, 26-9

CORVALLIS, Ore. -- San Diego State batfled in s first road game of the season at No. 16/17 Oregon State, hut fell
26-9, Saturday in Corvallis, Oregon.

Quarterback DJ Uiagalelei passed for 284 yards and a touchdown, ran for a touchdown, and the Beavers (3-0) sacked
the Aztecs (2-2) six fimes in a sellout crowd of 35,591 at Reser Stadium.

In his third game as OSU's starfing quarterhack after transferring from Clemson, Uiagalelei completed 14 of 30 passes
and had two interceptions. It was the first two turnovers of the season for Oregon State, which had combined to outscore
its opponents, 97-24, over its first two games prior fo playing SDSU.

Damien Martinez anchored the Beaver running game with 102 yards on 15 carries.

San Diego State running back Jaylon Armstead scored on a 6-yard run with 9:01 remaining for the first Aztec touch-
down of the game. SDSU got the ball back when Cedarious Barfield picked off Uiagalelei on the San Diego State 43. The
Aztecs then went 57 plays on nine plays, ending with the Armstead TD run. The 2-point conversion pass failed, however,
and 0SU maintained o two-score lead af 19-9.

Oregon State answered when Anthony Gould turned Uiagalelei's short pass into a 75-yard touchdown and a 26-9 ad-
vantage.

SDSU quarterback Jalen Mayden led a drive inside the Beavers' 10-yard line, but safety Akili Arnold's interception in
the end zone at the 5:40 mark.

San Diego State got the ball back on Noah Tumblin's second interception of the season. The Aztecs got into OSU
ltefr;itory for the ninth and final time, but Jack Browning's 49-yard field goal attempt fo cut the lead to two scores sciled

eft.

Oregon State then ran out the clock for its seventh consecutive victory, its longest streak since 2000. That team went
11-1, defeated Notre Dame in the Fiesta Bowl, and finished No. 4 in the final Associated Press poll.

Earlier, Beaver wide receiver Silas Bolden came up big on an 84-yard scoring drive that extended the 0SU lead to
19-3 at 7:40 of the third quarter. He caught a 31-yard pass, ran 18 yards on the next play on a fly sweep to the 1, setting
up Uiagalelei’s T-yard touchdown run.

A 31-yard pass to tight end Jack Velling and a 35-yard strike to wide receiver Rhewa Munyagi Jr. set up the game's
first touchdown midway through the second quarter. Uiagalelei tossed a backward pass to left tackle Joshua Gray, who
scored untouched from the 3-yard line to make it 12-0. It was the first rushing touchdown by an Oregon State offensive
lineman since 1996.

Browning kicked a 52-yard field goal for the Aztecs with 44 seconds left in the second quarter to make it 12-3 af
halftime. Browning is now 3-for-4 on 50-yard field goal chances for his career.

The first two Beaver scores came on field goals (48 and 44 yards) by Atticus Sappington.

Mayden was 20 of 32 for 256 yards and an interception. Brionne Penny (six receptions) and Mark Redman (four re-
ceptions) each logged a career-high 77 receiving yards for SDSU, which was outgained, 475-326, for the game.

San Diego State was outgained on the ground, 191-70, primarily due to negative 50 yards in sacks against Mayden.
Armstead rushed for a team-high 48 yards on 11 carries (4.4 avg.).

Iyrus Fiaseu led the Aztecs in tackles for a second straight game, coming up with seven stops and a fackle for loss.

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Aztecs Edged by Boise State, 34-31

SAN DIEGO -- San Diego State opened its Mountain West schedule on a sour note, dropping a hard-fought 34-31 decision
1o Boise State af Snapdragon Stadium.

Missed tackles, untimely penalties and two crucial fumbles u|1imuie|¥ contributed to the Aztecs' downfall, despite the
host school maintaining the edge in total offense (439-403) and fime of possession (32:10 fo 27:50).

However, SDSU was unable to contain the exploits of Bronco running back Ashton Jeanty, who rushed for 205 yards
and two touchdowns on 23 carries, adding 49 yards on four receptions to account for neurlljy 63 Fertent of BS's output.

Quarterback Jaylen Mayden completed 16 of 22 L)asses for 241 yards and one touchdown for the Aztecs (2-3, 0-1
MW), running for another score to finish with  team-high 85 yards rushing in 16 attempts.

