NEWS AND NOTES (through Feb. 22)
n San Diego State, the three-time defending Mountain West regular-season champions, opens the final eight days of the regular

season on Saturday afternoon with a road game at MW co-leading Colorado State.
n The Aztecs, currently in sixth place in the league standings but just a 1/2-game out of fourth place, look to move into the top five

of the conference to receive a first-round bye at the Mountain West Championship.
n San Diego State’s three-game winning streak was snapped on Wednesday in a 63-55 loss against Fresno State. The Aztecs shot just

34.6 percent from the field and made only eight second-half field goals. Nonetheless, a 10-0 SDSU run closed the deficit to one
point with 7:32 to play, but the Aztecs were not able to regain the lead.

n San Diego State is now 2-8 this season in games decided by eight points or less. Prior to this season, the Aztecs were 50-22 in games
decided by six points or less or in overtime. One of those losses was a 78-77 decision to Colorado State on Jan. 28.

n Junior forward Malik Pope, who has accounted for nine of SDSU’s 28 missed games this season due to injury, is averaging 12.6
points, 6.9 rebounds, 1.8 assists and 1.0 steals during his last eight games. During that span, he is shooting 50.7 percent from the
field and 43.8 percent from three-point range.

n Pope has posted outstanding numbers against the Rams. In six career games against Colorado State, the junior has averaged 12.3
points, 4.5 rebounds, 1.3 assists, while connecting on 27-of-43 attempts from the field (62.8 percent) and 8-of-11 from three-point
range (72.7 percent). He scored a career-high 22 points at Moby Arena on Jan. 24, 2015, and tallied 19 points against the Rams
earlier this season.

n Sophomore guard Jeremy Hemsley posted his season-high-tying fifth consecutive double-digit scoring game with 13 points against
Fresno State. In his last five games, Hemsley is averaging 14.0 points, 1.8 assists and 1.8 rebounds on 50.9-percent shooting.

n Long known as one of the best defensive players in the country (see page 47 of the media guide), senior guard Dakarai Allen
continued his recent offensive outburst Wednesday with a team-high-tying 13 points against the Bulldogs. In his last eight games,
he is averaging 10.1 points, 4.0 rebounds and 1.4 assists. During that stretch, he has made 31-of-54 attempts from the floor (57.4
percent).

n Allen leads all MW players in effective field-goal percentage in league games at 62.8 percent (minimum 3 FGM per game).
n Once again, San Diego State is the top-ranked defensive unit in the conference. In MW games only, the Aztecs rank first in points

allowed (65.3), field-goal percentage defense (39.9 percent) and blocked shots (4.9 bpg, tied), and second in steals (6.9 spg). 
n In each of the last three seasons, SDSU has led the Mountain West (all games) in points allowed per game and field-goal percentage

defense. The Aztecs this season own the top defense in terms of points allowed (63.5) and field-goal percentage defense (39.3).
n Despite an 8-7 league record, SDSU still owns a +52 scoring margin in MW games. In four of its seven defeats, it has owned a lead

of at least 11 points and in the other three games it had a seven-point advantage in two games and had a shot at the buzzer to
force overtime.

n San Diego State is third in the league in conference scoring margin at +3.5.
n KenPom lists the Aztecs as the 15th “unluckiest” team in the country (a measure of a team’s actual winning percentage and what

one would expect from its game-by-game efficiencies). Among the 15 unluckiest teams in the nation, SDSU is one of only three
with a winning record (also: Indiana and Utah).

