Aztecs Begin 2023 Campaign by Hosting
San Diego State Season Kickoff

The San Diego State softhall begins the second season of
the Stacey Nuveman Deniz head coaching era this weekend
when it hosts the four-day, six-team, 15-team San Diego Stafe
Season Kickoff at SDSU Softball Stadium.

The Aztecs, who are receiving votes in both the USA
Today/NFCA and ESPN.com/USA Softhall preseason coaches
polls, will play CSUN (3:30 p.m. PT) and No. 22/rv Arizona
State (6 p.m. PT) on Thursday, Notre Dame at 7 p.m. PT Friday,
Memphis at 11:30 a.m. PT Saturday and Northern Illinois at
11:30 a.m. PT Sunday.

Last year, SDSU posted a 39-16 record (.709), the second-
best record in program history, before falling to No. 8/5
Arizona State, 8-4, in the NCAA Tempe Regional final. San
Diego State also captured its league-record eighth Mountain
West title with a 20-4 conference record. The 20 league victo-
ries were the program’s most ever and tied for the second most
in MW history.

The Aztecs return four all-MW players from a year ago,
including the MW Player of the Year, first-team NFCA All-West
Region and NFCA third-team All-American Mac Barbara. Among
the SDSU single-season leaders, Barbara ranked second in RBls
(61) in 2022, third in total bases (138), tied for third in home
runs (18) and extra-base hits (33), fourth in on-hase percent-
age (.493), slugging percentage (.802) and OPS percentage
(1.295), tied for fourth in walks (34), tied for sixth in doubles
(14), seventh in batting average (.395) and eighth in hits (68).

Other returning all-conference players for San Diego State
include first-team selection Bella Espinoza (.381, 39 R, 15 SB),
and second-team picks AJ Murphy (.304, 2 HR, 26 RBI, 20 R)
and Dee Dee Hernandez (9-4, 1.98 ERA, 85.0 1P, 3 SV).

Mac Barbara Named to USA Softhall Player of the Year Watch List

San Diego State sophomore Mac Barbara (Long Beach, Calif.) has been named to the 2023 USA Softhall Collegiate Player of the Year
Watch List, USA Softhall announced on Jan. 25. Barbara is one of 50 players on the list.

Barbara becomes the fourth Aztec to be named fo the watch list joining Aztec greats such as Erin Floros (2007), Hayley Miles (2013
and 2014), and Jenavee Peres (2017 and 2018). Additionally, head coach Stacey Nuveman Deniz won Collegiate Player of the Year dur-
ing her playing days in 2002 while at UCLA.

Barbara is the only representative from the Mountain West on the list of 50 student-athletes.

In 2022 Barbara was named a third-team NFCA All-American, first-team all-NFCA West Region selection, the Mountain West Player of
the Year, and was a finalist for the Schutt Sports/NFCA Division | National Freshman of the Year as a redshirt freshman. During the 2022
campaign she batted .395 (68-for-172) with 18 home runs, 61 RBIs, 32 runs, 14 doubles and a triple for a .802 slugging percentage and
a 493 on-hase mark. Barbara, who reached base safely in 40 consecutive games from Feb. 17-May 6, which was the longest streak in
the country in 2022 and set a program record, finished the season tied for 14th in the country in RBIs (61), 16th in fotal bases (138),
26th in slugging percentage (.802) and tied for 28th in home runs (18).

Among the Aztec single-season leaders, Barbara ranked second in RBIs (61) in 2022, third in total bases (138), tied for third in home
runs (18) and extra-base hits (33), fourth in on-base percentage (.493), slugging percentage (.802) and OPS percentage (1.295), fied
for fourth in walks (34), tied for sixth in doubles (14), seventh in batting average (.395) and eighth in hits (68).

Aztecs Excel in Lid-Lifters

San Diego State has excelled in season-opening games since records were first kept in 1980.

Following a 3-1 victory over Middle Tennessee in the 2022 opener, the Aztecs improved to 32-11 (.744) in lid-lifters in recorded pro-
gram history.

SDSU has won nine of its last 10 season openers, 20 of its last 22 and 23 of its last 26.

San Diego State’s only blemishes in the past 26 season-openers came in 2018 (lost o No. 25/25 Georgia, 23-2), 2012 (lost to Texas
Tech, 5-4) and in 2000 (lost fo UIC, 5-3).

Over the last 26 openers, the Aztecs have outscored their opponent, 149-81, or 5.7-3.1 per game in lid-lifters.

SDSU ended up recording back-to-back shutouts over USD on 2021 opening day, the first time it had consecutive shutouts on a open-
ing day since 2008.
