SDSU PLAYS HOST TO HAWAI'I IN MOUNTAIN WEST HOME OPENER

= San Diego State plays its lone home game in a 27-day span Saturday night against Hawai'i at Snapdragon Stadium.
m It's just the fourth time the Aztecs (2-3, 0-1 MW) will be playing in San Diego County in their last 29 games. Prior to this season,

SDSU had played its previous 23 games (two-plus seasons) out of San Diego County, including 12 “home” games at Dignity Health
Sports Park in Carson, California, some two hours away from the San Diego State campus.
SDSU has won eight of its last 10 Mountain West openers.

= San Diego State is under .500 through five games for the first fime since also starting 2-3 in 2015. The Aztecs won their final 10

games that season, including all eight MW contests, beating Air Force, 27-24, in the MW Championship game and defeating
Cincinnafi, 42-7, in the Hawai'i Bowl.

SDSU started 1-3 in that 2015 season before winning 13 consecutive games overall and 19 in a 20-game stretch.

San Diego State is 65-24 (.730) since the 2-3 start in 2015, which is the ninth-best record in FBS play over that span (since Oct.
10, 2015).

Despite the 0-1 start in league play, the Aztecs control their own destiny with five games still o be played against all the West
Division foes and seven conference contests overall.

SDSU has played its last 21 games without having a two-game losing sireak. San Diego State’s last two-game losing streak came
in the COVID-shortened 2020 season when it lost at Nevada, 26-21, on Nov. 21 and to Colorado, 20-10, on Nov. 28 on a five days
nofice.

The Aztecs are meeting the Rainbow Warriors (1-4, 0-0 MW) for the 37th time with SDSU owning a 23-11-2 advantage.

m San Diego State has won eight of the 10 games in the series in which UH was a member of the Mountain West (since 2012) and

17 of the last 21 outings dating back to 1990.

In the 30 meetings in the Division | era, the average game time temperature is 74.4 degrees. As of Monday night, the expected
game temperature for the 7:30 p.m. PT Saturday kick is 74 degrees.

Saturday is the first time both the Aztecs (2-3) and Rainbow Warriors (1-4) are playing one another when both were under .500
since 2015. Ironically, that was also the last time SDSU started 2-3 in a season as San Diego State won 19 in a 20-game stretch.
The Aztecs doubled up UH in that game, 28-14.

While the first six meetings in the series since Hawai'i joined the Mountain West (2012) were not that close (SDSU won all six by
a combined score of 211-66 - average score: 35.2-11.0), three of the recent four meefings have been one-score games, separated
by a total of 11 points. San Diego State had its six-game winning streak in the series snapped in a 31-30 overtime loss on Nov. 24,
2018. The Aztecs then lost, 14-11, in Honolulu on Nov. 23, 2019 for the right to play in the MW Championship game, but rebounded
for a 34-10 win in 2020 and a 17-10 victory in 2021.

SDSU has won ifs last seven games overall decided by one score, including a 17-14 win against Toledo on Sept. 24.

After playing lust Friday, San Diego State will be playing on eight days rest. The Aztecs have won four of their last five games when
playing with more than a week's rest (does not count the last game of one season to the opener of the next season).

The Rainbow Warriors were idle last week. SDSU has won six of its last seven games against opponents when they were idle the
previous week.

UH is San Diego State’s second opponent out of six so far this season which were idle the previous week (also Idaho State). The
Aztecs will be playing an opponent coming off a weekend away from competition twice in a five-game stretch this year after doing
50 just twice in the previous 53 games.

SDSU scored the first 13 points and shut out Boise State in the first half af home for the first time in 61 games but surrendered the
final 35 points in a 35-13 loss lust Friday. San Diego State was outgained 302-15 in the second half, getting its scores in the first
half on a pair of Jack Browning field goals, and Tyrell Shavers blocking and returning a punt for a touchdown.

m Since the start of the 2015 campaign, San Diego State is 67-27 with a 71.3 winning percentage (12th nationally) (Top 20 listed on
the chart on the right) and the Aztecs are 66-24 (73.3 percent) since Oct. 3, 2015 (T-9th nationally).

m SDSU has five double-digit victory seasons in the last seven years (2015-21). Only eight schools in the nation can say that - San
Diego State, Alabama, Appalachian State, Clemson, Georgia, Notre Dame, Ohio State and Oklahoma. Chart listed on page one.

m Only 13 schools have more wins than SDSU’s 14 since last season, including Georgia (19), Alabama (18), Cincinnati (17), Michigan
(17), Coustal Carolina (16), Ohio State (16), Oklahoma State (16), Baylor (15), Clemson (15), Louisiana (15), Ole Miss (15), UTSA
(15) and UTSA (15).

u San Diego State has posted 12 consecutive seasons with at least a .500 record. That is tied for the seventh-longest streak nafionally
and is the longest streak among Pacific Time Zone teams. In 11 of those 12 seasons, the Aztecs have posted a winning record.

m Since the start of the 2019 campaign, San Diego State is 20-7 in games decided by seven or more points (8-2 last year).

m The Aztecs are 21-8 in their lust 29 games decided by one score (started with 27-24 win at Wyoming in 2016 Mountain West Cham-
pionship game), including seven straight wins.

m San Diego State is 42-15 in its last 57 regular-season games against Mountain West opponents.

u Brady Hoke is the only active college coach to lead three different FBS programs (Ball State, Michigan and SDSU) to an 11-win season
and one of only two coaches overall since 1996 (also Urban Meyer with Utah, Florida and Ohio State).

2021 SEASON IN REVIEW

m SDSU (12-2) finished with a school-record 12 victories lust season, one of only 10 programs with at least 12 wins.

u Only four teams had more victories than San Diego State, including national champion Georgia, and College Foothall Playoff teams
Alabama and Cincinnati.

u The Aztecs played five teams who reached double-digit victories in 2021, securing wins over Pac-12 Champion/Rose Bowl participant
Utah (10-4), UTSA (12-2) and Air Force (10-3).

w SDSU, which played all 14 of its games away from its own market, including eight "home games" two hours from campus at Dignity
Health Sports Park in Carson, California, finished the 2021 season ranked 25th in the final Associated Press Top 25 poll. It was the
third fime in program history San Diego State made the final AP Top 25 poll (also 1977 (16th) and 2016 (25th)).

m The Aztecs were also ranked in every CFP poll in 2021 after never being ranked in each of the first seven years of the poll.

w SDSU finished 7-1 in Mountain West play and earned an appearance in the Mountain West Championship game for the first time
since 2016 and third fime overall since the championship started in 2013.

