- Cal won the most recent two meetings with the
Aztecs in 2017 and 2018.

+ Fardaws Aimag was named to the SoCal Challenge
Surf Division All-Tournament Team after averaging
20.5 PPG & 12.5 RPG in two games.

- Jaylon Tyson totaled 24 points, nine rebounds &
five assists in Wednesday's loss to Tulane. It was the
third time in six games Tyson has scored 20+, and
was fueled by a career-best 3-point shooting night
in which he was 5 of 7 from beyond the arc.

- The Bears were without starting guard Devin Askew
(foot) and Jalen Celestine (foot) for the third
consecutive game vs. UTEP. The duo has averaged
20.7 combined PPG this season while Askew has
contributed 5.7 RPG and 3.0 APG.

- Jaylon Tyson’s highly-anticipated Cal debut resulted in a
20-point, 11-rebound double-double vs. Pacific on Nov.
10, one day after his waiver for immediate eligibility was
approved by the NCAA.

- Tyson followed that performance with a near triple-double
on Nov. 13 vs. CSU Bakersfield - tallying 13 points, 12
rebounds & seven assists - and by tying a career high in
points with 27 against Montana State on Nov. 16.

- The Plano, Texas native has scored 20+ in three of six
games this season, including a 24-point effort along with
nine rebounds & five assists vs. Tulane on Nov. 22.

- Tyson, who transferred to Cal from Texas Tech this past
offseason, was one of just 20 players nationally to be
named to the 2024 Julius Erving Small Forward of the Year
Award watch list by the Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall
of Fame on Oct. 24.

- Tyson averaged 10.7 points, 6.1 rebounds, 1.4 steals and
1.3 assists in 31 contests played for the Red Raiders, and
shot 48.3% from the floor and 40.2% from behind the arc.
The 6-foot-7 wing started all 18 Big 12 games for Texas
Tech and saw his production increase with 11.7 PPG and
7.1 RPG in that span.

- Tyson started his collegiate career at Texas in 2021-22.

BIG MAN ON CAMPUS
Mark Madsen’s first transfer portal commitment was a
familiar face in Fardaws Aimag, a 6-foot-11 sixth-year
senior from Vancouver.

» Aimaq leads the Pac-12 and is tied for second nationally
with four double-doubles following a season-best 23-point,
14-rebound effort vs. Tulane on Nov. 22.

- Aimag was named to the SoCal Challenge Surf Division All-
Tournament Team after averaging 20.5 PPG & 12.5 RPG in
two games on Nov. 20-22.

* He’s totaled 48 career double-doubles and entered the
season ranked seventh in the category among all active
NCAA DI players.

- Aimaq was the 2021 WAC Player of the Year, 2021 & 22
WAC Defensive Player of the Year, & a two-time All-WAC 1st-
teamer in two years played under Madsen at Utah Valley.

- The reunion happened this past offseason when Aimag
transferred to Cal from Texas Tech, where he averaged 11.1
points and 7.9 rebounds over just 11 games played - due
to injury - in 2022-23.

- Aimaq has recorded 1,281 points (12.8 PPG), 1,063
rebounds (10.6 RPG) and 109 blocks (1.1 BPG) through
100 career games played.

- His stat-stuffed resume earned him a spot on the 2023-24
Preseason All-Pac-12 Second Team in October.

- Aimaq was a force at Utah Valley under Madsen, as he
led the nation with 15.0 RPG in the 2020-21 season,
becoming the first Division | player to average over 15.0
rebounds in a season in over 40 years.

MISSING PIECES
Cal has played its past three games vs. Montana State
(Nov. 16) and UTEP (Nov. 20) without starting guard Devin
Askew (foot) and key wing Jalen Celestine (foot).

- Askew was averaging 10.0 PPG, 5.0 RPG & 3.7 APG in 32.9
minutes across three games before he was sidelined. The
senior averaged 15.5 PPG in 13 games last season before
undergoing a season-ending sports hernia surgery.

- Graduate transfer guard Keonte Kennedy has not yet
played this season due to a non-shooting hand injury.
Madsen tabbed Kennedy as the Bears’ best defender, and
a player who'll immediately impact the team’s rotation.

FAMILIAR FACES
Madsen and staff retained key returning players from last
year's roster, including Devin Askew, Jalen Celestine and
Grant Newell, among others.

