The player most associated with SDSU, Cage is the school’s second all-time leading scorer (1,846) and top rebounder (1,317)... Brandon Heath broke Cage’s scoring record in
2007... Selected a second-team All-American in 1984 by the AP, UPI and Basketball Weekly... Honorable mention All-American as a junior as named by the AP and UPI... Earned
co-WAC player of the year honors in 1983 and won the award outright in 1984... Ranked third nationally in rebounding as both a freshman and junior and as a senior was the
only player to rank among the top 10 in scoring and rebounding...

One of the finest players in SDSU history, Watson played in 110 games in his four seasons from the 1982-83 campaign through the 1985-86 season... Before Brandon Heath in
2006, he was the last Aztec player to earn league MVP honors (WAC - 1985-86), he was a two-time first-team all-WAC selection (1985 and 1986)... In both 1985 and 1986 he was
named to the all-WAC tournament team and is still today the only Aztec DI player to be named to the all-conference tournament team twice... Ended his career as the fourth-
leading scorer in WAC history trailing only Devin Durrant, Danny Ainge and SDSU’s Michael Cage...

SALT LAKE CITY -- SDSU made a late run at No. 9
UNLYV but did not have enough firepower to overcome
a 10-point halftime deficit as the Rebels earned an 85-80
victory in the first round of the NCAA Tournament.

The Aztecs trailed by as many as 13 in the first half,
but tied the game at 56 with under 10 minutes remain-
ing. UNLV rebuilt the lead but SDSU did not give in to
the more athletic Rebels as it cut the deficit to three,
when Anthony Watson hit a jumper with 1:02 left. The
Aztecs were forced to foul down the stretch and UNLV
knocked down the free throws to secure the victory.

Leonard Allen poured in a game-high 23 points for
SDSU and Anthony Watson scored 19. Fowards Michael
Kennedy and John Martens also cracked double-figures
as they added 11 points apiece.

NEW YORK -- San Diego State was eliminated in the
semifinals round in Madison Square Garden, ending its
run for its first NIT Championship, losing to Baylor, 76-

The Aztecs’ chances at victory were deflated behind
the perimeter, as Baylor successfully relied on the 3-
point shot, shooting 11-22 from the arc, to pull away
with a convincing win.

PROVIDENCE, R.I. -- San Diego State had its second-
half rally fall short as the 11th-seeded Aztecs dropped a
62-59 decision to sixth-seeded and No. 15/14 Tennessee
in the first round of the NCAA Tournament.

SDSU found itself down 34-26 at halftime after
shooting 32.1 percent from the field, including a 2-for-
12 effort from three-point range. Despite the poor
shooting, the Aztecs were in the game until a 12-7
Volunteer run to end the half propelled the SEC school
to its advantage at intermission.

TUCSON, Ariz. - No. 6/5 San Diego State, the No. 2 seed
in the West Region, picked up its first-ever Division I
NCAA Tournament victory with a 68-50 win over 15th-
seeded Northern Colorado.

The Aztecs, who were making their seventh NCAA
Tournament appearance, snapped a six-game losing
streak in the Division I tournament.

San Diego State struggled in the first half as they
made just 32.4 percent of its shots, many of which were
at the rim.

TUCSON, Ariz. - No. 6/5 San Diego State needed two
overtime sessions to hold off Temple, 71-64, in the third
round of the NCAA Tournament.

COLUMBUS, Ohio - No. 22/23 San Diego State was
unable to advance past the second round of the NCAA
Tournament as the sixth-seeded Aztecs dropped a 79-65
decision to No. 11 seed North Carolina State at
Nationwide Arena in Columbus, Ohio.

SDSU found itself down by just four, 33-29, at the
half despite shooting 37.9 percent from the field. The
Aztecs, however, shot 40 percent from three-point range
compared to the 16.7 percent by the Wolfpack. NC
State’s 51.9 shooting percentage and 20-13 rebound
advantage made up for the lack of three-point shots.

Coming out of the break, San Diego State managed
to cut the deficit to one on a three-pointer by Chase
Tapley. That would be short lived as North Carolina
State used an 8-2 run to extend its lead to 43-36.

The Aztecs kept it close despite being down by as
many as nine points and managed to pull within three
after scoring on five consecutive possessions. Wolfpack
head coach Mark Gottfried then called a timeout that
sparked a 9-4 run and extended NC State’s lead to 10
with 5:37 remaining.

From there, the Wolfpack never looked back and
eventually won by a 14-point margin to end SDSU’s sea-
son.

