Big Notes

San Diego State wins its 300" game at Viejas Arena in program history.

San Diego State improves to 12-1 in ifs last 13 games immediately following a loss and has won 19-straight when the next game immediately
following the loss is a home contest.

With the Aztecs win, head coach Brian Dutcher has been on the San Diego State bench for 36 of SDSU's 40 victories over UNLV and improves his
record as a head coach against the Runnin’ Rebels to 8-2.

San Diego State improves to 34-11 in ifs last 45 games against UNLV regardless of location and is 19-2 in the last 21.

San Diego State had its best shoofing half of the season, hitting 62.1 percent of its shots in the first half.

San Diego State scored 42 points in the first half, which is five points more than it scored in the entire game against Boise State (1/22).

San Diego State had an 11-0 run in the first half and has had four runs of at least 10-0 in the last three games.

San Diego State scored a season-high 80 points.

The Aztecs had a season-high 15 steals.

San Diego State had 23 fastbreak points vs. UNLV after recording just 2 vs. Boise State.

Since the start of the 2005-06 season, SDSU has lost 147 games. Over that time frame, San Diego State has failed o win its next game only 26 times
following those losses.

Since the start of the 2010-11 season, San Diego State has a 193-35 (.846) record in games played in the state of California.
Since the start of the 2010-11season, San Diego State has 164-23 (.877) record in games played in Viejas Arena.
San Diego State improves to 61-9 (.871) in Viejas Arena since in the start of the Dutcher era (2017-18 season).

San Diego State’s 62.1 percent field goal shooting in the first half is its best of the season.
San Diego State’s 42 points in the first half are more than it scored in the entire game against Boise State (1/22)
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San Diego State won the tip.

Trey Pulliom had the first field goal for San Diego State and in the game af the 19:14 mark.

San Diego State never frailed in the game; it is the third time this season the Aztecs have never trailed in a game.
San Diego State which missed its first 8 shots vs. Boise State (1/22), made 6 of its first 8 shots against UNLV.

SDSU outscored UNLV, 21-17, off the bench.

SDSU improved fo 10-1 this season when leading at the half.

The Aztecs won their 261h straight game when leading with 5 minutes fo go in the game.

SDSU won its 28th consecutive game when outrebounds its opponent.

San Diego State has won 27 straight games when shooting 50 percent or better and 86 straight when shooting 50 percent or better at home.
San Diego State is now 10-1 on the season and 91-6 in the Brian Duicher era when shooting better than its opponent.
The Aztecs had 12 different players score in the game.
