The San Diego State softball team begins its 36th sea-
son of competitive play this weekend when it travels to
Tempe, Ariz., for the Kajikawa Classic on the campus of
defending national champion and No. 1/1 Arizona State. 

The Aztecs, who are receiving votes in both the
preseason USA Today/NFCA and ESPN.com/USA
Softball polls, are scheduled to play six games over four
days, including five against teams who made last year’s
NCAA tournament, three who are nationally ranked and
four who are either ranked or receiving votes.

SDSU kicks off the 2012 campaign Thursday with a 2
p.m. MT contest against Texas Tech. Following the season
opener, San Diego State will take on Portland State (9
a.m. MT) and Utah (11:30 a.m. MT) on Friday, No. 14/9
Tennessee (2 p.m. MT) and rv/No. 23 Georgia Tech (7
p.m. MT) on Saturday, and No. 16/11 Oregon (1:30 p.m.
MT) on Sunday.

As a player, Van Wyk earned All-America honors
and won the Broderick Award, given to the best play-
er in the nation, in 1981 after going 35-1 with a 0.18
ERA. The victories remain a school single-season
record and .972 winning percentage was an NCAA
Division I record until 2001. Her phenomenal season
included four no-hitters, six one-hitters, back-to-back
perfect games, 26 shutouts and 270 strikeouts.

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A Brief Look at the 2012 Aztecs
The San Diego State softball team begins its season

Thursday at the Kajikawa Classic in Tempe, Ariz., on the cam-
pus of Arizona State. That’s the same place that the Aztecs
had their season end last spring, when they went 2-2 at the
NCAA Tempe Regional, losing to the host and eventual
champion Sun Devils, 6-1, in the regional championship
game. In fact, this is the third straight season that SDSU has
started its year at the place where it ended the previous cam-
paign (also 2010 - began season in Tempe, Ariz., eliminated
in 2009 NCAA tournament, and 2011 - began season in Los
Angeles, Calif., eliminated in 2010 NCAA tournament).

San Diego State lost four starters and a pitcher from last
year’s team, including All-American pitcher Samantha
Beasley, four-year starting shortstop Jen Wisneski, three-year
starting second baseman Lindsey Marquez, 2011 all-MWC
right fielder Jessica Camello and two-year starting catcher
Eva Sahatdjian. 

The future still looks bright, however, as there are three
former all-conference selections on the roster with seniors
Justeen Maeva and Bailey Micetich, and sophomore Hayley
Miles.

Micetich, a two-time all-MW selection, will lead the pitch-
ing staff once again after finishing last year 20-12 with a
league-low 1.85 ERA over 174 1/3 innings. She struck out
165 and limited her opponents to a .243 average in a bounce-
back season. Micetich will be joined in the circle by Texas
A&M transfer Rebecca Arbino. The junior, who redshirted last
season, went 31-18 over her two seasons for the NCAA-
bound Aggies, leading the team in 2010 in games started
(28), wins (19, tied), shutouts (9), saves (1, tied), innings
pitched (187.0), strikeouts (144) and opponents batting aver-
age (.215). Sophomore Lorena Klopp (1-1, 2.92 ERA, 12.0 IP)
and junior Kamerin May (3-0, 3.05 ERA, 41.1 IP) are also
expected to contribute more in 2012. 

Junior Kristin May, Kamerin’s twin sister, is back at catch-
er after playing in 36 games last year with 22 starts. She
slugged .425 in 2011 with eight of her 17 hits going for extra-
bases. 

The corner infield remains intact with Maeva (first base)
and senior Ashley Rose (third base) each bringing plenty of
experience. Maeva was named to the NFCA All-West Region
Second Team for the second straight year after leading the
Aztecs in batting average (.348) and hits (54, tied), while rank-
ing second in homers (7), RBIs (39) and on-base percentage
(.420). Rose, meanwhile, has been a defensive stalwart for
SDSU the past two seasons at third base, starting 78 times.

After losing both starting middle infielders, Miles and
sophomore Katie Mathis could see time there until some of
the freshmen develop. A centerfielder last year, Miles was
named the Mountain West Freshman of the Year in 2011 after
batting .344 with five home runs and 29 RBIs. One of only two
players to start all 55 games, Miles led the team in hits (54,
tied), doubles (11, tied), walks (22), times hit by a pitch (5), on-
base percentage (.440) and stolen bases (9). Mathis, mean-
while, batted .400 (8-for-20) in a season that was limited due
to injuries (31 games, five games started). She also drew
three walks for a .478 on-base percentage. 

