o San Diego State is 58-35 (.624) in Mountain West road games & 85-11 (.885) in league home games since the start of the 2013-14 sea-

son (when the current configuration of the league started), which are the best records in the league in both categories in that time frame.

San Diego State stands af 148-143 in Mountain West road games since the start of the conference (1999-00) and remains the only
program in league history with a winning road record in conference play.

With its win against Utah State, San Diego State improved to 26-3 in ifs last 29 games immediately following a loss and wins its 33rd
consecutive game when a loss is immediately followed by o home game.

San Diego State committed just two turnovers against Wyoming. The two turnovers are the fewest in program history, the fewest in Viejas
Arena history, equaled the second fewest in Mountain West history (all games including league games) and is tied for the second fewest
in a Division | game this season.

Jaedon LeDee now has three career games with at least 20 points, 10 rebounds and 3 steals, which is tied with Jamaal Franklin for the
most by an Aztec since the 2005-06 season. The complete list of Aztecs with at least 20 points, 10 rebounds and 3 steals in a game since
2005-06: Juedon LeDee - 3, Jamaal Franklin - 3, Kawhi Leonard - 1, Jalen McDaniels - 1, Chase Tapley - 1, Billy White - 1.

Jaedon LeDee is the fifth player in the country this year with at least 20 points, 10 rebounds and 3 steals, while attempting nine or less
field goals (vs. Nevada).

Senior guard Darrion Trammell passed 1,500-career points at New Mexico and is one of two active players who stand 5-11 or less fo
have reached the milestone (also: California’s Jalen Cone).

Forward Jaedon LeDee recorded his second game of at least 30 points and at least 10 rebounds of the season (also: vs. Washington —
11/19/23) at San Jose State and is one of four players in the country who have accomplished the feat twice this season (also: Kansos’
Hunter Dickinson, Purdue's Zach Edey & New Hampshire's Clarence Daniels).

At San Jose State, Jaedon LeDee had San Diego State’s eighth game of at least 30 points and at least 10 rebounds since the start of
the 1996-97 campaign. LeDee and Jamaal Franklin have done it twice (Franklin did it on 2/25/12 vs. Colorado State and on 3/3/12
vs. TCU).

San Diego State’s 27-point win against Fresno State was its largest margin of victory of the season against a Division | opponent and largest
since a 34-point friumph over Kennesaw State on Dec. 12, 2022 (W, 88-54).

The Aztecs snapped Gonzaga's 59-game home winning streak against non-conference opponents (last loss was a 71-66 setback against
UCLA on Dec. 12, 2015). At the time, SDSU handed Gonzaga its second home loss in its last 92 games (90-2) (since Jan. 27, 2018).

The Aztecs handed Gonzaga their largest home loss since an 11-point setback on Dec. 8, 2012 vs. No. 13 llinois.

Gonzaga had gone 173 straight home games without losing by 10 or more points prior to the Aztecs 84-74 win, which was the second-lon-
gest active streak in the country since at least the 1996-97 season.

San Diego State is 129 (.571) under Brian Dutcher against AP Top-25 teams. The Aztecs were 29-98 (.228) against AP Top-25 teams prior
to Dutcher taking over as head coach in 2017-18.

San Diego State has won 67 of its 72 home games (67-5) since the start of the 2019-20 season, and its five home losses are fied for the
third fewest in the nation in that fime frame.

The 14-point victory over Stanford is the Aztecs largest over a Pac-12 opponent since beating No. 20 UCLA by 15 points (73-58) on Nov.
5, 2020.

San Diego State committed just seven furnovers in the game against Stanford. In its three games against Pac-12 opponents this season,
SDSU had only 20 turnovers (6.7 per game) while its three Pac-12 opponents had 43 (14.3 per game).

Micah Parrish (15 points, 10 rebounds) and Jaedon LeDee (13 points, 10 rebounds) finished the UC San Diego game with double dou-
bles. It marked the 54 time since 1979 that two Aztecs had a double double in the same game and first since Winston Shepard (20 points,
10 rebounds) and Malik Pope (10 points, 12 rebounds) did it against Washington on March 21, 2016, in the second round of the 2016 NIT.
Reese Waters was named the SoCal Showcase MVP; scored a career-high 24 points and grabbed a career-best seven rebounds while also
going 10-of-10 from the charity stripe vs. California.

Against Washington, Jaedon LeDee hecame the first Aztec since at least 1996-97 1o have at least 34 points and 17 rebounds in a game
and is the only player in Mountain West history to do it and shoot at least 50.0 percent.

Following the Washington game, Jaedon LeDee was the second Division | player over the last 10 seasons to score 20+ points on at least
55.0 percent shooting in the first five games of a season, joining Obi Toppin in 2019-20 enroute fo the Wooden Award.

Juedon LeDee was named the Tournament MVP and along with Micah Parrish were selected for the all-tournament team at the
Continental Tire Main Event.

HOME FLOOR DOMINANCE IN THE MOUNTAIN WEST

The 10 teams in the Mountain West had a combined home court record of 101-33 (.754) following the games of Feb. 10.

