GENERAL TEAM NOTES
* Despite the loss, San Diego State is still tied with Brigham Young with the most victories (27) in the nation. Duke and Kansas, however, play later

on today.

* SDSU had its home winning streak snapped at 18 games, the second‑longest streak in program history (22, from Jan. 29, 1966 to Jan. 5, 1968). The

Aztecs entered today with the nation’s sixth‑longest active home court win streak.

* San Diego State had its seven‑game winning streak snapped. The school record for consecutive wins of 20 was set when the Aztecs won their first

20 games of this season.

* Despite the loss, SDSU has won 27 of its last 29 games (27‑2), 32 of its last 35 (32‑3) and 36 of its last 40 (36‑4)

PLAYER NOTES

* Kawhi Leonard (17 points, 13 rebounds, 4 assists, 3 steals) ‑ Recorded his 20th double‑double of the season and the 37th of his career... He has six

double‑doubles in his last seven games... Produced his 25th double‑figure scoring game of the season and the 49th of his career... Leonard has

reached double figures in scoring seven straight games... Led the team in rebounding for the 21st time this season... Has averaged 19.5 points and

14.0 rebounds in two games against the Cougars this season.

* Chase Tapley (11 points, 3 steals) ‑ Has a three‑point field goal in a career‑best nine consecutive games... Reached double figures for the 11th time

this season and the 24th time in his career.

* Billy White (10 points, 3 rebounds, 2 assists) ‑ Recorded his 12th double‑figure scoring game of the season and the 57th of his career... The double‑

figure scoring effort was his first since scoring 15 vs. Utah at Viejas Arena.

* James Rahon (10 points, 3 assists, 2‑for‑3 3FG’s) ‑ Posted his 15th straight game with at least one three‑point field, which extends his career long

streak... Produced his 10th double‑figure scoring game of the season.

* Malcolm Thomas (9 points, 11 rebounds) ‑ For the 10th time this season, he grabbed at least 10 rebounds in a game... He has reached double fig‑

ures in rebounding for the second straight game.
