AZTECS SEEK THIRD  CONSECUTIVE WIN  IN

FIRST MEETING WITH NO. 10/11 BOISE STATE

San Diego State plays its third home outing in
its last four contests when the Aztecs take on No.
10/11 Boise State Saturday at Qualcomm
Stadium beginning at 5 p.m. PT.

SDSU has won two games in a row, including
an 18-15 victory at Colorado State last weekend
to officially became bowl eligible for the second
consecutive season.

The Aztecs will put that winning streak to the
test in the first-ever meeting with the Broncos,
who joined the Mountain West this season.  

Last Saturday, Boise State fell from the ranks
of the unbeaten after being upset by fellow con-

ference member TCU (36-35), snapping their 35-
game home winning streak. 

Boise State still remains 10th nationally in
both the Associated Press poll and BCS stand-
ings, meaning SDSU will play a top-10 opponent
for the fourth consecutive campaign.  The match
up is also San Diego State’s third in 2011 vs.
schools currently ranked in AP top 20 (also
Michigan and TCU).

Saturday’s contest will be televised live
nationally on CBS Sports Network and is also
available to San Diego Cox Cable subscribers on
Channel 4 San Diego.

REVIEWING THE CSU GAME

n San Diego State recorded its sixth victory of
the season and became bowl eligible for the sec-
ond straight campaign. The Aztecs are now in
position to go to a bowl games in consecutive
seasons for the first time in the Division I era (43
years) and the first time overall since 1967-68.
n SDSU senior quarterback Ryan Lindley broke
the school’s career record for passing yards and
tied the school record for most career starts by a
quarterback which were both held by Todd
Santos (1984-87). He also set the league record
for most career passing yards.
n The San Diego State defense has allowed
opposing offenses to score no more than one
touchdown in the second half of all nine con-
tests. The Aztecs have given up only eight total
points in the second half of their last three out-
ings. Of the 199 points allowed this year by the
defense, only 55 have been scored after the break
and just 13 in the third quarter.
n SDSU held CSU to only 52 yards through the
air, the second consecutive game a San Diego
State foe has failed to reach the century mark
and the fourth time in nine contests in 2011. The
last time the Aztecs held an opponent to less
than 100 yards through the air in back-to-back
contests was in 2006 vs. Wyoming and Cal Poly.
n SDSU posted season highs for offensive plays

(87) and possesion time (40:36). The 87 plays are
the squad’s most in a single outing since the 2005
at Hawai’i when it ran 88, while 40:36 was the
team’s most since holding the ball for 42:05 vs.
UTEP on Nov. 17, 1979.
n San Diego State head coach Rocky Long teams
have now won at least six games in eight of his
last nine seasons as a head coach. His 6-3 record
through nine contests is the best start for an
Aztec first-year coach since Denny Stolz also
went 6-3 in 1986.

n San Diego State is looking to match its longest
win streak of the season and log back-to-back
campaigns with at least seven victories for the
first time since 1995-96.
n A victory would bolster the Aztecs’ resume
toward their goal of playing in a bowl game in
consecutive seasons for the first time in the
school’s Division I era and the first time overall
since 1966 and 1967.
n Saturday’s first-ever meeting between the two
sides features two of the country’s most prolific
passers in SDSU’s Ryan Lindley and Boise State’s
Kellen Moore.  The pair both rank in the top five
among active NCAA Division I leaders in career
passsing yards, completions, passing TDs and
total offense.

n Lindley set the San Diego State and Mountain
West record for career passing yards last week
and is slated to make his school-record 46th start
on Saturday. 
n Despite missing most of the second half at
CSU due to injury, Aztec sophomore Ronnie
Hillman remains second nationally in rushing
yards per game at 142.00. 
n SDSU ranks sixth nationally in turnover mar-
gin at +1.22 turnovers per game and has allowed
only 45 total second-half points. 
n San Diego State has more wins in football and
men’s basketball since the beginning of the 2010
football season than any team in the country. The
Aztecs have won 52 games during that stretch, 11
more than any other program in the country.

Bulldogs Qualcomm Stadium Aztec opp.; 1st meeting since ‘02
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NEED TO KNOW

n Since the beginning of the 2010 season, San
Diego State owns the 24th-best football winning
percentage in the country, having compiled a 15-
7 record during that span. 
n The 15 wins matches the most productive two-
year period for the Aztecs since posting a 16-7
record in the 1995 and 1996 seasons.
n SDSU ranks third nationally in tackles for loss
allowed (3.89), sixth in turnover margin (+1.22),
ninth in sacks allowed (0.78) and turnovers lost
(12), 10th in passing yards allowed (174.22), 13th
in fumbles recovered (12), 14th in turnovers
gained (23), 16th in fewest penalties (4.56), 18th
nationally in fewest interceptions thrown (6),
20th in punt return defense (4.70) and 21st in net
punting (38.83) and fumbles lost (6).
n San Diego State leads the Mountain West in
seven statistical categories - pass defense (174.2),
net punting (38.8), pass efficiency defense
(118.2), fewest penalties (4.56), fewest yards
penalized (42.00), tackles for loss (6.89) and tack-
les for loss allowed (3.89).
n With its win at Colorado State, the Aztecs
became bowl eligible for the second year in a
row after appearing in the 2010 Poinsettia Bowl.
Now in its 43rd season of Division I football,
SDSU has never gone to bowl games in consecu-
tive campaigns at the DI level. The last time San
Diego State played in bowl games in back-to-
back years was in 1966 and 1967. In both of those
seasons, the Aztecs advanced to the Camellia
Bowl under legendary coach Don Coryell.
n SDSU is outscoring its opponents, 141-55, after
intermission. San Diego State is allowing an
average of 6.1 second-half points and have not
allowed a third-quarter touchdown over its last
six games. The Aztecs have outscored their last
10 opponents (dating back to last season) in the
second half by a combined score of 172-62.
n SDSU ranks sixth nationally in turnover mar-
gin at +1.22. In its last 10 games, San Diego State
has posted four turnover-free games and three
games with just one turnover. The Aztecs have
been tied or had a turnover advantage in nine of
their last 10 games.

