At San Diego State: A defensive player-of-the-year candidate, who was one of the top de-
fensive players on the West Coast ... Is a big, strong tackler ... Seems to always be in the right
position to make the big play ... Worked his way up from special teams to seeing time at middle
linebacker as a true freshman in 2013 ... Started all 41 games at outside linebacker since 2014
... Was drafted with the 935th overall pick in the 315t round of the 2013 MLB Draft by the St.
Louis Cardinals ... Also pitched for the Mountain West Championship Aztec baseball team in
2015 ... Led the Aztecs in tackles 15 times over his career, including six of the 14 games last
year ... Had seven interceptions for his career, including three for a touchdown ... The three in-
terceptions returned for a touchdown were tied with Ricky Parker (1993-96) for the most in
program history and tied for the third most in FBS history among linebackers ... Also finished
third all-ime at SDSU with 244 interception yards, sixth in total tackles (301), tied for sixth in
assisted tackles (142) and for ninth in sacks (18.0) ... Had nine career games with ot least 10
tackles, including four times last year.

2016 (Senior): Was named a first-team all-Mountain West performer for a second straight
season, becoming the third Aztec linebacker in the MW era to be named a first-team all-con-
ference selection multiple times (also Miles Burris in 2010-11 and Morrison in 2002-04) ...
Also was chosen as a second-team Pro Football Focus All-American ... Was named the team’s
most inspirational player and also earned the team’s Dr. R. Hardy/CE. Peterson Memorial Tro-
phy (team captain award) ... Racked up numerous preseason accolades, including being named
to the Bronko Nagurski Trophy Watch List (national defensive player of the year), Bednarik
Award Watch List (collegiate defensive player of the year), the Butkus Award Watch List (top
linehacker) and the Lott IMPACT Trophy Watch List (integrity, maturity, performance, academics,
community and tenacity) ... Was selected as a quarterfinalist for the Lott IMPACT Trophy ... Also
was named the preseason Mountain West Defensive Player of the Year by ESPN College Football
2016 ... Was a preseason first-team all-league selection by the MW media, Phil Steele’s 2016
College Football Preview, ESPN College Football 2016, Sporting News, Lindy's Sports, Athlon
Sports and USA Today’s Paul Myerberg ... Lindy's deemed him the "No. 7 on MW's Top-10 NFL
Talent," the "MW's Best Pass Rusher" and a "SDSU Player to Watch" ... The Orlando Sentinel
called him a "Top 25 MW Player to Watch," while Campus Insiders labeled him as the "No. 2
(ranked player) on Five Big-Time Players in MW who Deserve a Bigger Spotlight” ... Was deemed
the “16th-Best Draft-Eligible Inside Linebacker” by Phil Steele and a “Top 25 MW Player to
Watch” by Orlando Sentinel’s Matt Murschel .. Pro Football Facus called him the fifth-best line-
backer prospect for the NFL Draft ... Has a team-high 116 tackles, 43 more than the next
player on the team, most by an Aztec in the Rocky Long defensive coordinator era (since 2009)
and most by a SDSU player since Russell Allen had 119 in 2007 ... Also had team-high 17
quarterback hurries, to go along with 11.0 tackles for loss, 4.5 sucks and three pass breakups
... Ranks 10th in the MW (68th nationally) in tackles per game (8.29) ... Led SDSU with 85
tackles on rushing plays ... Had a game-high 11 tackles (seven solo) and two tackles for loss
in the opener against New Hompshire ... Had a career-high 14 tackles (nine solo) fo go with
1.5 tackles for loss and an 8-yard sack in a start vs. California ... Also tied teammate Alex
Barrett with three quarterhack hurries for the most in the game ... Was named the Lott IMPACT
Player of the Week for his efforts ... Had nine tackles (five solo) and a game-high four quar-
terback hurries at Northern lllinois ... The nine stops ranked second on the team ... Had a game-
high nine tackles, leading the team for the 12th time of his career (third time this season) ...
Also had a 6-yard sack (and TFL) ... Had five tackles (four solo) against UNLY, tied for the
team lead ... Also had o tackle for loss, o pass breakup and a quarterback hurry ... Finished
with 10 tackles at Fresno State, the 13th time of his career that he has led the team in tackles
... Had three solo tackles, two pass breakups and a QBH against San José State ... Registered
five stops in a start at Utah State, including 0.5 sacks and a tackle for loss, while adding a
quarterback hurry ... Had a team-high eight tackles against Hawai'i, the sixth fime this year
he has led the team in tackles and 15th fime of his career ... Recorded seven stops (four solo)
with a 5-yard tackle for loss at Nevada ... Also had o quarterback hurry .. Finished with 11
tackles and 0.5 tackles for loss at Wyoming ... Reached double digits in tackles for the fourth
time this year and ninth time of his career ... Also added a quarterback hurry ... Came up with
seven tackles (four solo) and o 3-yard TFL against Colorado State ... The seven stops were fied
for the second most on the team ... Had another solid outing at Wyoming in the MW Champi-
onship, making nine tackles, a 5-yard sack (and TFL) and a game-high four quarterback hurries
... Hod eight tackles, an 8-yard sack (and TFL) and an interception in his final game vs. Houston
in the Las Vegas Bowl ... Was named a second-team All-Bowl pick by Athlon Sporfs ... The in-
terception was his first of the season and seventh of his career ... Finished his career with 301
tackles, just the sixth Aztec to eclipse 300 stops ... Also was ninth in sacks (18.0).

