      The Aztecs (11-5) are coming off a 2-3 weekend at the 
Mary Nutter Collegiate Classic. SDSU beat No. 5/5 Washington, 
7-5, and UC Davis, 9-1, in five innings, and lost in extra innings 
to No. 18/15 Northwestern, 7-6, (9) and to No. 16/19 
Missouri, 7-6 (8). San Diego State started its week with a 7-3 
loss to Cal State Fullerton. 
      The Aztecs are receiving 12 votes in the latest 
ESPN.com/USA Softball poll, which is the 32nd-most points in 
the poll. 
      SDSU has been impressive in all three phases of the game, 
owning a .318 average, 2.54 ERA and .979 fielding percent-
age.  
      San Diego State has four players hitting over .400, includ-
ing Jillian Celis (.442, 15 RBI, 10 R, 4 2B, 4 3B), Mac Barbara 
(.431, 7 HR, 15 RBI, 11 R, 5 2B), Jessica Cordola (.412, 2 HR, 
10 RBI) and Makena Brocki (.409, 1 HR, 8 RBI). As of Feb. 28, 
Celis was tied for first in the NCAA in triples (4) and tied for 
ninth in hits (23), while Barbara ranked in a tie for second in 
total bases (48) and tied for sixth in home runs (7). 
      Maggie Balint (4-3, 12.64 ERA, .189 opp. avg.) ranks 
fourth in the country in strikeouts seven innings (12.4) and tied 
for fourth in strikeouts (80), and has twice been named the 
Mountain West Pitcher of the Week. Dee Dee Hernandez (2-1, 
1.08 ERA, 3 SV, 23 K, 26.0 IP) was named the MW Freshman 
of the Week on Tuesday, while Allie Light (2-0, 1 SV) and Dani 
Martinez (3-1) have each posted a identical 3.82 ERA in 18 1/3 
innings.

HEAD COACH | 1ST SEASON (14TH OVERALL) | UCLA, 2002

Was named San Diego State’s fifth head coach in program his-
tory on June 8, 2021, taking over for SDSU’s all-time win-
ningest head coach Kathy Van Wyk. 
 
Helped lead SDSU to seven straight NCAA tournaments from 
2009-15 and a combined 398-264 (.601) record in her 13 
seasons on The Mesa as an assistant coach, associate head 
coach and head coach in waiting. 
 
Over her first nine seasons as an assistant and associate coach, 
the Aztecs improved their batting average from .275 in 2008 
(the year before she arrived) to a school-record .356 mark in 
2017, and also in runs per game (3.98 to 6.61), home runs 
per game (0.23 to 1.09 (0.92 in 2017)), slugging percentage 
(.348 to .516) and on-base percentage (.347 to .418).     
 
Was the head coach of the National Pro Fastpitch's Chicago 
Bandits for the 2018 season, leading the Bandits to the NPF 
Championship series in her first year. 
 
Also has served as an assistant coach for the Women's 
National Team and USA Softball Junior Women’s (19-Under) 
Selection Camps. 
 
As a player, was a three-time U.S. Olympian, winning gold 
medals in 2000 and 2004, and a silver medal in 2008. Also 
helped the United States National Team to a World Cup cham-
pionship (2006), two World Championships (2002 and 2006) 
and two Pan American gold medals (1999 and 2003). 
 
Was a standout player at UCLA, finishing her four-year career 
with four NCAA records - 90 home runs, .945 slugging per-
centage, 240 walks and 81 intentional walks. She was a four-
time first-team NFCA All-American (1997, 1999, 2001-02) 
and a three-time Pac-10 Player of the Year (1999, 2001-02).  
 
In 1999, Nuveman Deniz led the Bruins to a national champi-
onship, batting .446 during the season with 31 home runs and 
91 RBIs.

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SDSU’s Dee Dee Hernandez Named Mountain West Freshman of the Week 
      San Diego State softball’s Dee Dee Hernandez (La Crescenta, Calif.) has been named 
the Mountain West Freshman of the Week, the league announced Tuesday. It is her first 
career MW weekly accolade. 
      Hernandez went 1-1 with a save last weekend at the competitive Mary Nutter 
Collegiate Classic, where the Aztecs (11-5) went 2-3, including a win over No. 5/5 
Washington, and 7-6 extra-inning losses to No. 18/15 Northwestern and No. 16/19 
Missouri. The left-hander pitched in four of the team’s five games, recording a 1.20 ERA 
in 11 2/3 innings, striking out nine with three walks, while limiting the opposition to a 
.171 average. Out of the 27 teams at the tournament, Hernandez ranked sixth in ERA 
(1.20) and eighth in opposing batting average (.171). 
      Hernandez picked up the win against UC Davis on Thursday, tossing five scoreless innings with one hit allowed, striking out four with-
out issuing a walk. On Friday against No. 18/15 Northwestern, Hernandez gave up one run on three hits and a walk over 2 1/3 innings. 
She then earned the save later in the night against No. 5/5 Washington, tossing two perfect innings with three strikeouts. Hernandez took 
the loss in relief vs. No. 16/19 Missouri on Saturday, giving up two runs (one earned) on three hits and two walks over 2 1/3 innings, 
striking out two. 
      On the season, Hernandez is 2-1 with three saves and a 1.08 ERA in 26 innings. She has struck out 23 against just three walks, holding 
her opponents to a .207 average. 
 
