(Rimington), RB Donnel Pumphrey (Walter Camp,
Maxwell, Doak Walker) and RG Nico Siragusa (Outland).

s Associate head coach and running backs coach Jeff
Horton is in his second year as offensive coordinator at
SDSU. In his sixth year overall at San Diego State, Horton
has head coaching stints at Minnesota (interim in 2011),
UNLV (1994-98) and Nevada (1993).

s The Aztecs have scored 40-plus points in four consec-
utive games for the first time since 1990. The last time
SDSU scored 40-plus in five straight was 1969.

s San Diego State is 50-12 in the Rocky Long era when
scoring just 20 or more points.

s The Aztecs had a school-record 3,266 rushing yards
last season (previous best was 2,869 in 2012) and are
on pace for 4,115 yards this year (assuming a 14-game
season).

s SDSU has a 1,000-yard rusher (Donnel Pumphrey,
1,779) in seven straight seasons for the first time in pro-
gram history (previous longest streak was five seasons
from 1991-95).

s San Diego State has won 31 straight games when rush-
ing for at least 200 yards (39-2 in the Rocky Long era).

s The Aztecs have a 100-yard rusher in 36 of their past
46 games and have a total of 45, 100-yard rushers dur-
ing that span.

s SDSU is 25-1 in program history when it has two, 100-
yard rushers, including this year against UNLV, San Jose
State, Utah State, Hawai’i and Nevada. San Diego State
has a pair of 100-yard rushers in four straight games,
five of the past six and eight of the past 20.

s Donnel Pumphrey (14) and Rashaad Penny (13) have
more combined touchdowns (27) than 18 other FBS
teams this year.

s The Aztecs have just four interceptions (all this season)
since Sept. 13, 2015, the fewest in FBS play over that
span.

s San Diego State has held 22 straight league
opponents below 400 yards of total offense, the
longest active streak in FBS (league games
only).

s Over the Aztecs’ last 21 Mountain West con-
tests (does not include MW Championship), op-
ponents have scored just 12.8 points per game
vs. SDSU and only 254.2 yards per game.
