Team Notes 
 San Diego State suffers is second loss of the season (5-2) and its first in six tries at the Wooden Legacy (5-1). 
 The loss snaps SDSU’s four-game winning streak. 
 The Aztecs fall to 15-3 since 2008-09 at 8-team in-season tournaments. 
 SDSU did not have available its leading scorer and rebounder, Malik Pope, the entire second half due to injury. He played 14 first-half minutes. 
 Trey Kell and Devin Watson were named to the Wooden Legacy all-tournament team. 
 
Player Notes 
 
Devin Watson – 23 points, 4 rebounds, 6 assists, 1 steal 
Had a season-high 23 points… Turned in his second 20-point performance of the season and the 21st of his career… Posted his fifth double-figure scoring 
game of the season, all of which have come consecutively… It marked his 47th career double-digit scoring effort… Enjoyed his third game this season with at 
least five assists (26th career)… Tied his season high with eight field goals… Led the team in assists for the third time. 
 
Trey Kell – 19 points, 5 rebounds, 3 assists, 1 blocked shot, 4 steals 
Recorded his sixth straight double-figure scoring effort (6th of the season) and the 64th of his career… Reached the double-figure scoring plateau in the first 
half… Set a season high with four steals and was one shy of tying his career high… Made a season-high seven field goals… Made multiple three-pointers for 
the fourth time this season… Finished with three assists and now has 17 in his last four games. 
 
Matt Mitchell – 12 points, 9 rebounds, 1 assist, 1 steal 
Recorded his fourth straight double-figure scoring game and the fourth of his career… Grabbed a career-high nine rebounds… He is 12-for-28 from three-
point distance in his last four games after starting his career by going 0-for-10 from deep. 
 
Nolan Narain – 10 points, 7 rebounds, 1 blocked shot 
Scored a career-high 10 points… Matched his career high with seven rebounds… Blocked his first career shot… Made a career-high five shots (5-for-6). 
 
Jordan Schakel – 6 points, 7 rebounds, 2 assists, 1 steal 
Set a career high with seven rebounds… Established a career high in assists with two… Knocked down a career-high-tying two three-pointers… Matched his 
career high with one steal. 
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
