NEWS AND NOTES (through March 17)
n The three-time defending regular-season Mountain West champions continue play in an NCAA-sponsored postseason event (NCAA

or NIT) for the 11th consecutive year when No. 2-seed San Diego State plays host to No. 3-seed Washington in the final second
round game of the NIT Monday night on Steve Fisher Court at Viejas Arena.

n General public tickets go on sale at 9 a.m. PT on Friday and start at $10. Tickets are available online at GoAztecs.com and at the
Viejas Arena ticket office. San Diego State’s first-round attendance of 8,324 was the second largest of the 16 first-round games
(just 96 short of the UAB-Brigham Young attendance, which had the benefit of being played a day later).

n San Diego State and Washington are meeting for the fifth time with the Huskies owning a 3-1 series lead. The teams split a home-
and-home series during the 2013-14 and 2014-15 seasons. SDSU won 70-63 in San Diego on Dec. 8, 2013, while Washington
claimed a 49-36 victory on Dec. 7, 2014.

n As previously stated, SDSU is playing in an NCAA-sponsored postseason event (NCAA or NIT) for an 11th consecutive year. That is
tied for the eighth-longest active streak in the nation. See list below

n SDSU extended a streak of winning in the postseason with the victory over IPFW in the first round. The Aztecs have won at least one
game in an NCAA-sponsored postseason event (NCAA or NIT) in each of the last four seasons, which is tied for the fourth-longest
active streak nationally (through Thursday’s games). See list below

n This marks San Diego State’s sixth appearance in the postseason NIT and first since the 2009 campaign (the Aztecs appeared in the
NCAA tournament the last six seasons). SDSU owns a 6-5 record in the event, including a 1-2 record in the second round of the
event.

n San Diego State’s last NIT appearance was very similar to this season. In 2009, the Aztecs were the last team left out of the NCAA
tournament, earned a No. 1 seed in the NIT, and rallied from the disappointment to defeat Weber State (65-49), Kansas State (70-
52) and Saint Mary’s (70-66) to advance to the national semifinals in Madison Square Garden in New York City.

n SDSU won its Mountain West-high 10th men’s basketball title by capturing the regular-season championship this season (six regu-
lar-season titles, four tournament titles). All 10 titles have come under the direction of head coach Steve Fisher, who has won four
more Mountain West titles than any other coach in league history. 

n San Diego State opened postseason play last Tuesday with a 79-55 victory over IPFW. Senior forward Winston Shepard recorded
the first triple-double in the 2,508-game history of San Diego State Basketball with 10 points, 10 rebounds and a career-high 12
assists. The Aztecs shot 53.3 percent from the field and won for the 61st straight time at home when shooting at least 50 percent
from the field.

n Sophomore Malik Pope added a team-high 15 points and eight rebounds in 25 minutes of action. Pope, who has reached double
figures in scoring in five of his last six games, is averaging 14.8 points, 6.5 rebounds and 1.3 assists in his last six contests.

n Junior Dakarai Allen scored 10 points and is averaging 10.0 points, 3.7 rebounds, while shooting 53.5 percent from the floor in
his last six games.

n The Aztecs are 9-6 in their last 15 games against Pac-12 teams regardless of location. In nine of those 15 games, the Pac-12
opponent has been ranked in the AP Top 25 at the time of the game (4-5).

n San Diego State has won six straight home games against Pac-12 schools not ranked in the top 15 at the time of the game.

2015-16 SEASON HIGHLIGHTS (through March 17)
n Won 19 of last 22 games overall.
n Own a 14-point neutral-court victory over RPI No. 16 and NCAA tournament 4-seed California.
n Ended the regular season by handing New Mexico a 27-point home loss (its largest margin of defeat at home since 2002) and UNLV

a 36-point loss (its largest loss anywhere since 2000).
n Road record of 9-2 is tied for the third-best record in the nation behind Saint Joseph’s and Villanova.
n Overall record of 19-3 since Dec. 23rd is tied for the seventh-best record in the country.
n San Diego State went 8-1 (88.9 percent) in conference road games while the other 10 Mountain West schools combined to go 25-65

