s Since the beginning of the 2015 campaign,
the Aztec defense ranks third nationally in rush-
ing yards allowed per game (108.2) and third
in rushing yards per attempt (3.2).

s SDSU has held its opponent to seven or less
points in the first half in 20 of the last 36 games.

s In 19 of its last 42 games, San Diego State
has held its opponent to a passer rating of less
than 100.00, including four games this year.
