The Records: San Diego State is 18-11 and 7-7
in conference play after the Aztecs won for the fifth
time in six games with a 49-47 decision over Air
Force on Saturday at Cox Arena. Brigham Young
ended the regular season with a 17-10 record, 7-
7 in league play after a 79-75 loss at Colorado
State on Saturday.

SDSU Coach Steve Fisher: Fisher (Illinois State
’67) is in his third season at San Diego State with
a record of 37-48. Now in his 11th full season he
has amassed a 221-130 mark. Fisher led
Michigan to the 1989 national championship and
made three trips to the national championship
game in his eight full seasons in Ann Arbor. The
1991-92 national coach of the year led the Aztecs
to a 14-14 mark last year. 

BYU Coach Steve Cleveland: Cleveland (UC
Irvine ’76) is in his fifth season both at Brigham
Young and overall. He has guided the Cougars to
an 84-67 mark, including the 2001 Mountain West
Conference Championship and a berth in the
NCAA Tournament.

The Series: Brigham Young leads the series 35-14
after the teams split the season series this year.
Brigham Young won in Provo, 75-64 on Jan. 12
while the Aztecs won in San Diego on Feb. 11 by a
77-73 score. This is the first postseason meeting
between the teams.

Aztecs Open Mountain West Conference Tournament Play
with Thursday Afternoon Game Against Brigham Young  

Having secured its first winning season in six years, its highest victory total in
17 years and its first .500 or better conference record since the 1984-85 campaign,
fifth-seeded San Diego State, 18-11 overall and 7-7 in the Mountain West
Conference, opens up the 2002 EAS Mountain West Conference Championship
with a Thursday afternoon game against fourth-seeded Brigham Young, 17-10
overall and 7-7 in league action. The game, scheduled to tip-off at 2:30 p.m. PST,
will be televised by ESPN+Plus, will be available nationally through ESPN Full
Court, and will be broadcast on XTRA-AM 690.

The Aztecs, enter the tournament having won five of their last six games, their
best stretch to end a regular season since 1977-78 (24 seasons) when SDSU won nine of 10 games, and ended
the regular season with a hard fought 49-47 victory over Air Force. Senior guard Al Faux came off a ball screen
at the top of the key and hit a running jumper with 2.6 seconds remaining to provide the winning margin.

Brigham Young ended the season with a heartbreaking 79-75 overtime loss at Colorado State last Saturday.
The Cougars ended the season with a perfect 15-0 mark at the Marriott Center, a 1-10 road record and a 1-0
record on neutral courts. The neutral court victory was an impressive one, defeating 12th-ranked Stanford
81-76 at the Thomas & Mack Center on Dec. 22.

The teams finished in a tie for fourth place. The Cougars won the tie-breaker and will get to wear the light
jersey based on the teams’ record against second-seeded Utah. Brigham Young split with the Utes, while
SDSU was swept by the team from Salt Lake City, giving the Cougars the higher seed.

Thursday will mark the 50th meeting between the teams, with Brigham Young owning a 35-14 series
advantage. The teams split games this season, with the Cougars winning 75-64 in Provo and the Aztecs claim-
ing a 77-73 decision in San Diego.

On the Line
With 18 victories this season, San Diego State has posted its highest single-sea-

son victory totals since the 1984-85 team went to the NCAA tournament and fin-
ished 23-8. This is the third consecutive year, all under Steve Fisher, the Aztecs
have bettered their win total from the previous season (4 to 5 to 14 to 18 this sea-
son). The 18 victories are the fourth highest victory total of the Division I era
(beginning with the 1969-70 season).

The Aztecs finished league play with a 7-7 record, marking the first time
SDSU has finished .500 in conference action since the 1984-85 team finished sec-
ond in the WAC with an 11-5 mark. In the previous 15 seasons, the Aztecs have
averaged 3.9 league wins. After finishing no better than sixth place in a confer-
ence (Western Athletic or Mountain West) since the 1984-85 campaign and hav-
ing an average finish of 7.7 in the previous 16 seasons, the Aztecs finished in a
tie for fourth place.  

At 18-11 overall, San Diego State is seven games above .500 for the first time
this season and the second time in the Steve Fisher era (10-3 after 13 games in
2000-01). This is the first time the Aztecs have been seven games above .500 in
March since the 1984-85 campaign.

