SAN DIEGO -- San Diego State’s rally from an
11-point second-half deficit fell just short as UC
Irvine claimed a 70-69 victory in the first round
of the National Invitation Tournament.

Fowards Michael Kennedy and John Martens
also cracked double-figures as they added 11
points apiece.

The Rebels were led by Armon Gilliam who
posted 21 points and 10 rebounds. Ritchie
Adams, the Rebels’ leading scorer on the season,
was saddled with foul trouble from the start of
the game and ended up with 10 points in only 23
minutes of action.

Mistakes ended up costing SDSU as it com-
mitted 18 turnovers and missed 12 free throws as
it was 18 for 30 (60%) from the line. SDSU shot
55.4% from the field and held UNLV to 47.8%
shooting and outrebounded the Rebels 39-34.

SDSU closed the season at 23-8, its best NCAA
Division I record in the history of the program.
