Big Notes
o SDSU had its 12-game winning streak against Pacific Time Zone teams snapped (was the third-longest active streak in FBS).

o San Diego State had its 12-game winning streak against Mountain West, West Division teams snapped. The Aztecs are now 20-4
in their last 24 contests against the West Division.

o The Aztecs dropped to 8-2 in their last 10 games, 14-4 in their last 18 games and 27-5 in their last 32 contests.

o San Diego State fell to 22-5 in its last 27 home games.

o SDSU has dropped consecutive home games for the first time since the first two of the 2013 season.

o The Aztecs has their three-game winning streak in Homecoming games snapped.

o SDSU dropped to 12-3 in its last 15 games played in the month of October.

o SDSU has now gone 34 siraight games with one inferception or fewer (dates back o Sept. 12, 2015 at California).

* San Diego State won the coin toss for the 27* time over the last 48 games.
o The Aztecs have now gone 139 games without suffering a shutout (Nov. 18, 2006 at TCU), which is the third-longest streak
among current Mountain West schools (Air Force at 306 and Boise State at 258).
o SDSU held an opponent scoreless on its opening drive for the 26™ time over the last 33 games and 27" time since 2015 (36
games).

o Rushed 15 times for 69 yards and had four kick returns for 57 yards.
o Led the team with 69 rushing yards.

* Christian Chapman, Jr., QB (10-for-20, 77 yds., 0 INT)
o Was 10 for 20 passing for 77 yards and did not throw an intercepfion.




o Dropped to 19-5 as the starting quarterback over his career.
o Recorded his seventh straight game without interception and now has thrown 157 passes without throwing an interception
(seven touchdowns over that span).

* Ronley Lakalaka, Jr., LB (10 tackles)
