SCENE SETTER (as of Sunday, Oct. 24) 
n Off to its best start since the 1975 team opened the season 8-0, No. 21/20 San Diego State (7-0; 3-0 MW) returns to play the first 

of four straight conference divisional games when the Aztecs play “host” to Fresno State (6-2; 3-1 MW) in the 60th meeting for the 
Battle for the Old Oil Can. 

n The game is a critical showdown between the teams currently at the top of the West Division standings of the Mountain West. The 
Aztecs (3-0) lead the West with Fresno State (3-1) a 1/2-game back and Nevada (2-1) a game behind.  

n San Diego State leads the all-time series with Fresno State, 30-25-4. Either SDSU (2015 and 2016) or Fresno State (2013, 2014, 
2017 and 2018) represented the division in the conference championship game in six of the first seven years of the two-division 
format. Amazingly, the composite score of the 59 previous meetings is Fresno State 1,217, San Diego State 1,205. 

n Since 2012, San Diego State and Fresno State have each won three Mountain West championships.  
n For the first time in school history, San Diego State moved up in the AP Top 25 Poll for a fourth consecutive week. The Aztecs debuted 

in the poll on No. 25 on Oct. 3, moved to No. 24 on Oct. 10, No. 22 on Oct. 17 and No. 21 on Oct. 24. If SDSU is ranked in the Oct. 
31 poll, the Aztecs will tie the school record most consecutive polls ranked and most weeks ranked in a single season set in 1970. 

n San Diego State is up to No. 21 in the AP Top 25 Poll and No. 20 in the AFCA Coaches Poll. This is SDSU’s highest ranking in the AP 
poll since the Aztecs were No. 19 for three consecutive weeks during the 2017 campaign (final week of that run was Oct. 8). 

n This is the 28th week SDSU has appeared in the AP poll in school history and the 14th appearance since the start of the ’16 campaign.  
n SDSU has made appearances in the AP Top 25 in four of the last six seasons (2016, 2017, 2019 and 2021) after experiencing a 

341-poll drought (from Nov. 14, 1995 through Sept. 11, 2016). 
n San Diego State is one of nine undefeated teams in the nation (out of 130 FBS programs). Of the nine, the Aztecs are the only un-

beaten team in the Mountain West and the only unbeaten program in the Pacific Time Zone. 
n San Diego State ranks among the top 25 teams nationally in 19 NCAA statistical categories. Most impressive is that all three areas 

- offense, defense and special teams - are represented. Listing only the major categories, on defense the Aztecs are 2nd in third 
down percentage defense (26.3), 4th in rushing defense (79.9), 5th in total defense (279.4), 6th in team passing efficiency defense 
(102.79), 7th in scoring defense (15.7), 9th in team tackles for loss (6.9), 14th in passes intercepted (9), 16th in team sacks (3.00) 
and 24th turnovers gained (13). On offense, the Aztecs are 6th in fewest interceptions (2),12th in turnovers lost (6) and 25th in 
time of possession (31:40). On special teams, SDSU is 1st in net punting (46.89), 2nd in blocked punts (2), 6th in non offensive 
touchdowns (4), 19th in kickoff return average (26.77) 

n San Diego State has one or less turnovers in six straight games. The Aztecs have either been positive or even in the turnover category 
in all seven games this season.

Highlights 
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n The Aztecs have not trailed in the fourth quarter of a game this season. 
n The Aztecs have been dominant to date with four of their seven victories coming by at least 18 points. San Diego State owns a season 

scoring margin of +107 (+15.3 ppg). Including only games against FBS opponents this season, the Aztecs are tied for 16th nationally 
in scoring margin. 

n San Diego State has won six straight “home games” and is 7-1 at its temporary home in Carson, California. Since Nov. 2, 2013, the 
Aztecs are 40-10 in home games, outscoring the opposition by 577 points (1,441-864) during that span. SDSU will open its new 
stadium in Mission Valley on Sept. 3, 3022 against Arizona. 

n San Diego State is 3-0 as an underdog this season and is 12-6 straight-up as an underdog since Oct. 17, 2015.  
n Last Saturday, San Diego State scored the first 20 points of the game in a 20-14 victory at Air Force. The Aztecs held the Academy, 

which entered the game 6-1, to just 259 total yards, including 192 yards rushing (144 below their season average). 
n The San Diego State defense once again showed why it is one of the nation’s best units. The Aztecs forced two turnovers and held the 

Falcons to just 4-of-16 on third down. 
n San Diego State junior Aztec Patrick McMorris and junior linebacker Michael 

Shawcroft led the way with seven tackles apiece. 
n Senior running back Chance Bell rushed for 50 yards on eight carries and had a 

touchdown to lead a ground attack that posted 157 yards rushing and two touchdowns. 
n Junior defensive end Cameron Thomas has the fifth best defensive rating in the na-

tion (per PFF) among players with 300 snaps. He has the most quarterback hits in the 
nation (14), and leads the team in tackles for loss (11) and quarterback hurries (13). 

n Senior left tackle Zachary Thomas ranks eighth nationally among tackles in Pro 
Football Focus blocking grades (min. 400 snaps). In 406 snaps this season, Thomas 
has allowed no sacks, no QB hits and has not committed a penalty. 

n Defensively, San Diego State has been one of the top units nationally for the better 
part of a decade. In the 15 games in which Kurt Mattix has served as defensive co-
ordinator (since the start of 2020 season) San Diego State ranks nationally tied for 
second in rushing touchdowns allowed (7), third in rushing yards allowed per game (89.7), 
third in total defense (281.6),  fourth in pass efficiency defense (109.0), fifth in yards per 
rush (2.8) and fifth in scoring defense (16.8). 

 
THE LEGEND OF MATT ARAIZA 
n Junior punter/placekicker Matt Araiza, an AP first-team midseason All-American, 

continues to lead the nation and is on pace to break the NCAA FBS record for punt av-
erage. Araiza earned his third MW Special Teams Player of the Week honor of the 
2021 campaign by averaging 54.8 yards per punt and a 50.8 net punt average, with 
a long of 81 yards (no return on that punt) and two field goals, including a 51-yarder. 
Additionally, all five of his kickoffs went for touchbacks. 

n For the season, Araiza leads the nation in punt average at 54.0 yards. He has 28 
punts that have traveled at least 50 yards and has 22 punts downed inside the 20-
yard line. As previously mentioned, Araiza is on pace to break the NCAA record and 
could produce the following results and still be on record pace: Have consecutive 0-

yard punts in his next two attempts, or average 24.20 yards (just over half his average) over his next five punts or average 37.59 
yards over his next 10 punts. 

n Matt Araiza leads the country with a 53.96 punt average, 3.79 yards per punt more than No. 2 (50.17). The 3.79-yard difference is 
greater than the difference between No. 2 and No. 17 (3.74 yards) of the 2021 national leaders. 

n Araiza has five of the 19 longest punts in the nation this season (longest punt this season (86 yards), fifth longest (81), 10th longest 
(77), 14th longest (75) and 19th longest (72)). 

n Since 1996, Araiza has consecutive games with at least an 80-yard punt and a 50-yard field goal. It has only happened one other 
time in a FBS game in the last 26 seasons (Utah’s Louie Sakoda at Wyoming on Oct. 11, 2008) over that span. 

  
SEASON REVIEW 
n San Diego State is coming off a 4-4 campaign, including a 4-2 record in Mountain West play. Despite having its winning seasons 

streak snapped at 10 (SDSU has now finished .500 or better in 11 straight seasons), the Aztecs posted their best league record since 
going 6-2 in Mountain West play in 2017. 

n San Diego State spent the 2020 campaign trying to integrate a new head coach (Brady Hoke), offensive coordinator (Jeff Heck-
linski) and defensive coordinator (Kurt Mattix) during pandemic protocols. The pandemic made things particularly difficult as 
SDSU did not have a full pads spring practice when that was canceled, did not have the ability to work out in person during summer 
and had stringent protocols when fall practice started. Among the more challenging protocols in the fall were lineman that were 
socially distanced in drills (six feet apart, SDSU ran plays goal line-to-goal line) and footballs that had to be washed after any individual 
touched them. 

n Despite those circumstances, the Aztecs posted the aforementioned 4-2 conference record and owned a scoring margin of +79 in 
conference games. SDSU’s two losses came in very competitive games. Against San José State, SDSU held a fourth quarter lead but 
had turnovers on three consecutive possessions in a loss to the Spartans. Against Nevada, SDSU had first and goal on the Wolf Pack 
6-yard line in the closing minutes of the game, but was unable to score. 

n Due to injuries in 2020, San Diego State was one of 17 schools in the nation to start at least three players at the quarterback position. 
Of those 17 teams, only six posted a record of .500 or better - Army West Point, Georgia, LSU, UTSA and Virginia were the others. 
As a group, those 17 schools posted a record of 54-97 (35.8 percent). 

n First-year defensive coordinator Kurt Mattix and the defense had a remarkable season. Once again, San Diego State ranked among 
the national leaders in every statistical category, including a school-record best third ranking in total defense (283.5), seventh in 
rushing defense (98.2, third straight season and fifth time in six years the Aztecs were seventh or higher in the category), 11th in 
scoring defense (17.8) and 11th in passing defense (185.2). 

