San Diego State owns a 131-32 record (80.4 percent) since the start of the 2019-20 campaign. That is the THIRD best record in the nation

trailing only Gonzaga (146-20, 88.0 percent) and Houston (144-25, 85.2 percent).
The Aztecs metrics rank among the best in the nation. Through the games of March 14, the Aztecs were ranked No. 20 in the NET, No. 20 in

KPI, No. 21 in Kenpom, No. 29 in T-Rank and No. 34 in BPI. San Diego State’s NET strength of schedule is No. 26.

Senior forward Jaedon LeDee established a new Aztec scoring record in a Mountain West Tournament game with 34 points at UNLV and
hecame just the fourth Division | player in the last five seasons to record at least 30 points and 15 rebounds in a conference tournament
game. He passed Brandon Heath (637 in 2006-07), Xavier Thames (633 in 2013-14) and Anthony Watson (630 in 1985-86) into second
place on SDSU’s single-season scoring list with 649 points, 37 points behind Michael Cage’s school record of 686 in the 1983-84 season.

Through his first six-plus seasons, head coach Brian Dutcher has led the
Aztecs to 174 wins, the most by any SDSU coach in the 102+ seasons of
basketball on The Mesa and the fifth most by any head coach since the

start of the 2017-18 campaign.

Championship games after losing the previous two to the Aggies (2019 & 2020 MW title game).

During that 11-game span, San Diego State had an average
winning margin of 13.2 points. The streak included a 73-39 victory in the quarterfinal game of the 2014 Mountain West Tournament.
The 34-point win is SDSU’s largest margin of victory in 56 MW tourney games. The Aggies had won three straight meetings prior to
SDSU’s 2021 Mountain West Tournament championship game and in 2021-22 each team held serve on its home floor.

LAS VEGAS - Darius Brown Il scored a season-high 25 points as Utah State survived a late run by No. 19 San Diego State to win 68-63 on
Tuesday night.

Juedon LeDee led the Aztecs (20-7, 9-5) with 23 points and tied for the team lead with six rebounds. Reese Waters added 11 points and
three assists while Miles Byrd scored 10 points including a pair of dunks.

Great Osobor matched his career high with seven assists while adding 17 points and seven rebounds for the Aggies (22-5, 10-4). Mason
Falslev chipped in 10 points to reach doubles figures for Utah State.

San Diego State trailed 31-26 at halftime and Utah State pushed its lead to 58-49 with 7:52 remaining. The Aztecs responded with a 9-1
run including seven points from LeDee to make it a one-point game with 4:47 left.

The Aggies pulled away from there with SDSU not making another field goal until it cut the lead to five with three seconds remaining.

"We haven't made enough timely plays down the stretch. That's usually what the difference is," said Head Coach Brian Duicher after the
game. "You've got to make a fimely play or two and I've watched them blow teams out in here. We fought. We held them to a pretty decent
point total, 68 points when they're averaging close to 80 in here."

Utah State outshot the Aztecs from the field (49.0%-42.9%) and from the beyond the arc (31.8%-15.8%) while San Diego State was better
from the free throw line (80.0%-73.3%).

San Diego State outscored Utah State off turnovers (20-7) and in bench points (28-6) but the Aggies scored more in the paint (36-26).

Brian Dutcher enters his seventh season as head coach after leading the Aztecs fo six
Mountain West fitle games, their conference-high 11th, 12th, 13th, 14th, 15th and 16th Mountain West
titles and four trips to the NCAA tournament, including a run to the 2023 national championship game.

Dutcher, who ascended to head coach following Steve Fisher’s refirement announcement on April 11,
2017, was on The Mesa for all of Fisher's 18 seasons. He held the title of associate head coach/head
coach in waiting for six years and is the program’s 15th head coach.

Over the course of his 24 years at San Diego State, Dutcher has helped the Aztecs reach the postsea-
son 17 times, induding 12 trips to the NCAA tournament, win a conference-best 16 Mountain West fitles
and record 18 seasons of at least 20 victories. He is the only coach in the 102-year history of San Diego
State men’s basketball to win at least 20 games in each of his first six seasons and his 151 victories are
the most of any first-time Division | head coach who began at their current institution since the start of
the 2017-18 season.

His .763-win percentage (151-47) entering the 2023-24 season is the best in program history, as is
his .550-win percentage (11-9) against top-25 opposition.

