SCENE SETTER (as of Sunday, Nov. 28) 
n San Diego State looks to claim the 22nd conference championship in school history, the fourth Mountain West championship and 

the first since 2016 when the West Division champion Aztecs play host to Mountain Division champion Utah State on Saturday af-
ternoon in Carson, California. (#Win22) 

n San Diego State is playing in its third Mountain West Championship Game, having defeated Air Force, 27-24 in 2015 and winning 
at Wyoming, 27-24, in 2016 to claim back-to-back conference titles.  

n San Diego State has tied the school record for victories (11) this season (also: 1969, 2015 and 2016). This is the 99th season in 
program history and the Aztecs have never won 12 games in a campaign. 

n San Diego State is one of only 10 teams nationally with one or fewer losses (two undefeated teams and eight 1-loss teams). 
n San Diego State has posted its fifth 10-win season in the last seven years. Currently, only eight schools have five or more 10-win 

seasons since 2015 - San Diego State, Alabama, Appalachian State, Clemson, Georgia, Notre Dame, Ohio State, Oklahoma.  
n SDSU is five games better than last season, going from 4-4 to 11-1. That is tied for the fifth-largest turnaround in the nation. 
n San Diego State is 11-1 despite playing all 12 games outside of its home city and normal home stadium. That’s easily the best 

record among the 11 other teams who have had to play outside its home city and normal home stadium since at least 1980 (Idaho 
was second best with a 7-4 record in 1999). 

n The Aztecs moved up three positions in both the AP Top 25 and coaches poll this week at No. 19. SDSU is nationally-ranked in the 
AP poll for a school record seventh week this season (SDSU was nationally-ranked for five weeks 1970). 

n With a No. 19 national ranking this week, San Diego State has matched its highest ranking in the AP Poll since the Aztecs were 
ranked No. 16 in the final poll of the 1977 season (released Jan. 8, 1978). 

n This is the 31st week SDSU has appeared in the AP poll in school history and the 17th appearance since the start of the ’16 campaign.  
n SDSU has made appearances in the AP Top 25 in four of the last six seasons (2016, 2017, 2019 and 2021) after experiencing a 

341-poll drought (from Nov. 14, 1995 through Sept. 11, 2016). 
n San Diego State ran its win streak to four games with a 27-16 victory over Boise State last Friday. SDSU clinched the West Division 

title by rallying from a 16-3 deficit in the back half of the second quarter, before scoring the final 24 points of the contest. 
n The Aztecs outgained the Broncos, 408-319 (257-153 in the second half), and had large advantages in the key statistical categories  

turnover margin (SDSU +3), average field position (SDSU +6) and time of possession (+8:34). 
n San Diego State’s defense did not allow a point over the final 38:38 of the game and held Boise State to its lowest point total since 

Dec. 21, 2019.  The Aztecs forced three turnovers and have now won 28 straight games when the opponent turns the ball over at 
least three times.

n This is the first time the Aztecs have opened a season with at least 12 games played, with a record of 11-1 or better. The 1969 team 
ended an 11-game season 11-0. 

n The Aztecs are 6-0 in gamed decided by one scores or less, tied with Louisiana for the most wins without a loss in one-score games. 
n SDSU is No. 21 in the latest College Football Playoff rankings (Nov. 23). The Aztecs, who had never appeared in the poll prior to this 

season, have been ranked in every CFP Poll this season. 
n Brady Hoke is the only active coach to lead three different FBS programs (Ball State, Michigan and SDSU) to an 11-win season and 

one of only two coaches overall since 1996 (also Urban Meyer with Utah, Florida and Ohio State). 
 
HOW WE WIN 
n San Diego State’s special teams are among the best in the nation. ESPN College Football Efficiencies rate the Aztec special teams as 

the fourth-best nationally. Junior Matt Araiza currently leads the nation in punting (51.5) and is on pace to set an FBS record while 
senior Jordan Byrd is 11th nationally in kickoff return average (29.4). Meanwhile, the Aztecs have blocked three punts this season 
to rank sixth in that category. 

n Junior defensive end Cameron Thomas has the second-best defensive rating in the 
nation (per PFF) among players with 575 snaps. According to Pro Football Focus, he 
has the most quarterback hits in the nation (18), the most quarterback pressures (72) 
and leads the team in tackles for loss (20.0), sacks (11.5) and quarterback hurries 
(19). 

n Junior right guard William Dunkle has the sixth-highest overall offensive line grade 
(91.4, min. 300 snaps) and the third-highest run block grade (94.3, min. 300 snaps) 
by Pro Football Focus. Both marks lead the Mountain West as well. Dunkle has allowed 
just eight pressures (no sacks) on the season in 329 passing opportunities. 

n Senior left tackle Zachary Thomas ranks seventh nationally among tackles in Pro 
Football Focus blocking grades (min. 100 snaps). In 737 snaps this season, Thomas 
has allowed three sacks, one QB hits and has committed just two penalties. 

n Senior cornerback Tayler Hawkins owns the fifth-best coverage rating in the country 
among defensive backs (and No. 1 in the Mountain West) (88.2. min. 425 snaps). 
Hawkins also has the seventh-lowest pass efficiency in the country when targeted (No. 
2 in the Mountain West) (87.43, min. 425 snaps). 

n Defensively, San Diego State has been one of the top units nationally for the better 
part of a decade. In the 20 games in which Kurt Mattix has served as defensive co-
ordinator (since the start of 2020 season), San Diego State ranks first in rushing touch-
downs allowed (9), third in rushing yards allowed per game (86.5), fourth in yards allowed 
per rush (2.8), tied for fourth in total touchdowns allowed (41), fifth in total defense 
(302.0), fifth in scoring defense (17.5) and eighth in pass efficiency defense (114.3).

n For the season, Araiza leads FBS in punt average at 51.5 yards. He has an NCAA record 38 punts that have traveled at least 50 

yards, an NCAA record 18 punts that have traveled 60 yards and has 36 punts downed inside the 20-yard line. 
n Araiza has earned Mountain West Special Teams Player of the Week four times this season.  
n Araiza has six punts this season of at least 70 yards, including the longest (86 yards), tied for the fifth longest (81), ninth longest 

(79), tied for the 12th longest (77), tied for the 17th longest (75) and tied for the 28th longest (72). 
n Since 1996, Araiza has two games with at least an 80-yard punt and a 50-yard field goal. It has only happened one other time in a 

FBS game in the last 26 seasons (Utah’s Louie Sakoda at Wyoming on Oct. 11, 2008) over that span. 
 
2020 SEASON REVIEW 
n San Diego State is coming off a 4-4 campaign, including a 4-2 record in Mountain West play. Despite having its winning seasons 

streak snapped at 10 (SDSU has now finished .500 or better in 11 straight seasons), the Aztecs posted their best league record since 
going 6-2 in Mountain West play in 2017. 

n San Diego State spent the 2020 campaign trying to integrate a new head coach (Brady Hoke), offensive coordinator (Jeff Heck-
linski) and defensive coordinator (Kurt Mattix) during pandemic protocols. The pandemic made things particularly difficult as 
SDSU did not have a full pads spring practice when that was canceled, did not have the ability to work out in person during summer 
and had stringent protocols when fall practice started. Among the more challenging protocols in the fall were lineman that were 
socially distanced in drills (six feet apart, SDSU ran plays goal line-to-goal line) and footballs that had to be washed after any individual 
touched them. 

n Despite those circumstances, the Aztecs posted the aforementioned 4-2 conference record and owned a scoring margin of +79 in 
conference games. SDSU’s two losses came in very competitive games. Against San José State, SDSU held a fourth quarter lead but 
had turnovers on three consecutive possessions in a loss to the Spartans. Against Nevada, SDSU had first and goal on the Wolf Pack 
6-yard line in the closing minutes of the game, but was unable to score. 

n Due to injuries in 2020, San Diego State was one of 17 schools in the nation to start at least three players at the quarterback position. 
Of those 17 teams, only six posted a record of .500 or better - Army West Point, Georgia, LSU, UTSA and Virginia were the others. 
As a group, those 17 schools posted a record of 54-97 (35.8 percent). 

n First-year defensive coordinator Kurt Mattix and the defense had a remarkable season. Once again, San Diego State ranked among 
the national leaders in every statistical category, including a school-record best third ranking in total defense (283.5), seventh in 
rushing defense (98.2, third straight season and fifth time in six years the Aztecs were seventh or higher in the category), 11th in 
scoring defense (17.8) and 11th in passing defense (185.2). 

 
SEASON SETUP 
n San Diego State returned 17 starters on offense and defense (19 if you include a national award candidate at placekicker). 
n The Aztecs returned eight starters on offense, including four of five starters on the offensive line, two wide receivers, a tight end and 

a running back.  
n Five SDSU offensive players are either up for national awards at their position and/or were preseason first-team all-conference se-

lections - senior running back Greg Bell (Maxwell Award Watch List (college player of the year) and Reese’s Senior Bowl Watch List), 
senior tight end Daniel Bellinger (Mackey Award Watch List (outstanding college TE) and Reese’s Senior Bowl Watch List), senior 
running back and return specialist Jordan Byrd (Paul Hornung Award Watch List (most versatile player)). junior guard William 
Dunkle (PFF all-Mountain West first team), senior offensive tackle Zachary Thomas (Outland Trophy Award Watch List (most out-
standing interior lineman), Reese’s Senior Bowl Watch List, consensus first-team all-Mountain West) and senior center Alama Uluave 
(Polynesian College Football Player of the Year Watch List). 

n Senior running back Greg Bell, who is a preseason selection to the Maxwell Award Watch List for player of the year, looks to build 
on his quick start last season. Bell became the first back in school history to post four straight 100-yard rushing games to start his 
SDSU career. The senior suffered an injury at Nevada on Nov. 21 that plagued him the remainder of the season. He ended his 
campaign with 637 yards rushing, six rushing touchdowns and a 5.6 yards per carry average in just seven games. 

n Senior tight end Daniel Bellinger, who is on the Mackey List for top tight end, has always been known for his physical play at the 
line of scrimmage. As last season went on, he became a weapon in the passing attack as well.  

n San Diego State’s offensive line (left to right) - Zachary Thomas, Chris Martinez, Alama Uluave, William Dunkle and 
Brandon Crenshaw-Dickson - have combined for 100 career starts (Crenshaw-Dickson has made his first 11 starts this year). 

n Senior quarterback Jordan Brookshire emerged from a three-man quarterback competition to earn the starting spot (announced 
by Coach Hoke on Aug. 25). Brookshire, who was listed fourth on the depth chart prior to the 2020 campaign, played in three games 
last season and started the last final contests. Coming against a very challenging schedule - at Colorado, Colorado State and at No. 
14 Brigham Young, Brookshire was 42-for-74 (56.8 percent) for 410 yards, two touchdowns and two interceptions. In addition, he 
was credited with 101 yards rushing for the 2020 season. Both Brookshire and Lucas Johnson have started games for the Aztecs 
this season. 

n Seven members of the defensive group received preseason accolades, led by the trio of senior cornerback Tayler Hawkins (Reese’s 
Senior Bowl Watch List), senior linebacker Caden McDonald (Bronko Nagurski Award Watch List (most outstanding defensive player), 
Chuck Bednarik Award Watch List (college defensive player of the year), Reese’s Senior Bowl Watch List and first-team all-Mountain 
West Conference (media)) and junior defensive end Cameron Thomas (Bronko Nagurski Award Watch List (most outstanding de-
fensive player), Chuck Bednarik Award Watch List (college defensive player of the year) and consensus first-team all-Mountain West 
Conference). 

n The strength on the defensive side of the ball is up front. All three of the defensive lineman received preseason accolades. DE Thomas’ 
lengthy accolades can be found above, senior defensive tackle Jonah Tavai was named a second-team all-league selection by several 
outlets (including Phil Steele and PFF) and senior defensive end Keshawn Banks was also a second-team preseason selection 
(Lindy’s Sports). The trio has combined to start 70 games and is a huge reason why the Aztecs were second nationally last season in

n San Diego State’s special teams are in good hands with a pair of national award worthy players. Junior Matt Araiza returns to 

handle placekicking and kickoffs. Araiza was 10-of-14 on field goal attempts last season, with a long of 48 yards. He easily converted 
from 50 yards out at the final scrimmage this fall at DHSP. Senior Jordan Byrd is one of the nation’s top return men, and led the 
Mountain West a season ago and was seventh nationally in kickoff return average (31.9). 

 
PROGRAM-AT-A-GLANCE 
n Since the start of the 2015 campaign, San Diego State is 64-23 with a 73.6 winning percentage (tied 9th nationally) and the Aztecs 

are 63-20 (75.9 percent) since Oct. 3, 2015 (8th nationally).  
n SDSU has five double-digit victory seasons in the last seven years (includes this season). Only eight schools in the nation can say that

nents.

n The Aztecs have are 42-2 the last 43 times when owning a turnover advantage. 
n San Diego State is 23-2 the last 25 times it has an advantage in field position.  
n Since the start of the 2015 season, San Diego State is tied for the most kickoff returns for touchdowns (13) with Kansas State. 
n Since the start of the 2020 season, San Diego State has nine non-offensive touchdowns, tied for 5th nationally (Alabama, Boise State, 

Houston and Middle Tennessee, 10). 
n This season, the Aztecs have five non-offensive touchdowns (two punt return, kickoff return, two interception returns). That is tied 

for 8th best in the nation. 
 
THE 11-1 START 
n At 11-1, San Diego State has its best 12-game record ever. San Diego State went undefeated in 1969 as an independent in an 11-

game schedule but has never won 11 of its first 12 games in a season in which it played at least 12 games. 
n San Diego State has never won 12 games in a single season. 
n This was the fourth time in the Division I era that the Aztecs have won at least 10 of their first 11 games of the season (11-0 in 

1969; 10-1 in 1976, 1977 and 2021). 
n San Diego State’s 7-0 start this year was its first in the last 46 seasons (since 1975). 
n In the Division I era, this is the first time SDSU has opened a season 7-0 with a pair of victories over teams from a Power 5 Confer-

a controversial touchdown by Air Force and short passes in the Nevada and UNLV games. Those are the only three third quarter of-
fensive TD allowed by SDSU in its last 14 third quarters.

