m San Diego State, one of 35 undefeated teams in the nation and one of only two teams in the country that is unbeaten, won af least
two road games and has a victory at a Power 5 conference school (also Oklahoma State), faces Utah State at SDCCU Stadium on
Saturday.

u The game is a matchup between the two teams picked to finish second in their respecive divisions in the official preseason media
poll. The Aggies were selected second in the Mountain Division, while the Aztecs were selected to finish second in the West Division.

m This is the only home game for the Aztecs in a 41-day period from Sept. 1 through Oct. 11. During that span, the Aztecs have three
road games (2-0 thus far) and o bye week (Sept. 28).

w This marks just the fourth time in the lust 43 seasons that the Aztecs play o home game as an unbeaten team having played already
played at least three fimes (three of the four occurrences have come in the Rocky Long era).

m SDSU has won 13 consecutive games played during the month of September. That is the third-longest afive streak nationally, trailing
only Clemson (20) and Alabama (17).

u On Saturday, the Aztecs won their second road game in as many weeks with a 31-10 victory at New Mexico State. The Aztecs had
a pair of 100-yard rushing performances from Jordan Byrd (118 yards) and Chance Bell (116 yards), while the defense held
the Aggies to 10 points and forced four turnovers. SDSU never trailed and led 24-0 at one point.

m Through three weeks and 120 game minutes, SDSU has trailed a total of 7:13 (all in the first quarter).

m San Diego State’s defense ranks among the national leaders in nearly every statistical category. Among its highest rankings are:
3rd in rushing defense (42.3), 3rd in rushing yards allowed per carry (1.7), 4th in scoring defense (8.0), 6th in first downs allowed
per game (12.7), 5th in total touchdowns allowed (3), 6th in rushing touchdowns allowed (1), 11th in fotal defense (248.0), 16th
in passing touchdowns allowed (2), 16th in tackles for loss (8.3), 27th in passing yards per attempt (5.71) and 35th in passing ef-
ficiency rating (114.3).

w San Diego State is +5 in turnover margin in 2019 and is seventh nationally in turnover margin per game. The stat has been a great
indicator of success for the Aztecs. The Aztecs are 27-1 the last 28 fimes they have had an advantage in turnover margin

m The lust 11 times San Diego State has been an underdog, the Aztecs have won the game eight times (72.7 percent). Three of those
viciories have come against nafionally-ranked opponents. SDSU owns the nation’s top winning percentage in these games since Oct.
7, 2015 (min. 6 games played; Clemson is second 5-2, 71.4 percent).

m Head coach Rocky Long, the all-time winningest coach in Mountain West history, has guided San Diego State to a bowl game in
each of his first eight seasons as head coach. He is one of just six active coaches to lead his current team to a howl game in each of
his first eight seasons.

SDSU owns a 8-1 advantage in series games played in “America’s Finest City.” However,

the Aggies’ lone victory over SDSU came at San Diego Stadium (now Qualcomm Sta- b.m
dium) on Nov. 25, 1967. That day, Utah State daimed a 31-25 victory. u
The Aztecs have claimed all four series meetings in Logan, although the teams have

met only once in the city since Sept. 27, 1975 (a 19-10 SDSU win).

The Aztecs have held the Aggies to 14 points or less the last eight times the teams have

met, allowing a total of 63 points in those games (7.9 points per game).

This is the third time the teams have met with both being members of the Mountain West (SDSU leads 2-0).

LOGAN, Utah - Donnel Pumphrey ran for 223 yards, moving into the top five on the NCAA career list, and Juwan Washington added

137 yards and two touchdowns in San Diego State's 40-13 victory over Utah State.

SDSU piled up 400 yards on the ground, holding the Aggies to 71 yards rushing. San Diego State’s 400 rushing yards are tied for

the second most in its Division | history (since 1969) and seventh in program history.

Pumphrey broke 200 yards for the fourth fime of the season (tied with Marshall Faulk for most in SDSU single-season history) and
sixth time of his career (second in school history, one behind Faulk). He also recorded his fourth game of the year with at least 220

yards.

The game got off o a surprising start for the Aztecs, who had not trailed in a MW game since a 10-7 deficit at Colorado State on Oct.

31, 2015. With just over eight minutes remaining in the first quarter, Aggies starting quarterback Kent Myers rushed 10 yards info the
end zone for the first score of the game. It was the Aztecs’ first time trailing in a league contest in 400 minutes, 14 seconds (400:14).
But the Scarlet and Black replied immediately with a 50-second drive. Rashaad Penny returned the kickoff for 56 yards, which
Pumphrey followed up with a 5-yard rush. Washington ran 39 yards for his first career touchdown, knotting the score at 7-7. He added
a second touchdown in the fourth quarter en route fo his first 100-yard game.
San Diego State took the game and ran with it, due in large part o John Baron I1. The sophomore was perfect on a career-high four
field goals in the driving rain, hitting his target from 21, 23, 41 and 43 yards. The four field goals tied a school record. He has now
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made eight straight field goals and was 10-for-11 (.900)
on the season (and his career).

