s Several of the Aztec offensive players are on watch
lists for the nation’s top player at their position, including
TE (now RT) Daniel Brunskill (Wuerffel), C Arthur Flores
(Rimington), RB Donnel Pumphrey (Walter Camp,
Maxwell, Doak Walker) and RG Nico Siragusa (Outland).

s Associate head coach and running backs coach Jeff
Horton is in his second year as offensive coordinator at
SDSU. In his sixth year overall at San Diego State, Horton
has head coaching stints at Minnesota (interim in 2011),
UNLV (1994-98) and Nevada (1993).

s The Aztecs scored 40-plus points in four consecutive
games for the first time since 1990 (snapped three weeks
ago at Wyoming with 33 points).

s San Diego State is 51-14 in the Rocky Long era when
scoring just 20 or more points.

s The Aztecs have a school-record 3,553 rushing yards
this year with one game still to go. SDSU had broken its
2012 record (2,869) last year with 3,266 yards.

s SDSU has a 1,000-yard rusher (Donnel Pumphrey,
2,018) in seven straight seasons for the first time in pro-
gram history (previous longest streak was five seasons
from 1991-95).

s Rashaad Penny needs five yards to make San Diego
State the first team in NCAA FBS history with a 2,000-
yard rusher (Pumphrey) and 1,000-yard rusher (Penny)
in the same season.

s The Aztecs have won 32 straight games when rushing
for at least 200 yards (20-2 in the Rocky Long era).

s SDSU has a 100-yard rusher in 37 of their past 49
games and has a total of 47, 100-yard rushers during
that span.

s San Diego State is 26-1 in program history when it has
two, 100-yard rushers, including this year against UNLV,
San Jose State, Utah State, Hawai’i, Nevada and
Wyoming in the MW Championship game. The Aztecs
have a pair of 100-yard rushers in six of the past nine
games.

s SDSU is one of three schools to have two players record
at least 16 touchdowns apiece (Donnel Pumphrey - 16
and Rashaad Penny - 16).

s San Diego State has just six interceptions (all this sea-
son) since Sept. 13, 2015, the fewest in FBS play over
that span.
