
 

San Diego State Postgame Notes vs. Wyoming  

Final Score: No. 7 San Diego State 70, No. 3 Wyoming 75 (OT) 

Records: San Diego State (14-18); Wyoming (22-7)  

Team Notes 

- SDSU became the first team to play in two overtime games in a single Mountain West Women’s Basketball 
Championship. 

- The Aztecs went to overtime in three of their last four MW Tournament games (1-2). 
- This was SDSU’s first loss ever in the MW Tournament semifinals (5-1). 

Game Notes 

- The Aztecs shot 50 percent from the field for the fifth time this season (3-2). 
- SDSU shot 75 percent from the field in the second quarter and 58 percent in the first half. 
- SDSU was 9-for-10 from the FT line, their highest percentage in a game this season. 

Team Season Ending Notes 

- The Aztecs shot 34.5 percent from three on the season, their best rate since the 1991-92 season (.404) and 
the second best in school history. 

- SDSU made 412 free throws, their most since the 1993-94 season 

Player Season Ending Notes 

Sophia Ramos 

-Sophia Ramos averaged 4.5 assists per game, the most by an Aztec freshman since the 2006-07 season 
when Quenese Davis dished out 5.3 assists per game. 

-Ramos averaged 13.9 points per game, the most by SDSU freshman since Aztec hall of famer Falisha 
Wright averaged 15.8 in the 1991-92 season. 

-Ramos is the first Aztec of any grade to lead the team in points and assists since Quenese Davis (2006-07). 

Mallory Adams 



- Mallory Adams averaged 8.9 rebounds per game, the most by an Aztec since 
Mary Apiafi in the 1999-2000 season. 
 
- Mallory Adams’ 8.9 rebounds per game were the most by an Aztec freshman since Tina Hutchinson 
brought in 10.0 in the 1983-84 season. 

-Adams finished the season with 109 made free throws, the 10th most in a single season in program history. 

Najé Murray  

- Murray finishes the year 81-for-229 from three. The most three-pointers made in a single season and the 
second most attempts.  

 

 

 

 

Najé Murray (22 points, 8-16 FG, 6-11 3-pt FG, 6 rebounds, 5 assists) 

Set a new school record with 79 three-pointers in a season... The third most in a single-season in program history 
(record is 77)… Has 224 three-point attempts on the season, second most in school history… Scored 20+ points for 
the sixth time this season…Scored 16 of the Aztecs’ 26 first half points… Hit season-high six three-pointers… 
Scored 10 or more points for the 24th time this season (40th in career)… Led the team with 40 minutes played. 

Sophia Ramos (20 points, 3-6 3-pt FG, 6 rebounds 5 assists, 0 turnovers, 2-3 3-pt FG) 

Hit game-tying shot with 2.6 seconds left… Scored 15 points in the fourth quarter… First game of the season with 
zero turnovers… Scored in double-digits for the 26th time this season. 

Mallory Adams (6 points, 16 rebounds) 

Set new career-high with 16 rebounds… Had 10 or more rebounds for the 15th time. Led the team in rebounding for 
the 22nd time. 

Baylee Vanderdoes (14 rebounds) 

Set new career-high with 14 rebounds… Played season-high 26 minutes. 

Téa Adams (18 points, 6-18 FG, 6-11 FT, 5 rebounds) 

Scored 10 or more points for the 18th time this season… Set new career-high with 11 FT attempts.
