Big Notes 

• San Diego State improves to 3-0 on the season for the sixth time in the last 13 campaigns.  
• San Diego State wins its third straight true road game and is now 32-21 in road games in the Brian Dutcher era. 
• SDSU has won 24 of its last 31 road games (24-7), 87 of its last 137 (87-50) and 84 of its last 124 (84-40) road games against 

non-AP Top 25 teams. 
• San Diego State wins its 31st straight game when scoring between 70-79 points. 
• San Diego State moves to 2-0 this season when leading with five minutes to play, is 112-8 in the Brian Dutcher era and has won 

365 of its last 378 in the category. 
• San Diego State improves to 52-13 in its last 65 games on Tuesday. 
• San Diego State led at the half and moves to 106-13 in the Brian Dutcher era and 37-2 in the last 30 when leading after 20 

minutes. 
• San Diego State outshot Stanford from the floor and improves to 21-1 in its last 22 games and 103-7 in the Brian Dutcher era. 
• San Diego State never trailed in the game.

• San Diego State earns its first win in the series snapping a four-game losing streak to Stanford. 
 
Team Notes 

• With Matt Bradley’s 3-pointer to start the game, San Diego State improves to 203-54 in its last 257 games when it scores the first 
basket in a game. 

• San Diego State is 62-15 in November since the beginning of the beginning of the 2010-11 campaign. 
• All nine Aztecs who played appeared in the scoring column.

Jaedon LeDee – 14 points, 4 rebounds, 6-of-8 FG, 2-of-2 FT, +23 plus/minus rating 
Scored in double figures in his first three games as an Aztec and the 11th time in his college career… Is shooting a team-high 54.5 percent 
(18-of-33) from the floor… His +23 plus/minus rating was the highest on the team. 
 
Keshad Johnson – 11 points, 5-of-8 FG, 1-of-3 3FG, 2 rebounds, 1 steal 
Scored in double figures for the first time in the 2022-23 campaign and 13th time of his college career… In his career, when he has at 
least four rebounds, the Aztecs 28-5. 
 
Lamont Butler – 11 points, 3-of-5 FG, 2-of-3 3FG, 2-of-2 FT, 6 assists, zero turnovers, 1 steal, 1 block 
Had his second game with six assists this season and a total of 16 on the year (5.3 avg.)… Second double digit scoring game and 14th of 
his career (11-3) … Has led the team in assists 10 times for his career (SDSU is 9-1). 
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
