San Diego State Batties 2004 NCAA Tournament Team Providence; Hosts First Big East
Team in Cox Arena and Hosts First Associated Press 1st-Team All-American Since 1988

For the first time since 1988, San Diego State (5-6) will welcome a reigning first-team
Associated Press All-American to San Diego, as senior forward Ryan Gomes and the
Providence Friars (7-4) battle the Aztecs in a New Years Eve matinee.

Game time is set for 2:05 p.m. PST and the contest will be broadcast by Channel 4 San
Diego. The game will also be shown in the Providence market, and the game is available
via satellite AMCY9, Transponder K08.

This marks the first visit by a Big East team to Cox Arena (including the 2001 NCAA
First and Second Rounds that were hosted by San Diego State at Cox Arena) and marks
the first contest versus a member of the league since Dec. 28, 1989, when Villanova defeat-
ed San Diego State 57-52, in the finals of the Texaco Star Classic at the Sports Arena.

This is just the fourth time in the Division I era (since 1970-71) SDSU has played host
to a current AP first-team All-American and the first time since the Aztecs battled J.R.
Reid and North Carolina in 1988. On Dec. 29, 1988, Reid had 17 points, four rebounds and
four assists as seventh-ranked North Carolina defeated San Diego State, 103-92.

San Diego State is coming off a hard-fought 69-59 loss to Iowa State in Hilton Coliseum
on Tuesday night. The Aztecs broke a 44 all tie with a Marcus Slaughter three-point field
goal to take the lead with 9:29 to play. But the Cyclones responded with a 13-0 run to
claim their 24th victory in their last 25 home games.

Sophomore guard Brandon Heath led the Aztecs with 20 points. It marked the 13th time
in his career he has scored 20 or more points in a contest. Slaughter posted his fourth dou-
ble-double of the season and the sixth of his career with 15 points and a game-high 12
rebounds. Senior forward Chris Walton returned to the lineup after being sidelined with a
hip flexor and groin strain since the opener, and contributed six points and four rebounds.

The Aztecs are still struggling from the field. After shooting above 53 percent from the
field in three straight games during a four-game winning streak earlier this season, San
Diego State has failed to shoot 42 percent from the floor in its last six games, connecting
on 131-0f-344 (38.1 percent) during that span.

But, solid defense (Aztec opponents are shooting 42.2 percent in the last five games)
and an ability to get to the free throw line (SDSU has shot more free throws than their
opponents in eight of 11 games this season), have kept SDSU close. Three times in the last
five games and four times this season, SDSU has lost a game that has been a one posses-
sion contest with three minutes or less remaining.

Providence, ranked 30th in the RPI (as of Dec. 30) has won consecutive games, includ-
ing an impressive 72-59 victory at Memphis in its last outing on Dec. 23. The Friars have
two losses to nationally-ranked teams - Wake Forest and Florida - and the other two
defeats are by a combined total of 10 points. Providence has won five straight road games
dating back to last season, knocking off Villanova, Boston College, Notre Dame, St. John’s
and Memphis. Gomes, a top-50 candidate for the Wooden Award and a preseason first-
team All-American selection by Street & Smith, is averaging 19.8 points, 9.0 rebounds and
is connecting on 41.3 percent of his three-point field goal attempts. He leads the Friars in
both scoring and rebounding.

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Aztecs Put Scare into Cyclones, Before Falling at Hilton Coliseum, 69-99

AMES, Iowa -- San Diego State rallied from a 13-point deficit to take a lead with less than 10 minutes remaining but was

unable to hold on to the lead as Iowa State won for the 24th
time in its last 25 home games with a 69-59 victory at
Hilton Coliseum on Dec. 28.

The Aztecs shot just 38.3 percent from the field, but uti-
lized a 7-0 run capped by a Marcus Slaughter three-point-
er to take a 47-44 lead with 9:29 to play. The Cyclones
responded with a 13-0 run to seize control of the game.

San Diego State outscored Iowa State from the field, 55-
54, but the Cyclones held a 15-4 advantage from the free
throw line. It marked just the third time this season that an
Aztec opponent has shot more free throws than San Diego
State.

Iowa State also held advantages in rebounds (37-31) and
turnovers (12-17).

Slaughter posted his fourth
double-double of the season and the sixth of his career
with 15 points and a game-high 12 rebounds. Senior for-
ward Chris Walton returned to the lineup after being side-
lined with a hip flexor and groin strain since the opener,
and contributed six points and four rebounds.

Curtis Stinson paced the Cyclones with 17 points, while
Jared Homan and Will Blalock added 16 and 15 points,
respectively.

The Aztecs own a +7.4 rebound margin in victories and a -7.3 rebound
margin in losses, a swing of 14.7 rebounds per game. San Diego State is 4-1 this season and 52-31 in the Fisher era when
owning a rebound advantage. Meanwhile, San Diego State is just 23-52 during Fisher’s six seasons when facing a dis-
advantage on the glass.

