OFF THE TOP (through games of Tuesday, Mar. 8)
• Riding a Mountain West Conference best four game win streak, San Diego State, the 

tournament’s third-seed and defending tournament champions, opens play against 
either the sixth-seed Fresno State or 11th-seed San Jose State in Thursday’s fourth 
quarterfinal round game at 8:30 p.m. PT.

• This marks just the second time since joining the Mountain West Conference that
the Aztecs have been the third seed (2007).  The Aztecs are 0-1 in the event on
the third line.

• San Diego State has won this event a record six times (2002, 2006, 2010, 2011, 
2018 and 2021).

• San Diego State has won the event as the one seed (twice), two seed, four seed
and five seed (twice).

• Amazingly, San Diego State has played for the tournament title in seven of the
last eight years and in 11 of the last 13 seasons (2009, 2010, 2011, 2012, 2014, 
2015, 2016, 2018, 2019, 2020 and 2021).

• The Aztecs are 17-5 in the quarterfinal round of the event and have won their last 
14 quarterfinal games.

• San Diego State has opened conference tournament play with a victory in each of 
its last 14 league tourney appearances. That is tied for the fourth longest active win 
streak nationally (see below). 

• Overall, San Diego State is 37-16 in the Mountain West tournament for a winning percentage of 69.8 percent. The Aztecs’ 37 tournament 
wins are the most by any team - current or former - in league history. This is particularly impressive because 10 of SDSU’s 53 tournament 
games have been played on the road (8-2 at UNLV), while UNLV has played 39 of its 46 tournament games at home.

• San Diego State owns 39 victories in Thomas & Mack Center since the start of the 2008-09 campaign. That is the most victories by any 
school in any venue in which it has not played a home game in the past 14 seasons. What is particularly impressive is that 17 of those 39 
victories came as the road team playing at UNLV. Villanova is second with 32 victories at Madison Square Garden (see below).

• San Diego State won its 21st game in the season finale, marking the fifth straight season the Aztecs have reached that milestone (every 
year under Brian Dutcher), with a 79-78 victory at Nevada on Saturday. The game concluded a stretch of three games (two on the road) 
in six days and seven games in 15 days to end the regular season for the Aztecs.

• San Diego State has won four straight games and is 9-1 in its last 10 games.
• San Diego State is playing its best basketball of the season. The Aztecs are 10-2 in their last 12 games with just a pair of one-point road 

losses at NET No. 28 Colorado State (57-58) and at NET No. 30 Boise State (57-58).
• San Diego State continues to boast an impressive NCAA metric profile. The Aztecs are 29th in the NET (2nd in the MWC), 23rd in KenPom 

(tops in the MWC), 29th in BPI (tops in the MWC) and 31st in Sagarin Rating (tops in the MWC). 
• SDSU head coach Brian Dutcher is in his fifth season as San Diego State’s head coach and his 23rd season on the Aztec sidelines. In his

four plus seasons as head coach, he has led the Aztecs to four conference titles, a 117-38 overall record and has already been named the 
national coach of the year and twice named Mountain West Conference Coach of the Year. Among first time head coaches who started in the 
2017-18 season, Dutcher’s 117 wins are the most and he is one of two head coaches in the group to reach triple-digit victories (also: Bob 
Richey of Furman with 109 victories).

THE AWARDS
• Senior guard Matt Bradley earned first-team all-conference by the coaches and was named newcomer of the year by the coaches and 

media. Bradley, who announced last week that he plans to return to school next season, is averaging 17.8 points, 5.3 rebounds and 2.6 assists 
per game for the season. He is playing sensational of late, averaging 20.4 points, 5.5 rebounds, 3.2 assists, while connecting on 36-of-68 
(51.5 percent) of his three-point field goal attempts over his last 14 games.

• If that was not enough, Bradley was named ESPN and NCAA national player of the week last week for scoring 80 points and adding 21 
rebounds in helping the Aztecs go 3-0 in a six-day period last week.

• Senior forward Nathan Mensah swept the Mountain West Conference Defensive Player of the Year honors. The anchor of the nation’s 
number two ranked defense (per KenPom), led the league in blocked shots and is 10th nationally in points allowed per possession (per 
Synergy). Mensah, who was a third-team all-conference selection by the media, is averaging 7.4 points, 7.0 rebounds and 2.1 blocked shots.

• Sophomore guard Chad Baker-Mazara earned sixth man of the year honors by the coaches. He is averaging 6.2 points, 1.9 rebounds 
for the season but has seen his number rise considerably of late. In his last six outings, Baker-Mazara is averaging 8.8 points, 2.5 rebounds 
and has made 7-of-13 (53.8 percent) from bonus distance.

• Sophomore guard Lamont Butler earned inclusion on the all-defensive team. He ranks second in the league in steals, averaging 1.9 per 
game, which is No. 61 nationally and his 43 total steals rank No. 188 in the nation.

•	 San Diego State is playing its best basketball of the season. The Aztecs are 10-2 in their last 12 games with just a pair of one-point road 

losses at NET No. 28 Colorado State (57-58) and at NET No. 30 Boise State (57-58).
•	 San Diego State has quality wins, including a 10-point neutral court win over No. 19 Saint Mary’s (63-53), a 30-point win over No. 28 

Colorado State (79-49), a 7-point win at No. 48 Wyoming, 19-point win over No. 63 Utah State (75-56) and a 17-point win at No. 69 
Fresno State (61-44).

•	 San Diego State is 17-0 in games against teams currently in Quadrants 2, 3 and 4. As of Wednesday, San Diego State is one of eight teams 
nationally that is perfect in games outside of Q1 (No. 1 Gonzaga 16-0, No. 2 Arizona 25-0, No. 4 Kentucky 17-0, No. 8 Tennessee 15-0, 
No. 10 Auburn 19-0, No. 12 Texas Tech 17-0, No. 19 Saint Mary’s 19-0 and No. 29 San Diego State 17-0).

•	 San Diego State has played its most games in Quadrant 1, with 11 Quad 1 games played out of 28 total contests. 
•	 The Aztecs are 4-7 in Q1 games, but it is worth noting that only two of those 11 games were played at home.
•	 San Diego State has suffered two one-point road losses (at NET No. 28 Colorado State and at No. 30 Boise State).
•	 San Diego State has suffered three losses in which it held a lead in the final 66 seconds of the game.
•	 San Diego State has the number two ranked defense in the nation (per KenPom).
•	 In three of San Diego State’s four conference losses, the Aztecs have held a lead inside the final 64 seconds of the game (vs. Boise, at Col-

orado State and at Boise State). By contrast, three of San Diego State’s 13 conference victories have come by at least 25 points (Colorado 
State, UNLV and New Mexico) and eight have been by double-figure margins.

•	 That is a major reason San Diego State owns the league’s best scoring margin in conference play at +9.2 (second is Boise State at +6.6).

