•	 San Diego State advances to is 14th consecutive Mountain West Championship 

semifinal round game and the Aztecs will look for their 14th appearance in the 
Mountain West title game when they faces Nevada Friday evening.

•	 San Diego State won its 14th straight conference tournament opening round 
game, defeating Wyoming, 69-66, in the first quarterfinal game Thursday. In a 
game in which neither team led by more than four points, the Aztecs committed 
just six turnovers, made 12-of-13 free throw attempts and got a season-high 20 
points from Terrell Gomez to advance.

•	 Yesterday’s victory over Wyoming was San Diego State’s 12th consecutive victory. 
The Aztecs faced a second-half deficit for the first time during the winning streak (dates back to Jan. 16).

•	 San Diego State is the top-seed in the Mountain West tournament for the sixth time in school history (2006, 2012, 2014, 2016, 2020 and 
2021). The Aztecs own a 12-4 record as the top seed with one title (2006). SDSU has advanced to the championship game each of the 
five previous times it entered the event as a one seed.

•	 San Diego State clinched its eighth regular-season MW title this season (2006, 2011*, 2012*, 2014, 2015*, 2016, 2020 and 2021). 
* - indicates shared title

•	 San Diego State has won this event a record five times (2002, 2006, 2010, 2011 and 2018).
•	 San Diego State has won the event as the one seed, two seed, four seed and five seed (twice).
•	 Amazingly, San Diego State has played for the tournament title in six of the last seven years and in 10 of the last 12 seasons (2009, 2010, 

2011, 2012, 2014, 2015, 2016, 2018, 2019 and 2020).
•	 The Aztecs are 12-4 in the semifinal round of the event, including victories in the last three league semifinal games. 
•	 Overall, San Diego State is 35-16 in the Mountain West tournament for a winning percentage of 68.6 percent. The Aztecs’ 35 tournament 

wins are the most by any team - current or former - in league history. This is particularly impressive because 10 of SDSU’s 51 tournament 
games have been played on the road (8-2 at UNLV), while UNLV has played 38 of its 45 tournament games at home.

•	 San Diego State owns 36 victories in Thomas & Mack Center since the start of the 2008-09 campaign. That is the most victories by any 
school in any venue in which it has not played a home game in the past 13 seasons. What is particularly impressive is that 16 of those 36 
victories came as the road team playing at UNLV. Villanova is second with 30 victories at Madison Square Garden.

•	 San Diego State is ranked No. 19 in the AP Poll this week, marking the fourth consecutive week that the Aztecs have appeared in the AP Top 
25 Poll and the sixth week this season. This is the 87th week that SDSU has appeared in the Top 25, all have occurred since the start of the 
2010-11 campaign. That is the 19th-highest total during that range, just one week shy of the Syracuse total (88).

•	 Senior guard Jordan Schakel needs just seven points to reach 1,000 points for his career. He will become the 35th player in school to reach 
that plateau and will join current Aztecs Matt Mitchell (1,416 points) and Terrell Gomez (1,856 points, 219 at San Diego State) as active 
players in the 1,000-point club.

•	 San Diego State had a pair of incredibly close games with the Wolf Pack this season, winning 65-60 on Jan. 7 and 69-67 on Jan. 9 at Viejas 
Arena. In the first game, Matt Mitchell led the way with 20 points and 10 rebounds and in the second contest Mitchell went for 20 points 
and eight rebounds. In that second contest, senior guard Trey Pulliam made a running jumper as time expired to give SDSU the win. It was 
the first Aztec game-winning shot at the buzzer since Jamaal Franklin (3-8-12).

•	 Matt Mitchell has 125 career points against Nevada, to go along with 56 career rebounds. The Aztec senior owns a career 8-2 record against 
the Wolf Pack. He is 20-of-21 from the free throw line against Nevada this season.

SDSU CLIFF NOTES (through games of Mar. 10)
•	 San Diego State has won consecutive outright conference regular-season titles for the first time in the school’s Division I era.
•	 Since the start of the 2019-20 season, San Diego State is 51-6 (89.5 percent). That is third nationally, trailing only Gonzaga (56-2, 96.6 

percent) and Baylor (48-5, 90.6 percent). 
•	 San Diego State rankings in the metrics as of Tuesday: 21st in the NET, 10th in Torvik, 11th in RPI, 15th in KPI, 19th in KenPom, 20th in BPI 

and 22nd in Sagarin.  San Diego State is one of only 13 teams in the nation to rank among the top 25 in the seven major metrics - NET, BPI, 
KenPom, KPI, RPI, Sagarin and Torvik. The 13 schools listed alphabetically are: Alabama, Arkansas, Baylor, Colorado, Gonzaga, Houston, 
Illinois, Michigan, San Diego State, Texas Tech, USC, Villanova and Virginia.