Wide receiver Baylin Brooks set a career high with 117 yards and one touchdown on five receptions, matching the
production of Brionne Pennz, who also made five grabs for 97 yards. Brooks became the first Aztec true freshman since
i\z Huliirqn6i9n) 1994 to record a 100-yard receiving game and jsut the fourth true freshman in SDSU's Division | history
since 1969).

However, Mayden twice turned the ball over, fumbling at the 300I ling on SDSU's opening possession before repeating
the miscue later in the fourth quarter that led to a Bronco touchdown,

The Broncos (2-2, 1-0 MW) recorded just one first down on their first drive before Dez Malone returned the ensuing
punt 36 yards, givinlg the Atecs excellent field position a their own 48. Six li)luys later, Muxden threaded a pass to Brooks
along the right sideline, as the true freshman sprinted 34 yards to the end zone for his first career touchdown that put
the host school in front, 7-0, at the 7:37 mark of the first quarter.

On its first march of the second (1uurter, Boise State knotted the score with just over three minutes elapsed when
Taylen Green connected with Eric McAlister in the left corner of the end zone on a 25-yard touchdown pass fo cap a 5-
play, 76-yard drive.

SDSU took advantage of a short field on its next foray, taking possession on its own 45-yard line following an unsuc-
cessful squib kick, as the Broncos looked to catch the Aztecs by surprise. After a 37-yard complefion to Brooks down to
the Boise State 10, however, the drive stalled, forcing the Scarlet and Black fo senﬁs for a 22-yard field goal by Jack
Browning, which put the hosts back on top, 10-7, at the 9:13 mark.

Boise State needed just four plays to take the lead, as Jeanty burst up the middle and broke away for a 58-yard
touchdown scamper wih 7:13 left in the period.

SDSU responded on its ensuing drive, advancing 75 yards in seven plays to vault back in front, 17-14, on a 2-yard
run by Jaylon Armstead.

However, the lead proved to be short-lived, as Boise State tied the score on a 29-yard field goal by Jonah Dalmas
with just 22 seconds heFore infermission to cap an 11-play, 72-Kurd march,

Boise State answered a missed field goal by the Aztecs with a 27-yard Dalmas field goal with 4:52 left in the third
quarter.

On the first snap of the Aztecs' next possession, Jayden Virgin recovered a Mugden fumble o the SDSU 26. Four
plays later, Green sprinted around left end on third-and-goal from the 10, giving the visitors a 27-17 advantage with
3:05 to go in the period.

The Aztecs answered with their longest drive of the season, marching 92 yards in 10 plays, punctuated by Armstead's
10-yard blast up the middle on the second play of the fourth quarter that trimmed the margin to 27-24.

The teams exchanged punts hefore Boise State put the game essentially out of reach witﬁ Jeanty's 6-yard touchdown
run with 2:02 left on 1?!8 crock.

SDSU fought to the end with a 72-yard march in seven plays, culminating in Mayden's 10-yard touchdown run, which
narrowed the gap to 34-31 with just 42 seconds remaining. However, the Broncos ran out the clock after recovering the
ensuing onside kick.

SDSU Suffers 49-10 Loss at Undefeated Air Force

USAFA, Colo. - Zac Larrier threw fwo long touchdown passes, Emmanuel Michel added a pair of touchdown runs and
Air Force cruised to a 49-10 victory over San Diego State at Falcon Stadium.

The Axtecs (2-4, 0-2 MW) had won nine of the previous 10 meetings with the Falcons (5-0, 3-0 MW) and four straight
at Falcon Stadium before falling by its largest margin in the series since 1987.

Neither team scored until Jalen Mayden directed a 17-play, 80-yard drive, capped off with his 21-yard touchdown
pass to Joshua Nicholson to give SDSU a 7-0 lead. San Diego State grinded out 9 minutes, 32 seconds of clock time on
the drive, successfully converting two fourth-down opportunities.

AFA, however, which only had the ball for 3:49 in the first quarter, answered with three straight touchdown drives.

Cade Harris pulled Air Force even at 7-7 with 10:31 remaining in the first half. AFA used a 34-yard run by Larrier o
get into Aztec territory. Later in the drive on a fourth-and-4 situation, Larrier rolled out to his right and found Harris for
a 28-yard strike to get fo the SDSU 2-yard line. Two plays later Harris punched it in to fie the game.

After a three-and-out, the Falcons marched 53 yards on nine plays with Michel rushing it in from two yards out to
give AFA a lead it would never relinguish.