SERIES HISTORY VS. COLORADO STATE
n This is the 80th meeting between San Diego State and Colorado State. SDSU leads the all-time series, 40-39.
n SDSU has won 18 of the last 22 vs. the Rams and 19 of the last 23 regular-season match-ups.
n The Aztecs are 25-13 all-time vs. the Rams at home.
n San Diego State is 11-25 at Colorado State, but the Aztecs have won eight of the last 11 at Moby Arena.
n SDSU has handed Colorado State five of its last 33 home losses. Since Feb. 4, 2006, San Diego State is 8-3 at Moby Arena while the
rest of the nation is 56-123 as a visitor in the venue.
n SDSU has won 13 of the last 14 (13-1) and 15 of the last 17 (15-2) vs. Colorado State at home. 
n Fisher is 28-12 all-time vs. Colorado State and is 8-3 vs. Rams head coach Larry Eustachy. Prior to Eustachy going to Fort Collins for
the 2012-13 season, the two coaches met in Fairbanks, Alaska, at the BP Top of the World Classic when Eustachy was at Southern Miss.
Fisher and the Aztecs won the third-place game, 79-51.
n Tidbits: Eleven of the last 12 meetings between the teams have been decided by 10 points or less (the outlier came in 2015 in Las
Vegas when it was decided by 13 points)... Neither team has shot 50 percent or better from the field in any of the last 15 meetings...
SDSU has held Colorado State below 50 percent from the field in each of the last 22 encounters (CSU shot 50.9 percent on March 8,
2007)... San Diego State has nine turnovers or less in 10 of the last 13 meetings (110 total; 8.5 tpg)... In the last 22 meetings (18 of
which have been won by SDSU), the Aztecs have held Colorado State to 40.7 percent from the field (510-of-1,252).

n Dakarai Allen joined a club that only had two members after the Aztecs defeated UNLV at home on Feb. 19. The victory gave the
senior 50 conference wins in his career, something that only former teammates Winston Shepard and Skylar Spencer accomplished.
Each of those players saw action in 55 Mountain West victories.
n Another senior, Matt Shrigley, has a chance to join the trio. The forward has 48 league wins to his credit.

A LITTLE BIT OF THIS, A LITTLE BIT OF THAT
n Since the home game vs. Wyoming, Trey Kell has led the team in either points, rebounds or assists, and in four of those seven games,
he has led in two of the three categories.
n Kell has not led in any of the three categories in just two conference games.

TRIPLE-SINGLE
n Trey Kell finished with six points, seven rebounds and seven assists in the home win vs. UNLV. It was the closest an Aztec has gotten
to reaching a triple-double since Winston Shepard last season vs. IPFW in the first round of the NIT.
n The numbers might not sound flashy, but two of his six points came with the shot clock at two seconds after UNLV had closed to within
six points after a 9-0 run with 3:38 left in the second half.
n His seven rebounds marked the fifth straight game in which he corralled at least that many.
n His seven assists matched a career high and was against zero turnovers and zero fouls in 36 minutes.

KELL NEWEST MEMBER OF 1,000-POINT CLUB
n Trey Kell became the newest member of San Diego State’s 1,000-point club on Feb. 12 vs. Nevada. The junior is the 31st Aztec to ac-
complish the feat and it occurred with 7:16 left in the first half when he made two free throws to give him four points. He ultimately
finished with a team-high 17 points, giving him 1,013 for his career, which put him in 28th place.
n Kell currently has 1,049 points, which is 24th all-time and he trails Eddie Morris (1980-81-82-83) with 1,089 points.

DIFFERENCE MAKER
n Malik Pope returned vs. Utah State after a six-game absence due to a knee injury. He posted nine points, five rebounds, one assist
and one blocked shot in 23 minutes of a 74-55 home victory.
n In his second game back following his six-game absence, the junior was enjoying a solid performance at Air Force before a strained
neck sidelined him after a scary fall. In just 14 minutes, Pope had seven points, four rebounds, one blocked shot and one steal, and
SDSU was ahead by six points before ultimately falling by three points.
n More recently, Pope has been a beast. In his last eight games, he is averaging 12.6 points, 6.9 rebounds, 1.8 assists and 1.0 steals.
He is 38-of-75 from the field (50.7 percent) during that stretch. In this run includes his outing against Colorado State, in which he
finished with a season high 19 points to go with seven rebounds and two assists in just 22 minutes, and his effort vs. Wyoming, when
he posted 17 points, eight rebounds, a team-high three assists and a career-high four steals. In a home win vs. Nevada, he had 12
points and 10 rebounds, and nearly missed a double-double one week later vs. UNLV with 17 points and a game-high nine boards.
n This season alone, the Aztecs are 9-5 when he has scored at least seven points. Over his career, when he has scored at least eight
points, San Diego State has gone 29-6 in those games. When he has scored at least 10 points, the Aztecs are 18-6 in his career.