Alama Uluave (Rimington Trophy Watch List - most outstanding center - and Outland Trophy Watch List - top inferior lineman).

m Nobody was hotter down the streich lust year than wide receiver Jesse Matthews. Matthews, who fotaled 37 caiches for 465
yards and seven touchdowns over his final four games, caught nine touchdown passes on the season, the most by an Aztec since
Vincent Brown had 10 in 2010. Matthews was named the 2021 Frisco Bowl Most Valuable Offensive Player after tofaling career
highs 11 catches and 175 yards, along with two touchdowns.

m Senior quarterback Braxton Burmeister has emerged as the starting quarterback, winning the job after spring drills following a
transfer from Virginia Tech. Burmeister, who also played at Oregon (2017-18), brought 21 starts to The Mesa and 29 appearances
at the Power 5 level heading into the season. Altogether, he threw for 3,020 yards with 19 touchdowns against 11 interceptions at
Oregon and Virginia Tech, complefing 239 of his 426 attempts (56.1 pci.). Additionally, the La Jolla, California, native rushed for
834 yards and seven touchdowns in his fime at Oregon/Virginia Tech.

m San Diego State’s offensive line (left to right) - Brandon Crenshaw-Dickson, Cade Bennett, Aluma Uluave, Ross Ulugalu-
Maseuli and Josh Simmons - came into the season with a combined starts (22 for Uluave and 14 for Crenshaw-Dickson). The rest
of the projected starting offensive line came into the season with a combined four games (two for Bennett and Ulugalu-Maseuli).

m Seven starters return from a defense that ranked third in rushing yards allowed per game (80.4), 12th in total defense (324.5),
14th in pass efficiency rafing (118.2) and 17th in scoring defense (19.8). Defensive coordinator Kurt Mattix is in his third year
running SDSU's 3-3-5 defense.

m Senior defensive end Keshawn Banks returns for a fifth season after earning all-Mountain West honors three times (2019 and
2021 second team, and 2020 honorable mention).

u LB Caden McDonald joined Kirk Morrison (2002-04), Miles Burris (2010-11), Calvin Munson (2015-16) and Kyahva Tezino (2018-
19) as the only Aztec linebackers to make multiple all-MW first teams in league history when he made the 2021 squad for a second
straight year.

m S Patrick McMorris joined Nat Berhe (2013) as the only player to play the ‘Aztec’ position since the start of the 3-3-5 defense at
San Diego State in 2009 to earn first-team all-MW accolades, recording a team-high 90 fackles (53 solo), including 2.5 tackles for
loss, a team-best four interceptions for 61 yards, nine pass breakups and a 15-yard fumble recovery.

m DT Jonah Tavai was named a first-team All-America selection by The Action Network last year, logging 47 tackles (23 solo), including
14 tackles for loss, 8.5 sacks and 11 quarterback hurries in 14 starts. According to Pro Foothall Focus, he ranked second in the
Mountain West in quarterback pressures (sacks/hits/hurries) (61, T-7th in FBS) and hurries (40, T-8th in FBS), and tied for fifth in
hits (11, T-21st in FBS).

m Despite losing punter/kicker/kickoff specialist Matt Araiza to the NFL Draft, Aztec special teams coordinator Doug Deakin s st
loaded in the special teams space. Two-fime all-Mountain West kick returner (2021 first team, 2020 second team) Jordan Byrd re-
turns for a fifth year. Byrd ranks second in program history in kick return average (25.4), fourth in kick return touchdowns (2),
kick return yards (1,449), fifth in kick returns (57) and sixth in punt returns (49). Byrd also ranks fourth among active FBS players
in kick return average (25.2, min. 50 KR).

m Byrd was named the preseason Mountain West Special Teams Player of the Year by the league’s media, while also making the all-
MW first team at hoth kick returner and punt refurner.

m Jack Browning is expected to take over in all three kicking phases - field goal/PATs, kickoff and punting.

m The Aztecs are 77-16 since 2011 when commitfing one turnover or less, something SDSU has done in 30 of its last 40 games.

m The Aztecs have are 44-2 the lost 46 times when owning a furnover advantage.

w San Diego State is 26-3 the last 29 times it has an advantage in field position.

m Since the start of the 2015 season, San Diego State has 13 kickoff returns for touchdowns, tied for the most in FBS play over that
time. To put that stat into perspective, 16 other teams have played at least 60 games over that span and do not have a single kick
return fouchdown.

u Since the start of the 2020 season, San Diego State has 12 non-offensive touchdowns, tied for the third most in the country over that
span, trailing only Alabama (14) and Middle Tennessee (14).

w Last season, the Aztecs had five non-offensive touchdowns (two punt return (both punt block return), kickoff refurn, two interception
returns). That was tied for 11th most in the nation.

m This season, SDSU has three non-offensive touchdowns (three punt return (two blocks)) in just five games, trailing only Cincinnati
and Middle Tennesee, which each have three non-offensive touchdowns.

w SDSU has won 27 straight when leading after three quarters (29-3 with 20 consecutive wins in Brady Hoke era)

m Thanks in part fo the NCAA transfer portal, San Diego State has three sets of brothers on the 2022 team. The three sefs of brothers
include the Avingers (senior running back Lucky and sophomore cornerback Noah), McDonalds (COVID senior linebacker Caden and
junior linebacker Cooper) and the Tavais (COVID senior defensive tackle Justus and COVID senior defensive end Jonah).

m Two of the six brothers joined the Azfecs in the spring, including Cooper McDonald (2020-21 at Washington) and Justus Tavai (2019-
21) ot Hawai'i.

m What's the most amazing thing about the three sets of brothers is that five of the six individuals started in SDSU's opener against
Arizona on Saturday, including all five on the defensive side of the ball - (B Noah Avinger, LB Caden McDonald, LB Cooper
McDonald, DE Jonah Tavai and DT Justus Tavai.

m The five starfing brothers are the most in the country. Below is a look at the most projected starting brothers in FBS play entering
this season.

= Among the highlights for the 100th-year celebration include the unveiling of an all-century team, along with the recognition of
various San Diego State legends.

m Ten former foothall players were announced as legacy ambassadors for the 100th Aztec foothall season, including Willie Buchanon,
Fred Dryer, Marshall Faulk, Akbar Ghajo-Biamila, Haven Moses, Kirk Morrison, Rashaad Penny, Donnel Pumphrey, Todd Santos and
Brian Sipe.

m Two of the legacy ambassadors - Pumphrey and Sipe - were honorary head coaches for the 2022 Spring Game, which Team Pumphrey
came out on fop, 28-6.

m Buchanon (1970-71) was a 1971 first-team All-America selection by The Sporting News, Time Magazine and Pop Warner. Buchanon
was drafted in the first round of the NFL Draft by the 1972 Green Bay Packers, where he was named the 1972 NFL Defensive Rookie
of the Year. A charter member of the 1988 Aztec Hall of Fame, Buchanon also was inducted into the Packers Hall of Fame in 1993.

m Dryer (1967-68) was a 1968 Little All-American before being drafted in the first round of the 1969 NFL Draft, and playing 13

seasons for the New York Gians and the Los Angeles Rams. A two-time Pro Bowl selection, Dryer starred in the long-running television
series "Hunter" following his professional career. Dryer was inducted into the 1988 Aztec Hall of Fame and the 1997 College Foothall
Hall of Fame.

Faulk (1991-93) was a three-time All-American (1991-93) and two-time unanimous All-American (1992-93), recording back-to-
back NCAA rushing fitles (1991-92). Faulk, who was second in the Heisman Trophy voting in 1992 and fourth in 1993, went on to
be the second pick in the 1994 NFL Draft, where he was a seven-fime Pro Bowl selection and was the 2000 NFL MVP. Faulk was
inducted info the 1998 Aztec Hall of Fame, 2011 NFL Hall of Fame and 2017 College Hall of Fame.