- Askew scored 17-plus points eight times last year, including
back-to-back games with career highs of 23 against USC
on Nov. 30 and 25 at then-No. 4 Arizona on Dec. 4.

+ Newell was a Pac-12 All-Freshman Team honorable
mention last year, averaging 8.0 PPG and 3.9 RPG while
starting 28 of 31 games. He posted two double-doubles,
becoming the first Cal freshman to do so since 2015-16.

LONG TIME COMING

aggressively pursued some of the top recruits in the country
in the transfer portal, and On3 ranked the Bears’ 2023
transfer class as the eighth-best in the nation.

- Madsen was 70-51 (.578) overall and 39-25 (.609) in
WAC play in four seasons at Utah Valley. Following an 11-
win season in his first year in 2019-20, Madsen led the
Wolverines to a share of the WAC regular-season title in
2020-21 and back-to-back 20-win seasons in 2021-22
and 2022-23.

- Madsen’s 2022-23 squad won a program record 28 games
and was an impressive 15-3 in WAC play.

THE GANG'S ALL HERE

- Jalen Celestine scored a career-high 21 points on Nov. 6 vs.
St.Thomas in his first game in 607 days after missing the
entire 2022-23 season with a knee injury.

- The redshirt junior went 7-for-10 from the floor and added
four rebounds to key the Bears’ season-opening win.

- He was a key contributor as a sophomore in 2021-22,
averaging 7.5 PPG (8.4 PPG in Pac-12 play) and 3.1 RPG.

NOT THEIR FIRST RODEO
- At the core of Cal's overhauled roster - seven new
scholarship players and 11 newcomers altogether - are
four veterans in Fardaws Aimag, Devin Askew, Jalen Cone
and Keonte Kennedy.

- The group has played in a combined 383 collegiate games
across their careers, including a team-high 118 games
played by Cone. Aimaq (100), Askew (75) and Kennedy
(90) should reach the century mark this season.

- Fellow newcomers Jaylon Tyson (40.2%, 43-0f-107)
and Keonte Kennedy (38.1%, 37-0f-97) both shot well
behind the arc a season ago for Texas Tech and Memphis,
respectively, while Jalen Celestine, who missed last season
due to injury, sits at 37.0% (47-0f-127) for his career.

WHAT’S A ‘MAD D0G?
Mark Madsen, a two-time NBA champion with East Bay
roots and a proven track record as both a college and
professional coach, was named the 19th head coach in
Cal men’s basketball history on March 29, 2023.

- ‘Mad Dog’ - the nickname Madsen received from his fifth
grade P.E. teacher at Montair Elementary in Danville - didn’t
waste time implementing his vision for Cal basketball; he

Madsen assembled a star-studded coaching staff upon his
arrival in Berkeley, taking advantage of new NCAA rules that
allowed the addition of two coaching positions.

- MAssociate head coach Adam Mazarei played an
instrumental role over four seasons in a turnaround at
Vanderbilt & spent six successful seasons at the NBA level.

- Amorrow Morgan, a well-respected star throughout the
coaching ranks, helped lead Loyola Chicago to an NCAA
Tournament appearance in 2021-22.

- Matt Scherbenske, a renowned recruiter, spent three
seasons on the Cal staff under Mike Montgomery.

- Jarred Jackson spent three seasons on Madsen’s UVU staff,
helping win the 2020-21 WAC regular-season title.

* Ken Moses helped Madsen lead Utah Valley to new heights
with a program-record 28 wins in his lone season in Orem.

HAAS OF PAIN
Nicknamed the ‘Haas of Pain’ this offseason by newcomer
Keonte Kennedy, Haas Pavilion will be the site of 12
remaining home games for the Golden Bears this season.

- Cal owns an all-time record of 280-130 (.682) in 24-plus
seasons played at Haas Pavilion since the venue opened in
the fall of 1999 on the same site of beloved Harmon Gym.

- The Bears will play their next three games on consecutive
Saturdays between Dec. 2-16. They'll host Santa Clara
(Dec. 2), play at Butler (Dec. 9) and face Ole Miss (Dec.