The Aztecs shot just 37.7 percent from the field com-
pared to North Carolina State’s 58.5 shooting percent-
age. The Wolfpack also outrebounded San Diego State
by a 38-29 margin.

Jamaal Franklin scored a game-high 23 points and
added eight rebounds. Chase Tapley contributed 19 and
James Rahon was the only other Aztec in double-figures
with 11 points.

Four of the five Wolfpack starters, meanwhile, were
in double-figures led by Richard Howell’s 22 points.
Lorenzo Brown chipped in 17 points, CJ Leslie scored 15
and Scott Wood tallied 10 points.

PHILADELPHIA - Seventh-seeded San Diego State ral-
lied from a nine-point first-half deficit to beat 10th-seed-
ed Oklahoma, 70-55, in the second round of the NCAA
tournament at Wells Fargo Center.

The win marked the third in program history and the
third in the last three seasons for SDSU, which was 0-6
in the NCAA tournament prior to the 2011 campaign.

Jamaal Franklin led the way for the Aztecs as he
turned in 21 points, eight rebounds, five assists and two
steals. James Rahon provided 17 points in 19 minutes
off the bench and Chase Tapley added 10 points of his
own. DeShawn Stephens, meanwhile, was a beast on
the boards, collecting a career-high 11, including 10 in
the second half.

The Sooners broke the game open midway through
the first half as a 12-0 surge propelled them to a 23-14
leads with 9:40 to go in the first half. The Aztecs, how-
ever, closed the frame on a 17-10 run to trail, 33-31, at
halftime.

In the final 20 minutes, San Diego State took control
of the boards, aided by five offensive and defensive
rebounds by Stephens, and subsequently took control
of the game.

Oklahoma led 36-35 with 18:03 left in regulation and
it marked the final time the Sooners would have the
lead. After OU tied the game at 48-48, SDSU went on an
8-0 run and never looked back. Romero Osby temporar-
ily stopped the Aztec surge with a three-pointer, but
San Diego State responded with seven unanswered
points to move ahead by 12 with 2:11 to play and even-
tually sealed the 15-point victory.

SDSU finished with a 40-29 rebounding advantage
after being minus-2 in the category at halftime. The
Aztecs also held the Sooners to 37.0-percent shooting in
the second half, while shooting 46.2 percent in the final
20 minutes themselves. San Diego State also set a sea-
son-high for free-throw accuracy, finishing at 94.1 per-
cent.

PHILADELPHIA - Looking to advance to the Sweet 16
for the second time in three seasons, SDSU’s bid fell
short as the seventh-seeded Aztecs fell to 15th-seeded
Florida Gulf Coast, 81-71, in the third round of the
NCAA tournament at Wells Fargo Center.

With the win, the Eagles became the first 15-seed in
NCAA history to reach the Sweet 16. For the Aztecs, the
loss ended their season with a 23-11 record.

SDSU received 20 points and 11 rebounds from
Jamaal Franklin and Chase Tapley poured in 17 points.
James Rahon and DeShawn Stephens, meanwhile,
added 12 and 10 points, respectively.

The first half was a fairly close affair. Florida Gulf
Coast jumped out to an early 7-2 lead, but San Diego
State answered with a 12-0 run to take a five-point lead
of its own. No team led by more than four points the
rest of the half until a 7-3 SDSU spurt propelled the
Aztecs to a 35-29 lead with 2:20 to go. The Eagles, how-
ever, closed the first half with five straight points and
San Diego State led, 35-34, at halftime.

The game remained tight over the course of the first
eight minutes of the second half. An Xavier Thames
jumper in the paint brought the Aztecs to within, 54-52,
with 11:33 to play. FGCU, however, went nuts from the
field and forced San Diego State into quick shots, which
turned into a 17-0 Eagles run.

During the deciding the surge, SDSU went scoreless
for seven minutes, 14 seconds, before Thames made a
layup with 4:00 left in regulation. At this juncture, the
Aztecs trailed by 17 and their hole was too deep to dig
out of as they were dealt their 11th loss of the year.

San Diego State, which was one of the top defensive
teams in the country, allowed Florida Gulf Coast to
shoot 55.9 percent from the floor, log 44 points in the
paint and score 21 points on fast breaks. The Eagles also
turned 17 SDSU turnovers in 22 points. FGCU found
itself in the third round of the tournament after it upset
second-seeded Georgetown.

SPOKANE, Wash. - San Diego State finally put away a
pesky New Mexico State team, outscoring the Aggies,
13-9, in overtime for a 73-69 victory in the second round
of the NCAA tournament in Spokane, Wash.