Klopp should start in left field after she smashed four
school records in her first season, including slugging percent-
age (.633), extra-base hits (25), RBIs (48) and home runs
(15). The 15 homers in one season are just two shy of the
school's career record of 17 set by Erryn Gutjahr (1996-99)
and tied by Megan McDonald (2005-08). Miles, when she is
not playing shortstop, will probably be in center field. Senior
speedster Felicia Reifschneider (66 career runs, 28 stolen
bass) should also figure in an outfielder role as a veteran with
136 career games played and 86 starts. Patrice Jackson
returns to the right field after missing all of last year with a bro-
ken leg and should provide some power.

Kamerin May started a team-high 38 times as the desig-
nated player, hitting .281 with four home runs and 19 RBIs
last year. 

Junior Roshana Lavery has appeared in 76 career games
off the bench with 35 runs and 14 stolen bases, and will pro-
vide experience to the team.

Newcomers to the Aztecs, besides Arbino, include
transfers Tiffany Corder (UC Santa Barbara) and Dominique

Aztecs Picked to Win the Mountain West 
The San Diego State softball team has been picked to win

the 2012 Mountain West regular season title in a preseason
poll released Tuesday. The preseason poll was voted on by
the league's five head coaches. 

The Aztecs, who went 34-21 last year and 8-5 in the MW
en route to earning a trip to the NCAA tournament for the
fourth consecutive season and fifth time in six years, had 16
points in the poll and four first-place votes. UNLV was picked
to finish second with 13 points and the other first-place vote,
while Boise State (9 points), New Mexico (8) and Colorado
State (4) rounded out the preseason poll. 

Aztecs Receiving Votes in Both Polls
The San Diego State softball team is receiving votes in

both major preseason national polls, which was announced
Jan. 24.

In the USA Today/NFCA poll, the Aztecs have six votes,
the 34th-most in the nation. Louisville is 25th in the poll with
32 votes. SDSU is scheduled to play 10 games against eight
teams in the top 20 alone, including eighth-ranked Arizona
and No. 16 Oregon twice. Overall, San Diego State will play
16 games against 14 foes that are ranked or receiving votes
in the preseason poll. 

The Aztecs also have six votes in the ESPN.com/USA
Softball poll, which ties them for 31st in the country with
DePaul and Texas Tech. Notre Dame is the preseason No. 25
team with 40 votes. 

Defending national champion Arizona State is the presea-
son favorite in both polls. 

Micetich Named MW Preseason POY
San Diego State senior Bailey Micetich was named the

preseason Mountain West Pitcher of the Year by the website
CollegeSportsMadness.com, the site announced Jan. 9.

Micetich also was picked as a first-team all-conference
selection by the website and was joined by sophomore
Hayley Miles. Additionally, the Aztecs had three on the second
team, including senior Justeen Maeva, sophomore Lorena
Klopp and sophomore Katie Mathis.

Durazo Inducted into Aztec Hall of Fame
Former San Diego State softball pitching great Sandra

Durazo was inducted into the Aztec Hall of Fame on Dec. 3.
Durazo, who joined three other SDSU athletes and an NAIA
baseball national championship team, is the second softball
player to make the school's Hall of Fame (Trish Mang - 1994). 

Over her four-year career from 1998-2001, Durazo went
87-53 with a 1.82 ERA. She struck out 543 batters over 879
innings and held opponents to a .240 batting average. She led
San Diego State in ERA and wins in all four of her seasons,
and led the team in strikeouts three times. 

A two-time all-Mountain West selection (2000-01) and
2001 MW Pitcher of the Year, Durazo had a magnificent sen-
ior season en route to earning first-team NFCA All-West
Region honors. In 2001, Durazo was 30-15 with a 1.53 ERA
over a remarkable 297 1/3 innings. She struck out 203, and
had 35 complete games and 10 shutouts, while limiting her
opponents to a .217 batting average. 

Durazo capped her career by leading the Aztecs to their
first-ever NCAA tournament appearance in 2001, which
ended with a loss in the regional championship (one game
short of the Women's College World Series). Durazo started
all five games in the 2001 NCAA tournament, going 3-2 with
two shutouts. She left the regional championship game in the
fourth inning to a standing ovation, having pitched 107 1/3
consecutive innings. 

A two-time Academic all-MW selection (2000-01) and
nine-time conference pitcher/player of the week, Durazo still
owns five career school records and four season marks.
Durazo's career records include wins (87), appearances
(165), games started (116), complete games (95) and innings
pitched (879.0), while her season records (set in 2001)
include wins (30, tied), games started (40), complete games
(35) and innings pitched (297.1).