In a rare instance, the road teams won the majority of games on Feb. 6 (4-of-5). It was the first fime since the league schedule started
that the road team won the majority of games on a day.

In conference home games, two teams have yet to suffer a loss: San Diego State (5-0) and Colorado State (6-0).

In all games, Eight of the 10 programs have a .500 or better mark on its home floor, with Air Force (4-9) and San Jose State (5-6) the
lone teams with losing records.

Colorado State (13 wins), Nevada (12), San Diego State (11), Utah State (11) and New Mexico (11) have won the most games on their
home floor this season.

San Diego State (11-0) is the only Mountain West program that hasn't lost on its home floor in 2023-24.

HOME COURT ADVANTAGE

San Diego State has advanced to the NCAA tournament 10 of the last 12 seasons in which a national championship has been crowned, and
has an NIT national semifinalist appearance during that span as well. One reason for the success is that Viejas Arena is a very tough place for
opponents. Since the start of the 2009-10 campaign, San Diego State has the sixth-highest winning percentage in the country, amassing a
210-25 home record, winning 89.4 percent of its home games during that span.

In the midst of the 2023-24 season, here are a few of the categories to keep an eye on.

In its last 246 home games, San Diego State has compiled a 220-26 mark (89.4 percent), including a 114-12 record (90.5 percent) in ifs
last 126 home games against non-conference competition.

Since the start of the 2002-03 season, San Diego State has a 150-30 (83.3 percent) home record against conference opponents.

Since the start of the 2012-13 campaign, the Aztecs are 165-21 (88.7 percent) at home, including a 73-9 (89.0 percent) record in
non-conference home contests during that streich and 71-7 (91.0 percent) against non-top 25 non-conference foes.

The Aztecs are 82-11 (88.2 percent) in their last 93 conference home games and 79-9 (89.8 percent) in their last 88 non-conference
home games.




MORE HOME COOKING

In the last 70 home games, San Diego State is 65-5 (.929), with an average scoring margin of +16.9 points in those victories. In 51 of
those 65 home wins, the game was decided in the Aztecs’ favor by at least nine points.

The Aztecs are 52-5 (91.2 percent) in their 57 Mountain West Conference home games since January 24, 2018.

San Diego State is 76-6 (92.7 percent) in its last 82 home games dating back to January 1, 2019.

The Aztecs current 19-game non-conference home court win streak, started on November 9, 2021, against UC Riverside, and is the
second-longest in school history, trailing a 27-game win streak from Nov. 22, 2008 to Nov. 30, 2011.

San Diego State is currently 11-0 in Viejas Arena this year but has never had an undefeated home season slate as a Division | program. The last
time the Aztecs made it through the home portion of the schedule unscathed was 1966-67. That season, San Diego State went 16-0 at home
enroute to a 24-5 record. In the Division | era, SDSU has ended the home portion of its schedule with a single loss on nine occasions (1977-78,

2009-10, 2010-11, 2012-13, 2013-14, 2014-15, 2019-20, 2021-22 and 2022-23).

TOP GUNS AT AIR FORCE

At Air Force, San Diego State had its sharp shooters out in the first half and they were on target.

The Aztecs were an eye popping 14-of-20 (70.0 percent) from the field in the first 20 minutes. It was the second time in the Mountain West
era that SDSU shot it at an at least 70.0 percent clip in a first half (also: 70.4 percent on Jan. 22, 2021 at Air Force)

Overall, since the start of the 1999-00 campaign, San Diego State has shot at least 70 percent from the field in a half on four occasions,
the previously mentioned two times and twice in the second half of a game; 70.8 percent vs. UNLV on Jan. 26, 2019 and 77.8 percent af
Fresno State on Feb. 20, 2021.

SDSU was even better from the bonus distance, knocking down 8-of-11 triples (72.7 percent) in the first half. Was the third fime versus a
Division | opponent the Aztecs have hit at least 72.7 percent from beyond the arc since the start of the 1999-00 season. (also: 75.0 percent
at Nevada on March 9, 2019 and 72.7 percent vs. Wyoming on Jan. 28, 2021)

HOW WE WIN

For San Diego State, defense is the calling card. Following the games of Feb. 10, SDSU is rated No. 19 in KenPom's Adjusted Defensive
Efficiency.

San Diego State has won 109 of its last 118 games (108-9; 92.4 percent) when holding its opponent to less than 60 points.

San Diego State is 92-6 (93.9 percent) the last 98 times it has outrebounded its opponent.

San Diego State has won 201 of its last 231 games (201-30; 87.0 percent) when it limits its opponent to 30.0 percent or less from 3-point
range.

In ifs last 424 games in which it has forced ot least 10 turnovers, San Diego State has won 337 times (337-87; 79.5 percent).

San Diego State is 70-12 (85.4 percent) in its last 82 games in which it had blocked at least three shots.

San Diego State has won 32 of its last 36 games (32-4; 88.9 percent) when it limits its opponent o five or fewer offensive rebounds.
San Diego State is 71-19 (78.9 percent) in its last 90 games in which it has at least five steals.