n Despite missing most of the second half due to
injury, sophomore running back Ronnie
Hillman remains second in the nation in rushing
(142.00) and eighth in the country in all-purpose
yardage (165.22). The La Habra, Calif. native is
one of 10 semifinalists up for the Doak Walker
Award, given to the nation’s top running back,
which was announced last Friday.  Hillman has
13, 100-yard games, 10, 150-yard games and
three, 200-yard games. He is the first SDSU play-
er since Marshall Faulk to record consecutive
1,000-yard rushing seasons and is second in
career rushing yards per game among all active
players in the nation at 127.7, trailing only
Oregon’s LaMichael James (135.9).
n Senior quarterback Ryan Lindley broke both
the school and conference record for career pass-
ing yards in the team’s victory over Colorado
State. Lindley beat the previous Mountain West
record of 11,365 by BYU’s Max Hall and bested
the San Diego State mark of 11,425 by Todd
Santos. He is slated to break another Santos
record Saturday when he starts his 46th game at
quarterback. Lindley ranks third among all
active FBS players in passing yards (11,494),
fourth in completions (869) and fifth in touch-
down passes (82).
n Senior linebacker Miles Burris leads the team
in stops this season with 55. He has logged at
least a half tackle for loss in 15 of the last 16 out-
ings and also added his sixth sack and third fum-
ble recovery of the year vs. the Rams. He is fifth
nationally and first in the MW in tackles for loss
with 15.5. Among active players, he ranks sec-
ond in career solo tackles for loss and fourth in
career total tackles for loss.
n In five of the last seven games, the Aztecs have
intercepted two passes and has a total of 11 in its
last eight games. Senior cornerback Larry Parker
has five interceptions this season, all coming in
his last 25 quarters of action. This year, the
human turnover maker has five picks, three
forced fumbles and a fumble recovery. He ranks
seventh nationally in interceptions per game
(0.56) and 22nd in forced fumbles per game
(0.33). He easily leads the league in INTs.

AZTECS vs. BOISE STATE SDSU-BOISE STATE: THE SERIES
n Saturday marks the first meeting between San
Diego State and Boise State in football. The Broncos
joined the Mountain West in all sports this season. 
n The Aztecs are 3-2 all-time vs. Div. I schools that
call the state of Idaho home. SDSU is 1-0 against
Idaho State (2004) and 2-2 in contests with Idaho
(last: 2009).  San Diego State is a perfect 3-0 at home
vs. such squads.
n The Aztecs are playing their first of two contests
this year against a team that represented the
Western Athletic Conference in 2010 (also Fresno
State). 
n SDSU’s Rocky Long is facing Boise State for the
third time as a head coach. Long was 0-2 vs. the
Broncos while he was at the helm of New Mexico,
dropping contests in Boise (20-9) in 1999 and in Albuquerque (31-14) in 2000. 
n Boise State has played at Qualcomm Stadium prior to this coming Saturday, as it participated in
the 2008 Poinsettia Bowl, losing to TCU in a battle between two top-11 squads.

n San Diego State offensive coordinator Andy Ludwig served as an assistant coach at Boise State
from 1995-96, tutoring the Bronco quarterbacks.

n Nov. 12, 2011 | Hughes Stadium | Fort Collins, Colo.
FORT COLLINS, Colo. – On an evening
when wind gusts caused havoc both in the
stands and on the field, the San Diego State
football team successfully battled the ele-
ments to find a way to earn its sixth victo-
ry of the season, edging host Colorado
State, 18-15.  The win was the Aztecs fourth
in a row at Hughes Stadium and made
them bowl eligible for the second consecu-
tive campaign.

Despite missing his first two field goal
tries, SDSU senior place-kicker Abelardo
Perez came through when it counted,
notching his second fourth-quarter game-
winner of the season from 37 yards out to
break a 18-18 tie with 5:49 remaining.  

The San Diego State defense then held
strong for the Rams’ final two possessions
of the game, forcing a punt on the first
drive and causing the home squad to turn
the ball over on downs after four consecu-
tive pass incompletions to secure the victo-
ry.

Colorado State actually had the early
lead, scoring a touchdown on a 63-yard
scamper by running back Chris Nwoke at
the 6:20 mark of the first quarter. Nwoke
would finish the game with 232 yards
rushing and accounted for 239 of his team’s
327 total yards.

The Aztecs didn’t trail for long, convert-
ing a third-and-7 and a fourth-and-1 to eat
up nearly six minutes on the clock, culmi-
nating in a 4-yard scoring pass from quar-
terback Ryan Lindley to tight end Alston
Umuolo.  

SDSU was set to knot the score at seven,
but Brian Stahovich bobbled the snap on
the extra point. Stahovich, however, recov-
ered in time to evade the CSU defenders
and find Chad Young in the end zone for
the team’s first two-point conversion in two years and a 8-7 advantage.

San Diego State added to its lead with another impressive offensive drive in the second quarter,
using 11 consecutive draw plays to go 56 yards and go up by eight points on a 1-yard Walter Kazee
plunge. 

The Aztecs moved into Colorado State territory on four straight possessions in the second and
third quarters, but each time came away empty as Perez missed on field goal tries of 22 and 44 yards.

CSU, meanwhile, took advantage of two SDSU personal foul penalties to start the fourth quarter
and tied the game at 15 when backup quarterback Garrett Grayson used his feet to score on a 4-yard
touchdown and also tack on the ensuing two-point conversion.

After a short kick-off, San Diego State got down to the Ram 20-yard line with the help of an 18-
yard reception by tight end Gavin Escobar and a 17-yard run by Adam Muema to set up the game-
winning field goal.

Lindley ended the night with 154 yards through the air, becoming the school’s and conference’s all-
time career passing leader with 11,494 yards.

n San Diego State head coach Rocky Long teams have now won at least six games in eight of his last
nine seasons as a head coach ... Long earned his 71st career victory on Saturday.

n San Diego State has won consecutive games overall and have won two straight road outings ... The
Aztecs are 3-1 on the road this season and have won five consecutive road games against unranked
teams at game time.

n The Aztecs have defeated Colorado State three consecutive times and now own an 18-13 lead in
the series... The Aztecs have won six of the last seven encounters, including the last four meetings
at Hughes Stadium.

n With the team’s victory tonight, Rocky Long already has more wins in his inaugural season at San
Diego State than the previous four first-year coaches - Brady Hoke (4 in 2009), Chuck Long (3 in
2006), Tom Craft (4 in 2002) and Ted Tollner (4 in 1994) ... Long’s 6-3 record through nine contests
is the best start for an Aztec first-year coach since Denny Stolz also went 6-3 in 1986.

n SDSU logged its first two-point conversion in the first quarter since the 2009 season, when the
Aztecs also had one at Colorado State on Oct. 24 ... On that play, Ryan Lindley successfully threw
a pass to Dominique Sandifer to give the visiting squad a 35-28 lead in the fourth quarter ...
Tonight, Aztec holder Brian Stahovich completed his second pass of the year (also vs. TCU) and of
his career with this one going to Chad Young.

n The Aztec defense has allowed opposing offenses to score no more than one touchdown in the sec-
ond half of all nine contests in 2011 ... This is the first time an opponent has scored in the second
half since the Air Force game ...  Air Force and TCU scored only 10 points, the most SDSU allowed
in the second half of a game this season (1 TD, 1 FG each) ... Of the 199 points allowed this year by
the defense, only 55 have been scored after the break (also 7 vs. Cal Poly, 6 at Army, 7 vs.
Washington State, 7 at Michigan, 10 vs. TCU, 10 at Air Force, 0 vs. Wyoming, 0 vs. New Mexico, 8
at CSU).