2015 (Junior): Was named a first-team all-Mountain West selection by the league’s coaches
and media, the first Aztec linebacker to make the first team since Miles Burris in 2010 and
2011, and just the second since 2005 ... Shared the team’s defensive player-of-the-year award
with Damontae Kozee ... Was named o third-team All-American by Phil Steele’s Magazine and
was on the magazine’s all-MW first team ... Was named a preseason second-team all-Mountain
West pick by Phil Steele and Athlon Sports .. Also was chosen as the league’s preseason defensive
player of the year by David Fox of Athlon Sports ... Deemed a “SDSU Player to Watch” by
Lindy’s Sports ... Had a team-high 98 tackles on the season in 14 starts, along with team bests
in tackles for loss (15.0), sacks (9.5) and fumble recoveries (2, tied) ... Also had two intercep-
tions (both for fouchdowns), two pass breakups, two forced fumbles and seven quarterback
hurries ... His 98 tackles only trailed Nat Berhe (99 in 2013) for the most in the Rocky Long
defensive coordinator era (since 2009) ... Tied for the most interceptions returned for a fouch-
down in Aztec single-season history (Leon McFadden - 2012, Tory Nixon - 1984) ... Ranked
second in the MW in sacks per game (0.68 (36th in FBS)) and sixth in the league in tackle for
loss per game (1.07) ... Led SDSU with 68 tackles on rushing plays ... Had a career outing vs.
San Diego in the opener, recording 10 tackles, 1.5 tackles for loss, two interceptions returned
for a touchdown, a fumble recovery and a quarterback hurry ... For his efforts, was named
the Walter Camp FBS Defensive Player of the Week (the first by an Aztec in the award's history),
the Lott IMPACT Player of the Week (also the first by an Aztec) and the MW Defensive Player
of the Week ... The two interceptions returned for a touchdown - 19 and 67 yards - tied an
NCAA single-game record for a linebacker, fied for the second most in a game among all players
in NCAA history and were the most in a game in San Diego State history ... Since 1996, only
24 other players in FBS play have returned two interceptions for a touchdown in a game ...
Became the seventh linebacker in FBS history with two interceptions returned for a touchdown
in the same game ... The two inferceptions were only eclipsed by teammate Damontae Kazee
and West Virginia's Karl Joseph in FBS play (both had three) in the first week, while the 86 in-
terception yards ranked second ... Also led the team in tackles for the fourth time of his career
and recovered his first-ever fumble ... Came up with six tackles (one solo), 2.0 tackles for loss
and 1.5 sacks in another start at California ... Recorded five tackles against South Alabama ...
Made five tackles, induding 1.5 tackles for loss, a 6-yard sack and a quarterback hurry at
Penn State ... Had two stops with 0.5 TFL against Fresno State ... Matched his career high with
12 tackles at Hawai'i ... Also added 1.5 sacks (and 1.5 tackles for loss) and his first two career
pass breakups ... Eight of his tackles and the 1.5 sacks came in the first half ... Had another
huge game at San José State with a team-high 10 tackles (seven solo), three sacks four tackles
for loss and a forced fumble ... The three sacks were the most by an Aztec since Heath Farwell
had three vs. Nevada on Sept. 25, 2004 and fied for the 15th most in a game in FBS ... The
four tackles for a loss were the most by an Aztec since Miles Burris had four against Colorado
State on Nov. 6, 2010 and tied for the 24th most in an FBS game ... Reached double-digits in
tackles for the second straight game, third time of the season and fifth fime of his career ...
Led SDSU in tackles for the sixth time of his career ... The forced fumble was the first of the
season and third of his career ... Registered six fackles (four solo) with a fumble recovery
against Utah State ... Finished with four stops at Colorado State ... Had a game-high seven
tackles against Wyoming ... Had a game-high eight tackles in a start at UNLV to go along with
1.5 sacks (and 1.5 TFL), a forced fumble and two quarterback hurries ... Registered eight
tackles (five solo) with 0.5 sacks (and tackles for loss) vs. Nevada ... The eight stops tied Malik
Smith for the most on the team ... Finished with eight tackles (five solo) and 0.5 tackles for
loss vs. Air Force in the Mountain West Championship ... Registered six fackles (four solo), in-
cluding a half sack (and TFL) for three yards, and a quarterback hurry against Cincinnati in
the Hawai' Bowl.