Aztecs Receiving Votes in ESPN.com/USA Softball Collegiate Top 25 Poll 
      San Diego State is receiving votes for a second straight week in the ESPN.com/USA Softball Collegiate Top 25 Poll, which was released 
March 1. The poll is voted on by coaching representatives of 10 Division I conferences as well as members of the media who consistently 
cover Division I softball across the country. 
      The Aztecs picked up 12 votes, which is the 32nd most in the poll. SDSU, which had three points last week, are 27 points shy of No. 
25 UCF (39). Minnesota leads the receiving votes group with 28 points, followed by Texas A&M (23), Oregon State (17), Notre Dame 
(15), Texas (15), Stanford (13), SDSU (12), Illinois (8), Troy (5), James Madison (4), Charlotte (3), Cal State Fullerton (2) and Iowa State 
(2). 
      Oklahoma has 23 of the 25 first-place votes and 623 points overall, while Alabama (599) and Florida State (573) have the other 
first-place votes.                           
 
SDSU Wins the 31st Annual Campbell/Cartier Classic 
      For the record sixth time in the 31 years of the Campbell/Cartier Classic, San Diego State captured the tournament title from Feb. 17-
20. 
      The Aztecs secured the tourney title for the third straight year after going 4-1, including wins over their final four games (8-0 in five 
innings over Army West Point on Friday, 7-3 over Army West Point and 11-0 in five innings over Southern Utah on Saturday, and 3-0 
over California Baptist on Sunday. SDSU’s lone setback was a 6-4 decision on Thursday when it entered the final inning with a 4-1 lead. 
      Following the Aztecs (4-1) were California Baptist (3-1), CSUN (3-2), Southern Utah (1-4) and Army West Point (1-4). 
      San Diego State’s six Campbell/Cartier Classic titles are the most in the history of the tournament. Below is a look at the past win-
ners:

      San Diego State has excelled in season-opening games since records were first kept in 1980.  
      Following a 3-1 victory over Middle Tennessee on Feb. 10, the Aztecs improved to 32-11 (.744) in lid-lifters in recorded program his-
tory. 
      SDSU has won nine of its last 10 season openers, 20 of its last 22 and 23 of its last 26. 
      San Diego State’s only blemishes in the past 26 season-openers came in 2018 (lost to No. 25/25 Georgia, 23-2), 2012 (lost to Texas 
Tech, 5-4) and in 2000 (lost to UIC, 5-3). 
      Over the last 26 openers, the Aztecs have outscored their opponent, 149-81, or 5.7-3.1 per game in lid-lifters. 
      SDSU ended up recording back-to-back shutouts over the Toreros on 2021 opening day, the first time it had consecutive shutouts on 
a opening day since 2008.

The Aztecs have won a 
MW-record seven regular-season titles. 
      Both the Aztecs and Rebels received 57 points, but UNLV (5) had more first-place 
votes than SDSU (3). Fresno State had the other first-place vote and is tied with Boise 
State for third with 43 points, while Nevada was predicted fifth with 42 points. Rounding 
out the poll was Colorado State (35) in sixth, New Mexico (17) in seventh, and San José 
State and Utah State tied for eighth with 15 points. 
      Last year, San Diego State finished with a 28-16 record, its best winning percentage 
(.636) since the 2015 squad went 38-20 (.655) before falling in the NCAA Los Angeles 
Regional final to UCLA. It was also the ninth-best record in program history. 
 
Aztecs to Have Majority of Games on Streaming Devices 
      The San Diego State softball team will have the majority of its games broadcast in 
some form on various streaming devices this season. 
      Most of the games will be shown on the Mountain West Network, which started during the 2013 football season and gives all Mountain 
West sports the ability to broadcast all sports across all the 11 MW institutions.

Stacey Nuveman Deniz Named Program’s Fifth Head Coach 
      San Diego State's Stacey Nuveman Deniz was named the softball head coach, director of athletics John David Wicker announced on 
June 8. A three-time U.S. Olympian, Nuveman Deniz is just the fifth head coach in program history after spending the last 13 seasons 
with the Aztecs as an assistant, associate head coach and head coach in waiting under SDSU's all-time winningest coach Kathy Van Wyk. 
      "I am humbled and honored to have this opportunity to lead San Diego State Softball into the future," Nuveman Deniz said. "Kathy 
Van Wyk spent 25 years building this program, and now it is my turn to take the reins and continue that growth. I would like to thank 
(SDSU director of athletics) John David Wicker for this opportunity and for the unwavering support he has shown me. The University, the 
city of San Diego and our incredible community have captured my heart and I truly am an Aztec for Life. I can't wait to get started." 
      Nuveman Deniz, who was hired at San Diego State following her stint with the U.S. team at the 2008 Beijing Olympics, helped SDSU 
to seven straight NCAA tournaments from 2009-15 and a combined 398-264 (.601) record in her 13 seasons on The Mesa. Over her first 
nine seasons as an assistant and associate coach, the Aztecs improved their batting average from .275 in 2008 (the year before she 
arrived) to a school-record .356 mark in 2017, and also in runs per game (3.98 to 6.61), home runs per game (0.23 to 1.09 (0.92 in 
2017)), slugging percentage (.348 to .516) and on-base percentage (.347 to .418).     
      In 2018, Nuveman Deniz was the head coach of the National Pro Fastpitch's Chicago Bandits, leading the team to the NFP 
Championship season series in her first year. In the spring of 2010, Nuveman Deniz served as an assistant coach for the Women's National 
Team Selection Camp, at the Canadian Open Fast Pitch Women's International Championship and at the World Cup of Softball VI. She was 
also named to the USA Softball Coaching Pool in 2014 and was an assistant coach at the USA Softball Junior Women's (19-Under) National 
Team (JWNT) Selection Camp in January 2015.