(27.8 percent). The Mountain West was the fourth-toughest league to win on the road in based on winning percentage.
n Among San Diego State’s road wins include (number in parenthesis is team’s home record minus the game against SDSU): Boise State

(14-1), Long Beach State (11-1), UNLV (13-3), Nevada (12-2), New Mexico (12-3), Colorado State (12-4) and Utah State (10-5).
n ESPN’s conference-RPI-only ranks San Diego State 25th in the country (ahead of Baylor, Texas A&M, Duke, Cincinnati and Notre

Dame, among others).
n Of San Diego State’s nine losses this season, the Aztecs have been ahead, tied, or within two points in the final three minutes in seven

of those games.
n San Diego State’s three-game winning margin in the Mountain West is tied for the second-largest margin by any team in any league

in the country. It is tied for the largest winning margin in Mountain West history.

TEAM TIDBITS (through March 17)
n Already having secured an 11th consecutive 20-win season, San Diego State won its 23rd game of the season in the regular-season

finale vs. UNLV, marking the eighth straight season it has reached that plateau. That is the sixth-longest active streak nationally
behind Kansas - 27, Gonzaga - 19, Brigham Young - 10, VCU - 10 and Duke - 9.

n San Diego State has had a rebound advantage in 18 of its last 23 games. The Aztecs have won 15 of the last 17 and are 124-21 the
last 145 times they have owned an advantage in the category. 

n The Aztecs are 33-3 since Jan. 31, 2015, when shooting at least 38.9 percent from the field.
n Since the beginning of the 2013-14 campaign, San Diego State has won 25 games when shooting less than 40 percent from the field.
n SDSU has won its last seven overtime home games and is 20-2 (90.9 percent) in its last 22 overtime games regardless of location.

six OT games played. Harvard is 10-1 (90.9 percent) and IPFW is 7-1 (87.5 percent).
n Since the beginning of the 2010-11 campaign, San Diego State is 50-22 (69.4 percent) in games decided by six points or less or in

overtime. That is the second-best winning percentage in the country, trailing Louisiana Tech (39-16, 70.9 percent).

n SDSU has won 168 of its last 169 games and 233 of the last 235 games when holding a lead with five minutes remaining in the
game. 

n SDSU is 43-2 in its last 45 games when entering the locker room at intermission ahead on the scoreboard.
n SDSU is 112-20 in its last 132 games in which it has outscored the other team’s bench. 
n SDSU is 145-8 in its last 153 when it shoots better than its opposition.
n SDSU is 76-1 in its last 77 in which they have enjoyed a 10-point advantage at any point during the game.
n San Diego State has nine losses this season, however seven of those defeats could have easily gone the other way: at No. 16 Utah

(down two with 0:27 to play), vs. Little Rock (tied with 1:44 to play), vs. San Diego (down one with 1:16 to play), vs. Grand Canyon
(up two with 2:59 to play), at Fresno State (down one with 0:07 to play), vs. Boise State (up nine with 1:40 to play), vs. Fresno State
(down one with 0:28 to play).

n Of SDSU’s nine losses this season, seven have come to teams with a combined record of 186-52 (Utah: 27-8, Little Rock: 30-4, West
Virginia: 26-8, Grand Canyon: 27-6, Kansas: 31-4, Fresno State: 25-10 and Boise State: 20-12).

n SDSU, which owns a Mountain West-high 10 league titles (six regular-season titles and four tournament championships), proved that
the conference poll was correct after being picked the favorite to successfully defend its regular-season crown, as revealed in the
MW’s preseason poll back in October.

n The Aztecs have won the outright championship or shared for regular-season Mountain West title in five of the last six seasons (2011,
2012, 2014, 2015, 2016).

DEFENSIVE TIDBITS (through March 17)
n SDSU is once again one of the elite defensive teams in the country. The Aztecs, who ranked ninth in tempo-free adjusted defense in

2013-14 and fourth in 2014-15, are currently second nationally, allowing 89.8 points per 100 possessions according to Kenpom. The
Aztecs trail only Wichita State in the metric.

n San Diego State ranks among the national leaders in nearly every category. Below is a look at SDSU’s listing in major statistical cat-
egories.

n San Diego State has not allowed 70 or more points in 11 consecutive games.
n The Aztecs have held the opposition to 40-percent field-goal shooting or less 23 times this season.