San Diego State had a string of four consecutive games with a field goal per-
centage of at least 50 percent come to an end against Air Force on Saturday.
Nonetheless, the Aztecs have connected on 48.1 percent from the floor on the
season which ranked 15th in the most recent NCAA statistics. (Kansas, Duke
and Oregon are the top three teams in the category).

The Aztecs’ high-scoring trio of Randy Holcomb, Al Faux and Tony Bland
combined to score 58 points in San Diego State’s 13-point win over New Mexico
on Thursday.  SDSU is 10-1 this season in regulation games when the triumvir
scores at least 50 points. The lone loss came when they combined for 58 points
in the loss to top-ranked Duke.

San Diego State set a school record in attendance this season in both total
home attendance (92, 475) and home average (6,165). In 15 home games this sea-
son, San Diego State shattered the previous school record for highest average, set
back in 1981-82 when SDSU averaged 4,824. This season’s average was a 36.1
percent increase over last season. This season’s attendance is an increase of 135.4
percent over Steve Fisher’s first season (1999-2000).

San Diego State posted a 5-3 record in February, marking the fourth straight
month the Aztecs have posted a .500 or better mark. The last time the Aztecs had
a break-even record or better in Nov., Dec., Jan. and Feb. in the same season was
1984-85. The Aztecs are off to a 1-0 start in March and are looking to post a .500
or better mark in all five months of the same season.

Project Postseason
San Diego State head coach Steve Fisher has stated the goal for the 2001-02

basketball team throughout the season - to play in a postseason tournament.
As we approach selection Sunday, the Aztecs’ resume continues to get

stronger. Below is a quick look at  some of the reasons many believe the Aztecs
will return to the postseason for the first time since the 1984-85 campaign.

As of Sunday, San Diego State had the 53rd ranked RPI which is the third
highest rating in the Mountain West Conference, the seventh-highest ranked
league.

As of Sunday, San Diego State’s strength of schedule ranked as the 35th most
difficult in the nation and the second most difficult in the Mountain West
Conference.

As of Sunday, San Diego State was one of just 21 teams in the country that
ranked among the top 10 percent in strength of schedule (top 35) and won at
least 18 games this season. In fact, the Aztecs were the only school not affiliated
with the six power leagues (ACC, Big East, Big 10, Big 12, Pac 10 and SEC) to
meet both qualifications.

The Aztecs ended the regular-season playing their best basketball of the cam-
paign. San Diego State has won five of its last six games and is seven games above
.500 for the first time this season. During that stretch, the Aztecs became the only
team this season to defeat MWC regular-season champion Wyoming in Laramie.

Interest in the San Diego State basketball program is at an all-time high. In
addition to shattering the single-season attendance mark this season, the Aztecs
also played in front of six of the 10 largest crowds in arena history.

Thursday’s meeting will be the 50th between the Aztecs and Cougars, but the

first in postseason play..
The teams split the series this season with each school winning on its home

court. On Jan. 12 in Provo, the Cougars claimed a 75-64 decision for their fourth
straight series victory in Provo. On Feb. 11 in San Diego, the Aztecs snapped an
eight-game Cougar win streak in the series with a 77-73 decision.

Although the Aztecs snapped the Cougars eight-game series win streak last
month, Brigham Young has still won eight of the last nine and 20 of the last 23
meetings.

San Diego State has not won consecutive meetings with Brigham Young since
claiming wins on Feb. 18, 1995 and Jan.. 13, 1996. Only four times in series his-

tory has San Diego State claimed at least two straight games from the Cougars. In fact, just once since 1986
has SDSU won at least two straight in the series (the aformentioned ’95 and ’96 meetings).

The first meeting between the teams came on Dec. 19, 1940 with San Diego State claiming a 49-45 home-
court victory. The Cougars would not claim a victory in the series for another 39 years (Feb. 3, 1979).