 
SEASON SETUP 
n San Diego State returns 17 starters on offense and defense (19 if you include a national award candidate at placekicker). 
n The Aztecs return eight starters on offense, including four of five starters on the offensive line, two wide receivers, a tight end and a 

running back.  
n Five SDSU offensive players are either up for national awards at their position and/or were preseason first-team all-conference se-

lections - senior running back Greg Bell (Maxwell Award Watch List (college player of the year) and Reese’s Senior Bowl Watch List), 
senior tight end Daniel Bellinger (Mackey Award Watch List (outstanding college TE) and Reese’s Senior Bowl Watch List), senior 
running back and return specialist Jordan Byrd (Paul Hornung Award Watch List (most versatile player)). junior guard William 
Dunkle (PFF all-Mountain West first team), senior offensive tackle Zachary Thomas (Outland Trophy Award Watch List (most out-
standing interior lineman), Reese’s Senior Bowl Watch List, consensus first-team all-Mountain West) and senior center Alama Uluave 
(Polynesian College Football Player of the Year Watch List). 

n Senior running back Greg Bell, who is a preseason selection to the Maxwell Award Watch List for player of the year, looks to build 
on his quick start last season. Bell became the first back in school history to post four straight 100-yard rushing games to start his 
SDSU career. The senior suffered an injury at Nevada on Nov. 21 that plagued him the remainder of the season. He ended his 
campaign with 637 yards rushing, six rushing touchdowns and a 5.6 yards per carry average in just seven games. 

n Senior tight end Daniel Bellinger, who is on the Mackey List for top tight end, has always been known for his physical play at the 
line of scrimmage. As last season went on, he became a weapon in the passing attack as well.  

n San Diego State’s offensive line (left to right) - Zachary Thomas, Chris Martinez, Alama Uluave, William Dunkle and 
Brandon Crenshaw-Dickson - have combined for 77 career starts (Crenshaw-Dickson has made his first six starts this year). 

n Senior quarterback Jordan Brookshire emerged from a three-man quarterback competition to earn the starting spot (announced 
by Coach Hoke on Aug. 25). Brookshire, who was listed fourth on the depth chart prior to the 2020 campaign, played in three games 
last season and started the last final contests. Coming against a very challenging schedule - at Colorado, Colorado State and at No. 
14 Brigham Young, Brookshire was 42-for-74 (56.8 percent) for 410 yards, two touchdowns and two interceptions. In addition, he 
was credited with 101 yards rushing for the 2020 season. 

n Seven members of the defensive group received preseason accolades, led by the trio of senior cornerback Tayler Hawkins (Reese’s 
Senior Bowl Watch List), senior linebacker Caden McDonald (Bronko Nagurski Award Watch List (most outstanding defensive player), 
Chuck Bednarik Award Watch List (college defensive player of the year), Reese’s Senior Bowl Watch List and first-team all-Mountain 
West Conference (media)) and junior defensive end Cameron Thomas (Bronko Nagurski Award Watch List (most outstanding de-
fensive player), Chuck Bednarik Award Watch List (college defensive player of the year) and consensus first-team all-Mountain West 
Conference). 

n The strength on the defensive side of the ball is up front. All three of the defensive lineman received preseason accolades. DE Thomas’ 
lengthy accolades can be found above, senior defensive tackle Jonah Tavai was named a second-team all-league selection by several 
outlets (including Phil Steele and PFF) and senior defensive end Keshawn Banks was also a second-team preseason selection 
(Lindy’s Sports). The trio has combined to start 67 games and is a huge reason why the Aztecs were second nationally last season in

n San Diego State’s special teams are in good hands with a pair of national award worthy players. Junior Matt Araiza returns to 

handle placekicking and kickoffs. Araiza was 10-of-14 on field goal attempts last season, with a long of 48 yards. He easily converted 
from 50 yards out at the final scrimmage this fall at DHSP. Senior Jordan Byrd is one of the nation’s top return men, and led the 
Mountain West a season ago and was seventh nationally in kickoff return average (31.9). 

 
PROGRAM-AT-A-GLANCE 
n Since the start of the 2015 campaign, San Diego State is 60-22 with a 72.8 winning percentage (T-9th nationally with Wisconsin) and 

the Aztecs are 59-19 (75.6 percent) since Oct. 3, 2015 (7th nationally).

n Since the start of the 2020 season, San Diego State has eight non-offensive touchdowns, tied for third nationally (Alabama, 10). 
n This season, the Aztecs have four non-offensive touchdowns (two punt return, kickoff return, interception return). That is tied for 

sixth, two behind UTSA (6). 
 
THE 7-0 START 
n San Diego State is off to its first 7-0 start in the last 46 seasons (since 1975). 
n In the Division I era, this is the first time SDSU has opened a season 7-0 with a pair of victories over teams from a Power 5 Confer-

ence. 
n This is the fourth 7-0 start for the Aztecs in the 53 seasons at the Division I level. 
n Despite playing a pair of Pac-12 opponents this season, San Diego State’s scoring margin of +107 is its best in a season which opened

n The Aztecs are fourth nationally in rushing defense, allowing 79.9 yards per game, and 27th in rushing offense, at 207.0 yards per

n SDSU’s rushing margin of +127.1 yards per game is among the best in the nation.

n Through seven games, San Diego State has outscored the opposition, 76-14, in the third quarter.

30 points. 
n Since Oct. 3, 2015, San Diego State is 52-8 when scoring at least 20 points. The Aztecs have won seven straight games in this cate-

gory. 
n SDSU is 24-6 since 2011 when getting at least 36 minutes of time of possession.

n San Diego State had two 100-yard rushers at New Mexico State (Jordan Byrd - 118 and Chance Bell - 116) on Sept. 14, 2019 for 

the 30th time in program history.

FBS), and fourth in rushing attempts per game (17.43, 24th in FBS), sixth in rushing yards per carry (4.96) and ninth in rushing 
touchdowns (5). 

n G. Bell became SDSU’s 80th different 100-yard rusher with 111 yards vs. UNLV in the 2020 opener on Oct. 24.  
n G. Bell ran for 161 yards against New Mexico State on Sept. 4, 2021, the sixth most in an Aztec season opener, trailing only the 

likes of David Turner (239 in 1976), Marshall Faulk (220 vs. USC in 1992 and 181 vs. CSUN in 1993), Rashaad Penny (197 vs. UC

n If you take away the five times QB Lucas Johnson has been sacked (for 43 yards), he has rushed 13 times for 132 yards (10.2 

avg.). 
n Johnson ran for 87 yards against Utah, the most by an Aztec quarterback since Ryan Katz had 89 at Fresno State on Sept. 29, 2021 

and the fourth most in a game since at least 1996. Including in the 87 rushing yards was a career-long 54-yard rush, which was the 
longest by an Aztec quarterback since Katz had a 67-yarder at Fresno State on Sept. 29, 2012 and third longest since at least 1996. 

n Johnson’s 10.0 YPC average led the country among quarterbacks (min. 8 att.) in 2020. 
 
PASSING OFFENSE 
n Since the start of the 2017 season, San Diego State has thrown 24 interceptions. That is tied for the second-fewest picks in the nation 

over that span (min. 45 GP). In contrast, Texas State has thrown 66 interceptions over that span, which is the most since 2017. 
n QB Jordon Brookshire earned his first career start against Colorado State on Dec. 5, 2020, completing 14 of 24 pass attempts for 

130 yards and a touchdown without throwing an interception. Brookshire became the fifth quarterback to win his starting debut 
over the last six chances (SDSU quarterbacks were 1-13 in the previous 14 debuts prior to this stretch). 

n Brookshire is 5-1 as the SDSU’s starting quarterback. 
n Among freshmen in SDSU single-season history in 2019, WR Jesse Matthews ranked second in receptions (48) and third in receiving 

yards (633). 
n Matthews had the fifth-most catches (48) in the country without a dropped pass in 2019 (according to Pro Football Focus). 
n WR Kobe Smith had back-to-back 100-yard receiving games in 2019, the first Aztec to do so since Ezell Ruffin had three straight in 

2013. 
n Smith and Matthews are two of 41 players in program history with at least three 100-yard receiving games. 
n Among the tight ends in the Mountain West, Bellinger ranks fourth in receiving yards (197), fifth in receptions (13) and tied for 

sixth touchdowns (1). 
n Against Arizona on Sept. 11, Bellinger became the first Aztec tight end to break 100 receiving yards since Gavin Escobar had 108 

vs. UNLV on Oct. 27, 2012. His 113 yards were the most by an Aztec tight end since Escobar had 117 against North Dakota on Sept. 
15, 2012. 

n Bellinger became the 87th different Aztec to record a 100-yard receiving game 
n Bellinger’s 73-yard catch from Brookshire against Arizona was the longest by an Aztec tight end since at least the 1996 season, the 

sixth longest in the country this year by a tight end and the longest by an Aztec since Ryan Agnew connected on a 74-yarder to Jesse 
Matthews in the 2019 New Mexico Bowl. 

n QB Lucas Johnson was 2-for-3 with two touchdown passes at San Jose State on Oct. 15, 2021. He became just the 13th FBS quarterback 
since 1996 to only throw touchdown passes for his completions (min. 2 completions).  

 
BULLET NOTES - DEFENSE 
n Kurt Mattix is in his second season as defensive coordinator at San Diego State. He previously served as defensive coordinator at 

Eastern Kentucky and worked with Hoke at Michigan. Mattix was named a nominee for the Broyles Award for the top assistant coach 
last season. 

n San Diego State’s returns eight starters off a team that finished third in the nation in total defense (283.50) and 11th in scoring 
defense (17.75) a year ago. Starters that are back for the Aztecs are senior defensive tackle Jonah Tavai, senior defensive end Ke-
shawn Banks, junior defensive end Cameron Thomas, senior linebackers Andrew Aleki and Caden McDonald, senior safety Trenton 
Thompson, senior cornerback Tayler Hawkins and junior safety Cedarious Barfield.