In 2017-18, Dutcher’s first roster as head coach featured a pair of seniors, Trey Kell and Malik Pope,
that had won multiple league titles and had NCAA tournament experience. The Aztecs won six consec-
utive games fo end the regular season and captured the program’s 11th crown, the Mountain West
tournament fitle, and returned to the NCAA tournament. Dutcher was the only first-year head coach to
guide his team fo the 2018 NCAA tourney and one of six to have won at least 20 games. SDSU finished
the campaign with a 22-11 record, with the 22 wins representing the most by a first-year Aztec men's
baskethall head couch and the second-most among first-year coaches that season.

The 2018-19 season saw the Aztecs return to the Mountain West championship game after twice
defeating nationally ranked Nevada, including a 65-56 viciory over the Wolf Pack in the semifinal of
the MW tournament. The team was 21-13, the 13th consecutive season with at least 19 victories.

In 2019-20, his squad ripped off a program-record 26 straight wins to open the season and peaked,
for eight weeks, at No. 4 in both the AP and Coaches top-25 polls, before finishing the regular season
at No. 6. The Aztecs went 30-2 on the year, induding 17-1 in Mountain West play and Dutcher earned
USA Today National Coach of the Year, Mountain West Coach of the Year (in both the coaches and media
polls), NABC Division | District 17 Coach of the Year and USBWA Disirict IX Coach of the Year. In addition,
he was a finalists for the 2020 Werner Ladder Naismith Men’s College Coach of the Year Award.

In program history, the feam’s 30 wins are the fifth most and its two defeats are the fewest. SDSU's
17 wins in MW play are the most in program history. lis one loss in league action is the fewest in the
Aztecs' Division | era and equals the fewest since 1926-27, when it moved from junior college to the
National Association of Intercollegiate Athlefics (NAIA). San Diego State opened the 2019-20 league
slate with a 15-game winning sireak also which set a Mountain West record.

Led by junior guard and consensus All-American Malachi Flynn, who would be a first-round selection
of the NBA Toronto Raptors, the team won the Continental Tires Las Vegas Invitational with a blowout
victory over Creighton and a 16-point comeback win against lowa in the championship game. In addi-
tion, the Aztecs handed Utah a 28-point loss in the Basketball Hall of Fame Classic, three days after the
Utes beat No. 6 Kentucky.

In the COVID-affected season of 2020-21, the Aztecs were once again the cream of the Mountain
West crop posting a 23-5 record, including a 14-3 mark in league play. San Diego State earned the
league’s regular season and tournament crowns an in the NCAA tournament were a 6-seed. For the
second consecutive campaign, Dutcher was named Coach of the Year of both the Mountain West and
NABC Division | District 17.

The Aztecs opened 2020-21 with a win over No. 22 UCLA and later won af No. 23 Arizona State. The
team reached the MW fitle game for the fourth straight season earning a measure of revenge in the
championship game, defeating Utah State, 68-57, which had had knocked them off in the previous two
league title games.

The team was led by seniors Matt Mitchell and Jordan Schakel, who became the 34th and 35th
players in program history, respectively, to score 1,000 points in their careers. Mitchell was named an
honorable-mention AP All-American honors, Mountain West Player of the Year, first-team All-Mountain
West, Mountain West All-Defensive Team, NABC first-team All-District 17, USBWA first-team All-District
IX, Basketball Times West Coast All-District Team, Mountain West Tournament Most Valuable Player,
Mountain West All-Tournament Team and was the sixth player, and first Aztec, in Mountain West history
to earn Player of the Year & Tournament MVP in the same year. Schakel was second-team All-Mountain
West, NABC second-team All-District 17 and a Mountain West All-Tournament Team honoree.

The 2021-22 campaign demonstrated that despite losing its top three scorers from the previous

season, the Aztecs reload while other programs rebuild. For the fifth consecutive year, Dutcher guided
the Aztecs to 20-plus wins (23-9), and a bid to the NCAA tournament, the third since taking the helm of
the program. If not for the cancellation of the 2020 NCAA tournament, SDSU, which was projected to be
aNo. T or No. 2 seed with a 30-2 record, the 2021-22 season would have marked the program’s third
straight, and fourth overall, NCAA appearance under Dutcher.

San Diego State authored a 79-49 dismantling of No. 20 Colorado State at Viejas Arena, the worst
beating SDSU has ever handed to a ranked opponent, and a 63-58 win over the No. 23 Rams in the
semifinal of the Mountain West Championship. Entering 2022-23, Dutcher was 5-0 against top-25
opponents in Viejas Arena and 9-6 overall against ranked teams.

Matt Bradley, a transfer from California, slipped seamlessly into the Aztecs offense, led the team in
scoring, 16.9 points per game, and was named the Mountain West Newcomer of the Year, first-team
All-Mountain West, second team NABC All-District 17 and earned hoth ESPN and NCAA March Madness
National Player of the Week honors. In addition, sophomore guard Lamont Butler was a Mountain West
All-Defensive Team designee and Chad Baker was the league’s sixth man of the year.