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RUSHING OFFENSE 
n San Diego State is 52-2 the last 54 times it has rushed for at least 200 yards and is 49-1 in its last 50 regular-

season games when rushing for 200-plus yards.  
n San Diego State has a 100-yard rusher in 46 of the last 87 games since 2015 (58, 100-yard rushers total). Since Jeff Horton arrived 

as the running back coach in 2011, SDSU has a 100-yard rusher in 80 of the 139 games and 96, 100-yard rushers overall.  
n San Diego State had two 100-yard rushers at New Mexico State (Jordan Byrd - 118 and Chance Bell - 116) on Sept. 14, 2019 for 

the 30th time in program history. The Aztecs are 29-1 in those occasions, including a 19-game win streak.  
n San Diego State ran for at least 200 yards in each of the first five games this season, which was its longest streak since the final five 

games of the 2017 season. 
n The Aztecs had back-to-back games with at least four rushing touchdowns (Sept. 25 vs. Towson and Oct. 9 vs. New Mexico) for the 

first time since the 2015 season (Nov. 21 at UNLV and Nov. 28 vs. Nevada). 
n RB Greg Bell ranks third in the Mountain West in total rushing attempts (208, 23rd in FBS), fourth in rushing attempts per game 

(17.33, 28th in FBS), rushing yards (940, 51st in FBS) and rushing yards per game (78.33, 55th in FBS), and tied for sixth in 
rushing touchdowns (9). 

n G. Bell became SDSU’s 80th different 100-yard rusher with 111 yards vs. UNLV in the 2020 opener on Oct. 24.  
n G. Bell ran for 161 yards against New Mexico State on Sept. 4, 2021, the sixth most in an Aztec season opener, trailing only the 

likes of David Turner (239 in 1976), Marshall Faulk (220 vs. USC in 1992 and 181 vs. CSUN in 1993), Rashaad Penny (197 vs. UC 
Davis in 2017) and Ronnie Hillman (189 vs. Cal Poly in 2011). 

n G. Bell’s 161 were the most by an Aztec since Rashaad Penny had 221 vs. Army West Point in the 2017 Armed Forces Bowl (Dec. 
23). 

n G. Bell became the first Aztec in program history to start his Aztec career with three straight 100-yard rushing games to begin the 
2020 season (ended up with four straight). 

n G. Bell is one of 10 Aztecs in program history with at least four consecutive 100-yard rushing games. 
n G. Bell is one of 15 Aztecs in program history with at least eight 100-yard rushing games. 
n G. Bell has nine 100-yard rushing games in 23 career Division I games, including eight times at San Diego State in 19 games. 
n G. Bell already ranks 20th in SDSU program history with 1,577 rushing yards in just 19 games. 
n Byrd had a 73-yard touchdown at Utah State on Oct. 31, 2020, the longest by an Aztec since Rashaad Penny’s 81-yard touchdown 

run against Army West Point in the 2017 Armed Forces Bowl (Dec. 23). 
n If you take away the 12 times QB Lucas Johnson has been sacked (for 93 yards), he has rushed 36 times for 251 yards (7.0 avg.). 
n Johnson ran for 87 yards against Utah, the most by an Aztec quarterback since Ryan Katz had 89 at Fresno State on Sept. 29, 2021 

and the fourth most in a game since at least 1996. Including in the 87 rushing yards was a career-long 54-yard rush, which was the 
longest by an Aztec quarterback since Katz had a 67-yarder at Fresno State on Sept. 29, 2012 and third longest since at least 1996. 

n Johnson’s 10.0 YPC average led the country among quarterbacks (min. 8 att.) in 2020. 
n If you take away the six times QB Jordon Brookshire has been sacked (for 43 yards), he has rushed 31 times for 196 yards (6.3 

avg.) and five touchdowns.  
n The five rushing touchdowns are the most by an Aztec quarterback since Kevin O’Connell had a school-record 11 in 2007. 
n Brookshire’s five rushing touchdowns rank in a tie for 28th in the country among quarterbacks (second in MW). 
n Brookshire rushed 23 times for 38 yards in his first career start against Colorado State on Dec. 5, 2020, which matched Kevin 

O’Connell (vs. San José State on Sept. 24, 2005) for the most by an Aztec quarterback since at least 1996. 
 
PASSING OFFENSE 
n Since the start of the 2015 season, San Diego State has thrown 36 interceptions. That only trails Navy for the fewest picks in the 

nation over that span (min. 50 GP). In contrast, Texas State has thrown 97 interceptions over that span, which is the most since 
2015. 

n QB Lucas Johnson is 7-1 as the starting quarterback this season and 7-2 for his career. 
n QB Lucas Johnson ranks fifth in the Mountain West in completion percentage (60.96, 71st in FBS), seventh in pass efficiency rating 

(121.57), tied for seventh in passing touchdowns (9), ninth in passing yards per game (90.92), yards per completion (9.57) and 
yards per attempt (5.83), and 10th in passing yards (1,091). 

n Johnson was 2-for-3 with two touchdown passes at San Jose State on Oct. 15, 2021. He became just the 13th FBS quarterback since 
1996 to only throw touchdown passes for his completions (min. 2 completions).  

n QB Jordon Brookshire earned his first career start against Colorado State on Dec. 5, 2020, completing 14 of 24 pass attempts for 
130 yards and a touchdown without throwing an interception. Brookshire became the fifth quarterback to win his starting debut 
over the last six chances (SDSU quarterbacks were 1-13 in the previous 14 debuts prior to this stretch). 

n Brookshire is 5-1 as the SDSU’s starting quarterback for his career (4-0 this season). 
n WR Jesse Matthews ranks in a tie for ninth in the Mountain West in receiving touchdowns (6, T-68th in FBS). 
n Matthews had a career-high nine receptions for 75 yards and three touchdowns at UNLV on Nov. 19. The three touchdown catches 

for the most by an Aztec since Colin Lockett had three in the 2011 New Orleans Bowl, while the nine catches were the most at SDSU 
since Mikah Holder had nine at UNLV on Oct. 7, 2017.  

n Matthews followed that up with another 9-catch game for 133 yards and a touchdown against Boise State on Nov. 26. 
n Matthews is now one of 34 Aztecs with at least four, 100-yard receiving games. 
n Over the last two games for Matthews, he has totaled 18 catches for 208 yards and four touchdowns.  
n Among freshmen in SDSU single-season history in 2019, Matthews ranked second in receptions (48) and third in receiving yards 

(633). 
n Matthews had the fifth-most catches (48) in the country without a dropped pass in 2019 (according to Pro Football Focus). 
n WR Kobe Smith had back-to-back 100-yard receiving games in 2019, the first Aztec to do so since Ezell Ruffin had three straight in 

2013.

SERIES NOTES 
n Saturday’s San Diego State-Utah State game will mark the 16th meeting in series history, with the Aztecs owning a 13-2 series lead.  
n Last year, San Diego State scored 28 consecutive second-half points en route to a 38-7 win in Logan. Greg Bell rushed for 157 and a touchdown 

and added a 29-yard touchdown reception in the victory. 
n SDSU owns an 8-2 advantage in series games played in “America’s Finest City.” The Aggies’ lone victories over SDSU came at San 

Diego Stadium/SDCCU Stadium on Nov. 25, 1967 and Sept. 21, 2019. 
n The Aztecs have claimed all five series meetings in Logan, although the teams have met only twice in the city since Sept. 27, 1975 

(a 19-10 SDSU win). 
n The Aztecs have held the Aggies to 14 points or less nine of the last 10 times the teams have met, allowing a total of 93 points in 

those games (9.3 points per game). 
n This is the fifth time the teams have met with both being members of the Mountain West (SDSU leads 3-1). 
n SDSU-UTAH STATE TIDBITS: San Diego State owns a 10-1 series advantage in the Division I era... In those 11 meetings, the 

Aztecs have won and not trailed six times... Prior to 2019, the Aztecs had not trailed in a home game against the Aggies since 1974... 
In the last five meetings, SDSU has scored 58 first-quarter points... In the last four games, the Aztecs have 1,234 yards rushing and 
10 rushing touchdowns... SDSU has an edge in rushing offense in each of the last seven encounters... In the last four games, the 
Aztecs have 71 pass attempts, total... Total turnovers in the last four games: Utah State 9, San Diego State 2... Two of San DIego

Aztecs Down Utah State, 38-7, in Logan 

 
LOGAN, Utah -- San Diego State pulled away in the second half with the final 28 points of the game 
in a 38-7 win over Utah State in Logan, Utah.  

Greg Bell ran for a career-high 157 yards and a touchdown and added a 29-yard touchdown re-
ception for the Aztecs (2-0 2-0 MW), which racked up 407 yards on the ground.  

Up 10-7 at the half after an Aggies’ (0-2, 0-2 MW) 37-yard touchdown pass with no time left in the 
second quarter, SDSU dominated the rest of the way, scoring on four consecutive drives and outgaining 
USU, 345-81, over the final 30 minutes, including a 199-6 advantage in the third quarter. 

San Diego State took its opening drive of the second half 75 yards on 10 plays before Greg Bell 
muscled his way for a 6-yard score.  

After forcing a three-and-out, the Aztecs went 68 yards in just six plays, culminating with a Chance 
Bell sweep right on a fourth-and-1 situation for a 27-yard score to open up a 24-7 lead. 

Forcing another three-and-out, SDSU methodically drove 82 yards on 15 plays, ending with a Greg 
Bell catch and run from Carson Baker for 29 yards and his first career touchdown reception.  

On SDSU’s next possession, Jordan Byrd broke free for a 73-yard touchdown run to cap the scoring 
with 5:14 left in the fourth quarter.  

Baker hit Kobe Smith for a 15-yard touchdown to get San Diego State on the scoreboard late in the 
first quarter.  

Matt Araiza, who missed two field goals earlier in the first half, made it 10-0 Aztecs with a 28-yard 
field goal with 1:10 left in the first half. 

Utah State, however, went 73 yards in just 1:01, ending with a 37-yard touchdown pass from Jason 
Shelley to Deven Thompkins with no time left in the second quarter. It was one of only three times in 
the game the Aggies would get into SDSU territory.  

The 31-point loss was the Aggies’ worst home loss to an unranked team since a 38-point setback 
to Hawai’i on Oct. 23, 2010. 

Chance Bell added 98 yards on the ground in just 10 carries, while Byrd got all 73 yards on his only 
rushing attempt.  

Baker completed 18 of 27 passes for 163 yards and two touchdowns, improving to 3-0 for his career 
as the team’s starting quarterback.  

Smith’s six catches and 64 yards led SDSU, which improved to 2-0 for the fourth time in the last 
five seasons (2016, 2017, 2019 and 2020).  

Andrew Aleki, Darren Hall and Tayler Hawkins led a balanced San Diego State defense with five 
tackles apiece. For the game, San Diego State limited USU to just 215 yards and forced three turnovers, 
including interceptions by Seyddrick Lakalaka and Rashad Scott.

n Among the tight ends in the Mountain West, Bellinger ranks fourth in receptions (29) and receiving yards (344), and tied for fifth 

in touchdowns (2). 
n Against Arizona on Sept. 11, Bellinger became the first Aztec tight end to break 100 receiving yards since Gavin Escobar had 108 

vs. UNLV on Oct. 27, 2012. His 113 yards were the most by an Aztec tight end since Escobar had 117 against North Dakota on Sept. 
15, 2012. 

n Bellinger became the 87th different Aztec to record a 100-yard receiving game 
n Bellinger’s 73-yard catch from Brookshire against Arizona was the longest by an Aztec tight end since at least the 1996 season, the 

ninth longest in the country this year by a tight end and the longest by an Aztec since Ryan Agnew connected on a 74-yarder to 
Jesse Matthews in the 2019 New Mexico Bowl.

n Kurt Mattix is in his second season as defensive coordinator at San Diego State. He previously served as defensive coordinator at 

Eastern Kentucky and worked with Hoke at Michigan. Mattix has been named a nominee for the Broyles Award for the top assistant 
coach in both 2020 and 2021. 

n San Diego State’s returns eight starters off a team that finished third in the nation in total defense (283.50) and 11th in scoring 
defense (17.75) a year ago. Starters that are back for the Aztecs are senior defensive tackle Jonah Tavai, senior defensive end Ke-
shawn Banks, junior defensive end Cameron Thomas, senior linebackers Andrew Aleki and Caden McDonald, senior safety Trenton 
Thompson, senior cornerback Tayler Hawkins and junior safety Cedarious Barfield.

n Since 2014, SDSU ranks as the fifth-best scoring defense (18.4), sixth-best total defense (309.8) and is tied for seventh in turnovers 

forced (188). 
n The Aztecs have held their opponent to 35 or less points in 46 consecutive games, the longest active streak in the country. 
n SDSU had gone 29 straight games keeping its opponents under 450 yards of total offense until Fresno State totaled 485 against the 

Aztecs on Oct. 30. It was the longest active streak in FBS at the time. 
n San Diego State has held its opponent to single digits 18 times time since 2015 (87 games) and to 10 or less points 28 times over 

that span. 
n San Diego State forced at least one turnover in 22 consecutive games prior to not recording one in a 23-21 win against Nevada on 

Nov. 13. It was the second-longest active streak in the country at the time. 
n The Aztecs have allowed just 436 points over the last 110 quarters (3.96 points per quarter) (does not include overtime periods). 
n SDSU has allowed just 510 points over the last 33 games (15.5 ppg). 
n San Diego State has held its opponent scoreless on its opening possession in 11 of the last 12 games (nine three-and-outs over that 

span) and 65 times in 87 games since 2015. 
n This year opponents have had 156 drives where they tried to score on SDSU’s defense (excludes kneel downs to end half/game). 

The Aztecs have forced three-and-outs (or less) in 62 of those drives (39.7 pct.). SDSU is averaging 5.17 three-and-outs per game. 
n The Aztecs are allowing 4.56 yards per play, which ranks seventh in the country.  
n CB Tayler Hawkins had played in 47 straight games, the longest streak on the team, before missing the Towson game on Sept. 25 

with an injury. 
n Hawkins and S Trenton Thompson have each played 55 games, which is the most on the team.  
n LB Caden McDonald has played in 46 straight games, the longest streak on the team. 
n McDonald has started 29 straight games, the longest streak on the Aztec defense and tied for the longest on the team. 
n DE Keshawn Banks and DT/DE Cameron Thomas have the most starts among active Aztecs (32). 
n Thompson has played the most defensive snaps (813) on the team. 
n C. Thomas leads Mountain West in total tackles for loss (20.0, 3rd in FBS), tackles for loss per game (1.67, 4th in FBS), total sacks 

(11.5, T-6th in FBS) and sacks per game (0.96, T-6th in FBS), fourth in tackles for loss yards (77, T-21st in FBS) and sixth in sack 
yards (63, T-23rd in FBS). 

n According to Pro Football Focus, C. Thomas is tied for the second-highest defensive grade (90.6, min. 600 snaps) in the country. 
n C. Thomas has 66 tackles, which is the eighth most in the country this season among defensive linemen. 
n Over C. Thomas’ last 15 games (three last year and 12 this year), he has totaled 93 tackles (48 solo), 27.5 tackles for loss, 14 sacks 

and 24 quarterback hurries. 
n C. Thomas was named the MW Defensive Player of the Week on Nov. 15 for his play against Nevada on Nov. 13, when he came up 

with a season-high 10 tackles, the second most of his career, along with 3.5 tackles for loss and three sacks. The 3.5 tackles for loss 
matched a career high, while the three sacks were a career high, the most by an Aztec since Jay Henderson had three against 
Northern Illinois on Sept. 30, 2017 and tied for the fifth most in program history. Thomas, who also forced his second career fumble 
(first this season) on a strip sack, anchored a SDSU defense that held Nevada to just eight rushing yards, its lowest output since Sept.