Quest Truxton and Malik Smith also recorded the first H
touchdowns of their career. With the score at 10-7 in the I

second quarter, Truxton caught a 10-yard pass from
Christian Chapman for the 17-7 lead.

OPENING 3-0

San Diego State is 3-0 for the third fime in the lust four seasons. However, something that sets this perfect start through three games
apart from the others is the fact that two of the games were on the road. That is the first fime that has happened since 1981.

This marks the fifth time in the last 42 seasons that the Aztecs have opened 3-0. During that time, the Aztecs have improved to 4-
0 on only two occasions - 1981 and 2017.

Four of the five 3-0 starts in the lust 42 seasons have come in the Rocky Long era.

San Diego State’s defensive unit has been of the nation's best ever since Rocky Long took over at San Diego State. But after three
games, an argument could be made that the 2019 edition is his best.

At the quarter mark of the season, the Aztec defense has allowed just 24 points, 744 yards, 38 first downs and has forced seven
turnovers. Those are some of the best marks through three games in the school’s Division | era.

This is the fewest points allowed by an Aztec squad through three games since 1975 and the fewest first downs since 1972.

THE NATION’S BEST LINEBACKER

Senior linebacker Kyahva Tezino has not only established himself as a leader on the defensive side of the ball,
he is beginning fo assert himself as one of the most impactful players in college foothall.

According to Pro Foothall Focus, Tezino had the highest grade for an inside linebacker in the nation last season
and earned Mountain West Player of the Week honors for the third time in his career following the UCLA game.

Last week at New Mexico State, Tezino recorded seven tackles and his first career interception that he returned
for 17 yards. Through three games, the senior has 22 tackles, 1.5 sacks a forced fumble and an inferception.

The senior had nine tackles (seven solo), including a sack and 1.5 tackles for loss, and his first career forced
fumble against the Bruins. Tezino's three higgest plays came in the second half as he sacked UCLA quarterback
Dorian Thompson-Robinson on a third-and-7 situation and forced a fumble on the first drive of the third quarter,
Kyahva Tezino  yhich was scooped up by Caden McDonald. The turnover led o a Ryan Agnew 34-yard touchdown pass fo Kobe
Smith. On the Bruins’ final two drives of the game in the fourth quarter, Tezino stuffed Thompson-Robinson on fourth-and-1 on the
UCLA 46 and then stopped Joshua Kelley for a 4-yard loss (along with Troy Cassidy) on a fourth-and-1 on the Bruin 32 to secure the
win for San Diego State.

Tezino captained an Aztec defense that held UCLA fo 14 points, its fewest in the series since 1933 and the fewest allowed against a
Power 5 school since giving up 14 to Wisconsin on Sept. 16, 2006. Additionally, SDSU held the Bruins to their lowest total offense (261)
at home since Sept. 11, 2010 vs. No. 25 Stanford.

This season, he has been named to three watch lists - Chuck Bednarik Award (college defensive player of the year), Bronko Nagurski
Award (defensive player of the year) and the Butkus Award (nation’s best linehacker), and has heen chosen to the College Foothall
America Group of 5 Starting Lineup. Additionally, Tezino has been selected preseason first-team all-Mountain West by the league’s media,
Athlon Sports and Phil Steele Magazine, and was chosen as a captain by his teammates.

Since being named a starter on Oct. 28, 2017 (21 games), Tezino has totaled 205 tackles and 22 tackles for loss.

Tezino has led the team in fackles in 15 of the 21 games since he’s become starter, posting eight double-digit tackle games over that
span (six last season).

Over his last 11 games, Tezino has 110 tackles and 11.5 tackles for loss.

For the season in 2018, Tezino had 127 tackles (70 solo), including 14.5 tackles for loss, 8.5 sacks and 17 quarterback hurries, ll
which led the team. His 127 tackles were 24 more than No. 2 on the team and a remarkable 67 more than No. 3, and were the third
most among an Aztec junior in program history and the eighth most in SDSU single-season history

For his efforts, he was named a first-team all-Mountain West performer, as well as racking up three awards at SDSU's posiseason
banquet - MVP, defensive MVP and one of four Captain's Awards.

Although Juwan Washington has been very limited this season after suffering an ankle
injury on his second carry of the season opener, the Aztec ground gain appears to be in
good shape.