Can We Catch A Break?

Last season San Diego State finished 14-16 but were just a couple of key possessions away from not only posting a
fourth consecutive .500 or better record, but also making an a appearance in a third straight postseason.

In 2003-04, San Diego State lost three games they led with 59 seconds to go in regulation, lost six games that were a
one possession contest with 25 seconds or less remaining and lost seven games that SDSU led with 13:48 to go in regu-
lation.

Spliting the six games that were a one possession contest with 25 seconds or less remaining that SDSU lost, would
have given the Aztecs a 17-13 record.

Unfortunately, that trend has continued into the beginning portion of the 2004-05 season. Of the Aztecs six losses this

» vs. UCSB, ot-L, 72-80. Aztecs shoot just 38.8 percent from the field but succeed from rallying from 10 points down to
force overtime before suffering season-opening loss.
» vs. California, L, 57-60. Once again, San Diego State rallies from a double-digit deficit, trail by one point with 5:55 to
play and have the ball down three when a three-point field goal attempt bounces off the rim as the clock expires.
» vs. Saint Mary’s, L, 64-73. Stop us if you have heard this before. San Diego State, which trailed by 11 points at one time,
rallies to take a one-point lead with 3:04 to play, but can’t hold on to the lead.
» at Loyola Marymount, L, 68-72. Aztecs lead for 23:44 of the game and enjoyed a seven-point lead in the first half and
a six-point lead in the second half. SDSU led with seven minutes remaining and trailed by two points with the ball with
just over two minutes to play.

In San Diego State’s six losses this season:
» The Aztecs have led in the final 10 minutes of the game: 4 times

Most people expected big things from San Diego State’s senior class in 2004-05. With six players entering their final
season on the Mesa, SDSU looked to be loaded with experience.

But due to injuries and other circumstances, the six seniors on the Aztec squad - Travis Hanour, Jared Ines, Tommy
Johnson, Chris Manker, Wesley Stokes and Chris Walton - have played a total of 32 games, made nine starts, scored 140
points, pulled down 55 rebounds and have 28 assists through 11 games.

Right now, the Aztec senior class is accounting for 18.3 percent of the minutes played, 17.9 percent of the scoring, 16.7
percent of the rebounding and 20.3 percent of the assists. That means the Aztecs are on pace to return players responsi-
ble for more than 80 percent of those major statistical categories next season.

Despite having six members in its class, the senior trail both the junior class (with three members) and sophomore
class (with two members) in starts, minutes played, points and rebounds per game.

There may be hope on the horizon for the class, with Travis Hanour and Chris Walton returning from injuries to play
recently.

» He has attempted 98 free throws through 11 games and is on pace to attempt 249 attempts in a 28-game season. That
would be just two short of the school record currently held by Michael Cage, who attempted 251 during his senior cam-
Ppaign in 1983-84.

Heath Amony League Leaders... In Everything

Already with a Mountain West Conference Player of the Week honor to his credit, Brandon Heath
continues to progress into one of the top guards in the Mountain West Conference.

A native of Los Angeles, Heath is averaging 16.8 points this season, while connecting on 35.0 per-
cent of his attempts from three-point range. He is the Aztec leading scorer during the month of
December, averaging 18.4 points in the eight games during the holiday month.

Other notes on Heath’s sophomore campaign
» Scored in double figures in eight consecutive games and 11 straight against Division I teams.

» Made a three-point field goal in 12 straight games dating back to last season (longest streak of his
career).
» Made 40-0f-47 free throws this season, including 25 of his last 30 attempts.

He has 598 career points in just 41 collegiate games for a 14.6 scoring average.

Super Manker

Chris Manker could very easily be the biggest surprise in the Mountain West Conference this sea-
son. The senior entered this season with career numbers of 206 points and 139 rebounds but has
already started six games this season and is 20th in the league in scoring
» One reason for his success has been his play in the low post. This season, Manker has 29 two-point
field goals, nine more than his total for the entire 2003-04 season when he had 17. He had 34 two-
point field goals in 75 career games entering this season.

» His 110 total points are 10 more than his previous season high set last season as a junior.

Four-Game Win Streak Most Impressive Since 1984

Although the Aztecs four-game win streak was snapped at Washington, the dominance SDSU displayed during the
streak is worth reflecting on.

Although the Aztecs have had longer win streaks, you have to go back 20 years to find a more dominating four-game
win streak than what SDSU has put together during the last four games.

San Diego State posted four victories by a combined score of 311-234, or by 77 total points. That makes an average vic-
tory total of 19.3 points during the four-game streak.