AND THE AWARD GOES TO.....
	 With the 2022 Air Force Reserve Mountain West Men’s Basketball Championship underway, its award season. For the second day in 
a row, members of the San Diego State men’s basketball team have been honored for their play. Four Aztecs have been included in the 
Mountain West’s postseason awards, which are based on the conference’s regular-season schedule and are voted on by the league’s 11 head 
coaches.
	 Senior guard Matt Bradley was named the Mountain West Newcomer of the Year and a first-team All-Mountain West performer. Senior
forward Nathan Mensah is the League’s Defensive Player of the Year, a member of the All-Defensive Team and an honorable mention 
All-Mountain West selection. Sophomore guards Lamont Butler and Chad Baker-Mazara were named to the All-Defensive Team and Newcom-
er of the Year, respectively.
	 Bradley, who was named Newcomer of the Year and a second-team performer by the media that regularly cover the Mountain West, 
led San Diego State in his initial season on The Mesa in points (497), points per game (17.8), field goal (170), field goal attempts (375), 
3-point field goals (53), 3-point field goal attempts (127), free throws (104) and free throw attempts (131), and was second in rebounds 
(147), rebounds per game (5.3), assists (75) and steals (31).
	 In league contests, his 19.7 points were third best and he was No. 4 in free throw percentage (.798) and 3-point field goals (2.47 
per game), No. 6 in field goal percentage (.471), No. 9 in steals (1.18 per game) and defensive rebounds (5.00 per game), No. 12 in 
rebounding (5.71 per game), No. 14 in assists (2.82 per game).
	 Overall, in the Mountain West, he was No. 4 in free throw percentage (.794), No. 6 in 3-point field goals, No. 9 in scoring, No. 10 in 
field goal percentage (.453), No. 13 in rebounding and defensive boards (4.54 per game).
	 Twice this season in league play, Bradley totaled at least 80 points in a three-game stretch, including the last three games of the regular 
season (80 points), which helped secure his second Mountain West Player of the Week honor as well as ESPN National Player of the Week 
and Andy Katz’s NCAA Digital March Madness Player of the Week.
	 Bradley has scored in double figures 24 times in 28 games, had 16 games of 15 or more points, 20 or more points in 12 games and set 
a career-high with 30 points at Wyoming on Feb. 28. He led the Aztecs in scoring on 17 occasions (SDSU was 14-3 in those games), in assists 
12 times (8-4) and in rebounds six times (5-1). He knocked down multiple three pointers in 16 games and San Diego State went 13-3 in 
those contests. He shot over 50.0 percent in eight of the team’s last 14 games and over 40.0 percent in 18-of-28 games.
	 Mensah, the media poll’s Defensive Player of the Year and a third-team performer, was the black line stopper on the best defense in the 
nation. His 59 blocks led the league, as did his average of 2.11 per game, which ranks No. 38 nationally and he was more than half a block 
per game clear of his nearest league rival. He was No. 7 in rebounds (7.04 per game), No. 6 in offensive boards (2.25 per game) and No. 
9 in defensive rebounds (4.79 per game).
	 In conference games, he averaged 1.94 blocks per contest (33 total in 17 games), again more than half a block better than his nearest 
conference rival. His 2.12 offensive rebounds per game ranked fifth and was ninth in rebounding (6.24 per game), which includes No. 15 in 
defensive boards (4.12 per game).
	 Mensah recorded at least one block in 15-of-17 league games and had multiple blocks in 10 Mountain West contests. He swatted a 
season-best four shots in three occasions, and he is just one of four players in the Dutcher/Fisher era to score at least 700 points, grab 600 
rebounds and block 100 shots. Entering the Mountain West tournament he has 713 points, 643 rebounds and 159 blocks in his Aztec career 
and those 159 blocks rank third on the program’s career list.
	 Mensah recorded five games of 10 or more rebounds, had a double double, and led the Aztecs in rebounds 14 times (the Aztecs were 
10-4 in those games). In the Aztecs 62-55 victory at UNLV on Jan. 1, defensively according to Synergy Sports, Mensah did not allow a point, 
with his defensive assignment going 0-for-6 from the field in 28:43 of action. Against New Mexico, on Jan.  31, he recorded five steals and 
four blocks, and is the only player in the nation, who stands 6-10 or taller to have those two stats in a game this season.

 	 The San Bernardino, Calif., native averaged 26.7 points, 7.0 rebound and 2.3 assists last week.  He was 24-of-48 from the field (50.0 
percent), 8-of-19 from distance (42.1 percent) and knocked down 24-of-29 attempts from the charity stripe (82.8 percent).
 	 In the three games: at Wyoming on Monday (2/28), vs. Fresno State on Thursday (3/3) and at Nevada on Saturday  (3/5) he totaled 80 
points, marking the second time this season, in a three-game stretch he scored 80 or more points. Bradley scored 81 points in three games 
from Feb. 4-9, the most since Jamaal Franklin scored 84 in three games from Feb. 25-March 3, 2012.
 	 The Aztecs started the week in Laramie Wyo., where Bradley led all scorers with 30 points on 10-of-20 shooting from the field, hit 5-of-9 
triples and sank 5-of-7 free throws. He snatched five rebounds and led the team with four assists on the way to a 73-66 win. It is the only loss 
the Cowboys suffered at home this season and snapped a 14-game win streak for Wyoming on its home floor.
 	 In an epic double overtime win over Fresno State, Bradley recorded his first double-double as an Aztec with a game-high 26 points and 
10 rebounds. He was successful on 8-of-18 shots, including a 2-of-7 mark from beyond the arc and sank 8-of-10 free throws. His 10 boards 
matched a career-best and he added a pair of assists, a steal and a block as the Aztecs defeated the Bulldogs 65-64.
 	 Less than 48 hours later, San Diego State was in Reno for its final regular season game, a matchup against the Wolf Pack. The transfer 
from Cal, who earlier in the week announced that he would be returning to San Diego State next year, was 6-of-10 from the floor, including a 
3-pointer and knocked down 11-of-12 free throws, including a pair with just 26 seconds remaining to give SDSU a 79-75 lead. Bradley shared 
the team lead with six rebounds and had an assist, as San Diego State held off a furious rally from Nevada to win 79-78.
	 This is the first time Bradley has been recognized as player of the week by either outlet and is the first time an Aztec has been recognized 
by either this year.

•	 Since the start of the 2008-09 campaign, San Diego State has 39 victories at Thomas & Mack Center. That is the most victories by any

•	 San Diego State is 12-1 in its last 13 games at UNLV (games played at Thomas & Mack Center)..

74 WINS IN LESS THAN THREE YEARS...AND MORE
Since the start of the 2019-20 season, San Diego State, through the games of March 5 has a 74-14 record.
•	 The 74 victories are tied for the seventh most in three seasons in program history and its 84.1 percent winning percentage is the best for 

any Aztec teams over a three-year period since the start of its Division I era (1970-71).
•	 In four seasons, SDSU has racked up 95 wins which is the 10th most for San Diego State in its Division I era and its 77.9 percent winning 

percentage (95-27) is the third best in that time frame.
•	 In the five seasons Brian Dutcher has been at the helm of the program, his Aztecs 117 triumphs are the fourth most in program history 

and his 75.5 win percentage (117-38), is the best of any head coach in the 101 years of San Diego State basketball and the 12th best in 
the nation in that timeframe. 

AZTECS DON’T MISS A BEAT WITH DUTCHER
Brian Dutcher has been on The Mesa for 23 seasons, 18 of them as the top man on San Diego State Hall of Fame Head Coach Steve Fisher’s 
bench. In that time, he experienced 384 victories, 10 Mountain West titles and helped the Aztecs to 13 postseason tournaments, including 10 
NCAA appearances and a pair of Sweet 16 berths (2011, 2014).
•	 Since his ascension to the top job prior to the 2017-18 season, he has captured four Mountain West crowns and guided his team to the 

championship game in the league tournament each year.
•	 In his inaugural campaign, in 2017-18, he was the only first-year Division I head coach to guide his team to the NCAA Tournament.
•	 He is the only head coach in program history to win at least 20 games in each of his first five seasons.
•	 His 117 wins in his first five seasons are a program record for victories in a coach’s initial five campaigns.
•	 His 117 wins to date are the most of any first-time head coach who started at his current institution at the start of the 2017-18 season, 

and he is one of two in that group who has reached triple digit wins (also: Bob Richey, Furman).

CALIFORNIA DREAMIN’ FOR SDSU...CALIFORNIA NIGHTMARE FOR IN-STATE OPPONENTS
•	 San Diego State opened the 2021-22 season defeating in-state foe in UC Riverside and played six of its 11 non-conference games against 

California opponents, going 5-1 in those contests and 4-0 against its two in-state conference opponents (Fresno State & San Jose State).
•	 Since the start of the Coach Dutcher/Fisher era (1999-2000), the Aztecs are 122-34 (.782) against 24 of the other 25 current Division I 

schools in California (SDSU has not played Cal Baptist), and have a winning record against all but four of those 24 opponents, including a 
18-9 record against Fresno State and 15-1 against San Jose State. 

•	 In the last 94 home games against those same 24 opponents, and starting in 1999-2000, San Diego State is 83-11 (.883).
•	 In program history against the 24 schools, the Aztecs are 456-324 (.585) overall.

SAN DIEGO STATE VS. THE MOUNTAIN WEST CONFERENCE
•	 San Diego State is 409-308 vs. current members of the Mountain West Conference and had won 16-straight matchups against its conference 

opponents, prior to its loss to Boise State (Jan. 22).
•	 The Aztecs are 98-95 away from home against members of the Mountain West since the start of the 1999-00 season. Of those 98 victories, 

50 have come by 10 or more points.
•	 On its home floor, the SDSU has a 240-90 (72.7 percent) record against the Mountain West, has won 17 of its last 18 league games and 

has outscored its opponents by 15.6 points per game in those contests.
•	 Overall San Diego State has won 57.0 percent (409-308) of its games against the current Mountain West teams (H: 240-90, A: 135-198, 

N: 34-20). 