•	 As of Tuesday, San Diego State is one of only three teams in the nation that has a scoring margin of at least +14, a rebound margin of +4.5 
and a turnover margin +3.5 this season. The others are Baylor and Houston. 

•	 At 21-4, San Diego State has its second best record after 25 games in the last seven seasons (last season the Aztecs opened 26-0). Overall, it 
is the fourth best 25-game start in the Division I era, trailing 2019-20 (25-0), 2013-14 (23-2) and 2010-11 (24-1).

•	 San Diego State is 16-0 this season and has won 18 straight games when owning an edge in rebounding.
•	 The Aztecs are 13-1 this season and 32-1 the last 33 times it has attempted more free throws than its opponent.
•	 In the Brian Dutcher era, San Diego State is 60-3 when holding its opponent to 62 points or less. The Aztecs have done that 16 times (15-1) 

in 24 games this season.
•	 Nationally, San Diego State ranks among the leaders this season in the following categories (entering Thursday’s games): 4th in scoring 



defense (60.3), 6th in field goal percentage defense (38.9), 10th in scoring margin (+13.9), 19th in turnover margin (+3.7) , 23rd in 
three-point field goal percentage (37.9) and 30th in steals per game (8.2).

•	 San Diego State leads the Mountain West Conference in the following team categories: scoring margin (+13.9), scoring defense (60.3), 
field goal percentage defense (38.9), three-point field goal percentage (37.9), steals per game (8.2), turnover margin (+3.7), turnovers 
forced (15.2) and assist-to-turnover ratio (1.22).

•	 Senior forward Matt Mitchell became the fifth Aztec player to earn Mountain West Conference Player of the Year honors, joining 
Brandon Heath (2006), Jamaal Franklin (2012), Xavier Thames (2014) and Malachi Flynn (2020). Entering play this week, Mitchell is 
one of just 16 players in the nation and the only player in the league to average 15.3 points, 5.4 rebounds, 1.9 assists and 1.5 steals. He 
is one of only three players in school history to compile 1,000 points, 500 rebounds, 200 assists and 100 steals in his career (also: Trey 
Kell and Winston Shepard).

•	 Senior guard Jordan Schakel is 3rd among Division I players this season in three-point field goal percentage at 46.8 percent. Schakel 
ranks 5th among all Division I players averaging 1.194 point per possession this season (minimum 275 possessions). 

THE WIN STREAK
•	 San Diego State has won 12 consecutive games and has not suffered a loss since Jan. 16. On Friday, it will have been 55 days since the 

Aztecs last loss.
•	 San Diego State has been one of the most impressive teams in the country over the last month. Since the start of the 11-game win streak 

on Jan. 22 (entering play Thursday), here is a look at the Aztecs national rankings 4th in scoring margin (+21.5), 4th in rebound margin 
(+9.9), 6th in points per game allowed (59.1) 1th in field goal percentage defense (37.8), 2th in turnover margin (+4.4), 17th in three-
point field goal percentage (40.0) and 18th in scoring (80.8).

	 With the 2021 Air Force Reserve Mountain West Men’s Basketball Championship Tournament underway, its award season and four 
members of the San Diego State men’s basketball team have been honored for their play and coaching.  Three players and head coach Brian 
Dutcher have been included in the Mountain West’s postseason awards, which are based on the conference’s regular-season schedule and are 
voted on by the league’s 11 head coaches.
•		 Senior forward Matt Mitchell was named the Mountain West Player of the Year and a first-team All-Mountain West performer & a 

member of the Mountain West All-Defensive Team.
•		 Senior guard Jordan Schakel is a second-team All-Mountain West selection 
•		 Junior forward Nathan Mensah is an honorable mention All-Mountain West honoree and included on the Mountain West All-Defensive 

Team. 
•		 Head coach Brian Dutcher is the Steve Fisher Mountain West Coach of the Year Award winner for the second year in a row.