After forcing San Diego State to punt, Air Force got the ball back late in the first half and took it 80 yards on six plays
before Michel pounded it in from three yards. The touchdown followed a 26-yard pass from Larrier to a wide-open Jared
Roznos.

With just 43 seconds left, the Aztecs got into Falcon territory, thanks mainly to a 22-yard dump off from Mayden to
Kenan Christon and a 7-yard pass from Mayden to Brionne Penny on a fourth-and-3 play. Before Jack Browning could
attempt a 56-yard field goal to end the first half, Drew Azzopardi was whistled for a false start penalty. Undeterred,
Browning knocked it from 61 yards to bring SDSU to within 11 at 21-10 at the half. The 61-yard field goal was a school
record, Mountain West record, tied for the longest kick in FBS play this season and tied for the 20th in FBS history.

AFA put the game out of reach by the 7:09 mark of the third quarter. Larrier teamed up with Harris for o 54-yard
touchdown and, after forcing a three-and-out, fired a 53-yard scoring strike to Roznos.

On San Diego State’s next offensive play, Mayden was picked by Trey Taylor, who returned it 30 yards for a touchdown
to put Air Force up, 42-10.

Following another three-and-out for the Aztecs, Jensen Jones completed a 16-play, 82-yard drive that took 10:20 off
the clock with a 4-yard touchdown run.

SDSU got into Falcon ferritory on its ensuing possession but facing a fourth-and-1 on the AFA 28, Jaylon Armstead's
rush was stopped by a swarming Air Force defense.

Larrier finished with 189 yards on 6-of-7 passing for the Falcons, and carried eight times for 103 yards.

Mayden completed 13 of 24 passes for 122 yards with one touchdown and one intercepfion for San Diego State.
(hriston led the Aztecs with 58 rushing yards.

Tyrus Fieseu led the SDSU defense with nine tackles as San Diego State lost its MW road opener for just the second
fime in the last nine seasons.

The Aztecs fell to 47-19 (.712) in their last 66 regular-season games against the MW.

SDSU now trails the all-fime series with AFA, 21-18.

SDSU Downs Hawai‘i, 41-34, in Late-Night Thriller

HONOLULU -- Freshman Lucky Sutton scored his first two career touchdowns, Mekhi Shaw caught six passes for 126
yards and a touchdown, and Deshawn McCuin returned an interception 70 yards for a touchdown to help San Diego State
snap a four-game losing streak with a 41-34 victory at Hawai'; Saturday night af Clarence T.C. Ching Complex in Honolulu.

The Aztecs (3-4, 1-2 MW) jumped out to a 17-0 lead before allowing the Rainbow Warriors {2-5, 0-2 MW) fo rally
back and take a 24-20 advantage into the fourth quarter. SDSU, however, scored 21 points in the finufquuner o win for
the 10th fime in the last 12 meetings against UH.

San Diego State forced four turnovers in the game, and dominated Hawai'i in both ime of possession (36:08-23:52)
and average field position (SDSU42-0-UH23).

Eric Butler blocked a Rainbow Warrior ?um after a three-and-out to start the game, setting up the Aztecs af the UH
13-yard line. SDSU, however, had fo settle for a 22-yard field goal by Jack Browning.

Browning later pinned Hawai'i to its own 8-yard line on a punt, setting up San Diego State in good field position, Six
plays later Sutton pounded it in from the 1-yard line for his first career touchdown, which came onqhis first attempt of the
season and just the third of his career. The drive was helped by a 30-yard pass from Jalen Murden to Shaw.

Mayden was infercepted to begin the second quarter, giving the Rainbow Warriors good field position on the Aztec
43, Later in the drive, UH quarterback Brayden Schager was picE
first career touchdown.

Hawai'i answered with a 10-play, 91-yard drive, ending with a 17-yard TD strike from Schager to Pofele Ashlock.

Mter a three-and-out by SDSU, the visitors got the h(ﬂl right back when Browning’s 39-yard punt was muffed by
Steven McBride and recovered by San Diego State’s Zyrus Fiaseu on the Rainbow Warrior 43. Browning’s 50-yard field
goal attempt, however, was no good, keeping it a 17-7 game.

UH quickly responded with three-play, 67-yard drive, staring with a 62-yard pass from Schager to McBride. Two plays
later Schager connected with an 8-yard pass to Alex Perrr o trim the Aztec lead to three points at halftime.