PUTTING THE BALL IN THE BASKET
n Dakarai Allen is shooting 53.6 percent from the field after entering this season as a 39.7-percent career shooter. Among Division I
players listed at 6-5 or shorter and with a minimum 160 field-goal attempts, his 53.6-percent accuracy ranks 17th nationally, through
Feb. 22 games.
n When looking at just his two-point field-goal percentage (.631), Allen ranks 10th nationally among players at 6-5 or shorter with at
least 160 atttempts (through Feb. 22). With no height requirement, Allen ranks 37th in the country.

BIG 20 MINUTES
n Trey Kell has enjoyed some impressive second-half efforts this season. Below are a few of them.
n San Diego State led UNLV on the road, 44-42, with 9:55 left in the second half and the Aztecs called timeout 16 seconds later. Coming
out of the break, Steve Fisher told Trey Kell, “I need you for these last nine-and-a-half minutes.” How did he respond? The junior scored
SDSU’s next seven points, 13 of the next 15 points and 16 of its final 20 points to complete the 64-51 win. Kell finished with a career-
high-tying nine field goals (9-15).
n At Fresno State, the junior scored all 22 points in the final frame on 7-of-11 shooting, including 2-for-3 from bonus distance, and 6-
of-7 from the charity stripe. He nearly equaled his season high of 24 and was five points shy of matching his personal best.
n The guard also had a season-high seven rebounds, two assists and a team-best two steals, which helped SDSU snap Fresno State’s 11-
game winning streak vs. conference foes in one possession games (three points or less), which was the nation’s longest such streak at
game time. The Aztecs also put an end to the Bulldogs’ 13-game home winning streak vs. Mountain West opponents and their nine-
game overall home winning streak.
n At Utah State, Kell had another nice final 20 minutes, scoring 15 of his game-high 21 points. In the final nine minutes alone, he
scored 11 points.

FLAME THROWER
n Max Hoetzel has added a different dimension to the team -- deadly three-point shooting. The sophomore is second on the team with
44 treys despite missing four games due to injury. In conference games only, Hoetzel owns a team-best 29 three-pointers and is hitting
them at a 39.7-percent clip, which ranks eighth in the Mountain West.
n Twice in conference play he has made a career-high five three-pointers and he has knocked down multiple three-pointers 12 times
this season.

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NO LOVE ON VALENTINE’S DAY
n Valentine Izundu has been quite intimidator on the defensive end since the start of Mountain West play. The graduate transfer has
blocked multiple shots in 10 league games, six of which have featured at least three rejections. In his last eight games played, he has
20 blocked shots, including a season-high four at UNLV. 
n Izundu ranks fourth in the MW in conference games only with 2.2 blocked shots per game, while only playing 18.0 minutes.
n The Houston, Texas, native has also connected on 20 of his 27 field-goal attempts in conference.

AZTEC STAPLE: DEFENSE
n The Aztecs have been one of the elite defensive teams in the nation over the last few seasons and this year they returned eight let-
terwinners off a team that finished first in the nation last season in field-goal percentage defense (.373), third in scoring defense (60.6),
fifth in total blocked shots (207), sixth in total rebounds (1,475), seventh in three-point field-goal percentage defense (.300) and 10th
in blocked shots per game (5.4).
n This season, the Aztecs rank 21st nationally in points allowed (63.5) and 15th in field-goal percentage defense (.393) through Feb.
22 games. Both figures are first in the Mountain West.
n SDSU was fourth nationally last year in defensive adjusted efficiency (90.3), according to KenPom. In other defensive metrics, the
Aztecs were first in effective field-goal percentage (.425), second in three-point percentage (.294), fourth in block percentage (.150)
and fifth in two-point percentage (.416).
n 2013-14 ranks: 2nd in scoring defense, 6th in scoring margin, 8th in field-goal percentage defense.
n 2014-15 ranks: 2nd in scoring defense, 7th in field-goal percentage defense, 24th in blocked shots.