Ghajo-Biamila (1999-02) was an honorable-mention all-Mountain West selection as a senior in 2002, when he amassed 45 tackles,
13 tackles for loss and five sacks. A team captain as a senior, Ghaja-Biamila went on to play in the NFL for the Oakland Raiders.
Ghaja-Biamila eventually found a role in TV, including the last nine years as a co-host for American Ninja Warrior.

Moses (1966-67) was a first-team All-America selection by The Sporting News and Time Magazine as a senior in 1967. Moses ended
up being picked in the first round of the 1968 NFL Draft by the Buffalo Bills, where he became a Pro Bowler in 1974. Moses was in-
ducted info the 1988 Aztec Hall of Fame.

Morrison (2001-04) capped off his 2003 junior season by being named a first-team College Football News All-American and the
MW Defensive Player of the Year, before repeating as the league defensive player of the year in 2004. A third-round NFL Draft pick
to his hometown Oakland Raiders in 2005, Morrison spent eight seasons in the NFL with Oakland, Jacksonville and Buffalo. Morrison,
who currently works as a college foothall analyst for ESPN, was inducted into the Aztec Hall of Fame in 2014.

Penny (2014-17) earned consensus first-team All-America honors as a senior in 2017 and finished fifth in the Heisman Trophy
voting after rushing for an FBS-leading and school-record 2,248 yards. A three-time MW Special Teams Player of the Year (2015-
17) and 2017 MW Offensive Player of the Year, Penny was drafted in the first round by the Seattle Seahawks in 2018. Penny
recently signed a coniract extension with Seatile in the offseason.

Pumphrey (2013-16) garnered first-team All-America accolades in 2016 by Walter Camp and Sports Illustrated, ending his collegiate
career with a FBS-record 6,405 rushing yards. A two-time MW Offensive Player of the Year (2015-16) and three-time first-team all-
MW selection (2014-16), Pumphrey was a 2016 Doak Walker Award finalist. Pumphrey was drafted by the Philadelphia Eagles in
2017.

Santos (1984-87) was a third-team All-America selection by The Sporting News in 1987 after throwing for a school-record 3,932
yards and 26 touchdowns, and twice garnered honorable-mention accolades from the Associated Press (1986-87). Santos was drafted
by the New Orleans Saints in the 1988 NFL Draft. He was inducted into the Aztec Hall of Fame in 1996.

Sipe (1969-71) was a two-time honorable-mention All-America selection (1970-71 AP and United Press (AP)). Drafted by the
(leveland Browns in 1972, Sipe went on to play for 10 years in the NFL, where he was named the NFL's Most Valuable Player in
1980 and was a two-time Pro Bowl selection (1979-80). Sipe was inducted into the 1988 Aztec Hall of Fame.

In 99-plus seasons of foothall, the Aztecs are 583-435-32 (.570), including a 351-272-8 (.563) mark in 53-plus seasons of Division
I play (since 1969).

SDSU has won 21 conference championships, including three Mountain West fitles (2012, 2015 and 2016).

San Diego Stafe has made 19 howl games, including 11 in the past 12 seasons (in 2020 during COVID-shortened season SDSU
withdrew from bowl consideration).

Saturday, Sept. 3 was the first official sporting event (excluding a scrimmage on Aug. 20) at Bashor Field at Snapdragon Stadium.
Snapdragon Stadium is a $310 million, 35,000 capacity multi-use stadium for Aztec foothall, along with professional soccer, other
sports, concerts and events. li's expandable for NFL foothall

Snapdragon Stadium is a small piece of SDSU’s plan for Mission Valley. The other plans for the Mission Valley site include:

- 1.6 million square feet of academic and research/innovation space, affording technology transfer between companies and SDSU
researchers

- More than 80 acres of open space with a River Park, athletic and recreational fields, and more than 4 miles of hiking and biking
trails

- Approximately 4,600 residential units, including student, faculty, and staff housing, as well as, affordable, workforce, and mar-
ket-rate housing

- 95,000 square feet of neighborhood-serving retail shops and business services

- 400 hotel rooms and 40,000 square feet of conference space that will accommodate visitors and serve as an incubator for students
in SDSU's L. Robert Payne School of Hospitality and Tourism Management

- Approximately 6,000 parking spaces for public and game-day use along with additional spaces as required for housing and retail
The first stage of construction will include the new stadium, the River Park, and the initial phase of residential housing and research/in-
novation space.

Snapdragon Stadium fimeline:

- Nov. 6, 2018: A citizen inifiative was on the hallot for voters in San Diego County, California. A yes vote was a vote in favor of au-
thorizing the sale of 132 acres of Mission Valley Stadium to San Diego State University. Measure G competed with Measure E, the
Mission Valley Stadium SoccerCity Lease and Redevelopment Inifiative. Measure G was approved while Measure E was easily de-
feated.

m Saturday is the 37th meeting between the schools with SDSU owning a 23-11-2 advantage.

m The Aztecs have won eight of the last 10 games in the series and 17 of the last 21 outings dating back to 1990.

m SDSU met Hawai'i 19 straight years from 1980-1998 when the Aztecs were still in the WAC. In WAC play, the Aztecs owned a 12-5-
2 record. This marks the 11th consecutive season the teams have met as members of the Mountain West (SDSU has won eight of
those 10 meefings).

m Since 1990, the Aztecs are 17-4 against the Warriors and have outscored them by a 757-379 (36.0-18.0) margin.

m San Diego State has won 12 of the lust 16 games in the series. In those 12 wins, SDSU has a fotal of 14 turnovers and owns a plus-
14 turnover margin. In the four losses, the Aztecs have a total of five turnovers.

m The Aztecs have rushed for af least 100 yards in 19 of the last 20 meetings (failed to rush for 100 yards in 2019) with 13 200-yard
rushing games during that span.

m Inthe 30 meetings in the Division | era, the average game time temperature is 74.4 degrees.

m Saturday is the first time both the Aztecs (2-3) and Rainbow Warriors (1-4) are playing one another when both were under .500
since 2015. Ironically, that was also the last fime SDSU started 2-3 in a season as San Diego State won 19 in a 20-game stretch. The
Aztecs doubled up UH in that game, 28-14.

m While the first six meetings in the series since Hawai'i joined the Mountain West (2012) were not that dose (SDSU won all six by a
combined score of 211-66 - average score: 35.2-11.0), three of the recent four meetings have been one-score games, separated hy
a fotal of 11 points. San Diego State had its six-game winning streak in the series snapped in a 31-30 overtime loss on Nov. 24,
2018. The Aztecs then lost, 14-11, in Honolulu on Nov. 23, 2019 for the right to play in the MW Championship game, but rebounded
for a 34-10 win in 2020 and a 17-10 victory in 2021.

Aztecs Knock Off Hawai’i, 17-10

HONOLULU -- Greg Bell and Jack Browning each had first-half touchdown runs and the San Diego State defense made
them stand up in a 17-10 victory over Hawai'i in Mountain West play in Honolulu.

The Aztecs improved to 8-1 on the season with the win and 4-1 in league play and, coupled with a Fresno State loss
at Boise State, once again control their own destiny in the West Division of the Mountain West.

Bell scored on a 5-yard run to give SDSU a 7-0 lead with 6:27 left in the first quarter. Hawaii (4-6, 1-4) pulled even
after Darius Muasau sacked Aztec quarterback Lucas Johnson, forcing  fumble that was recovered by Isaiah Tufaga af
the SDSU 19-yard line. Chevan Cordeiro then hit Calvin Turner Jr. for the TD on first down to tie the game af 7.