MARK MADSEN - HEAD COACH

CALIFORNIA MEN’S BASKETBALL HEAD COACH - 1ST SEASON AT CAL - STANFORD, 2000

Updated: Nov. 5, 2023

Mark Madsen, a two-time NBA champion with East Bay roots
and a proven track record as both a college and profes-
sional coach, was named the 19th head coach in California
men’s basketball history on March 29, 2023. His first season
with the Golden Bears will be in 2023-24.

Following a decorated playing career which included a trip
to the NCAA Final Four at Stanford and two NBA champion-
ships while playing for the Los Angeles Lakers, Madsen is
considered a rising star in the coaching ranks, having most
recently led Utah Valley to the semifinals of the 2023 NIT.
Madsen was named the 2023 Western Athletic Conference
Coach of the Year and led the Wolverines to a pair of
conference titles during his four seasons at the helm. He was
well-recognized for his efforts during the 2022-23 campaign
as he was named District Coach of the Year by both the
National Association of Basketball Coaches (NABC) and the
United States Basketball Writers Association (USBWA) and

a finalist for the Hugh Durham National Coach of the Year
award, which is presented annually to the top Division |
mid-major coach in college basketball.

‘Mad Dog’ - the nickname Madsen received from his fifth
grade PE. teacher at Montair Elementary School in Danville
- didn’t waste a second in implementing his vision for Cal
men’s basketball. He’s aggressively pursued some of the top
recruits in the country in the transfer portal and on the high
school level, and On3 ranked the Bears’ 2023 transfer class
as the eighth-best in the nation.

Madsen was 70-51 (.578) overall and 39-25 (.609) in WAC
play in four seasons at Utah Valley. Following an 11-win sea-
son in his first year in 2019-20, Madsen led the Wolverines
to a share of the WAC regular-season title in 2020-21 and
back-to-back 20-win seasons in 2021-22 and 2022-23.
Madsen’s 2022-23 squad won a program record 28 games
and was an impressive 15-3 in WAC play. Led by sophomore
Aziz Bandaogo, the 2022-23 Wolverines led the country in
blocks per game (6.6) and ranked fifth in field-goal percent-
age defense (39%) and sixth in rebounds per game (40.06),
nationally. Utah Valley earned a road victory against Pac-12
Conference foe Utah, 77-72, in Eugene on Dec. 20. In 2021-
22, Madsen’s Wolverines finished 20-12 overall and notched
signature wins against No. 12 BYU and at Washington.

Under Madsen’s guidance, Fardaws Aimaq - who reunited
with Madsen as the first transfer to join the Bears ahead of

the 2023-24 season - earned back-to-back WAC Defensive
Player of the Year honors and was named to the All-WAC first
team both years (2020-21, 2021-22). The big man posted a
WAC record 27 double-doubles during the 2021-22 season,
tied for the fifth-most in a single-season in NCAA history with
Oscar Robertson, Lew Alcindor, Artis Gilmore, Bill Walton and
Pascal Siakam.

Madsen spent six seasons as an assistant coach for the
Los Angeles Lakers (2013-19) prior to leading Utah Valley.
During his time on the Los Angeles bench, he coached NBA
superstars LeBron James, Kobe Bryant and Steve Nash,
among others. He also played alongside some of the NBA's
greatest players, including Bryant, Shaquille 0'Neal and
Kevin Garnett. Following three seasons played with the
Lakers (2000-03), Madsen played six further seasons with
the Minnesota Timberwolves.

Madsen’s first coaching position came as an assistant coach
for the Utah Flash of the NBA Development League during
the 2009-10 season. He later returned to his alma mater to
earn an MBA from the Stanford Graduate School of Business
in 2012 and spent the 2012-13 season as an assistant
coach for the Cardinal, working in recruiting, opponent game
planning and player development.

A 2019 Stanford Athletics Hall of Fame inductee, Madsen
earned All-America honors twice while helping lead the
Cardinal to four NCAA Tournament appearances - including
the 1998 Final Four - in as many seasons played from
1996-2000. He averaged 10.9 points and 7.0 rebounds

per game in his Stanford career and ranks fourth in field
goal percentage (.587) and sixth in rebounds (857) in
program history. Madsen earned an undergraduate degree in
economics from Stanford in 2000.

Madsen served a two-year mission for The Church of Jesus
Christ of Latter-day Saints in Spain. Madsen and his wife,
Hannah, have two sons (William and Leroy) and two daugh-
ters (Alexandria and Anastasia).