The fourth-seeded Aztecs led by as many as 14
points in the first half, 12 at the break and seven with
just 1:01 left in the second half, but 13th-seeded NMSU
found a way to comeback and tie the game at 60-60 on
a three by Kevin Aronis with six seconds left.

Xavier Thames had a chance to win it in regulation
but his shot rimmed out as time expired forcing over-
time.

SDSU, however, took control in the extra session as
Thames and Dwayne Polee II scored five points apiece
to move San Diego State into the third round against
12th-seeded North Dakota State.

The Aztecs, who never trailed in the game, made 7 of
10 free-throws in overtime to seal the win. SDSU won its
eighth straight overtime game and improved to 17-1
over its last 18 overtime contests.

It was the defense that came through once again for
San Diego State. The Aztecs had nine blocks, their most
ever in an NCAA tournament, eight steals, forced 13
turnovers and held New Mexico State to a season-low
20 points in the first half.

Thames had game-highs of 23 points and five assists,
to go along with three steals and two blocks in the win.
Polee II had 15 points and six rebounds in 29 minutes
off the bench, while Josh Davis recorded his ninth dou-
ble-double of the season with 10 points and 14
rebounds.

Skylar Spencer added a career-high four steals and
four blocks. His first block of the night gave him the sin-
gle-season school record.

The win was SDSU’s 30th of the season, its second 30-
win season in school history and second in the past four
campaigns (34 in 2010-11).

Daniel Mullings led a group of five in double figures
scoring for the Aggies with 18 points and four assists.
Sim Bhullar and Tshilidzi Nephawe combined for 26
points, 15 rebounds and three blocks.

SPOKANE, Wash. - Xavier Thames scored 30 points to
lead fourth-seeded San Diego State past 12th-seeded
North Dakota State, 63-44, and into a spot in the Sweet
16 for the second time in program history.

It was the second career 30-point game for Thames
and the most-ever points in postseason (NCAA or NIT)
by an Aztec player.

Thames was 9 for 19 from the field, including 4 for 9
from the 3-point arc and 8 of 9 from the free-throw line,
with five assists. His 30 points were one off a career
high of 31, set earlier in the year in an overtime contest
vs. Utah State.

The win was the 31st for SDSU and propelled the
team into the Sweet 16 to face top-seeded Arizona in the
West Regional semifinals in Anaheim.

The San Diego State defense proved to be too much
for the Bison, which came into the game with the top
field goal percentage (51.0) in the country. The Aztecs
held NDSU to its lowest point total of the year (44) and
third-lowest total since it made the transition from
Division II to Division I in 2005. Additionally, SDSU
held North Dakota State to 15 field goals (second-lowest
total in DI history), 31.9 percent shooting (sixth-lowest
mark in its DI history) and two 3-pointers (tied for 10th-
lowest total in DI history).

Kory Brown was the only Bison to reach double-fig-
ures in scoring with 13 points. San Diego State also held
NDSU leading scorer and Summit League Player of the
Year Taylor Braun to just seven points on 2 of 14 shoot-
ing. Braun had 28 in North Dakota State’s upset over
fifth-seeded Oklahoma two days earlier.

Dwayne Polee II was the only other SDSU player in
double figures with 15 points and six rebounds in a sea-
son-high 30 minutes off the bench. Josh Davis added six
points and a game-high 13 rebounds.

ANAHEIM, Calif. - Fourth-seeded San Diego State led
top-seeded Arizona with under eight minutes to play,
was tied with seven minutes left and trailed by one with
3:30 remaining in regulation, but could not pull the
upset as the Wildcats came from behind to win, 70-64.

The rematch from the second game of the season was
a see-saw affair until SDSU turned a 22-20 deficit into a
29-22 lead.

In just over two minutes, however, Arizona was back
within two points. A Thames jumper temporarily halted
the Wildcats” momentum, but SDSU was now officially
in a battle. The teams traded baskets over the next few
minutes with Arizona taking its first lead, 50-49 (7:19),
since 7:47 left in the first half.

Nick Johnson, the Pac-12 Player of the Year, missed
his first nine shots, but with SDSU trailing by three
points, Winston Shepard lost control of the ball near
midcourt and Johnson was wide open for a lay-up to
put Arizona up, 56-51, with 2:44 left. Johnson then went
on to knock down a three and make eight straight free
throws to put the game out of reach for SDSU.
Including the aforementioned layup, Johnson scored 13
consecutive points for the Wildcats and 15 of the team’s
final 16.

SDSU was led by its seniors in Thames and Josh
Davis. Thames finished with a game-high 25 points,
while Davis finished his college career with six points
and a game-high 14 rebounds.