San Diego State is 36-5 (87.8 percent) when Lamont Butler has multiple steals in a game.

San Diego State is 21-5 (80.8 percent) when Jaedon LeDee has at least five defensive rebounds.

CLOSING OUT GAMES

San Diego State is one of the elite teams when it comes to closing out opponents and chalking up the wins.

SDSU is 16-0 this year, 152-10 under Brian Dutcher and 405-14 in its last 419 games in which it has a lead with five minutes to play.
The Aztecs are 13-2 in their last 15 games that have been decided by one possession or which have gone into overtime.

Since Brian Dutcher ook control of the program (since the start of the 2017-18 season), San Diego State has won 23-of-37 games (23-14)
which have been decided by one possession or which have gone into overtime.

The John R. Wooden Award, presented by Principal and announced by the Los Angeles Athletic Club, is chosen by a poll of national college
basketball experts based on their performances during the 2023-24 season thus far, the list comprises of 20 student-athletes who are
front-runners for the sport’s most prestigious honor.

Under Brian Dutcher’s leadership, since the start of the 2017-18 season, the Aztecs have played 221 games and in 75 of them, SDSU has
taken a 10-plus point lead info halftime.

The Aztecs have a 96.0 percent winning percentage (72-3) when they lead by double digits at the intermission.

State (66-67 on Jan. 20), at Colorado State (71-79 on Jan. 30) 7 at Nevada (66-70 in overtime on Feb. 9).

o Among teams in the top 20 of the NET, through the games of Feb. 10, that have played at least nine Quad 1 games, San Diego State’s six
losses are fied with Alahama for the fifth fewest behind Purdue & Connecticut with two Quad 1 losses, Houston, Kansas, & Arizona with
three Quad 1 losses, Baylor, North Carolina & Marquette with four Quad 1 losses & Tennessee with five Quad 1 setbacks.

o Among the teams in the top 20 of the NET after Feb. 10, San Diego State is one of six teams which has not lost a Quad 2, 3, 4 or non-DI
game (also: Houston, Purdue, Dayton, Connecticut & Indiana State).

o Through the games of Feb. 10, San Diego State has the No. 14 NET strength of schedule.

NON-CONFERENCE RECAP

Here is a brief look at the Aztecs non-conference slate:

o San Diego State finished the non-conference schedule with a 6-0 home record and owns a 98-10 mark in non-conference home games
since the start of the 2002-10 season.

o Since the start of the 2019-20 campaign, San Diego State is 27-1 in non-conference home games and, including this season, has not lost
a non-conference home contest in four of the last five seasons. It's lone non-conference home loss since the start of the 2019-20 was a
62-72 defeat at the hands of Brigham Young on Dec. 18, 2020.

o San Diego State finished the non-conference slate 4-2 in Quad 1 & Quad 2 games, with both its losses coming in Quad 1 road games (at
Brigham Young and Grand Canyon) and a Quad 1 win at Gonzaga.

o The Aztecs went 3-0 in neutral site games and won the 2023 Continental Tire Main Event in Las Vegas after defeating Saint Mary's 79-54
and Washington 100-97. They then played California in the SoCal Showcase in San Juan Capistrano, Calif., and beat the Golden Bears
76-67 to win that event.

o Three of San Diego State’s four true road games were Quad 1 games and SDSU went 2-2 on the road in those games including 1-2 in
Quad 1 contests.

o Senior forward Jaedon LeDee, following the Continental Tire Main Event, was named Mountain West Player of the Week, NCAA March
Madness National Player of the Week, Lute Olson Award National Player of the Week, ESPN National Player of the Week, Oscar Robertson
Award National Player of the Week, and Continental Tire Main Event Most Valuable Player.

o Junior wing Reese Waters was named the SoCal Showcase Most Valuable Player.

TRAMMELL PLAYS BEAT THE CLOCK...AND WINS

If the Aztecs need a bucket in the last seconds of the first half Darrion Trammell is the man they call on. The senior guard has made five shots

in the lust three seconds of the first half, the first three of which came in three successive games.

o Three of Trammell’s last second shots broke a tie and sent the Aztecs into the intermission with a lead while the other two increased an
Aztec lead.

o Versus Washington (Nov. 19) Trammell splashed a 3-pointer with two seconds on the clock to send the Aztec to a 43-40 lead at the break
and SDSU went on to win the game and the Continental Tire Main Event with a 100-97 victory in overtime

o Versus California (Nov. 25) Trammell sank a jumper in the paint with three seconds on the dock to push the Aztecs advantage to 39-34 en
route to a 76-67 overtime win in the SoCal Showcase.

o Against Point Loma Nazarene (Nov. 27) Trammell nailed a driving layup, was fouled and completed the old school 3-point play with no
time left on the clock to give the Aztecs a 41-26 lead on the way to a 71-51 decision.

o Against Stanford (Dec. 21) Trammell drove into the paint and hit a jumper, with no fime on the clock, to send San Diego State to the locker
room with a 34-32 advantage. SDSU would go on to win the game 74-60.

o Against Wyoming (Jan. 23), Trammell hit a fall-away in the lane with three seconds to play in the half to give the Aztecs a 34-32 lead at
the break, en route to an 81-65 victory.