n SDSU held Colorado State to only 52 yards through the air ... SDSU foes have failed to reach the
century mark in passing yards in each of the last two games and in four of nine outings in 2011 ...
The last time the Aztecs held an opponent to less than 100 yards through the air in back-to-back
contests was in 2006 vs. Wyoming and Cal Poly.

n The Aztecs have now held consecutive opponents to a passing efficiency rating below 100 for the
first time since Oct. 29-Nov. 12, 2005. The 51.67 passing efficiency rating by Colorado State was the
lowest by an SDSU opponent since San Jose State was held to a 49.46 rating on Sept. 24, 2005.

n With one interception tonight, SDSU now has 11 this season, surpassing the team’s 10 picks in 13
outings last year ... The 11 interceptions are the most by the Aztecs since they also had 11 in 2009.

n SDSU did not allow an opponent to score in the third quarter of a game for the third consecutive
outing.  The Aztecs have surrendered only 13 total points in the third quarter in 2011.

LONG HAS SDSU OFF TO ONE OF THE BEST STARTS IN YEARS

First-year San Diego State head coach Rocky
Long has the Aztec program off to a good start. He
helped guide the Aztecs to their first 3-0 start in 30
years, ended the program’s 19-game losing streak
to Pac-10/12 foes, snapped SDSU’s 23-game losing
streak to automatic qualifying BCS teams and gave
the program its first win in the Eastern time zone
since 1972, all in the opening month of the season.

Other notes on Long’s inaugural season:
n Rocky Long’s 6-3 record after nine games is the
best start for a head coach in their SDSU tenure
since Denny Stolz was 6-3 after nine games in 1986.
n San Diego State is above .500 after the first nine
games of the season for only the second time in the
last 15 seasons.
n With six victories already, Rocky Long has
helped the Aztecs surpass their win total in six of
the last seven seasons.
n With at least three games left, Rocky Long
already has as many or more wins in his inaugural
season at San Diego State than the previous five
first-year coaches - Brady Hoke (4 in 2009), Chuck Long (3 in 2006), Tom Craft (4 in 2002), Ted Tollner
(4 in 1994) and Al Luginbill (6 in 1989).
n Long claimed his 71st Mountain West victory against Colorado State. That is the second-highest
total in the history of the league.

OFFENSIVE NOTES

n SCORING: San Diego State ranks 45th in total
offense (413.11) and 56th in scoring offense
(28.44)... San Diego State has compiled 1,352 yards
of total offense in the past three games combined
(450.7 yards per game)... The Aztecs have at least
400 yards of total offense in three of their last four
games... SDSU has scored 256 points through nine
games this season (28.4 ppg), which is more than
the team has had through nine games in 14 of the
last 15 seasons (lone higher nine-game total during
that stretch was last season (303 points; 33.7 ppg))
(see table on right)... San Diego State has scored 34 or more points in eight of its last 13 games and
has averaged 31.4 ppg during that stretch (408 points/13 games)... Prior to the Michigan outing, the
Aztecs had scored 21 or more points in 17 consecutive games for the first time since a streak of 19
straight from Nov. 30, 1968 to Oct. 31, 1970... That streak included the first 17 games SDSU played as
a Division IA team... SDSU has currently scored 21 or more points in 19 of its last 22 games... San
Diego State has scored points in 15 of its last 18 quarters... The Aztecs have committed two turnovers
or less in 24 of their last 30 games and went a Division I era record three straight games without a
turnover (prior to the game against Washington State)... San Diego State has posted 440 or more yards
of total offense in 14 of its last 23 games dating back to the final game of the 2009 season (prior to this
stretch, SDSU did it once in the previous 11 games)... The Aztecs have surpassed 500 yards of total
offense in four of their last 11 games... San Diego State’s 49 points versus Cal Poly are its most since
tallying 52 points against Portland State in the third game of the 2007 season (Sept. 22, 2007)...  The
49 points against Cal Poly were the second most ever in a season-opener and the most since scoring
56 points against Navy on Sept. 3, 1994 (Ted Tollner’s coaching debut at SDSU)... San Diego State’s 21
points in the fourth quarter against Washington State was its highest fourth-quarter output since
scoring 21 points at Wyoming, Nov. 30, 2010... San Diego State has shown remarkabale balance, rush-
ing and passing for more than 200 yards in three of the last four games.

n OFFENSIVE RUSHING: San Diego State ranks 29th nationally in rushing offense (195.11) and
22nd in rushing yards per carry (5.03)... Sophomore Ronnie Hillman is second in the nation in rush-
ing yards per game (142.00) (first place is LaMichael James of Oregon at 150.88 ypg)... Hillman had a
streak of six consecutive 100-yard rushing games, which was the longest active streak in FBS, broken
against TCU on Oct. 8... It was the third-longest all-time at SDSU, trailing Marshall Faulk (10) and
George Jones (8)... Hillman has rushed for more than 100 yards in three of his last four games (617
yards, 154.25 yards per game)... San Diego State has rushed for more than 200 yards in three of its last
four games (881 yards, 220.25 yards per game) and has 10 rushing touchdowns during that stretch...
Since the beginning of the 2010 season (last 22 games), the Aztecs have 47 rushing touchdowns... That
is as many as San Diego State has had in the 47 games prior to 2010 (includes every game from the
2007, 2008 and 2009 seasons)... SDSU has rushed for 200 or more yards in seven of the last 11 games...
San Diego State’s 292 rushing yards against Wyoming on Oct. 29 are the most for the Aztecs since a
294-yard game against Sanford on Sept. 20, 2003...  In the last 11 games, SDSU has 2,285 rushing yards
(207.7 yards per game) and 23 rushing touchdowns.

n OFFENSIVE PASSING: San Diego State ranks 73rd nationally in passing offense (218.00) and 77th
in pass efficiency (124.35)... The Aztecs have thrown just six interceptions this season which ranks
18th nationally... San Diego State has 40 passing touchdowns in their last 19 games, including 25 in
the last 12 contests... SDSU had 12 different players catch a pass this season, including seven players
in several games... At one point during the TCU game, San Diego State had thrown just one intercep-
tion in its last 196 pass attempts (Ryan Lindley had thrown 194 of those passes)... During the last 11
games, the Aztecs have 21 touchdowns through the air with five interceptions... SDSU had a passing
efficiency rating of 99.07 vs. Michigan, breaking a streak of 13 consecutive games with a passing rat-
ing of at least 100... That was the longest stretch since a 24-game stretch from Sept. 16, 1995 through
Sept. 20, 1997... Ryan Lindley’s streak of a touchdown pass in 17 consecutive games - the fourth
longest active streak in the nation - was broken against New Mexico... In his last 11 games, Lindley
has seven games with no interceptions (San Diego State is 6-1 in those games), three games with one
interception (2-1) and one game with three interceptions (0-1)... Earlier this season, Lindley put
together streaks of 112 and 82 attempts without a pick.