2014 (Sophomore): Was named a honorable-mention all-MW performer by the league’s
media and coaches ... Also was chosen as the team’s Defensive Player of the Year ... Was named
to the Mountain West midseason second team by Phil Steele ... Started and played in all 13
games as a frue sophomore ... Had 83 tackles (54 solo), including 10.5 tackles for loss, four
interceptions for 146 yards, four sacks, two forced fumbles and two quarterback hurries ...
Had an interception long of 64 yards, which was the 33rd longest in FBS on the season ...
Ranked fifth in the MW and tied for 45th in the nation with 0.31 interceptions per game ... His
146 interception return yards were the seventh most in the country ... Led the team in inter-
ceptions (4), tackles for loss (10.5), sacks (4) and interceptions (4), and tied for first in forced
fumbles (2) and solo tackles (54) ... Numbers over the first three games: 13 tackles, 1.5 TFL,
0.0 sacks, 1 INT, 0 FE Numbers over the final 10 games (eight of them MW contests): 70
tackles, 9.0 TFL, 4.0 sacks, 3 INT, 2 FF ..

The 64-yard inter-
ception return, which was the longest in Division | for the first week of play, got SDSU to the 1-
yard line, where Donnel Pumphrey punched it in from a yard out ... Both the inferception and
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the 0.5 TFL were the first of his career ... Had five stops (three solo) and a career-high 1.0
tackles for loss at No. 21/23 North Carolina ... Came up with six tackles (one solo) at Oregon
State ... Had five tackles (four solo), his first career sack and a 26-yard interception against
UNLV ... Had a career game at Fresno State, making a career-high 12 tackles (seven solo), a
career-best 3.0 tackles for loss, a sack and his first career forced fumble ... The 12 tackles were
the most by an Aztec this season and was the first fime he led the team in tackles over his
career ... His previous best was six heading into the gome ... Starfed for a sixth straight game
at New Mexico, making eight tackles (five solo) with 1.0 tackles for loss ... The eight tackles
ranked second on the team and were the fourth most in the game ... Came up with seven
tackles (five solo) in another start against Hawai'i along with a tackle for loss ... The seven
stops ranked second on the team ... Made his eighth straight start at Nevada and had two solo
tackles ... Had a five-tackle game vs. Idaho in another start and added his first two quarterback
hurries .. Had another solid outing at Boise State, making nine tackles (six solo) and his team-
leading third interception of the year ... The nine tackles ranked second on the team and tied
for third in the game ... Was named the MW Defensive Player of the Week on Nov. 24 for his
play vs. Air Force, making 10 tackles (nine solo), to go along with a forced fumble, an inter-
ception for a touchdown and a fackle for loss ... The 56-yard inferception return for a touchdown
sealed the victory for the Azfecs as the team’s final score with 2:44 left in the fourth quarter
... Itwas his fourth pick of the season and second forced fumble of the year ... He led the team
in tackles for the second time of his career .. Had a team-high seven fackles against San José
State, along with two sacks (and TFL) for 22 yards ... Started once again vs. Navy in the Poin-
settia Bowl, recording five tackles, including three of the solo variety.

Played again against New Mexico with more time at middle linebacker,
but did not record a stat ... Saw time again at special teams and MLB at San José State without
making a stat .. Had his first three career tackles (two solo) at Hawai'i ... Played again vs.
Boise State, but did not make a stat ... Saw time in the regular season finale at UNLV without
finding the staf sheet ... Made one solo tackle in a reserve role vs. Buffalo in the Famous Idaho
Potato Bowl.

Helped lead Francis Howell to a 12-2 record as a team captain
in 2012, where it was Missouri Class 6 runner-ups ... The Vikings also were 9-4 in 2011, ad-
vancing to the Class 6 semifinals for the first time, and 10-2in 2010...