OFFENSIVE TIDBITS (through March 17)
n SDSU has been playing much better on the offensive end of the court lately. In the last two regular season games, the Aztecs posted

their highest point total of the season (92 against UNLV on March 5) and third-highest point total of the campaign (83 at New Mexico
on March 1). Against IPFW, the Aztecs scored 79 points on 53.3-percent shooting.

n The Aztecs have averaged 74.3 points per game in their last nine outings. For the season, SDSU averages 68.4. During the recent
nine-game stretch, San Diego State is shooting 45.5 percent from the field and 40.4 percent from three-point range (67-of-166).
The Aztecs are also averaging 23.0 free-throw attempts per contest during that stretch.

IN A CLASS OF THEIR OWN
n San Diego State has won outright Mountain West regular-season titles in two of the last three seasons (2014 and 2016). With that in
mind, Winston Shepard, Matt Shrigley, Dakarai Allen, D’Erryl Williams and Niksha Federico are the only Aztecs to play on a pair of
outright MW title teams.

HITTING THE BOARDS
n Prior to the start of conference play, the Aztecs were plus-4.2 in the rebounding department, but minus-0.4 in the offensive rebounding
category. Their non-conference record: 7-6.
n In league play, the numbers improved dramatically. In conference action, SDSU was plus-7.9 in rebounding and plus-3.0 in offensive
rebounding. Its conference record: 16-2.

CLICKING
n The Aztecs clicked during conference play as they had at least three starters reach double figures in scoring in 10 of 18 MW games.
Twice they had four hit the double-digit plateau, which marked the only two times SDSU has accomplished the feat this season.
n SDSU’s starters also did a number on the boards. In 18 MW games, the Aztecs had 12 double-digit rebounders, including four at Ne-
vada.
n At the end of the conference season, three of the Aztec starters averaged more than 12.3 points in conference, four averaged at least
7.7 points, and the other, Spencer, grabbed 6.8 rebounds per game.

KELL NAMED MW PLAYER OF THE WEEK
n Trey Kell was named the Mountain West Player of the Week on Jan. 25. It was his first award of his career and San Diego State’s first
honor this season.
n In home victories over Fresno State and Utah State, the guard averaged a team-high 21.0 points, 4.0 rebounds, 2.5 assists and a
team-high 2.0 steals. He shot 63.6 percent from the floor and 57.1 percent from three-point range, while making 10-of-15 free throws.
n In the overtime win vs. the Bulldogs, Kell scored a career-high 27 points on 9-of-13 shooting and a season-high seven free throws,
five rebounds, a team-high four assists and a personal-best three steals.
n The St. Augustine High graduate completed his week with his seven straight double-figure scoring game, posting 15 points to go with
three rebounds, one assist and one steal vs. the Aggies. Of his 15 points, 12 were scored after halftime and 10 came during SDSU’s 12-
0 run once Utah State took a 41-39 lead early in the second half.

THREE DOUBLE-DOUBLES, ANIMAL STYLE
n In the game at Nevada, San Diego State had four players turn in double-doubles: Trey Kell (17 pts., 10 rebs.), Winston Shepard (12
pts., 10 rebs.), Zylan Cheatham (11 pts., 10 rebs.). 
n It marked the sixth time in school history that the Aztecs accomplished the feat and the first time since Jan. 29, 2008, when Ryan
Amoroso (23 pts., 11 rebs.), Lorrenzo Wade (18 pts., 10 rebs.) and Billy White (17 pts., 10 rebs.) did it.
n It was the 20th such occurance this season and SDSU became the 18th team to accomplish the feat. Hofstra and Louisiana-Monroe
had each done it twice this year.

4X10
n San Diego State had four players reach double-figure totals in rebounding at Nevada: Zylan Cheatham (10), Trey Kell (10), Winston
Shepard (10), Skylar Spencer (10).
n It marked just the second time this season a team has had four players with at least 10 boards in game. Colorado State did it vs. UTEP
on Nov. 28, 2015.