Brigham Young-San Diego State Recent Meetings
 San Diego State 77, Brigham Young 73; Feb. 11, 2002; Cox Arena; San Diego, Calif.
Two days after its worst performance of the season and just hours after learning head coach Steve Fisher’s

mother had passed away, San Diego State delivered its most inspired performance of the season.
The Aztecs never trailed in defeating Brigham Young for the first time in eight tries, 77-73, on Feb. 11 at

Cox Arena.
San Diego State had five players score 13 or more points and dished out 20 assists while tying a season-

low with just seven turnovers.
Despite the solid team effort, Brigham Young hung tight for the entire contest based on 51.0 percent field

goal shooting for the game, including 60.0 percent after intermission.
Despite leading throughout, the Aztecs’ biggest advantage was 11 points in the first half and nine points

in the second half.
Randy Holcomb recorded a double-double with 15 points and 10 rebounds. Mike Mackell added 15 points,

while Deandre Moore, Tony Bland and Al Faux each chipped in 13 points.
Moore enjoyed his best game of the season. In addition to connecting on 4-of-4 attempts from three-point

range, he also recorded six assists and did not commit a turnover in 25 minutes of action.
The game marked just the third time in the Steve Fisher era the Aztecs have won a game when the oppo-

nent has shot better than 50.0 percent from the floor.

BYU held San Diego State to a season-low 36.8 percent field goal shooting and connected on 26-of-35 free

throw attempts to claim a 75-64 victory in the opening Mountain West Conference game for both teams.
The Cougars had four players score in double figures in extending their home winning streak to 29 games.

Travis Hansen led the way with 19 points, including three three-point field goals.
The Aztecs were led for the sixth consecutive game by forward Randy Holcomb. The senior scored a game-

high 21 points and added 11 rebounds to record a double-double for the third consecutive game. Junior cen-
ter Mike Mackell connected on 11-of-12 free throws en route to 15 points and senior guard Al Faux added 14
points.

The Cougars led 39-32 at intermission and extended the lead to 54-37 with 12:04 left. San Diego State
responded with a 13-2 run and eventually chiseled the lead down to four points with 3:18 to play. San Diego
State had the ball with a chance to pull closer, but an Aztec turnover followed by four straight Cougar points
iced the game for Brigham Young.

San Diego State enjoyed a 44-28 edge in rebounds but was not able to overcome a cold shooting night.

San Diego State starts a three-guard lineup consisting of Deandre Moore, Al

Faux and Tony Bland... The frontcourt is comprised of Randy Holcomb and
Mike Mackell... The Aztecs have had three different players earn Mountain West
Conference Player of the Week awards this season - Tony Bland, Al Faux and
Randy Holcomb... The Aztecs feature three of the top five scorers in the league
in Randy Holcomb (17.2), Tony Bland (16.7) and Al Faux (16.4)... Off the bench
the Aztecs have primarily used Brandon Smith, Aerick Sanders, Myron Epps
and Chris Walton.

The high-scoring trio of Holcomb, Bland and Faux have accounted for 1,395
points this season and have accounted for 64.0 percent of the points and average
48.1 points per game.. The Aztecs are 10-1 in games decided in regulation when
the Triumvir scored at least 50 points (lone loss at Duke).

The Aztecs are shooting 48.1 percent from the field, which ranks 15th nation-
ally and a four percent increase over last season...

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Three Aztecs’ Players Earn Mountain West Recognition; Holcomb Earns First-
Team Honors; Faux Named to Second Team and Bland is Honorable Mention

San Diego State senior forward Randy Holcomb was named to the all-
Mountain West Conference first team on Monday, making him the first Aztec to
earn first-team league honors since Leon Carter was named to the all-WAC team
at the end of 1995-96 season.

Holcomb was an all-newcomer team selection last season and ranks second in
scoring (17.2 rpg) and first in rebounding (9.3) in the league this year. He also led
the MWC in double-doubles this season with 13 and ranked tied for second in
20-plus scoring games with 10. The senior became the first Aztec player in the
Mountain West Conference era to be named to the all-conference team.

Two other Aztecs join Holcomb on the all-league squad, with senior guard Al
Faux being named to the second team and junior guard Tony Bland receiving an
honorable mention nod.

Faux is fourth in the league in scoring at 16.7 points per game and is third in
three-point field goals made at 2.41 per contest. Four times this season the sen-
ior walk-on has made five three-point field goals.