SERIES HISTORY 
n Saturday’s game marks the 60th meeting between Fresno State and San Diego State, with the Aztecs owning a 30-25-4 series lead.  
n This is the second time San Diego State has been nationally-ranked entering the game. SDSU was ranked No. 14 prior to the 1970 

game, a 56-14 SDSU win. 
n The Aztecs have faced the Bulldogs more than any other opponents, while the 30 victories in the series are their most against any 

opponent. 
n Amazingly, the composite score of the 59 previous meetings is Fresno State 1,217, San Diego State 1,205. 
n San Diego State and Fresno State did not meet last season due to COVID-19 issues. San Diego State scheduled a game at Colorado 

in its place. That contest was announced on Thanksgiving and the game was played Saturday. 
n Last season marked the first time since Fresno State joined the Mountain West that the teams have not played. The teams had played 

the previous nine seasons prior to 2020. 
n San Diego State has won nine of the last 14 encounters between the teams. 
n The last 12 games have been decided by a total of 121 points, including an overtime game, a one-point and a two-point decision in 

that stretch. 
n In the last 20 meetings between San Diego State and Fresno State, the team with the most rushing yards and has won 17 times. 
n The team with fewer turnovers has won eight of the last nine games in the series (in which there has been a difference in turnover 

count), 10 of the last 12 and 12 of the last 15 contests played between the teams.

THE BATTLE FOR THE OLD OIL CAN 
n Saturday’s game between Fresno State and San Diego State also marks the 10th in the Battle of the Oil Can series. The extra incentive 

started in the 2011 game, where the Aztecs won, 35-28, at Qualcomm Stadium. The Bulldogs got the Oil Can back in 2012 by 
defeating SDSU, 52-40, in Fresno. The Bulldogs kept the trophy in 2013 following a 35-28 overtime victory in San Diego and in 
2014 after a 24-13 win in Fresno. SDSU won the trophy in consecutive seasons, with a 21-7 triumph in 2015 and a 17-3 victory in 
2016. Fresno posted victories in 2017 (27-3) and 2018 (23-14). San Diego State won the most recent meeting in 2019, 17-7. 

n The "Battle for the Oil Can" was coined as the result of a contest that was run jointly by the Fresno State and San Diego State Alumni 
Associations in the fall of 2011. Entrants were asked to suggest a name for the rivalry game and as well as a trophy to commemorate 
it. Of the 65 entries received, one stretched back into history telling about the discovery of an oil can from Fresno (circa 1935) that 
was supposedly recovered during a San Diego State campus building project. 

n "The oil can likely came from a time when Aztec and Bulldog fans traveled to football games between the two schools via the old, 
twisting, precipitous Grapevine section of Highway 99 over Tejon Pass," said Jacquelyn K. Glasener, executive director of the Fresno 
State Alumni Association.

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LAST MEETING WITH AIR FORCE
SAN DIEGO -- Bolstered by Ryan Agnew's career-high passing performance and an oppor-
tunistic defense, San Diego State defeated Fresno State 17-7 at SDCCU Stadium. 

With the victory, the Aztecs (8-2, 5-2 MW) clinched at least a share of the West Division 
title in the Mountain West for the fourth time in the conference's two-division era.

Agnew enjoyed his finest game statistically as a collegian, completing 33 of 47 passes 
for 323 yards, all career-highs, with one interception and one touchdown, helping SDSU 
snap a two-game losing streak to the Bulldogs (4-6, 2-4 MW).  

Wide receiver Jesse Matthews was Agnew's favorite target, setting personal-bests with 
eight catches for 119 yards, while Chase Jasmin finished with six receptions for 40 yards 
and one touchdown to go with 31 yards and another score on the ground. 

Fresno State drew first blood at the 7:05 mark of the first quarter on a 3-yard burst up the 
middle by Ronnie Rivers, capping a 5-play, 71-yard drive.  

However, the Bulldogs were held scoreless for the remainder of the game, thanks to an 
SDSU defense that yielded just 206 yards and picked off three passes, including two by Luq 
Barcoo. 

Following Brandon Heicklen's 54-yard punt that pinned Fresno State inside its own 5, 
Tariq Thompson made the Aztecs' first interception at the Bulldog 22, stepping in front of a 
third-down pass intended for Pope, which put the Scarlet and Black in business. 

After an 8-yard completion to Isaiah Richardson, Fresno State was flagged for pass in-
terference in the end zone, giving SDSU a first down at the 2. On the very next play, Jasmin 
swept around left end for the tying touchdown with 2:39 remaining in the period. 

After the teams traded interceptions and then San Diego State stuffed the Bulldogs on a 
fourth-and-1 at the SDSU 49 early in the second quarter, the Aztecs subsequently drove 
deep into Fresno State territory before Matt Araiza booted a 22-yard field goal to put the 
hosts on top 10-7 with 9:57 left in the period.  

SDSU finally gave itself some separation early in the fourth quarter when Agnew hit Jas-
min on a 2-yard scoring strike just inside the right pylon to punctuate a 10-play, 72-yard drive.  

The Bulldogs threatened on their next series, advancing all the way to the Aztec 4, but 
facing a third-and-goal at the SDSU 13, Reyna caved to the Aztec pass rush, throwing an 
ill-timed interception to Barcoo, who kept both feet in bounds along the far sideline at the 4. 

With 8:02 left in the game, SDSU controlled the clock for all but the final eight seconds 
before turning the ball over on downs at the Bulldog 13. 

In addition to Barcoo's heroics, Dwayne Johnson posted a team-high eight tackles, in-
cluding five solo stops, while Cameron Thomas and Myles Cheatum each recorded a sack.

n CB Noah Avinger, CB Dallas Branch and LB Garret Fountain rank in a tie for 57th in FBS in fumble recoveries (1). 
n CB Noah Avinger started the opener against New Mexico State, becoming the first true freshman Aztec cornerback to start since Leon 

McFadden in 2009 and just the third true freshman to start on defense since 2009 (also S Tariq Thompson in 2017). 
n Avinger was named the Mountain West Freshman of the Week on Sept. 27 for his play against Towson (Sept. 25) when he came up 

with three tackles (two solo), including 0.5 tackles for loss, an interception and a pass breakup in just his second career start as a 
true freshman. The interception led to a Jordan Byrd rushing touchdown to put the Aztecs up, 35-14, early in the third quarter. The 
interception was one of the keys to a third quarter that saw SDSU outscore Towson, 24-0, and limit the Tigers to just four total yards. 
In all, Towson had just 13 yards of total offense against San Diego State in the second half.  The ½ tackle for loss and pass breakup 
were also the first of his career.

time. To put that stat into perspective, 24 other teams have played at least 60 games over that span and do not have a single kick 
return touchdown. 

n The Aztecs also have five 100-yard kickoff return touchdowns since 2015, tied with Western Michigan for the most in FBS play over 
that span. 

n SDSU had a non-offensive touchdown in each of the first four games of the season. 
n SDSU’s four non-offensive touchdowns are tied for the sixth most in FBS play this season.

(26, T-40th in FBS) and attempted PATs (26, T-43rd in FBS), third in kickoff yards (2,533, 48th in FBS), fifth in field goal attempts 
(13, T-30th in FBS) and kickoffs (39, T-55th in FBS), sixth in kicking points (53, 43rd in FBS), seventh in field goals (9, T-43rd in 
FBS) and points per game (7.57, 72nd in FBS), ninth in total points (53) and 10th in field goal percentage (69.23). 

n Araiza leads the country with a 53.96 punt average, 3.79 yards per punt more than No. 2 (50.17). The 3.79-yard difference is 
greater than the difference between No. 2 and No. 17 (3.74 yards) of the national leaders. 

n Araiza has the longest punt this season (86 yards), fifth longest (81), the 10th longest (77), the 14th longest (75) and the 19th 
longest (72). 

n Araiza already has five career punts of at least 70 yards out of 50 punts, which is two more than Michael Hughes (230 career punts) 
for the most in school history. 

n Araiza has five punts this year of at least 70 yards, the most in the country (two are tied for second with two 70-yard punts). 
n Araiza set a school record with a 56.78 punt average against New Mexico State on Sept. 4 (nine punts for 511 yards), breaking the 

previous record by almost two yards (Mike Saxon, 54.83 on six punts at Brigham Young on Oct. 22, 1983), and was the second-
highest FBS single-game average this season (min. 5 punts) and the third-best mark in league history (min. 5 punts). 

n Since 1996, an FBS player has had at least nine punts in a game 2,115 times. Araiza’s 56.8 average against New Mexico State is 
the second-highest average (min. 9 punts) in the last 26 seasons, only trailing a 57.7 average by Wake Forest’s Dom Maggio against 
Clemson on Nov. 16, 2019. 

n Araiza had six 50-yard punts (at 39 feet elevation) against New Mexico State, which were one short of the NCAA record of seven 
(according to NCAA record book), set by Colorado’s Mark Mariscal vs. USC on Sept. 14, 2002 at 5,328 feet elevation in Boulder, Col-
orado. 