The years leading to 2022-23 set the stage for men's baskethall history. Following its 15th and 16th
Mountain West Crowns, San Diego State earned a No. 5-seed in the NCAA Tournament and began the
most epic run in program history. In its 10th appearance in the last 13 NCAA Tournaments, the Aztecs
ended five multi-game win streaks in snapping the College of Charleston’s 10-game win streak in the
NCAA First Round and Furman’s seven-game win streak in the second round. It then ended No. 1/2
Alabama's five-game win streak in the Sweet 16, Creighton’s three-game win streak in the Elite 8 and
Florida Atlantic’s 11-game win streak in the Final Four.

The Aztecs went on a 15-4 run after the Titans closed to 39-38
on Grayson Carper’s 3 early in the second half. The spurt started
when LeDee scored six straight points, including a coast-to-coast
dunk and a 3-point play. Elijah Saunders had a steal and dunk,
Parrish hit a 3 and Butler sank a jumper to make it 54-42.

The Aztecs say it's time to move on from last year's thrilling run
through March Madness.

Dominic Brewton scored 13 for the Titans. Max Jones had 11
points and Donovan Oday added 10.

San Diego State is now 8-6 all-fime against the Golden Bears
and 3-0 in games played on a neutral court this season. The Aztecs

Event tournament while Cal (2-5) lost both of its games at the SoCal
Classic tournament.

Ledee hit two free throws with 6:15 left fo take a 63-54 lead but
did not score again in regulation. Rodney Brown Jr. hit back-to-back
3-pointers and Fardaws Aimaq hit 3 of 4 from the line o ie the
game with 1:42 left and force overtime.

Waters hit 6 of 11 from the field, including 2 of 3 from long
range, and was 10-for-10 from the line to lead the Aztecs with 24
points. Ledee added 19 points, going 7 of 10 from the line. The
Aztecs collectively were 31 of 37 from the line (83.8%).

Jaylon Tyson hit 9 of 21 from the field, including 2 of 10 from
distance, to lead the Golden Bears with 23 points before fouling out
of the gome.

SAN DIEGO — Three Aztecs scored in double figures led by senior
forward Jaedon LeDee's 15 points, 13 rebound double double, his
fourth in seven games this season, as San Diego State beat Point
Loma Nazarene 71-51 on Monday evening at Steve Fisher Court
at Viejas Arena.

“That was o good game for us” Aztec head men'’s hasketball
coach Brian Dutcher said. “Point Loma is a ranked Division Il pro-
gram. They played us without their best player tonight. They stretch
the floor, they shoot threes, and they provide a whole different
challenge than we have faced this year. We've played teams where
we're not even guarding certain players because they can’t shoot,
and we're frying to over-help, and this is a game where you really
can't help off anybody because they shoot the ball so well. They do
a good job spreading the floor, they run a good offense, and they
have a good team. We played a pretty good first half, even though
we got down, we had 15 baskets, and 13 of them assisted. We shot
51% from the field, made a lot of threes, and we played good
offensive basketball.”

Junior wing Reese Waters shot 4-of-9 from the floor, including
3-of-6 from 3-point range, and was 3-of-3 from the free throw line
for 14 points and added four rebounds, two assists and a steal.
Lamont Butler, a senior guard, had 10 points shooting 4-0f-9 from
the field with three rebounds, three assists and a steal. Senior guard
Darrion Trammell finished with game-highs of five assists and three
steals while totaling eight points.

Point Loma Nazarene hit two early 3-pointers to forge a 6-2
lead, but the Aztecs (6-1) responded with a 14-0 run over the next
3:38 of game time fo turn that four-point deficit into a 16-6 advan-
tage and never looked back. SDSU led by 15 at the half on its way
to a 20-point victory.

San Diego State shot 45.6 percent for the game (26-of-57)
while limiting the Sea Lions (4-3) to just 29.3 percent (17-of-58). It
is SDSU’s 15th straight win when holding its opponent to under 35
percent and the team improved to 50-2 in Brian Dutcher era when
holding its opponent to less than 35 percent.

Prior fo LeDee’s game winner, San Diego State only led for 28
seconds at the beginning of the second half. With 7:36 remaining
in the game, the Aztecs trailed 57-43 following a 10-0 Triton run.
The Aztecs did not lose faith, going on a 13-0 run to bring the
score fo 57-56 with just over two minutes fo go.