Aztecs also held Nevada to 358 yards of total offense, its second-lowest output of the season (at Kansas State, 331). 

n S Patrick McMorris was named the Mountain West Defensive Player of the Week for his play against Boise State on Nov. 26 when 
he had five tackles and two interceptions in all 77 defensive snaps. Helped the Aztecs hold Boise State to its fewest points (16) in a 
game since scoring seventh in the 2019 Las Vegas Bowl as he became the first San Diego State player with two interceptions in a 
game since Luq Barcoo had two vs. Fresno State on Nov. 15, 2019. Both interceptions gave the Aztecs the ball in Boise State territory 
and SDSU’s best starting field position (41 and 43). The second interception and 19-yard return gave San Diego State the ball on the 
Bronco 43-yard line, which led to a Jordon Brookshire rushing touchdown and the final score of the game in the 27-16 victory. 

n LB Michael Shawcroft and LB Segun Olubi each rank in a tie for ninth in the Mountain West (T-55th in FBS) with two forced fumbles. 
Shawcroft also ranks in a tie for 10th in the league in forced fumbles per game (0.18, T-74th in FBS). 

n Olubi forced two fumbles in the opener against New Mexico State, which is tied for the most in a game in school history and the 
second most in a FBS game this season. The feat has now happened 14 times in program history. 

n CB Noah Avinger started the opener against New Mexico State, becoming the first true freshman Aztec cornerback to start since Leon 
McFadden in 2009 and just the third true freshman to start on defense since 2009 (also S Tariq Thompson in 2017). True freshman 
S CJ Baskerville later started at UNLV, along with Avinger in the secondary. 

n Avinger was named the Mountain West Freshman of the Week on Sept. 27 for his play against Towson (Sept. 25) when he came up 
with three tackles (two solo), including 0.5 tackles for loss, an interception and a pass breakup in just his second career start as a 
true freshman. The interception led to a Jordan Byrd rushing touchdown to put the Aztecs up, 35-14, early in the third quarter. The 
interception was one of the keys to a third quarter that saw SDSU outscore Towson, 24-0, and limit the Tigers to just four total yards. 
In all, Towson had just 13 yards of total offense against San Diego State in the second half.  The ½ tackle for loss and pass breakup 
were also the first of his career. 

 
RUSHING DEFENSE 
n Opponents have rushed 361 times this season with only four attempts longer than 20 yards (1.1 pct.). 
n SDSU’s rushing defense rankings: second in rushing yards per game (78.5) and rushing touchdowns allowed (4), and fourth in 

rushing yards per attempt (2.61). 
n Opponent rush average vs. SDSU by quarter: 1st - 3.0; 2nd - 3.0; 3rd - 1.9; 4th - 2.6 - and by half: 1st - 3.0; 2nd - 2.3. 
n SDSU held six straight opponents to less than 100 yards rushing for the first time in its Division I era (since 1969) before allowing 

117 to San Jose State on Oct. 15. The six straight games of holding its opponent under 100 rushing yards was the longest streak in 
the country at the time. 

n SDSU opponents have just 59 rushing first downs this season against the Aztecs on 361 rushing attempts and only four touchdowns, 
the first which came in the first overtime against San Jose State on Oct. 15. The rush came on the 171st rushing attempt against San 
Diego State this year. 

n The Aztecs allowed a rushing touchdown with 3:59 left in the fourth quarter the following game (Oct. 23) at Air Force, the first one 
given up by SDSU this season in regulation. San Diego State had gone 33 quarters without allowing a rushing touchdown until that 
score dating back to last season. 

n DE Cameron Thomas leads the team with 50 tackles on rushing plays. 
 
PASSING DEFENSE 
n SDSU’s 128 interceptions since the 2014 season are the most in the country, while its 15 interceptions returned for a touchdown 

ranks in a tie for eighth.  
n Opponents are averaging 6.07 yards per attempt (ninth in FBS). 
n DE Cameron Thomas ranks third in program history in sacks (21.0) and 10th in tackles for loss (38.5). 
n C. Thomas’ 11.5 sacks this year are sixth in SDSU single-season history, while his 20 tackles for loss are tied for seventh. 
n C. Thomas needs 0.5 tackles for loss to tie a Mountain West single-season record and with one solo tackle for loss he will break the 

record. 
n C. Thomas leads Mountain West in total tackles for loss (20.0, 3rd in FBS), tackles for loss per game (1.67, 4th in FBS), total sacks 

(11.5, T-6th in FBS) and sacks per game (0.96, T-6th in FBS), fourth in tackles for loss yards (77, T-21st in FBS) and sixth in sack 
yards (63, T-23rd in FBS). 

n C. Thomas also has the most quarterback pressures (sacks/hits/hurries) (72) and hits (18) in FBS, and the fifth-most hurries (42). 
n S Trenton Thompson ranks second in the Mountain West in total passes defended (INT + PBU) (16) and passes defended per game 

(1.33), tied for second in pass breakups (13, T-7th in FBS), tied for third in interceptions (3, T-30th in FBS), and tied for eighth in 
interceptions per game (0.25, T-58th in FBS). 

n CB Tayler Hawkins ranks seventh in the Mountain West in passes defended per game (INT + PBU) (0.91, T-48th in FBS), tied for 
seventh in total pass breakups (8, T-60th in FBS) and eighth in total passes defended (10, T-47th in FBS). 

n According to Pro Football Focus, Hawkins owns the fifth-best coverage rating in the country among defensive backs (and No. 1 in 
the Mountain West) (88.2. min. 425 snaps). Hawkins also has the seventh-lowest pass efficiency in the country when targeted (No. 
2 in the Mountain West) (87.43, min. 425 snaps). 

n S Patrick McMorris ranks in a tie for third in the Mountain West in interceptions (3, T-30th in FBS), sixth in passes defended per 
game (INT + PBU) (0.92, T-42nd in FBS), a tie for sixth in total passes defended (11, T-36th in FBS), a tie for seventh in total pass 
breakups (8, T-60th in FBS) and a tie for eighth in interceptions per game (0.25, T-58th in FBS). 

n DT Jonah Tavai is ranked in a tie for 10th in the Mountain West in sack yards (41). He’s also tied for 61st in the country in total 
sacks (6.5) and tied for 68th in sacks per game (0.54). 

n According to Pro Football Focus, Tavai is ranked second in the Mountain West in quarterback pressures (sacks/hits/hurries) (56, 7th 
in FBS) and hurries (40, T-6th in FBS)), and tied for ninth in hits (8).  

n LB Andrew Aleki has two interceptions returned for a touchdown this year, which is tied for the most in a season in program history 
(also Ron Smith (2016), Calvin Munson (2015), Leon McFadden (2012) and Tory Nixon (1984)). The two pick 6’s are also tied for

n CB Noah Tumblin’s four pass breakups in the opener against New Mexico State are tied for the fifth most in a game in FBS this 

season and tied for the fourth most in a game in school history (an Aztec has only recorded games with at least four PBUs 16 times 
in program history). 

n Thompson has two games with four total passes defended (INT + PBU), which are tied with Tumblin (among others) for the 11th 
most in a game this season. 

n Tumblin leads the Aztecs with 28 tackles on passing plays. 
n According to Pro Football Focus, DE Keshawn Banks ranks second in the Mountain West in quarterback hits (16), fourth in quarterback

n Araiza leads all FBS players in punt average (51.47), total punt yards (3,757) and punt yards per game (313.08), and is tied for

Araiza is also ranked 
fourth in the league in kickoff yards (4,092, 42nd in FBS) and made PATs (39, T-43rd in FBS), tied for fourth in attempted PATs (39, 
T-48th in FBS), fifth in total kickoffs (63, 54th in FBS), sixth in kicking points (84, T-46th in FBS), seventh in total points (84, T-70th 
in FBS), tied for seventh in made field goals (15, T-45th in FBS), eighth in points per game (7.00) and tied for eighth in field goals 
per game (1.25, T-50th in FBS). 

n Araiza’s 51.47 punt average is the best in FBS history, 0.49 yards longer than Texas A&M’s Braden Mann in 2018 (50.98).  
n Araiza’s 70-plus-yard punts ranked this season: 86 yards (1st), 81 yards (T-5th), 79 yards (9th), 77 yards (T-12th), 75 yards (T-

17th) and 72 yards (T-28th). 
n Araiza already has six career punts of at least 70 yards out of 78 punts, which is three more than Michael Hughes (230 career punts) 

for the most in school history. 
n Araiza has six punts this year of at least 70 yards, the most in the country (five are tied for second with two 70-yard punts). 
n If you take away the 15 times this season he has punted inside the opponents’ territory (for 557 yards), he has averaged 55.17 

yards per boot (58 punts for 3,200 yards). 
n According to Pro Football Focus, Araiza has the second-highest kickoff grade (92.0) in the country with his true kickoff average 

being 70.5 yards per boot. 
n Araiza set a school record with a 56.78 punt average against New Mexico State on Sept. 4 (nine punts for 511 yards), breaking the 

previous record by almost two yards (Mike Saxon, 54.83 on six punts at Brigham Young on Oct. 22, 1983), and is the third-highest 
FBS single-game average this season (min. 5 punts) and the fourth-best mark in league history (min. 5 punts). 

n Since 1996, an FBS player has had at least nine punts in a game 2,130 times. Araiza’s 56.8 average against New Mexico State is 
the second-highest average (min. 9 punts) in the last 26 seasons, only trailing a 57.7 average by Wake Forest’s Dom Maggio against 
Clemson on Nov. 16, 2019. 

n Araiza had six 50-yard punts (at 39 feet elevation) against New Mexico State, which were one short of the NCAA record of seven 
(according to NCAA record book), set by Colorado’s Mark Mariscal vs. USC on Sept. 14, 2002 at 5,328 feet elevation in Boulder, Col-
orado. 

n Araiza was named the Mountain West Special Teams Player of the Week on Sept. 27 for his play against Towson (Sept. 25) when he 
punted three times for 197 yards and a 65.7 average with two inside the 20-yard line, making both of his field goal attempts (48 
and 36 yards) and all six PATs, tying a career high with 12 points, kicking off eight times with six going for touchbacks and logging 
a solo tackle on one of his kickoffs. In the punting game, where he had a long of 72 yards, Araiza’s 65.7 punt average was the 
highest in an FBS game since at least 1996 (min. 3 punts), more than a yard ahead the No. 2 player on the list (Florida Atlantic’s 
Dalton Schomp (64.3) against Old Dominion on Nov. 19, 2016) and almost four yards further than the top MW performer in a game 
in league history (Colorado State’s Pete Kontodiakos (61.8) against Hawai’i on Oct. 27, 2012). The 65.7 average on three punts 
easily eclipsed his school-record average of 56.8 against New Mexico State on Sept. 4, 2021, but he didn’t reach the minimum (4 
punts) allowed to count for the program record. Off his punts, Towson had an average starting fielding position of its own 13.3-yard 
line as he ended up with a 59.0 net punt average. 

n Araiza won the MW Special Teams Player of the Week award again on Oct. 18, when he was arguably the key player in San Diego 
State’s 19-13 win over defending MW champion San José State in double overtime. Scored seven of SDSU's 19 points with two field 
goals and a PAT, including a career-long 53-yard field goal in the second quarter, which is tied for the sixth-longest field goal in 
program history and tied for the 18th longest in the country this season (T-1st in MW).  Also punted seven times for a 52.9 average 
with a career-long punt of 86 yards, which is the second longest in school history, the longest in a FBS game this season and the

fourth longest in MW history. He set a career high with four fair catches off his punts and tied a then career high with four punts 
inside the 20-yard line as the Spartans averaged starting at the 19.7-yard line off his seven punts. Araiza also kicked off three times 
for a perfect 65.0-yard average with three touchbacks. 

n Araiza was named the MW Special Teams Player of the Week the following week on Oct. 25 for his play in a 20-14 win at Air Force. 
Punted five times for a 54.8-yard average and 50.8 net punt average with a long of 81 yards. What’s amazing about his 54.8-yard 
average is that one of his punts was inside Air Force territory (for 29 yards). If you take away that punt, he averaged 61.3 yards 
per boot. Matched a then career high with four punts inside the 20-yard line. Had a long of 81 yards, which was the longest in the 
nation for that week and tied for the fifth-longest punt this season. Also was 2-for-2 in field goal attempts, including a 51-yarder, 
and 2-for-2 in PATs for eight of SDSU’s 20 points in the game. Also kicked off five times for a perfect 65.0 average with five touch-
backs. 

n Since at least 1996, Araiza has two games with at least an 80-yard punt and a 50-yard field goal. It has only happened one other 
time in a FBS game (Utah’s Louie Sakoda at Wyoming on Oct. 11, 2008). 

n Araiza was named the MW Special Teams Player of the Week for a fourth time of the season for his play against Nevada on Nov. 13 
when he averaged 55.6 yards per punt, which was the highest average in the nation that week (min. 5 punts) with the long going 
for 62 yards. If you take away the punt where he punted from the Nevada 42-yard line, he averaged 59.0 yards per boot. He also 
tied a career high with three field goals, including his first career game-winner with 1:21 left in the fourth quarter. He ended up 
making kicks of 48, 39 and 35, with his lone miss coming from 55 yards with one second left in the first half, and both of his PATs. 
Araiza also kicked off six times for a perfect 65.0-yard average and four touchbacks. 

n Araiza set a school single-season record with 22 field goals in 2019, surpassing John Baron II’s 21 in 2016, and tied for fifth in field 
goal percentage (84.62). 

n Among freshmen kickers in the country in 2019, Araiza ranked first in field goals (22), and was third in field goal percentage 
(84.62) and eighth in points by kickers (94). 

n Araiza was one of only five kickers in FBS play in 2019 to make at least one field goal in every game (min. 12 games). 
n KR Jordan Byrd ranks second in program history in kick return average (25.9), fourth in kick return touchdowns (2), fifth in kick 

return yards (1,347) and sixth in kick returns (52). 
n Byrd ranks fifth among active FBS players in kick return average (25.9, min. 50 KR). 
n Byrd leads the Mountain West in total punt returns (23, T-6th in FBS), combined kick return yards (665, 10th in FBS), kick return 

average (29.35, 11th in FBS) and punt return average (7.22, 30th in FBS), tied for first in kick return touchdowns (1, T-11th in 
FBS), second in punt return yards (166, 21st in FBS), third in kick return yards (499, 25th in FBS) and tied for fourth in total kick 
returns (17, T-39th in FBS). 

n Byrd returned a kickoff 100 yards or a touchdown against Utah on Sept. 18 to become the fifth Aztec in program history with a 
100-yard kickoff return (has happened eight times overall) and first since Rashaad Penny against Nevada on Nov. 18, 2017. 