Saturday at New Mexico State, sophomore Jordan Byrd (22 carries, 118 yards and two
touchdowns) and sophomore Chance Bell (17 carries, 116 yards and one touchdown)
both recorded their first career 100-yard rushing games.

They became the 78th and 79th players in school history to post a 100-yard game and
it marked the 30th fime in school history that the Aztecs have had at least two players
rush for 100 yards in the sume game. San Diego State is 29-1 in those games.

WASHINGTON BACK FOR SECOND TERM

Juwan Washington, who missed 4 1/2 games last season with an injury, has overcome an ankle sprain to open
the 2019 season.

The senior who rushed for 158 and 129 yards in his final two contests of the 2018 campaign, opened the 2019
season with 55 yards on 25 carries and followed that up with 20 carries and a team-high 41 yards in the victory
over the Bruins.

Although the 96 yards in the opening two games is well below his career average, Washington posted an im-
pressive 50 yards rushing after contact in the season-opener and has been effeciive in the passing game with
seven receptions for 48 yards in 2019.

Last season, after missing the four games, Washington returned to game action against New Mexico and returned
to the starfing lineup against UNLV. Against the Lobos (Nov. 3), he came off the bench to lead all players with 95
yards rushing on just 11 carries for an 8.6 yards per carry average. He also recorded rushing touchdowns of 34

Washington

and 50 yards.

In the 2018 regular season finale, Washington showed glimpses of what Aztec fans missed during the middle portion of the season,
matching a career-high with 158 yards rushing on 31 carries. He posted a 5.1 yard-per-rush average and had two rushing touchdowns.

He then totaled 129 yards on just 19 carries (6.8 avg.) against Ohio in the DXL Frisco Bowl.

Washington, who suffered a broken clavicle late in the second quarter of the fourth game of the season against Eastern Michigan,
had a pair of 150-yard rushing games to open the season. He joined Rashaad Penny and Marshall Faulk as the only Aztecs players to
do that.

Among his early season highlights prior o the injury lust year:

m Washington’s entered the Eastern Michigan game with these national rankings: first in forced missed tackles (28, nine more than any
other player in the country; courtesy Pro Football Focus), third in rushing yards after contact (291), fourth in rushing yards per game
(150.7), fifth in all-purpose yards per game (190.0) and ninth in rushing TDs (5).

m Washington joined Marshall Faulk (1992) and Rashaad Penny (2017) as the only running backs in SDSU history to open a season
with consecutive 150-yard rushing games.

m Against No. 13/13 Stanford on Aug. 31, Washington averaged 6.6 yards per carry, which is the highest by any Aztec player with at
least 15 carries against an AP Top 25 opponent since Ronnie Hillman (24 carries, 191 yards) averaged 8.0 yards per carry against
No. 22 Air Force on Oct. 16, 2010. By comparison, recent SDSU running backs best against top 25 foes were Donnel Pumphrey’s 5.9
average at No. 21 North Carolina on Sept. 6, 2014 and Rashaad Penny’s 5.5 average against No. 19 Stanford on Sept. 16, 2017.
For the season in 2018, Washington received honorable mention all-Mountain West accolades by the league’s conches and media,

rushing 199 times for 999 yards (5.0 avg.) with 10 touchdowns. Washington ranked second in the MW (13th in FBS) in rushing yards
per game (111.0, min. 190 att.), second (30th in FBS) in rush avg. (5.0, min. 190 att.), tied for fourth (T-57th in FBS) in rushing touch-
downs (10), fifth (64th in FBS) in rushing yards (999) and eighth in fotal touchdowns (10), despite missing the 4 2 games. According
to Pro Foothall Focus, Washington ranked 33rd in FBS (No. 4 in MW) with 41 forced missed fackles and 34th (No. 2 in MW) in 15-yard
runs (15), despite missing 4 %2 games.

m Among the active career FBS leaders, Juwan Washington ranks in a fie for fourth in kick return touchdowns (3).
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m Washington ranks eighth all-time af SDSU in kick return yards (1,017), tied for 10th in kick returns (43) and 14th in all-purpose

yards (3,544).

m P Brandon Heicklen leads the Mountain West in punts inside the 20-yard line (8, T-3rd in FBS), punt yards (835, 6th in FBS) and
total punts (tied) (19, T-7th in FBS). Heicklen also ranks second in both punt yards per game (278.33, 8th in FBS) and punts per
game (6.33, T-10th in FBS), and is fifth in punt average (43.95, 34th in FBS) and sixth net punt average (38.05, 66th in FBS).

LAS CRUCES, N.M. — Jordan Byrd and Chance Bell com-
hined for 234 yards and three touchdowns on the ground, and
the San Diego State defense forced four turnovers in a 31-10
win over New Mexico State Saturday night in Las Cruces, N.M.