The last time the Aztecs put together a more dominating four game run was when the 1984-85 NCAA Tournament
team outscored its opponents by 81 points in four consecutive games during December, 1984. The four-game streak was
part of an 8-0 record that squad posted to begin the 1984-85 season and marks the last time San Diego State got off to a
better start than this season’s 4-1 record.

Below is a look at the most dominating four-game winning streaks based on point differential since the beginning of
the 1984-85 season.

During the four-game winning streak, San Diego State put together some impressive numbers:
» San Diego State has shot 54.2 percent from the field during the four-game stretch, shooting above 50.0 percent from
the floor in each of the last three games. That is the longest stretch since posting a 50 percent or better field goal per-
centage in five straight games from Feb. 22-Mar. 8, 2003. Since that time, SDSU shot 50 percent or better from the floor
just twice in the 37 games prior to the beginning of the current three-game streak.
» The Aztecs have held their opponent to 40.1 percent field goal shooting, Since Steve Fisher’s arrival at San Diego State,

the Aztecs are 33-6 when their opponent shoots 40 percent or less from the field.
» A staple of the Aztec program has been strong rebounding. San Diego State has outrebounded four of five opponents
this season and has a +8.2 rebound margin during the four-game winning streak.

As you might expect, four-game winning streak typically means good things for the rest of the season. The last two
times SDSU has had at least a four-game winning streak in a season they have advanced to postseason play (2001-02
NCAA Tournament, 2002-03 NIT) and every season under Steve Fisher’s direction that the Aztecs have a had four-game
winning streak, SDSU has gone to finish .500 or better.

Postseason Play, Guaranteed

Given Steve Fisher’s track record, San Diego State’s prospects of returning to the postseason for a third time in four
seasons appears to be good. In his 12 full seasons, Steve Fisher has returned at least three starters off a squad he coached
the previous season eight times. He has guided all eight of those teams to postseason play, including six of those squads
to the NCAA Tournament. Those eight teams have combined to post a 20-5 record in postseason play, including two
appearances in the NCAA Tournament championship game (1991 and 1992) and a championship in the NIT (1996).

Some additional notes on Steve Fisher’s success when returning at least three starters off a team he has coached.

» Is 8-for-8 in leading his team to the postseason. Six times he has guided a team to the NCAA Tournament.
» Has won at least one postseason game in six of those eight seasons and at least two games in five of those eight post-
seasons.
» Averaged 22.6 wins in those eight seasons. In six of the eight years his teams have won at least 21 games.

20-5 record in Postseason Play

Most of the preseason magazines have picked the Aztecs to finish in the lower half of the Mountain West Conference
standings and the MWC poll was no exception, picking the Aztecs to finish seventh; however, a pretty strong case can
be made that San Diego State will have a successful 2004-05 season.

» San Diego State returns four starters and nine letterwinners (includes Travis Hanour who sat out last season due to
injuries) from the 2003-04 season. The Aztecs return eight of their top nine scorers from last season.

» Steve Fisher is 8-for-8 in his career in taking teams to the postseason when returning at least three starters off a team
he coached the previous season. Included in those eight postseason trips are six NCAA Tournament berths and an aver-
age total of 22.6 wins. The last time a Steve Fisher-coached team returned four starters was 2001-02, when Fisher guid-
ed the Aztecs to their first NCAA Tournament appearance since 1985. Twice in his career, Fisher has returned at least
three starters and at least nine letterwinners off a team he coached, both seasons he has led his team to the NCAA
Tournament, posting a collective 56-14 record.

» San Diego State returns 77.0 percent of points, 74.2 percent of field goals, 99.4 percent of three-point field goals, 78.0
percent of free throws, 68.6 percent of rebounds, 91.3 percent of assists, 54.9 percent of blocked shots, 85.8 percent of
steals and 81.9 percent of minutes from the 2003-04 season.

» The 2004-05 SDSU roster has played 538 games and made 161 starts. Nine players on the Aztec roster have played in
at least 30 college games and five players have made at least 18 college starts. Last season, the Aztec roster (not count-
ing Travis Hanour's total because he missed the season due to injury) entered the campaign with a total of 407 games
and 72 starts. In 2002-03 when San Diego State advanced to the second round of the postseason NIT, the Aztecs entered
the campaign with 413 games and 152 starts of experience. In 2001-02 when the Aztecs claimed the Mountain West
Conference championship and advanced to the NCAA Tournament, San Diego State entered the season with 370 games
and 194 starts.

» San Diego State was not that far away last season from making their third consecutive postseason appearance.
Although the Aztecs finished 14-16 overall, they lost three games when they led with 59 seconds left, lost six games that
were a one possession game with 25 seconds or less remaining and lost seven games when they led with 13:48 or less
remaining in regulation. Part of that can be explained by the fact that SDSU had just one scholarship senior (Aerick
Sanders).