FAST BREAKS
•	 With its 65-64 win vs. Fresno State & 79-78 win at Nevada, it  is the first time in the Brian Dutcher/Steve Fisher era that San Diego State 

has won consecutive one-point games in back-to-back games.
•	 Against Fresno State, San Diego State won its 20th game of the season. It is the fifth consecutive 20-win season (every season with Brian 

Dutcher as head coach), the 15th in the last 16 seasons and the 26th in school history.
•	 Versus Fresno State, San Diego State won in double overtime, and it was the first double OT game for the Aztecs since a Nov.24, 2014, 

victory against Brigham Young in Maui (92-87).

•	 San Diego State has won at least 19 games in each of the last 17 seasons, which is tied for the third-longest active Division I streak of con-
secutive seasons with at least 19 victories (1. Kansas 39, 2. Gonzaga 25, 3. San Diego State, Belmont and Brigham Young 17, list includes 
this season with all teams on the list having reached at least 19 wins).

•	 San Diego State is the only team to defeat Wyoming in 14 games in the Arena-Auditorium this year (13-1) and snaps Wyoming’s 14-game 
homecourt win streak, tied for the 13th longest streak nationally, dating to March 6, 2021 vs. UNLV.

•	 Matt Bradley scored a career-high 30 points, 5 rebounds and 4 assists at Wyoming. It is the most points for an Aztec player since Matt 
Mitchell scored 35 against Brigham Young (12-18-20) Fresno State’s 41 points scored on Feb. 19 are the fewest points for the Bulldogs 
in any game since scoring 43 points against Colorado on Dec. 12, 2012 and the fewest points Fresno State has scored in the series since 
Feb. 16, 1978.

•	 San Diego State has won its ninth conference game. This is the 17th straight season the Aztecs have won at least nine Mountain West 
Conference games, which is far and away the longest such streak in the league (next is Nevada at 6, entering this season).

•	 San Diego State defeated Fresno State for the fifth consecutive time (four of those games have been played in Fresno).
•	 Since the start of the 2019-20 campaign, San Diego State is 4-0 at Fresno State while the rest of the nation is 12-24 playing against the 

Bulldogs at the Save Mart Center.
•	 San Diego State has handed Fresno State three of its last seven home losses and four of its last 13 losses at the Save Mart Center.
•	 This is the fifth consecutive season that the Aztecs have won at least four consecutive games during the month of February, which is tied for

•	 The 19-point deficit (75-56 on 2/15) was tied for Utah State’s largest loss of the season (also vs. Iowa on Dec. 18).
•	 San Diego State shot 62.5 percent from the field vs. Air Force (2/12), its highest field goal percentage in a game since shooting 68.2 

percent against Wyoming on 2-19-13.
•	 Matt Bradley’s 81 points in the three games from Feb. 4 to Feb. 9 are the highest three-game total for an Aztec since Jamaal Franklin 

scored 84 points, Feb. 25-Mar. 3, 2012.
•	 San Diego State is 31-7 during the month of February in the Brian Dutcher era.
•	 San Diego State has won 34 straight games when scoring at least 65 points and is 67-1 the last 68 times when reaching that point total.
•	 Against Nevada (2/6), Matt Bradley became just the fourth player in the Brian Dutcher/Steve Fisher era to post a game with at least 26

SAN DIEGO -  San Diego State celebrated Senior Night festivities with a thrilling 65-64 victory over Fresno State in double overtime on 
Thursday in front of a sellout crowd at Viejas Arena.
	 Matt Bradley recorded his first double-double in an Aztec uniform with a team-high 24 points and 10 rebounds, helping SDSU (20-7, 12-4 
MW) secure its fifth straight 20-win season.  Conversely, the Bulldogs (18-11, 8-8 MW) had their modest two-game winning streak snapped.
	 In addition, the Aztecs received nine points apiece from Keshad Johnson and Trey Pulliam, while Tahirou Diabate grabbed a season-high 
seven rebounds, including five on the offensive glass.
	 Bradley accounted for SDSU’s winning margin after sinking two free throws with 2:17 left in the second overtime period. Neither team 
scored for the remainder of the game, as the Aztecs survived some nervous moments down the stretch.
	 Johnson blocked Isaiah Hill’s jumper in the paint with 14 seconds remaining. However, Pulliam missed two free throws following a back-
court foul, setting the stage for one final shot. After pushing the ball to halfcourt, Fresno State quickly called timeout with seven ticks on the 
clock. Unfazed, the SDSU defense held firm, forcing an off-target three-point attempt from Hill as the horn sounded.
	 The teams were locked in a defensive battle for most of the game, combining for five ties and 12 lead changes. Neither side was efficient 
from the floor, as the Aztecs connected on 36.1 percent of their field-goal attempts (22-61), compared to the Bulldogs’ 33.9 percent clip (19-
56).
	 SDSU built a pair of 10-point leads in the first half, including a 20-10 spread following a Bradley triple at the 9:52 mark. However, Fresno 
State responded with eight straight points over the next 4:21 to crawl back into contention, as the Scarlet and Black missed five shots and 
committed two turnovers during that span.  
	 The Bulldogs cut the margin to one on three occasions but could not seize the upper hand. After two Braxton Meah free throws pulled the 
visitors to within 25-24, Johnson’s bucket in the lane with 53 seconds remaining gave the Aztecs a 27-24 advantage heading into the locker 
room.
	 SDSU led by as many as seven points in the second half but could not give itself further separation. Still, the Aztecs owned a 39-34 bulge 
after Pulliam hit a jumper at the 12:34 mark.
	 Fresno State responded with a 12-2 blitz over the next 5:24 to build its biggest lead of the night at 46-41 by the 7:10 mark. Jordan 
Campbell and Anthony Holland accounted for all the points in the run as each played drained a pair of triples.
	 SDSU was plagued by inconsistency at the free-throw line down the stretch, missing four shots from the charity stripe. However, the Aztecs 
still managed to fight back, reclaiming a 52-49 advantage with 1:17 left in regulation after Bradley connected on a pair of baskets.
	 Orlando Robinson hit a layup on the Bulldogs’ next foray down the court to narrow the gap with 43 seconds to go, but Pulliam answered 
with a floater 13 seconds later to give the host school a precarious 54-51 lead.
	 Whatever fears the festive crowd had were soon realized when Junior Ballard hit a three-pointer with goose eggs on the scoreboard to send 
the game into overtime.
	 In the first extra period, SDSU maintained a slim 60-57 lead, but Robinson’s old-fashioned three-point play knotted the score with 47 
seconds to go. Fresno State had another chance to win at the buzzer, but Deon Stroud’s three-point attempt went awry, as the scoreboard reset 
to five more minutes for the second overtime.
	 The Bulldogs had three players reach double figures, including a career-high 19 points from Campbell, while Robinson notched a dou-
ble-double with 17 points of his own to go with 11 rebounds. Not to be outdone, Holland finished with 14 points of his own on 4-for-7 shooting 
from beyond the arc.
	 Prior to Thursday’s game, seniors Aguek Arop, Tahirou Diabate, Nathan Mensah, Trey Pulliam and Joshua Tomaic were honored in a special 
ceremony at center court for their contributions to the Aztec basketball program.