	
AZTECS AT NO. 19/T-19 IN THE NATIONAL POLLS
	 The San Diego State men’s basketball team, 2020-21 Mountain West regular-season champions and the No. 1 seed in this week’s Moun-
tain West Tournament, held steady in the Associated Press poll and moved up two spots in the USA Today Coaches Poll. The Aztecs remain No. 
19 in the AP Poll and moved up to a tie for No. 19 in the USA Today Coaches Poll, both of which were published on March 8.
 	 SDSU is ranked for the sixth week this year. After initially entering the AP Poll at No. 24 on Dec. 7, 2020, the team jumped to No. 18 the 
following week. The Aztecs got back into the poll on Feb. 15 and steadily climbed for three weeks, first at No. 25, then to No. 22, and in the 
last two weeks at No. 19. San Diego State totaled 462 points in this week’s AP Poll and 227 in the Coaches Poll.
 	 Monday’s poll ranking marks the fifth time that SDSU has appeared in the AP Top-25 on this date.

Overall, this marks the 87th week the program has been ranked in the AP Top-25 and all have come since the start of the 2010-11 season.  
Those 87 weeks are the 19th most for any school in the nation in that time frame; ahead of Oregon (81 weeks), Maryland (74), Florida 
State (63 weeks) and UCLA (48 weeks).  The program’s No. 19 ranking marks the 63rd week it has appeared in the AP Top-20 since the 
start of the 2010-11 season as well.

AZTECS FULFILL PREDICTION TO WIN 13TH MOUNTAIN WEST TITLE
•	 San Diego State has won a Mountain West-record 13 titles in men’s basketball (eight regular season & five tournament), five more that its 

closest competitor, and nearly every preseason prediction had the Aztecs picking up its 13th crown in 2020-21.
•	 SDSU has been predicted to finish either first or second in the Mountain West media’s preseason poll in each of the last seven years. This 

year was also the 12th time in the last 16 years the Mountain West has been in existence that San Diego State has been picked first or 
second in the preseason poll. The Aztecs have garnered at least one first-place vote in the preseason poll in six of the last seven years. 

•	 In addition to the MW media, Lindy’s, Blue Ribbon, ESPN, ESPN’s Joe Lunardi, Myron Medcalf, Jeff Borzello and John Gasaway as well as 
College Hoops Today’s Jon Rothstein all predicted the Aztecs will win the MW. 

ROAD (AND NEUTRAL) WARRIORS
With San Diego State playing only road or neutral games for the rest of the year, here are some road and neutral site facts about SDSU:
•	 San Diego State had the nation’s longest road winning streak (13 games, dating back to the 2018-19 season) halted at Utah State (1/14), 

the same program that ended SDSU’s longest road/neutral streak (16) in the nation in its final game of the 2019-20 campaign.
•	 Since the start of the 2010-11 season, San Diego State’s 78-45 (.634 record in road games is the ninth best in the nation.
•	 Last season the Aztecs’ 16 road/neutral road wins were the most in the nation.
•	 San Diego State’s 11-0 road record last season was the best in the nation and its 11 true road wins were tied for the third most in the nation  

behind Vermont (12-3) and Stephen F. Austin (12-2).
•	 In its last eight neutral site games, San Diego State is7-1, with its only loss coming against Utah State in the championship game of the 

2020 Mountain West tournament.

12-GAME STREAK THE LONGEST OF THE YEAR
With its 69-66 win vs. Wyoming on Thursday afternoon, the Aztecs ran their current win streak to 12 games.
•	 The streak is the 10th longest in school history & the third of at least nine games in head coach Brian Dutcher’s four seasons.
•	 With the start of the conference tournament, SDSU’s 11-game Mountain West streak is on hold until the start of next season’s MW 

schedule and is tied for the second longest conference win streak in SDSU history (Dutcher was the HC for the longest streak, 13 in 
2019-20).

•	 The 12-game win streak equals the second longest active streak this season. The Aztecs owned the longest streak last year, after 
opening the season 26-0.

SERIES HISTORY VS. NEVADA
This is the 28th meeting between the schools with San Diego State winning 21 of the previous 27 (21-6).
•	 San Diego State has won eight of its last nine games against Nevada.
•	 The Aztecs are 3-0 against the Wolf Pack in the Mountain West Tournament, each time in the semifinal game. Most recently they faced 

off in 2018 and 2019 and SDSU beat Nevada by scores of 90-73 and 65-56, respectively. The Wolf Pack were the No. 1 seed in both 
seasons and ranked No. 22 in 2018 and No. 14 in the country in 2019. The third meeting came in 2016 and ended in a 67-55 victory 
for the Aztecs.

•	 After Nevada joined the league in time for the 2012-13 campaign, the Aztecs won the first seven games by an average of 12.9 points. 	
The Wolf Pack defeated SDSU for the first time as a member of the Mountain West on Jan. 4, 2017.