The lead would Iastljust over a minute, however, as Mayden found a wide-open Shaw, who raced the final 35 yards
down the right sideline for a 69-Kard touchdown that put the Aztecs U|i:, 27-24, with 13:33 left in the game.

SDSU then got the hall right back on a UH fumble and Sutton punched it in from two yards out to make it 34-24 with
12:27 remaining.

Schager completed another 65-yard pass to McBride and Landon Sims ran it in fo close the gap with 10:22 left.

San Diego State got all the way to the Hawai'i 21, but Mayden was stuffed on a fourth-and-1 situation.

On the second play of the ensuing drive for the Rainbow Warriors, Ryan Henderson stripped Sims and recovered the
fumble on the UH 23. Five plays after Jaylon Armstead hodied it in from a yard out to make it 41-31 Aztecs.

Hawai'i quickly got into SDSU territory but settled for a 47-yard field goal by Shipley after a first-down spike with
211 remaining.

Sutton gained 12 yards in two plays fo put the game away with a San Dieﬁo State kneel.

Mayden completed 18 of 24 passes for 221 yards and fied Cam Davis with a Teum-hiﬁh 53 yards on the ground.

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Aztecs Stymied in 6-0 Loss to Nevada

SAN DIEGO -- Sun Diego State suffered its first shutout in nearly five years after falling to Nevada 6-0 in a defensive
struggle Saturday at Snapdragon Stadium.

With the loss, the Aztecs were blanked for the first time since the 2018 Frisco Bowl vs. Ohio (27-0), dropping to 3-5
on the season and 1-3 in Mountain West play, while the Wolf Pack (1-6, 1-2 MW) snapped a 16-game losing streak dating
back to last season.

SDSU was 0-for-10 on third-down conversions and came up empty on two of three fourth-down opportunities in
Nevada territory.

In addition, the Aztecs passed for just 47 yards on 6-of-14 completions by Jalen Mayden, finishing with 204 yards of
total offense for the night.

Still, SDSU had a chance to take the lead late in the fourth quarter after the Wolf Pack's Brandon Talton missed a 48-
yard field goal with 8:16 left in the game.

Setting up at their own 30, the Aztecs chewed just over seven minutes off the clock, marching 47 yards in 11 plays
o the Nevada 23. Facing a 4th-and-3 situation, however, Mayden fumbled in heavy traffic trying to avoid a sack, and
Wolf Pack lingbacker Jonathan Maldonado recovered at the 25.

Following the turnover, Nevada ran two plays, gaining one first down, before kneeling twice to end a night of frustration
for the Scarlet and Black.

After a three-and-out on the Aztecs' first possession of the game, the Wolf Pack marched 51 yards in 13 plays, cul-
minating in Talton's 39-yard field goal. Quarterback Brendon Lewis accounted for 40 of those yards himself, gaining 21
on three rushing attempts while completing 3-of-5 passes for another 19 yards.

Following an exchange of punts, SDSU drove 41 yards in eight plays, but Jack Browning's 34-yard field goal sailed
just outside the left upright at the 11:31 mark of the second quarter.

The Aztecs were unable fo take advantage of good field position on their next three possessions in the second quar-
fer.

After an offensive pass interference penalty wiped out a 14-yard gain to the Nevada 35, Mayden was sacked for a
six-yard loss on the ensuing snap in a first-and-25 situation, and SDSU was forced to punt three plays later.

The Aztecs set up shop once again af the Wolf Pack 49 on their next foray but were unable to overcome another
penalty, this time for an illegal man downfield.

Incredibly, SDSU came away empty on its next drive after starting at the Nevada 44. A quarterback keeper quickly
gained seven yards, but the Aztecs netted just two more yards on the ground over the next three plays, turning the ball
over on downs when Mayden was stopped a yard short of the marker after calling his own number on a fourth-and-2
from the Nevada 36.

Buoyed by its good fortune, the Wolf Pack extended their lead just before halftime when Talton split the uprights
from 37 yards out as the dock expired. Nevada drove 46 yards on their final advance of the half, aided by an SDSU pass
interference penalty and a 10-yard rush by Sean Dollars.

After forcing a three-and-out to start the second half, the Aztecs were stymied on their first drive of the third quarter
when Mayden's pass to Brionne Penny fell incomplete on a 4th-and-3 play from the Wolf Pack 34.

Later in the period, Nevada had a chance o extend its lead, but Talton's 47-yard field goal attempt hit the left up-
right.

Mayden led all players with 52 yards rushing on 14 carries, while Sutton finished with 48 yards on 12 attempts in
the loss.