SHRIG-THREE
n Matt Shrigley has knocked down 38 three-pointers in his last 22 games played.
n He is making 35.2-percent of his attempts from behind the arc and his accuracy to date is a welcomed sight after he made just 14-
of-49 (.286) last season after returning in late January from an ACL injury suffered in July.
n The Aztecs are 9-2 this season and 30-6 in his career when he makes multiple treys in a game.

MOVING THE BALL
n The Aztecs moved the ball the best they have all season in wins over San José State and Utah State. SDSU racked up 31 assists on 53
field goals. Break that down into games and it comes out to 17 assists on 25 buckets vs. SJSU (68.0 percent) and 14 dimes on 28 field
goals (50.0 percent).
n In both of those games, SDSU shot 48.0 percent or better from the field. Against the Spartans, the Aztecs finished at 48.1 percent
and then followed that with a season-high 57.1-percent showing vs. the Aggies.

ROWDY IN RENO
n Jeremy Hemsley had a night in Reno vs. Nevada. The sophomore, who missed his first five shots, rebounded to make 12 of his next
20 and ultimately finished with a career-high 30 points, thanks in part to his 6-for-12 three-point shooting performance.
n Hemsley’s 30-point game was the first for an Aztec since Xavier Thames scored 30 vs. North Dakota State in the NCAA tournament
on March 22, 2014.
n He became the 35th player this season with at least 30 points and zero turnovers in a game and the first Aztec to do so since at least
1996-97. Hemsley was also the sixth player this season to have a line of at least 30 points, five assists and no miscues.

DIAMOND HEAD CLASSIC CHAMPIONS
n The Aztecs won the 2016 Hawaiian Airlines Diamond Head Classic in Honolulu, Hawaii, over the Christmas holiday. All three victories
(Southern Miss - 15, Tulsa - 19, San Francisco - 14) were by double figures and came by an average of 16.0 points.
n With the tournament win, it gave Steve Fisher his second victory at the event. He and his 1992 Michigan team won what was then
called the Rainbow Classic.
n The Aztecs became the first Mountain West team to win the tournament, which has been in existence since 2009. Prior to the victory,
MW teams were 0-3 in the title game.
n San Diego State, which has experienced success in eight-team tournament events, improved to 13-2 in those type of events since the
start of the 2008-09 campaign.
n During the run, Aztecs have made the championship game all five times, winning the 2009 Great Alaska Shootout, the 2013 Wooden
Legacy and the 2016 Diamond Head Classic. SDSU fell short in the 2012 Diamond Head Classic and the 2014 Maui Invitational.

ANSWERING THE BELL
n A major reason SDSU won the Diamond Head Classic was its ability to put teams away when the score was tight.
n In the opening round game vs. Southern Miss, the Golden Eagles trimmed an 18-point deficit down to five with 11:59 left in the
second half. How did the Aztecs answer? They went on an 18-4 run that gave them a 66-47 lead with 2:03 to go. 
n Against Tulsa in the semifinals, San Diego State had to twice answer the call. The Aztecs fell behind, 8-0, and a few minutes later, they
were ahead, 14-11. SDSU went into halftime up, 41-37, but found itself tied at 52 with 11:08 left. San Diego State went on to attempt
10 straight three-pointers, making seven, and later led, 73-56, with 5:47 left in the second half (21-4 run).
n On Christmas in the title game vs. San Francisco, the Dons crept to within two points with 11:46 to go in the second half (41-39). The
Aztecs answered with a Matt Shrigley three-pointer, the first of two straight, which spurred a 16-8 run that gave SDSU a 10-point lead
with 4:19 left. USF never got closer than nine points the rest of the way as the Aztecs captured the tournament trophy.