San Diego State answered with a methodical 15-play, 82-yard drive that took up 7:33 of clock fime. Facing a field
goal attempt on fourth-and-2 on the UH 13-yard line, holder Jack Browning instead took the snap, and used lead blockers
Daniel Bellinger and Zachary Thomas to race into the end zone fo make it 14-7 Aztecs. SDSU converted twa third downs
on the drive, including a 17-yard scamper by Johnson on third-and-14 on the UH 38. It was San Diego State’s longest
third-down conversion of the season.

The Axtecs got the ball back on the ensuing drive when Trenton Thompson intercepted Cordeiro on the UH 43. Matt
Araiza, however, missed a 53-yard field goal in the final scoring chance in the first half.

Each team only managed only a field goal in the second half.

Araiza gave SDSU a 17-7 lead with 7:41 remaining with a 39-yard field goal, capping a 14-play, 57-yard drive over
8:26.

Hawai'i responded with its best drive of the game, marching 70 yards on 15 plays, helped by three conversions on
third down. The Rainbow Warriors got fo the SDSU 4, but the Azfec defense held by tackling Turner for a 1-yard loss and
forcing two incomplefions, keeping the home team o just three points on a 22-yard field goal by Matt Shipley.

Hawaii had one lost chance, starting on its own 32 with 1:11 remaining. UH got all the way to the SDSU 23 before
Cordeiro found Dedrick Parson for a 5-yard pass on third-and-10. Hawai'i tried to et off a final play, but the clock hit
0:00, preserving the gutty Azfec win.

Johnson completed 12 of 16 passes for 99 yards and ran for 29 yards on nine carries for San Diego State. Bell carried
24 times for 77 yards.

Hawaii native Andrew Aleki led the Aztec defense for the first time of his career with eight tackles, while Tayler
Hawkins chipped in with seven solo stops and his first career forced fumble.

SDSU has won eight of the last 10 meefings between the fwo schools and beat o Hawai'i team which had won 10 of
its last 13 home games.

San Diego State never trailed in the game and led for 43:49 of the 60 minutes.

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m Byrd ranks 27th all-fime at SDSU with 1,248 yards, while Bell ranks 28th (1,239).

m Byrd had a 73-yard touchdown at Utah State on Oct. 31, 2020, the longest by an Aztec since Rashaad Penny’s 81-yard touchdown
run against Army West Point in the 2017 Armed Forces Bowl (Dec. 23).

m Byrd ran for 115 yards and two touchdowns against Toledo on Sept. 24. It was his third career 100-yard rushing game and first
since the 2019 New Mexico Bowl (Dec. 31) when he ran for a career-high 139 yards.

m In the rushing game, Byrd ranks fourth in the Mountain West in rushing yards per carry (6.79, 37th in FBS), ninth in rushing yards
(285) and 10th in rushing yards per game (57.00).

m RB Jaylon Armstead ranks second in the country in rushing yards per carry (min. 4 att. per game) (10.56, 2nd in MW).

m Armstead ran for 96 yards against Idaho State on Sept. 10 in just five carries. The 19.2 average was the second-highest by an Aztec
since af least 1996 (min. 5 att.), trailing only Rashaad Penny’s 20.8 average at Nevada on Nov. 12, 2006.

m Armstead’s 19.2 average is also the fifth-highest average in a FBS game this season (min. 5 at.).

m f you take away the five times QB Braxton Burmeister has heen sacked this year (for 29 yards), he has rushed 32 times for 214
yards (6.7 avg.) and a fouchdown.

m Among quarterbacks, Burmeister ranks in a tie for 35th in FBS (fourth in the MW) with 185 rushing yards.

PASSING OFFENSE

m Since the start of the 2015 season, San Diego State has thrown 40 interceptions. That is the second-fewest picks in the nation over
that span (min. 55 GP), trailing only Navy (37). In contrast, New Mexico State has thrown 105 inferceptions over that span, which
is the most since 2015.

m QB Braxton Burmeister took the loss in his starting debut against Arizona in the 2022 opener. He's just the second quarterback to
lose his starting debut over the last seven chances (SDSU quarterbacks were 1-13 in the previous 14 debuts prior fo this stretch).

m WR Tyrell Shavers ranks in a tie for sixth in the Mountain West in receiving touchdowns (2).

m Shavers had a receiving touchdown in three straight games dating back to lust season before not scoring at No. 14/15 Utah on Sept.
17.

m WR Jesse Matthews ranks 12th in school history in receptions (139) and 23rd in receiving yards (1,695).

m Matthews ranked eighth in the Mountain West last year in receiving touchdowns (9, T-31st in FBS).

m The nine fouchdown catches for Matthews were the most by an Aztec since Vincent Brown had 10 in 2010 and tied for the 11th most
in a season.

m Matthews had a then career-high nine receptions for 75 yards and three touchdowns at UNLV on Nov. 19. The three touchdown
catches for the most by an Aztec since Colin Lockett had three in the 2011 New Orleans Bowl, while the nine catches were then the
most at SDSU since Mikah Holder had nine at UNLY on Oct. 7, 2017.

m Matthews followed that up with another 9-caich game for 133 yards and a touchdown against Boise State on Nov. 26.

m Matthews had career highs of 11 catches and 175 yards, along with two touchdowns, en route to being named the offensive most
valuable player at the 2021 Frisco Bowl. The 11 receptions were the most by an Aztec since DeMarco Sampson had 12 vs. Utah on
Nov. 20, 2010, while the 175 yards were the most since Fred Trevillion had 189 at Fresno State on Nov. 17, 2018.

m Matthews is one of 27 Aztecs with at least five, 100-yard receiving games.

m Over the final four games lust year, Matthews totaled 37 catches for 465 yards and seven touchdowns.

m In two career bowl games, Matthews has totaled 14 receptions for 286 yards and four touchdowns, winning offensive MVP honors
both times (shared the award with Jordan Byrd at the 2019 New Mexico Bowl).

m Among freshmen in SDSU single-season history in 2019, Matthews ranked second in receptions (48) and third in receiving yards
(633).

m Matthews had the fifth-most catches (48) in the country without a dropped pass in 2019 (according to Pro Football Focus).

BULLET NOTES - DEFENSE

m Kurt Mattix is in his third season as defensive coordinator running the 3-3-5 defense at San Diego State. He previously served as de-
fensive coordinator at Eastern Kentucky and worked with Hoke at Michigan. Mattix has been named a nominee for the Broyles
Award for the fop assistant coach in both 2020 and 2021.

m San Diego State’s returns seven starters return from a defense that ranked third in rushing yards allowed per game (80.4), 12th in
total defense (324.5), 14th in pass efficiency rating (118.2) and 17th in scoring defense (19.8). Starters that are back for the Aztecs
are senior defensive ends Jonah Tavai and Keshawn Banks, senior linebackers Caden McDonald and Michael Shawcroft, senior safeties
Patrick McMorris and Cedarious Barfield, and junior cornerback Noah Tumblin.

w This year opponents have had 66 drives where they have tried fo score on SDSU and the Aztecs have forced three-and-outs (or less)
in 26 of those drives (39.4 pct.). Sun Diego State averages 5.20 three-and-outs per game.

w SDSU has shut out an opponent in the first half for two straight games (Sept. 24 vs. Toledo and Sept. 30 at Boise State). The last time
San Diego State had consecutive first-half shutouts was the 2015 Hawai'i Bowl against Cincinnati (W, 42-7) and the 2016 opener
against New Hampshire (W, 31-0).

u The Aztecs have held their opponents scoreless in 10 of the 20 quarters this season.