SERIES HISTORY VS. COLORADO STATE

This will be the 96th meefing between Colorado State and San Diego State with the Aztecs owning a 51-44 advantage in the series, including

0 39-17 lead in the Mountain West era.

o The Aztecs once railed the series, 12-29, (SDSU is 39-15 since that fime) and the last time the series was last tied was in 2017-18
(41-41).

o The Aztecs are 30-14 at home against the Rams, induding 20-4 in Viejas Arena, and have a 17-2 home record against (SU since the
start of the 2002-03 season.

o SDSU has won 28 of the last 36 regular-season matchups and 20 of the last 24 in Viejas Arena, since the inception of the Mountain West.
o In Fort Collins, San Diego State boasts a 13-11 record since the inception of the Mountain West (since the start of the 1999-00 season).



o Inits 13 victories at Colorado State since the start of MW play, SDSU has won by an average of 10.0 points and is shooting 49.3
percent from the floor (358-0f-726).

o SDSU has won four of the last six in Moby Arena, 6 of the last 10 and 12 of the last 18 games played on the Rams home floor.

© In eight Mountain West tournament games, San Diego State has won six games (6-2) with three of the Aztecs six wins coming by 10
or more points. SDSU has shot 43.8 percent from the field (192-0f-445) and has a 3.9 point per game advantage.

o San Diego State’s two longest winning streaks against Colorado State are a nine-game run from Jan. 29, 2008 to March 5, 2011 & a
five-game streak which started on Jan. 2, 2018 and was snapped on Jan. 2, 2021.

o Twenty one of the last 27 meefings between the teams have heen decided by 11 points or less (the outliers came in 2015 in Las
Vegas when the game was decided by 13 points, SDSU’s 19-point win at home in 2017-18, the Aztecs 22-point victory on Dec. 4,
2019, a 13-point triumph on Jan. 4, 2021, a 30-point dismantling on Jan. 8, 2022 and a 19- point victory on Feb. 21, 2023).

o SDSU has held Colorado State below 50.0 percent from the field in 37 of its last 38 encounters (CSU shot 53.8 percent on Jan. 30,
2024 & prior to that, the last time it shot 50.0 percent or better against SDSU was 50.9 percent on March 8, 2007).

o When SDSU shot 55.6 percent from the field on Jan. 24, 2018, 51.9 percent on Feb. 12, 2019 and 55.8 percent on Jan. 4, 2021, as
well as (SU's 53.8 on Jan. 30, 2024, it marked the only fimes either team shot 50 percent or better from the field in any of the last
30 meetings.

o Inthe last 38 meetings (29 of which have been won by SDSU), Colorado State has shot 41.3 percent from the field (869-0f-2,105).

o San Diego State has 10 turnovers or less in 14 of the lust 29 meefings (310 tofal; 10.7/g).

o The Aztecs have hosted Colorado State five fimes in its Mountain West home opener and are 4-1 in those games. (81-69 on Jan. 19,

"They did enough to win, and 15
turnovers is too many after two last game. They had 10. They shot 54 percent. They're a good team. | mean, this was a ranked team a week
ago, on their home court.”

(lifford added ten rebounds for the Rams (16-5, 4-4 Mountain West Conference). Stevens tacked on six rebounds to lead CSU. Joel Scott
(15 points) and Isaiah Strong (10 points) also finished in double figures for Colorado State.

The Aztecs (16-5, 5-3) were led by Reese Waters, who scored 17 points on 7-of-9 shooting while making all three of his three-point
attempts. Lamont Butler added 16 points, five rebounds and four assists just a game after matching a career-high with 23 points. Jaedon
LeDee posted 13 points and seven rehounds to continue his streak of ten or more points in every game this season. LeDee's first basket of
the night made him a member of the 1,000-point club, with 708 of those points coming over his past two seasons in the Scarlet and Black.

e Since his ascension to the top job, prior to the 2017-18 season, he has captured six Mountain West crowns and guided his team to the
championship game in the league tournament each of his six years.

In his inaugural campaign, in 2017-18, he was the only first-year Division | head coach to guide his team to the NCAA Tournament.

He is the only head coach in program history to win at least 21 games in each of his first six seasons.

His 151 wins in his first six seasons are a program record for victories in a coach’s first six campaigns.

His 169 wins to date are the most of any head coach who started at his current insfitution at the start of the 2017-18 season.

His .761-career winning percentage (169-53) is the seventh best in the nation since the start of the 2017-18 season.

At the start of the 2023-24 season, in a minimum of 100 games coached, Brian Dutcher ranked No. 4 among winningest head coaches
nationally with a .763 winning percentage.

o Dutcher is the No. 24-ranked head coach in the nation according to (BSSport.com top-25 and 1 coaches’ rating.