n TURNOVERS: In nine games this season, the Aztecs have a total of 12 turnovers... That ranks 9th
nationally in fewest turnovers in 2011... SDSU has won eight of its last nine games when having two
turnovers or less in a game... Earlier this season, San Diego State went a school-record three straight
games without a turnover... The span covered last season’s Poinsettia Bowl victory over Navy, and
2011 victories over Cal Poly and Army... During the stretch, the Aztecs went 213 consecutive offen-

AZTEC O-LINE IMPRESSIVE, AGAIN

With four returning starters on the offensive line, it should come as no surprise that San Diego
State has continued the fine play up front. The Aztec starting offensive line consisted of three seniors
(LT Tommie Draheim, LG Emilio Rivera and RT Kurtis Gunther) and two juniors (C Alec Johnson
and RG Nik Embernate). In the last game, junior Riley Gauld made his first career start for Embernate
at RG. Embernate is questionable for Saturday’s game.

In its last four outings - San Diego State has rushed for a total of 881 yards and 10 touchdowns.
Other notes on the offensive line:

n The starting five offensive linemen (counting Embernate) have combined to make 117 career starts.
Nik Embernate leads the group with 29 career starts. 
n SDSU has allowed seven sacks in the last 341 pass attempts dating back to the fourth quarter of the
Utah game on Nov. 20, 2010.
n After allowing a mere nine sacks a year ago, San Diego State is 12th nationally, allowing 0.88 sacks
a game.
n In the season-opening game against Cal Poly, the Aztec offensive line received high marks, helping
SDSU rush for 289 yards on 49 carries (5.90 yards per carry), while allowing no sacks and giving up
just two negative plays (for a total of four lost yards) in 77 offensive snaps). 
n Against Army, San Diego State rushed for 146 yards on just 25 carries for an average of 5.84 yards
per rush, with two touchdowns. Ronnie Hillman rushed for 117 yards, marking the fourth consecu-
tive game that he had broken the century mark. 
n Versus Washington State, San Diego State rushed for 227 yards and four touchdowns on 44 carries.
The Aztecs also had 37 pass attempts without a sack in the contest.
n Against No. 22/21 Michigan, SDSU allowed just one sack on 48 pass attempts and helped rush for
123 yards, with a per carry average of 4.2 yards.
n Against TCU, the offensive line allowed one sack in 42 pass attempts.
n In the contest at Air Force, San Diego State allowed no sacks in 21 pass attempts and rushed for 201
yards. The Aztecs scored 41 points against the Falcons.
n SDSU set season-highs for total offense (539 yards) and rushing yards (292) against Wyoming. San
Diego State running backs had 34 carries in the game and had a total of five negative rushing yards.
n The Aztecs rushed for 215 yards and five touchdowns against New Mexico. The five rushing touch-
downs are the most in a game for the Aztecs since Oct. 19, 1996.
n Last Saturday at Colorado State, San Diego State had three different running backs log 10 or more
carries, accounting for 173 yards rushing and a touchdown. In addition, the o-line did not allow a
sack in 35 pass attempts.

DEFENSIVE NOTES

n OVERALL: San Diego State ranks 35th national-
ly in scoring defense (22.11) and 55th in total
defense (375.11)... The Aztecs are coming off a pair
of strong defensive performances... In the last two
games combined, SDSU has allowed just 22 points,
20 first downs, 449 yards of total offense and a 26.7
third-down conversion rate (8-for-30)... Against
Colorado State, the defense allowed 287 yards of
total offense, 130 of which came on two plays... For
the rest of the game, CSU had 157 yards of offense
on 50 plays... The week before against New Mexico,
the unit allowed seven points, eight first downs
and 162 yards of total offense... The 162 yards
allowed was the fourth-lowest total for a San Diego State opponent in school history and the lowest
output since Nov. 7, 1998... The eight first downs allowed were the fewest by the Aztecs since giving
up eight first downs on Dec. 19, 1998... After intermission against Wyoming, SDSU allowed no points,
104 yards of total offense with five first downs... That has been a trend throughout the season... In the
second half at Air Force, San Diego State allowed 10 points, 224 total yards and forced three
turnovers... After intermission, TCU scored 10 points (on drives totaling 56 yards) and totaled 165
yards, while forcing two fumbles... At Michigan, the Wolverines had seven points on 166 yards of total
offense, while forcing three turnovers in the second half... In the second half of the nine games this
season, the Aztec defense has allowed 55 points, 1,247 yards and forced 14 turnovers (that equates
into the following second-half averages: 6.1 points, 138.6 yards and 1.6 forced turnovers)... Of
Washington State’s 419 yards of offense, 158 came on two plays, meaning the Cougars had 261 yards
on their other 68 offensive plays (3.84 per play)... The defense was on the field for 84 plays and 42:11
at Army... The SDSU defense secured the victory, holding Army on downs after the Black Knights had
first and 10 on the Aztec 29 on their final drive of the game... The San Diego State defense improved
as the game against Cal Poly progressed, yielding just 10 yards of offense in the third quarter and a
mere 105 yards after halftime... The Aztecs limited the Mustangs to six straight 3-and-outs at one
point in the game, nine 3-and-outs for the contest and held Cal Poly to four yards or less on 10 of their
15 drives... Of Cal Poly’s 284 yards of offense, 101 came on two plays... That means Cal Poly had 183

n RUSH DEFENSE: San Diego State is 102nd nationally in rushing yards per game (200.89), which
is misleading due to playing three option teams (Cal Poly, Army, Air Force), including each of the
first two weeks, and a Michigan squad that ran the ball 45 times (only 19 passes)... It may be the most
misleading stat in the country, as the Aztecs have defended 398 rushes which is the 29th-highest total
in the nation this season and the fourth-most among teams that have played nine games... The Aztecs
allowed just 33 rushing yards on 23 attempts against New Mexico... SDSU did not allow a rushing
touchdown against Washington State, despite defending 28 carries... Washington State’s longest rush
of the day went for 11 yards... San Diego State has recovered 12 opponent fumbles this season, the
13th-highest total in the country (the national leaders have 17 fumles recovered).

n PASS DEFENSE: The Aztecs are 10th nationally
in pass defense (174.22) and 35th in pass efficency
rating (118.15)... SDSU has not allowed a passing
touchdown in five of nine games this season... San
Diego State has 31 pass breakups and 11 intercep-
tions in 217 opponent pass attempts this season...
The Aztecs have interecepted two or more passes
in five of the last seven games (11 total)... SDSU
gave up only 43 passing yards at Army, the team’s
fewest allowed since North Carolina threw for only
33 yards in the 1998 Las Vegas Bowl... Against New
Mexico, San Diego State allowed 88 passing yards...
The Aztecs have not allowed a touchdown pass in
two consecutive games... SDSU’s last two oppo-
nents have posted 52 and 88 yards through the air...
It is the first time that San Diego State has held consecutive opponents to less than 100 yards pass-
ing since Oct. 28 and Nov. 4, 2006... The Aztecs have held consecutive opponents to a passing effi-
ciency rating of less than 100 for the first time since  Oct. 29 and Nov. 12, 2005.