SPENCER ETCHES HIS NAME TWICE IN THE MW RECORD BOOK
n Skylar Spencer made Mountain West history with his one blocked shot at Long Beach State. With the rejection, he became the league’s
all-time shot block record holder with 245. Wyoming’s Justin Williams, who has 244 rejections, previously held the record (2004-06).
n He currently has 293 blocked shots.
n Spencer also became the conference’s all-time shot blocker in league games only when he had two in the first half vs. Fresno State.
The two rejections gave him 118, which pushed him past UNLV’s Khem Birch, who had 117 in MW games. Spencer finished the game vs.
the Bulldogs with a game-high four. He ended his MW campaign with 138 blocked shots in conference games.
n In his time on The Mesa, Spencer has three of the top-seven single-season efforts, including the record of 91 set last season.
n His 89 blocks as a sophomore rank second, while his freshman total of 51 is the seventh-best performance in school history. This
season, he has 62 blocked shots, which is the fifth-best effort.

top.
n All of Aztecs’ markings on the uniform, from the San Diego State across
the chest, to the name and number on the back, to SDSU’s primary logo on
the shorts, are tackle-twill. The shorts, meanwhile, feature a 26-degree speed
graphic on each of the sides.

SELECT COMPANY
n Winston Shepard put up a team-high 18 points, six rebounds, a game-high five assists and a career- and game-high five steals at
Utah State to become one of just five players in the nation this season to record a game with at least 18+ points, 6+ rebounds, 5+
assists and 5+ steals. The others: Kris Dunn of Providence, Shaquille Harrison of Tulsa, Jarelle Reischel of Eastern Kentucky, Ben Simmons
of LSU.
n With that stat line against the Aggies, Shepard did something that had been accomplished just twice before in the last 20 seasons at
San Diego State. Coincidentally, Shepard did it vs. St. Katherine on Dec. 27, 2013 (the other player was Jamaal Franklin).
n Trey Kell, meanwhile, joined select company as well after he scored a career-high 27 points (highest output for an Aztec since Xavier
Thames scored 30 on March 20, 2014) and added five rebounds, four assists and three steals vs. Fresno State. He became the first
Aztec to produce those minimums in those four categories since Brandon Heath (Feb. 24, 2007), the school’s all-time leading scorer.

ATOP THE MOUNTAIN
n Since the beginning of the Mountain West in 1999-00, San Diego State has the most men’s basketball championships than any other
current member of the league, which is a remarkable feat considering the Aztecs went 0-14 in league play the first season (1999-2000)
and 4-10 the second year (2000-01). Here is the list of current Mountain West schools with their regular-season championships (includes
ties) and tournament championships: 1. San Diego State 10, New Mexico 8, t-3. UNLV 3, t-3. Wyoming 3, 5. Air Force 1, Colorado State

COMEBACK KIDS
n When San Diego State upset No. 14/13 California in Las Vegas on Thanksgiving night, 72-58, it took a 15-point second-half rally to
complete the comeback.
n The successful rally was the second-largest second-half deficit overcome for a victory since 1996-97 in school history (page 194 of
media guide).
n The rally was the fourth-largest overcome for a win, regardless of half, since 1996-97 in school history.

WE OWN THE SYSTEM
n San Diego State is a member of the California State University system and has won 21 straight home games against CSU schools. The
streak dates to the 2000-01 campaign. The Aztecs’ last loss to a Cal State school at home happened back on Jan. 5, 2000, against Cal
State Fullerton, which occurred during Steve Fisher’s first season at SDSU.
n SDSU has also won 21 consecutive non-conference games vs. its fellow CSU institutions. The Aztecs have not suffered a loss since Nov.
27, 2000, at Fresno State (WAC).

HEMSLEY’S DEBUT
n Jeremy Hemsley’s SDSU debut was an impressive one with a game-high 20 points (8-13 FG, 1-3 3FG, 3-5 FT), six rebounds and a
team-best five assists vs. Illinois State.
n Hemsley’s effort was the 21st time since 1996-97 that an Aztec posted at least 20 points, six rebounds and five assists in a single
game. He was also first SDSU freshman since Kawhi Leonard to accomplish the feat. Leonard put up 23 points, 18 rebounds and five
assists vs. Cal State Fullerton on Dec. 9, 2009.
n Hemsley is the first Aztec to put up that stat line vs. a Division I opponent since Jamaal Franklin went for 21 points, eight rebounds
and five assists vs. Oklahoma in the second round of the 2013 NCAA tournament.