Bland is fifth in the conference in scoring at 16.4 points per game and fourth
in assists at 3.55 per contest. The junior guard is the only player in the league that
ranks in the top five of both categories.

Utah’s Britton Johnsen was named player of the year. The league’s freshman
of the year award will be shared by Wyoming’s Jason Straight and Brigham
Young’s Jared Jensen. Wyoming’s Steve McClain earned coach of the year honors
after guiding the Cowboys to a first-place finish in the league race. UNLV’s
Marcus Banks was named defensive player of the year.

Honors Keep Piling Up for Holcomb
San Diego State men’s basketball player Randy Holcomb was named to the

NABC Division I District 13 first-team, the National Association of Basketball
Coaches announced.

Selected and voted on by member coaches of the NABC, the 150 student-ath-
letes named to the 15 district teams are now eligible for the NABC All-America Team to be announced at the
conclusion of the 2001-02 men’s basketball season. Of the 150 players named nationally, only 75 received first-
team honors.

Holcomb, a 6-9 forward from Chicago, Ill., is second in the Mountain West Conference in scoring and first
in rebounding and ranks among the conference leaders in field-goal percentage and blocked shots. While
leading San Diego State to a 18-11 mark this season, Holcomb has averaged 17.2 points and 9.3 rebounds per
contest. He has connected on 51.3 percent of his attempts from the field and 31.6 percent from beyond the
three-point arc. He ranks among the national leaders in double-doubles with 13 this season and 19 in his
career. Last month he recorded his 1,000th career point.

Holcomb, a preseason first-team all-Mountain West Conference selection, was one of just three Mountain
West Conference players to earn first-team honors, joining Utah’s Britton Johnsen and Wyoming’s Josh Davis.

The story of the 2001-02 San Diego State season can be divided into three distinct chapters: 1. The 10-4 start.

2. The 3-6 slide. 3. The 5-1 regular season finish.
The Aztecs opened the season 10-4, with wins over 21st-ranked Fresno State and at Hawai’i and a respectable

13-point loss at top-ranked Duke.
The 3-6 stretch began with the conference opener at Brigham Young on Jan. 12. Of the six losses during that

stretch two came in overtime and three were by six points or less.
Since the second loss to Utah, the Aztecs have responded by going 5-1, with the lone loss coming in overtime

at UNLV. The Aztecs also posted impressive wins at Wyoming and Colorado State during the recent stretch.

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The Tale of Two Mackells
Since adjusting to major college basketball, Mike Mackell has posted some lofty numbers. The 2001 California

junior college player of the year struggled early in the season, but recently has posted impressive numbers.
In his first 14 games, Mackell recorded double-figure point totals four times and averaged 8.6 points and

3.7 rebounds. In his last 15 games, which corresponds with the opening of conference play, the junior has
averaged 11.8 points and 5.1 rebounds per contest. He also has been a model of consistency scoring 10 or
more points in 10 of the last 15 games.

A native of Washington D.C., Mackell is averaging 10.3 points and 4.4 rebounds on the campaign.
Below is a look at how Mackell’s numbers have increased as the season has progressed.

Aztecs have been close to victory. The Aztecs lost three conference games in overtime and three of the league
defeats have been by a total of 10 points.

at Brigham Young, Jan. 12 - The Aztecs didn’t play their best game but still found themselves in a position
to end the nation’s second-longest homecourt winning streak. After trailing by as many as 17 points, San
Diego State rallied to within four points (63-59) with 3:18 remaining and had possession. Brigham Young
scored the next four points and the Aztecs never got that close again. FINAL: BYU 75, SDSU 64.

at Utah, Jan. 14 - San Diego State led 9:30 of the final 15:07 in the contest. The Aztecs led by four points on
three different occasions, the final coming at the 6:35 mark. Utah took the lead for good with 3:36 to play but
the game was still a one possession contest with 30 seconds remaining. FINAL: Utah 76, SDSU 70.

vs. Wyoming, Jan. 21 - San Diego State led by as many as 14 points in the first half and led or was tied for
a consecutive period of 32:33. After relinquishing the lead, the Aztecs rallied from five points down with 28
seconds left to force overtime before losing. FINAL: Wyoming 88, SDSU 85 (overtime).