n Araiza was named the Mountain West Special Teams Player of the Week on Sept. 27 for his play against Towson (Sept. 25) when he 
punted three times for 197 yards and a 65.7 average with two inside the 20-yard line, making both of his field goal attempts (48 
and 36 yards) and all six PATs, tying a career high with 12 points, kicking off eight times with six going for touchbacks and logging 
a solo tackle on one of his kickoffs. In the punting game, where he had a long of 72 yards, Araiza’s 65.7 punt average was the 
highest in an FBS game since at least 1996 (min. 3 punts), more than a yard ahead the No. 2 player on the list (Florida Atlantic’s 
Dalton Schomp (64.3) against Old Dominion on Nov. 19, 2016) and almost four yards further than the top MW performer in a game 
in league history (Colorado State’s Pete Kontodiakos (61.8) against Hawai’i on Oct. 27, 2012). The 65.7 average on three punts 
easily eclipsed his school-record average of 56.8 against New Mexico State on Sept. 4, 2021, but he didn’t reach the minimum (4 
punts) allowed to count for the program record. Off his punts, Towson had an average starting fielding position of its own 13.3-yard 
line as he ended up with a 59.0 net punt average. 

n Araiza won the MW Special Teams Player of the Week award again on Oct. 18, when he was arguably the key player in San Diego 
State’s 19-13 win over defending MW champion San José State in double overtime. Scored seven of SDSU's 19 points with two field 
goals and a PAT, including a career-long 53-yard field goal in the second quarter, which is tied for the sixth-longest field goal in 
program history and tied for the ninth longest in the country this season (T-1st in MW).  Also punted seven times for a 52.9 average 
with a career-long punt of 86 yards, which is the second longest in school history, the longest in a FBS game this season and the 
fourth longest in MW history. He set a career high with four fair catches off his punts and tied a career high with four punts inside 
the 20-yard line as the Spartans averaged starting at the 19.7-yard line off his seven punts. Araiza also kicked off three times for

n Araiza named the MW Special Teams Player of the Week the following week on Oct. 25 for his play in a 20-14 win at Air Force. 

Punted five times for a 54.8 yard average and 50.8 net punt average with a long of 81 yards. What’s amazing about his 54.8 yard 
average is that one of his punts was inside Air Force territory (for 29 yards). If you take away that punt, he averaged 61.3 yards 
per boot. Matched a career high with four punts inside the 20-yard line. Had a long of 81 yards, which was the longest in the nation 
for that week and tied for the fifth-longest punt this season. Also was 2-for-2 in field goal attempts, including a 51-yarder, and 2-
for-2 in PATs for eight of SDSU’s 20 points in the game. Also kicked off five times for a perfect 65.0 average with five touchbacks. 

n Since at least 1996, Araiza has two games with at least an 80-yard punt and a 50-yard field goal. It has only happened one other 
time in a FBS game (Utah’s Louie Sakoda at Wyoming on Oct. 11, 2008). 

n Araiza set a school single-season record with 22 field goals in 2019, surpassing John Baron II’s 21 in 2016, and tied for fifth in field 
goal percentage (84.62). 

n Among freshmen kickers in the country in 2019, Araiza ranked first in field goals (22), and was third in field goal percentage 
(84.62) and eighth in points by kickers (94). 

n Araiza was one of only five kickers in FBS play in 2019 to make at least one field goal in every game (min. 12 games). 
n KR Jordan Byrd ranks second in program history in kick return average (25.9) and fourth in kick return touchdowns (2). 
n Byrd leads the Mountain West in kick return average (32.22, 4th in FBS), punt returns (16, T-6th in FBS) and combined kick return 

yards (374, 15th in FBS), and is tied for first in kick return touchdowns (1, T-4th in FBS), third in punt return average (5.25, 38th 
in FBS), fourth in kick return yards (290, 34th in FBS) and punt return yards (84, 40th in FBS), and tied for fifth in kick returns (9, 
T-58th in FBS). 

n Byrd returned a kickoff 100 yards or a touchdown against Utah on Sept. 18 to become the fifth Aztec in program history with a 
100-yard kickoff return (has happened eight times overall) and first since Rashaad Penny against Nevada on Nov. 18, 2017. 

n Byrd’s 63.0 kick return average is the second highest in a FBS game this season (min. 2 KR) and the fourth highest by an Aztec since 
at least 1996 (min. 2 KR). Byrd now has two of the four-highest kick return averages in a game by an Aztec since at least 1996 
(min. 2 KR) (74.0 vs. Colorado State on Dec. 5, 2020 (No. 1) and 63.0 vs. Utah on Sept. 18, 2021 (No. 4)). 

n Byrd is one of only nine FBS players with a 100-yard kick return for a touchdown this season. 
n PR BJ Busbee returned a punt 90 yards for a touchdown against Colorado State on Dec. 5, 2020, the first by an Aztec on a non-

blocked return since Rashaad Penny on Nov. 18, 2017. Busbee’s 90-yard punt return was the longest by an Aztec since Damon 
Gourdine’s school-record 98-yard return on Oct. 24, 1998 vs. Utah, the second longest in Mountain West history, the second-longest 
punt return in FBS play last season and tied for the third longest in program history. Busbee finished with a 29.0 punt return average 
for the game, which was the second-highest average by an Aztec since at least 1996 (min. 3 PR) and the eighth highest in a FBS 
game last season (min 3 PR). 

n Byrd (93-yard kick return) and Busbee (90-yard punt return) helped San Diego State become the first team with a kickoff return 
and punt return in the same quarter (second) on Dec. 5, 2020 vs. Colorado State since Oct. 31, 2015 vs. Tennessee (third quarter 
at Kentucky).  

n SDSU scored two non-offensive touchdowns in the 2020 Colorado State game for the eighth time since 2015.  
n The Aztecs have returned a kickoff and punt for a touchdown three times in the same game in the last 26 seasons (since 1996).  
n San Diego State’s 267 kickoff/punt return yards in the Colorado State game were the most in a FBS game last season and the most 

by an Aztec team since at least 1996. 
n RB Kaegun Williams was named the Mountain West Special Teams Player of the Week on Sept. 4 for his play in a 38-14 win at 

Arizona, when he blocked a punt in the first quarter, which was scooped up by Tyrell Shavers and returned 27 yards for a touchdown, 
to put the Aztecs up, 21-0, and proved to be the game-winning score. In addition to playing on all four special teams units - kickoff, 
punt, kick return and punt return - Williams also ran nine times for 42 yards (4.7 avg.) with a long of 23 yards and caught a 13-
yard pass. 

n Trenton Thompson and Tyrell Shavers rank in a tie for fourth in program history in blocked kicks (2). 
n Shavers has two blocked kicks this year, one off Brad Burton’s school record of three set in 1989. 
n Shavers is tied for the FBS lead in blocked kicks (2) and is tied for third in punt return touchdowns (1, T-1st in MW). 
n Thompson is also tied for third in punt return touchdowns (1, T-1st in MW). 
n Williams is tied for ninth in FBS in blocked kicks (1, T-2nd in MW). 
n Shavers has returned two blocked punts for touchdowns over his career (also had one at No. 6/5 LSU while with Alabama on Sept. 

26, 2020. 
n Araiza leads the special teams unit with four tackles. He is tied for the team lead in kick return tackles (2) with Mekhi Shaw, and is 

tied for first in tackles on the punt return unit (2 with Isaiah McElvane, Patrick McMorris and Segun Olubi).

SDSU led 13-0 at half, with Williams' 1-yard TD run be-
tween Araiza's field goals of 22 and 51 yards following Air 
Force turnovers. 

San Diego State added to the lead on its first possession 
of the second half. Chance Bell broke a 32-yard run before 
scoring from three yards out to make it 20-0. 

The Falcons got on the board late in the third quarter on 
Warren Bryan's 13-yard pass to Dalton King on fourth down. 
Initially ruled incomplete, the call was overturned on review 
when it was determined King had possession when he crossed 
the goal line before the ball came out on the hit by Patrick 
McMorris. 

Air Force pulled to within six after Dane Kinamon took a 
fourth-down pitch from Bryan and ran three yards for a touch-
down with 3:59 left. 

The Falcons got the ball back with 2:18 to play and punted 
after a fourth-down conversion was negated by a penalty. San 
Diego State ran out the final 1:35. 

Araiza also got off an 81-yard punt in the first quarter. It 
was the second consecutive week Araiza had an 80-plus yard 
punt and a 50-plus yard field goal. He had an 86-yard punt 
and a 53-yard field goal in the Aztecs' double overtime victory 
over San Jose State on Oct. 23.  

SDSU’s four rotating running backs combined for 160 
yards and two touchdowns on 34 carries. Chance Bell led the 
way with 50 yards and a touchdown on eight carries (6.2 
avg.), while Greg Bell added 42 yards on 10 second-half 
rushes. Williams added 34 yards and a touchdown on 10 at-
tempts and Jordan Byrd chipped in with 32 yards on six carries 
(5.3 avg.) and a 20-yard catch.  

Quarterback Lucas Johnson was an efficient 11-for-13 for 
72 yards, finishing with the best completion percentage (84.6) 
for his career (min. 12 attempts).  

Starting for the first time of his career at cornerback, Dal-
las Branch picked off AFA quarterback Haaziq Daniels on the 
first drive of the game and Trenton Thompson forced a fumble 
in the second quarter that was recovered by Noah Avinger. 
Both turnovers led to the aforementioned Araiza field goals.  