“We've got to weather the storm.” Parrish said on the team’s
attitude when they trailed by 14. “We knew they were going
to come in here and play hard. They had a great environment
tonight. They have a great team. We knew we had to come in and
step it up. We knew that we had to get stops and rely on defense
getting stops and getting stops. We got three stops in a row at the
end of the game. We knew we were going fo go down and score.
We just needed fo get stops.”

The Scarlet and Black outshot UC San Diego 41.3 percent (26-
of-63) t0 39.7 percent (23-0f-58) from the field and 38.1 percent
(8-0f-21) to 34.5 percent (10-of-29) from beyond the arc. The
biggest Aztec advantage came in rebounds, where SDSU led by a
43-28 margin overall and 14-5 on the offensive gloss.

“| thought we fought and hung in there and batiled and played
with great spirit, but we didn't play smart enough during this whole
game,” Gonzaga coach Mark Few said. “They deserve a lot of credit
to come on the road and they played great.”

After reaching the national tifle game lost season, the Aztecs
played a difficult nonconference schedule and lost road games at
No. 14 BYU and at Grand Canyon. Winning at Gonzaga will likely
be significant for San Diego State’s NCAA tournament resume come
March.

“We challenged ourselves. Most teams play a lot of these games
at neutral sites and we decided we were going to go fo Grand Can-
yon, we were going to go to BYU, we were going to go fo Gonzaga
and challenge ourselves,” San Diego State head coach Brian Dutch-
er said.

Darrion Trammell added a season-high 17 points, including 15
in the first half and kept the Aztecs hanging around through some
early struggles. But it was the end of the first half and start of the
second half where the Aztecs took control and built a big enough
lead to withstand Gonzaga's late rally.

Cardenas found Anderson
inside, but Pal swatted away his layup attempt and Butler recovered
the loose ball for the Aztecs.

Butler was fouled and made one of two free throws. Diogo Seix-
as attempted a full-court heave for the tie but missed wide left.

“As crazy as it may sound, this is exactly how | thought the
game would go,” Dutcher said. “They're dynamic offensively. ...
Tim Miles has got a good team this year. They just have not won
the close game. And that's the difference between having the year
we're having and the year they're having.”

San Diego State won the rebound battle 37-28 and outscored
San Jose State 38-24 in the paint.

SAN DIEGO - San Diego State topped Nevada 71-59 on Wednes-
day night to move to a perfect 12-0 against the Wolf Pack in Viejas
Arena during the Mountain West era.

The Aztecs (15-3, 4-1 Mountain West) dominated the glass, out-
rebounding the Wolf Pack (15-3, 2-2 MW) 44-25 including a 20-7
advantage on the offensive end. San Diego State also owned a 15-2
advantage in fast break points and made 22 free throws compared
to Nevada’s seven from the stripe.

The game started with a Nevada score on the first possession
of the night, but the Aztecs responded with 10 unanswered points
to take control early. They would have a hot hand for the entirety
of the first half, shooting 52.0% (13-0f-25) from the field while
holding the Wolf Pack to 37.5% (9-of-24) induding 0-of-10 from
beyond the arc. It led fo a 14-point SDSU advantage heading into
halftime.

However, Nevada came out of the break red hot, hitfing 10 of
their first 13 shots in the second half fo tie the game with 11 min-
utes remaining.

In need of a momentum change, Lamont Butler managed a
sirip steal and fastbreak the other direction for a layup to end the
SDSU scoring drought immediately followed by a Reese Waters
three-pointer from to force a Nevada timeout.

The Wolf Pack came out of their personal timeout and scored
five straight points of their own to even the score once again. After
the under-eight media fimeout, Jaedon LeDee took over with a 6-0
scoring run by himself to put the Aztecs back in front for good.

San Diego State wrapped up the night on a 18-6 scoring run fo
polish off their 71-59 triumph for their fourth win in Mountain West
play.

LeDee recorded his ninth double-double of the year, leading the
game with 22 points and 12 rebounds. It is his sixth game this
season with af least 20 points and 10 rebounds.

Waters and Jay Pal nearly recorded double-doubles of their own
in the win. Waters finished the night with 14 points and seven re-
bounds while Pal had eight points and 10 rebounds.

The Aztecs are back on the road for their next game heading
into Idaho for a matchup against Boise State. Tipoff will be at 10
a.m. PTon (BS.

BOISE, Idaho — 0'Mar Stanley’s 17 points helped Boise State de-
feat San Diego State 67-66 at ExtraMile Arena on Saturday.

Boise State survived a late game comeback by SDSU. The Aztecs
went on a 12-4 run over the final two minutes but ran out of time,
falling by one. San Diego State's defense held the Broncos fo just
one made field goal over the final 5:30 of the game.