n Byrd’s 63.0 kick return average is the eighth highest in a FBS game this season (min. 2 KR) and the fourth highest by an Aztec since 
at least 1996 (min. 2 KR). Byrd now has two of the four-highest kick return averages in a game by an Aztec since at least 1996 
(min. 2 KR) (74.0 vs. Colorado State on Dec. 5, 2020 (No. 1) and 63.0 vs. Utah on Sept. 18, 2021 (No. 4)). 

n Byrd is one of only 19 FBS players with a 100-yard kick return for a touchdown this season. 
n PR BJ Busbee returned a punt 90 yards for a touchdown against Colorado State on Dec. 5, 2020, the first by an Aztec on a non-

blocked return since Rashaad Penny on Nov. 18, 2017. Busbee’s 90-yard punt return was the longest by an Aztec since Damon 
Gourdine’s school-record 98-yard return on Oct. 24, 1998 vs. Utah, the second longest in Mountain West history, the second-longest 
punt return in FBS play last season and tied for the third longest in program history. Busbee finished with a 29.0 punt return average 
for the game, which was the second-highest average by an Aztec since at least 1996 (min. 3 PR) and the eighth highest in a FBS 
game last season (min 3 PR). 

n Byrd (93-yard kick return) and Busbee (90-yard punt return) helped San Diego State become the first team with a kickoff return 
and punt return in the same quarter (second) on Dec. 5, 2020 vs. Colorado State since Oct. 31, 2015 vs. Tennessee (third quarter 
at Kentucky).  

n The Aztecs have returned a kickoff and punt for a touchdown three times in the same game in the last 26 seasons (since 1996).  
n RB Kaegun Williams was named the Mountain West Special Teams Player of the Week on Sept. 4 for his play in a 38-14 win at 

Arizona, when he blocked a punt in the first quarter, which was scooped up by Tyrell Shavers and returned 27 yards for a touchdown, 
to put the Aztecs up, 21-0, and proved to be the game-winning score. In addition to playing on all four special teams units - kickoff, 
punt, kick return and punt return - Williams also ran nine times for 42 yards (4.7 avg.) with a long of 23 yards and caught a 13-
yard pass. 

n Trenton Thompson and Tyrell Shavers rank in a tie for fourth in program history in blocked kicks (2). 
n Shavers has two blocked kicks this year, one off Brad Burton’s school record of three set in 1989. 
n Shavers is tied for second in FBS in blocked kicks (2, 1st in MW) and is tied for fifth in punt return touchdowns (off a blocked punt) 

(1, T-1st in MW). 
n Thompson is also tied for fifth in punt return touchdowns (1, T-1st in MW) (off a blocked punt). 
n Williams is tied for 19th in FBS in blocked kicks (1, T-2nd in MW). 
n Shavers has returned two blocked punts for touchdowns over his career (also had one at No. 6/5 LSU while with Alabama on Sept. 

26, 2020. 
n Araiza leads the special teams unit with five tackles and kick return tackles (3), and is tied for first in tackles on the punt return unit

CARSON, Calif. -- Jordon Brookshire came off the bench 
to throw for a touchdown and run for another as No. 21 San 
Diego State scored 24 unanswered points in a 27-16 win over 
Boise State Friday at Dignity Health Sports Park in Carson, 
Calif.The win secured the Aztecs (11-1, 7-1 MW) a spot in the 
Mountain West Championship game against Utah State (9-3, 
6-2 MW), which will take place at noon PT Saturday at DHSP. 

The victory was the 11th for SDSU, which was its first in 
a regular season in the 99 years in program history. A win 
Saturday will be clinch San Diego State’s first 12-win campaign 
in program history. 

With starting quarterback Lucas Johnson not 100 percent 
because of an injury suffered in the previous game, the Aztecs 
turned for Brookshire out of desperation and necessity late 
in the first half.  

Four drives and four scores later, SDSU was rolling toward 
a historic victory. 

Brookshire passed for 192 yards and helped San Diego 
State erase an early 13-point deficit with a bounce-back effort 
from its vaunted defense, which shut out the Broncos (7-5, 
5-3) over the final 38 minutes. 

Jesse Matthews caught nine passes for 133 yards, and 
Greg Bell rushed for a touchdown — but Brookshire trans-
formed the struggling Aztec offense when he took over on 
the penultimate drive of the first half. On its next four drives, 
SDSU turned a 13-point deficit into an 11-point lead. 

Kurt Rafdal and Khalil Shakir caught early TD passes from 
Hank Bachmeier for the Broncos, whose four-game winning 
streak ended.  

Patrick McMorris made two of San Diego State’s three in-
terceptions, and Jonah Tavai recorded three of the Aztecs’ 
four sacks while the defense harassed and hit Bachmeier 
throughout the second half, forcing backup Jack Sears to play 
the final two series. 

Brookshire began the season as the SDSU’s starting quar-
terback, but Johnson took over after two games when Brook-
shire injured his foot. Brookshire returned and struggled through two more starts before Johnson reassumed the starting job for the next six games, 
with Brookshire bumped to the third string behind freshman Will Haskell, who wasn't in uniform Friday. 

Johnson was 9 of 20 for 98 yards when Brookshire relieved him and immediately led the Aztecs 78 yards for their first TD on Matthews' 29-yard 
catch-and-run. Brookshire strung together another quick drive ending with Matt Araiza’s 37-yard field goal 3 seconds before halftime. 

The Aztecs went ahead 20-16 to open the second half on a 75-yard drive that included a third-and-11 conversion and two fourth-down conversions, 
including Bell's 2-yard TD run. McMorris' second interception then led to a drive ending in Brookshire's TD run. 

Brookshire also led SDSU with 46 rushing yards, while Daniel Bellinger caught three passes for 61 yards in likely his final game at San Diego 
State. 

Seven Aztecs recorded six tackles apiece as SDSU held Boise State to its fewest points (16) in a game since scoring seven against Washington in the 
2019 Las Vegas Bowl.  

San Diego State became the only active Group of 5 program with a winning record against the Broncos at 4-3 (min. 7 games) and one of only 
three active programs overall (also Oregon State and Washington State).

• San Diego State won its 11th game of the year, the first time in program history it has won 11 games in a regular season (excludes 

championship/bowl games). 
• The Aztecs have 11 victories, tied for the most in program history.

MCMORRIS NAMED MW DEFENSIVE PLAYER OF THE WEEK 

San Diego State football's Patrick McMorris (Santa Ana, Calif.) has been named the Mountain West Defensive Player of the Week, 
the league announced Monday. It is the first conference accolade for the junior safety. 
 McMorris helped the Aztecs (11-1) beat Boise State, 27-16, on Friday to clinch the West Division and earn a spot in the MW Cham-
pionship on Dec. 4. McMorris, who plays the signature 'Aztec' position in the 3-3-5 defense, had two interceptions and five tackles for 
SDSU, which held the Broncos to their lowest point total since the 2019 Las Vegas Bowl. BS came into the weekend averaging 30.4 
points per game. 
 McMorris became the first San Diego State player with two interceptions in a game since Luq Barcoo had two vs. Fresno State on 
Nov. 15, 2019. Both interceptions gave the Aztecs the ball in Boise State territory and SDSU's best starting field position (41 and 43). 
The second interception and 19-yard return gave San Diego State the ball on the Bronco 43-yard line, which led to a Jordon Brookshire 
rushing touchdown and the final score of the game in the 27-16 victory. 
 On the season, McMorris leads the Aztecs with 79 tackles (48 solo), 13 more than No. 2 on the team and 25 more than No. 3. He 
also is tied for the team lead with three interceptions and is second with eight pass breakups, while recovering a fumble. 
 
AZTECS BACK TO 19TH IN LATEST CFP RANKINGS 

San Diego State moved up two places to 19th in the fifth College Football Playoff Selection Committee Rankings, which were released 
Tuesday. It matches the Aztecs' highest CFP ranking of the season. 
 SDSU (11-1) debuted at No. 24 in the CFP rankings on Nov. 2, and was 22nd on Nov. 9, 19th on Nov. 16 and 21st on Nov. 23. 
 San Diego State, which has tied a program record with 11 victories, is ahead of No. 20 Clemson, No. 21 Houston, No. 22 Arkansas, No. 
23 Kentucky, No. 24 Louisiana and No. 25 Texas A&M. Utah, which the Aztecs beat, 33-31, on Sept. 18 and has three losses on the 
season, is 17th, while North Carolina State is 18th. 
 
SDSU RANKED 19TH IN AP TOP 25 POLL 

The San Diego State football team moved up three spots and is ranked 19th in the Associated Press Top 25 poll, which was released 
Sunday. The No. 19 ranking is the Aztecs' best since 2017 (three times) and matches the best by a SDSU team since being ranked 16th 
in the final 1977 poll (Jan. 3, 1978). 
 San Diego State (11-1) has now been ranked seven times in the AP Top 25 poll this year, extending their program record for the 
most times being ranked in a season. Additionally, the Aztecs have been ranked 17 times since 2016. 
 SDSU garnered 416 points in this week's poll, up from 273 points a week ago following a 27-16 win over Boise State on Friday to 
secure a spot in the MW Championship game on Dec. 4. San Diego State trails No. 18 Wake Forest (485) by 69 points, and is ahead of 
No. 20 Louisiana (317), No. 21 North Carolina State (310), No. 22 Clemson (269), No. 23 Arkansas (214), No. 24 Texas A&M (117) 
and No. 25 Kentucky (82). Utah, who the Aztecs defeated, 33-31, on Sept. 18 and has three losses on the season, is ranked 14th with 
667 points. 
 In the AFCA Coaches Poll, SDSU is also 19th with 396 points, gaining 139 points from last week. Wake Forest is one spot ahead of 
San Diego State with 531 points, while North Carolina State (334), Louisiana (268), Kentucky (226), Texas A&M (202), Clemson (170) 
and Arkansas (128) round out the top 25. 
 Georgia is ranked first in both polls with all the first-place votes. 
 The College Football Playoff Selection Committee Rankings will be released on Tuesday. The Aztecs were 21st in the fourth rankings 
last week.

The award is given annually to the nation's best colle-
giate punter. 
 Araiza is one of three finalists for the award, joining Adam Korsak of Rutgers and Jordan Stout of 
Penn State. 
 The winner of the Ray Guy Award will be announced at the 31st annual The Home Depot College 
Football Awards on Thursday, Dec. 9 at 4 p.m. PT. Like last year, the awards show will be a virtual 
format, hosted live from ESPN's studios in Bristol, Connecticut. 
 Araiza is the first Aztec finalist for a major award since Rashaad Penny was a Walter Camp Player-
of-the-Year finalist in 2017. 
 It is another 2021 accolade for Araiza, who was named to four midseason All-America teams, in-
cluding three on first teams (AP, ESPN and Sporting News) and one on the second team (The Athletic), 
and has been named the Mountain West Special Teams Player of the Week four times. 
 One of only four players in the country who are handling all three kicking duties (punts, PAT/field 
goals and kickoffs), Araiza has punted 73 times for 3,757 yards (51.5 avg.) with 36 inside the 20, 16 
fair catches and a long of 86 yards, while owning a net punt average of 44.64. He also has made all 
39 of his PATs, has 15 field goals, including three 50-yarders, and has kicked off 64 times for 4,077 
yards and a 64.95 average (perfect is 65.0) along with 53 touchbacks. 
 Araiza already owns the NCAA FBS single-season record for the most 50-yard punts (38) and 60-
yard punts (18), and is on pace to break Braden Mann's (Texas A&M) record of 50.98 set in 2018. 
 Araiza all FBS players in punt average (51.47), total punt yards (3,757) and punt yards per game 
(313.08), and is tied for first in punts inside the 20-yard line (36) and PAT percentage (100.00), tied 
for second in punts per game (6.08, 2nd in MW), third in kickoff average (64.95, 1st in MW), tied for 
third in total punts (73, 2nd in MW), fifth in net punt average (44.64, 1st in MW), seventh in kickoff 
touchback percentage (84.13, 1st in MW), tied for eighth in kickoff touchbacks (63, 1st in MW), tied 
for 11th in field goal attempts (24, 5th in MW) and tied for 14th in field goal attempts per game (2.00, 
5th in MW).  
 Araiza has six punts of at least 70 yards, the most in the country (five are tied for second with two 
70-yard punts), including the longest (86 yards), fifth-longest (81, tied), ninth longest (79), 12th 
longest (77, tied), 17th longest (75, tied) and 28th longest (72, tied). 
 
AZTEC FOOTBALL DOMINATES MOUNTAIN WEST AWARDS 

San Diego State football head coach Brady Hoke was named the Mountain West Coach of the Year, 
while juniors Cameron Thomas (Carlsbad, Calif./Carlsbad HS) and Matt Araiza (San Diego/Rancho 
Bernardo HS) were selected as the MW Defensive and Special Teams Players of the Year, respectively, 
the league announced Tuesday. 

Hoke won his second MW Coach of the Year honor and has now captured the award twice in his 
four years in the league (also 2010). The Aztecs, who were picked to finish third in the West Division 
of the MW following a 4-4 season in 2020, are 11-1 this year and will meet Utah State in the MW 
Championship game on Saturday at Dignity Health Sports Park in Carson, California. SDSU, which has 
been ranked for the first time in the College Football Playoff Rankings this season, has tied a program 
record with 11 victories, despite playing its home games almost two hours away from campus in Carson.  

Thomas became the third San Diego State player to be named the MW Defensive Player of the Year, 
joining Kirk Morrison (2003-04) and Damontae Kazee (2015-16). Thomas also made the all-MW first 
team for a third consecutive season and joins Kabeer Gbaja-Biamila (1997-99) as the only Aztec de-
fensive lineman in their Division I era (since 1969) to be named to three all-conference first teams. 

Araiza, meanwhile, is SDSU’s second MW Special Teams Player of the Year following a three-year 
run by Rashaad Penny (2015-17). San Diego State has the most special teams player of the year awards 
(4) in the history of the league. In addition to being named a first-team all-MW punter, Araiza was 
chosen as a second-team kicker, and joins Brigham Young’s Matt Payne (2004) and Utah’s Louie Sakoda 
(2007-08) as the only players to make a MW first or second team in the same season at both punter 
and kicker. 

For a third straight year, the Aztecs had the most first-team all-MW selections with eight. Joining 
Cameron Thomas and Araiza (punter) on the first team were offensive linemen William Dunkle and 
Zachary Thomas, linebacker Caden McDonald, safeties Patrick McMorris and Trenton Thompson, and 
kick returner Jordan Byrd. 

SDSU also had four second-team picks in running back Greg Bell, defensive lineman Keshawn Banks, 
defensive back Tayler Hawkins and Araiza at punter, and three honorable-mention selections in offensive 
lineman Alama Uluave, defensive lineman Jonah Tavai and linebacker Michael Shawcroft.  

San Diego State’s 15 all-league selections match its most since 2001 (16) and only trailed Nevada’s 
16 all-conference picks. The Aztecs had the most on the first and second team (12 total).  

The all-conference awards are voted on by the league coaches and various media members from 
the league. 