Byrd, an Albuguerque, N.M., native, rushed for 118 yards
and two fouchdowns on 22 carries (5.4 avg.), while Bell chipped
in with 116 yards and a touchdown on 17 attempis (6.8 avg.)
as the duo each broke 100 yards for the first fime of their career.

It was the 30th fime in program history that the Aztecs (3-
0) had multiple 100-yard rushers in the same game and the
16th time since Rocky Long became head coach in 2011.

SDSU outrushed the Aggies (0-3), 281-25, and dominated
the time of possession, 35:04-22:20. San Diego State improved
to 42-2 over the last 44 times it rushed for af least 200 yards.

Ryan Agnew finished 17-for-26 for 116 yards and a touch-
down, while throwing the first interception of his career on the
road. The Aztecs only passed four fimes in the second half.

Defensively, SDSU picked off NMSU quarterback Josh Adkins
two times and recovered a pair of fumbles. San Diego State also
finished with seven sacks, its most since also recording seven vs.
Houston in the 2016 Las Vegas Bowl.

Lug Barcoo (1.0 TFL, T INT, T PBU), Troy Cassidy and Kyahva
Tezino (1 INT) each had seven tackles apiece to pace the Aztec
defense.

The SDSU starting defensive line of Cameron Thomas (6 TCK,
1.5 SCK, 2.0 TFL), Keshawn Banks (5 TCK, 2.0 SCK, 2.0 TFL, 1
PBU) and Myles Cheatum (4 TCK, 1.5 SCK, 2.0 TFL), meanwhile,
combined for 15 tackles, five sacks, five tackles for loss and a
pass breakup.

Darren Hall forced a pair of fumbles, while Dwayne Johnson
Jr. and Tarig Thompson each recovered a fumble.

San Diego State jumped out fo a 24-0 lead, first taking ad-
vantage of a New Mexico State fumble inside its own 5-yard
line. On a third-and-goal situation from the 2, Agnew found a
leaping Daniel Bellinger, who somehow pulled the ball down
through the crowd for his first career touchdown.

I the second quarter, the Aztecs put together an impressive
11-play, 80-yard drive over 6:37, ending with a 1-yard touch-
down run by Byrd. On the drive, Byrd rushed seven times for
49 yards.

New Mexico State stopped the bleeding with a 11-play, 75-yard drive, when Adkins found a streaking Robert Downs IIl for a 35-yard touchdown
strike.

Down, 24-7, the Aggies rounded out the third quarter with a 46-yard field goal by Dylan Brown.

The Axtecs, however, answered with an 8-play, 75-yard drive, culminating with an 18-yard touchdown run by Bell for the final points of the game.

NMSU got all the way to the SDSU 19 on its ensuing drive, but Adkins’ pass to Jared Wyatt on fourth-and-12 was incomplete.

New Mexico State tried one more time to close the gap late in the fourth quarter when Adkins found Shea Holebrook on first-and-10 on the San
Diego State 34-yard line. Hall, however, knocked the ball out of Holebrook’s hands. Tarig Thompson picked up the ball and ran it all the way to the
Aggie 30, effectively sealing the Aztecs’ victory.

SDSU improved o 3-0 for the third fime in the last four seasons.

m SDSU improved to 3-0 for the third time in four seasons but just the fifth time since joining a major Division | conference (the Aztecs
joined the WAC prior to the 1978 season).

w The lost fwo times SDSU has opened 3-0 the team went on to finish 11-3 (2016) and 10-3 (2017).

w This is the first time an Aztec team has started with a 3-0 record with af least two of those victories coming on the road since 1981.

m SDSU had multiple 100-yard rushers (Jordan Byrd - 128 and Chance Bell - 116) for the 30th fime in program history. The Aztecs
are now 29-1 in school history when having multiple 100-yard rushers in the same game.

w Byrd and Bell became the 78th and 79th different 100-yard rushers in program history.

w San Diego State won ifs 13th consecutive game played during the month of September, which is the third-longest active streak in the
country (Clemson (20), Alabama (17).

m The Aztecs improved to 2-0 on the road in 2019 and are now 10-3 in ifs lost 13 road games (with two Power 5 wins) and 17-5 in
its last 22 road contests.

w SDSU’s 18 road wins since 2015 are ied for the third most nationally.

m The Aztecs have allowed just 24 points through the first three games of the season, the fourth-lowest allowed in their Division | era

m San Diego State improved fo 3-0 on the season and 53-12 in the Rocky Long era when leading at the half.

m San Diego State improved to 2-0 on the season and 62-12 in the Rocky Long era when leading after three quarters.
m SDSU improved to 62-5 in the Rocky Long era when holding its opponent to less than 24 points.

m San Diego State won its 32nd straight game when holding the opposition to 17 or less points and is now 47-1 in the Rocky Long era
when that occurs.