» San Diego State returns three players that earned all-Mountain West Conference recognition last season. Senior guard
Wesley Stokes, sophomore guard Brandon Heath and sophomore forward Marcus Slaughter are back for SDSU this sea-
son. This marks the first time in school history that three all-league performers return from an Aztec team. In fact, in the
Mountain West Conference era, San Diego State has never returned two all-MWC performers the following season (2000-
01 (0); 2001-02 (0); 2002-03 (1) Tony Bland; 2003-04 (0); 2004-05 (3) Brandon Heath, Marcus Slaughter, Wesley Stokes).

» San Diego State has two of the best underclassmen not only in the league, but also in the country in Brandon Heath

» Another example of the stability of the Aztec program can be found by the number of players that have signed with
San Diego State out of the prep ranks. Of San Diego State's 16-player roster, three are Division I transfers (Travis Hanour,
Chris Manker and Wesley Stokes), two junior college players (Mohamed Camara and walk-on Jared Ines) and 11 play-
ers who signed with SDSU directly out of high school. Of the five newcomers, four signed with the Aztecs out of high
school.

ne of the nation’s most distinguished coaches, Steve Fisher

guided San Diego State’s transformation from a college

asketball afterthought to one one of the most visible pro-
grams in the country.

In five short seasons, Steve Fisher has changed the outlook, for-
tunes and expectations of San Diego State basketball. The Aztecs have
been transformed from the ugly duckling that muddled through the
first-ever Mountain West Conference campaign with an 0-14 record
intoa program thathas produced three 500 or better campaings in the
last four seasons, advanced to postseason play twice in the last three
years, claimed a conference championship and the first Division I
postseason victory in school history.

Itis a school that now regularly goes toe-to-toe with the west's best
basketball programs on the court and in the recruiting wars. It may be
the new program on the block but seniority rarely matters in the
changing world of college athletics.

When Fisher arrived on the scene, he found a basketball program
that wasn't good enough to be called average. The Aztecs had suffered
through 13 losing seasons in 14 years. Members of the school's last
NCAA team were in the early stages of middle age. The expectations
werein placeall right. The Aztecs were expected and expecting tolose.
The year before his arrival San Diego State won just four games.

The hiring only dates back to March of 1999, so referring to the
"Steve Fisher Era" at San Diego State might be considered a bit pre-
mature. But with the Aztec banner now flying over the Mountain
West Conference, there is little doubt that San Diego State basketball
has reached a new level.

On March 26, 1999, San Diego State announced its arrival on the
basketball scene in the form of a news conference to introduce its new
coach, Steve Fisher. Fresh from a stint with the Sacramento Kings and
with three appearances in the Final Four and a national championship
in his pocket, he rolled up his sleeves and went to work. And work
was needed. It looked to be a daunting challenge and yet the man
with one of the highest winning percentages in NCAA Tournament
history had no reservations.

No head-coaching career, at any level, started quicker than that of
Steve Fisher. Six games into his head-coaching career he was unde-
feated and sporting a national championship ring. And the success

didn't stop with the national title.

Fisher's eight-plus seasons at the University of Michigan produced
a 184-82 (.692) record, nine postseason tournament berths and three
trips to the NCAA championship game, including the magical run to
the 1989 national title.

Under Fisher, the Wolverines also claimed an NIT championship,
won at least 20 games four times and finished among the top three in
the powerful Big Ten Conference five times. In 1995, Michigan set a
league record by holding opponents tojust 394 percent shooting from
the floor.

Fisher and Company raised the bar even higher in the postseason.
His seven NCAA Tournament teams at Michigan combined for a 20-
6 record, ranking him fourth among active coaches and ninth in
NCAA history with a winning percentage of .769 in the national
bracket. Only 13 coaches have taken more teams to the Final Four,
including just five that are still active. He is one of three coaches to take
three squads to the Final Four in the first five years of a head-coaching
career, and one of just six coaches to lead a team to the championship
of the NIT as well as the NCAA.

His accomplishments may be even greater at San Diego State. In
2001-02 he led the Aztecs to the postseason for the first time since 1985
and forjust the fourth time ever. The 21 wins were second most for the
school as a Division I program and the most since 1985. The fact that
those numbers came afterjust three seasons signifies what is one of the
great recent turnarounds in college basketball.

He followed that up with a third consecutive season with a 500 or
better record in 2002-03 and led San Diego State back to the postsea-
son for the second consecutive season for only the second time in the
school’s Division I history. In addition, SDSU daimed its first Division
I postseason victory with a win in the NIT.

The Aztecs survived the loss of four starters and arguably the most
difficult schedule in school history to post a 14-16 record in 2003-04.
Highlights during the campaign induded a third-place finish at the
EA Sports Maui Invitational and home victories over Brigham Young
and Utah.

The future looks even brighter. The Aztecs return three starters to
go along with another nationally-ranked recruiting class have SDSU
fans looking forward to the 2004-05 campaign.