 	 Chad Baker-Mazara led the charge with 16 points, on 6-of-12 shooting from the field, including 2-of-5 from distance. He added four 
rebounds, three steals and an assist. Matt Bradley was 7-of-13 from the floor, totaled 15 points and dished out a game-high 3 assists to equal 
Keshad Johnson in that category. Johnson finished with 14 points, made 4-of-5 shots, was a perfect 6-of-6 from the line and added five boards. 
Trey Pulliam reached double figures for the first time in 10 games, finishing with 13 points. It’s his highest total in the last 14 games.
 	 Nathan Mensah recorded double-digit rebounds for the fifth time this season and second straight game and added eight points and a block. 
It’s the third time in his career he has back-to-back games with at least 10 rebounds. He finished with 13 boards. He has recorded at least one 
block in 40 of his 51 career Mountain West games.
 	 The Aztecs took control of the contest with 14:10 to play in the first half.
 	 Leading 13-11, San Diego State (18-7, 10-4 Mountain West) went on an 11-4 run sparked by seven points from Baker-Mazara and capped 
by a 3-pointer from the sophomore from Santo Domingo, Dominican Republic.
 	 San Jose State (8-20, 1-15 Mountain West) hung around, getting as close as seven points twice, before Lamont Butler and Bradley hit 
back-to-back buckets to send the Aztecs to the intermission up by 11 points, 36-25.
 	 A 10-4 run to open the second half, led by four points from Pulliam, made it 46-29 with 17:22 to play. The Spartans got as close as 13 
points before the first media timeout, but from there it was all Aztecs. SDSU led by as many as 26, 75-49, with just over two minutes to go and 
won by 25, 77-52.
 	 The Aztecs shot over 50 percent for the fifth time this year, and fourth time in Mountain West play, hitting on 30-of-59 attempts.
 	 San Diego State used a suffocating defense and offensive rebounding to keep the Spartans in check. SDSU forced 11 turnovers in the first 
half, 19 for the game, which it used to score 18 points. It had a 12-to-6 advantage on the offensive glass which resulted in a 13-to-2 difference 
in second chance points.

BRADLEY & SEIKO TO RETURN IN 2022-23
	 On Tuesday, senior guards Matt Bradley and Adam Seiko announced they will not participate in senior ceremonies on Thursday evening 
and intend to return to San Diego State for the 2022-23 school year and compete for the Aztec men’s basketball program, taking advantage 
of the NCAA’s offer of an additional year of eligibility due to the COVID-19 pandemic.
	 The duo has been instrumental in the Aztecs posting a 19-7 record, 11-4 in Mountain West play in 2021-22, after Monday night’s 73-66 
victory at Wyoming.
	 A starter in all 26 games this season, Bradley is averaging 17.2 points, 5.0 rebounds, 2.7 assists, 1.2 steals in 31.2 minutes per game.  
He has shot 45.0 percent (156-of-347) from the field, 42.7 percent (50-of-117) from beyond the arc and 78.0 percent (85-of-109) from 
the line through Monday’s win.
	 He leads the Aztecs in points per game, field goals, field goal attempts, 3-point field goals, 3-point field goal attempts, free throws, free 
throw attempts and ranks second in rebounds (131), defensive rebounds (112), rebounds per game, assists (72), and steals (30).
The San Bernardino, Calif. native, has reached double digit scoring 22 times this season and in those games the Aztecs are 18-4 and when he 
scores 15 or more points, the team is 12-2. He has led San Diego State in scoring 15 times (12-3), in rebounds 4 times (3-1) and in assists 
12 times (8-4).
	 Seiko ranks No. 13 on the program’s career 3-point field goal percentage list making 37.4 percent (91-of-243) of his attempts and 77.1 
percent (91-of-118) of his converted buckets are from the bonus distance. He is tied for fifth place on the career conference win list with 49 
through the team’s Monday win at Wyoming.
	 Earlier this year, over the course of three games, Seiko hit 10 consecutive 3-point field goals. In available information, it is the longest 
consecutive successful 3-point field goal streak since the 2018-19 season, when Virginia’s Kyle Guy made 11 in a row.  In addition, earlier 
this season his 4-of-4 shooting from beyond the arc vs. Saint Mary’s marked the ninth time in the Dutcher/Fisher era that an SDSU player 
has been perfect from three-point range, minimum four attempts, in a game.

 	 In dismantling the previously unbeaten and 20th-ranked Colorado State Rams, 79-49, Bradley scored a game and season-high 26 
points, pulled down seven rebounds and had a pair of steals in 31:47 of court action. 
 	 The San Bernardino, Calif., native was 10-of-17 (.588) from the field, including 4-of-6 (.667) from the bonus distance, and 2-of-2 from 
the line. His 10 field goals and four 3-pointers are season-bests, and his two steals matched his season best. His 26 points were just three off 
his career high. Bradley scored in double figures for the seventh straight game and the 11th time this season. 
 	 The senior guard’s first two points came on a pair of free throws just over two minutes into the game, but he then missed three of his 
first four field goal attempts, including a 3-pointer.  He made his second bucket, a layup with 6:34 to play before intermission to give SDSU 
a 24-22 lead, and over his succeeding 22:10 went 8-of-12 (.667) from the floor, including 4-of-5 (.800) from distance. 
 	 With less than two minutes to play in the first half, his jumper in the lane put San Diego State up 32-30, a lead that the Aztecs would 
never relinquish. 
 	 He missed his first field goal attempt of the second half, but on the ensuing two possessions, banged home a pair of 3-pointers to extend 
SDSU’s lead to nine, 43-34. He scored twice more, on a pair of jumpers as the route was on. 
 	 The 30-point victory is the largest against an opponent ranked in the AP Top 25 in program history. SDSU improved to 7-3 against 
ranked Mountain West teams and in its last two games held its opponents, both Mountain West teams, to less than 30.0 percent shooting. 
 	 This is Bradley’s first Mountain West Player of the Week honor, the third conference player of the week distinction of his collegiate career, 
having won two Pac-12 Player of the Week awards while he was at California, and the second for an Aztec in as many weeks.

KESHAD JOHNSON NAMED MOUNTAIN WEST PLAYER OF THE WEEK
SAN DIEGO – San Diego State’s Keshad Johnson has been named the Mountain West Conference’s Player of the Week for the week ending 
on Jan. 2. The announcement was made from the league office in Colorado Springs, Colo., on Monday morning.
	 In winning its conference opener on Saturday, 62-55 over UNLV at Thomas & Mack Center in Las Vegas, he scored 10 points, grabbed 11 
rebounds and had a block to help improve the Aztecs record to 9-3 on the year and 1-0 in league games.
 	 Johnson’s 11 boards led the team and are a season high, and his three offensive rebounds matches his season best. The three offensive 
boards, all pulled down in the first half, were turned into seven of the Aztecs 16 second chance points in the game.
 	 Four of those 16 points were scored by the Oakland, Calif., native himself. His first two offensive rebounds led to both the Aztecs first 
bucket of the game, a Matt Bradley 3-pointer, and a Johnson putback with 1:01 to play in the first half to push SDSU’s advantage to six 
points, 35-29.
 	 The first of Johnson’s 10 points came on a pair of free throws w/ 5:14 left in the first half and tied the game at 25-25. From there San 
Diego State trailed just once more in the game. In the contest, he shot .500 from the floor (4-of-8), knocked down 2-of-3 from the line, and 
committed just one turnover in 30 minutes of game action.

29.7 percent shooting, a season-low for UNLV which came into the game hitting 42.6 percent from the floor.

 	 This is the first Mountain West weekly award of the season for an Aztec this season, and the first of Johnson’s career.