•	 In the history of the series, San Diego State won five of the first six meetings, dropped two of the next three get-togethers, won seven 	
straight and then split the season series in 2016-17. SDSU has won eight of the ten encounters between the teams over the past three 	
seasons.

•	 In games played in Reno, the Aztecs lead the Wolf Pack 6-5, but the Aztecs have been victorious just twice in its last five in the “Biggest 
Little City In America.”

•	 In games played in San Diego, the Aztecs are 11-1 vs. Nevada and have won nine straight.
•	 Junior forward Matt Mitchell has a 7-2 career record and has averaged 11.7 points and 5.3 rebounds against the Wolf Pack.
•	 All-time series meetings against Nevada can be found in the column on page four.

	 Brian Dutcher enters his fourth season as San Diego State head coach after three years in which he led the 
Aztecs to three Mountain West title games, its conference-record 11th and 12th Mountain West crowns and back to 
the NCAA tournament for the first time since 2015. He is the only coach in the 99-year history of San Diego State 
men’s basketball to win at least 20 games in each of his first three seasons at the helm of the program, and over the 
summer signed a contract extension which will keep him on The Mesa through the 2025-26 season.
	 In 2019-20 his squad ripped off a program-record 26 straight wins to open the season and peaked, for eight 
weeks, at a No. 4 ranking in both the Associated Press and USA Today Coaches top-25 polls, before finishing the 
regular season at No. 6. The Aztecs went 30-2 on the year, including 17-1 in Mountain West play and Dutcher 
earned USA Today National Coach of the Year, Mountain West Coach of the Year (in both the coaches and media 
polls), National Association of Basketball Coaches (NABC) Division I District 17 Coach of the Year and United States 
Basketball Writers Association (USBWA) District IX Coach of the Year.  In addition, he was one of five finalists for the 
2020 Werner Ladder Naismith Men’s College Coach of the Year Award.
	 In program history, his team’s 30 wins in 2019-20 are the third most in a season and its two defeats are the 
fewest. SDSU’s 17 wins in conference play are the most in program history, and its one loss is the fewest in the Aztecs’ 
Division I era and equals the fewest since 1926-27, when it moved from junior college competition to the National 
Association of Intercollegiate Athletics (NAIA). San Diego State opened the 2019-20 league slate with a 15-game 
winning streak which set a new Mountain West record.
	 Led by junior guard and consensus All-American Malachi Flynn, the team won the Continental Tires Las Vegas 
Invitational with a blow out victory over Creighton and a 16-point comeback win against Iowa in the championship 
game. A month later, the Aztecs handed Utah a 28-point drubbing in the Basketball Hall of Fame Classic three days 
after the Utes defeated then No. 6 Kentucky. 
	 In addition to Flynn, forwards Matt Mitchell and Yanni Wetzell and guard KJ Feagin, were recognized by the MW 
in its postseason awards as well as numerous national outlets.
	 With the expected return for the postseason of forward Nathan Mensah, who had been sidelined for the final 19 
games of the year, San Diego State was poised for a deep run in the NCAA Tournament. The Aztecs were projected to 
be either a No. 1 or No. 2 seed and some felt were a Final Four team, but the coronavirus pandemic put an end to 
the postseason and fans were left to wonder what could have been.  
	 In 2017-18, his inaugural season as Aztecs head coach, Dutcher was the only Division I head coach to guide his 
team to the NCAA Tournament after going 22-10 in the regular season, including winning the 2018 Mountain West 
Tournament championship.
    	Dutcher, who took the helm of the program following Steve Fisher’s retirement announcement on April 11, 2017, 
was on The Mesa for all 18 of Fisher’s seasons. He held the title of associate head coach/head coach in waiting for 
the six years prior to his ascension to the top job and is the 15th head coach in the program’s history.
    	Over the course of his 21 years at San Diego State, Dutcher has helped the Aztecs reach the postseason 14 times, 
including nine trips to the NCAA tournament, win a conference-best 12 Mountain West titles and record 15 seasons 
of at least 20 victories.
    	 Since 2008-09, Dutcher and SDSU twice advanced to the NCAA Sweet 16 (2011, 2014) and NIT semifinal round 
(2009, 2016), won at least 25 games eight times and captured nine MW championships (six regular season, three 
tournament).
    	Dutcher arrived at San Diego State shortly after Fisher was hired on March 26, 1999. In his first year in “Amer-
ica’s Finest City,” the Aztecs won only five games, but improved upon their win total from the season before. After 
that, San Diego State posted a 14-14 record in 2000-01, before winning the 2002 MW Championship, earning an 
NCAA tournament bid, and finishing with a 21-12 record. The 2002-03 campaign saw SDSU receive an NIT invitation, 
which culminated in the program’s first Division I postseason victory.
    	 After helping attract the program’s first McDonald’s All-American to the 2002-03 squad, Dutcher assisted in 
securing the signatures of future starters and all-league performers Brandon Heath and Marcus Slaughter. The duo 
started their first two seasons on The Mesa, leading to the 2005-06 campaign that produced the school’s first MW 
regular-season and tournament title sweep.
    	 The Aztecs advanced to the NCAA tournament and ultimately won a then-school-record 24 games. That appear-
ance led to a string of 10 consecutive postseason berths.
    	 From the 2006-07 campaign through 2008-09, San Diego State registered 20 or more wins and went to three 
straight NITs. In 2009, the Aztecs advanced to the NIT semifinals and broke the previous school record with 26 vic-
tories. That run to the 2009 NIT semifinals was a springboard to the most successful run in SDSU basketball history. 
Led by future NBA first-round draft pick and two-time NBA champion Kawhi Leonard, the 2009-10 Aztecs won the 
MW Championship, advanced to the NCAA tournament and fell four points shy of moving on to the second round 
before finishing with a 25-9 record.
    	 The NCAA experience from the 2009-10 squad proved fruitful in 2010-11, when it returned all five starters, 
including Leonard, and freshman Jamaal Franklin, who would turn out to be a future MW Player of the Year and NBA 
draft selection. With Dutcher on staff, SDSU won its first 20 games of the year, shared the MW regular-season title, 
and captured the MW tournament crown. The Aztecs moved on to the NCAA tournament as a No. 2 seed and won the 
program’s first Division I NCAA tournament game. San Diego State, which was ranked as high as No. 4 and received 
first-place votes at one point in the season, advanced to the Sweet 16 and fell to the eventual national champion, 
finishing with a school-record 34 wins, a mark that still stands today. The Aztecs’ also found themselves in the final 
top-25 polls, ranking sixth in the AP and 11th in the USA Today Coaches Poll. Five months after SDSU’s record-setting 
2010-11 campaign, the University elevated Dutcher to associate head coach/head coach in waiting.
    	 In his first season with his new title, Dutcher and the Aztecs advanced to the 2012 NCAA tournament as an 