Nevada outgained SDSU 242-204 for the game, maintaining a slight edge in time of possession (30:14 to 29:46)\

The sloppy contest also featured a combined 17 penalties, with the Wolf Pack getting flagged 10 times for 58 yards,

while the Aztecs were whistled on seven occasions for 80 yards.

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Aztecs Fall in Double Overtime to Utah State

SAN DIEGO -- The San Diego State foothall team finished with 384 total yards, its most in its last four contests, but an
overtime interception spelled doom for the Scarlet and Black in o 32-24 loss to Utah State on Saturday evening at Snap-
dragon Stadium.

Trailing 17-7 entering the fourth quarter, the Aztecs put together a pair of scoring drives, which induded a 10-yard
touchdown strike from Jalen Mayden to Kenan Christon and then a 23-yard Jack Browning field goal, with 33 seconds
left in regulation, to send the game o overtime.

Onits initial possession of overtime, Mayden found Brionne Penny in the corner of the end zone for a 29-yard touch-
down and after Browning's extra point was good, SDSU led 24-17.

The Aggies matched SDSU on its first extra possession, putting the ball in the end zone on an 18-yard strike from
Cooper Legas fo Terrell Vaughn, and with the extra point, the game was fied 24-24.

Utah State (4-5, 2-3 Mountain West) opened the second overtime period with possession and on a second-and-five
from the 20, Robert Briggs Jr. busted up the middle for a touchdown. Forced to go for the two-point conversion in the
second overtime period, Legas pitched the ball to Vaughn, who found Broc Lane in the back of the endzone to push the
Aggies lead to 32-24.

With a chance to tie the game and send it to a third extra period, and facing a fourth down and four yards to go,
Mayden's pass attempt to Joshua Nicholson along the sideline was intercepted by the Aggies' ke Larsen and returned 62
yards to seal the win for Utah State.

San Diego State's 384 yards of total offense, 121 rushing yards and 263 yards through the air, was its most in the
last four games and its third highest of the season. Mayden finished 25-of-39 for 265 yards, three fouchdowns, and the
interception that ended the game. The three scoring strikes equals a career-best, matching his total against San José State
on November 12, 2022, and his 39 attempts are a season-high.

Lucky Sutton finished with 86 yards on 11 carries o pace the Aztecs runners. Christon had  touchdown reception
and set a career-best with eight catches.

Defensively, Cody Moon led the Aztecs (3-6, 1-4 Mountain West) with a season-hest 13 tackles, including a career-
high 10 solo stops. The 13 tackles are tied for the second most in a game for the junior linebacker, and was one off his
career high, sef against at Air Force on November 12, 2022,

Mter a scoreless opening quarter, San Diego State got on the scorehoard with 14:10 fo go before the intermission. A
six play, 88-yard drive was capped by a nine-yard Mayden to fight end Mark Redman touchdown toss. The key play which
set up the score was a 62-yard scamper by Lucky Sutton. It was the longest rush of the season for Sution and the team.
The Aggies, slightly less than four minutes later, got a field goal from William Testa to send the game to the break with
SDSU up 7-3.

Coming out of halftime, Utah State got the only score of the third quarter, a 50-yard touchdown pass from Legas fo
Jalen Royals o put Aggies up 10-7. The visitors pushed the advantage to 17-7 early in the fourth quarter on a 19-yard
rush from Davon Booth, which set the stage for the Aztecs comeback to fie the contest and send it to overtime.

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SDSU’s Late Rally Falls Short at CSU, 22-19

FORT COLLINS, Colo. -- San Diego State made a fourth-quarter push to try and overcome a 19-point deficit, but ulfi-
mately fell short in a 22-19 loss at Colorado State on Saturday night.

Justin Marshall scored on @ 5-yard touchdown run with 7:31 remaining in the third quarter fo stretch the Ram (4-6,
2-4 MW) lead to 22-3 hefore the Aztecs (3-7, 1-5 MW) scored the final 16 points of the game for its third straight loss by
one sore.

SDSU started its comeback with a 38-yard field goal by Gabriel Plascencia, his second of the night, with 3:06 left in
the third quarter.

After forcing a three-and-out, San Diego State went 46 yards on nine plays before Jalen Mayden ran up the middle
untouched for an 8-yard touchdown. The Aztecs failed on the ensuing 2-point conversion, cutting (SU's lead to 10 points
at 22-12.