BREAKOUT PERFORMANCE
n Zylan Cheatham introduced himself to the nation with his three performances at the Diamond Head Classic. In three games, all on
ESPN2, the sophomore averaged 15.7 points, 9.3 rebounds, 1.3 assists and 1.3 steals, while shooting 66.7 percent from the field (14-
21) and 85.7 percent from the free-throw line (18-21). He also had the No. 8 play on SportsCenter’s Top 10 on Christmas night.
n In the opener vs. Southern Miss, he had a game-high 16 points and a career-high 13 rebounds to go with three assists. Against Tulsa,

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he went for 15 points, four rebounds and two steals. And finally in the title game vs. San Francisco, he produced a team-high 16 points
and a game-high 11 rebounds, while adding two steals.
n At the end of the tournament, Cheatham was named the Most Outstanding Player and was joined on the all-tournament team by Trey
Kell (13.3 ppg, 3.7 rpg, 4.0 apg, 1.0 tpg).

TREY AND NOT TREY KELL
n The Aztecs made a ton of treys at the Diamond Head Classic and Trey Kell played a major role. But as a team, San Diego State made
29 three-pointers over three games to set a tournament record, besting the previous record of 28.
n SDSU made seven vs. Southern Miss, 13 vs. Tulsa and nine vs. San Francisco. For the tournament, it shot 29-for-85 or 34.1 percent.
n Jeremy Hemsley led the way with eight three-pointers, Matt Shrigley had seven, Kell had five, Max Hoetzel had three, Malik Pope
and Dakarai Allen each had two, and Zylan Cheatham and Montaque Gill-Caesar had one apiece.

GOOD LUCK GETTING 70
n The Aztecs have been one of the top defensive teams nationally and teams have had issues scoring 70 points as just six of their 27
opponents have broken the 70-point barrier. Dating to last season, SDSU has allowed just seven of its last 41 foes to hit the mark.
n Since the start of 2015-16 Mountain West season through the first 27 games of the season, only eight teams have scored at least 70
points. SDSU is 37-15 over that time frame and allowing 62.2 points per game, good for eighth nationally, through Feb. 22 games.
n In home games, 16 of the last 19 visitors, have failed to score 70 points.

HELPING OTHERS
n Jeremy Hemsley assisted on nine San Diego State baskets vs. Savannah State and had no turnovers in 28 minutes. His 9-assist, 0-
turnover performance marked the second time since 1996-97 that an Aztec had at least nine assists and zero turnovers. Chase Tapley,
who is a student manager for the team, accomplished the feat vs. Division III Pomona-Pitzer on Dec. 31, 2009. Hemsley is the first to
do it since 1996-97 vs. a Division I team.
n Trey Kell had seven assists and one turnover vs. the Tigers. He and Hemsley became the 20th and 21st Aztecs to have at least seven
assists and one turnover or less in a game since 1996-97.

100 EMOJI
n The 100 emoji could have been used multiple times following SDSU’s game vs. Savannah State. The Aztecs scored 100 points and
Zylan Cheatham shot 100 percent from the floor after his 6-for-6 performance.
n It was the 41st time the Aztecs reached the 100-point mark and first since Dec. 27, 2013, when they put up 118 on St. Katherine Col-
legee. It was the first time SDSU scored 100 points vs. a Division I team since Dec. 12, 2006, vs. Campbell.
n As for Cheatham, his 6-for-6 effort was tied for the third-best shooting night in the Steve Fisher era, which is in its 18th season. It is
the eighth time an Aztec has made all six of his attempts from the field. Only Billy White in 2009 (12-for-12) and Aerick Sanders in
2003 (11-for-11) were better.
n Cheatham later put up another 100-percent shooting night, going 5-for-5 from the floor against Alabama State. He finished that
game with 11 points, six rebounds, three assists, two blocked shots and one steal.