The Aztecs allowed 4.73 yards per play last year, which ranked eighth in the country.

LB Caden McDonald has played in 53 straight games, the longest streak on the team. McDonald’s 53 games played are also the

most on the team.

Ca. McDonald has started 36 straight games, the longest sireak among Aztec defensive and offensive starters.

DE Keshawn Banks has the most starts among active Aztecs (39).

S (J Baskerville has played 352 of the team’s 365 defensive snaps this season, the most on the team.

S Cedarious Barfield ranks in tie for second in the Mountain West in fumble recoveries (1, T-27th in FBS), and tied for fifth in both

forced fumbles (1, T-48h in FBS) and forced fumbles per game (0.25, T-54th in FBS).

m LB Michael Shawcroft is tied for seventh in solo tackles (21), and tied for 10th in hoth total tackles (35) and tackles for loss yards
(24).

w DE Garret Fountain is fied for seventh in the Mountain West in tackles for loss (4.5) and tied for ninth in tackles for loss per game
(0.90).

m LB Cooper McDonald is also tied for second in the Mountain West in fumble recoveries (1, T-27th in FBS).

S Patrick McMorris was named an all-MW first-team pick in 2021, becoming the first ‘Aztec’ in the 3-3-5 defense (started in 2009)
to earn an all-MW first or second team since Nat Berhe in 2013. Berhe is the only other ‘Aztec’ to even earn a second team (2012).

w McMorris is also the preseason MW Co-Defensive Player of the Year for the 2022 campaign.

w Last year, McMorris and Trenton Thompson each earned first-team all-MW honors, making it the first time in league history that the
Aztecs have had a pair of first-team safefies.

m (o. McDonald was named a first-team all-Mountain West selection in 2021 for a second straight season and joined Kirk Morrison
(2002-04), Miles Burris (2010-11), Calvin Munson (2015-16) and Kyahva Tezino (2018-19) as the only Aztec linebackers to earn
multiple all-MW honors.

m N. Avinger started the opener against New Mexico State on Sept. 4, 2021, becoming the first true freshman Aztec cornerback to
start since Leon McFadden in 2009 and just the third irue freshman to start on defense since 2009 (also S Tariq Thompson in 2017).
Then true freshman Baskerville later started af UNLY, along with Avinger in the secondary.

RUSHING DEFENSE

w Opponenis have rushed 188 times this season with only seven attempis longer than 20 yards (3.7 pct.) (two at No. 14/15 Utah on
Sept. 17 and five at Boise State on Sept. 30).

m Over the past two seasons, opponents have rushed 601 times with only 12 attempts longer than 20 yards (2.0 pet.).

PASSING DEFENSE

m SDSU’s 135 interceptions since the 2014 season are ied for the most in the country with lowa, while its 15 interceptions returned
for a touchdown ranks in a tie for 10th.

m According to Pro Football Focus, DE Jonah Tavai has the highest defensive grade in the league (89.0, min. 225 snaps) and third-
highest pass rush rating (80.2, min. 100 pass snaps).

m Per PFF, Jo. Tavai also has the most quarterback pressures in the league (25, 5th in FBS), most hurries (17, T-5th in FBS) and the

most QB hits (7, T-6th in FBS).

Per PFF, LB Cooper McDonald ranks in a tie for eighth in the Mountain West in quarterback hits (3).

(B Dez Malone ranks seventh in the Mountain West in interception yards (31).

LB Michael Shawcroft is tied for fifth in the Mountain West in pass breakups (3).

When (B Noah Tumblin has been targeted this season, quarterbacks are 3-for-10 for 49 yards, no touchdowns and an inferception,

posting a 51.16 defensive pass efficiency rating. That ranks second in the Mountain West and 10th in FBS (min. 75 pass snaps).

m Tumblin’s four pass breakups in the 2021 opener against New Mexico State were tied for the fifth most in a game in FBS last season
and fied for the fourth most in a game in school history (an Aztec has only recorded games with at least four PBUs 16 times in
program history).

BULLET NOTES - SPECIAL TEAMS

m ESPN's special teams efficiency rating has San Diego State at 91.2, the highest rating in FBS (Oklahoma State is second af 89.2).

m Since the start of the 2015 season, San Diego State has 13 kickoff returns for touchdowns, tied for the most in FBS play over that
time. To put that stat into perspective, 16 other teams have played at least 60 games over that span and do not have a single kick
return fouchdown.

m The Aztecs also have five 100-yard kickoff return touchdowns since 2015, one behind Western Michigan for the most in FBS play
over that span.

w SDSU had a non-offensive touchdown in each of the first four games of the 2021 season and had one in five of the 14 games over-
all.

m San Diego State has three non-offensive touchdowns this year, including a blocked punt recovery in the end zone to score against
Arizona on Sept. 3, a returned a punt for a fouchdown against Idaho on Sept. 10 and a blocked punt and return at Boise State on
Sept. 30.

m The Aztecs have eight non-offensive touchdowns since the start of the 2021 season. Only three schools have more non-offensive
touchdowns over that span, including Middle Tennessee (12), Alahama (9) and Pitishurgh (9). Over that span, SDSU has four blocked
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punt returns for touchdowns, two interception returns for touchdowns, one kickoff return for a touchdown and one punt return for
a fouchdown.

Since the start of the 2020 season, San Diego State has 12 non-offensive touchdowns, tied for the third most in the couniry over that
span, frailing only Alabama (14) and Middle Tennessee (14).

KR Jordan Byrd was named a first-team all-Mountain West kick returner, joining Rashaad Penny (2015-17) as the only Aztecs fo
make an all-MW first team in league history.

Byrd was then chosen as the Mountain West Preseason Special Teams Player of the Year, landing on the all-conference team at hoth
kick returner and punt returner.

Byrd ranks second in program history in kick refurn average (25.2), third in kick return yards (1,637), fourth in kick return touch-
downs (2) and punt returns (56), tied for fourth in kick returns (65), ninth in punt return yards (433) and 15th in all-purpose yards
(3,484).

Byrd ranks third among active FBS players in kick return average (25.2, min. 50 KR).

This season on special teams, Byrd leads the Mountain West in punt return average (15.14, 9th in FBS), and is tied for first in punt
return touchdowns (1, T-3rd in FBS), second in combined kick/punt return yards (294, 10th in FBS) and total punt return yards
(106, 13th in FBS), third in all-purpose yards (586, T-32nd in FBS) and all-purpose yards per game (117.20, T-37th in FBS), fourth
in kick return average (23.60, 28th in FBS), total kick returns (8, T-28th in FBS) and total punt returns (7, T-40th in FBS), sixth in
total kick return yards (188, 34th in FBS), eighth in all-purpose yards per play (10.10) and tied for ninth in total touchdowns (4).
Byrd returned a punt 66 yards for a touchdown against Idaho State on Sept. 11. It was his first punt return for a touchdown and first
by an Aztec since BJ Bushee had returned a 90-yarder against Colorado State on Dec. 5, 2020.