TO 1,000-CAREER POINTS AND BEYOND

At New Mexico, senior guard Darrion Trammell, who finished the game 12 points, eclipsed the 1,500-career point milestone and enters the

Colorado State game with 1,560-career points.

o Trammell is one of two active players, who stand 5-11 or less, that has scored at least 1,560 points since the start of the 2020-21 season
(also: California’s Jalen Cone).

o When the Aztecs played at Grand Canyon on Dec. 5, senior wing Micah Parrish started the game with 996-career points, scored 10 in the
game to pass the 1,000-point milestone and enters the Colorado State matchup with 1,153-career points.

o Senior forward Jaedon LeDee entered the Colorado State game with 998-career points, got to 1,000 on his first shot, finished the game
with 13 points and enters the Colorado State game with 1,061 career points.

Flynn scored 564 of his 1,355-career points while at SDSU, Bradley, who scored 2,322-career points, had 1,033 at San Diego State and
1,289 at California, Parrish has scored 536 in Scarlet and Black & 617 at Oakland, and LeDee totaled 292 points in 79 games at Ohio State
and TCU and 769 in the 62 games he has competed in for SDSU.

o Senior guard Lamont Butler comes into the game against the Rams with 886-career points and would need to average 14.3 points
per game in the remaining eight games guaranteed to the Aztecs (31 regular season games & ifs first game in the 2024 Mountain West
Tournament) fo reach 1,000-career points.

RENO, Nev. - After trailing for the majority of the game, No. 24-ranked San Diego State came back to take a late lead but ran out of steam
in overtime, falling 70-66 at Nevada on Friday evening.

San Diego State (18-6, 7-4 Mountain West) was led by Jaedon LeDee, who scored 20 points and grabbed seven rebounds. Darrion Trammell
totaled nine points for the Aztecs while Micah Parrish neared a double-double with nine points and ten rebounds. Parrish and Trammell also
combined for eight of SDSU's ten assists.

For the Wolf Pack (19-5, 6-4), Kenan Blackshear scored 22 points including eight of the team's ten points in overfime. Jarod Lucas scored
15 and Nick Davidson tacked on 14.

Nevada led from the first possession of the game until there was 6:46 remaining in regulation, when SDSU evened the score at 46. The
Aztecs claimed their first lead on a three-point play by Jay Pal with 3:47. The game remained close, with Nick Davidson making a layup with
five seconds remaining to force overtime. San Diego State had a chance to win in regulation but Trammell was unable to get a shot off.

When asked about the final play of regulation, Aztec coach Brian Dutcher responded: "Obviously, Darrion made some stepbacks and some
pull ups and that's what he tried to go to instead of pressing the issue to the rim where they might get a foul, so he's got to make them if he
takes them. He's got to draw a foul or make a basket. That's basketball. You have to make important plays if you're going fo win, and we
didn't make enough of them."

In the overtime period, SDSU started out by scoring the first four points before the Wolf Pack responded with six unanswered to take a two-
point lead. San Diego State tied things up with a pair of free throws before Tre Coleman scored a go-ahead layup with 12 seconds remaining.
Trammell missed a three at the end for SDSU before a Nevada rebound and pair of free throws ended the game.

JAEDON LEDEE NAMED MW PLAYER OF THE WEEK

Senior forward Jaedon LeDee was named the Mountain West Conference Player of the Week for the week ending Sunday, November 19.
The announcement was made for the conference office in Colorado Springs, Colorado on Monday, Nov. 20.

The Houston, Texas native, led the Aztecs to a 3-0 record while averaging 28.7 points, 12.0 rebounds, 2.3 assists, 2.0 steals and added
a block. In three games he shot 57.1 percent from the floor (28-of-39), including 50.0 percent from the bonus distance (2-of-4) and 84.8
percent from the line (28-0f-33). In addition, he dished out seven assists, had six steals and a block.

After wins over Saint Mary’s on Friday night and Washington on Sunday evening at the Continental Tire Main Event in Las Vegas, LeDee
earned inclusion on the all-tournament team and was honored as the tournament MVP.

In the championship game, a 100-97 overtime thriller against Washington on Sunday evening, he became the first Aztec since at least the
start of the 1996-97 season to total at least 34 points and 17 rebounds in a game and is the only player in Mountain West history to do it and
shoot at least 50.0 percent from the field. It was his second double double of the week. He shot 50.0 percent from the field (10-0f-20), and
77.8 percent from the charity siripe (14-of-18), with three assists, a steal and a block.

His 34 points against the Huskies marked the first time that an Aztec had scored 34 points in a game since Aerick Sanders versus Portland
on Dec. 31, 2003.

To start the week, LeDee equaled his career-high with 27 points against Long Beach State where he was 8-of-12 (66.7 percent) from the
field, including 1-of-1 from beyond the arc, and 10-0f-10 from the line with eight rebounds, three steals and two assists.

In the opener of the Continental Tire Main Event against Saint Mary's, LeDee went for 25 points on 10-of-17 shooting (58.8 percent),
induding 1-of-2 from distance (50.0 percent) and 4-of-5 from the line (80.0 percent). He had eight boards, two assists and two steals.

LeDee is the second Division | player over the last 10 seasons to score 20+ points on at least 5.0 percent shooting in the first five games
of a season, joining Obi Toppin in 2019-20 en route to the Wooden Award.