MILES MARKS

Aztec senior linebacker Miles Burris, a Butkus, Lombardi and Nagurski Award candidate, is put-
ting together a special season. Burris ranks first on the squad in tackles (55) and leads the team in
tackles for loss (15.5), sacks (6) and fumble recoveries (3). Burris has recorded at least a half tackle for
loss in 15 of the last 16 outings and 20 of the last 22 contests.  The Granite Bay, Calif., native has
pushed his career total of tackles for loss to 43.0 (fifth all-time at SDSU) and 17.0 sacks (tied for eighth
all-time at SDSU). Burris also enters the Colorado State outing with a streak of 35 consecutive games
with at least one tackle, dating back to the 2008 contest with Utah.

MAKING THE ADJUSTMENTS

The San Diego State coaching staff has earned its pay with halftime adjustments this season. In
nine games to date, the Aztec defense has decreased scoring and total yards from the first half to the
second half in eight of the games. In fact, in nine second halves this season, SDSU has allowed just
55 points and a mere 1,196 yards of offense in those nine halves of football.

A LOOK BACK AT THE 3-0 START
Although it has come and gone, the 3-0 start was notable for many reasons:

n San Diego State opened 3-0 for the first time since 1981 (30 seasons). Prior to this season, the Aztecs
had only posted four 2-0 starts since 1981, and failed to win the third game in all four previous occa-
sions.
n Rocky Long was one of only five first-year coaches who started this season with victories in each
of his first three outings, joining Robbie Caldwell (Vanderbilt), Brady Hoke (Michigan), Will
Muschamp (Florida) and Dennis Shaw (Stanford). Long’s accomplish is a bit more impressive as the
other first-year coaches are at schools where their employer has gone 3-0 rather recently.

n With the 3-0 start, Rocky Long accomplished something the previous six Aztec head coaches were
unable to accomplish while on The Mesa (Denny Stolz, Al Luginbill, Ted Tollner, Tom Craft, Chuck
Long and Brady Hoke).
n In 43 seasons at the Division I level (including this season), San Diego State has opened 3-0 eight
times (1969, 1970, 1972, 1975, 1976, 1977, 1981 and 2011). In the seven previous seasons with a 3-0
start, the Aztecs have gone a cumulative record of 64-13. That breaks down to an average of 9.1 wins
and 1.9 losses.

BERHE TABBED MW CO-DEFENSIVE PLAYER OF THE WEEK

n For the first in his career, San Diego State defensive back Nat Berhe has been named the Mountain
West co-Defensive Player of the Week for his performance in last Saturday's game against Colorado
State, the conference office announced Monday. 
Berhe tied a team-high with six tackles, including his first two for a loss this season. He also forced a
fumble and had an interception in San Diego State's 18-15 win at Colorado State. 
The 5-foot-10 sophomore forced two turnovers on consecutive Ram drives in the second quarter. The
first came at the SDSU 24-yard line, when Berhe forced the first fumble of his career, which was recov-
ered by the Aztecs. On the next Colorado State series, he recorded his first interception against a MW
opponent and second of the year. With the victory, SDSU became bowl-eligible for the second straight
season. 

SDSU TABBED TO FINISH FOURTH IN THE MOUNTAIN WEST

n For the first time in seven seasons, the San Diego State football team was picked to finish in the
upper division of the Mountain West, coming in fourth place with 160 points in the 2011 preseason
poll, which is voted on by media representatives who cover the conference. 

Released at the league's annual media day in Las Vegas, the MW preseason poll has the Aztecs
picked for fourth place, their highest projected finish since being pegged for third in 2004. Last sea-
son, San Diego State was projected to come in sixth place, but ended up in a tie for third after post-
ing a 9-4 overall record and a 5-3 mark in Mountain West play. It marked the fifth time in the last six
seasons that SDSU has finished at or higher than its projected finish. 

MW newcomer Boise State was picked to win the league title in 2011, capturing 28 of the 31 first-
place votes and earning 236 points overall. The Broncos were followed by TCU, Air Force, San Diego
State, Colorado State, Wyoming, UNLV and New Mexico. 

FAULK INDUCTED INTO PRO FOOTBALL HALL OF FAME

n Former San Diego State running back Marshall Faulk was inducted into the Pro Football Hall of
Fame on Aug. 6 in Canton, Ohio, along with Deion Sanders, Shannon Sharpe, Richard Dent, Ed Sabol,
Les Richter and Chris Hanburger. 

A three-time All-American (1991-93), Faulk holds the SDSU record for most 300-, 200-, and 100-
yard rushing performances by a player and the record for the most 200-yard rushing efforts in a sin-
gle season. He led the nation in rushing as a freshman in 1991 with 1,429 yards and in 1992 as soph-
omore with 1,630 yards. Faulk finished in the top nine of the Heisman Trophy balloting in all three
of his seasons, including second in 1992 and fourth in 1993. In his time as an Aztec, he rushed for
4,589 yards and 57 touchdowns. 

San Diego State's all-time career leading rusher was the second overall pick by the Indianapolis
Colts in the 1994 NFL Draft. A seven-time NFL Pro Bowl selection, he rushed for 1,000 yards in seven
of his first eight seasons. Faulk was named NFL Most Valuable Player in 2000, after setting a single-
season record for touchdowns (26) that included a league-leading 18 rushing scores. He also won the
world championship with the St. Louis Rams in Super Bowl XXXIV on Jan. 30, 2000.

SAN DIEGO – The San Diego State football team put on an impressive
performance on both sides of the ball, downing Cal Poly, 49-21. With the
win before 34,384 fans at Qualcomm Stadium, SDSU claimed its season
opener in consecutive years for the first time since 2003-04.

SDSU wasted no time kicking off the 2011 season, marching 81 yards on
just six plays to take an early 7-0 lead on a Ronnie Hillman 2-yard run.
After a punt, San Diego State scored a TD on three consecutive drives to
open up a 28-14 lead at the half.

Quarterback Ryan Lindley found Gavin Escobar for a 3-yard touchdown
pass in the first quarter, and Dylan Denso on touchdown passes of 3 and
33 yards in the second quarter to account for the Aztecs’ other first-half
scores, while Cal Poly countered with a 3-yard run by Mark Rodgers and
a 17-yard rushing score by Jake Romanelli.