ALLEN’S BREAKOUT PERFORMANCE
n Dakarai Allen enjoyed the best game of his career in the season opener vs. Illinois State with a career-high 16 points (4-5 FG, 7-8 FT),
three rebounds, one assist and a personal-high-tying three blocked shots in 28 minutes.
n In 62 career games prior to the Illinois State game, he had scored a career-high eight points three times and logged a personal-record
25 minutes once, which was back in 2013. In 13 first-half minutes vs. the Redbirds, he already had 12 points.
n He also set career highs in field goals (4), and tied a career high in free throws (7), three-pointers (1) and blocked shots (3).

POPE NAMED TO JULIUS ERVING AWARD WATCH LIST
n Malik Pope was named to the Julius Erving Small Forward of the Year Award Watch List in October.
n Pope is one of 20 up for the annual honor named after the Hall of Famer and 11-time NBA All-Star.
n The award, which is in its second year, recognizes the top small forwards in Division I. The watch list, meanwhile, was selected by a
national committee comprised of top college basketball personnel.

VETERAN GROUP
n The Aztecs entered the season featuring a roster that had a total of 587 games under their collective belt, which is more than both of
the program’s NCAA Sweet 16 squads. The 2010-11 group entered the year with 523 career games played, while the 2013-14 team
boasted 450 career Division I outings at the start of that campaign.
n San Diego State returned from a year ago, 58.4 percent of its scoring, 72.5 percent of its rebounding, 56.0 percent of its assists, 91.6
percent of its blocked shots, 52.6 percent of its steals, 63.4 percent of its minutes played and 51.3 percent of its made three-point field
goals.

PRETTY GOOD WHEN LOW ON TIME
n The Aztecs have been good at preparing when short on time. When there is less than 24 hours to prepare, SDSU is 16-2 in its last 18
regular-season tries.

AZTECS SIGN JALEN MCDANIELS
n On the first day of the signing period, San Diego State signed Jalen McDaniels to a National Letter of Intent.
n A 6-9, 195-pound forward, McDaniels hails from Federal Way High School in Federal Way, Washington.
n Scout rankings: Four stars, No. 84 nationally
n 247Sports rankings: Four stars, No. 120 nationally
n Rivals rankings: Three stars, No. 127 nationally
n ESPN rankings: Three stars
n As a junior last season, he helped Federal Way High to the Class 4A state championship where he posted 16 points and eight re-
bounds.

STREAKING THROUGH CALIFORNIA
n SDSU had won 47 straight games vs. teams from the state of California, a streak that dated to Dec. 2, 2009, before falling at Fresno
State, 59-57, on Jan. 3.
n The Aztecs are now 56-4 in their last 60 vs. California schools.
n San Diego State has also beaten six Pac-12 schools during this remarkable run.
n The 47-game winning streak vs. California schools was the longest active streak in the country ahead of second-place BYU (22 straight
vs. Colorado teams) and Pittsburgh (22 straight vs. Pennsylvania teams). 
n Since the start of the 2010-11 season, San Diego State owns the best record of any school in California (167-45).

TOUGH TICKET
n The Aztecs have played in front of 72 straight regular-season home sellouts at Viejas Arena.
n The 2015-16 campaign represents the fourth straight year SDSU is sold out on a season-ticket basis.
n San Diego State has led all California Division I schools in average home attendance the last five seasons.
n By averaging 12,414 fans at its home games in 2014-15, SDSU ranked 27th nationally. 