vs. UNLV, Jan. 26 - San Diego State lost consecutive games in overtime for the first time in school history.
San Diego State trailed by as many as 15 in the second half and were down 12 with nine minutes to play, but
used a 21-9 run to force overtime. Tony Bland scored six points in the final 2:16 of regulation and converted
a layup with 27 seconds left to force the extra session. SDSU fell behind by seven points in the extra period,
but tied the score with 11 seconds left. A foul call with 2.3 seconds left put Louis Amundson on the line to
make the game-winning point. FINAL: UNLV 80, SDSU 79 (overtime). 

at Air Force, Feb. 4 - Air Force had nine days of prep time while the Aztecs played in Albuquerque two
nights earlier and yet SDSU still had a chance to win. Trailing by 15 points, the Aztecs went on a 9-0 run dur-
ing which they missed seven shots from the field. That cut the deficit to six points with 6:19 to play and obvi-
ously it could have been closer. SDSU once again cut the lead to six with 1:17 to play but was unable to draw
any closer. FINAL: Air Force 67, SDSU 54.

at UNLV, Feb. 23 - San Diego State never trailed during regulation play and led by as many as 11 points...
The Aztecs led by four points with 29 seconds remaining before UNLV scored five points in the final 19 sec-
onds to force overtime...

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the first four games of the season. This season the trio has scored 1,395 points.
The Aztecs currently have three of the top five scorers in the Mountain West Conference in Randy

Holcomb (17.2/second), Al Faux (16.7/fourth) and Tony Bland (16.4/fifth). Al Faux became eligible for the con-
ference charts after the game at Utah on Jan. 14.

Thirteen times this season the trio has combined to score 50 or more points, with the Aztecs posting a 10-
3 mark in those games. One of the losses came at top-ranked Duke when Holcomb, Bland and Faux combined
to score 58 points and the other two came in overtime. SDSU is 10-1 when the trio scores 50 or more points
in regulation. Below is a look at the highest scoring games for the Big Three.

Holcomb Tops Mountain West in Rebounding, Second in Scoring
San Diego State senior forward Randy Holcomb currently leads the Mountain West Conference in

rebounding (9.3) and is second in scoring (17.2). He also is first in defensive rebounding, second in offensive
rebounding,  fourth in blocked shots and ninth in field goal percentage.

He also ranks among the national leaders with 13 double-doubles this season.
In league play, Holcomb ranks among the leaders in rebounding (2nd), defensive rebounding (2nd), offen-

sive rebounding (2nd), scoring (4th), blocked shots (10th), field goal percentage (12th).
Holcomb, a three-time winner of the Mountain West Conference

player of the week award, was the Aztec nominee for the award for five
consecutive weeks earlier this season.

No Second-Year Jinx
Randy Holcomb made quite the splash last season earning a spot on

The Sporting News all-Mountain West Conference first team and earning
league newcomer of the year accolades by the magazine. Holcomb was
also one of just three non-Pac-10 players to earn a spot on the United
States Basketball Writers Association (USBWA) District 9 team.

All of that being said, Holcomb has put together an even more
impressive season this year, showing improvement in points, rebounds,
field-goal percentage and three-point field goal percentage.

The Great Turnaround: Fisher and Company Place Aztec Program on the Map
Under third-year coach Steve Fisher, the Aztecs continue to take great strides. Last season the Aztecs post-

ed a 14-14 record, just the second .500 or better campaign in the past 16 seasons. As if going from 5-23 in 1999-
00 to 14-14 in 2000-01 wasn’t enough, this season the turnaround continues. Below is a look inside the nation’s
top turnaround.

The RPI shows the improvement of the Aztec program. For the seven seasons from 1993-94 to 1998-99, San
Diego State had an average RPI of 190, Last season, the Aztecs jumped to 154 in the final RPI and this season,
as of Monday, San Diego State was 52 in the RPI ahead of traditional programs such as New Mexico (58),
Louisville (62), UNLV (67), Fresno State (71), Iowa (80), Purdue (95), North Carolina (121) and Michigan (152).

After going 1-28 in its previous 29 games against nationally-ranked competition, the Aztecs defeated 21st-
ranked Fresno State, 93-78, handing the Bulldogs their worst lost of the season at that point. The Aztecs also
snapped a 10-game losing streak with the Bulldogs.