McMorris and Michael Shawcroft led San Diego State with seven tackles apiece.  
The Aztecs improved to 7-0 for the first time since 1975 and just the fourth time in their Division I history (since 1969).

n San Diego State improved to 7-0 for the first time since 1975 (Gerald Ford was President and “Bad Blood” by Neil Sadaka was the 

No. 1 song).  
n This marks the fourth 7-0 start for the Aztecs in the Division I era (1969, 1970, 1975 and 2021). 
n This is the second 7-0 start as a head coach for Brady Hoke (2008 Ball State started 12-0). 
n San Diego State’s seven-game win streak is its longest since an eight-game win streak in the 2016-17 seasons (final two games of 

2016 and first six games of 2017).  
n This marks the first time San Diego State has won seven consecutive games inside a single season since the Aztecs won their final 

seven games of the 1977 campaign. SDSU was an independent at that time. 
n San Diego State defeated Air Force for the ninth consecutive time. That matches the longest win streak for either team in the series 

(37 total games). 
n San Diego State entered the day as one of only 10 unbeaten teams in the nation. 
n San Diego State has won consecutive games as a nationally ranked team for the first time since 2017.

n The Aztecs allowed a rushing touchdown with 3:59 left in the fourth quarter, the first one given up by SDSU this season in regulation.

MATT ARAIZA NAMED MOUNTAIN WEST SPECIAL TEAMS PLAYER OF THE WEEK 

San Diego State football’s Matt Araiza (San Diego/Rancho Bernardo HS) has been named the Mountain West Special Teams Player 
of the Week, the league announced Monday. It is the second straight league honor for Araiza, his third of the season and fourth of his 
career. 

Araiza was a key player in the Aztecs’ 20-14 win at Air Force on Saturday. Araiza punted five times for a 54.8 yard average and 
50.8 net punt average with a long of 81 yards. One of his five punts was inside Air Force territory (for 29 yards). If you take away that 
punt, he averaged 61.3 yards per boot. Araiza matched a career high with four punts inside the 20-yard line, including a long of 81 
yards, which was the longest in the nation for the week and tied for the fifth-longest punt this season. Araiza also was 2-for-2 in field 
goal attempts, including a 51-yarder, and 2-for-2 in PATs, for eight of SDSU’s 20 points in the game. He also kicked off five times for a 
perfect 65.0 average with five touchbacks. 

Since at least 1996, Araiza has two games with at least an 80-yard punt and a 50-yard field goal (each of the past two games). It 
has only happened one other time in a FBS game (Utah’s Louie Sakoda at Wyoming on Oct. 11, 2008) over that span. 

Araiza, who has been named a midseason All-America selection as a punter by the Associated Press, ESPN and Sporting News, and 
a second-team pick by The Athletic, leads all FBS players in punt average (53.96), punt yards (2,428) and punt yards per game (346.86), 
and is tied for first in punts inside the 20 (22) and PAT percentage (100.00), second in net punt average (46.69, 1st in MW), fourth in 
kickoff average (64.95, 1st in MW) and punts per game (6.43, 2nd in MW), fifth in punts (45, 2nd in MW), 13th in kickoff touchback 
percentage (82.05, 1st in MW) and tied for 14th in kickoff touchbacks (32, 1st in MW). Araiza also is tied for second in the MW in made 
PATs (26, T-40th in FBS) and attempted PATs (26, T-43rd in FBS), third in kickoff yards (2,533, 48th in FBS), fifth in field goal attempts 
(13, T-30th in FBS) and kickoffs (39, T-55th in FBS), sixth in kicking points (53, 43rd in FBS), seventh in field goals (9, T-43rd in FBS) 
and points per game (7.57, 72nd in FBS), ninth in total points (53) and 10th in field goal percentage (69.23). 

Araiza’s 53.96 punt average is 3.79 yards per punt more than No. 2 (50.17). The 3.79-yard difference is greater than the difference 
between No. 2 and No. 17 (3.74 yards) of the national leaders. Araiza also has the longest punt this season (86 yards), fifth longest 
(81), the 10th longest (77), the 14th longest (75) and the 19th longest (72). Araiza also has five punts of at least 70 yards, the most 
in the country (two are tied for second with two 70-yard punts). He leads the special teams unit with four tackles, and is tied for first 
with two on the kick return unit and two on the punt return unit (2). 

Araiza has the longest punt this season (86 yards), fifth longest (81), the 10th longest (77), the 14th longest (75) and the 19th 
longest (72). 
 
AZTECS PICKED THIRD IN PRESEASON MOUNTAIN WEST POLL 

The San Diego State football team has been picked to finish third in the West Division of the Mountain West preseason vote by media 
representatives who cover the conference, the league announced July 21. The West Division leader has won four of the past six MW 
Championships, including the Aztecs in both 2015 and 2016. 
 SDSU received 96 points for third place, trailing only Nevada (141) and defending league champion San José State (121) in the 
West Division. It is the first time San Diego State hasn't been picked to finish first or second in the West Division in the nine years of 
division play (since 2013). Fresno State was selected fourth with 85 points, while Hawai'i (56) and UNLV (26) also garnered votes. 
 Boise State, meanwhile, was picked to win the Mountain Division for the ninth consecutive division after making the MW championship 
game last year for just the fourth time since 2014. The Broncos, who received 148 points, were 5-2 in the COVID-shortened 2020 season, 
falling to San José State, 34-20, for the MW title. Wyoming is penciled in to finish second with 116 points, followed by Air Force (104), 
Colorado State (72), Utah State (47) and New Mexico (39). 

Notes: San Diego State, which averaged a predicted finish of 6.5 from 2005-12, has ended up at or better than its predicted finish 
in nine of the last 12 seasons and 12 times over the past 16 years … The Aztecs have won two of the last six Mountain West titles 
(2015 and 2016) and three of the past nine (also 2012) … Two of the three previous times Brady Hoke was head coach, SDSU finished 
above its preseason selection (finished seventh in 2009 after being picked eighth, finished tied for third in 2010 after being picked 
sixth).

THREE AZTECS NAMED MW PRESEASON ALL-CONFERENCE  

Three San Diego State football players were named to the 2021 Mountain West Preseason All-Con-
ference Team, the league announced July 22. Senior offensive lineman Zachary Thomas (Carlsbad, 
Calif./Carlsbad High) represented the Aztec offense, while junior defensive end Cameron Thomas (Carls-
bad, Calif./Carlsbad High) and senior linebacker Caden McDonald (Haslet, Texas) each made the team 
from the defensive side of the ball. 
 The all-conference team and preseason poll are voted on by media representatives who cover the 
conference.  
 Zachary Thomas is the projected left tackle for SDSU in 2021 after garnering second-team all-MW 
honors last year while playing right tackle. Zachary Thomas started all eight games in 2020 and was 
a member of a team that was named to the Joe Moore Midseason Honor Roll for the best offensive line 
(one of only two Mountain West teams (also Air Force)). Thomas allowed just two sacks in 220 passing 
plays (0.91 pct.) and four pressures (1.82 pct.), while not recording a penalty in 560 offensive snaps. 
 Zachary Thomas has also been named to the Outland Trophy Award Watch List (most outstanding 
interior lineman) and the Reese’s Senior Bowl Watch List, and a preseason all-MW selection by also has 
been named a preseason first-team all-Mountain West selection by Phil Steele Magazine, Athlon Sports, 
Lindy’s Sports and Pro Football Focus. Zachary Thomas was also chosen as “SDSU’s best offensive player” 
by College Football News. 
 Cameron Thomas had another great year in 2020, moving over from defensive tackle to defensive 
end midway through the season, totaling 35 tackles (21 solo) in eight starts, including 9.5 tackles for 
48 yards of loss, four sacks for 34 yards and 14 quarterback hurries. Cameron Thomas, who was named 
a first-team all-MW pick and the team's Defensive Lineman of the Year for a second straight season, 
also ranked second in FBS in 2020 in quarterback pressures (37) among DI (defensive interiors) in just 
eight games according to Pro Football Focus, only two short of Alabama's Christian Barmore's 39 ac-
complished in 12 games. He recorded 27 of his 35 tackles over the final three games, including a ca-
reer-high 14 tackles (11 solo), a 12-yard sack, a career-best three tackles for loss at Colorado en route 
to being named to the Pro Football Focus National Team of the Week. 

Cameron Thomas has tallied numerous other preseason accolades, including being named to the 
Bronko Nagurski Award Watch List (most outstanding defensive player) and the Bednarik Award Watch 
List (college defensive player of the year). Cameron Thomas also has been named a preseason first-
team all-Mountain West selection by the Phil Steele Magazine, Athlon Sports, Lindy’s Sports and Pro 
Football Focus, and chosen as “SDSU’s second-best defensive player” by College Football News and a 
“SDSU player to watch” by Lindy’s Sports. 
 McDonald, meanwhile, is coming off a breakout season in 2020 where he totaled 34 tackles, 9.5 
tackles for loss for 48 yards, 4.5 sacks for 33 yards, 10 quarterback hurries, three pass breakups and 
a forced fumble, starting all eight of the team's games. For his efforts, he was named a first-team all-
MW selection. His best game came against UNLV on Oct. 24 when he posted career highs of eight tackles, 
three tackles for loss, 2.5 sacks and three quarterback hurries en route to being named the MW Defen-
sive Player of the Week. His 2.5 sacks matched the most by a SDSU player since Jay Henderson's three 
sacks vs. Northern Illinois on Sept. 30, 2017. 
 McDonald joined Cameron Thomas on the Bronko Nagurski Award Watch List and the Chuck Bednarik 
Award Watch List, and is also is on the Reese’s Senior Bowl Watch List. McDonald has been named a 
preseason first-team all-MW selection by Athlon Sports, a second-team selection by Phil Steele Magazine 
and Lindy’s Sports, and a fourth-team edge defender by Pro Football Focus, while College Football News 
labeled him as “SDSU’s best defensive player.” 
  