“Basketball is a game of runs,” said Head Men’s Basketball
Coach Brian Dutcher following the game. “Like | said, we didn’t get
the stops we needed down the stretch, and they did. We have to get
stops. It's a hard thing to do. It's easy to say it's a hard thing to do.
We need fo get fimely stops in close games. | don’t want to put down
our defense like it wasn't good. It was good. It wasn't good with the
game on the line. It wasn’t what it needed to be to win on the road.”

Stanley added seven rebounds for the Broncos (13-5, 4-1 Moun-
tain West Conference). Roddie Anderson 111 scored 14 points while
going 5 of 15 from the floor, induding 1 for 4 from 3-point range,
and 3 for 4 from the line. Chibuzo Agbo was 2 of 6 shoofing, in-
cluding 1 for 5 from 3-point range, and went 6 for 8 from the line
to finish with 11 points.

The Aztecs (15-4, 4-2) were led by Jaedon LeDee, who recorded
13 points and eight rebounds. Reese Waters added 10 points for
San Diego State. In addition, Darrion Trammell had nine points and
six rebounds.

Boise State went into the half leading San Diego State 34-31 due
to ten points from Stanley in the first half. The game featured ten
lead changes but San Diego State only led for three minutes. The
Aztecs outscored the Broncos 16-3 on fast breaks and 24-10 off the
bench but it was not enough.

SDSU outshot Boise State from the field (43.1 percent-39.3 per-
cent) and the free throw line (84.2 percent-70.0 percent) but the
Broncos were better from deep (37.5 percent-25.0 percent). San
Diego State had two more rebounds (34-32).

Next up for the Aztecs is a home game against Wyoming at
Viejas Arena on Tuesday, January 23 at 6 p.m. The game will be
broadcast on (BS Sports Network and San Diego Sports 760.

SAN DIEGO — San Diego State put together a dominant second
half en route to an 81-65 victory over Wyoming af Steve Fisher
Court at Viejas Arena on Tuesday night.

After shooting 36.8 percent from the field through the first 20
minutes of play, the Aztecs (16-4, 5-2 Mountain West) shot a blis-
tering 18-0f-27 (66.7 percent) in the second half. San Diego State
also forced Wyoming (10-9, 3-3 MW) to make 15 turnovers on the
night leading to a 19-0 points off turnover advantage.

The night started as a back-and-forth batle as the first half saw
12 lead changes and seven ties. Ultimately, the Aztecs went info
the break with  two-point lead, scoring six unanswered to close
the half capped off by another Darrion Trammell halftime buzzer
beater.

“These guys are veterans. You don’t have to say a whole lot at
halftime,” said Head Coach Brian Dutcher following the win. “We
just give them a few adjusiments. There's no rah-rah pep falk,
they're ready to go. They play hard. They know they play the right
way. The ball started going, and Darrion Trammell came in and
was dynamic offensively. Lamont tied a career-high tonight with 23
points. These guys are hard to guard. They're very good players, so
it's not for me to motivate them, it's for me to put them in positions
to be successful.”

Reese Waters made the first shot of the second half but Wyo-
ming responded with a 9-0 run on three consecutive three-pointers.
However, the Aztecs immediately answered with a 9-0 scoring run
of their own to reclaim the lead and never looked back. Outscor-
ing the Cowboys by 21 across the final 17:53 of the game, SDSU
cruised to their 81-65 victory.

Lamont Butler recorded his second career game with 20-plus
points, leading all scorers and matching his career-high with 23. It
is the second fime this season he has led the Aztecs in scoring with
SDSU winning hoth contests. He filled out the stat sheet with five
rebounds, four assists, and three steals.

Juedon LeDee scored 17 points in the win, his 17th game this
season with 15-plus points this season and had a team-high seven
rebounds. Trammell also reached double-figures with 12 points on
5-0f-6 shooting from the field.

The Aztecs will have the rest of the week and weekend off from
game action as they get ready for a trip to Colorado State next
Tuesday, Jan. 30. Tip from Fort Collins will be at 7 p.m. MT (6 p.m.
P1).

The Aztecs (16-5, 5-3) were led by Reese Waters, who scored 17
points on 7-of-9 shoofing while making all three of his three point
attempts. Lamont Butler added 16 points, five rebounds and four
assists just a game after matching a career-high with 23 points.
Jaedon LeDee posted 13 points and seven rebounds to continue his
streak of ten or more points in every game this season.