Thomas, a semifinalist for the Bednarik Award (outstanding defensive player), has 66 tackles (30 
solo) on the season, including team highs of 20.0 tackles for loss, 11.5 sacks and 19 quarterback 
hurries. His 11.5 sacks this year are sixth in SDSU single-season history, while his 20 tackles for loss 
are tied for seventh. Additionally, Thomas needs 0.5 tackles for loss to tie a Mountain West single-
season record and one to break the record. He leads the league in total tackles for loss (20.0, 3rd in 

FBS), tackles for loss per game (1.67, 4th in FBS), total sacks (11.5, T-6th in FBS) and sacks per game 
(0.96, T-6th in FBS), and ranks fourth in tackles for loss yards (77, T-21st in FBS) and sixth in sack 
yards (63, T-23rd in FBS). According to Pro Football Focus, Thomas is tied for the second-highest de-
fensive grade (90.6, min. 600 snaps) in the country, while recording the most quarterback pressures 
(sacks/hits/hurries) (72) and hits (18) in FBS, and the fifth-most hurries (42).  

Araiza, a finalist for the Ray Guy Award, has already set NCAA records in 50-yard punts (38) and 
60-yard punts (18) in a season, and is on track to break Braden Mann’s record of 50.98 set in 2018 
while with Texas A&M. One of four players in the country handling all three kicking duties (punt, 
PAT/field goal and kickoff), Araiza leads all FBS players in punt average (51.47), total punt yards 
(3,757) and punt yards per game (313.08), and is tied for first in punts inside the 20-yard line (36) 
and PAT percentage (100.00), tied for second in punts per game (6.08, 2nd in MW), third in kickoff 
average (64.95, 1st in MW), tied for third in total punts (73, 2nd in MW), fifth in net punt average 
(44.64, 1st in MW), seventh in kickoff touchback percentage (84.13, 1st in MW) and tied for eighth in 
kickoff touchbacks (63, 1st in MW). Additionally, Araiza has six punts of at least 70 yards (five punters 
are tied for second with two apiece), including a pair of 80-plus yard boots (NCAA long 86 and 81).  

Dunkle and Zachary Thomas are each on the all-MW first team for the first time of their career 
after Dunkle was an honorable-mention selection as a freshman in 2019 and Thomas a second-team 
pick in 2020. According to Pro Football Focus, Dunkle has allowed just eight pressures (no sacks) on 
the season in 329 passing opportunities, while having the fifth-highest overall grade (91.1, min. 600 
snaps) among offensive linemen with the third-highest run block grade (94.3, min. 600 snaps). Thomas, 
meanwhile, has allowed just three sacks in 310 opportunities at left tackle on the season and just six 
hurries, and is graded as the ninth-ranked offensive lineman in FBS by Pro Football Focus (90.6, min. 
600 snaps) (No. 2 in Mountain West) and No. 12 run blocker (91.0, min. 600 snaps). 

McDonald is on the first team for a second straight season after registering 44 tackles (16 solo) on 
the year so far, including three sacks for 22 yards and 6.5 tackles for loss of 28 yards, six quarterback 
hurries and two pass breakups. McDonald (2020-21) joins Kirk Morrison (2002-04), Miles Burris (2010-
11), Calvin Munson (2015-16) and Kyahva Tezino (2018-19) as the only Aztec linebackers to make 
multiple all-MW first teams in league history. 

McMorris is also on the MW first team in his first year as the starting ‘Aztec’ in SDSU’s vaunted 3-
3-5 defense. McMorris has a team-high 79 tackles (48 solo), including 2.5 tackles for loss, three inter-
ceptions for 36 yards, eight pass breakups and a 15-yard fumble recovery. Since the start of the 3-3-5 
defense at San Diego State in 2009, only Nat Berhe (2013) and McMorris (2021) have earned first-
team all-MW accolades as an ‘Aztec’, while Berhe (2012) is the only other ‘Aztec’ to even make a 
second team over that span. 

Thompson picked up his first career postseason MW honor and has racked up 35 tackles (26 solo), 
2.5 tackles for loss, three interceptions, 13 pass breakups, a forced fumble and two quarterback hurries 
on the season. Thompson ranks in a tie for first in the MW in punt return touchdowns (1, T-5th in FBS) 
(off a blocked punt), second in total passes defended (INT + PBU) (16) and passes defended per game 
(1.33), tied for second in pass breakups (13, T-7th in FBS) and tied for third in interceptions (3, T-30th 
in FBS). It is the first time in league history that the Aztecs have had a pair of first-team safeties.  

Byrd improved on his second-team all-league selection at kick returner last year with a first-team 
nod in 2021. Byrd leads the MW in total punt returns (23, T-6th in FBS), combined kick return yards 
(665, 10th in FBS), kick return average (29.35, 11th in FBS) and punt return average (7.22, 30th in 
FBS), and is tied for first in kick return touchdowns (1, T-11th in FBS), second in punt return yards 
(166, 21st in FBS), third in kick return yards (499, 25th in FBS) and tied for fourth in total kick returns 
(17, T-39th in FBS). Byrd (2021) and Penny (2015-17) are SDSU’s only first-team all-MW kick returners 
in league history. 

Bell made the second team for the second straight season. So far this season, Bell has rushed 208 
times for 940 yards (4.5 avg.) with eight touchdowns. He ranks third in the MW in total rushing attempts 
(208, 23rd in FBS), fourth in rushing attempts per game (17.33, 28th in FBS), rushing yards (940, 
51st in FBS) and rushing yards per game (78.33, 55th in FBS), and tied for sixth in rushing touchdowns 
(9). 

Banks made his third all-conference team after earning second-team honors in 2019 and honorable 
mention in 2020. Banks has 29 tackles (13 solo), including eight tackles for loss for 88 yards, three 
sacks for 19 yards, two pass breakups and 14 quarterback hurries.  According to Pro Football Focus, he 
ranks second in the MW in quarterback hits (16), fourth in quarterback pressures (sacks/hits/hurries) 
(51) and in a tie for eighth in quarterback hurries (31).   

Hawkins improved on his honorable mention in 2020 with a second-team selection this year. Hawkins 
has 54 tackles (41 solo), a tackle for loss, two interceptions for 34 yards, eight pass breakups, a forced 
fumble and a quarterback hurry. He ranks seventh in the MW in passes defended per game (INT + 
PBU) (0.91, T-48th in FBS), tied for seventh in total pass breakups (8, T-60th in FBS) and eighth in 
total passes defended (10, T-47th in FBS). According to Pro Football Focus, Hawkins owns the fifth-best 
coverage rating in the country among defensive backs (and No. 1 in the MW) (88.2. min. 425 snaps). 
Hawkins also has the seventh-lowest pass efficiency in the country when targeted (No. 2 in the MW) 
(87.43, min. 425 snaps). 

Uluave earned his first all-conference accolade with a honorable mention this year. Uluave has 
started all 12 games at center, playing the most snaps (802) on the team. According to Pro Football 
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Focus, he has allowed just five pressures (two hits, two hurries and one sack) in 334 passing chances. 
Tavai made all-MW honorable mention for a second straight season. Tavai has 37 tackles (17 solo), 

including 10.5 tackles for loss, 6.5 sacks and 11 quarterback hurries. Tavai, who is ranked in a tie for 
10th in the MW in sack yards (41), has the second-most quarterback pressures (sacks/hits/hurries) in 
the MW (56, 7th in FBS) and hurries (40, T-6th in FBS)), and tied for the ninth-most hits (8), according 
to Pro Football Focus.  

Shawcroft is an all-MW pick for the first time, registering 46 tackles (28 solo), 6.5 tackles for loss, 
three sacks, an interception, pass breakup, two forced fumbles and five quarterback hurries in 11 
games.  

Ranked 19th in both the AP Top 25 and coaches polls, SDSU plays host to Utah State in the MW 
Championship game at noon PT Saturday at Dignity Health Sports Park in Carson, California.

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Aztecs Top New Mexico State, 28-10 
 
CARSON, Calif. -- San Diego State overcame a sluggish first half to defeat New Mexico State 28-10  at Dignity Health 
Sports Park. The Aztecs erupted for 21 points in the third quarter to erase a 10-0 halftime deficit and capture their seventh 
straight season opener at home. 

Greg Bell rushed for a career-high 161 yards on 21 attempts and one touchdown, while Jordan Byrd added 48 yards 
on just three carries and another score, as the Scarlet and Black gained 248 yards on the ground, improving to 48-2 all-
time when rushing for 200 yards or more. 

In the interim, Jordon Brookshire hit pay dirt on an 18-yard scramble, while Andrew Aleki intercepted a pass just 
three plays later and raced 25 yards into the end zone, helping to give San Diego State its ninth straight victory against 
the Aggies in program history and move to 11-1-1 in the series. 

NM State's Jonah Johnson completed 34 of 56 passes for 326 yards but was intercepted three times against an Aztec 
defense that racked up five sacks, seven pass breakups and 10 tackles for loss. 

Still, SDSU found itself on the wrong side of 10-0 score after Johnson connected with Dominic Gicinto on an 8-yard 
scoring strike, capping a 12-play, 90-yard drive with 10:42 remaining in the second quarter. The touchdown was set up 
by Donavan King's recovery of Bell's fumble at the Aggie 10-yard line on the first play of the period, snuffing out the 
Aztecs' first scoring threat of the night. 

The Aztec offense finally kicked into high gear on the first series of the second half, marching 65 yards in just three 
plays to snap a long drought. On the first play of the drive, Brookshire hit Byrd on a screen pass for 18 yards before 
hooking up with Kobe Smith on a 24-yard completion down to the Aggie 23. Moments later, Bell burst through a seam 
and raced down the left sideline for a touchdown, which narrowed the gap to 10-7. 

The teams alternated turnovers on the next three series, including a pair of interceptions and a muffed punt by Byrd.  
With just over five minutes remaining in the quarter and NM State approaching midfield, Tayler Hawkins made a 

spectacular one-handed interception from Johnson, falling to the ground at the 28-yard line.  
On the ensuing drive, SDSU took advantage of an unnecessary roughness on third down. Given new life with the ball 

at the Aggie 29, Greg Bell quickly gained 11 yards, while Brookshire evaded the pursuit on the next play and darted 
around right end for an 18-yard touchdown, which put the hosts in front for good at the 3:01 mark of the third quarter. 

Suddenly reeling, NM State succumbed to SDSU’s new-found momentum, as Aleki corralled Johnson's ill-fated first-
down pass after a Keshawn Banks deflection and lumbered 25 yards into the end zone, extending the lead to 21-10. 

After forcing the Aggies to punt on their next series, the Aztecs needed just three plays to further widen the gap, as 
Byrd sprinted away from a host of defenders en route to a 43-yard touchdown on the second play of the fourth quarter. 
Byrd's jaunt was set up by Greg Bell's 32-yard gain on a second-and-5 situation from the SDSU 25. 

In addition to Hawkins and Aleki's thefts, Shawcroft came down with the Aztecs' other interception, while Noah Tumblin 
led all players with eight tackles and four pass breakups. The SDSU defensive effort was also aided by Patrick McMorris, 
who added seven tackles, including five solo stops, while Cameron Thomas and Segun Olubi finished with six, along with 
Hawkins. In all, the Aggies gained just 48 yards on 20 attempts for the night, with two of those carries accounting for 34 
yards.  

The Aggies drew first blood in the opening quarter when Eddie Albertson drilled a 31-yard field goal.

Aztecs Easily Down Arizona, 38-14 
 
TUCSON, Ariz. -- Senior Jordon Brookshire threw for two touchdowns and ran for another, Greg Bell  broke a 55-yard 
scoring run on the fourth play from scrimmage and San Diego State beat Arizona 38-14 on Saturday night to extend the 
Wildcats' losing streak to 14 games. 

Brookshire, who won the starting job late in fall camp, completed 9 of 11 passes for two scores in the first half as the 
Aztecs (2-0) took a 35-7 lead. 

Brookshire finished 10 of 14 for 183 yards and Bell had 125 yards rushing in 17 carries as the Aztecs opened 2-0 
for the third straight season. 

San Diego State had 454 total yards, including 271 rushing. The Aztecs improved to 49-2 their last 51 games they 
rushed for at least 200 yards. 

Bell's 55-yard touchdown burst over the right side was an early indicator. 
After Arizona (0-2) went three-and-out, Brookshire completed a 73-yard pass to Daniel Bellinger to set up a 3-yard 

scoring run, which was the longest pass to an Aztec tight end since at least 1996. Bellinger had three catches for 113 
yards, becoming the first SDSU tight end to reach 100 yards since 2012. 

San Diego State's Tyrell Shavers returned a blocked punt by Kaegun Williams 27 yards for a score after Arizona's 
second three-and-out, and it was 21-0 less than eight minutes into the game. 

Brookshire added a 3-yard rushing touchdown in the first quarter and found Ethan Dedeaux for a 40-yard passing 
touchdown late in the first half to give the Aztecs a commanding 35-7 advantage at the half. 

Matt Araiza converted on a 32-yard field goal in the third for SDSU’s final points of the game. 
San Diego State improved to 6-2 against Pac-12 teams since 2016 despite playing five of those games on the road 

and being an underdog in six. Arizona was a two-point favorite Saturday. 
For Bell, it was his sixth 100-yard game since coming to San Diego State in 2020 (nine games) and seventh in 13 

career Division I games. 
The Aztecs dominated in almost every facet, outgaining the Wildcats, 454-228, allowing just nine first downs and 

holding UA to 1-for-13 on third-down conversions. 
Chance Bell (52 yards) and Williams (42 yards) nearly combined for 100 rushing yards. 
Five Aztecs - Cedarious Barfield, Tayler Hawkins, Patrick McMorris, Cameron Thomas and Tayler Hawkins - had four 

tackles apiece for SDSU, which at one point in the game forced nine consecutive three-and-outs. SDSU also added four 
sacks, 11 tackles for loss and 10 quarterback hurries. 

Arizona's Gunner Cruz was 10 of 19 for 70 yards with a 43-yard scoring pass to Stanley Berryhill III and an inter-
ception. Will Plummer was 8 of 17 for 109 yards and a 7-yard touchdown pass to Tayvian Cunningham in the fourth 
quarter after replacing Cruz late in the third.

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Aztecs Edge Utah in 3OT, 33-31 
 
CARSON, Calif. -- Despite relinquishing a 14-point lead, San Diego State held on for a wild 33-31 victory over Utah on 
Saturday after Lucas Johnson caught a 2-point conversion from Jesse Matthew in the third overtime period at Dignity 
Health Sports Park. 

Shortly after Matthews’ reception, the Utes had a chance to extend the contest, but officials overturned Connor 
O’Toole’s apparent game-tying catch, ruling that the ball hit the turf after a booth review. 

Previously in the first overtime, Johnson rolled to his right and connected with Jay Rudolph on a 2-yard touchdown, 
while Utah countered on its first snap with a 25-yard scoring strike from backup quarterback Cameron Rising to Jaylen 
Dixon.  