The Aztecs improved to 40-12 in the Rocky Long era when allowing less than 100 rushing yards.

FROM THE FILM ROOM (through games of Sept. 7)

m The San Diego State defense has been fantastic in coverage this season. Through two games, San Diego State has allowed an explosive
pass play (gain of 15-plus yards) on just 7.5 percent of attempts against. That is the best rate in the Mountain West and the sixth-
best rate among all 130 FBS defenses. Last season, SDSU allowed an explosive pass play on 15.2 percent of attempts (MW rank: 4).
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The Aztecs have also allowed the fewest yards per attempt (4.7) in the MW and given up the lowest passing TD percentage (1.5
percent).

m Senior quarterback Ryan Agnew was at his best vs UCLA. Agnew earned his highest NCAA efficency rating (164.2) for any game
in which he had af least nine pass attempis and improved to 8-1 as a starter. He threw for a career-high 293 yards and completed
9.45 yards per attempt (highest for any game with at least nine attempts). He has now thrown 103 pass attempts over his career in
road games with no interceptions.

m Sophomore wide receiver Kobe Smith was San Diego State’s top-targeted receiver at UCLA and came away with a career-high seven
catches and career-best 131 yards receiving. He entered the game with a total of 10 receptions for 121 yards in his previous 13
career games. Through the first two weeks of the season, Smith has gained a whopping 3.56 yards per route run which ranks second
among MW wide receivers. Smith is one of only two wide receivers in the conference to gain more than 2.85 yards per route heading
into week three. The sophomore has been targeted 17 time this season, which equals his total from the entire 2018 campaign.

m Junior right tackle Jacob Capra has been sensational in pass protection this season. Against UCLA, Capra was perfect in pass profection,
allowing no quarterback pressures on 43 pass blocks. On the season, Capra has allowed no sacks, no QB hits and just one hurry on
76 pass blocks. Among MW offensive tackles with at least 50 pass blocks played, Capra's pass block efficiency of 99.3 ranks first.

m Senior cornerback Lugq Barcoo was outstanding in coverage on Saturday. Barcoo was tested often but that wasn't a problem for
him. Barcoo was targeted nine fimes and allowed five receptions for just 17 yards in coverage with one pass deflection. When a re-
ception was made in his coverage, the average gain went for just 3.4 yards. Barcoo allowed a NCAA passer rating when targeted of
just 71.4 vs UCLA. Barcoo's overall grade by Pro Foothall Focus ranked first among MW cornerbacks. In his career, Barcoo has allowed
just 55 percent of targets in his coverage to be caught (24 receptions on 43 targets).

SDSU LANDS FOUR PLAYERS ON 2019 MW PRESEASON TEAM

Four San Diego State foothall players were named to the 2019 Mountain West Preseason All-Conference Team, the league announced
in July at the Mountain West Foothall Media Summit in Las Vegas. The four preseason selections - offensive lineman Keith Ismael, line-
backer Kyahva Tezino, Warrior (safety) Tarig Thompson and running back Juwan Washington - are the third most in the league.

The all-conference team and preseason poll are voted on by media representatives who cover the conference.

Ismael is a two-time all-Mountain West selection, including a first-team pick lust year as a sophomore and a second-feam selection
in 2017 as a freshman. Last season, Ismael started all 12 games he appeared in, including six games at center, five at right guard and
once at left guard. He was also named the team's offensive lineman of the year and was on the Pro Foothall Focus Mountain West
Offensive Team of the Year.

Tezino is coming off a fantastic junior season in 2018 when he had 127 tackles (70 solo), including 14.5 tackles for loss, 8.5 sacks
and 17 quarterback hurries, en route to earning first-team all-Mountain West honors. Tezino, who won the John Simcox Memorial Trophy
Most Valuable Player, the Byron H. Chase Memorial Trophy Defensive Player of the Year and the Dr. R. Hardy,/C.E. Peterson Memorial
Trophy Captain Award af the team's postseason hanquet, had 24 more tackles than No. 2 on the team and a remarkable 67 more than
No. 3. His 127 tackles were the third most by an Aztec junior in program history and the eighth most in SDSU single-season history.

Tezino led the Mountain West and ranked 29th in FBS play in solo tackles per game, and was third in the league (35th in FBS) in
sacks per game (0.65) and fourth (26th in FBS) in tackles per game (9.77). Tezino, who was the only San Diego State player fo play
every snap last season, put together two different three-game streaks with at least 10 tackles a year ago.