AZTECS INK TWO 4-STAR PROSPECTS
SAN DIEGO – One of the most exciting days of the year is National Signing Day and fans of San Diego State men’s basketball have a lot to 
be excited about. The Aztecs have inked a pair of 4-start recruits in Elijah Saunders and Miles Byrd. Head men’s basketball coach Brian 
Dutcher made the announcement on Wednesday afternoon.
 	 Saunders is a 6-8, 220-pound forward who will graduate from Sunnyslope High School in Phoenix, Ariz., this year. He is a 4-star recruit, 
nationally ranked No. 115 at his position and No. 23 at power forward and No. 8 in Arizona according to 247Sports, who has a big body and 
is equally comfortable down on the block as well as beyond the 3-point line. Saunders can run the floor, has a quick release, and scores with 
his back to the basket as well as off the bounce. He has shown the ability to attack closeouts, handle the ball, & finish thru contact.
 	 As a junior, the No. 145 ranked recruit in the nation, according to Rivals, averaged 15.7 points, 6.5 rebounds, and 2.0 assists in 22 games 
according to Maxpreps. Sunnyslope finished the season on an 11-game winning streak and were 21-1 overall on its way to the 2021 Arizona 
Interscholastic Association (AIA) Conference 6A Boys Basketball State Championship and were ranked No. 4 in the state. Saunders was named 
to The Arizona Republic All-Arizona team.
 	 In 2019-20, Saunders sophomore season, Sunnyslope was 23-6, including 9-3 in 5A League action.  The team finished the year ranked No. 
11 in the state. In his freshman year, Saunders played at Rancho Solano Prep in Scottsdale, Ariz., and averaged 5.8 points and 3.6 rebounds.
 	 Saunders chose San Diego State over 24 other offers, including Miami, Notre Dame, South Carolina, St. John’s and Virginia, as well as 
Mountain West programs UNLV, New Mexico, Nevada, Fresno State and San Jose State.
 	 Byrd is a 6-7, 185-pound shooting guard who will graduate this year from Lincoln High School in Stockton, Calif. A four-star prospect, 
according to 247 Sports, Byrd is nationally rated as the No. 162 recruit, the No. 20 shooting guard and No. 15 in California. The lefty is the 
prototypical Aztec shooting guard.
 	 He averaged a team-leading 19.0 points, 3.5 steals and 2.2 blocks in an eight-game COVID-19 shortened 2020-21 season. His 5.7 
rebounds and 3.5 assists ranked second on the squad.
 	 In a 28-game sophomore campaign his numbers were 12.3 points, 6.4 rebounds,2.8 assists, 2.4 steals per game. Per 32 minutes played, he 
averaged 17.8 points, 9.3 rebounds, 4.0 assists, and 3.2 steals. Lincoln posted a 25-4 overall record, including 10-2 in Tri-City Athletic League 
play and competed in the CIF-Sac Joaquin Section 2020 Division I Boys Basketball Championship. Combined he shot better than 40 percent 
from the floor over the last two seasons.
	 His father, Calvin Byrd, is a former college basketball player and coach, most recently working at The University of the Pacific in Stockton.
 	 Byrd chose the Aztecs over ten other programs, including Washington, California, Stanford, Villanova, Saint Mary’s, and Minnesota, as well 
as Mountain West programs Colorado State, New Mexico, and San Jose State.

	 Brian Dutcher enters his fifth season as San Diego State head coach after four years in which he led the Aztecs 
to four Mountain West title games, its conference-record 11th, 12th, 13th and 14th Mountain West crowns and two 
NCAA tournament bids. He is the only coach in the 100-year history of San Diego State men’s basketball to win at 
least 20 games in each of his first four seasons at the helm of the program.
	 In the COVID-affected season of 2020-21, the Aztecs were once again the cream of the Mountain West crop 
posting a 23-5 record, including a 14-3 mark in league play. San Diego State won the league’s regular season  and 
tournament crowns to earn an automatic bid to the NCAA tournament, where it was a 6-seed. For the second straight 
year, Dutcher was named Coach of the Year of both the Mountain West and NABC Division I District 17.
 	 The Aztecs opened the season with a win over No. 22 UCLA and just over two weeks later won at No. 23 Arizona 
State. The team reached the Mountain West title game for the fourth straight season and earned a measure of re-
venge in the championship game, defeating Utah State, 68-57, the team that had knocked them off in the previous 
two league title games.
	 In 2019-20 his squad ripped off a program-record 26 straight wins to open the season and peaked, for eight 
weeks, at a No. 4 ranking in both the Associated Press and USA Today Coaches top-25 polls, before finishing the 
regular season at No. 6. The Aztecs went 30-2 on the year, including 17-1 in Mountain West play and Dutcher 
earned USA Today National Coach of the Year, Mountain West Coach of the Year (in both the coaches and media 
polls), National Association of Basketball Coaches (NABC) Division I District 17 Coach of the Year and United States 
Basketball Writers Association (USBWA) District IX Coach of the Year.  In addition, he was one of five finalists for the 
2020 Werner Ladder Naismith Men’s College Coach of the Year Award.
	 In program history, his team’s 30 wins in 2019-20 are the third most in a season and its two defeats are the 
fewest. SDSU’s 17 wins in conference play are the most in program history, and its one loss is the fewest in the Aztecs’ 
Division I era and equals the fewest since 1926-27, when it moved from junior college competition to the National 
Association of Intercollegiate Athletics (NAIA). San Diego State opened the 2019-20 league slate with a 15-game 
winning streak which set a new Mountain West record.
	 Led by junior guard and consensus All-American Malachi Flynn, the team won the Continental Tires Las Vegas 
Invitational with a blow out victory over Creighton and a 16-point comeback win against Iowa in the championship 
game. A month later, the Aztecs handed Utah a 28-point drubbing in the Basketball Hall of Fame Classic three days 
after the Utes defeated then No. 6 Kentucky. 
	 In addition to Flynn, forwards Matt Mitchell and Yanni Wetzell and guard KJ Feagin, were recognized by the MW 
in its postseason awards as well as numerous national outlets.
	 With the expected return for the postseason of forward Nathan Mensah, who had been sidelined for the final 19 
games of the year, San Diego State was poised for a deep run in the NCAA Tournament. The Aztecs were projected to 
be either a No. 1 or No. 2 seed and some felt were a Final Four team, but the coronavirus pandemic put an end to 
the postseason and fans were left to wonder what could have been.  
	 In 2017-18, his inaugural season as Aztecs head coach, Dutcher was the only Division I head coach to guide his 
team to the NCAA Tournament after going 22-10 in the regular season, including winning the 2018 Mountain West 
Tournament championship.
    	Dutcher, who took the helm of the program following Steve Fisher’s retirement announcement on April 11, 2017, 
was on The Mesa for all 18 of Fisher’s seasons. He held the title of associate head coach/head coach in waiting for 
the six years prior to his ascension to the top job and is the 15th head coach in the program’s history.
    	Over the course of his 21 years at San Diego State, Dutcher has helped the Aztecs reach the postseason 14 times, 
including nine trips to the NCAA tournament, win a conference-best 12 Mountain West titles and record 15 seasons 
of at least 20 victories.
    	 Since 2008-09, Dutcher and SDSU twice advanced to the NCAA Sweet 16 (2011, 2014) and NIT semifinal round 
(2009, 2016), won at least 25 games eight times and captured nine MW championships (six regular season, three 
tournament).
    	Dutcher arrived at San Diego State shortly after Fisher was hired on March 26, 1999. In his first year in “Amer-
ica’s Finest City,” the Aztecs won only five games, but improved upon their win total from the season before. After 
that, San Diego State posted a 14-14 record in 2000-01, before winning the 2002 MW Championship, earning an 
NCAA tournament bid, and finishing with a 21-12 record. The 2002-03 campaign saw SDSU receive an NIT invitation, 
which culminated in the program’s first Division I postseason victory.
    	 After helping attract the program’s first McDonald’s All-American to the 2002-03 squad, Dutcher assisted in 
securing the signatures of future starters and all-league performers Brandon Heath and Marcus Slaughter. The duo 
started their first two seasons on The Mesa, leading to the 2005-06 campaign that produced the school’s first MW 
regular-season and tournament title sweep.
    	 The Aztecs advanced to the NCAA tournament and ultimately won a then-school-record 24 games. That appear-
ance led to a string of 10 consecutive postseason berths.
    	 From the 2006-07 campaign through 2008-09, San Diego State registered 20 or more wins and went to three 
straight NITs. In 2009, the Aztecs advanced to the NIT semifinals and broke the previous school record with 26 vic-
tories. That run to the 2009 NIT semifinals was a springboard to the most successful run in SDSU basketball history. 
Led by future NBA first-round draft pick and two-time NBA champion Kawhi Leonard, the 2009-10 Aztecs won the 
MW Championship, advanced to the NCAA tournament and fell four points shy of moving on to the second round 
before finishing with a 25-9 record.
    	 The NCAA experience from the 2009-10 squad proved fruitful in 2010-11, when it returned all five starters, 
including Leonard, and freshman Jamaal Franklin, who would turn out to be a future MW Player of the Year and NBA 
draft selection. With Dutcher on staff, SDSU won its first 20 games of the year, shared the MW regular-season title, 