at-large team and recorded 26 wins. The next season, San Diego State was again an at-large selection to the NCAA 
tournament, moved on to the round of 32 for the second time in three years and finished with 23 victories.
 	 Another NCAA Sweet 16 run was in the cards in Dutcher’s third season as the head coach in waiting. The Aztecs 
opened the campaign by winning 21 of their first 22 games, including 20 in a row at one point, and were led by 
seniors Xavier Thames, who would become an NBA draft pick, and Josh Davis. SDSU won the program’s second 
outright Mountain West regular-season title and later swept through two games in Spokane, Washington, to secure 
its second Sweet 16 appearance in four seasons. San Diego State compiled 31 wins and finished the season ranked 
13th in the AP and 12th in the Coaches after rising to as high as fifth nationally in both polls.
    	 The 2014-15 campaign saw the Aztecs spend their fifth straight season in the top 25. In the process of winning 
27 games, San Diego State grabbed its second straight MW regular-season crown and earned an at-large invitation 
to the NCAA tournament where they defeated St. John’s in the round of 64. One season later, the Aztecs found 
themselves in the NIT after winning the MW by three games with a 16-2 record. Nevertheless, San Diego State won 
three games and qualified for the NIT national semifinals, eventually logging 28 victories.
    	 SDSU completed the 2016-17 slate with a 19-14 record despite experiencing a rash of injuries. The 2016 Hawai-
ian Airlines Diamond Head Classic champions entered 2017-18 as one of 12 teams to have won at least 19 games 
in 12 consecutive seasons, which was a sign of things to come in Dutcher’s first year.
    	Dutcher’s first roster as head coach featured a pair of seniors that had won multiple Mountain West titles and 
owned NCAA tournament experience in Trey Kell and Malik Pope.
	 Prior to coming to SDSU, Dutcher spent 10 seasons on Steve Fisher’s bench at Michigan, where the program 
reached the postseason each year and participated in the NCAA Tournament eight times, including three trips to the 
Final Four and the championship game including a national championship in 1989.