(olorado State drove deep into SDSU territory, but Vann Schield fumbled the ball and Zyrus Fiaseu recovered it for
San Diego State at its own 20-yard line. It was Fiaseu's third fumble recovery of the year, tied for the sixth most in Aztec
single-season history.

SDSU then went 80 yards on 14 plays over 6:30 before Jaylon Armstead rushed it in from a yard out on fourth-and-
goal to make it a three-point game with 2:04 left. On the drive, San Diego State converted two third downs.

Avery Morrow, however, converted a 7-yard run on third-and-4 to run out the clock.

The Rams went up, 15-0, in the first half on a safety, two field goals by Jordan Noyes and a 1-yard run by Dallin
Holker.

Mayden completed 19 of 25 passes for 128 yards and added a rushing touchdown for the Aztecs, who dropped fo 3-
4 on the season in one-score games.

Josh Hunter set a career high with 15 tackles to lead the defense, the most by a SDSU player since Kyahva Tezino
had 15 at Fresno State on Nov. 17, 2018 and matched the most since Tezino recorded 17 in the 2017 Armed Forces Bowl.

Cedarius Barfield added his fourth inferception of the season and had a career-high eight tackles as Sun Diego State
lost to the Rams for just the second time in the last nine mesfings.

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Armstead’s Big Night Not Enough at SJSU

SAN JOSE, Calif. -- Despite a career-high 134 rushing yards and a touchdown from Jaylon Armstead, San
Diego State fell to San Jose State, 24-13, Saturday night at CEFCU Stadium.

The Aztecs (37, 1-6 Mountain West) were tied with the Spartans (6-5, 5-2 MW) at 10-10 at the half, but
SJSU outscored SDSU, 14-3, in the second half in the final home game for 17 San Jose State seniors.

San Diego State scored a fouchdown on its opening drive for the first time in exactly a year, marching 77
yards on 13 plays and eating up 7 minutes, 30 seconds, before Armstead punched it in from a yard out. Arm-
stead rushed seven fimes on the drive for 53 yards, highlighted by a 39-yard run on the second play and a
tough 3-yard gain on a fourth-and-goal situation from the Spartan 4. It was Armstead’s seventh rushing
touchdown of the season.

SJSU tied it on its ensuing drive, going 71 yards on 10 plays, ending with a 10-yard touchdown pass from
Chevan Cordeiro o Dominick Mazotti with 14:19 left in the first half.

After punting, the Aztecs got the ball right back when Chris Johnson intercepted a deep Cordeiro pass and
returned it 44 yards to the San Jose State 33-yard line. SDSU, however, only went four yards on seven plays,
ultimately setting for a 46-yard field goal by Gabe Placencia with just over three minutes remaining in the
half.

The Spartans got all the way to the red zone, but San Diego State held, resorting to a 35-yard field goal
by Kyler Halvorsen as time expired in the half, making it a 10-10 game.

The Aztecs came out of intermission with a 10-play, 49-yard drive over 6:03, but Armstead was stopped
on a fourth-and-1 on the SJSU 26.

SJSU raced 74 yards on five plays with the bulk of it coming on a 42-yard pass from Cordeiro to Isaac
Jernagin, followed by a 20-yard touchdown scamper by Quali Conley to give San Jose State its first lead of
the game with 6:16 left in the third quarter.

Later, SDSU used a 16-play, 85-yard drive over 7:50, but had o settle for a 21-yard field goal by Plos-
cencia. San Diego State converted a third-and-12 on the drive with a 15-yard pass to a diving Phillippe Wesley
and a fourth-and-1 on a 21-yard run by Armstead. The Aztecs appeared fo get within one when Armstead
pounded it in from three yards out. But a holding penalty was called - the first penalty of the game for either
team - and SDSU would get no closer, now trailing, 17-13, midway through the fourth quarter.

On the kickoff, an invalid fair catch was called on the Spartans, resulting a starting spot on their own 6.
SJSU, however, went 94 yards on just six plays, highlighted by back-to-back long runs of 21 and 57 yards by
Conley. Kairee Robinson later punched it in from five yards, making it a 24-13 game with 5:13 left.

San Diego State mounted one last try, but Mayden’s second interception of the game came, and San Jose
State ran out the clock, beginning with a 32-yard run by Conley.

Mayden completed 15 of 24 passes for the Aztecs, who lost for just the second fime in the last 11 meefings
against the Spartans. Additionally, SDSU's five-game road winning sireak in the series was snapped.