DEFENSIVE STOPPER
n Dakarai Allen, known clogging passing lanes, blocked a game- and career-high five shots vs. San Diego Christian. His effort made
him the fourth player nationally, standing at 6-5 or shorter, to have at least five rejections in a game this season. At an Aztec level, he
became the first such player to accomplish the feat since 1996-97.
n Allen currently ranks first on the team in steals (36) and second in blocked shots (22).

20-POINT DUO
n Jeremy Hemsley and Trey Kell, one of the top backcourts in the nation, exploded for 25 and 23 points, respectively, in the season
opener vs. San Diego. The two became the first Aztec teammates to score at least 20 points in a game since Jamaal Franklin scored 24
points and James Rahon added 22 vs. UNLV on Jan. 15, 2012.

COMING NEXT YEAR....
n SDSU signed a pair of players from Southern California on the first day of the early signing period on Nov. 9. Inking National Letters
of Intent were a versatile wing in Jordan Schakel and combo guard Adam Seiko.
n Hailing from Torrance, Schakel helped Bishop Montgomery High School to the Del Rey League championship and an appearance in
the CIF State Open Division regional final last season as a junior. A versatile wing, Schakel averaged 18.1 points and 7.1 rebounds, and
knocked down 81 three-pointers en route to Daily Breeze all-area first-team and all-CIF Southern Section Open Division accolades.
Standing at 6-6, 180 pounds, Schakel is a four-star player by both ESPN and Scout, and the 137th player nationally on the Rivals 150.
n Seiko, a native of Chatsworth, inks with San Diego State out of Sierra Canyon High School. The 6-4, 195-pound combo guard averaged
9.0 points, 3.2 rebounds and 2.0 assists as junior, while knocking down 50.8 percent of his field-goal attempts (.424 3FG) over his prep
career, according to MaxPreps. Seiko helped Sierra Canyon to the CIF Southern Section Open Division finals and the Open Division state
regionals. He is a three-star player by Rivals.

TOUGH AWAY FROM HOME
n SDSU is 88-44 (66.7 percent) in road/neutral games since March 6, 2010, which is tied for the sixth-highest winning percentage nationally.

n Since the beginning of the Mountain West in 1999-00, San Diego State has the most men’s basketball championships than any other
current member of the league, which is a remarkable feat considering the Aztecs went 0-14 in league play the first season (1999-2000)
and 4-10 the second year (2000-01). Here is the list of current Mountain West schools with their regular-season championships (includes
ties) and tournament championships: 1. San Diego State 10, New Mexico 8, t-3. UNLV 3, t-3. Wyoming 3, 5. Air Force 1, Colorado State
1, Boise State 1, Fresno State 1.

STREAKING THROUGH CALIFORNIA
n SDSU had won 47 straight games vs. teams from the state of California, a streak that dated to Dec. 2, 2009, before falling at Fresno
State, 59-57, on Jan. 3, 2015.
n The Aztecs are now 62-6 in their last 68 vs. California schools and 50-1 in their last 50 vs. non-league California teams (50-0 in last
50 in games played indoors).
n San Diego State has also beaten seven Pac-12 schools during this remarkable run.
n The 47-game winning streak vs. California schools was the longest active streak in the country ahead of second-place BYU (22 straight
vs. Colorado teams) and Pittsburgh (22 straight vs. Pennsylvania teams). 

NICE RUN
n San Diego State is a member of the California State University system and it had won 22 straight home games against CSU schools
dating to the 2000-01 campaign. The streak ended on Feb. 22, 2017, when Fresno State earned a 63-55 victory. Prior to the defeat,
the Aztecs’ last loss to a Cal State school at home happened back on Jan. 5, 2000, against Cal State Fullerton, which occurred during
Steve Fisher’s first season at SDSU.
n SDSU has also won 21 consecutive non-conference games vs. its fellow CSU institutions. The Aztecs have not suffered a loss since Nov.
27, 2000, at Fresno State (WAC).