Byrd returned a kickoff 100 yards or a touchdown against Utah on Sept. 18, 2021 to hecome the fifth Aztec in program history with
a 100-yard kickoff return (has happened eight fimes overall) and first since Rashaad Penny against Nevada on Nov. 18, 2017.
Byrd's 63.0 kick return average in the 2021 Utah game was the ninth highest in a FBS game lust season (min. 2 KR) and the fourth
highest by an Aztec since at least 1996 (min. 2 KR). Byrd now has two of the four-highest kick return averages in a game by an
Aztec since at least 1996 (min. 2 KR) (74.0 vs. Colorado State on Dec. 5, 2020 (No. 1) and 63.0 vs. Utah on Sept. 18, 2021 (No.
4)).

Byrd was one of only 19 FBS players with a 100-yard kick return for a touchdown in 2021.

Byrd (93-yard kick return) and former Aztec B) Bushee (90-yard punt refurn) helped San Diego State become the first team with a
kickoff return and punt return in the same quarter (second) on Dec. 5, 2020 vs. Colorado State since Oct. 31, 2015 vs. Tennessee
(third quarter at Kentucky).

The Aztecs have returned a kickoff and punt for a touchdown three fimes in the same game in the lust 26 seasons (since 1996).
K/P Juck Browning leads the country in punts inside the 20-yard line (18) and total punt yards (1,634), and is tied for first in total
punts (37, Tst in MW), field goal percentage (100.00, T-1st in MW) and PAT percentage (100.00, T-Tst in MW), third in kickoff
average (65.05, 1t in MW), tied for 16th in kickoff touchback percentage (76.19, 1stin MW), 18th in punt average (45.39, 3rd in
MW) and 37th in net punt average (41.06, 1st in MW). Browning also is third in the league in kickoff touchbacks (16, T-48th in
FBS), tied for third in field goals made (6, T-41st in FBS), tied for sixth in field goals per game (1.20, T-46th in FBS), seventh in total
kickoff yards (1,366), tied for seventh in total made PATs (11), eighth in total attempted PATs (11), and tied for eighth in field goals
attempted (6, T-69th in FBS) and total kickoffs (21).

Browning didn’t have a touchback of a punt unfil his 33th attempt of the season (Sept. 30 at Boise State).

Browning has two games this season with multiple field goals.

Browning had an impressive game against Idaho State on Sept. 10, punting six fimes for a 47.5 avg., with all six landing inside the
20-yard line, including five inside the 10 and four inside the 5. He became just the second punter with four punts inside the 5-yard
line since at least 2012 (also Michael Dickson (Texas) vs. Missouri on Dec. 27, 2017). Additionally. Dickson was the only player since
2012 with more than five punts inside the 10 (he had six). Off Browning’s six punts, Idaho State averaged a 4.83 starting field
position. He also made his only field goal and all five PATs, while kicking off seven times for a 65.7 average with six touchbacks. He
also had a 26-yard rush on a fake punt attempt.

Browning was named the Mountain West Special Teams Player of the Week for the first fime of his career on Sept. 26 for his play
against Toledo on Sept. 24. In the kicking game, Browning made his only field goal attempt - a career-long 50-yarder - and was 2-
for-2 in PATs. Browning also punted nine times for 364 yards (40.4 avg.) (three of his punts started in Toledo territory) with a long
of 56 yards. Out of his nine punts, six landed inside the 20 (last six of the game) and three inside the 10. Out of his nine punts,
Toledo averaged a 21.7-yard field position. Browning also kicked off four times for a 64.2 average with two touchbacks. Off his
four kickoffs, Toledo averaged a 22-yard field position. Out of his 13 overall kicks (punts and kickoffs), Toledo averaged starting on
its own 21.8-yard line.

Browning had another good game at Boise State on Sept. 30, punfing a career-high 10 times for a career-high 49.5 average, including
a career-long 64-yard punt. The 49.5 average is the second-highest this season for those with at least 10 punts in a game and the
17th longest since at least 1996. Also made both of his field goal attempts.

Tyrell Shavers ranks in a tie for third in program history in blocked kicks (3) and has all three in just 19 games at SDSU.

Shavers had two blocked kicks last year, one off Brad Burton’s school record of three set in 1989.

Shavers has returned three blocked punts for touchdowns over his career (Sept. 26, 2020 at No. 6/5 LSU while at Alabama, Sept.
11, 2021 at Arizona and Sept. 30, 2022 at Boise State).

Shavers s tied for first in the Mountain West in punt return touchdowns (1) (off a blocked punt) and tied for second in blocked kicks
(1, T-6th in FBS).

Jaylon Armstead is also tied for first in the Mountain West in punt return touchdowns (1) (off a blocked punt)

BOISE, Idaho -- San Diego State jumped out to a 13-0
lead by halftime but Boise State scored the final 35 points of
the game in a 35-13 victory on Friday night at Albertsons
Stadium.

The Aztecs (2-3, 0-1 MW) became the first team to shut
out the Broncos (3-2, 2-0 MW) at home in the first half in 61
games, but BS outgained SDSU, 302-15, in the second half
o even ifs all-fime series with San Diego State at 4-4.

The Axtecs got a pair of field goals by Jack Browning in
the first quarter, the first off a Dez Malone interception. Start-
ing on the Boise State 29-yard line, SDSU siruggled to move
the ball with two false start penalties and having to call two
timeouts. San Diego State converted a fourth-and-2 from the
Bronco 21 with a 16-yard run by Jordan Byrd but couldn't
get closer than the 4 and had fo setile for a Browning 21-
yard chip shot.

After a three-and-out, the Aztecs got deep into BS ter-
ritory again when Braxion Burmeister connected on a 26-
yard pass fo Jesse Matthews to the Boise State 7. Two more
penalties, however, doomed SDSU, including what appeared
to be a 10-yard touchdown pass from Burmeister to Tyrell
Shavers. An ineligible player downfield nullified the score and
San Diego State had fo settle once again for a 25-yard field
goal.

Early in the second quarter, Shavers got through the
Bronco line to block a punt and return it 36 yards for the
score. |t was the third blocked punt for Shavers since joining
the Aztecs in 2021, tied for the third most in program history.
It was also his third career touchdown off  blocked punt.

Down, 13-0, at the half, BS picked off Burmeister in his
first pass attempt of the third quarter at the SDSU 31. Quar-
terback Taylen Green later ran it in from 17 yards out to put
Boise State on the scoreboard.

Later in the quarter, George Holani scored on a 12-
yarder and Ashton Jeanty added a 32-yard score o make it
21-13 Broncos after three quarters.

Green scored from 39 yards out on BSU's first drive of
the fourth and Holani added a 29-yarder as Boise State scored

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SDSU Falls to Arizona in Stadium Opener

SAN DIEGO -- Making its Snapdragon Stadium debut in front of a national television audience, San Diego State was un-
able to overcome an early deficit on Saturday in a 38-20 loss to visiting Arizona in the season opener for hoth teams.

The Wildcats' Jayden De Laura completed 22 of 35 passes for 299 yards and four touchdowns to spoil the Aztecs’ in-
augural game in their new palatial futifilly, as the two teams battled in 100-degree heat af kickoff.