This is LeDee's first Mountain West Player of the Week award of the year and his career and the first for an Aztec this season.

JAEDON LEDEE NAMED CONTINENTAL TIRE MAIN EVENT MVP: PARRISH HONORED

For averaging 29.5 points, 12.5 rebounds, 2.5 assists while adding five steals and a block in wins over Saint Mary's, 79-54, and Wash-
ington, 100-97 in overtime, Jaedon LeDee was named the Most Valuable Player of the tournament and was included on the all-tournament
team.

BRIAN DUTCHER

Head Coach

Seventh Season @ 25th Season Overall at SDSU ® Minnesota, 1982

Brian Dutcher enters his seventh season as head coach after leading the Aztecs fo six
Mountain West fitle games, their conference-high 11th, 12th, 13th, 14th, 15th and 16th Mountain West
titles and four trips to the NCAA tournament, including a run to the 2023 national championship game.

Dutcher, who ascended to head coach following Steve Fisher’s refirement announcement on April 11,
2017, was on The Mesa for all of Fisher's 18 seasons. He held the title of associate head coach/head
coach in waiting for six years and is the program’s 15th head coach.

Over the course of his 24 years at San Diego State, Dutcher has helped the Aztecs reach the postsea-
son 17 times, induding 12 trips to the NCAA tournament, win a conference-best 16 Mountain West fitles
and record 18 seasons of at least 20 victories. He is the only coach in the 102-year history of San Diego
State men’s basketball to win at least 20 games in each of his first six seasons and his 151 victories are
the most of any first-time Division | head coach who began at their current institution since the start of
the 2017-18 season.

His .763-win percentage (151-47) entering the 2023-24 season is the best in program history, as is
his .550-win percentage (11-9) against top-25 opposition.

In 2017-18, Dutcher’s first roster as head coach featured a pair of seniors, Trey Kell and Malik Pope,
that had won multiple league titles and had NCAA tournament experience. The Aztecs won six consec-
utive games fo end the regular season and captured the program’s 11th crown, the Mountain West
tournament fitle, and returned to the NCAA tournament. Dutcher was the only first-year head coach to
guide his team fo the 2018 NCAA tourney and one of six to have won at least 20 games. SDSU finished
the campaign with a 22-11 record, with the 22 wins representing the most by a first-year Aztec men's
baskethall head couch and the second-most among first-year coaches that season.

The 2018-19 season saw the Aztecs return to the Mountain West championship game after twice
defeating nationally ranked Nevada, including a 65-56 viciory over the Wolf Pack in the semifinal of
the MW tournament. The team was 21-13, the 13th consecutive season with at least 19 victories.

In 2019-20, his squad ripped off a program-record 26 straight wins to open the season and peaked,
for eight weeks, at No. 4 in both the AP and Coaches top-25 polls, before finishing the regular season
at No. 6. The Aztecs went 30-2 on the year, induding 17-1 in Mountain West play and Dutcher earned
USA Today National Coach of the Year, Mountain West Coach of the Year (in both the coaches and media
polls), NABC Division | District 17 Coach of the Year and USBWA Disirict IX Coach of the Year. In addition,
he was a finalists for the 2020 Werner Ladder Naismith Men’s College Coach of the Year Award.

In program history, the feam’s 30 wins are the fifth most and its two defeats are the fewest. SDSU's
17 wins in MW play are the most in program history. lis one loss in league action is the fewest in the
Aztecs' Division | era and equals the fewest since 1926-27, when it moved from junior college to the
National Association of Intercollegiate Athlefics (NAIA). San Diego State opened the 2019-20 league
slate with a 15-game winning sireak also which set a Mountain West record.

Led by junior guard and consensus All-American Malachi Flynn, who would be a first-round selection
of the NBA Toronto Raptors, the team won the Continental Tires Las Vegas Invitational with a blowout
victory over Creighton and a 16-point comeback win against lowa in the championship game. In addi-
tion, the Aztecs handed Utah a 28-point loss in the Basketball Hall of Fame Classic, three days after the
Utes beat No. 6 Kentucky.

In the COVID-affected season of 2020-21, the Aztecs were once again the cream of the Mountain
West crop posting a 23-5 record, including a 14-3 mark in league play. San Diego State earned the
league’s regular season and tournament crowns an in the NCAA tournament were a 6-seed. For the
second consecutive campaign, Dutcher was named Coach of the Year of both the Mountain West and
NABC Division | District 17.

The Aztecs opened 2020-21 with a win over No. 22 UCLA and later won af No. 23 Arizona State. The
team reached the MW fitle game for the fourth straight season earning a measure of revenge in the
championship game, defeating Utah State, 68-57, which had had knocked them off in the previous two
league title games.