Despite not mounting much of an offensive attack in the third, the SDSU
defense came up big after the break, keeping the Mustangs to just 10 total
yards of offense. Lindley threw his fourth touchdown of the game and in
the process broke Todd Santos’ school record for career touchdowns with
his 71st on an 18-yard pass to Colin Lockett.

Hillman scampered for a  27-yard touchdown run in the fourth quarter
to put San Diego State up 42-14. Following a 2-yard rushing touchdown by
Cal Poly’s Andre Broadous, Lockett responded with a 94-yard kickoff
return for the final score of the game. Lockett’s kickoff return was the
longest by an Aztec since 1997, and the eighth-longest return in school his-
tory.

Besides outgaining the Mustangs, 492-284, SDSU had 10 more first
downs (22-12) than Cal Poly, outrushed the visitors, 289-137, and had 203
passing yards to the Mustangs’ 147. Additionally, San Diego State had the
ball 36:08 compared to just 23:52 for Cal Poly.

Hillman led the Aztec offensive attack with 189 yards on 28 carries and
two scores. It was his seventh 100-yard game of his career, all which have
eclipsed the 150-yard barrier. 

Lindley passed for 203 yards and four touchdowns, while Denso (66
yards, 2 TD) and Escobar (36 yards, TD) each caught four passes. Lockett,
meanwhile, had three catches for 82 yards and a touchdown.

GAME 2 Sept. 10 w Michie Stadium (26,778)

at Army
WEST POINT, N.Y. – On a weekend when emotions ran high as the nation
commemorated the Sept. 11 tragedy, San Diego State survived its’ first-ever
trip to the state of New York by edging a determined Army squad, 23-20,
in front of 26,778 fans at Michie Stadium.  With the victory, the Aztecs start-
ed a campaign at 2-0 in back-to-back seasons for the first time since 1976-
77.

The game got off to a very good start for the visitors, as quarterback
Ryan Lindley found wideout Colin Lockett on the second offensive play
for a 68-yard touchdown strike only 33 seconds into the contest. 

Army, meanwhile, fumbled on each of its first two possessions with the
Aztecs taking advantage of the second one with a 16-yard scoring run from
running back Ronnie Hillman to jump ahead 14-0.

The Black Knights cut their deficit in half on the first of three rushing
touchdowns on the day by quarterback Trent Steelman and headed into
the break tied, as the SDSU offense went scoreless in the second quarter.

The Aztecs finally got back on the board on their final drive of the third
quarter, as Hillman caught a 24-yard pass and rushed four times for 45
yards, including a 20-yard scoring effort, to put them ahead, 20-14.  

The advantage would have been seven, however, SDSU place-kicker
Abelardo Perez missed the extra point.  Army had a chance to take the lead
for the first time to start the fourth quarter, but it returned the favor by also
missing an extra point following a TD, as the game was once again knot-
ted.

Starting from their own 20-yard line, the Aztecs drove 55 yards to set up
what would turn out to be a game-winning 42-yard Perez field goal.  

Army tried to answer with an incredible 17-play drive that ate up near-
ly eight and a half minutes on the clock and got it all the way down to the
SDSU 25-yard line.  Over the next four plays, however, the Black Knights
moved backwards after they were flagged for a 5-yard penalty, gave up a
6-yard sack and threw two incomplete passes, including one on fourth
down, giving the ball back and securing the Aztecs’ 23-20 victory.

Overall, Army held a huge advantage in total offense (446-292) and time
of possession (42:11-17:49), but had three drives ended by fumbles and two
more turned over on downs.  On the flip side, SDSU did not commit a
turnover for the third outing in a row (longest streak in the program’s divi-
sion I history) and was called for only three penalties for 10 total yards. 

Hillman logged his fourth consecutive 100-yard rushing effort with 117
yards, while Lockett posted his first 100-yard receiving outing with five
catches for 113 yards. Defensively, SDSU was led by Jerome Long, who had
a career-high 10 tackles and a sack, and junior linebacker Rob Andrews,
who posted a career-best nine stops and a forced fumble.

vs. Washington State
SAN DIEGO – As they say, streaks are meant to be broken and that’s just
what the Aztec football team did with its come-from-behind 42-24 victory
over Washington State.  

Not only did a San Diego State win give the program its’ first 3-0 start in
30 years, but it was also the team’s first victory over a current Pac-12  foe in
16 seasons and was the first win against a team from an automatic BCS
qualifying conference in 12 years.

In front of the largest home crowd to ever see a regular-season contest
(57,286), the Aztecs erupted for 21 fourth-quarter points and held the
nation’s highest scoring offense to just one touchdown after the break.

The game, however, initially got off to a very inauspicious start for the
home team, as the Cougars scored on their first offensive snap on an 80-
yard pass play from Marshall Lobbestael to Marquess Wilson.

SDSU countered with two rushing touchdowns from sophomore Ronnie
Hillman, which sandwiched a 48-yard WSU field goal, before the first
quarter even came to an end.

After combining for 28 points in the first 15 minutes, the Cougars were
the only team to find the scoreboard again before the break, reclaiming a
17-14 advantage as the Aztecs committed a pair of turnovers in
Washington State territory, including a fumble on the 16-yard line.

WSU took its largest lead of the night at the 12:03 mark of the third quar-
ter when Lobbestael and Wilson hooked up again, this time on a 78-yard
catch and run to go up by 10 at 24-14.

The Cougar defense forced the SDSU offense to punt on its very next
possession, but a roughing the punter penalty extended the drive. Three
plays later, Aztec quarterback Ryan Lindley found tight end Gavin Escobar
open on the left sideline for a 25-yard touchdown.

After missing a 39-yard field goal that would have equalized the game,
SDSU scored on each of its next two possessions in the fourth quarter on a
1-yard and a 59-yard Hillman run.  The Aztecs later tacked on another
seven points on Escobar’s second TD to secure the 42-24 win.

The San Diego State defense was simply outstanding in the fourth quar-
ter, holding the Cougars to 62 yards of offense and forcing three turnovers,
including two on back-to-back interceptions by cornerback Larry Parker.

Hillman, meanwhile, tallied his fifth-straight 100-yard rushing game
with  191 yards on a career-best 32 carries, while matching his career high
with the four scores.

GAME 4 Sept. 24 w Michigan Stadium (110,707)

at No. 22/21 Michigan
ANN ARBOR, Mich. – In a battle between two unbeaten football teams,
San Diego State managed only seven points in nine trips into Michigan ter-
ritory, as the Wolverines used a 21-point first half to hand the Aztecs their
first loss of season, 28-7, in front of 110,707 fans in Ann Arbor.

SDSU fumbled three times inside the Michigan 40-yard line and also
turned the ball over three times on downs, negating a second-half defen-
sive effort that saw the Aztecs allow only seven points and force three
turnovers.