PROGRAM NOTES ENTERING 2015-16
n San Diego State is coming off its school-record sixth straight NCAA tournament appearance, which is the eighth-longest active streak nationally entering the 2015-16 season.
n SDSU is the only school from the state of California to earn an NCAA tournament berth six years in a row. There are 24 Division I schools that reside in The Golden State.
n The Aztecs advanced to the Round of 32 last season and are one of nine schools nationally to make it to at least the third round in each of the last three seasons.
n SDSU is one of five schools to have won at least 23 games and reached the NCAA tournament in each of the last six seasons. The other four are Duke, Gonzaga, Ohio State and Wisconsin.
n San Diego State owns six of the Mountain West’s last eight NCAA tournament victories (current members only) after reaching the Round of 32 last season.
n SDSU won 27 games in 2014-15, and have won at least 23 games in seven straight seasons (27.4 wins per year). The Aztecs have also won at least 25 games in six of the last seven years, including the last
two campaigns (29.0 wins per year).
n San Diego State has won at least 20 games (25.8 wins per year) and advanced to the postseason 10 consecutive years (seven NCAAs, three NITs).
n The Aztecs shared the 2014-15 Mountain West regular-season championship and enter the 2015-16 campaign as the back-to-back regular-season champions. SDSU has won a conference-record nine league
titles.
n SDSU has outright won or shared the Mountain West regular-season crown five times in the last six years.
n SDSU finished the 2014-15 campaign ranked 27th in the final KenPom rankings and was fourth in defensive adjusted efficiency (89.0). The Aztecs also finished seventh in defensive effective field-goal
percentage (43.5), 15th in defensive two-point field-goal percentage (42.3) and 22nd in three-point field-goal percentage (30.6).
n Last season, the Aztecs appeared in the Associated Press Top-25 Poll seven times and was either in the rankings or receiving votes in 17 of the 19 weeks. SDSU was ranked as high as 13 (Dec. 1).
n San Diego State appeared in the USA Today Coaches Top-25 Poll all 20 editions of the 2014-15 rankings. The Aztecs, however, were ranked 11 times and rose to as high as 14 (Dec. 1). SDSU finished the
season in the receiving votes category.

duo set the MW record for most conference wins at 54. They finished with 55 victories.
* Has won 107 games in his career, which is the school and conference record.
* Is the Mountain West career blocked shots leader with 293 rejections (previous record
was 244 by Justin Williams of Wyoming).
* Is the MW career blocked shots leader in conference games only with 138 denials. The
previous record was 117 held by UNLV’s Khem Birch.

     SDSU trailed the Wolf Pack, 51-44, with 6:10 left in the game,
but began its winning rally with a Winston Shepard layup, which
led to nine additional points. During the Aztecs’ 11-0 run, Shepard
scored four points and Trey Kell poured in five to help move SDSU
out in front, 55-51, with 1:41 left.
     In the time it took San Diego State to take the lead, Nevada
missed six straight shots and two free throws before Marqueze
Coleman made a layup with 59 seconds remaining on the clock. 
     On SDSU’s next possession, Kell missed a three-pointer and
Coleman made the first of two free throws to get the Wolf Pack to
within one of the Aztecs. Zylan Cheatham grabbed the rebound
and Shepard was fouled, but left the door open for Nevada after
he missed the front end of a 1-and-1.
     San Diego State, however, forced a Wolf Pack turnover and
Cheatham made both of his free throws to put the visitors ahead,
57-54. Nevada, meanwhile, had one last chance to tie the game,
but Coleman’s last-second heave was off the mark and inside the
three-point arc, allowing the Aztecs to win the game.
     Before San Diego State’s successful rally, it appeared Nevada
was going to hand the Aztecs their first conference loss. The Wolf
Pack limited SDSU to 24.0 percent shooting in the first half and
owned a 17-3 advantage in points off turnovers en route to a 33-
26 lead at halftime. In fact, San Diego State only led for 6:36 for
the entire game.
     SDSU had three players record double-doubles, something that
had not been done at the school since Jan. 29, 2008. The Aztecs
also tied the MW record for longest conference road win streak (7)
and matched the school record for most consecutive MW wins (10).

     Kell led the Aztecs with 19 points and Hemsley added 16 points
and five assists.

SAN DIEGO - Second-seeded San Diego State received a triple-dou-
ble from Winston Shepard to help defeat seventh-seeded IPFW,
79-55, in the first round of the NIT. 
     Shepard had a career-high eight assists in the first half en
route to a game-high 12, and then finished with 10 points and 10
rebounds to post SDSU’s first triple-double in school history.
     The forward was responsible for eight of the Aztecs’ 10 first-
half assists, which helped San Diego State jump out to a 40-22
lead at halftime.