For the first time in 30 years and 31 seasons, San Diego State defeated both Fresno State and Hawai’i in the
same season. Both the Bulldogs and the Rainbow Warriors are members of the Western Athletic Conference,
the league the Aztecs called home from 1978-79 season to 1998-99.

After finishing no better than sixth place in a conference (Western Athletic or Mountain West) since the
1984-85 campaign and having an average finish of 7.7 in the last 16 seasons, San Diego State finished in a tie
for fourth place this season.  

The Aztecs are attempting to post consecutive .500 seasons or better for the first time since the 1983-84 and
1984-85 seasons. The Aztecs, which went 14-14 last season, are 18-11 this season.

One sign of the Aztecs’ improvement can be found in the victory count. San Diego State won 137 games in
the 14 seasons from 1986-87 to 1999-00 (an average of just 9.79 wins per season). Last season the Aztecs

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passed that average win total in the first week of January, prior to posting a 14-win campaign. This season,
San Diego State has nearly doubled its average win total from the 14 seasons from 1986-87 to 1999-00.

San Diego State won nine consecutive games at Cox Arena, breaking the arena-record win streak in the
five-year old facility. The Aztecs were 16-28 in their first three seasons in the building, but have posted an
impressive 24-8 mark since. San Diego State has won 12 consecutive non-conference home games, breaking
the Division I era school-record of 10 straight from Dec. 8, 1995 to Dec. 23, 1996. San Diego State is now 40-
36 all-time in Cox Arena after entering last season 13 games below the .500 mark.

San Diego State has posted .500 or better months in November, December, January and February for the
first time since the 1984-85 season.

The Aztecs defeated Colorado State in Fort Collins for the first time in 20 years.
San Diego State snapped a 10-game losing streak to New Mexico and won at The Pit for the first time since

1984 when “Owner of a Lonely Heart” by Yes was the number one song in the country.
San Diego State tied a school record this season with three victories in November. The Aztecs tied the

record they set last season, marking the only two times in the 81 years of the program that SDSU has won
three games in the Thanksgiving month.

Below is a look at the Aztecs’ records since the start of the 2000-01 campaign. The record on the right
shows how many games it took San Diego State to win the same number of games prior to the 2000-01
season.

Charting the Difference
As you would expect, the Aztecs have shown improvement in nearly every statistical category the last

couple of seasons, in improving from 5-23 in 1999-2000 to 14-14 last season, to this season’s 18-11 mark.
One area where the Aztecs have shown the most improvement is in field-goal shooting. Two seasons ago,

San Diego State connected on just 40.9 percent of its field goal attempts. This season, the Aztecs are current-
ly connecting on 48.1 percent of their attempts.

A quick glance shows that San Diego State has made strides despite playing a schedule that is more diffi-
cult to date than both of the previous two seasons. 

A look at how this season’s numbers stack up against the previous two years is listed below.

The Difference Between Winning and Losing
Through 29 games trends have developed in Aztecs victories and

losses. Statistically, the biggest keys to the outcome have occurred at the
free throw line and from the three-point arc.

In San Diego State’s 18 wins, SDSU is connecting on 66.5 percent of its
free-throw attempts while getting to the line an average of 24.6 times
per contest. The Aztecs are averaging more than three more attempts in
wins compared to losses.

The difference is even more dramatic for the opponent. In San Diego
State’s defeats, Aztec opponents are averaging 29.3 free-throw attempts
per contest, more than seven attempts more than in Aztec wins. The
opponent success percentage in those games also increases by 6.4 per-
cent.

San Diego State forces three more opponent turnovers in wins and
makes 5.2 three-point field goals, nearly two treys more than in the
defeats. Opponents shoot 40.7 percent from the three-point arc in Aztec
losses compared to 29.0 percent in Aztec wins.

The biggest individual scoring difference in the wins and losses
belongs to senior forward Randy Holcomb, although both numbers are
impressive. A native of Chicago, Ill., Holcomb averages 15.7 points, 10.4
rebounds while connecting on 49.3 percent from the field - in losses. In
victories the all-Mountain West Conference selection is averaging 18.2
points, 8.6 rebounds and is connecting on 52.5 percent of his attempts.