Notes: Only three programs (Boise State, Nevada and San José State) have more players (4) on the 
preseason team than San Diego State … SDSU has at least three all-MW preseason picks in seven 
straight years after doing so just four times over the previous 10 years (2005-14) … San Diego State 
has multiple players on the defensive team in three straight years for the first time in league history 
(since 1999) … The Aztecs have had at least one defensive player on the preseason all-MW team in 
10 of the last 11 seasons … SDSU had an offensive player make the team after not having one last 
year for the first time since 2008 and having multiple players the previous five seasons (2015-19) … 
LT Zachary Thomas gives the Aztecs at least one offensive lineman on the preseason team for the third 
time in the last four seasons (four total selections) … DE Cameron Thomas is on the preseason team 
for a second straight season, the first time in league history an Aztec defensive lineman has been on 

multiple preseason teams … LB Caden McDonald is just the second SDSU linebacker to make the pre-
season team since 2016 (also Kyahva Tezino in 2019).

AZTECS NAME TEAM CAPTAINS 

The San Diego State football team has named seniors Daniel Bellinger (Las Vegas, Nev.), Caden Mc-
Donald (Haslet, Texas), Segun Olubi (Corona, Calif.), Zachary Thomas (Carlsbad, Calif.) and Trenton 
Thompson (Palm Springs, Calif.) as its captains for the 2021 campaign. The quintet was chosen in a 
vote by the team after the completion of fall camp. 
 Bellinger enters his final season with the Aztecs having started each of the last 24 games at tight 
end, the longest active streak on the team. A member of the preseason watch list for the Mackey Award 
for the outstanding collegiate tight end, Bellinger has 37 career catches for 414 yards (11.2 avg.) and 
three touchdowns. He was an honorable mention all-Mountain West selection a year ago after recording 
21 catches for 203 yards (9.7 avg.). Bellinger is also a three-time MW Scholar-Athlete (2018-20) and 
three-time MW Fall All-Academic Team honoree (2018-20). 
 McDonald, meanwhile, is coming off a breakout season in 2020 where he was a first-team all-MW 
selection after totaling 34 tackles, 9.5 tackles for loss for 48 yards, 4.5 sacks for 33 yards, 10 quar-
terback hurries, three pass breakups and a forced fumble, starting all eight of the team's games. Mc-
Donald, who is on the watch lists for the Bronko Nagurski Award (most outstanding defensive player) 
and the Chuck Bednarik Award (college defensive player of the year), has 70 tackles for his career, in-
cluding 15.5 tackles for loss, to go along with seven sacks, an interception, forced fumble, fumble re-
covery and six pass breakups. He's also a three-time MW Fall All-Academic Team selection (2018-20). 
 Olubi earned a scholarship last week after registering 15 tackles (five solo), 0.5 tackles for loss, a 
71-yard interception returned for a touchdown and two quarterback hurries in seven games off the 
bench in 2020. Prior to SDSU, Olubi spent a year each at College of Idaho (NAIA) in 2017, Saddleback 
College (JUCO) in 2018 and Harding College (DII) in 2019. He also was a 2020 MW Scholar-Athlete 
and MW Fall All-Academic Team honoree. 
 Thomas has started the last 17 games at right tackle and enters 2021 as the projected starting left 
tackle, having earned second-team all-Mountain West honors last year. Thomas has appeared in 36 
games over his career with 19 starts, including every game the past two seasons. This year he is on the 
Outland Trophy Award Watch List for the most outstanding interior lineman. 
 One of only three Aztecs with four letters, Thompson enters his final season with 147 tackles (96 
solo), including 8.5 tackles for loss, a sack, interception, forced fumble, nine pass breakups and two 
blocked kicks, the latter which ranks in a tie for fourth in program history. Thompson, who has been 
named to the Reese's Senior Bowl Watch List along with fellow captains McDonald and Thomas, has 
played in 43 games over his career with 17 starts.

Aztecs Top New Mexico State, 28-10 
 
CARSON, Calif. -- San Diego State overcame a sluggish first half to defeat New Mexico State 28-10  at Dignity Health 
Sports Park. The Aztecs erupted for 21 points in the third quarter to erase a 10-0 halftime deficit and capture their seventh 
straight season opener at home. 

Greg Bell rushed for a career-high 161 yards on 21 attempts and one touchdown, while Jordan Byrd added 48 yards 
on just three carries and another score, as the Scarlet and Black gained 248 yards on the ground, improving to 48-2 all-
time when rushing for 200 yards or more. 

In the interim, Jordon Brookshire hit pay dirt on an 18-yard scramble, while Andrew Aleki intercepted a pass just 
three plays later and raced 25 yards into the end zone, helping to give San Diego State its ninth straight victory against 
the Aggies in program history and move to 11-1-1 in the series. 

NM State's Jonah Johnson completed 34 of 56 passes for 326 yards but was intercepted three times against an Aztec 
defense that racked up five sacks, seven pass breakups and 10 tackles for loss. 

Still, SDSU found itself on the wrong side of 10-0 score after Johnson connected with Dominic Gicinto on an 8-yard 
scoring strike, capping a 12-play, 90-yard drive with 10:42 remaining in the second quarter. The touchdown was set up 
by Donavan King's recovery of Bell's fumble at the Aggie 10-yard line on the first play of the period, snuffing out the 
Aztecs' first scoring threat of the night. 

The Aztec offense finally kicked into high gear on the first series of the second half, marching 65 yards in just three 
plays to snap a long drought. On the first play of the drive, Brookshire hit Byrd on a screen pass for 18 yards before 
hooking up with Kobe Smith on a 24-yard completion down to the Aggie 23. Moments later, Bell burst through a seam 
and raced down the left sideline for a touchdown, which narrowed the gap to 10-7. 

The teams alternated turnovers on the next three series, including a pair of interceptions and a muffed punt by Byrd.  
With just over five minutes remaining in the quarter and NM State approaching midfield, Tayler Hawkins made a 

spectacular one-handed interception from Johnson, falling to the ground at the 28-yard line.  
On the ensuing drive, SDSU took advantage of an unnecessary roughness on third down. Given new life with the ball 

at the Aggie 29, Greg Bell quickly gained 11 yards, while Brookshire evaded the pursuit on the next play and darted 
around right end for an 18-yard touchdown, which put the hosts in front for good at the 3:01 mark of the third quarter. 

Suddenly reeling, NM State succumbed to SDSU’s new-found momentum, as Aleki corralled Johnson's ill-fated first-
down pass after a Keshawn Banks deflection and lumbered 25 yards into the end zone, extending the lead to 21-10. 

After forcing the Aggies to punt on their next series, the Aztecs needed just three plays to further widen the gap, as 
Byrd sprinted away from a host of defenders en route to a 43-yard touchdown on the second play of the fourth quarter. 
Byrd's jaunt was set up by Greg Bell's 32-yard gain on a second-and-5 situation from the SDSU 25. 

In addition to Hawkins and Aleki's thefts, Shawcroft came down with the Aztecs' other interception, while Noah Tumblin 
led all players with eight tackles and four pass breakups. The SDSU defensive effort was also aided by Patrick McMorris, 
who added seven tackles, including five solo stops, while Cameron Thomas and Segun Olubi finished with six, along with 
Hawkins. In all, the Aggies gained just 48 yards on 20 attempts for the night, with two of those carries accounting for 34 
yards.  

The Aggies drew first blood in the opening quarter when Eddie Albertson drilled a 31-yard field goal.

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Aztecs Easily Down Arizona, 38-14 
 
TUCSON, Ariz. -- Senior Jordon Brookshire threw for two touchdowns and ran for another, Greg Bell  broke a 55-yard 
scoring run on the fourth play from scrimmage and San Diego State beat Arizona 38-14 on Saturday night to extend the 
Wildcats' losing streak to 14 games. 

Brookshire, who won the starting job late in fall camp, completed 9 of 11 passes for two scores in the first half as the 
Aztecs (2-0) took a 35-7 lead. 

Brookshire finished 10 of 14 for 183 yards and Bell had 125 yards rushing in 17 carries as the Aztecs opened 2-0 
for the third straight season. 

San Diego State had 454 total yards, including 271 rushing. The Aztecs improved to 49-2 their last 51 games they 
rushed for at least 200 yards. 

Bell's 55-yard touchdown burst over the right side was an early indicator. 
After Arizona (0-2) went three-and-out, Brookshire completed a 73-yard pass to Daniel Bellinger to set up a 3-yard 

scoring run, which was the longest pass to an Aztec tight end since at least 1996. Bellinger had three catches for 113 
yards, becoming the first SDSU tight end to reach 100 yards since 2012. 

San Diego State's Tyrell Shavers returned a blocked punt by Kaegun Williams 27 yards for a score after Arizona's 
second three-and-out, and it was 21-0 less than eight minutes into the game. 

Brookshire added a 3-yard rushing touchdown in the first quarter and found Ethan Dedeaux for a 40-yard passing 
touchdown late in the first half to give the Aztecs a commanding 35-7 advantage at the half. 