SAN DIEGO - Jaedon LeDee had 16 points and nine rebounds
to lead San Diego State fo an 81-67 win against Great Osobor and
No. 17 Utah State on Saturday to pull the defending Mountain West
champion Aztecs within one game of the first-place Aggies.

LeDee scored nine points in the second half of the showdown be-
tween the conference’s fop two scorers and rebounders. Osobor had
17 points and seven rebounds for the surprise conference leaders,
who were picked ninth in the preseason media poll.

The Aztecs (17-5, 6-3 Mountain West) beat the Aggies (19-3,
7-2) for the fifth siraight time. That streak includes a win in the
conference fournament championship game, and the Aztecs went
on fo reach their first Final Four, where they lost to UConn in the
national championship game.

Jay Pal scored a season-high 16 points to go with seven re-
bounds for the Aztecs while Micah Parrish added 14 and Darrion
Trammell had 12.

SDSU has won 33 straight games when a loss is followed by a
home game.

Mason Falslev scored 16 and Darius Brown Il had 13 for Utah
State.

SDSU took a 42-36 halftime lead on Reese Waters' corner
3-pointer with four seconds left.

LeDee took over by scoring nine points in the first 4 1/2 minutes
of the second half, including a 3-pointer, fo help the Aztecs take a
54-44 lead.

The Aggies pulled within seven points with seven minutes to go
before Elijoh Saunders made consecutive shots for the Aztecs, in-
cluding a 3-pointer that pushed the lead to 70-58.

While the big matchup was LeDee vs. Osobor, Dutcher shook up
his lineup by starting Pal and Trammell over Parrish and Saunders.

The Aztecs improved fo 10-0 at home against Utah State since it
joined the Mountain West in 2013-14. Eight have been by double
digits.

San Diego State held a 39-30 rebounding margin in the game.
The Aztecs outshot the Aggies from the field (47.3%-41.0%) and
from deep (45.0%-26.1%) while USU was better from the free
throw line (84.6%-71.4%).

Next up for San Diego State is a road game at Air Force on Tues-
day night, February 6, at 8:30 p.m.

AIR FORCE ACADEMY, Colo. — Reese Waters scored 15 points,
making five of San Diego State’s season-high 11 3-pointers, and
the 24th-ranked Aztecs cruised fo a 77-64 win over Air Force on
Tuesday night.

The Aztecs (18-5, 7-3 Mountain West) took 5 1/2 minutes to
settle in and grab their first lead, but once they did they never
looked back. They broke open the game with a 13-0 first-half run
and eventually led by 25 in winning their ninth straight over the
Falcons (8-14, 1-9).

San Diego State moved into a four-way tie for first place in the
conference standings, joining No. 25 New Mexico, No. 22 Utch
State and Boise State.

The physical presence of Jaedon LeDee down low proved too
much for Air Force to handle as he finished with 14 points and
nine rebounds. San Diego State played hounding defense, too, and
forced 14 turnovers - induding three shot-clock infractions.

Beau Becker and Jeffrey Mills both had 15 points fo lead Air
Force. Two of the Falcons’ top scorers, Rytis Petraifis and Ethan
Taylor, were held to a combined 10 points. Petraitis got into foul
trouble trying to help contain LeDee.

Micah Parrish added 14 points and Lamont Butler tacked on 11
for the Aztecs. Waters' five 3-pointers were a career-high and the
most by an Aztec since the first game of the season on November 6.

San Diego State was dominant in the first half, leading 45-20 at
the break. It was the second time since 1996-97 that the Aztecs led
a Division One team on the road by that much at halftime. To build
that lead, SDSU shot 70.0% from the field, 72.7% from beyond the
arc and 75.0% from the free throw line while Air Force turned the
ball over 11 fimes.

The Aztecs outshot the Falcons from the field (51.0%-45.7%)
and from the free throw line (72.7%-57.1%) while both teams
made half of their three point attempts. San Diego State had more
rebounds (29-25) and fewer turnovers (9-14).

San Diego State heads to Reno, Nevada, to face the Wolf Pack
on Friday, February 9, at 5 p.m. PT. The game will be broadcast on
(BS Sports Network and San Diego Sports 760.

24-ranked San Diego State came back to take a late lead but ran
out of steam in overtime, falling 70-66 at Nevada on Friday eve-
ning.

San Diego State (18-6, 7-4 Mountain West) was led by Jaedon
LeDee, who scored 20 points and grabbed seven rebounds. Darri-
on Trammell totaled nine points for the Aztecs while Micah Parrish
neared a double-double with nine points and ten rebounds. Parrish
and Trammell also combined for eight of SDSU's ten assists.