The Utes gained just six yards on their first possession to start the second overtime; however, Jadon Redding missed 
a 37-yard field goal attempt. Moments later, the Aztecs lined up for a potential game-winner from 36 yards away, but 
Matt Araiza’s kick sailed wide right as well, sending the game into a third overtime session.  

SDSU broke a 10-10 tie at intermission with a pair of 7-yard touchdown runs in the third quarter by Greg Bell, who 
gained 119 yards on 33 carries for the evening. Bell’s first score capped an 8-play, 82-yard march on the first drive of 
the second half, highlighted by Johnson’s 54-yard keeper, as the Aztec signal-caller darted through the Ute defense on 
third-and-1 from the SDSU 39. 

Two plays after the ensuing kickoff, Tayler Hawkins intercepted Utah starter Charlie Brewer and returned the ball to 
the 7-yard line, while Bell promptly hit pay dirt on the first snap with a burst through the left side, giving the Aztecs a 24-
10 lead at the 10:42 mark of the third quarter. 

Utah narrowed the gap in the fourth quarter when Rising found Covey in the end zone on a 2-yard touchdown pass 
with 4:17 left in regulation. Redding, howeer, missed the extra point, as the Aztecs maintained a 24-16 lead. 

Later in the quarter, Rising directed the Utes towards a tying touchdown, finding Theo Howard for a 4-yard with just 
16 seconds showing on the clock. Enis caught the tying 2-point conversion moments later to force overtime. 

The contest started out as defensive struggle, with both sides scoring touchdowns on special teams in the first half.  
The Utes drew first blood at the 8:02 mark of the opening quarter when Covey broke loose down the left sideline for an 
80-yard punt return that gave the visitors a 7-0 lead.  

After teams exchanged fields goals, Jordan Byrd returned the ensuing kickoff 100 yards for a touchdown, which 
knotted the score at 10-10 for the other points of the game.

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Aztecs Cruise Past Towson, 48-21 
 
TUCSON, Ariz. -- Jordan Byrd ran for two touchdowns and San Diego State scored 24 points in the third quarter to pull 
away from Towson, 48-21, at Dignity Health Sports Park. 

Chance Bell and Kaegun Williams also added rushing touchdowns for the Aztecs (4-0), who outrushed the Tigers (1-
3), 281-15, on the ground. 

SDSU is 4-0 for just the second time in 40 seasons (also 2017). 
Chris Ferguson threw a 19-yard scoring pass to Jerry Howard Jr. to give TU a 7-0 lead with 5:36 left in the first. 
San Diego State, which entered with wins over Pac-12 Conference squads Arizona and Utah, responded with scores in 

the form of 8- and 12-yard runs from Williams and Byrd, respectively. 
Lucas Johnson then threw a 16-yard scoring toss to Elijah Kothe with 4:03 before halftime. But Ferguson led Towson 

80 yards on 11 pays, ultimately hitting Caleb Smith with a 4-yard touchdown pass to make it a one score game at the 
half. 

The Aztecs regrouped to shut the door on Towson by scoring two touchdowns within the first five minutes after the 
break. Trenton Thompson returned a blocked punt by Tyrell Shavers 11 yards just 58 seconds in and a 55-yard jaunt by 
Byrd. SDSU added a Matt Araiza 48-yard field goal and a 1-yard Chance Bell touchdown run to open up a 45-14 lead 
after three quarters. 

San Diego State’s 24 third-quarter points are its most in any quarter since also scoring 24 vs. Idaho on Sept. 24, 
2004, and has now outscored the opposition, 62-0, in the third quarter this year.  

Araiza made it 48-14 with a 36-yard field goal midway through the fourth quarter before the Tigers scored on a 9-
yard touchdown pass from Ferguson to Daniel Thompson IV with 5:59 remaining to close the scoring. 

Chance Bell (79 yards), Williams (76) and Byrd (75) combined for 230 yards on the ground for the Aztecs, who im-
proved to 51-2 the last 53 times they have rushed for at least 200 yards. SDSU’s four rushing touchdowns was its most 
since scoring four times vs. Army West Point in the 2017 Armed Forces Bowl. 

Johnson was 16-for-25 for 149 yards with a touchdown and an interception for San Diego State, which scored its 
most points (48) since beating Central Michigan, 48-11, in the 2019 New Mexico Bowl. 

Patrick McMorris led the Aztec defense with eight tackles and a pass breakup. 
SDSU improved to 17-1 in its last 18 September games since 2016.

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Aztecs Knock Off New Mexico, 31-7 
 
CARSON, Calif. -- Behind a strong running and a stellar defensive effort, No. 25 San Diego State defeated New Mexico, 
31-7, in its Mountain West opener on Saturday at Dignity Health Sports Park. 

The Aztecs gained 203 rushing yards and held the Lobos scoreless on offense to move to 5-0 for just the second time 
in the last 46 years, joining the 2017 squad.  

Greg Bell rushed for 111 yards and a touchdown, while Jordon Brookshire ran for 45 yards and two additional scores, 
helping SDSU capture its eighth straight victory against New Mexico. 

The Aztecs advanced into Lobo territory on its first five possessions of the game, building a 17-0 lead it would not re-
linquish.  

Following a UNM punt on its initial march, SDSU quickly vaulted in front 7-0 after Bell accounted for all 63 yards on 
the Aztecs’ six-play drive, capped by his one-yard touchdown burst.  

San Diego State extended its lead to 10-0 early in the second quarter on Matt Araiza’s 40-yard field goal. The Aztecs 
benefited from two 15-yard UNM penalties on its foray, including a pivotal pass interference call on 3rd and 13 from the 
Lobo 41. 

Latert, the Aztecs increased their advantage to 17-0 on Brookshire’s 1-yard scramble around left end, which punctuated 
a 10-play, 66-yard march. 

The Lobos, who gained 38 yards on their first five possessioins, finally crossed midfield late in the second quarter, ad-
vancing 78 yards in seven plays to the Aztec 9. However, New Mexico was kept off the scoreboard when Trenton Thompson 
intercepted Terry Wilson Jr.’s third-down pass near the goal line with 1:18 before intermission. 

The score remained unchanged until the 4:41 mark of the third quarter when the Lobos’ Ray Leutele popped the ball 
loose from Bell and raced 15 yards for the visitors’ only score. 

Undaunted, SDSU extinguished UNM’s faint comeback hopes on its next series, as Brookshire scored his second touch-
down of the night on an 11-yard scramble with 2:35 remaining in the period to culminate a five-play, 60-yard drive. 

San Diego State closed out the scoring with nearly two minutes elapsed in the fourth quarter on Chance Bell’s eight-
yard touchdown run.  

Defensively, the Aztecs held their fifth straight opponent to 70 rushing yards or less this season, as the Lobos gained 
just 66 yards on the ground, including 28 through the first three quarters. 

Segun Olubi led the Aztecs with seven tackles, incluidng a sack and 1.5 tackles for loss, while Keshawn Banks and 
Branch recorded six and five tackles, respectively.  

Wilson Jr. completed 13-of-25 passes for 127 yards and one interception in the loss. The UNM quarterback was picked 
off by Thompson once again in the third quarter at the Lobo 35, but the interception was negated by a penalty. Meanwhile, 
Wyson led all players with four catches for 51 yards.

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Aztecs Edge San José State, 19-13, in 2OT 
 
SAN JOSE, Calif. -- Lucas Johnson threw touchdown passes to Jesse Matthews in both overtime periods to give No. 
24/24 San Diego State at 19-13 win over defending Mountain West champion San José State  at CEFCU Stadium.  

Neither team scored a touchdown in regulation before Johnson delivered a 14-yard pass on the opening possession 
of overtime for the Aztecs (6-0, 2-0 Mountain West). 

Tyler Nevens answered with a 1-yard run for the Spartans (3-4, 1-2). 
But Trenton Thompson intercepted Nick Nash to start the second overtime to set the stage once again for Johnson and 

Matthews. After two short rushes to apparently set up a game-winning field goal attempt by Matt Araiza, Johnson changed 
the call to a pass play and connected on a 24-yard strike to Matthews in the right corner of the end zone against man 
coverage for the game-winning score.  

SDSU improved to 6-0 for just the second time in 46 years. 
The game was an offensive slog with the teams combining for 14 punts, four field goals, one fumble, one missed 

field goal and a turnover on downs without scoring a touchdown in regulation. 
The game went to overtime when San José State let the clock run down and spiked the ball on third down to set up a 

52-yard field goal try to Matt Mecurio with 20 seconds left. San Diego State head coach Brady Hoke used up his two 
timeouts to ice Mecurio, who ended up kicking it short and right to force overtime.  

Mecurio made kicks from 32 and 48 yards in regulation to match field goals from 53 and 26 yards by Araiza.  
Araiza was the star of the game in regulation for San Diego State, delivering an 86-yard punt in the third quarter 

and backing the Spartans up to their 5 with a 53-yarder late in the fourth quarter. 
Johnson relieved a struggling Jordon Brookshire late in the fourth quarter. He finished 2-for-3 with the two touchdown 

passes to Matthews. Brookshire, meanwhile, was 13-for-27 for 132 yards, while adding 25 yards on the ground.  
The Aztecs, who came into the meeting with five straight games with at least 100 yards rushing, managed only 70 

yards on the ground against a stout SJSU defense. SDSU’s 70 yards rushing were its fewest in a game in which it won 
since rushing for 61 yards in a 34-31 victory over Boise State on Nov. 23, 2013 and fewest in a road game since a 35-
yard effort in a 17-16 win at New Mexico on Nov. 4, 2000. 

San José State also rushed for 117 yards, snapping San Diego State’s streak of six consecutive games of holding its 
opponent to under 100 rushing yards. SJSU also scored a rushing touchdown in overtime, the first allowed by the Aztecs 
this season which came on the 171st rushing attempt. 

Patrick McMorris had a career-high 12 tackles and a career-best three pass breakups to pace SDSU, which became 
bowl eligible for a 12th consecutive season. Michael Shawcroft tied a career high with eight tackles, including a career-
high three tackles for loss, and forced his fourth career fumble, while Thompson finished with an interception and three 
pass breakups for a second straight game. 

Hoke is now the only active FBS head coach to lead three different programs to a 6-0 start (2008 Ball State started 
12-0, 2011 Michigan started 6-0 and 2021 San Diego State started 6-0).

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Aztecs Hold Off Air Force, 20-14 
 
COLORADO SPRINGS, Colo. -- Matt Araiza kicked two field goals, Kaegun Williams and Chance Bell ran for touchdowns 
and No. 22/21 San Diego State withstood Air Force's comeback bid to win 20-14 on Oct 23. 

San Diego State (7-0, 3-0 Mountain West) held Air Force’s (6-2, 3-2) vaunted running game in check, beating the 
Falcons for a ninth straight time and snapping their four-game winning streak. AFA, which entered the game ranked first 
in the country with 336.4 rushing yards per game, managed only 192 against the stingy Aztec defense. 

SDSU led 13-0 at half, with Williams' 1-yard TD run between Araiza's field goals of 22 and 51 yards following Air 
Force turnovers. 

San Diego State added to the lead on its first possession of the second half. Chance Bell broke a 32-yard run before 
scoring from three yards out to make it 20-0. 

The Falcons got on the board late in the third quarter on Warren Bryan's 13-yard pass to Dalton King on fourth down. 
Initially ruled incomplete, the call was overturned on review when it was determined King had possession when he crossed 
the goal line before the ball came out on the hit by Patrick McMorris. 

Air Force pulled to within six after Dane Kinamon took a fourth-down pitch from Bryan and ran three yards for a 
touchdown with 3:59 left. 

The Falcons got the ball back with 2:18 to play and punted after a fourth-down conversion was negated by a penalty. 
San Diego State ran out the final 1:35. 

Araiza also got off an 81-yard punt in the first quarter. It was the second consecutive week Araiza had an 80-plus 
yard punt and a 50-plus yard field goal. He had an 86-yard punt and a 53-yard field goal in the Aztecs' double overtime 
victory over San Jose State on Oct. 23.  

SDSU’s four rotating running backs combined for 160 yards and two touchdowns on 34 carries. Chance Bell led the 
way with 50 yards and a touchdown on eight carries (6.2 avg.), while Greg Bell added 42 yards on 10 second-half rushes. 
Williams added 34 yards and a touchdown on 10 attempts and Jordan Byrd chipped in with 32 yards on six carries (5.3 
avg.) and a 20-yard catch.  

Quarterback Lucas Johnson was an efficient 11-for-13 for 72 yards, finishing with the best completion percentage 
(84.6) for his career (min. 12 attempts).  

Starting for the first time of his career at cornerback, Dallas Branch picked off AFA quarterback Haaziq Daniels on 
the first drive of the game and Trenton Thompson forced a fumble in the second quarter that was recovered by Noah 
Avinger. Both turnovers led to the aforementioned Araiza field goals.  

McMorris and Michael Shawcroft led San Diego State with seven tackles apiece.  
The Aztecs improved to 7-0 for the first time since 1975 and just the fourth time in their Division I history (since

Aztecs Sputter in 30-20 Loss to Fresno State 
 
CARSON, Calif. -- Jake Haener passed for 306 yards and a touchdown, Jordan Mims rushed for a career-high 186 
yards and two scores, and Fresno State handed No. 21/20 San Diego State its first loss with a 30-20 victory. 

The Bulldogs (7-2, 4-1 Mountain West) raced out to a 20-0 second-quarter lead as they picked up their second win 
against a ranked team this season. Fresno State had 485 yards of total offense, ending San Diego State's 29-game streak 
of holding opponents under 450 yards. 

Haener completed 25 of 42 passes for his sixth 300-yard game this season. After Evan Williams picked off Lucas 
Johnson and returned it 36 yards to the San Diego State 31, Haener connected with Keric Wheatfall for a 16-yard TD just 
inside the left pylon 43 seconds into the second quarter to give the Bulldogs a 14-0 advantage. 

Mims had his second straight 100-yard game and became the first running back this season to hit the century mark 
against the Aztecs. The senior had 97 yards in the first half, including a 13-yard score with 3:53 remaining in the first 
quarter to cap a 15-play, 86-yard drive. 

Mims also had a 15-yard touchdown during the fourth quarter to extend Fresno State's lead to 30-13. 
San Diego State (7-1, 3-1) came into the game second in the nation in third-down percentage defense, fourth against 

the run and fifth in total defense, but it struggled to keep pace. Fresno State converted 9 of 18 third downs and went 
three-and-out only three times in 13 drives (excluding kneel downs). 

Johnson had 280 yards of total offense for the Aztecs, who were 7-0 for the first time since 1975. The senior quar-
terback was 14 of 31 for 220 yards, a TD and two interceptions along with 60 yards rushing.  