Thompson recorded 60 tackles (38 solo) a year ago, including five tackles for loss, two interceptions for 41 yards, eight pass breakups,
two forced fumbles and a fumble recovery. Thompson, who has started all 26 games since arriving to campus as a true freshman in
2017 at one of the Warrior positions (safety) in Rocky Long's 3-3-5 defense, was a second-team all-MW pick for a second straight year
in 2018 and also a member of the Pro Foothall Focus Mountain West Defensive Team of the Year for the second consecutive season.

Washington, meanwhile, rushed 199 times for 999 yards (5.0 avg.) with 10 fouchdowns last year, despite missing 4 % games with
an injury. An honorable mention MW selection in 2018, Washington ranked second in the MW and 13th in FBS in rushing yards per
game (111.0, min. 190 att.), second (30th in FBS) in rush avg. (5.0, min. 190 att.), tied for fourth (T-57th in FBS) in rushing fouchdowns
(10), fifth (64th in FBS) in rushing yards (999) and eighth in total touchdowns (10). According to Pro Foothall Focus, Washington ranked
33rd in FBS (No. 4 in MW) with 41 forced missed tackles and 34th (No. 2 in MW) in 15-yard runs (15), despite the missed games.

Additionally, San Diego State was picked to finish second in the West Division with 106 points and seven first-place votes, just 16
points behind defending champion Fresno State's 122 (and 17 first-place votes). The Aztecs have been picked to either finish first or
second in the West Division all seven years of division play.

SDSU, which averaged a predicted finish of 6.5 from 2005-12, has ended up at or better than its predicted finish in eight of the last
10 seasons and 11 times over the past 14 years. San Diego State has won two of the last four Mountain West titles (2015 and 2016)
and three of the past seven (also 2012).

Following Fresno State (122) and San Diego State (106) in the West Division was Nevada (74), Hawai'i (67 and the other first-place
vote), UNLV (51) and San José State (21).

Boise State has been picked to win the Mountain Division for the seventh consecutive season after making the MW championship
game last year for just the second fime since 2014. The Broncos lost to Fresno State, 19-16, in the 2018 MW Championship game af Al-
bertsons Stadium in Boise, Idaho. BS picked up 15 first-place votes in the Mountain Division and 120 total, followed by Utah State (108
and six first-place votes), Air Force (73), Wyoming (66), Colorado State (52) and New Mexico (22).

Notes: SDSU has 66 of the 100 first-place votes in the West Division (66.0 pct.) over the last four seasons (since 2016) and 93 of the
130 votes (71.5 pct.) over the last five seasons (since 2015) ... In the last six seasons (since 2014), SDSU has 108 first-place votes
after picking up just seven first-place votes combined over the first 15 years in the league ... San Diego State placed multiple players
on hoth the preseason offensive and defensive teams for the first time since 2016 (the Aztecs won the league that season) and for just
the second fime over the last 15 seasons ...

Aztecs Shut Out Weber State, 6-0, in Opener

SAN DIEGO -- Redshirt freshman Matt Araiza kicked two field goals and the San Diego State defense did the rest, as
the Aztecs grinded out a tough 6-0 victory over Weber State in front of 40,222 fans at SDCCU Stadium.

The Aztecs limited the Wildeats to 154 total yards and five first downs to win their fifth straight season-opening game
played ot home. Weber State gained 35 yards rushing on 19 attempts, crossing midfield just once the entire evening.

SDSU, which totaled just 16 snaps on its first five possessions, finally generated some offense of its own in the second
quarter, advancing 53 yards in 12 plays into the red zone at the Wildcat 17. Jordan Byrd opened the drive with runs of
13 and 15 yards, respecively, while Ryan Agnew connected with Jesse Matthews for six yards on a key 4th-and-3 situation
down to the WSU 29. Moments later, the Aztecs crept dloser thanks to an 11-yard scamper by Chance Bell.

However, SDSU was unable to overcome McKade Mitton's sack of Agnew, salvaging three points on 34-yard field goal
by Araiza with 4:41 left before intermission.

After holding the Wildcats to a three-and-out, the Aztecs threatened on their next foray down the field s well, with
Byrd chewing up another chunk of real estate on a 23-yard sweep down the left sideline to the Wildcat 39. Agnew followed
with two quick completions, an 11-yarder to Elijah Kothe and an 8-yard hookup fo Matthews, while a 3-yard run by
Juwan Washington gave the Scarlet and Black a first down at the WSU 17.

SDSU could not capitalize on its prime field position, however, as Agnew's next three passes fell incomplete. Araiza
was once again summoned for a field goal attempt, but an errant snap prevented the host school from padding its lead.