and captured the MW tournament crown. The Aztecs moved on to the NCAA tournament as a No. 2 seed and won the 
program’s first Division I NCAA tournament game. San Diego State, which was ranked as high as No. 4 and received 
first-place votes at one point in the season, advanced to the Sweet 16 and fell to the eventual national champion, 
finishing with a school-record 34 wins, a mark that still stands today. The Aztecs’ also found themselves in the final 
top-25 polls, ranking sixth in the AP and 11th in the USA Today Coaches Poll. Five months after SDSU’s record-setting 
2010-11 campaign, the University elevated Dutcher to associate head coach/head coach in waiting.
    	 In his first season with his new title, Dutcher and the Aztecs advanced to the 2012 NCAA tournament as an 
at-large team and recorded 26 wins. The next season, San Diego State was again an at-large selection to the NCAA 
tournament, moved on to the round of 32 for the second time in three years and finished with 23 victories.
 	 Another NCAA Sweet 16 run was in the cards in Dutcher’s third season as the head coach in waiting. The Aztecs 
opened the campaign by winning 21 of their first 22 games, including 20 in a row at one point, and were led by 
seniors Xavier Thames, who would become an NBA draft pick, and Josh Davis. SDSU won the program’s second 
outright Mountain West regular-season title and later swept through two games in Spokane, Washington, to secure 
its second Sweet 16 appearance in four seasons. San Diego State compiled 31 wins and finished the season ranked 
13th in the AP and 12th in the Coaches after rising to as high as fifth nationally in both polls.
    	 The 2014-15 campaign saw the Aztecs spend their fifth straight season in the top 25. In the process of winning 
27 games, San Diego State grabbed its second straight MW regular-season crown and earned an at-large invitation 
to the NCAA tournament where they defeated St. John’s in the round of 64. One season later, the Aztecs found 
themselves in the NIT after winning the MW by three games with a 16-2 record. Nevertheless, San Diego State won 
three games and qualified for the NIT national semifinals, eventually logging 28 victories.
    	 SDSU completed the 2016-17 slate with a 19-14 record despite experiencing a rash of injuries. The 2016 Hawai-
ian Airlines Diamond Head Classic champions entered 2017-18 as one of 12 teams to have won at least 19 games 
in 12 consecutive seasons, which was a sign of things to come in Dutcher’s first year.
    	Dutcher’s first roster as head coach featured a pair of seniors that had won multiple Mountain West titles and 
owned NCAA tournament experience in Trey Kell and Malik Pope.
	 Prior to coming to SDSU, Dutcher spent 10 seasons on Steve Fisher’s bench at Michigan, where the program 
reached the postseason each year and participated in the NCAA Tournament eight times, including three trips to the 
Final Four and the championship game including a national championship in 1989.

2021-22 RECAPS AND BOX SCORES

SAN DIEGO – Matt Bradley led all scorers with 23 points and Trey 
Pulliam added 15 as the San Diego State men’s basketball team 
defeated the UC Riverside Highlanders 66-53 to open the 2021-22 
season on Tuesday night in Viejas Arena.
	 “Obviously, it’s a very good Riverside team and we knew this 
would be a test,”Aztecs coach Brian Dutcher said. “We prepared 
hard for it. They were good, but our defense over the years has 
been good and it was good again tonight. We knew they had to 
make a lot of threes to beat us. They caught us in some help situ-
ations where they kicked it out. They’re well coached and they’re 
disciplined, and they play the right way. We had enough grit and 
toughness about us to be productive at both ends of the floor. I 
thought Trey Pulliam did a good job getting to his mid-range game 
and Matt Bradley attacked the paint well. We played downhill 
against them and we weren’t just stuck on the perimeter. We were 
aggressive getting downhill to the basket and I thought that helped 
us.”
 	 Bradley’s 23 points are the most for an Aztecs (1-0) in his debut 
since Jerome Habel scored 23 against California on Nov. 18, 2006. 
Bradley has scored in double figures in 14 straight games.
 	 San Diego State’s win over UC Riverside (0-1) was its 12th in as 
many tries and is the second longest active winning streak for the 
program against any opponent. It is also the 16th straight victory 
against an in-state opponent, the 20th straight against a Big West 
foe and the ninth consecutive season opening win.
 	 The lead changed five times in the first 13 minutes, but a layup 
by Keshad Johnson with 6:55 to go in the half gave San Diego State 
a 22-20 lead, one it would not relinquish. The Aztecs used a 10-0 
run late in the half to build a double-digit lead and took a 40-30 
advantage into halftime.
 	 UC Riverside got the lead down to four points three times in the 
second half before the Aztecs put the game away and won by 13.
 	 Pulliam reached double figure scoring for the fifth time in the 
last six games and Nathan Mensah added eight points, 10 rebounds 
and a pair of blocks. He has 102 blocks in his career and is now tied 
with Billy White for No. 8 on the program’s career blocked shots list.
 	 San Diego State next travels to Brigham Young for a Friday 
matchup with the Cougars in Provo. The tip is scheduled for 7 p.m. 
MT.

SAN DIEGO -- Senior Matt Bradley had 15 points and six re-
bounds and senior Trey Pulliam added 11 points as San Diego State 
defeated UT Arlington, 68-62, at Viejas Arena on Saturday night.
	 “We did everything we had to do to try to get them ready to play 
tonight,” Aztec head coach Brian Dutcher said. “It’s the first time in 
a long time where we’ve actually played live (at shootaround),
because I didn’t think they were engaged enough and mentally 
ready to play and that’s on me. That’s my job as the head coach. 
One of my job’s is to get them ready to play and the other is to put 
them in a position to win and I have to do a better job of both. I 
always say it’s better to learn in a win rather than a defeat, and 
that’s what we did. We have a lot of lessons to learn.”
	 The Aztecs (3-1) connected on 30-of-34 free throw attempts in 
the contest. The 30 makes were the most since March 1, 2006 and 
the 88.2 percent from the line on at least 30 attempts was its high-
est in the last 26 seasons.
	 The Mavs (1-4) kept the game close throughout, with San Diego 
State never building an advantage greater than 10 points.
	 The game was tied at 46 with 8:38 to play, when the Aztecs went 
on a 9-0 run. Nathan Mensah and Bradley combined for three free 
throws and Lamont Butler followed with a three-pointer in transi-
tion and Bradley capped the run with a trey of his own.
	 “We’ve just got to pay respects to Texas Arlington,” senior guard 
Matt Bradley said. “They came in here and really battled. It was a 
battle from the start to the end and, I think it took certain plays for 
us to wake up. They were crashing the glass hard, something we’ve 
been working on throughout the season. And I think we’ve just got 
to continue to keep our mental (state) right, and just get better 
every day.”
	 For the fourth game this season, San Diego State held its oppo-
nent to under 70 points, and less than 40 percent shooting from 
the floor. The Aztecs are 65-5 in the Dutcher era (since the start 
of the 2017-18 season) when they limit the opponents to less than 
40 percent shooting and are 31-8 when they hold an opponent to 
between 60-69 points.

THE NOTE
San Diego State is now 35-1 the last 36 times it has attempted more 
free throws than its opponent.

ANAHEIM, Calif. – Matt Bradley scored 18 points, Lamont Butler 
added a career-high 16 and the San Diego State Aztecs used a 15-
to-1 second half run to pull away from the Georgetown Hoyas and 
give head coach Brian Dutcher the 100th victory of his career in a 
73-56 win in the semifinal game of the Paycom Wooden Legacy in 
Anaheim Arena.
 	 Coach Dutcher reached the milestone in his 132nd game leading 
the Aztecs. In comparison, Aztec Hall of Fame coach Steve Fisher 
reached 100 victories at San Diego State in his 205th game on the 
Mesa.
 	 San Diego State (4-1) shot a season-high 48.3 percent (29-of-
60) from the floor which included seven three pointers. Butler was 
perfect from the field going 6-of-6, including three 3-pointers. He 
is the first Aztec in 26 seasons to be perfect from the field, sinking 
at least six field goals, three from the bonus distance.
 	 The game went back and forth for the first 15 minutes. But tied 
at 28-28 and 4:07 to go before the intermission, the Aztecs went on 
a 12-4 run to close the half and take a 40-32 lead into the break. 
Four players contributed to the run with the last five coming from 
Adam Seiko, who hit a three at the buzzer.  SDSU shot 54.8 percent 
in the first 20 minutes and had 12 assists on 17 made buckets.
 	 The second half saw SDSU open with a 14-7 spurt to increase the 
advantage to 15 points, 54-39 with 15:14 to play. Butler contrib-
uted 10 points in the run. The game looked to be in hand, but the 
Hoyas made a run over the following five and a half minutes and 
cut the lead to 57-53 with 9:39 to play.
 	 However, from there the vaunted Aztec defense took over. San 
Diego State did not surrender a field goal for the remainder of the 
game. The Hoyas (2-2) missed seven shots, SDSU forced them into 
seven turnovers and used a 15-1 run to blow the game open, en 
route to the 17-point victory.
 	 San Diego State will play for the championship of the Paycom 
Wooden Legacy on Friday, Nov. 26 against Southern California. 
Tip is scheduled for 8:30 p.m. and the game will be broadcast on 
ESPN2.