PRETTY GOOD WHEN LOW ON TIME
n The Aztecs have been good at preparing when short on time. When there is less than 24 hours to prepare, SDSU is 17-2 in its last 19
regular-season tries.

PROGRAM NOTES ENTERING 2016-17
n San Diego State has won at least 20 games and advanced to the postseason 11 straight years (seven NCAAs, four NITs). In those 11
seasons, the Aztecs have averaged 26 victories.
n The Aztecs have won at least one postseason tournament game in an NCAA-sponsored event (NCAA or NIT) four years in a row (2013
NCAA third round, 2014 NCAA Sweet 16, 2015 NCAA third round, 2016 NIT semifinals), which is tied for the fifth-longest active streak.
n SDSU has reached the postseason and appeared in 11 straight NCAA-sponsored tournaments (NCAA or NIT), which is tied for the
eighth-longest active streak nationally.
n SDSU has won at least 27 games the last three years and has averaged nearly 29 wins during that span (28.7).
n San Diego State has won at least 23 games in eight straight seasons (27.5 wins per year). 
n SDSU is one of six schools to win at least 23 games every season from 2008-09 to 2015-16 (BYU, Duke, Gonzaga, Kansas, VCU).
n The Aztecs have won Mountain West regular-season crown (outright or shared) five times in the last six years.
n The Aztecs will feature a 2016-17 roster that will have a total of 603 games under their collective belt, which is more than both of
the program’s NCAA Sweet 16 squads. The 2010-11 group entered the year with 523 career games played, while the 2013-14 team
boasted 450 career Division I outings at the start of that campaign.
n San Diego State returns 72.6 percent of its scoring, 61.2 percent of its rebounding, 62.7 percent of its assists, 48.8 percent of its
blocked shots, 69.8 percent of its steals, and 95.5 percent of its three-point field goals.

SAN DIEGO - San Diego State rallied from a nine-point first-half
deficit to defeat cross-town foe San Diego, 69-59, in the season
opener for both teams at Viejas Arena.
     The Toreros began the game by making their first four shots
from the field, three of which were layups. USD cooled a bit and
the Aztecs started to find a rhythm, but the visitors warmed back
up and scored seven unanswered points to take a 23-14 lead with
7:56 left.
     The teams traded baskets and San Diego regained its nine-
point lead with 5:20 remaining before halftime. SDSU, however,
took over the game slowly as Trey Kell and Jeremy Hemsley com-
bined to score the team’s final 13 points before Olin Carter III
made a bucket just before halftime to make it, 35-33, Aztecs.
     The second half started much like the first, with USD making a
layup right out of the gate and followed it with yet another, this
one from Carter III. SDSU answered with layups from Zylan
Cheatham and Hemsley to give the home side a 39-37 lead, but
Carter III made a pair of free throws to knot the score.
     Five consecutive points from Hemsley gave the Aztecs breath-
ing room and it jumpstarted an 18-2 run that put San Diego State
ahead, 57-41, with 7:10 to go.
     Less than two minutes later, SDSU’s lead ballooned to 19 and
the Aztecs never looked back. In the final minutes, the Toreros
chipped into their deficit before settling for the 10-point loss,
which happened to be their eighth straight loss at San Diego State.
     The Aztecs, who allowed USD to shoot 54.2 percent in the first
half, clamped down in the second and held the Toreros to 44.0-
percent shooting in the final 20 minutes.
     Hemsley finished with a career-high 25 points and Kell poured
in 23 of his own. D’Erryl Williams provided a spark defensively in
the first half and was key to shutting USD down on the perimeter,
which allowed the Aztecs to get back into the game. The senior fin-
ished with career highs in rebounds (5) and steals (2).

RENO, Nev. - San Diego State’s furious second-half rally fell short
as it lost at Nevada, 72-69, despite receiving a career-high 30
points from Jeremy Hemsley.
     The Aztecs, who only trailed by three points at halftime, found
themselves staring at a 60-50 deficit with 5:21 to go until Hemsley
put them on his back.
     The sophomore scored nine straight points for SDSU, all of
which came on threes, to help it get to within six points. During
Hemsley’s scoring spree, Nevada’s D.J. Fenner added five points.
     Zylan Cheatham threw down a dunk, but the Wolf Pack
answered with a trey to move ahead by seven with 39 seconds
left.