Arizona never trailed after kicking a 25-yard field goal on its opening drive, building a 31-10 advantage by the
12:40 mark of the third quarter.

The Wildeats first touchdown was set up by Dalton Johnson’s blocked punt, which gave the visitors the ball at the
SDSU 40-yard line. Seven plays later, De Laura connected with Jacob Cowing from 17 yards out on the first of three
scoring strikes for the Arizona duo.

Trailing 10-0 at the start of the second quarter, the Aztecs drove to the Wildcat 16 on their march but had fo setile
for u|44-yurd field goal by Jack Browning after Braxton Burmeister was sacked for a six-yard loss following a false start
penalty.

Arizona increased the margin to 17-3 after De Laura hit Tetairoa McMillan on a six-yard fouchdown pass to cap an
eight-play, 75-yard march,

The Wildcats forced a three-and-out on SDSU's next drive; however, the host school quickly regained possession after
Cedarious Barfield forced a fumble af the Arizona 27 and alertly pounced on the hall.

Seven plays later, the Aztecs faced a 4th-and-3 situation from the 11-yard line when Burmeister hit Tyrell Shavers for
atouchdown on a corner route in the end zone, cutting the margin to 17-10.

Inspired by its good fortune, SDSU threatened once again after Noah Tumblin intercepted De Laura on the third play
of the Wildcats’ ensuing drive, giving the Aztecs a golden opportunity at the Arizona 40. Following a 15-yard pass to
Mark Redman, the Aztecs were seemingly in position fo tie the game after Jordan Byrd broke free down the right sideline
into the end zone.

However, a holding penalty nullified and the score, and on the ensuing play, Jaxen Turner stepped in front of a
Burmeister pass at the 26-yard line and rambled out to the 46, swinging the momentum back into Arizona's favor.

Six plays later, the Wilgcais extended their lead to 24-10 when De Laura found Cowing in the left flat as the Arizona
receiver raced four yards to pay dirt, punctuating a 54-yard drive.

The Wildeats needecr just 2:20 fo give themselves a three-touchdown cushion on their opening drive of the second half,
as De Laura connected with Cowing in the end zone once again, this time on a post pattern, which pushed the score to 31-

10.

Stung, the Aztecs fought back with 10 straight points, induding a touchdown by Jaylon Armstead, who fell on the
fﬁotball 31 the end zone after Arizona's Kyle Ostendorp punted the ball into the back of his own blockers following a
three-and-out.

SDSU limited the Wildeats fo just five yards on their next possession, while Byrd returned the ensuing punt fo the Ari-
zona 43. The Scarlet and Black advanced to the Arizona 9 following a 17-yard run by Cam Davis. However, the Aztecs
were stymied on their nex three plays and once again had fo settle for Browning's 23-yard field goal.

San Die%o State was unable fo narrow the gap any further, as the Wildcats put the game out of reach with a touchdown
;([l]rly in the Tourth quarter when DJ Williams darted around left end and raced past the pylon to account for the final 38-

score.

Williams led all ground gainers with 88 yards and 14 carries, while Cowing posted eight receptions for 152 yards and
his three aforementioned touchdowns. In addition, Dorian Singer finished with six catches for 57 yards in the victory.

On the flip side, Burmeister totaled just 51 yards on 5-of-10 passing in his Aztec debut, whire Davis rushed for 39
yards on eight attempts to lead the SDSU running game.

Defensively, Michael Shawcroft racked ur a team-high nine tackles, including four solo stops, while Noah Avinger

and Patrick McMorris finished with eight tackles apiece.

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Aztecs Run Past Idaho State, 38-7

SAN DIEGO -- Jordan Byrd returned a punt 66 yards for a touchdown and added a 53-yard scoring run to spark San
Diego State o a 38-7 victory over Idaho State. It was the first win for the Aztecs (1-1) ot Snapdragon Stadium after
playing their last two seasons at Dignity Health Sports Park in Carson, California.

SDSU spotted the Bengals (0-2) a 7-0 lead on a 75-yard scoring strike from Tyler Vander Waal to Xavier Guillory two
plays into the game before scoring the final 38 points of the game.

Byrd's punt return tied the score at the 11:58 mark, San Diego State’s seventh non-offensive touchdown since the
start of 2021.

Later in the quarter, quarterback Braxton Burmeister ran 47 yards for a touchdown to put the Aztec in the lead for
good.

Byrd stretched SDSU's advantage early in the second quarter on the 53-yard scamper, one of six San Diego State
rushes of at least 20 yards in the game.

ISU got all the way to the San Diego State’s 5-yard line on its ensuing drive, but Hunter Hays' pass on fourth-and-3
was broken up by first-fime starting safety Davaughn Celestine.

The Axtecs turned the ball over on back-to-back drives to start the third quarter and Idaho State once again got deep
into SDSU territory, but Hays' pass missed the target on a fourth-and-2 situation from the San Diego State 7.

The Aztecs responded with a 10-play, 91-yard drive, but had o settle for a 20-yard field goal by Jack Browning to
take a 24-7 lead after three quarters.

Burmeister hooked up with Tyrell Shavers for a 14-yard score early in the fourth quarter to stretch the advantage to
31-7.

Running back Cam Davis scored on SDSU's next possession from three yards out for the final points of the game.

San Diego State ran for 380 yards in the game, led by Jaylon Armstead's 96 yards on just five carries. The 380 yards
were the most by the Aztecs since running for 407 at Utah State on Oct. 31, 2020, while the 8.84 yards per carry was
their highest average since a 12.14 mark against Army in the 2017 Armed Forces Bowl (Dec. 23).

SDSU improved to 53-2 over its last 55 games when rushing for af least 200 yards.

Armstead's 19.2 average, meanwhile, was the second-highest by a San Diego State player since af least 1996 (min.
5 att.), only trailing Rashaad Penny’s 20.8 average at Nevada on Nov. 12, 2016.

Burmeister added 80 yards on the ground, while Byrd had 48, Kenan Christon 48 and Davis 38.

Burmeister completed 15 of 26 passes for 108 yards.

Celestine finished with nine tackles after entering the game with four for his career. CJ Baskerville, Caden McDonald
and Patrick McMorris chipped in with eight tackles apiece for San Diego State, which held Idaho State to 263 yards over
their final 71 plays (3.7 avg.) of the game.

The Aztecs held an opponent to single digits for the 19th ime since 2015 (91 games).

SDSU won its 10th straight game when scoring 30 points.

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Aztecs Fall at No. 14/15 Utah, 35-7

SALT LAKE CITY -- Cam Rising threw for 224 yards and a career-high four touchdowns in three quarters to help No.
14/15 Utah beat San Diego State, 35-7.

After being held scoreless in their first four possessions following a 73-7 win the previous week over Southern Utah,
the Utes (2-1) scored a touchdown on five straight possessions in the second and third quarter. Utah forced a pair of
turnovers and scored touchdowns following both takeaways.

The Utes outgained the Aztecs (1-2), 398-173, including a 224-60 advantage through the air. Over the final three
quarters, Utah totaled 309 yards and five touchdowns.

SDSU lost starting quarterback Braxton Burmeister to an eye injury in the first quarter and never got on track offen-
sively. San Diego State failed to convert a third down until midway through the third quarter and only had one first down
at the half.