The team was led by seniors Matt Mitchell and Jordan Schakel, who became the 34th and 35th
players in program history, respectively, to score 1,000 points in their careers. Mitchell was named an
honorable-mention AP All-American honors, Mountain West Player of the Year, first-team All-Mountain
West, Mountain West All-Defensive Team, NABC first-team All-District 17, USBWA first-team All-District
IX, Basketball Times West Coast All-District Team, Mountain West Tournament Most Valuable Player,
Mountain West All-Tournament Team and was the sixth player, and first Aztec, in Mountain West history
to earn Player of the Year & Tournament MVP in the same year. Schakel was second-team All-Mountain
West, NABC second-team All-District 17 and a Mountain West All-Tournament Team honoree.

The 2021-22 campaign demonstrated that despite losing its top three scorers from the previous

season, the Aztecs reload while other programs rebuild. For the fifth consecutive year, Dutcher guided
the Aztecs to 20-plus wins (23-9), and a bid to the NCAA tournament, the third since taking the helm of
the program. If not for the cancellation of the 2020 NCAA tournament, SDSU, which was projected to be
aNo. T or No. 2 seed with a 30-2 record, the 2021-22 season would have marked the program’s third
straight, and fourth overall, NCAA appearance under Dutcher.

San Diego State authored a 79-49 dismantling of No. 20 Colorado State at Viejas Arena, the worst
beating SDSU has ever handed to a ranked opponent, and a 63-58 win over the No. 23 Rams in the
semifinal of the Mountain West Championship. Entering 2022-23, Dutcher was 5-0 against top-25
opponents in Viejas Arena and 9-6 overall against ranked teams.

Matt Bradley, a transfer from California, slipped seamlessly into the Aztecs offense, led the team in
scoring, 16.9 points per game, and was named the Mountain West Newcomer of the Year, first-team
All-Mountain West, second team NABC All-District 17 and earned hoth ESPN and NCAA March Madness
National Player of the Week honors. In addition, sophomore guard Lamont Butler was a Mountain West
All-Defensive Team designee and Chad Baker was the league’s sixth man of the year.

The years leading to 2022-23 set the stage for men's baskethall history. Following its 15th and 16th
Mountain West Crowns, San Diego State earned a No. 5-seed in the NCAA Tournament and began the
most epic run in program history. In its 10th appearance in the last 13 NCAA Tournaments, the Aztecs
ended five multi-game win streaks in snapping the College of Charleston’s 10-game win streak in the
NCAA First Round and Furman’s seven-game win streak in the second round. It then ended No. 1/2
Alabama's five-game win streak in the Sweet 16, Creighton’s three-game win streak in the Elite 8 and
Florida Atlantic’s 11-game win streak in the Final Four.

Micah Parrish had five 3-pointers and scored 17 for SDSU, while
newcomer Reese Waters added 15.

The Aztecs went on a 15-4 run after the Titans closed to 39-38
on Grayson Carper’s 3 early in the second half. The spurt started
when LeDee scored six straight points, including a coast-to-coast
dunk and a 3-point play. Elijah Saunders had a steal and dunk,
Parrish hit a 3 and Butler sank a jumper to make it 54-42.

The Aztecs say it's time to move on from last year's thrilling run
through March Madness.

Dominic Brewton scored 13 for the Titans. Max Jones had 11
points and Donovan Oday added 10.

San Diego State lost five key players from lost season’s team,
including leading scorer Matt Bradley and leading rebounder Na-
than Mensah.

SAN DIEGO - Three Aztecs scored in double figures led by senior
forward Jaedon LeDee's 15 points, 13 rebound double double, his
fourth in seven games this season, as San Diego State beat Point
Loma Nazarene 71-51 on Monday evening at Steve Fisher Court
at Viejas Arena.

“That was o good game for us” Aztec head men'’s hasketball
coach Brian Dutcher said. “Point Loma is a ranked Division Il pro-
gram. They played us without their best player tonight. They stretch
the floor, they shoot threes, and they provide a whole different
challenge than we have faced this year. We've played teams where
we're not even guarding certain players because they can’t shoot,
and we're frying to over-help, and this is a game where you really
can't help off anybody because they shoot the ball so well. They do
a good job spreading the floor, they run a good offense, and they
have a good team. We played a pretty good first half, even though
we got down, we had 15 baskets, and 13 of them assisted. We shot
51% from the field, made a lot of threes, and we played good
offensive basketball.”

Junior wing Reese Waters shot 4-of-9 from the floor, including
3-of-6 from 3-point range, and was 3-of-3 from the free throw line
for 14 points and added four rebounds, two assists and a steal.
Lamont Butler, a senior guard, had 10 points shooting 4-0f-9 from
the field with three rebounds, three assists and a steal. Senior guard
Darrion Trammell finished with game-highs of five assists and three
steals while totaling eight points.

Point Loma Nazarene hit two early 3-pointers to forge a 6-2
lead, but the Aztecs (6-1) responded with a 14-0 run over the next
3:38 of game time fo turn that four-point deficit into a 16-6 advan-
tage and never looked back. SDSU led by 15 at the half on its way
to a 20-point victory.

San Diego State shot 45.6 percent for the game (26-of-57)
while limiting the Sea Lions (4-3) to just 29.3 percent (17-of-58). It
is SDSU’s 15th straight win when holding its opponent to under 35
percent and the team improved to 50-2 in Brian Dutcher era when
holding its opponent to less than 35 percent.