The Wolverines, meanwhile, were led by quarterback Denard Robinson,
who found the end zone three times in the first half and completed the
game with 21 carries for 200 yards and also threw for another 93 yards.

After a short SDSU punt to open the game, Michigan drove 61 yards in
just six plays, capped by a 5-yard Robinson run to give the host a 7-0 lead.

The Aztecs seemed headed to equalize the score on their next posses-
sion, overcoming a first and 20 from their own 20-yard line and crossing
midfield.  Following two consecutive 7-yard gains, San Diego State run-
ning back Ronnie Hillman lost the ball in a pile of Michigan tacklers.  The
fumble was Hillman’s first lost since his first career carry in the 2010 open-
er, snapping a streak of 358 consecutive offensive touches without a give-
away.

Michigan, meanwhile, capitalized just a minute later, as Robinson broke
free for a 53-yard score to double his team’s lead at 14-0.

The SDSU offense got further into Wolverine territory when quarterback
Ryan Lindley completed two long passes to set up a first down at the
Michigan 36-yard line. After two rushes, Lindley misfired on consecutive
pass attempts, including one on fourth down, as the Aztecs turned the ball
over.

The Wolverines seemed to pick up right where they left off on offense,
getting down to the SDSU 35-yard line, but Aztec senior Larry Parker
forced a fumble for the second consecutive outing, which sophomore Nick
Tenhaeff recovered to end the threat.

In the second quarter, SDSU had another long offensive drive, convert-
ing three third-down situations and holding the ball for nearly seven min-
utes, before ultimately punting from the Michigan 43-yard line. 

The Wolverines had a clock eating drive of their own, but unlike the vis-
itors, turned it into points to take a 21-0 advantage into the locker room.

After giving up 247 yards in the first half, the Aztec defense kept the
team in the game, forcing Michigan into two INTs, a missed field goal and
a fumble on four consecutive offensive possessions in the third quarter.

San Diego State converted only one of those into points when Colin
Lockett scored on a 16-yard reception to cut the deficit to 21-7.

The Aztecs crossed midfield four times in the fourth quarter, but turned
the ball over twice on downs and once on a fumble, as Michigan secured
the 28-7 victory with one final touchdown to round out scoring.

SAN DIEGO – The San Diego State football team spotted TCU a 17-point
first-half lead and was never able to catch up, as the Horned Frogs earned
a 27-14 victory in the Aztecs’ 2011 conference opener in front of 44,248 fans
at Qualcomm Stadium. 

Mistakes plagued the SDSU offense throughout the game as TCU scored
17 of its points on turnovers and added another seven points after a
botched field goal attempt by the Aztecs on the other end of the field.

After holding the Horned Frogs to a field goal during their first posses-
sion of the game, SDSU marched down the field on a 16-play, 72-yard
drive, but came away with nothing after a fumbled snap on a field goal try
resulted in a turnover on downs. TCU took advantage of the mistake, put-
ting together a 9-play, 91-yard drive, capped by a 39-yard touchdown pass
from Casey Pachall to Antoine Hicks. 

The Aztecs seemed on their way to respond, as they drove the ball 74
yards to the TCU 3-yard line in only five plays. On the sixth play, howev-
er, safety Tekerrein Cuba forced SDSU running back Ronnie Hillman to
fumble the ball at the goal line and Elisha Olabode recovered it in the end
zone for a touchback.

San Diego State’s defense prevented TCU from scoring on the drive
though, as junior cornerback Leon McFadden intercepted a Pachall pass on
his own 15-yard line.

The Aztecs were unable to take advantage though, as quarterback Ryan
Lindley’s pass on third down was intercepted by safety Johnny Fobbs at
the 24-yard line and returned to midfield. 

On this occasion, the Horned Frogs took advantage of the turnover,
extending their lead to 17-0 on a 31-yard touchdown catch by Josh Boyce. 

The Aztec offense continued to struggle early in the second half as
Lindley threw his second interception on SDSU’s first drive. TCU once
again capitalized on the mistake, adding three points to its lead.

San Diego State finally caught a break midway through the third quar-
ter when fullback Chad Young forced Skye Young to fumble on a punt
return, which Vaness Harris recovered to put the Aztecs in scoring posi-
tion. Three plays later, Lindley connected on a 16-yard touchdown pass
with tight end Gavin Escobar to give SDSU its first points of the evening.

After a TCU punt, the Aztecs closed the gap to only six points with a 10-
play, 77-yard drive capped by a 4-yard touchdown pass from Lindley to
Young.

SDSU’s defense forced a three and out on the next TCU possession, but
Lindley threw his third interception of the evening, which the Horned
Frogs turned into seven points the other direction to seal the 27-14 win.

USAFA, Colo. – Two fourth-quarter touchdowns from Ronnie Hillman
were plenty for the San Diego State football team, as they cruised to a 41-
27 victory against Air Force in front of 27,490 fans at Falcon Stadium. The
win snapped SDSU’s two-game losing streak and improved the team’s
record to 4-2 overall and 1-1 in the Mountain West.

San Diego State struck first on its opening drive, notching three points
on a field goal after going 72 yards on 12 plays. Air Force responded by
putting together a 12-play 80-yard drive of its own to take a 7-3 lead.

The Aztecs had another long drive on their next possesion, putting
seven points on the board on a  27-yard touchdown pass from Ryan
Lindley to tight end Alston Umuolo to give SDSU a 10-7 lead.

Air Force once again responded, scoring its second touchdown of the
game on a 4-yard run from David Baska on an eight- play, 62-yard drive.
SDSU’s offense got a break on its next possession as Brandon Davis
returned the Falcons’ kickoff 98 yards to give the Aztecs a three-point lead.

San Diego State’s lead was short lived, however, as Air Force used the
remaining 5:50 of the second quarter to drive 53 yards and tie the game on
a 44-yard field goal.

In the second half, the Aztecs stepped up their defense by holding the
Falcons to 10 points. Despite Air Force notching the first points of the third
quarter on a 31-yard field goal, SDSU’s offense had little issue as it scored
the next 24 points of the contest.

After a 25-yard field goal by Abelardo Perez, the Aztecs tallied their
third touchdown on a 28-yard pass from Lindley to Colin Lockett, which
was set up by a fumble recovery, to give SDSU a 27-20 lead after three quar-
ters of action.

vs. Wyoming
SAN DIEGO – San Diego State outscored Wyoming 14-0 in the final 30
minutes, but could still not overcome a 17-point haltime deficit, as the
Aztecs dropped a 30-27 decision to the visiting Cowboys at Qualcomm
Stadium.

SDSU found itself playing catch up most of the evening, as the Wyoming
offense proved nearly unstoppable coming out of the gate. The Cowboys
scored four touchdowns on each of their first four drives and later tacked
on what would prove to be the game-winning field goal as time expired
heading into the locker room ahead 30-13.