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The Nation’s Best Walk-On
San Diego State senior guard Al Faux may be the best walk on in the country.
After a sensational junior season during which he averaged 10.5 points 3.5 rebounds and 2.6 assists in

starting 15 of 28 games, Faux was offered a scholarship by coach Steve Fisher. The Los Angeles native asked
the coaching staff if he turned down the scholarship, could the Aztecs could sign an additional player. The
staff said yes, and Faux, who does receive financial aid, remained a walk-on.

This season, Faux missed six games (two exhibition games and four regular season) for a violation of team
rules. Since his return, Faux has made quite a presence, playing in 24 games and starting 20 of the last 21 con-
tests.

Faux is fourth in the league in scoring at 16.7, third in three-pointers at 2..20 and 10th in three-point field
goal percentage at 40.7.

Faux has shot 50 percent or better in 16-of-25 games this season. He has made three or more treys in nine
games this season.

The senior had his Mountain West Conference best streak of double-figure scoring games snapped at 17,
when he scored a season-low nine points against Houston. He has scored 20+ points nine times this season.

Faux earned Mountain West Conference player of the week honors on Dec. 10th following the Aztecs’
upset of 21st-ranked Fresno State. In the two games that week, Faux averaged 25.0 points, 6.5 rebounds, 3.5
assists and two steals in the two appearances. He shot 53.8 percent (21-of-39) from the field, including 53.3
percent (8-of-15) from three-point range.

He followed that up with 20 points, three rebounds and three steals at Hawai’i. Faux scored 16 of his 20
points after intermission and scored seven points and had two steals in the final 5:35 in the contest. His efforts
helped San Diego State erase a 13-point deficit en route to a 61-58 win. 

Record Winning Streaks=Record Crowds 
Along with more talented student-athletes, more vic-

tories and better competition, another sign of the growth
of the Aztecs’ program has been at the turnstile.

In Steve Fisher’s first season, the 1999-2000 campaign,
San Diego State averaged 2,618 fans per 15 home games.
Last season, the Aztecs had the second-largest Division
I percentage increase and seventh-biggest average
increase over the previous season when SDSU averaged
4,528 fans for 17 home games. That was third highest
average in school history and the biggest since the 1981-
82 campaign.

This season the trend continues. Through the conclu-
sion of the regular-season, San Diego State is averaging
6,165 fans. That mark, which represents a 36.1 percent
increase over last season and a 135.4 percent jump over
two years ago (Fisher’s first season), eclipsed the school
record of 4,824 set during the 1981-82 campaign.

Five of the 10 largest crowds in Cox Arena history have occurred this season.
A crowd of 11,764, the largest in Cox Arena history and the second largest in school history watched San

Diego State and UNLV play on Jan. 26, 2002. Earlier this season, a crowd of 8,438, the third largest crowd ever
to see a San Diego State basketball game at Cox Arena, saw the Aztecs tie the facility record with their fifth
straight win on Dec. 8. That night, the Aztecs defeated 21st-ranked Fresno State 93-78, making it the biggest
crowd ever to see an Aztec victory in Cox Arena.

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The profile of the men’s basketball
program rose considerably on
March 26, 1999, when Rick Bay

stood before a packed news conference
and introduced Steve Fisher. The blip on
the radar screen may have been small,
but for the first time in 15 years, Aztec
Basketball was on the map.

Suddenly the nation’s left corner
became a hot spot for the college basketball media. The Philadelphia Inquirer
came to town. So did the Los Angeles Times, the Chicago Tribune and USA
Today. There was the chat session on espn.com and the headline in The
Sporting News. There were national talk shows and numerous TV requests.

Less than three years later, Steve Fisher has spearheaded one of the mag-
nificent turnarounds in college basketball. Last season, the Aztecs enjoyed
just their second .500 or better season in the last 16 years, posting a 14-14
record. That’s more victories than the Aztecs had in the 1998-99 and 1999-
2000 seasons - combined.

This season the Aztecs are 18-11 and own victories over three teams that
advanced to the 2001 NCAA Tournament.