Matt Araiza converted on a 32-yard field goal in the third for SDSU’s final points of the game. 
San Diego State improved to 6-2 against Pac-12 teams since 2016 despite playing five of those games on the road 

and being an underdog in six. Arizona was a two-point favorite Saturday. 
For Bell, it was his sixth 100-yard game since coming to San Diego State in 2020 (nine games) and seventh in 13 

career Division I games. 
The Aztecs dominated in almost every facet, outgaining the Wildcats, 454-228, allowing just nine first downs and 

holding UA to 1-for-13 on third-down conversions. 
Chance Bell (52 yards) and Williams (42 yards) nearly combined for 100 rushing yards. 
Five Aztecs - Cedarious Barfield, Tayler Hawkins, Patrick McMorris, Cameron Thomas and Tayler Hawkins - had four 

tackles apiece for SDSU, which at one point in the game forced nine consecutive three-and-outs. SDSU also added four 
sacks, 11 tackles for loss and 10 quarterback hurries. 

Arizona's Gunner Cruz was 10 of 19 for 70 yards with a 43-yard scoring pass to Stanley Berryhill III and an inter-
ception. Will Plummer was 8 of 17 for 109 yards and a 7-yard touchdown pass to Tayvian Cunningham in the fourth 
quarter after replacing Cruz late in the third.

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Aztecs Edge Utah in 3OT, 33-31 
 
CARSON, Calif. -- Despite relinquishing a 14-point lead, San Diego State held on for a wild 33-31 victory over Utah on 
Saturday after Lucas Johnson caught a 2-point conversion from Jesse Matthew in the third overtime period at Dignity 
Health Sports Park. 

Shortly after Matthews’ reception, the Utes had a chance to extend the contest, but officials overturned Connor 
O’Toole’s apparent game-tying catch, ruling that the ball hit the turf after a booth review. 

Previously in the first overtime, Johnson rolled to his right and connected with Jay Rudolph on a 2-yard touchdown, 
while Utah countered on its first snap with a 25-yard scoring strike from backup quarterback Cameron Rising to Jaylen 
Dixon.  

The Utes gained just six yards on their first possession to start the second overtime; however, Jadon Redding missed 
a 37-yard field goal attempt. Moments later, the Aztecs lined up for a potential game-winner from 36 yards away, but 
Matt Araiza’s kick sailed wide right as well, sending the game into a third overtime session.  

SDSU broke a 10-10 tie at intermission with a pair of 7-yard touchdown runs in the third quarter by Greg Bell, who 
gained 119 yards on 33 carries for the evening. Bell’s first score capped an 8-play, 82-yard march on the first drive of 
the second half, highlighted by Johnson’s 54-yard keeper, as the Aztec signal-caller darted through the Ute defense on 
third-and-1 from the SDSU 39. 

Two plays after the ensuing kickoff, Tayler Hawkins intercepted Utah starter Charlie Brewer and returned the ball to 
the 7-yard line, while Bell promptly hit pay dirt on the first snap with a burst through the left side, giving the Aztecs a 24-
10 lead at the 10:42 mark of the third quarter. 

Utah narrowed the gap in the fourth quarter when Rising found Covey in the end zone on a 2-yard touchdown pass 
with 4:17 left in regulation. Redding, howeer, missed the extra point, as the Aztecs maintained a 24-16 lead. 

Later in the quarter, Rising directed the Utes towards a tying touchdown, finding Theo Howard for a 4-yard with just 
16 seconds showing on the clock. Enis caught the tying 2-point conversion moments later to force overtime. 

The contest started out as defensive struggle, with both sides scoring touchdowns on special teams in the first half.  
The Utes drew first blood at the 8:02 mark of the opening quarter when Covey broke loose down the left sideline for an 
80-yard punt return that gave the visitors a 7-0 lead.  

After teams exchanged fields goals, Jordan Byrd returned the ensuing kickoff 100 yards for a touchdown, which 
knotted the score at 10-10 for the other points of the game.

TUCSON, Ariz. -- Jordan Byrd ran for two touchdowns and San Diego State scored 24 points in the third quarter to pull 
away from Towson, 48-21, at Dignity Health Sports Park. 

Chance Bell and Kaegun Williams also added rushing touchdowns for the Aztecs (4-0), who outrushed the Tigers (1-
3), 281-15, on the ground. 

SDSU is 4-0 for just the second time in 40 seasons (also 2017). 
Chris Ferguson threw a 19-yard scoring pass to Jerry Howard Jr. to give TU a 7-0 lead with 5:36 left in the first. 
San Diego State, which entered with wins over Pac-12 Conference squads Arizona and Utah, responded with scores in 

the form of 8- and 12-yard runs from Williams and Byrd, respectively. 
Lucas Johnson then threw a 16-yard scoring toss to Elijah Kothe with 4:03 before halftime. But Ferguson led Towson 

80 yards on 11 pays, ultimately hitting Caleb Smith with a 4-yard touchdown pass to make it a one score game at the 
half. 

The Aztecs regrouped to shut the door on Towson by scoring two touchdowns within the first five minutes after the 
break. Trenton Thompson returned a blocked punt by Tyrell Shavers 11 yards just 58 seconds in and a 55-yard jaunt by 
Byrd. SDSU added a Matt Araiza 48-yard field goal and a 1-yard Chance Bell touchdown run to open up a 45-14 lead 
after three quarters. 

San Diego State’s 24 third-quarter points are its most in any quarter since also scoring 24 vs. Idaho on Sept. 24, 
2004, and has now outscored the opposition, 62-0, in the third quarter this year.  

Araiza made it 48-14 with a 36-yard field goal midway through the fourth quarter before the Tigers scored on a 9-
yard touchdown pass from Ferguson to Daniel Thompson IV with 5:59 remaining to close the scoring. 

Chance Bell (79 yards), Williams (76) and Byrd (75) combined for 230 yards on the ground for the Aztecs, who im-
proved to 51-2 the last 53 times they have rushed for at least 200 yards. SDSU’s four rushing touchdowns was its most 
since scoring four times vs. Army West Point in the 2017 Armed Forces Bowl. 

Johnson was 16-for-25 for 149 yards with a touchdown and an interception for San Diego State, which scored its 
most points (48) since beating Central Michigan, 48-11, in the 2019 New Mexico Bowl. 

Patrick McMorris led the Aztec defense with eight tackles and a pass breakup. 
SDSU improved to 17-1 in its last 18 September games since 2016.

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Aztecs Knock Off New Mexico, 31-7 
 
CARSON, Calif. -- Behind a strong running and a stellar defensive effort, No. 25 San Diego State defeated New Mexico, 
31-7, in its Mountain West opener on Saturday at Dignity Health Sports Park. 

The Aztecs gained 203 rushing yards and held the Lobos scoreless on offense to move to 5-0 for just the second time 
in the last 46 years, joining the 2017 squad.  

Greg Bell rushed for 111 yards and a touchdown, while Jordon Brookshire ran for 45 yards and two additional scores, 
helping SDSU capture its eighth straight victory against New Mexico. 

The Aztecs advanced into Lobo territory on its first five possessions of the game, building a 17-0 lead it would not re-
linquish.  

Following a UNM punt on its initial march, SDSU quickly vaulted in front 7-0 after Bell accounted for all 63 yards on 
the Aztecs’ six-play drive, capped by his one-yard touchdown burst.  

San Diego State extended its lead to 10-0 early in the second quarter on Matt Araiza’s 40-yard field goal. The Aztecs 
benefited from two 15-yard UNM penalties on its foray, including a pivotal pass interference call on 3rd and 13 from the 
Lobo 41. 

Latert, the Aztecs increased their advantage to 17-0 on Brookshire’s 1-yard scramble around left end, which punctuated 
a 10-play, 66-yard march. 

The Lobos, who gained 38 yards on their first five possessioins, finally crossed midfield late in the second quarter, ad-
vancing 78 yards in seven plays to the Aztec 9. However, New Mexico was kept off the scoreboard when Trenton Thompson 
intercepted Terry Wilson Jr.’s third-down pass near the goal line with 1:18 before intermission. 

The score remained unchanged until the 4:41 mark of the third quarter when the Lobos’ Ray Leutele popped the ball 
loose from Bell and raced 15 yards for the visitors’ only score. 

Undaunted, SDSU extinguished UNM’s faint comeback hopes on its next series, as Brookshire scored his second touch-
down of the night on an 11-yard scramble with 2:35 remaining in the period to culminate a five-play, 60-yard drive. 

San Diego State closed out the scoring with nearly two minutes elapsed in the fourth quarter on Chance Bell’s eight-
yard touchdown run.  

Defensively, the Aztecs held their fifth straight opponent to 70 rushing yards or less this season, as the Lobos gained 
just 66 yards on the ground, including 28 through the first three quarters. 

Segun Olubi led the Aztecs with seven tackles, incluidng a sack and 1.5 tackles for loss, while Keshawn Banks and 
Branch recorded six and five tackles, respectively.  

Wilson Jr. completed 13-of-25 passes for 127 yards and one interception in the loss. The UNM quarterback was picked 
off by Thompson once again in the third quarter at the Lobo 35, but the interception was negated by a penalty. Meanwhile, 
Wyson led all players with four catches for 51 yards.

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Aztecs Edge San José State, 19-13, in 2OT 
 
SAN JOSE, Calif. -- Lucas Johnson threw touchdown passes to Jesse Matthews in both overtime periods to give No. 
24/24 San Diego State at 19-13 win over defending Mountain West champion San José State  at CEFCU Stadium.  

Neither team scored a touchdown in regulation before Johnson delivered a 14-yard pass on the opening possession 
of overtime for the Aztecs (6-0, 2-0 Mountain West). 