For the Wolf Pack (19-5, 6-4), Kenan Blackshear scored 22
points including eight of the team’s ten points in overtime. Jarod
Lucas scored 15 and Nick Davidson tacked on 14.

Nevada led from the first possession of the game unfil there was
6:46 remaining in regulation, when SDSU evened the score at 46.
The Aztecs claimed their first lead on a three-point play by Jay Pal
with 3:47. The game remained close, with Nick Davidson making
a layup with five seconds remaining to force overtime. San Diego
State had a chance to win in regulation but Trammell was unable to
get a shot off.

In the overtime period, SDSU started out by scoring the first
four points before the Wolf Pack responded with six unanswered to
take a two point lead. San Diego State tied things up with a pair of
free throws before Tre Coleman scored a go-ahead layup with 12
seconds remaining. Trammell missed a three at the end for SDSU
before a Nevada rebound and pair of free throws ended the game.

In a very physical game, San Diego State finished with 27 fouls
and Nevada had 25 while both team had a starter foul out (Lamont
Butler, SDSU; K.J. Hymes, Nevada). A defensive battle, each team
turned the hall over 16 times and siruggled from deep, hitting just
three 3-pointers each (all in the first half) despite the first three
baskets of the game coming from beyond the arc.

As Dutcher alluded to, Nevada outscored SDSU 15-6 on second
chance points. The Aztecs outshot the Wolf Pack from the bonus
siripe (85.2%-46.2%) but Nevada was better from the field
(46.2%-40.8%) and long range (23.1%-15.8%).

San Diego State returns home to Viejas Arena for a pair of big

SAN DIEGO — San Diego State overcame a 14-point halftime
deficit with a dominant second half to beat Colorado State, 71-55,
on Tuesday night.

The Rams ulfimately carried a 14-point lead into
the break, giving SDSU their largest halftime deficit in a game this
season.

LeDee was the second half spark after missing majority of the
first 20 minutes due to early foul trouble. The senior forward put
up 21 points in the second half, inuding 14 of the team’s first 16.
His 27 total points led all scorers.

Lamont Butler recorded the first double-double of his career
with 11 points and a career-high 10 rebounds. He also had three of
SDSU’s eight steals. Darrion Trammell was the third and final Aztec
in double-figures, scoring 11 points and adding a game-high five
assists.

San Diego State remains at home to dose out the week as they
welcome New Mexico to Viejas Arena on Friday night. Tip-off will be
at 7 p.m. on FSI.

Juelen House had 22 points fo lead the way for New Mexico (20-
6, 8-5). JT Toppin (18 points, ten rebounds) and Mustapha Amzil
(10 points, 11 rebounds) logged double-doubles and Donovan Dent
scored 11 for the Lobos.

San Diego State shot 61.5% in the first half to take a 39-28 lead
into the break. The Aztecs’ defense held New Mexico o just 35.5%
from the field and 22.7% from deep in the game while SDSU shot
56.9% and 41.2% from beyond the arc. New Mexico was better
from the free throw line (91.3%-69.6).

SDSU’s bench played a big role in the victory, outscoring New
Mexico’s reserves 25-15 while San Diego State’s defense blocked
six shots to the Lobos’ 0.

SAN DIEGO — Jaedon LeDee had 27 points - 21 in the second
half - and 11 rebounds for No. 20 San Diego State, which held off
last-place San Jose State 72-64 on Tuesday night to keep pace in
the tight Mountain West Conference race.

The defending regular-season and MWC Tournament champion
Aztecs (22-7, 11-5) beat the Spartans for the 13th siraight time
to remain just behind conference co-leaders Utah State and Boise
State. The Aztecs get six days off before playing at UNLV next Tues-
day night and then finishing the regular season at home against
Boise State on March 8.

LeDee helped the Aztecs to a 52-35 lead midway through the
second half before the Spartans clawed back to 57-52. He rebound-
ed Micah Parrish’s missed 3-pointer and then had a steal and slam
dunk as part of a three-point play to give SDSU a 62-54 advantage.

LeDee finished with his 11th double-double of the season.

“He's a dangerous player and to his credit, everybody knows
it, and he still ends up with another double-double,” Aztecs conch
Brian Dutcher said. “That's a first-team All-American fo me.”

Dutcher called it “a quiet 27" for LeDee.

“He did it however he could. He rehounded the ball and got
some putbacks, he ran the floor, got some baskets, and he scored
a lot of different ways, which good players do. It's not just one-di-
mensional scoring,” the coach said.

A 3-pointer by Alvaro Cardenas and a putback by Latrell Davis
pulled the Spartans to 64-60 with 2:20 to go.