Johnson’s big target was Elijah Kothe, who finished with a career-high 105 yards on four catches, all in the first half.  
Greg Bell ran for 63 yards and a touchdown on 15 carries. 
The Bulldogs extended their lead to 20-0 on a pair of field goals by Cesar Silva before the Aztecs got on the board 

late in the second quarter on Tyrell Shavers' 19-yard TD reception. It was the first touchdown catch at SDSU for Shavers, 
who spent time previously at Alabama and Mississippi State.  

Silva kicked his third field goal with four minutes remaining in the third quarter to put Fresno State up 23-7 before 
San Diego State responded with Bell's 3-yard TD. The 2-point conversion failed, leaving the Aztecs trailing 23-13 going 
into the final 15 minutes.  

After Mims' second touchdown, true freshman Will Haskell - who replaced Johnson - had a 7-yard run to get the 
Aztecs within 10 points with 1:06 remaining. 

It appeared SDSU got the ball back on the ensuing onside kick, but a review in the booth deemed the ball didn’t go 
10 yards and Fresno State finished the game with a pair of runs by Mims.

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Aztecs Knock Off Hawai’i, 17-10 
 
HONOLULU -- Greg Bell and Jack Browning each had first-half touchdown runs and the San Diego State defense made 
them stand up in a 17-10 victory over Hawai’i in Mountain West play on Saturday in Honolulu. 

The Aztecs improved to 8-1 on the season with the win and 4-1 in league play and, coupled with a Fresno State loss 
at Boise State, once again control their own destiny in the West Division of the Mountain West. 

Bell scored on a 5-yard run to give SDSU a 7-0 lead with 6:27 left in the first quarter. Hawaii (4-6, 1-4) pulled even 
after Darius Muasau sacked Aztec quarterback Lucas Johnson, forcing a fumble that was recovered by Isaiah Tufaga at 
the SDSU 19-yard line. Chevan Cordeiro then hit Calvin Turner Jr. for the TD on first down to tie the game at 7.  

San Diego State answered with a methodical 15-play, 82-yard drive that took up 7:33 of clock time. Facing a field 
goal attempt on fourth-and-2 on the UH 13-yard line, holder Jack Browning instead took the snap, and used lead blockers 
Daniel Bellinger and Zachary Thomas to race into the end zone to make it 14-7 Aztecs. SDSU converted two third downs 
on the drive, including a 17-yard scamper by Johnson on third-and-14 on the UH 38. It was San Diego State’s longest 
third-down conversion of the season. 

The Aztecs got the ball back on the ensuing drive when Trenton Thompson intercepted Cordeiro on the UH 43. Matt 
Araiza, however, missed a 53-yard field goal in the final scoring chance in the first half. 

Each team only managed only a field goal in the second half. 
Araiza gave SDSU a 17-7 lead with 7:41 remaining with a 39-yard field goal, capping a 14-play, 57-yard drive over 

8:26. 
Hawai’i responded with its best drive of the game, marching 70 yards on 15 plays, helped by three conversions on 

third down. The Rainbow Warriors got to the SDSU 4, but the Aztec defense held by tackling Turner for a 1-yard loss and 
forcing two incompletions, keeping the home team to just three points on a 22-yard field goal by Matt Shipley.  

Hawai’i had one last chance, starting on its own 32 with 1:11 remaining. UH got all the way to the SDSU 23 before 
Cordeiro found Dedrick Parson for a 5-yard pass on third-and-10. Hawai’i tried to get off a final play, but the clock hit 
0:00, preserving the gutty Aztec win. 

Johnson completed 12 of 16 passes for 99 yards and ran for 29 yards on nine carries for San Diego State. Bell carried 
24 times for 77 yards. 

Hawaii native Andrew Aleki led the Aztec defense for the first time of his career with eight tackles, while Tayler 
Hawkins chipped in with seven solo stops and his first career forced fumble.  

SDSU has won eight of the last 10 meetings between the two schools and beat a Hawai’i team which had won 10 of 
its last 13 home games.  

San Diego State never trailed in the game and led for 43:49 of the 60 minutes.

Aztecs Edge Nevada, 23-21 
 
CARSON, Calif. -- Greg Bell had 15 carries for 95 yards and Matt Araiza kicked a 35-yard field goal with 1:21 to play 
to help No. 22 San Diego State beat Nevada 23-21 at Dignity Health Sports Park. 

San Diego State (9-1, 5-1 Mountain West) took sole possession of first place in the West Division, a half-game ahead 
of Fresno State — which beat the Aztecs 30-20 on Oct. 30 — and a full game in front of Nevada (7-3, 4-2 MW). 

Araiza — who kicked field goals of 48 yards in the second quarter and 39 yards early in the fourth — bent the 
winner inside the upright to cap a 12-play, 53-yard drive. He also had five punts for 278 yards (55.6 yards per punt) and 
now owns both the FBS single-season record for 50-yard punts (34) and 60-yard punts (17). 

The Aztecs struck first, capping an impressive 12-play, 99-yard drive with a Lucas Johnson touchdown pass to Daniel 
Bellinger with 3:42 left in the first quarter. It appeared the Wolf Pack blocked a field goal attempt by Araiza on a fourth-
and-goal situation from the Nevada 5, but Dom Peterson was whistled for a holding call. Now on the 2, SDSU went for 
the touchdown and Johnson’s play-action pass found a wide-open Bellinger in the left side of the end zone for the score.  

Nevada answered back when Carson Strong found Tony Horton for a 28-yard touchdown pass on the first play of the 
second quarter. 

SDSU responded with a 48-yard Araiza field goal on its next possession.  
San Diego State later got into deep field goal range, but Araiza’s 55-yard attempt with one second left in the half was 

short.  
After forcing a punt out of intermission, the Aztecs quickly went 75 yards and eight plays, culminating with a 5-yard 

touchdown run by Chance Bell. Chance Bell rushed for 32 of his 55 yards on the drive as SDSU went up, 17-7. 
After a three-and-out, the Wolf Pack took to the air once again to get within a score when Strong completed a 5-yard 

pass to Romeo Doubs for the touchdown. Strong was 7-for-9 on the scoring drive as all 80 yards were passing.  
After each team traded punts to wrap up the third quarter, SDSU took advantage of a short field when Jordan Byrd 

returned a punt 19 yards to get to the Nevada 37. Seven plays later Araiza converted a 39-yard field goal to give San 
Diego State a 20-14 lead. 

The Wolf Pack, however, went 75 yards in just four plays, including a tricky 54-yard pass from Strong to a wide-open 
Doubs. The extra-point by Brandon Talton gave Nevada its first lead of the game at 21-20 with 9:57 remaining.  

Following punts from both teams, SDSU began its drive a 4:33, only needing a field goal to take the lead. Johnson 
found Jesse Matthews on a 6-yard slant pass on fourth-and-4 to keep the drive moving. Later big passing plays to Elijah 
Kothe (19 yards) and TJ Sullivan (17 yards) got San Diego State into field goal territory, where Araiza nailed 35-yarder 
to give the Aztecs a 23-21 advantage.  

Nevada got to midfield, but Strong’s pass attempts were broken up by Noah Tumblin and Patrick McMorris on third 
and fourth down, respectively, sealed the win for SDSU. 

The two Bells – Greg (95 yards) and Chance (55) – combined for 150 rushing yards, while Johnson completed 21 of 
34 passes for 176 yards. Kothe led the Aztec receivers with six catches for 71 yards. 

Cameron Thomas had a monster game on defense for SDSU, totaling 10 tackles, 3.5 tackles for loss, three sacks and 
a forced fumble.

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Aztecs Hold Off UNLV, 28-20 
 
LAS VEGAS -- Lucas Johnson completed 18 of 24 pass attempts for 192 yards and threw three touchdowns to Jesse 
Matthews, as No. 19 San Diego State held off UNLV, 28-20, on Friday night. 

The Aztecs led, 21-20, before Johnson found Matthews for a 7-yard strike with 3:33 left in the game.  
SDSU linebacker Seyddrick Lakalaka intercepted UNLV quarterback Justin Rogers on the ensuing possession with less 

than 2 minutes left in the game to thwart the Rebels' last-ditch effort.  
San Diego State then ran three plays before Matt Araiza’s punt ended the game. 
The Aztecs, who finished with a 5-0 regular-season road mark, improved to 10-1 overall, matching their best 11-

game start since starting 11-0 in 1969.  
SDSU joined Alabama, Clemson, Georgia, Notre Dame, Ohio State and Oklahoma as the only schools to record at 

least five double-digit winning seasons over its last seven years. 
Matthews finished with a career-high nine receptions for 75 yards and three touchdowns, becoming the first Aztec to 

record three receiving TDs in one game since Colin Lockett's trio in the 2011 New Orleans Bowl. 
Las Vegas product Elijah Kothe finished with five receptions for 84 yards for SDSU, while Greg Bell ran for 52 yards 

on 14 carries. 
UNLV lost starting quarterback Cam Friel midway through the first half and turned to Rogers, the original starter at 

the beginning of the season. Rogers finished 15 of 21 for 305 yards and two touchdown passes, while Steve Jenkins had 
five receptions for 176 yards. 

Charles Williams, the Rebels' career rushing leader, was held to 40 yards on 16 carries. 
Rogers sparked the Rebels in the first half, going 6 for 7 for 126 yards and one touchdown, a 43-yard strike to a 

wide-open Zyell Griffin. Griffin found his way behind San Diego State's secondary and was alone when he caught the ball 
before scoring untouched.  

The Aztecs would answer on their next drive, needing only 3:38 to travel 59 yards in 10 plays, culminating with a 4-
yard TD pass from Johnson to Matthews to put San Diego State back on top, 14-10. 

UNLV's next drive started well but stalled when San Diego State stopped the Rebels on a fourth-and-2 situation and 
got the ball back on its own 46-yard line with 49 seconds left in the half. 

The Aztecs went right to work, fitting eight plays and 54 yards into a mere 44 seconds, as Johnson and Matthews 
hooked up a second time to push San Diego State's lead to 21-10 at the half. 

SDSU, which started a pair of true freshman in the secondary in cornerback Noah Avinger and safety CJ Baskerville, 
was outgained, 394-294.  

Andrew Aleki got San Diego State on the scoreboard with 5:15 left in the first quarter when he picked off Friel and 
weaved through the UNLV offense to score from 17 yards out. It was the senior’s second pick 6 of the season. 

Patrick McMorris led the Aztecs with 12 tackles and a pass breakup, while Baskerville and Caden McDonald came up 
with two tackles apiece.

Aztecs Rally Post Boise State, 27-16 
 
CARSON, Calif. --  Jordon Brookshire came off the bench to throw for a touchdown and run for another as No. 21 San 
Diego State scored 24 unanswered points in a 27-16 win over Boise State Friday at Dignity Health Sports Park in Carson, 
Calif.The win secured the Aztecs (11-1, 7-1 MW) a spot in the Mountain West Championship game against Utah State (9-
3, 6-2 MW), which will take place at noon PT Saturday at DHSP. 

The victory was the 11th for SDSU, which was its first in a regular season in the 99 years in program history. A win 
Saturday will be clinch San Diego State’s first 12-win campaign in program history. 

With starting quarterback Lucas Johnson not 100 percent because of an injury suffered in the previous game, the 
Aztecs turned for Brookshire out of desperation and necessity late in the first half.  

Four drives and four scores later, SDSU was rolling toward a historic victory. 
Brookshire passed for 192 yards and helped San Diego State erase an early 13-point deficit with a bounce-back effort 

from its vaunted defense, which shut out the Broncos (7-5, 5-3) over the final 38 minutes. 
Jesse Matthews caught nine passes for 133 yards, and Greg Bell rushed for a touchdown — but Brookshire trans-

formed the struggling Aztec offense when he took over on the penultimate drive of the first half. On its next four drives, 
SDSU turned a 13-point deficit into an 11-point lead. 

Kurt Rafdal and Khalil Shakir caught early TD passes from Hank Bachmeier for the Broncos, whose four-game winning 
streak ended.  

Patrick McMorris made two of San Diego State’s three interceptions, and Jonah Tavai recorded three of the Aztecs’ 
four sacks while the defense harassed and hit Bachmeier throughout the second half, forcing backup Jack Sears to play 
the final two series. 

Brookshire began the season as the SDSU’s starting quarterback, but Johnson took over after two games when Brook-
shire injured his foot. Brookshire returned and struggled through two more starts before Johnson reassumed the starting 
job for the next six games, with Brookshire bumped to the third string behind freshman Will Haskell, who wasn't in 
uniform Friday. 

Johnson was 9 of 20 for 98 yards when Brookshire relieved him and immediately led the Aztecs 78 yards for their 
first TD on Matthews' 29-yard catch-and-run. Brookshire strung together another quick drive ending with Matt Araiza’s 
37-yard field goal 3 seconds before halftime. 

The Aztecs went ahead 20-16 to open the second half on a 75-yard drive that included a third-and-11 conversion 
and two fourth-down conversions, including Bell's 2-yard TD run. McMorris' second interception then led to a drive ending 
in Brookshire's TD run. 

Brookshire also led SDSU with 46 rushing yards, while Daniel Bellinger caught three passes for 61 yards in likely his 
final game at San Diego State. 

Seven Aztecs recorded six tackles apiece as SDSU held Boise State to its fewest points (16) in a game since scoring 
seven against Washington in the 2019 Las Vegas Bowl.  

San Diego State became the only active Group of 5 program with a winning record against the Broncos at 4-3 (min. 
7 games) and one of only three active programs overall (also Oregon State and Washington State).

riving on campus in 2017 ... Has a nose for the ball ... One of the emotional leaders on defense  
... One of only three Aztecs with four letters (also Tayler Hawkins and Trenton Thompson) ... 
Enters the Utah State game as the backup “Mike” linebacker to Seyddrick Lakalaka ... Also 
excels on special teams ... Has played in 54 games for his career, the third most among all 
Aztecs (Tayler Hawkins and Trenton Thompson, 55). 

l 2021 (^Senior): Has started seven of the team’s 12 games this season, logging snaps in 11 
overall ... Has 37 tackles (22 solo), two tackles for loss, a sack, two interceptions (both returned 
for a touchdown) and seven quarterback hurries ... His two interceptions returned for a touch-
down are tied for the most in a season in program history (also Ron Smith (2016), Calvin Mun-
son (2015), Leon McFadden (2012) and Tory Nixon (1984)) ... The two pick 6’s are also tied 
for the most in the league and the second most in the country ... vs. New Mexico State 
(Sept. 4) ...