The score remained unchanged until Araiza split the uprights on a 29-yard field goal with just over four minutes
elapsed in the fourth quarter, capping a 13-play, 40-yard march. Agnew kept the drive live with o 12-yard scramble, as
well as a 12-yard completion to Daniel Bellinger on a dangerous cross-field pass when it appeared the Aztec signal-caller
would step out of bounds.

SDSU managed to move the chains further to the Wildcat 13 after Agnew bolted around left end and reached across
the marker for a first down. However, the Aztecs could not find the end zone, as three straight rushes netted one yard.

Despite suffering three-and-outs on their next two possessions, Weber State still had two chances in the final three
minutes to pull out the win.

After setting up shop on their own 35 following an SDSU punt, the Wildeats went for broke on the first play, but Tarig
Thompson made a spectacular leaping interception of Wildcat quarterback Jake Constantine, who underthrew his intended
receiver David Ames of the Aztec 35.

San Diego State could not put the victory on ice just yet, as Weber State forced a three-and-out, getting the ball back
its own 21 with two minutes to go in the conest. After two passes gained just six yards, however, the Aztec defense came
through once again, with Thompson fittingly breaking up the Wildcats' last gasp on fourth down.

The two feams combined for 19 punts in a game that took only 2 hours and 41 minutes to complete. Brandon Heicklen
consistently flipped field position with an average of 49.0 yards on nine kicks, matching his career-best with a 58-yarder
in the first quarter.

Despite running 22 more plays than the Wildeats (73-51), SDSU gained just 238 yards for the game, running for
130 yards on 43 attempts.

Individually, Washington finished with 55 yards on 22 carries, while Byrd totaled 50 yards on five rushes. In addition,
Agnew completed 16 of 30 passes for an economical 108 yards, with Matthews, Kothe and Washington hauling in three
receptions apiece.

On the other side of the ball, Dwayne Johnson Jr. led the Aztec defense with a career-high 12 tackles, including six
solo efforts, while Troy Cassidy made seven stops of his own. Not to be outdone, Thompson tied his personal-best ith
three pass breakups.

With Thompson's pick, San Diego State has been even or has had an advantage in turnover margin in nine of it last
11 games.

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SDSU Beats UCLA, 23-14, at Rose Bowl Stadium

PASADENA, Calif. — San Diego State’s dominance against Pac-12 Conference teams continued while the
Aztecs accomplished something that had alluded the program in its 97 years of existence.

Senior quarterback Ryan Agnew threw for a career-high 293 yards, redshirt freshman Matt Araiza hooted
three field goals and the Aztec defense limited UCLA to 261 yards and forced two furnovers as San Diego State de-
feated UCLA, 23-14, at the historic Rose Bowl.

The victory improved SDSU's record to 5-1 against Pac-10 competition since 2016 and gave the Aztecs the no-
fion's top winning percentage against the conference during that span, while breaking a 22-game series winless
streak against the Bruins (SDSU entered the game 0-21-1 against UCLA).

After UCLA took a 7-0 lead on ifs first possession, the Aztecs put together a 14-play drive to tie the game. Junior
running back Chase Jusmin capped the lengthy drive with a 2-yard touchdown run. The 75-yard drive included
three third-down conversions.

On the next possession, Aztec Dwayne Johnson delivered a jarring hit forcing a fumble that was recovered by
Warrior Tarig Thompson and provided SDSU the hall at its 48-yard line. Seven plays later, the Aztecs took the lead
for good when Araiza booted a 43-yard field goal late in the opening quarter.

After a scoreless second quarter, SDSU's defense forced a second turnover on UCLA's opening drive after infer-
mission. Linebacker Kyahva Tezino’s sack dislodged the ball and lingbacker Caden McDonald made the recovery.
It took the Aztecs just two plays to cash in as Agnew scrambled to his left and found receiver Kobe Smith, who got
behind the defense and dragged multiple UCLA defenders the final five yards to complete the 34-yard touchdown
strike.

Smith had a remarkable day. He caught seven passes for 131 yards in addition to the fouchdown reception.
I his previous 13 games, he had nine caiches for 121 yards.

Trailing by 10 points, UCLA quickly marched down the field. On the Bruins most impressive drive of the day,
they went 75 yards, picked up a key third-and-11 conversion along the way, and pulled within 17-14 following a
20-yard touchdown pass.

UCLA would not reach San Diego State territory again.

San Diego State added a pair of field goals for insurance. Late in the third quarter, the Aztecs put pass com-
pletions together of 19, 21 and 15 yards and settled for a 31-yard field goal to go up, 20-14.