 	 The Gaels went on a 13-3 run over the next seven minutes to 
slice the Aztecs’ lead to a single point, 49-48 with 7:33 to go.
 	 SDSU then sank five free throws followed by a Seiko three to 
push its advantage back to nine points. Saint Mary’s then hit five 
unanswered points to cut its deficit to four, 57-53 with 2:49 left. 
From there Bradley hit a layup, and Pulliam added two free throws 
and another layup to secure the 63-53 victory.
 	 Senior Forward Nathan Mensah dominated on the defensive end 
finishing with 13 rebounds, five points and three blocks. In two 
games against Saint Mary’s, in the last two years, Mensah scored 
23 points, grabbed 26 rebounds and blocked nine shots.
 	 San Diego State returns to action on Wednesday, Dec. 22, when 
it hosts UC San Diego in Viejas Arena.

	 Trailing by as many as seven points, 20-13, midway through the 
first half, SDSU used a 22-12 run in the final nine minutes to take 
a three-point, 35-32 advantage into the intermission.
	 The San Diego State defense limited UNLV to 23 points in the 
second half, a season low for the team, and built a 10-point lead 
with just over half a minute to play before earning the seven point 
victory.
	 SDSU dominated the paint, outscoring UNLV 30-16 and it out-
rebounded the Runnin’ Rebels, 55-42. For the Aztecs, it enjoyed 
season highs in offensive rebounds (19), defensive rebounds (36), 
total rebounds (55) and rebound margin (+13).
	 Donovan Williams had 16 points and three blocks for the Run-
nin’ Rebels (8-6, 0-1), whose four-game win streak ended. Bryce 
Hamilton added 15 points. Royce Hamm Jr. had 14 rebounds.
	 San Diego State won the game despite being with out two start-
ing guards in Trey Pulliam and Lamont Butler. The pair are averag-
ing 20.3 of the team’s 64.5 points per game.

SAN DIEGO - Matt Bradley scored 26 points and San Diego State 
handed No. 20 Colorado State its first loss of the season, 79-49 Sat-
urday in a game that wasn’t supposed to be played until March 1.
	 Chad Baker-Mazara added 14 points for SDSU, (10-3, 2-0 
Mountain West), which outscored the Rams 43-17 in the second 
half for its largest victory margin ever against a ranked team. Colo-
rado State had been one of three undefeated teams left in Division 
I coming into Saturday.
	 The Aztecs originally were scheduled to play Nevada on Satur-
day but that game was postponed due to COVID-19 issues with the 
Wolf Pack. The Rams (11-1, 1-1) were supposed to have played at 
Boise State on Friday night, but that game was postponed due to 
COVID-19 concerns with the Broncos.

	 SDSU held the Rams to just 27.9% shooting from the field.
	 Bradley, a transfer from California, came on strong late in the 
first half and stayed hot in the second half in his highest-scoring 
game of the year. He hit consecutive 3-pointers to help SDSU push 
a four-point halftime lead to 40-34, and just a few minutes later 
made consecutive turnaround jumpers to push the lead to 49-36.
	 Bradley hit a 3-pointer to give SDSU a 19-12 lead with just more 
than nine minutes left. The Rams came back to tie it several times, 
the last at 30-30 on two free throws by Roddy with 2:03 left. Brad-
ley then hit a jumper to put the Aztecs ahead and then had a layup 
right before the buzzer to give him 14 points at the break.
	 Baker-Mazara scored seven straight points late in the game, on 
consecutive dunks and then a 3-pointer. The first dunk was set up 
when Butler blocked a 3-pointer by John Tonje and the second one 
came after Baker-Mazara’s steal.

SAN DIEGO – Playing its first game since Jan. 8, San Diego State 
dropped a 42-37 decision to visiting Boise State in a defensive 
struggle Saturday night at Viejas Arena.
	 The Aztecs (10-4, 2-1 MW) utilized a 13-0 run, capped by Lam-
ont Butler’s three-pointer to grab a 37-35 lead with 2:48 to go. 
However, the Broncos (15-4, 6-0 MW) closed with seven straight 
points over the final 1:04 to escape with their 12th straight victory 
and remain undefeated in conference play.
	 SDSU was led by Nathan Mensah and Lamont Butler, who scored 
10 points apiece, while Matt Bradley finished with seven points in 
the defeat. Mensah just missed out on a double-double, leading all 
players with nine rebounds while Butler grabbed seven boards.
	 Neither team shot the ball well, with the Aztecs connecting on 
28.1 percent of their field goals (16-57), while Boise State mus-
tered a 31.1 percent clip from the floor (14-45). Despite com-
mitting four more turnovers for the contest (16-12), the Broncos 
maintained a 39-33 rebounding advantage and sank 9 of 11 free 
throws to help snap a six-game slide against SDSU.
	 The Aztecs trailed 6-0 after missing their first eight shots of 
the first half while committing three turnovers. However, SDSU 
battled back, forging a trio of ties, including a 17-17 deadlock on 
a three-pointer by Adam Seiko at the 3:51 mark and took its first 
lead on a Trey Pulliam floater with two tick left on the clock for a 
23-22 halftime lead.
	 SDSU misfired on its first nine shots of teh second half, as Boise 
State fashioned a 13-1 run to surge in front, 35-24, by the 10:55 
mark.
	 The Aztecs then flashed their resiliency, erupting for 13 straight 
points over an eight-minute stretch to forge a slim 37-35 advan-
tage. Butler scored five points during the run, including the afore-
mentioned triple that put the Scarlet and Black in front, while Men-
sah and Bradley added four points each.
	 Tyson Degenhart then drew a foul and drained both free throws 
to tie the game at 37-37 with 1:04 to go.

SAN DIEGO – Bolstered by Matt Bradley’s season-high 27 points, 
San Diego State earned an impressive 80-55 victory over UNLV on 
Monday at Viejas Arena.
	 The Aztecs connected on 52.9 percent of their field-goal at-
tempts (31-of-59) and outscored the Runnin’ Rebels 48-20 in the 
paint to improve their record to 11-4 on the season and 3-1 in 
Mountain West play.
	 In addition, SDSU maintained a comfortable 43-33 advantage 
in rebounds, including a 34-21 spread on the defensive glass, while 
recording a season-best 15 steals to secure the program’s 300th win 
at Viejas Arena, which opened for the 1997-98 campaign.
	 Bradley tied his career high with 10 field goals, matching the 
highest shooting percentage (10-of-11, .909) by an Aztec (min. 11 
FG att.) since Nov. 28, 2009, when Matt Thomas put up the same 
numbers in a 21-point effort vs. Northern Arizona.
	 Along with Bradley’s heroics, SDSU got double-digits from Trey 
Pulliam, who scored 11 points, while Lamont Butler finished with 
nine. The SDSU cause was also aided by Keshad Johnson’s team-
high seven rebounds, while Nathan Mensah came through with 
three blocks.
	 The Aztecs, who never trailed in the contest, raced to a 15-5 
lead on a Pulliam layup with nearly six minutes elapsed in the first 
half.  UNLV (11-9, 3-4 MW) responded with six straight points over 
a 2:37 span to cut the deficit to four points but could draw no closer.
	 SDSU shifted into overdrive at that juncture with a 27-12 surge 
over the final 11:33 of the half to build a comfortable 42-33 ad-
vantage by intermission. Bradley fueled the blitz with 12 points, 
while Butler tallied all nine of his points in that stretch.
	 The Aztecs headed into the locker room with their biggest half-
time lead of the season, while their 42 points were more than they 
scored in the entire game vs. Boise State (37) two nights early.

 	 Utah State shot 49.1 percent from the field (27-of-55), becom-
ing just the fourth team in 16 games to crack the 40 percent mark 
against SDSU and just the second team this season to amass more 
than 66 points against the Aztecs, who rank second in the nation 
in scoring defense, allowing 56.4 points per game in its first 15 
contest.
 	 Both teams shot the ball well, SDSU finished the game at 48.9 
percent (23-of-47), but Utah State 10 3-pointers to the Aztecs five 
and beat SDSU on second chance points 9-to-0.