     The Aztecs ran a play for Hemsley, but his three-point magic
ran out as his attempt was off the mark, propelling the Wolf Pack
to victory.
     In addition to scoring 30 points, Hemsley added five assists
and zero turnovers, becoming just the sixth player in Division I in
2016-17, and the first Aztec since at least 1996-97, to post a line
of at least 30 points, five assists and zero miscues.
     Hoetzel ended the game with a season-high 15 points and
Cheatham contributed a team-high eight rebounds and a career-
high six assists.
     As for Nevada, Jordan Caroline posted 19 points and 11
rebounds, while Cameron Oliver turned in 17 points and 11
boards. Fenner finished with 17 points of his own and Marshall
chipped in 12.

     The Aztecs were firing on all cylinders in the first half, connect-
ing on 57.1 percent of their attempts from the field while holding
the Runnin’ Rebels to just 33.3-percent shooting.
     That said, it was not until nine-minute mark when the first half
dominance began to take shape. Up until that point, SDSU owned
a 19-18 lead and the game featured five ties and six lead
changes.
     The tide began to turn after Malik Pope made back-to-back
jumpers, with Trey Kell adding a bucket and Matt Shrigley nailing
his third three-pointer of the game. The 9-0 run gave San Diego
State a 10-point lead before it swelled to 15 points on two occa-
sions, the last of which came on a Shrigley layup before halftime.
     Starting the second half with a 41-26 lead, SDSU kept the
Rebels at a safe distance until they scored seven straight points to
trim a 16-point deficit down to nine with 12:06 to go. The Aztecs,
however, responded by scoring 11 of the game’s next 16 points to
move out in front by 15.
     A 9-0 UNLV spurt got the Rebels to within six points of the
Aztecs at 66-60, but Kell made a fall-away jumper with two sec-
onds left on the shot clock to end the momentum. SDSU ended up
scoring nine points in a row to take a 75-60 lead with under a
minute to go and the Aztecs cruised to victory.
     Pope led SDSU with 17 points and nine rebounds, with Shrigley
and Jeremy Hemsley adding 16 points. All of Shrigley’s career-
high point total came in the first half. Kell, meanwhile, had a per-
sonal-best seven assists to go with zero turnovers.
     Jovan Mooring led all players with 26 points and five assists
for UNLV.

After that, the Bulldogs went on a 9-0 run to take a three-
point lead.
     Jeremy Hemsley temporarily ended the scoring spree with a
trey, but Fresno State responded with a 10-2 run to move out in
front by eight points with just under five minutes left. Fresno State
finished the first 20 minutes with a 30-24 lead.
     The second half started by seeing the Aztecs misfire on their
first two possessions, while the Bulldogs knocked down a three-
pointer and a jumper to lead by 11 points.
     Fresno State carried its 11-point advantage to the 10-minute
mark and that is when SDSU made what would be its final push.
Allen started the rally with a layup and Hemsley registered five
consecutive points to help the Aztecs get to within one. Then a Max
Hoetzel triple cut SDSU’s deficit to 44-43 with 7:32 to go.
     On the next possession, however, Allen fouled Deshon Taylor
on a three-point attempt and the guard made all three free
throws. Allen nearly erased his mistake by making a pair of free
throws of his own to slice SDSU’s hole in half, but a Bryson
Williams free throw and later a Jahmel Taylor trey put the
Bulldogs up, 51-45.
     SDSU trailed by as few as five points with 4:06 to play, but
would not get any closer the rest of the way.
     Allen and Hemsley led the Aztecs with 13 points apiece. Malik
Pope added 11 points and a team-high six rebounds.
     Williams posted a game-high 18 points for Fresno State, while