True freshman and third-string quarterback Kyle Crum directed the Aztecs for most of the final three quarters, throwing
for 53 yard and an 18-yard touchdown pass to Joshua Nicholson late in the fourth quarter. He also had an inferception.

The touchdown pass by Krum and catch by Nicholson were hoth the first of their careers.

Rising threw touchdown passes on three consecutive drives to help the Utes take a 21-0 halftime lead. He got Utch
on the board with a 30-yard strike to Brant Kuithe. His second touchdown pass was a 13-yard toss to Solomon Enis in the
back of the end zone. Rising capped it off with a 15-yard pass to Devaughn Vele with 20 seconds left in the half after
Aaron Greene fumbled a kickoff at the Aztecs 27.

Karene Reid picked off Krum to start the third quarter, which led to an 18-yard touchdown run by Tavion Thomas.

After a three-and-out by SDSU, Rising found Vele for a 3-yard strike for the final score of the game for the Utes with
7:34 left in the third quarter.

San Diego State managed 113 yards on the ground, led by Jaylon Armstead’s 31 yards on five carries (6.2 avg.) in
his first career tart.

Krum finished 5 of 16 with his first career passing attempts, while Burmeister was 1-for-4 for six yards hefore exiting
with the eye injury. Will Haskell played one series and threw a 1-yard completion.

Nicholson logged his first two career catches, induding the touchdown.

Dez Malone and Jonah Tavai led San Diego State with six tackles apiece, while Michael Shawcroft had five tackles, a
15-yard sack and a pass breakup.

The Aztec defense held the high-powered Utah offense scoreless in the first quarter, snapping a streak of 16 consecutive
quarters with a point.

SDSU had its five-game road winning streak snapped, which was the third-longest active streak in the country, and
fell to 7-4 against the Pac-12 since the start of 2016.

Utah, meanwhile, won its 10th straight home game and improved fo 21 of its last 22 at Rice-Eccles Stadium, which
sold out for the 72nd consecutive game.

Aztecs Rally Past Toledo, 17-14

SAN DIEGO -- Jordan Byrd ran for 115 yards and two touchdowns — including a go-chead 1-yard T in the closing
seconds — to help San Diego State beat Toledo, 17-14, at Snapdragon Stadium.

Aztec (2-2) quarterback Braxton Burmeister completed 3 of 4 passes for 25 yards on the drive and ran three times
for 46 yards hefore Byrd scored from a yard out to cap the scoring with 41 seconds to play.

Quarterback Dequan Finn started the Rockets (2-2) with the ball on their own 19, but was picked off by Caden Mc-
Donald on his first attempt of the drive, setting up a kneel down for SDSU.

After a scoreless first quarter and a 36-yard field goal miss by Toledos Thomas Cluckey to begin the second, Byrd ran
37 yards down the left side and then broke tackles on a 43-yard run into the end zone for the first points of the game.

The Rockets got into the San Diego State side of the field late in the corner but running back Peny Boone fumbled on
the Aztec 16 which was scooped up by Cooper McDonald.

After exchanging punts and turnovers early in the third quarter, Jack Browning put SDSU up, 10-0, with a career-
long 50-yard field goal.

Finn threw an 11-yard touchdown pass to Jamal Turner that capped a 12-play, 73-yard drive and trimmed Toledo's
deficit to 10-7 midway through the fourth quarter. After San Diego State went three-and-out on the ensuing drive, the
Rockets went 93 yards in eight plays to take their first lead when Finn scored on a T-yard run with 2:56 to play.

The Aztecs answered with the game-winning drive, going 67 yards on nine plays before Byrd punched it in from a
yard out.

SDSU won its seventh straight game decided by one score (eight points or less) and improved to 21-8 in its last 29
games decided by one score (started with a 27-24 win af Wyoming in the 2016 Mountain West Championship game).

San Diego State rushed for 217 yards for the game on 33 carries, averaging 6.6 yards an attempt. It was the Aztecs
12th consecutive win when rushing for at least 200 yards. SDSU is now 54-2 over its last 56, 200-yard rushing games.

Defensively, Sun Diego State forced four turnovers, its most since forcing five against Central Michigan in the 2019
New Mexico Bowl, and forced six three-and-outs (or better) to a feam that came into the game averaging 37.7 points per
game.

The Aztecs held the Rockes scoreless through three times, their first fime since shutting out Weber State on Aug. 31,
2019.

Michael Shawcroft led SDSU with nine tackles, while former quarterback Jalen Mayden and CJ Baskerville logged
eight tackles apiece. Fellow safeties Cedarious Barfield and Davaughn Celestine picked up their first career interceptions.

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Aztecs Downed at Boise State, 35-22

BOISE, Idaho -- San Diego State jumped out o a 13-0 lead by halftime but Boise State scored the final 35 points of the
game in a 35-13 victory at Albertsons Stadium.

The Aztecs (2-3, 0-1 MW) became the first team to shut out the Broncos (3-2, 2-0 MW) at home in the first half in 61
games, but BS outgained SDSU, 302-15, in the second half to even ifs all-fime series with San Diego State af 4-4.

The Aztecs got a pair of field goals by Jack Browning in the first quarter, the first off a Dez Malone interception.
Starting on the Boise State 29-yard line, SDSU struggled to move the ball with two false start penalties and having to call
two timeouts. San Diego State converted a fourth-and-2 from the Bronco 21 with a 16-yard run by Jordan Byrd but
couldn't get closer than the 4 and had to settle for a Browning 21-yard chip shot.

After  three-and-out, the Aztecs got deep into BS territory again when Braxton Burmeister connected on a 26-yard
pass to Jesse Matthews fo the Boise State 7. Two more penalties, however, doomed SDSU, including what appeared to be
a 10-yard touchdown pass from Burmeister to Tyrell Shavers. An ineligible player downfield nullified the score and San
Diego State had to settle once again for a 25-yard field goal.

Early in the second quarter, Shavers got through the Bronco line to block  punt and return it 36 yards for the score.
It was the third blocked punt for Shavers since joining the Aztecs in 2021, tied for the third most in program history. It
was also his third career touchdown off a blocked punt.

Down, 13-0, at the half, BS picked off Burmeister in his first pass attempt of the third quarter at the SDSU 31. Quar-
terback Taylen Green later ran it in from 17 yards out o put Boise State on the scoreboard.

Later in the quarter, George Holani scored on o 12-yarder and Ashton Jeanty added a 32-yard score to make it 21-
13 Broncos after three quarters.

Green scored from 39 yards out on BSU's first drive of the fourth and Holani added a 29-yarder as Boise State scored
in four straight possessions and five of six to start the second half.

Holani (131) and Green (105) became the first running back duo with more than 100 yards against San Diego State
since Nov. 26, 2016 vs. Colorado State.

Byrd led the Aztecs with 61 yards on 13 carries (4.7 avg.).

Garret Fountain led SDSU with eight tackles and a tackle for loss, while Patrick McMorris had seven stops and Michael
Shawroft chipped in six.

San Diego State had its seven-game road conference opener win streak snapped and lost a conference opener for
just the second time in the last 10 years.

The Aztecs, who fell to 19-4 in games played in September since the start of the 2016 campaign, were outgained by
333 yards in the game, their largest deficit since the 2006 season.