Luke Smith led the way for the Sea Lions with 19 points. Zack

LA JOLLA, Calif. - Four Aztecs reached double figures highlight-
ed by double-doubles from Micah Parrish and Jaedon LeDee as
San Diego State beat UC San Diego at the buzzer 63-62 on Friday
night in LionTree Arena in La Jolla, California.

LeDee had a layup with 38 seconds left to play fo pull the
Aztecs (7-1) within 62-61.

Prior fo LeDee’s game winner, San Diego State only led for 28
seconds at the beginning of the second half. With 7:36 remaining
in the game, the Aztecs trailed 57-43 following a 10-0 Triton run.
The Aztecs did not lose faith, going on a 13-0 run to bring the
score fo 57-56 with just over two minutes fo go.

“We've got to weather the storm.” Parrish said on the team’s
attitude when they trailed by 14. “We knew they were going
to come in here and play hard. They had a great environment
tonight. They have a great team. We knew we had to come in and
step it up. We knew that we had to get stops and rely on defense
getting stops and getting stops. We got three stops in a row at the
end of the game. We knew we were going fo go down and score.
We just needed fo get stops.”

The Scarlet and Black outshot UC San Diego 41.3 percent (26-
of-63) t0 39.7 percent (23-0f-58) from the field and 38.1 percent
(8-0f-21) to 34.5 percent (10-of-29) from beyond the arc. The
biggest Aztec advantage came in rebounds, where SDSU led by a
43-28 margin overall and 14-5 on the offensive gloss.

After reaching the national tifle game lost season, the Aztecs
played a difficult nonconference schedule and lost road games at
No. 14 BYU and at Grand Canyon. Winning at Gonzaga will likely
be significant for San Diego State’s NCAA tournament resume come
March.

“We challenged ourselves. Most teams play a lot of these games
at neutral sites and we decided we were going to go fo Grand Can-
yon, we were going to go to BYU, we were going to go fo Gonzaga
and challenge ourselves,” San Diego State head coach Brian Dutch-
er said.

Darrion Trammell added a season-high 17 points, including 15
in the first half and kept the Aztecs hanging around through some
early struggles. But it was the end of the first half and start of the
second half where the Aztecs took control and built a big enough
lead to withstand Gonzaga's late rally.

RENO, Nev. - After trailing for the majority of the game, No.
24-ranked San Diego State came back 1o take a late lead but ran
out of steam in overtime, falling 70-66 at Nevada on Friday eve-
ning.

San Diego State (18-6, 7-4 Mountain West) was led by Jaedon
LeDee, who scored 20 points and grabbed seven rebounds. Darri-
on Trammell totaled nine points for the Aztecs while Micah Parrish
neared a double-double with nine points and ten rebounds. Parrish
and Trammell also combined for eight of SDSU's ten assists.

For the Wolf Pack (19-5, 6-4), Kenan Blackshear scored 22
points including eight of the team’s ten points in overtime. Jarod
Lucas scored 15 and Nick Davidson tacked on 14.

Nevada led from the first possession of the game unfil there was
6:46 remaining in regulation, when SDSU evened the score at 46.
The Aztecs claimed their first lead on a three-point play by Jay Pal
with 3:47. The game remained close, with Nick Davidson making
a layup with five seconds remaining to force overtime. San Diego
State had a chance to win in regulation but Trammell was unable to
get a shot off.

In the overtime period, SDSU started out by scoring the first
four points before the Wolf Pack responded with six unanswered to
take a two point lead. San Diego State tied things up with a pair of
free throws before Tre Coleman scored a go-ahead layup with 12
seconds remaining. Trammell missed a three at the end for SDSU
before a Nevada rebound and pair of free throws ended the game.

In a very physical game, San Diego State finished with 27 fouls
and Nevada had 25 while both team had a starter foul out (Lamont
Butler, SDSU; K.J. Hymes, Nevada). A defensive battle, each team
turned the hall over 16 times and siruggled from deep, hitting just
three 3-pointers each (all in the first half) despite the first three
baskets of the game coming from beyond the arc.

As Dutcher alluded to, Nevada outscored SDSU 15-6 on second
chance points. The Aztecs outshot the Wolf Pack from the bonus
siripe (85.2%-46.2%) but Nevada was better from the field
(46.2%-40.8%) and long range (23.1%-15.8%).

San Diego State returns home to Viejas Arena for a pair of big
Mountain West matchups next week. SDSU hosts Colorado State at
6 p.m. PT on Tuesday evening and No. 25-ranked New Mexico at
7 p.m. PT on Friday night. Tuesday’s game will be televised on (BS
Sports Network with a radio broadcast on San Diego Sports 760.

In February 21 399 Lost 1 SDSU is 66-22 in its last 88 games played during the month

In March 25-8 Won 8 The Aztecs are 71-25 in their last 96 March games

In April 1-1 Lost 1 SDSU beat Florida Atlantic (4-1-23) in first-ever April game, but lost to Connecticut (4-3-23) in the national championship game