The Aztecs actually led twice, scoring on their first offensive possession
for a 7-0 lead on a 44-yard touchdown reception by Gavin Escobar.

After Wyoming equalized, SDSU went back ahead just 49 seconds later
when Ryan Lindley found Ronnie Hillman open down the left sideline for
a 71-yard touchdown strike, the team’s longest pass play of the season.

After the schools combined for a 27-point first quarter, the Aztec offense
went dormant as Wyoming continued its streak of 23 unanswered points
and rolled up an outstanding 396 yards of total offense in the first half
alone.

The San Diego State defense finally woke up after the break, forcing
Wyoming to punt eight consecutive times, including a streak of five
straight three-and-outs, and allowing no points to leave the door open for
a possible Aztec come-from-behind victory.

Hillman nearly single-handedly led the SDSU rally, notching the longest
play from scrimmage in school history, as he got the ball at his own 1-yard
line and rambled 99 yards for the touchdown, the first of his two second-
half rushing scores. 

Trailing by just three points at 30-27 heading into the fourth quarter,
SDSU advanced into Wyoming territory three times, but came out with no
points as place-kicker Abelardo Perez missed a pair of field goals from 39
and 27 yards, with the latter being with under two minutes remaining.

The Aztecs still had one final chance to at least draw even, taking over
with 1:23 left to play. Despite a 25-yard competion on first down, a sack
and a false start penalty pushed the team in the wrong direction and it was
unable to convert a fourth-and-8 play near midfield, turning the ball over
on downs to officially end the comeback.

Hillman finished the night with 305 all-purpose yards, including 224 on
the ground for his third career 200-yard game.  The nation’s leading rush-
er also set two Mountain West records for most all-purpose yards in a con-
ference contest and longest-ever rush with his 99-yard effort.

GAME 8 Nov. 5 w Qualcomm Stadium (28,362)

vs. New Mexico
SAN DIEGO – After a slow start, the San Diego State football team
notched three second-half touchdowns to close out a two-game homestand
and keep visiting New Mexico winless on the season with a 35-7 victory at
Qualcomm Stadium.

The Aztec defense pitched a second-half shutout for the second consec-
utive outing and kept an anemic New Mexico offense to only 162 total
yards, including 74 on the ground and 88 through the air, and eight first
downs.  The 162 combined yards were the fourth-fewest allowed by SDSU
in program history and fewest overall since 1998.

Offensively, the home team scored all five of its touchdowns via the run
(most in a single game since 1996), put up 486 total yards and did not have
a turnover for the third time in 2011.

Both sides started the evening slowly, as New Mexico punted four
straight times and San Diego State punted on its first two possessions
before breaking through on a 10-play, 66-yard drive capped by the first of
three rushing touchdowns by junior Walter Kazee.

The Lobos crossed midfield for the first time in the game early in the sec-
ond quarter, but were later forced to punt from the Aztec 43-yard line.

Taking over from their own 11, San Diego State utilized nine rushes and
a pair of first-down completions from Ryan Lindley to Dylan Denso and
Osmond Nicholas to double their lead at 14-0 on a 3-yard Kazee run.

The Lobos answered on their next possession with a key 23-yard pass
from quarterback B.R. Holbrook to Martize Barr on third-and-6 to extend
the drive.  UNM running back Crusoe Gongbay then had a 14-yard recep-
tion and a 14-yard run, before recording his team’s first points in three
games from six yards out with only 32 seconds remaining in the half to
make the score 14-7.

Coming out of the break, San Diego State scored on three of its first four
possessions on a pair of 1-yard runs by Kazee and sophomore Ronnie
Hillman and a 3-yarder from Chad Young to round out scoring at 35-7.

The Lobos, meanwhile, never got past their own 40-yard line in the sec-
ond half, compiling only 41 yards of total offense and having two drives
come to an end on interceptions by Aztec junior Leon McFadden and soph-
omore Gabe Lemon. 

Defensively, SDSU senior linebacker Miles Burris led the way with a
team-high nine tackles, including 2.5 for a loss.  Offensively, Hillman had
29 carries for 141 yards for his seventh 100-yard rushing game in 2011.
Lindley pulled to within 26 yards of breaking the conference’s all-time
passing record, completing 16 of his 24 attempts for 271 yards.

at Colorado State
FORT COLLINS, Colo. – On an evening when wind gusts caused havoc
both in the stands and on the field, the San Diego State football team suc-
cessfully battled the elements to find a way to earn its sixth victory of the
season, edging host Colorado State, 18-15.  The win was the Aztecs fourth
in a row at Hughes Stadium and made them bowl eligible for the second
consecutive campaign.

Despite missing his first two field goal tries, SDSU senior place-kicker
Abelardo Perez came through when it counted, notching his second
fourth-quarter game-winner of the season from 37 yards out to break a 18-
18 tie with 5:49 remaining.  

The San Diego State defense then held strong for the Rams’ final two
possessions of the game, forcing a punt on the first drive and causing the
home squad to turn the ball over on downs after four consecutive pass
incompletions to secure the victory.

Colorado State actually had the early lead, scoring a touchdown on a 63-
yard scamper by running back Chris Nwoke at the 6:20 mark of the first
quarter. Nwoke would finish the game with 232 yards rushing and
accounted for 239 of his team’s 327 total yards.

The Aztecs didn’t trail for long, converting a third-and-7 and a fourth-
and-1 to eat up nearly six minutes on the clock, culminating in a 4-yard
scoring pass from quarterback Ryan Lindley to tight end Alston Umuolo.  

SDSU was set to knot the score at seven, but Brian Stahovich bobbled the
snap on the extra point. Stahovich, however, recovered in time to evade the
CSU defenders and find Chad Young in the end zone for the team’s first
two-point conversion in two years and a 8-7 advantage.

San Diego State added to its lead with another impressive offensive
drive in the second quarter, using 11 consecutive draw plays to go 56 yards
and go up by eight points on a 1-yard Walter Kazee plunge. 

The Aztecs moved into Colorado State territory on four straight posses-
sions in the second and third quarters, but each time came away empty as
Perez missed on field goal tries of 22 and 44 yards.

CSU, meanwhile, took advantage of two SDSU personal foul penalties
to start the fourth quarter and tied the game at 15 when backup quarter-
back Garrett Grayson used his feet to score on a 4-yard touchdown and
also tack on the ensuing two-point conversion.

After a short kick-off, San Diego State got down to the Ram 20-yard line
with the help of an 18-yard reception by tight end Gavin Escobar and a 17-
yard run by Adam Muema to set up the game-winning field goal.

Lindley ended the night with 154 yards through the air, becoming the
school’s and conference’s all-time career passing leader with 11,494 yards.