Steve Fisher arrived in San Diego after spending one season as an assis-
tant coach for the NBA’s Sacramento Kings, where he was reunited briefly
with his former player, Chris Webber.  However, he is best known for his
efforts at the collegiate level. He became a household name at Michigan,
where he transformed a prominent program into a perennial national-
championship contender -- and winner. Returning to college basketball
was returning home.

That point would be very hard to argue.
No head coaching career, at any level,  started quicker than that of Steve

Fisher. Six games into his career he was undefeated and sporting a nation-
al championship ring. And the success didn’t stop with the national title.

Fisher’s eight-plus seasons at the University of Michigan produced a
184-82 (.692) record, nine postseason tournament berths and three trips to
the NCAA championship game, including the magical run to the champi-
onship in 1989.

Under Fisher, the Wolverines also claimed an NIT championship, won
at least 20 games four times and finished among the top three in the pow-
erful Big Ten Conference five times.  In 1995, Michigan set a league record
by holding opponents to just 39.4 percent shooting from
the floor.

Fisher and company raised the bar even higher in the
postseason. His seven NCAA tournament teams com-
bined for a 20-6 record, ranking him third among active
coaches and ninth in NCAA history with a winning per-
centage of .769 in the national bracket. Only 13 coaches
have taken more teams to the Final Four, including just
five that are currently active. He is one of three coaches
to guide three teams to the Final Four in the first five
years of a head-coaching career and one of just six
coaches that sport a championship in the NCAA
Tournament as well as the NIT. The others to accom-
plish that feat are Bobby Knight of Indiana, Adolph
Rupp and Joe B. Hall of Kentucky, Al McGuire of
Marquette and Dean Smith from North Carolina.

Add to the accolades the fact that Fisher coached per-
haps the most famous group of players in modern
NCAA history. In 1991, Fisher and current Aztec assis-
tant Brian Dutcher inked a recruiting class that would
later be known as the “Fab Five”. The group included
Juwan Howard, Ray Jackson, Jimmy King, Jalen Rose
and Chris Webber. They were the heart, indeed the
starting five, of a pair of NCAA runner-up squads in
Ann Arbor. In all, Fisher’s years in Michigan resulted in
seven players that would be taken in the first round of
the NBA draft, including three members of the “Fab
Five”.

In 1982, Fisher moved across the state and helped Bill Frieder and the
Michigan Wolverines to a pair of conference titles in the early and mid
1980s. Again, Steve Fisher was happy out of the spotlight, serving as
Frieder’s assistant in the Big Ten.

Seven years after his hiring, on the verge of the NCAA Tournament, Bill
Frieder accepted the head-coaching job at Arizona State and Michigan ath-
letic director Bo Schembechler quickly moved Fisher to the front of the
bench. Fisher moved himself into the national spotlight.  

He assumed the role of interim head coach in 1989 and promptly led a
team that finished third in the Big Ten race to the NCAA title. Included in
that run was a win over Big Ten champ Illinois, considered the best team
in the nation. It was the first and remains the only national title for the
Michigan basketball program.

The 1991-92 and 1992-93 seasons were the years of the “Fab Five” for
Fisher. Not only did the Wolverines achieve cult-like status, but they were
one of the most successful groups of underclassmen in the history of col-
lege sports. 

In the years before early entries into the NBA and prior to prep stars
signing with agents, Michigan’s successes were even more incredible.  Two
trips to the national championship game with five freshmen, and then five
sophomores, marked an incredible feat. The 1992-93 season resulted in a
Michigan-record 31 wins.

And the media took notice. Fisher was named the national coach of the
year by Basketball Times after leading the freshmen to the championship
game opposite Duke in 1992.

He had taken an established program and elevated it to another level.
After that feat, there really is only one other challenge for a head coach --
to build a program. To turn failures into titles. And Steve Fisher’s second
team at San Diego State figures to put that process in motion.

In all, Steve Fisher carved out one of the most successful tenures in
Michigan history. His final team in Ann Arbor won the NIT title. However,
he is clearly planted in southern California.

The season-ticket base is growing. The interview requests are still com-
ing, and the builder that Rick Bay commissioned to construct a program is
at work all over town. He is everything that the San Diego State brass
hoped for when they announced his hiring. He is breathing life into a dor-
mant program.