Tyler Nevens answered with a 1-yard run for the Spartans (3-4, 1-2). 
But Trenton Thompson intercepted Nick Nash to start the second overtime to set the stage once again for Johnson and 

Matthews. After two short rushes to apparently set up a game-winning field goal attempt by Matt Araiza, Johnson changed 
the call to a pass play and connected on a 24-yard strike to Matthews in the right corner of the end zone against man 
coverage for the game-winning score.  

SDSU improved to 6-0 for just the second time in 46 years. 
The game was an offensive slog with the teams combining for 14 punts, four field goals, one fumble, one missed 

field goal and a turnover on downs without scoring a touchdown in regulation. 
The game went to overtime when San José State let the clock run down and spiked the ball on third down to set up a 

52-yard field goal try to Matt Mecurio with 20 seconds left. San Diego State head coach Brady Hoke used up his two 
timeouts to ice Mecurio, who ended up kicking it short and right to force overtime.  

Mecurio made kicks from 32 and 48 yards in regulation to match field goals from 53 and 26 yards by Araiza.  
Araiza was the star of the game in regulation for San Diego State, delivering an 86-yard punt in the third quarter 

and backing the Spartans up to their 5 with a 53-yarder late in the fourth quarter. 
Johnson relieved a struggling Jordon Brookshire late in the fourth quarter. He finished 2-for-3 with the two touchdown 

passes to Matthews. Brookshire, meanwhile, was 13-for-27 for 132 yards, while adding 25 yards on the ground.  
The Aztecs, who came into the meeting with five straight games with at least 100 yards rushing, managed only 70 

yards on the ground against a stout SJSU defense. SDSU’s 70 yards rushing were its fewest in a game in which it won 
since rushing for 61 yards in a 34-31 victory over Boise State on Nov. 23, 2013 and fewest in a road game since a 35-
yard effort in a 17-16 win at New Mexico on Nov. 4, 2000. 

San José State also rushed for 117 yards, snapping San Diego State’s streak of six consecutive games of holding its 
opponent to under 100 rushing yards. SJSU also scored a rushing touchdown in overtime, the first allowed by the Aztecs 
this season which came on the 171st rushing attempt. 

Patrick McMorris had a career-high 12 tackles and a career-best three pass breakups to pace SDSU, which became 
bowl eligible for a 12th consecutive season. Michael Shawcroft tied a career high with eight tackles, including a career-
high three tackles for loss, and forced his fourth career fumble, while Thompson finished with an interception and three 
pass breakups for a second straight game. 

Hoke is now the only active FBS head coach to lead three different programs to a 6-0 start (2008 Ball State started 
12-0, 2011 Michigan started 6-0 and 2021 San Diego State started 6-0).

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Aztecs Hold Off Air Force, 20-14 
 
COLORADO SPRINGS, Colo. -- Matt Araiza kicked two field goals, Kaegun Williams and Chance Bell ran for touchdowns 
and No. 22/21 San Diego State withstood Air Force's comeback bid to win 20-14 on Oct 23. 

San Diego State (7-0, 3-0 Mountain West) held Air Force’s (6-2, 3-2) vaunted running game in check, beating the 
Falcons for a ninth straight time and snapping their four-game winning streak. AFA, which entered the game ranked first 
in the country with 336.4 rushing yards per game, managed only 192 against the stingy Aztec defense. 

SDSU led 13-0 at half, with Williams' 1-yard TD run between Araiza's field goals of 22 and 51 yards following Air 
Force turnovers. 

San Diego State added to the lead on its first possession of the second half. Chance Bell broke a 32-yard run before 
scoring from three yards out to make it 20-0. 

The Falcons got on the board late in the third quarter on Warren Bryan's 13-yard pass to Dalton King on fourth down. 
Initially ruled incomplete, the call was overturned on review when it was determined King had possession when he crossed 
the goal line before the ball came out on the hit by Patrick McMorris. 

Air Force pulled to within six after Dane Kinamon took a fourth-down pitch from Bryan and ran three yards for a 
touchdown with 3:59 left. 

The Falcons got the ball back with 2:18 to play and punted after a fourth-down conversion was negated by a penalty. 
San Diego State ran out the final 1:35. 

Araiza also got off an 81-yard punt in the first quarter. It was the second consecutive week Araiza had an 80-plus 
yard punt and a 50-plus yard field goal. He had an 86-yard punt and a 53-yard field goal in the Aztecs' double overtime 
victory over San Jose State on Oct. 23.  

SDSU’s four rotating running backs combined for 160 yards and two touchdowns on 34 carries. Chance Bell led the 
way with 50 yards and a touchdown on eight carries (6.2 avg.), while Greg Bell added 42 yards on 10 second-half rushes. 
Williams added 34 yards and a touchdown on 10 attempts and Jordan Byrd chipped in with 32 yards on six carries (5.3 
avg.) and a 20-yard catch.  

Quarterback Lucas Johnson was an efficient 11-for-13 for 72 yards, finishing with the best completion percentage 
(84.6) for his career (min. 12 attempts).  

Starting for the first time of his career at cornerback, Dallas Branch picked off AFA quarterback Haaziq Daniels on 
the first drive of the game and Trenton Thompson forced a fumble in the second quarter that was recovered by Noah 
Avinger. Both turnovers led to the aforementioned Araiza field goals.  

McMorris and Michael Shawcroft led San Diego State with seven tackles apiece.  
The Aztecs improved to 7-0 for the first time since 1975 and just the fourth time in their Division I history (since

Award semifinalist John Baron II ... A left-footed kicker with a cannon of a leg ... Continues to 
improve on his accuracy ... In addition to field goals, PATs and kickoff duties, also is punting 
this year ... Made a field goal in the first 17 games of his career prior to not attempting one 
at Nevada on Nov. 21, 2020 ... For his career, ranks fourth at SDSU in field goal percentage 
(.774) (min. 25 att.) and sixth in field goals (41) ... Has multiple field goals in 14 of his 28 
career games ... Already has a school-record five career punts of at least 70 yards in 50 career 
attempts, which is two more than Michael Hughes (230 career punts) in second ... Enters the 

weekend as the projected punter, kicker and kickoff specialist, one of four players in the country 
doing all three. 

l 2021 (Junior): Has been named four midseason All-America teams, including three on the 
first team (Associated Press, ESPN and Sporting News) and one on the second team (The Athletic)

Player of the Week (Sept. 27, Oct. 18 and Oct. 25) ... Was named a preseason third-team all-
Mountain West selection by Athlon Sports at kicker ... Also deemed “SDSU’s fifth-best offensive 
player” by College Football News ... Is off to a great start on the season, making all 26 of his 
PATs and going 9-for-13 in field goal attempts with three 50-yarders ... Has been even better 
in the punting game, punting 45 times for 2,428 yards (54.0 avg.) with 28 of at least 50 yards, 
22 inside the 20, 11 fair catches and a long of 86 yards ...

vs. New Mexico State (Sept. 4) ... Had a great opener against New Mexico State on Sept. 
4, punting nine times for 511 yards, setting a school record with a 56.78 average (min. 4 
punts) ... The 56.78 average broke the previous record by almost two yards (Mike Saxon, 
54.83 on six punts at Brigham Young on Oct. 22, 1983), and was the second-highest single-
game FBS average this season (min. 5 punts) and the third-best mark in league history (min. 
5 punts) ... Since 1996, an FBS player has had at least nine punts in a game 2,115 times.

Off his punts, Towson had an average 
starting fielding position of its own 13.3-yard line as he ended up with a 59.0 net punt average 
... Was named the team’s special teams player of the game (with Tyrell Shavers) and was chosen 
as a “Ray’s 8” by the Ray Guy Award ... After making a 48-yard field goal in the third quarter, 
he added a 36-yarder in the fourth, which capped a 17-play, 64-yard drive for the Aztecs and 
took up 10:31 of playing time ... With his eight touchbacks, the Tigers started on its own 24.4-
yard line ... The one time he did not kick off in the fourth quarter, Towson returned the kickoff

Was 22-for-26 (.846) 
on the season in field goal attempts with a long of 48 yards, while making all 28 of his PATs 
... Set a school single-season record with 22 field goals, surpassing John Baron II’s 21 in 2016, 
and tied for fifth in field goal percentage (84.62) ... Led the Aztecs with 94 points (No. 2 was 
30) and had more points than the next three players combined (78) ... Also kicked off 65 times 
for 4,057 yards with 51 touchbacks for a 62.4 kickoff average ... Tied for the FBS lead with a 
perfect PAT percentage, and led the Mountain West in touchback percentage (78.46, 6th in 
FBS), field goals (22, T-11th in FBS), field goals per game (1.69, T-12th in FBS), field goal at-

Had a solid 
senior campaign in 2017, making 12 of his 16 field goal attempts with a long of 53 yards, 
while punting 39 times for 1,712 yards (43.9 avg.) and finishing with touchbacks on 49 of his 
51 kickoffs ... Also played some time as a defensive back ... His 37 field goals were a San 
Diego Section record, breaking former Aztec Nate Tandberg's 34, set from 1993-95 at the 
same Rancho Bernardo HS ...

Ran twice for three yards (1.5 avg.) and caught a 2-yard pass off the bench 
vs. San José State on Nov. 6 ... Also returned three kickoffs for 68 yards (22.7 avg.) and a 
punt for zero yards ... Ran seven times for 61 yards (8.7 avg.) off the bench against Hawai’i 
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on Nov. 14, including a 51-yard touchdown ... Also had a 21-yard kick return and added a 
catch ...