Elijoh Saunders had 10 points for SDSU, including a huge dunk
with 50 seconds left following a San Jose State turnover to give
the Aztecs a 66-60 lead. They made six free throws in the final 31
seconds.

Myron Amey Jr. scored 17 points for San Jose State (9-20,
2-14), and Trey Anderson had 14.

LeDee, continually pounded inside by double teams, made a
turnaround jumper and a bank shot in the opening minute of the
second half, giving the Aztecs a 33-22 lead. He then scored five
points during a 15-2 run that pushed it to 52-35.

LAS VEGAS — Lamont Butler scored five points over the final
1:06 to tie a game that No. 21-ranked San Diego State once trailed
by 17, but it was not enough as the Aztecs fell to UNLV 62-58 at the
Thomas & Mack Center in Las Vegas on Tuesday night.

Elijah Saunders led San Diego State (22-8, 11-6 Mountain
West) with 14 points, one of four Aztecs to score in double figures.
Saunders’ four three-pointers were a career-high. Joedon LeDee
added 12 points and seven rebounds while Micah Parrish scored 11
points and Butler put up ten and four steals. Jay Pal also had seven
rehounds for SDSU and Darrion Trammell fallied seven assists and
four swipes for the Scarlet and Black.

It was the fourth win against a ranked team for the surging Reb-
els (19-10, 12-5), who have won 10 of 11 overall.

Dedan Thomas led UNLV with 19
points.

San Diego State has dominated this rivalry in recent years, beat-
ing the Rebels in 37 of the previous 48 meetings including 13 of 14
at the Thomas & Mack Center.

UNLV took an early 27-10 lead to begin the game but the Aztecs
got back info contention, going on a 13-1 run to close the gap to
five points.

The Rebels held onto the lead until Lamont Builer made a 3
and then stole the ball and put in a layup to tie it at 58 with 44.6
seconds left.

Thomas then answered with a jumper with 18 seconds remaining
to put UNLV back in front, and Kalib Boone blocked Micah Parrish's
3-point attempt. Thomas' two free throws with 6.5 seconds remain-
ing sealed the victory.

SDSU was dominant on the offensive glass, matching a sea-
son-high by grabbing 20 offensive rebounds. The Aztecs spread the
ball around, earning 14 assists on 18 made haskets. San Diego
State also had ten steals defensively to UNLV's seven.

The Rebels shot better from the field (40.0%-28.1%) and from
beyond the arc (44.4%-33.3%) while the Aztecs were better from
the free throw line (73.3%-66.7%).

In OT, Boise State’s Max Rice heaved in a long 3-pointer as the
shot clock expired fo give BSU a 77-72 lead with 1:58 to go.

The Aztecs tied it with a shot off a rebound by Micah Parrish and
a 3-pointer by Darrion Trammell. However, the Broncos' made a
pair of free throws with just 1.7 seconds left and blocked the Azfecs’
final shot at the buzzer to end the game.

Jaedon LeDee scored a game-high 21 points for the Aztecs while
Butler scored 13, Micah Parrish 12 and Trammell 11. LeDee and
Butler also pulled down six rebounds.

San Diego State will find out after Saturday’s final league gomes
what seed they will be for next week’s conference tournament in
Las Vegas.

LeDee scored 34 points, a school record for a Mountain West
tournament game, including seven in overtime, and added 16
rebounds for the Aztecs (23-9). Lamont Butler scored 12 points,
finishing 5 of 8 from the floor. Darrion Trammell shot 4 for 9, in-
cluding 3 for 4 from beyond the arc to finish with 11 points to go
with a season-high five steals.

The Rebels (19-12) were led in scoring by Dedan Thomas Jr.,
who finished with 29 points and five assists. UNLV also got 17
points, eight rebounds and four blocks from Keylan Boone. Justin
Webster finished with 14 points. The loss snapped the Rebels’ five-
game winning streak.

LeDee scored nine points in the first half as San Diego Stafe
went into halftime trailing 27-22. For the sixth fime this season,
Trammell made a field goal in the final three seconds of the first
half as he closed the Aztecs’ deficit to five points at the break.
LeDee's 18-point second half helped San Diego State finish off the
three-point victory.

San Diego State was dominant on the glass, outrebounding UNLV
50-31 and outscoring the Rebels 20-8 on second chance points. The
Aztecs were better in the paint by a 32-20 scoring margin. SDSU
also excelled in fransition, with nine steals to UNLV's four and 11
points to the Rebels’ four on fast breaks.

UNLV was the better shooting team in the game, with a higher
percentage than SDSU from the field (40.0%-36.6%), from beyond