Award semifinalist John Baron II ... A left-footed kicker with a cannon of a leg ... Continues to 
improve on his accuracy ... In addition to field goals, PATs and kickoff duties, also is punting 
this year ... Made a field goal in the first 17 games of his career prior to not attempting one 
at Nevada on Nov. 21, 2020 ... For his career, ranks fourth at SDSU in field goal percentage 
(.734) (min. 25 att.) and fifth in field goals (47) ... Has multiple field goals in 16 of his 33 
career games ... Already has a school-record six career punts of at least 70 yards in 78 career 
attempts, which is three more than Michael Hughes (230 career punts) in second ... Has been 
nicknamed “Punt God” because of his viral 70 and 80-yard punts ... Enters the 
weekend as the projected punter, kicker and kickoff specialist, one of four players in the country 
doing all three. 

l 2021 (Junior): Has been named a finalist for the Ray Guy Award, which goes 
out to the most outstanding punter ... Also has been named four midseason All-
America teams, including three on the first team (Associated Press, ESPN and 
Sporting News) and one on the second team (The Athletic) ... Was named the 
Mountain West Special Teams Player of the Year by the league’s coaches and 
media, while also earning first-team all-league accolades as a punter and sec-
ond-team honors as a kicker ... Became SDSU’s second MW Special Teams Player of the 
Year following a three-year run by Rashaad Penny (2015-17) ... Joined Brigham Young’s Matt 
Payne (2004) and Utah’s Louie Sakoda (2007-08) as the only players to make a MW first or 
second team in the same season at both punter and kicker ... Has been named to the Pro 
Football Focus Mountain West Team of the Year (first team) ... Has been named a 
“Ray’s 8” for one of the top-eight punters in the country three times following a game (Sept. 
7, Sept. 28 and Oct. 18) ... Also has four times been named a Mountain West Special Teams 
Player of the Week (Sept. 27, Oct. 18, Oct. 25 and Nov. 15) ... Was named a preseason third-
team all-Mountain West selection by Athlon Sports at kicker ... Also deemed “SDSU’s fifth-best 
offensive player” by College Football News ... Is off to a great start on the season, making all 
39 of his PATs and going 15-for-24 in field goal attempts with three 50-yarders ... Has been 
even better in the punting game, punting 73 times for 3,757 yards (51.5 avg.) with 38 of at 
least 50 yards, 36 inside the 20, 16 fair catches and a long of 86 yards ...

(T-5th), 79 yards (9th), 77 yards (T-12th), 75 yards (T-17th) and 72 yards (T-28th) ... If you 
take away the 15 times this season he has punted inside the opponents’ territory (for 557 
yards), he has averaged 55.17 yards per boot (58 punts for 3,200 yards) ... According to Pro 
Football Focus, he has the second-highest kickoff grade (92.0) in the country with his true 
kickoff average being 70.5 yards per boot ... Leads the special teams unit with five tackles, 
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and is tied for first with two on the kick return unit and two on the punt return unit (2) ... vs. 
New Mexico State (Sept. 4) ... Had a great opener against New Mexico State on Sept. 4, 
punting nine times for 511 yards, setting a school record with a 56.78 average (min. 4 punts) 
... The 56.78 average broke the previous record by almost two yards (Mike Saxon, 54.83 on 
six punts at Brigham Young on Oct. 22, 1983), and is the third-highest single-game FBS average 
this season (min. 5 punts) and the third-best mark in league history (min. 5 punts) ... Since 
1996, an FBS player has had at least nine punts in a game 2,130 times. Araiza’s 56.8 average 
is the second-highest average (min. 9 punts) in the last 26 seasons, only trailing a 57.7 average 
by Wake Forest’s Dom Maggio against Clemson on Nov. 16, 2019 ... Included in his nine punts 
were a 77-yarder in the second quarter, which was the longest since Brian Stahovich’s school-
record 89 yarder at Wyoming on Oct. 30, 2010 ... Later added a 75-yarder ... Four of his nine 
punts landed inside the 20-yard line, while six were at least 50 yards ... The six 50-yard punts 
(at 39 feet elevation) were one short of the NCAA record of seven (according to the NCAA 
record book), set by Colorado’s Mark Mariscal vs. USC on Sept. 14, 2002 at 5,328 feet elevation 
in Boulder, Colo. ... Off his nine punts, New Mexico State's average starting position was its 
own 22-yard line ... Also made all four of his PATs without attempting a field goal ... Also was 
perfect on five kickoffs for 325 yards and five touchbacks ... Was named the team’s special 
teams player of the game and was chosen as a “Ray’s 8” by the Ray Guy Award ... at Arizona 
(Sept. 11) ... Had another good game at Arizona on Sept. 11, going 1-for-2 on field goal at-
tempts (making a 32-yarder and missing a 57-yarder) and all five PATs ... Also punted seven 
times for 372 yards (53.1 avg.) with a long of 66 yards, including three inside the 20-yard 
line ... Kicked off seven times for 455 yards (65.0 avg.) with all seven going for touchbacks ... 
vs. Utah (Sept. 18) ... Was effective against Utah on Sept. 18, making a career-long 51-
yard field goal, punting nine times for 463 yards (51.4 avg.) with a long of 64 yards, and 
kicking off five times for 325 yards (64.8) and five touchbacks ... Had SDSU’s first 50-yard 
field goal by the Aztecs since John Baron II had a 53-yarder against Hawai'i on Nov. 24, 2018 
... The 51-yarder came on his third career attempt from at least 50 yards (previous attempts 
came at Colorado on Nov. 28, 2020 and at Arizona on Sept. 11, 2021) and put the Aztecs on 
the scoreboard ... Tied a career high with nine punts for 463 yards (51.4 avg.) with a long of 
64 yards and three inside the 20-yard line ... Also matched a career high with three tackles ... 
Kicked off five times for 324 yards (64.8 avg.) with four going for touchbacks ... vs. Towson 
(Sept. 25) ... Was named the Mountain West Special Teams Player of the Week on Sept. 27 
for his play against Towson (Sept. 25) when he punted three times for 197 yards and a 65.7 
average with two inside the 20-yard line, making both of his field goal attempts (48 and 36 
yards) and all six PATs, kicking off eight times with six going for touchbacks and logging a solo 
tackle on one of his kickoffs ... Tied a career high with 12 points ... In the punting game, where 
he had a long of 72 yards, his 65.7 punt average was the highest in an FBS game since at least 
1996 (min. 3 punts), more than a yard ahead the No. 2 player on the list (Florida Atlantic’s 
Dalton Schomp (64.3) against Old Dominion on Nov. 19, 2016) and almost four yards further 
than the top MW performer in a game in league history (Colorado State’s Pete Kontodiakos 
(61.8) against Hawai’i on Oct. 27, 2012) ... The 65.7 average on three punts easily eclipsed 
his school-record average of 56.8 against New Mexico State on Sept. 4, 2021, but he didn’t 
reach the minimum (4 punts) allowed to count for the program record ... Off his punts, Towson 
had an average starting fielding position of its own 13.3-yard line as he ended up with a 59.0 
net punt average ... Was named the team’s special teams player of the game (with Tyrell 
Shavers) and was chosen as a “Ray’s 8” by the Ray Guy Award ... After making a 48-yard field 
goal in the third quarter, he added a 36-yarder in the fourth, which capped a 17-play, 64-yard 
drive for the Aztecs and took up 10:31 of playing time ... With his eight touchbacks, the Tigers 
started on its own 24.4-yard line ... The one time he did not kick off in the fourth quarter, 
Towson returned the kickoff 73 yards and started on SDSU’s 24-yard line ... vs. New Mexico 
(Oct. 9) ... Had another good game against New Mexico on Oct. 9, making a 40-yard field 
goal and all four of his PATs, while punting five times for 241 yards (48.2 avg.) with a long of 
64 yard and a net average of 42.0 ... A then career-high two of the punts were fair caught and 
two were returned for 11 yards (the other was a touchback) ... Also kicked off six times for 
390 yards (perfect 65.0 avg.) with two touchbacks ... New Mexico returned four kickoffs in 
the end zone for 82 yards, giving the Lobos an average starting position of 20.5 on the returns 
and 22.0 on the five overall attempts ... Was named the team’s special teams player of the 
game (with Isaiah McElvane) for the third time ... at San José State (Oct. 15) ... Was 
named the Mountain West Special Teams Player of the Week for the second time of the season 
on Oct. 18 for his play at San José State on Oct. 15, as he scored seven of SDSU’s 19 points 
with two field goals and a PAT, including a career-long 53-yard field goal in the second quarter, 
which is tied for the sixth-longest field goal in program history and tied for the 18th longest in 
the country this season (T-1st in MW) ... Also punted seven times for a 52.9 average with a ca-
reer-long punt of 86 yards, which is the second longest in school history, the longest in a FBS 

game this season and the fourth longest in MW history ... Set a career high with four fair catches 
off his punts and tied a career high with four punts inside the 20-yard line as the Spartans av-
eraged starting at the 19.7-yard line off his seven punts ... Also kicked off three times for a 
perfect 65.0-yard average with three touchbacks ... Was named the team’s special teams player 
of the week ... at Air Force (Oct. 23) ... Was named the MW Special Teams Player of the 
Week the following week on Oct. 25 for his play in a 20-14 win at Air Force on Oct. 23 ... 
Punted five times for a 54.8 yard average and 50.8 net punt average with a long of 81 yards. 
What’s amazing about his 54.8 yard average is that one of his punts was inside Air Force ter-
ritory (for 29 yards) ... If you take away that punt, he averaged 61.3 yards per boot ... Matched 
a career high with four punts inside the 20-yard line ... Had a long of 81 yards, which was the 
longest in the nation for he week and tied for the fifth-longest punt this season ... Off his five 
punts, Air Force’s average starting field position was the 17.8-yard line ... Also was 2-for-2 in 
field goal attempts, including a 51-yarder, and 2-for-2 in PATs for eight of SDSU’s 20 points in 
the game ... Also kicked off five times for a perfect 65.0 average with five touchbacks ... Was 
named the team’s special teams player of the week ... vs. Fresno State (Oct. 30) ... Was 
counted on to punt six times against Fresno State with a career-high five landing inside the 20-
yard line ... Posted 38.8 average with five of his six punts coming inside the Bulldog side of 
the field ... Also made both of his PATs ... Missed a 55-yard field goal, which would have been 
a career long ... Also kicked off three times with all going for touchback ... at Hawai’i (Nov. 
6) ... Had another good game at Hawai’i on Nov. 6, punting five times for 248 yards, averaging

which was the longest in the country for the week and the ninth-longest in the country ... His 
average was somewhat hurt by punting twice inside Hawai’i's territory and another time at 
the 50 ... When having a full field he punted 79 yards and then 46 for a 62.5 average ... Was 
2-for-2 in PATs and 1-for-2 on field goal attempts, making a 39-yarder and only missing a 53-
yarder (which would have tied a career long), accounting for five of SDSU’s 17 points ... Also 
kicked off four times with three touchbacks, averaging 64.8 yards per kickoff ... vs. Nevada 
(Nov. 13) ... Was named the MW Special Teams Player of the Week for a fourth time of the 
season for his play against Nevada on Nov. 13 when he averaged 55.6 yards per punt, which 
was the highest average in the nation that week (min. 5 punts) with the long going for 62 
yards ...

Also was 2-for-4 in field goal attempts, connecting on a 31 and a 37-yarder, and missing 
from 48 and 42 with a new holder ... Made all three of his PAT tries ... Recorded his fifth game  
of the season with multiple field goals and 16th of his career ... Also kicked off six times with 
all going for touchbacks. 

l 2020 (Sophomore): Earned honorable mention all-Mountain West honors for a second con-
secutive season as voted on by the league’s coaches and media  ... Was named to the Lou Groza 
Award Watch List as the nation’s top college placekicker ... Also was a preseason first-team all-
Mountain West selection by Phil Steele Magazine and a third-team pick by Athlon Sports ... Col-
lege Football News deemed him “SDSU’s third-best offensive player” ... Played in all eight 
games on the season, including eight times as the kicker and kickoff specialist, and once as 
the punter ... Was 10-for-14 (.714) in field goal attempts and 23-for-24 (.958) in PATs ... Led 
the team with 53 points ... Kicked off 41 times for 2,637 yards (64.3 avg.) with 28 touchbacks 
... Also punted five times for 249 yards (49.8 avg.) with four of the five punts going for at 
least 50 yards and a long of 58 yards ... Two of his five punts landed inside the 20-yard line 
... Led the Mountain West in kickoff average (64.32, T-7th in FBS), kickoff touchback percentage

Was 22-for-26 (.846) 
on the season in field goal attempts with a long of 48 yards, while making all 28 of his PATs 
... Set a school single-season record with 22 field goals, surpassing John Baron II’s 21 in 2016, 
and tied for fifth in field goal percentage (84.62) ... Led the Aztecs with 94 points (No. 2 was 
30) and had more points than the next three players combined (78) ... Also kicked off 65 times 
for 4,057 yards with 51 touchbacks for a 62.4 kickoff average ... Tied for the FBS lead with a 
perfect PAT percentage, and led the Mountain West in touchback percentage (78.46, 6th in

Diego, Calif. ... According to MaxPreps, connected on 37 of his 48 field goal attempts for his 
career with a long of 53 yards ... Also averaged 41.7 yards per punt (120 punts for 5,001 
yards) with a long of 71 yards ... Out of 221 kickoffs, 179 went for touchbacks ... Had a solid 
senior campaign in 2017, making 12 of his 16 field goal attempts with a long of 53 yards, 
while punting 39 times for 1,712 yards (43.9 avg.) and finishing with touchbacks on 49 of his 
51 kickoffs ... Also played some time as a defensive back ... His 37 field goals were a San 
Diego Section record, breaking former Aztec Nate Tandberg's 34, set from 1993-95 at the 
same Rancho Bernardo HS ... Was a MaxPreps Sophomore First-Team All-American and a first-
team California Medium Schools pick ... A three-time all-CIF San Diego Section Kicker of the 
Year and two-time Palomar League Kicker of the Year ... A two-star recruit by 247sports and 
the 19th-best kicker by the outlet ... Also competed in soccer and track and field at RBHS ... In 
track and field, set the freshmen 110 hurdles and 300 hurdles school records. 

l Personal: Matthew Ryan Araiza was born May 16, 2000, in San Diego ... Son of Rico and 
Kerry Araiza ... Also received scholarship offers from Massachusetts and Montana, while being 
recruited by Stanford, Michigan, UCLA and San Diego ... Is majoring in interdisciplinary stud-
ies.

dual-threat quarterback ...  Can throw on the run ... Came to SDSU from Laney College, which 
was profiled on Netlfix’s “Last Chance U” the year he arrived at San Diego State ... Entered 
2020 as the co-backup quarterback, but dropped to fourth on the depth chart early on in the 
season ... Worked his way up to the starting quarterback for the team’s final two games of 
2020 ... Entered 2021 competing for a starting spot with Lucas Johnson and Jalen Mayden, 
but was named the starting quarterback on Aug. 25 ... Is 5-1 as the SDSU’s starting quarterback 
over his career, including 4-0 this season ... Is isted third on the depth chart heading into the 
MW Championship game. 

l 2021 (Senior): Started four games at quarterback and playing in five overall, missing two 
with an injury and not playing for five straight weeks from Oct. 23-Nov. 19 ... Is 51-for-99 
(51.5 pct.) for713 yards and three touchdowns with one interception, posting a 120.0 pass ef-
ficiency rating ... Also has rushed 37 times for 153 yards (4.1 avg.) and five touchdowns ...