The Aztecs completed the scoring midway through the fourth quarter with a dlassic Jeff Horfon drive. SDSU
led, 20-14, with 12:23 left when the drive started and owned o 23-14 advantage with just 5:29 to play at the con-
clusion. The SDSU offensive coordinator dialed up a 12-play, 65-yard drive that consumed 6:54, and resulted in
an Araiza 25-yard field goal.

San Diego State's defense got stronger as the game progressed. In the fourth quarter, with UCLA trying o
mount a comeback, the Aztecs allowed just 45 yards of total offense on 17 plays.

Warrior Tayler Hawkins led the Aztecs with a career-high 10 tackles, including two tackles or loss. Kyahva
Tezino added nine tackles (seven solo), 1.5 tackles for loss, a sack and a froced fumble, while Johnson Jr. (7 TCK,
1 FF, 1 PBU) and Tarig Thompson had six solo stops with a fumble recovery and a pass breakup.

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Aztecs Shut Out Weber State, 6-0, in Opener

SAN DIEGO --Jordan Byrd and Chance Bell combined for 244 yards and three touchdowns on the ground, and the San
Diego State defense forced four turnovers in a 31-10 win over New Mexico State in Las Cruces, N.M.

Byrd, an Albuquerque, N.M., native, rushed for 118 yards and two touchdowns on 22 carries (5.4 avg.), while Bell
chipped in with 116 yards and a touchdown on 17 attempts (6.8 avg.) as the duo each broke 100 yards for the first time
of their career.

It was the 30th time in program history that the Aztecs (3-0) had multiple 100-yard rushers in the same game and
the T6th time since Rocky Long became head couch in 2011.

SDSU outrushed the Aggies (0-3), 291-30, and dominated the time of possession, 35:04-22:20. San Diego State im-
proved to 42-2 over the last 44 times it rushed for at least 200 yards.

Ryan Agnew finished 16-for-25 for 106 yards and a touchdown, while throwing the first interception of his career on
the road. The Aztecs only passed four times in the second half.

Defensively, SDSU picked off NMSU quarterback Josh Adkins two times and recovered a pair of fumbles. San Diego
State also finished with seven sacks, its most since also recording seven vs. Houston in the 2016 Las Vegas Bowl.

Lug Barcoo (1.0 TFL, T INT, 1 PBU), Troy Cassidy and Kyahva Tezino (1 INT) each had seven tackles apiece to pace
the Aztec defense.

The SDSU starting defensive line of Cameron Thomas (6 TCK, 1.5 SCK, 1.5 TFL), Keshawn Banks (5 TCK, 2.0 SCK, 2.0
TFL, 1 PBU) and Myles Cheatum (4 TCK, 1.5 SCK, 1.5 TFL), meanwhile, combined for 15 tackles, five sacks, five tackles
for loss and a pass breakup.

Darren Hall forced a pair of fumbles, while Dwayne Johnson Jr. and Tariq Thompson each recovered o fumble.

San Diego State jumped out to a 24-0 lead, first taking advantage of a New Mexico State fumble inside its own 5-
yard line. On a third-and-goal situation from the 2, Agnew found a leaping Daniel Bellinger, who somehow pulled the
ball down through the crowd for his first career touchdown.

In the second quarter, the Aztecs put together an impressive 11-play, 80-yard drive over 6:37, ending with a 1-yard
touchdown run by Byrd. On the drive, Byrd rushed seven times for 49 yards.

SDSU put together a nice drive to end the half, starting at the Aggie 48 with 1:01 left, finishing with a 40-yard field
goal by Matt Araiza and giving San Diego State a 17-0 lead af the half.

Early in the third quarter, Kyahva Tezino picked off Adkins and got all the way to the NMSU 29-yard line. Two plays
later, Byrd punched it in from seven yards out for his first career multi-fouchdown game.

New Mexico State stopped the bleeding with a 11-play, 75-yard drive, when Adkins found a streaking Robert Downs
I11 for a 35-yard touchdown strike.

Down, 24-7, the Aggies rounded out the third quarter with a 46-yard field goal by Dylan Brown.

The Aztecs, however, answered with an 8-play, 75-yard drive, culminating with an 18-yard touchdown run by Bell for
the final points of the game.

NMSU got all the way to the SDSU 19 on its ensuing drive, but Adkins' pass to Jared Wyatt on fourth-and-12 was in-
complete.

New Mexico State tried one more time to close the gap late in the fourth quarter when Adkins found Shea Holebrook
on first-and-10 on the San Diego State 34-yard line. Hall, however, knocked the ball out of Holebrook's hands. Tarig
Thompson picked up the ball and ran it all the way to the Aggie 30, effectively sealing the Aztecs' victory.

SDSU improved to 3-0 for the third time in the last four seasons.