	 SDSU (15-6, 7-3 MW) got balanced scoring as six players scored 
at least nine points, including Nathan Mensah’s team highs of 14 
points, six rebounds and three blocked shots. Matt Bradley added 
13 points and a game-best five assists to go with five boards.
	 Keshad Johnson had 11 points and four rebounds, while Trey 
Pulliam, Tahirou Diabate and Chad Baker-Mazara chipped in nine 
points, helping the Aztecs claim its sixth consecutive victory over 
the Falcons (10-13, 3-9 MW) and 15th straight in San Diego dating 
back to Feb. 28, 2005.

BOISE, Idaho - The San Diego State men’s basketball team had 
a one-point lead with 24 second to play but couldn’t convert a pair 
of free throws with seven seconds left, which would have given it 
a three-point lead and lost 58-57 to the Boise State Broncos on 
Tuesday night in ExtraMile Arena.
 	 Nine of the 10 Aztecs who played appeared in the scoring col-
umn led by Nathan Mensah’s first double double of the season, 13 
points and 11 rebounds, and Matt Bradley added 12 points, six 
boards and a team-leading five assists.
 	 SDSU jumped on the Broncos early and had an 8-2 lead at 
the first timeout, sinking four of its first seven shots, but for the 
remainder of the half hit just six of 18 finishing the first period 
shooting 40.0 percent. The Broncos matched SDSU’s shooting per-
centage, 40.7 percent, but also knocked down four 3-pointers and 
made four free throws. San Diego State was 0-4 from distance and 
did not attempt a free throw in the first half and trailed by as many 
as 12 points before heading to the break, down 30-20.
 	 In the second half, the Aztecs slowly chipped away at the Bronco 
advantage. Boise State had its last double-digit lead, 36-25, with 
17:18 to play. From there it was like a pair of heavyweight boxers 
trading punches and from the 12:35 mark on, neither team had 
more than a five-point lead.
 	 San Diego State, which had not led since the 10:41 mark of the 
first half, drew even twice in the second half, at 44-44 with 7:21 to 
play and again at 47-47 with 5:23 to go.
	 SDSU retook the lead, 55-53, on a Chad Baker-Mazara three 
from the corner with 1:04 to play. The Broncos retook the lead, 
56-55 off a triple from Emmanuel Akot with just 35 seconds to go.
 	 Aztec coach Brian Dutcher called timeout and on the ensuing 
play, Bradley drove into the lane from the right elbow. As the de-
fense collapsed on him he lobbed the ball up and Mensah slammed 
it home to give SDSU a 56-57 lead with 24 seconds left.
 	 After a Broncos’ timeout, Marcus Shaver Jr. missed a stepback 
jumper with 11 ticks on the clock. Bradley grabbed the rebound, 
was fouled and went to the line with seven seconds left.
	 He could not convert on either of his attempts and with no tim-
eouts the Broncos had to go the length of the court. But Mensah’s 
feet got tangled up with a Bronco and he was whistled for his fifth 
foul with just 1.7 seconds to go and SDSU still leading 57-56.

SAN DIEGO – Four Aztecs scored in double figures and as a team, 
San Diego State shot over 50 percent en route to a 77-52 win over 
the San Jose State Spartans on Friday night at Steve Fisher Court 
at Viejas Arena.
 	 Chad Baker-Mazara led the charge with 16 points, on 6-of-12 
shooting from the field, including 2-of-5 from distance. He added 
four rebounds, three steals and an assist. Matt Bradley was 7-of-13 
from the floor, totaled 15 points and dished out a game-high 3 
assists to equal Keshad Johnson in that category. Johnson finished 
with 14 points, made 4-of-5 shots, was a perfect 6-of-6 from the 
line and added five boards.

 	 Nathan Mensah recorded double-digit rebounds for the fifth 
time this season and second straight game and added eight points 
and a block.

 	 The Aztecs took control with 14:10 to play in the first. Leading 
13-11, San Diego State (18-7, 10-4 Mountain West) went on an 
11-4 run sparked by seven points from Baker-Mazara and capped 
by a 3-pointer from the sophomore.
 	 San Jose State (8-20, 1-15 Mountain West) hung around, get-
ting as close as seven points twice, before Lamont Butler and Brad-
ley hit back-to-back buckets to send the Aztecs to the intermission 
up by 11 points, 36-25.
 	 A 10-4 run to open the second half, led by four points from 
Pulliam, made it 46-29 with 17:22 to play. The Spartans got as 
close as 13 points before the first media timeout, but from there it 
was all Aztecs. SDSU led by as many as 26, 75-49, with just over 
two minutes to go and won by 25, 77-52.
 	 The Aztecs shot over 50 percent for the fifth time this year, and 
fourth time in Mountain West play, hitting on 30-of-59 attempts.
 	 San Diego State used a suffocating defense and offensive re-
bounding to keep the Spartans in check. SDSU forced 11 turnovers 
in the first half, 19 for the game, which it used to score 18 points. 
It had a 12-to-6 advantage on the offensive glass which resulted in 
a 13-to-2 difference in second chance points.

LARAMIE, Wyo. - Matt Bradley matched his career-best with 
five 3-pointers and totaled 30 points, a career-best, to lead the 
San Diego State men’s basketball team to a 73-66 victory at the 
Arena-Auditorium on Monday night.
 	 With the victory, the Aztecs are in a three-way tie in the loss 
column for second place in Mountain West Conference play, but now 
hold the tiebreaker over the Cowboys and split its series with Colo-
rado State, the two teams with which it is tied. In addition, SDSU is 
the only team to defeat the Cowboys on their home court in its last 
14 games this year (13-1), and snaps Wyoming’s 14 home game 
win streak which was tied for 13th best nationally. The Cowboys had 
not lost a home game since March 6, 2021.
 	 The Aztecs (19-7, 11-4 Mountain West) have won at least 19 
games for the 17th straight season. SDSU is tied for the third lon-
gest active Division I streak for consecutive seasons with at least 
19 victories, trailing only Kansas (35 seasons) and Gonzaga (25 
seasons) and tied with Belmont and Brigham Young with 17. All five 
schools on the list have reached at least 19 wins this season.
 	 Both teams came out firing, shooting a combined 28-of-56 
(50.0 percent) in the first 20 minutes. Eighteen of the 28 field 
goals came from beyond the arc with the Aztecs hitting 10 of the 
18. SDSU equaled the team’s season-high for threes in a game, 
nine, in first 16:16 and finished the period with 10. Ultimately, San 
Diego State had 12 threes for the game.
 	 Bradley started off red hot connecting on his first five shots, 
including his first four from distance, and was in double figures with 
7:08 to play in the half. 
  	 At the break, San Diego State was shooting 53.6 percent from 
the field (15-of-28) and held a 16-to-12 advantage on the boards. 
Wyoming (23-6, 12-4 Mountain West) was nearly as accurate from 
the floor, connecting 13-of-28 shots (46.7 percent) and 8-of-17 
three-pointers (47.1 percent). Despite the Cowboys hot shooting 
and a raucous crowd to cheer them on, SDSU led by as many as 10 
points before taking a 44-37 lead into the intermission.

 	 Up 79-78 with seven seconds to play, Nathan Mensah blocked 
a Grant Sherfield shot from the baseline which would have given 
the Wolf Pack the lead.  Sherfield got the rebound and attempt-
ed a three-point shot with just under two seconds left, but Keshad 
Johnson blocked that shot out of bounds.  Nevada (12-17, 6-12 
Mountain West) had one last chance with two-tenths of a second 
to go, but its inbounds pass for an alley oop was knocked away by 
the Aztec defense and San Diego State took home the victory in its 
regular season finale.
	 Matt Bradley, one of four Aztecs to finish in double figures, led 
the team with 24 points, including going 11-of-12 from the line and 
scored the team’s last four points to secure the win. He also had a 
team-high tying six rebounds.  Joining the San Bernardino native in 
double figures were Trey Pulliam, Lamont Butler and Johnson.
 	 Pulliam finished with 12 points on 5-of-10 shooting and a pair 
of free throws. He led the team with four assists and grabbed three 
rebounds.  Butler was 4-of-7 from the field, including 2-of-3 from 
downtown, pulled down three rebounds and had an assist.  Johnson 
made 4-of-6 from the floor which included one 3-pointer grabbed a 
team-high tying six rebounds and blocked three shots.
