San Diego State is No. 1 in the Mountain West and No. 4 in the nation in field goal percentage defense at 36.7 percent, and is one of two
programs in the nation, also Tennessee, that is limiting opponents to a combined maximum of 36.7 percent from the floor and 28.7 percent
from beyond the arc. In field goal percentage defense, San Diego State is No. 4 and Tennessee is No. 2 and in three-point field goal percentage
defense Tennessee is No. 1and the Aztecs are No. 15.

With the Aztecs 67-38 win over Air Force (Jan. 8), San Diego State is 97-7 in the Brian Dutcher era, when it limits its opponent to 60 or fewer
points. Overall, the Aztecs have won 31 straight when holding the opposition to 60 points or less and are 104-8 in its last 112.

In San Diego State’s last nine wins it shot .432 from the field, including .330 from the bonus distance, and averaged 75.3 points per game,
with an average margin of victory of 13.6 points. Defensively, in those games, the team limited its opponents to a .355 shooting percent-
age, including .287 from beyond the arc and for the season has limited the opposition to 36.7 percent shooting overall, which ranks No. 4
nationally.

The Aztecs have held 10 of their 17 Division | opponents to less than 40 percent shooting, seven games of less than 35.0 percent, three under
30.0 percent. SDSU limited California to just 25.5 percent shoofing on Dec. 21, the third lowest opponent field goal percentage shooting night
in the Brian Dutcher era.

In the team’s 73-70 overtime win against No. 6 Houston, the Aztecs overcame both a 5-point halffime deficit and trailed by 11-point with
14:58 1o play to send the game fo overtime and ultimately its 3-point win. The victory was Brian Dutcher’s 15th win in 26 games against
top 25 opponents. Dutcher is the only head coach in program history with a winning record against ranked teams and it was the program’s
first win against a top-10 team since a 71-64 victory over No. 1 Alabama in the Sweet 16 of the 2023 NCAA Tournament.

San Diego State, which in 2023-24 reached the Mountain West Tournament championship game for the seventh fime in head coach Brian
Dutcher’s seven seasons, looks for its unprecedented 17th Mountain West men's baskethall fitle. Entering the 2024-25 season, San Diego
State has won nine regular season and seven Mountain West tournament fitles, the most of any program that has ever been a member of
the league.

Brian Dutcher is in his eighth season as San Diego State’s head coach and his 26th season on the Aztec sidelines. In his seven-plus seasons
as head coach, he has led the Aztecs to five conference titles, seven Mountain West championship game appearances, a 189-63 overall
record and 97-35 mark in league games, both league leading in that fime frame, has been named the national coach of the year, twice the

IF YOU HAVEN'T HEARD...THE BYRD IS THE WORD

Sophomore Miles Byrd, by games played, is the most tenured Aztec on the 2024-25 team.

o Byrd played in four games off the bench in his inifial college season, 34 lust season, all off the bench, and starts in each of his 16 appear-
ances this year...for a total of 54 games, the most on the roster for the Scarlet and Black in 2024-25.

o Inthe 38 games he played in his first two seasons, the Stockton, Calif., native reached double figure scoring twice and averaged 4.1 points,
2.3 rebounds and 1.0 assists. So far this year, in 17 starts, he has 12 double figure contests, including four contests of 20+ points, and
has upped his point production to 14.3, his rebounds to 4.2 and assists fo 2.1 per game.

o Against Colorado State (Jan. 14) became the first player in Mountain West history and one of three players in the nation in the lost 16

seasons to have a game of at least 25 points, inuding five 3-pointers, seven steals and six rebounds.
©  Byrd is the feam’s emotional leader as well as leading it in points (228), points per game (14.3 ppg), 3-pointers (36), steals (35) and is

in the top four of 3-point field goal percentage (.364), defensive rebounds (53), assists (34), and blocks (18).

o Is the only player in the nation who is shooting a minimum of .408 from the field, .364 from distance, .852 from the line with at least 34
assists, 35 steals and 18 blocks in 2024-25.

o In the team’s 75-60 win over Colorado State (Jan. 14), he set a new career-best with a game-high 25 points.

o Was named a Players Era Festival All-Tournament Team member and Mountain West Player of the Week for averaging 14.7 points, 3.3
rebounds, 2.0 assists, 1.7 steals, 1.3 blocks and a 3:1 assist-to-turnover ratio in leading the Aztecs to a pair of victories against top 25
teams: No. 6 Houston and No. 21 Creighton at the event in Las Vegas.

o Byrd s in his third year at San Diego State but is a sophomore after getting his freshman season back through a medical redshirt.

o In the season opener against UC San Diego, sophomore guard Miles Byrd, in his first career start, became just the second player in NCAA
Division | basketball over the last 10 seasons (since 2014-15) to record at least 20 points, 8 rebounds, 5 steals and 4 blocks in the same
game. He's also the first Aztec since at least 1996-97 with that stat line.

ROAD (AND NEUTRAL) WARRIORS

San Diego State will play four neutral site and 10 true road games during the 2024-25 regular season and here are some road and neutral

site facts about SDSU:

o Since the start of the 2009-10 season, San Diego State’s 110-68 (.618) record in true road games is the sixth best in the nation.

o Since the start of the 2009-10 season, San Diego State’s 86-52 (.623) record in road games against the Mountain West, leads the
conference.

o Since the start of the 2009-10 season, San Diego State is 73-35 (.676) in neutral site games which is the seventh best in the nation.

o Since the start of the 2009-10 season, San Diego State’s 183-103 (.640) record in road/neutral games is the sixth best in the nation.

THE BIG NOTES

o Among the 17 programs San Diego State has played at least 50 times, its 73.6 winning percentage (67-24) against Air Force is its best
in program history.

 Freshman wing Magoon Gwath enjoyed a 25-point, 10-rebound and four-block game in the team’s 84-62 win at Fresno State on
December 4. He became the first Aztec freshman to have a game of at least 25 points and 10 rebounds since Kawhi Leonard totaled
25 and 12 against Wyoming on January 9, 2010, and is the only freshman in the nation with a game of at least 25 points, 10 boards
and four blocks this year.

o Against Colorado State (Jan. 14) Miles Byrd became the first player in Mountain West history and one of three players in the nation in

the last 16 seasons to have a game of at least 25 points, including five 3-pointers, seven steals and six rebounds.
o SDSU has handed Colorado State its largest margin of defeat in a Mountain West game in three of the lust four seasons, all at Viejas Arena

(15 on Jan. 14, 16 on Feb. 13, 2024, and 30 on Jan. 8, 2022). San Diego State also beat the Rams by 19 on Feb. 21, 2023, at home,
which was fied for the second-largest MW loss by CSU in the 2022-23 campaign.

e Miles Byrd's seven steals against CSU (Jan. 14) matched the most by a San Diego State player since ot least the 1996-97 season (also
Chase Tapley vs. UC Davis on Nov. 13, 2011, and Deandre Moore vs. Colorado State on Feb. 1, 2003).

o New Mexico’s 62 points are its fewest this season, 23.4 points below its season average.

o San Diego State has held 10 of its 14 opponents o under 40.0 percent shooting from the floor.

© For the 10th time this season, the Aztecs held their opponent to less than 29.0 percent from the bonus distance. New Mexico shot 21.4
percent (6-0f-28)

© San Diego State gave up only 14 points in the second half against Air Force, which is its second fewest allowed in a second half since at
least the 1996-97 season.

o The 38 Air Force points allowed by SDSU are tied for its third fewest allowed in a Mountain West game.

© The 38 poins allowed by the Aztecs to the Falcons are their fewest given up since also allowing 38 vs. Air Force on March 1, 2017. They
matched the fewest allowed since giving up 34 vs. New Mexico on Jan. 26, 2014.

o San Diego State is the only Division | team leading its conference in blocks per game, scoring defense, opponent field-goal percentage and

opponent three-point percentage. The only MW team to ever do that in a full season was the Aztecs in 2021-22.
o Against Utah State, the Aztecs made 20 free throws on 90.9 percent shooting (20-0f-22). It is the second time the team has made 20

or more from the charity stripe with a higher than 90.0 percent free throw percentage since February 2011. SDSU shot 22-0f-23 (95.7
percent) from the line at Air Force on January 21, 2023.

o The Aztecs showed California what stifling defense looks like back on December 21, in holding a Golden Bears team that shot 47.5 percent
from the floor coming into the game fo just 25.5 percent, Cal's fourth worst shoofing game in the last 30 years. SDSU also limited Cal, a
38.1 percent shooting team from the bonus distance o 20.8 percent.

o The Aztecs held California to 15.6 percent shooting (5-0f-32) in the first half which is its best defensive half this season and the second best
first half since at least 1996-97. The only better first half for SDSU was on March 1, 2017, when it held Air Force to 15.0 percent (3-of-20).

o The Aztecs held California to 25.5 percent shoofing (14-of-55) from the field for the game, it's fourth worst shooting night for the Golden
Bears since af least 1996-97.

* Magoon Gwath, at Fresno State, is the first Aztec freshman to have a game of at least 20 points and 10 rebounds since Kawhi Leonard
had 25 points and 12 rebounds against Wyoming on January 9, 2010.

o With his four blocks at Fresno State (Dec. 4), Magoon Gwath is the only freshman in the nation to have a game of af least 25 points,
10 rebounds and four blocks.



o With the Houston win, Brian Dutcher improved to 16-11 against fop 25 competition, including a 3-3 mark against teams ranked among
the top 6 feams in the nation.

o Against Creighton, BJ Davis became just the second Aztec, since at least the 1996-97 season, who stands 6-2 or less, o have a game of
at least 18 points and 9 rebounds (also: Malachi Flynn vs. UNLV, 2/22/2020).

o Against UC Dan Diego Miles Byrd became just the second player in NCAA Division | basketball over the last 10 seasons (since 2014-15)
to record at least 20 points, 8 rebounds, 5 steals and 4 blocks in the same game. He's also the first Aztec since at least 1996-97 with that
stat line. Only two other Aztecs have had a similar stat line of at least 20 points, 8 rebounds, 3 steals and 3 blocks over that time frame
(Jamaal Franklin, twice and Randy Holcomb once).

SCHEDULING UP

San Diego State has never been afraid of playing anyone, anywhere, and it's borne out by the Aztecs having played, through the games

of January 20, the 33rd toughest schedule in the nation overall, and the 11th toughest non-conference slate according to KenPom.com.
San Diego State has already played four of its 11 Division | games against ranked opponents with wins over then No. 21 Creighton and
No. 6 Houston and defeats at the hands of then No. 3 Gonzaga and now No. 15 Oregon.

o No other Mountain West program has played an overall schedule which ranks under No. 70 and only three MW programs played a
non-conference schedule which was ranked in the top 100 and those are No. 61, 82, & No 98.

o San Diego State’s opponents in its five losses, to Gonzaga, Oregon, Utah State, New Mexico & UNLV have a combined record of 74-23
(.763) & three of the five are nationally ranked this week.

MISCELLANEOUS STATS

SDSU is getting 41.2 percent of its points (506-of-1,229) in the paint.

The Aztecs are getting 30.4 percent of their buckets (135-of-444) from beyond the arc.

San Diego State is scoring 20.2 percent of ifs points (248-of-1,229) off its opponent's turnovers.

The Aztecs are getting 64.6 percent of their offense (794-0f-1,229) from their backcourt.

SDSU has been tied or in the lead for 63.2 percent (436:25-0f-690) of its minutes this season.

San Diego State is getting assists on 47.3 percent (210-0f-444) of its field goals this season.

The Aztecs are 7-0 this year w/ at least one 10-0 scoring run in a game & have won 19 straight when putting together a double-digit run.

Halfway through the season, San Diego State is once again trending as one of the nation’s best in defense. After the games of January 22
according to KenPom, the Aztecs are No. 3 in block percentage, No. 9 in effective field goal percentage defense and No. 12 in adjusted

defensive efficiency, No. 14 2-point percentage defense, and No. 15 in 3-point percentage defense.
San Diego State has won 118 of its last 127 games (118-9; 92.9 percent) when holding its opponent fo less than 60 points.

San Diego State is 106-9 (92.2 percent) the last 115 times it has outrebounded its opponent.

San Diego State has won 211 of its last 246 games (211-34; 85.8 percent) when limifing opponents to 30.0 percent or less from 3-point range.
In its last 449 games in which it has forced at least 10 turnovers, San Diego State has won 354 times (354-95; 78.8 percent).

San Diego State is 88-20 (81.5 percent) in its last 108 games in which it has blocked at least three shots.

San Diego State has won 35 of its last 41 games (35-6; 85.4 percent) when it limits its opponent to five or fewer offensive rebounds.
San Diego State is 88-26 (77.2 percent) in its last 114 games in which it has at least five steals.

AZTEC BLOCK PARTY

With defense the calling card of San Diego State baskethall, the 2024-25 Aztecs are dealing in the category of shot rejections.

o San Diego State ranks No. 7 in the nation in blocks per game per (5.71) through the games of January 22.

o Through 17 games 60.0 percent (58-0f-97) of the Aztecs blocks come from its freshmen (Pharach Compton, Taj DeGourville &
Magoon Gwath)

o The Aztecs have four games of 9 blocks, three 8 block contests, two of 7 and one of 5 blocks, has recorded multiple blocks in 11-of-17
games this year, and has been shut out twice.

Freshman Magoon Gwath ranks No. 8 in the nation in both blocks per game (2.53) and total blocked shots (43).

Pl.AYER & TEAM TIDBITS
San Diego State leads the Mountain West with 5.71 blocked shots per game and is No. 7 in the nation. San Diego State has got 43 of its 97
blocks this year (44.3 percent) from freshman Magoon Gwath, who is No. 8 in the nation (2.53/g).

Freshman Magoon Gwath ranks No. 8 in the nation in blocks per game (2.53), total blocks (43 and is No. 5 Kenpom's block percentage
rankings. Gwath has a friumvirate of five block games: vs. No. 3 Gonzaga, No. 6 Houston & Oregon.

o Sophomore forward Miles Heide, among players who have played a minimum of 185 minutes this season, ranks No. 19 in the nation in
offensive rebounds per 40 minutes played (6.0) which is No. 1 in the Mountain West. In his two seasons on The Mesa he has 134 rebounds,
71 of which are on the offensive glass (53.0 percent). For his career, he is averaging 5.5 offensive boards per 40 minutes which is the 19th
hest average nationally for a player with at least 500 minutes total. No Aztec, since at least 1999-00, has averaged more offensive hoards
per 40 minutes on a minimum of 500 career minutes.

e Guard Taj DeGourville is No. 28 in the nation in freshman assist-to-turnover ratio (2.00:1) among those who have played a minimum
of 315 minutes.

e Forward Pharaoh Compton is 1-of-7 freshman in the nation who is shooting at least 63.6 percent from the field on a minimum of 66
shot attempts.

o According to KenPom.com and based on minutes played in previous seasons, San Diego State ranks as one of the youngest teams in the
nation at 1.54 years of experience. With that lack of experience and in combination with a No. 12 ranking in Adjusted Defensive Efficiency,
no team in the nation is younger and playing better defense than the Aztecs.

THERE’S NO PLACE LIKE HOME

San Diego State has advanced to the NCAA tournament 11 of the last 13 seasons in which a national championship has been crowned, and
has an NIT national semifinalist appearance during that span as well. One reason for the success is that Viejas Arena is a very tough place for
opponents. Since the start of the 2005-06 campaign, San Diego State has the sixth-highest winning percentage in the couniry, amassing a
272-38 home record, winning 87.7 percent of its home games during that span.

ELITE LEADER

Brian Dutcher is in his 26th season on The Mesa, 18 of them as the top man on San Diego State Hall of Fame Head Coach Steve Fisher's bench.
In that fime, he’s experienced 575 victories, 16 Mountain West fitles and helped the Aztecs to 18 postseason fournaments, including 13 NCAA
appearances, a four of Sweet 16 berths (2011, 2014, 2023 & 2024) and in 2023 past the Sweet 16, to the Elite 8, Final Four and national
championship game.

e Since his ascension to the top job, prior to the 2017-18 season, he has captured six Mountain West crowns and guided his team to the
championship game in the league tournament each of his seven previous years.

In his inaugural campaign, in 2017-18, he was the only first-year Division | head coach to guide his team to the NCAA Tournament.

He i the only head coach in program history to win at least 21 games in each of his first seven seasons.

His 189 wins are a program record for victories in a coach’s first seven-plus campaigns.

His 189 wins to date are the most of any head coach who started at his current insfitution at the start of the 2017-18 season.

FABULOUS FRESHMAN

Aztec freshmen are usually very well acquainted with the bench and limited minutes, but the team’s three frosh: Pharaoh Compton, Taj

DeGourville and Magoon Gwath are breaking that mold.

o The threesome make up half of the top-6 on the Mountain West's freshman scoring list (Gwath No. 3, Compton No. 5, DeGourville No. 6).

o With a minimum of four field goal attempts per game, Compton’s 63.6 percent shooting percentage leads MW freshmen.

For the Wolf Pack (19-5, 6-4), Kenan Blackshear scored 22 points including eight of the team’s ten points in overtime. Jarod Lucas scored
15 and Nick Davidson tacked on 14.

Nevada led from the first possession of the game unfil there was 6:46 remaining in regulation, when SDSU evened the score at 46. The
Aztecs claimed their first lead on a three-point play by Jay Pal with 3:47. The game remained close, with Nick Davidson making a layup with
five seconds remaining to force overtime. San Diego State had a chance to win in regulation but Trammell was unable to get a shot off.

When asked about the final play of regulation, Aztec coach Brian Dutcher responded: “Obviously, Darrion made some step-hacks and some
pull ups and that's what he tried to go fo instead of pressing the issue to the rim where they might get a foul, so he’s got to make them if he
takes them. He's got to draw a foul or make a basket. That's basketball. You have to make important plays if you're going to win, and we
didn’t make enough of them.”

In the overfime period, SDSU started out by scoring the first four points before the Wolf Pack responded with six unanswered to take a two
point lead. San Diego State tied things up with a pair of free throws before Tre Coleman scored a go-ahead layup with 12 seconds remaining.
Trammell missed a three at the end for SDSU before a Nevada rebound and pair of free throws ended the game.

In a very physical game, San Diego State finished with 27 fouls and Nevada had 25 while both team had a starter foul out (Lamont Butler,
SDSU; K.J. Hymes, Nevada). A defensive battle, each team turned the ball over 16 times and struggled from deep, hitting just three 3-pointers
each (all in the first half) despite the first three baskets of the game coming from beyond the arc.

“There were two good really good teams playing against each other and the difference between the first and the second game was almost
identical,” said Duicher following the game. “Their ability to get second chance opportunities won them the game. We got initial stops, but they
got offensive rebounds and chances to put back and we missed shots and did not get putbacks at the end.”

As Dutcher alluded to, Nevada outscored SDSU 15-6 on second chance points. The Aztecs outshot the Wolf Pack from the bonus stripe
(85.2%-46.2%) but Nevada was better from the field (46.2%-40.8%) and long range (23.1%-15.8%).

San Diego State returns home to Viejas Arena for a pair of big Mountain West matchups next week. SDSU hosts Colorado State at 6 p.m.
PT on Tuesday evening and No. 25-ranked New Mexico at 7 p.m. PT on Friday night. Tuesday’s game will be televised on (BS Sports Network
with a radio broadcast on San Diego Sports 760.

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SEEING SCARLET

San Diego State, this season, will wear scarlet uniforms for the first time since the 2019-20 season.

o The Aztecs have a 74-57 victory over San Diego, and a 77-76 overtime win at Air Force on Wednesday so far this season in red.

o The last fime the Aztecs wore a scarlet kit before this season was in a 68-55 win against Nevada on January 18, 2020. It was the second
time that season that SDSU was wearing red (also: vs. San Jose State, W, 59-57 on December 8, 2019).

AZTECS GROUND AIR FORCE IN VIEJAS

With a lot to unpack in the Aztecs 67-38 win over Air Force on January 8, here are some of the higger notes:

e San Diego State defeated Air Force for the 17th consecufive time at home, which s its longest active home winning streak against any team.

®  SDSU's last home loss to Air Force was Feb. 28, 2005, which is 7,254 days ago, or 19 years, 10 months and 11 days.

e San Diego State gave up only 14 points in the second half, which is its second fewest allowed in a second half since at least the 1996-97
season.

o The 38 points allowed by SDSU are tied for its third fewest allowed in a Mountain West game.

o The 38 points allowed by the Aztecs are their fewest given up since also allowing 38 vs. Air Force on March 1, 2017. They match the fewest
allowed since giving up 34 vs. New Mexico on Jan. 26, 2014.

®  SDSU held the Falcons to their fewest points (38) since that March 1, 2017 game at San Diego State and it matched their fewest points
scored in any game since scoring 34 at San Diego State on Feb. 7, 2009.

o |t was the second straight fime the Aztecs held an opponent to their fewest points in a game this season (also at Boise State on Jan. 4).

e San Diego State outrehounded Air Force by 25, its largest rebound margin ever in a Mountain West game.

o SDSU improves to 194-68 in Mountain West play since the start of the 2009-10 season, which is the best record in the conference in that
time frame.

®  |n Mountain West play, the Aztecs are now 90-13 since the start of the 2013-14 season.

e San Diego State called a fimeout down, 20-8, with 11:01 left in the first half. The Aztecs outscored the Falcons, 59-18, the rest of the way,
including at one point a 40-4 run.

e Jared Coleman-Jones logged his first double-double as an Aztec and ninth of his career with 10 points and 14 rebounds. Ten of his 14
rebounds were on the offensive end, which was a career high.

SAN DIEGO — Wayne McKinney I1l scored a season-high 18 points, the last two coming on a full court driving layup as time expired to give
San Diego State a 77-76 win at Air Force in overfime on Wednesday night.

The Aztecs (12-5, 5-3 Mountain West) won their 11th consecutive game against the Falcons and sixth straight in Clune Arena, but it was the
first time of the 11 that a game went to overtime and first game of the six to be decided by single digits.

Air Force (3-16, 0-8 MW) will confinue to seek its first win since December 7, and first win of conference play when it hosts Utah State on
Saturday afternoon.

The teams went back and forth in the first few minutes of the game with the Falcons taking an 8-6 lead four and a half minutes into the
game. The Aztecs offense responded by firing off an 11-0 run, taking a nine-point lead as Jared Coleman-Jones made a pair of three-poiners
and Taj DeGourville added one. Air Force was able to get back within one possession before a Kimo Ferrari three brought the lead back up to
five with just under five minutes remaining in the half. Ethan Taylor scored the last seven points of the half for the Falcons, cutting the deficit
to a point hefore a Coleman-Jones jumper and free throw gave the Aztecs a 35-31 lead heading into the halftime break.

Magoon Gwath had o three-point play on the opening possession of the second half and McKinney Il scored the next 10 points for San
Diego State fo go up 48-38 with 14:33 left in the game. Air Force responded with a 15-4 run fo take a one point lead, its first since 8-6, with
8:47 remaining in regulation. The teams traded baskets with the Aztecs sfill down a point after a Coleman-Jones layup with 4:50 left. The
Falcons made three free throws fo go up four but two Miles Byrd free throws and a pair of DeGourville jumpers put the Aztecs up two with
49 seconds remaining. Kyle Marshall scored a quick layup immediately afterwards to tie the game but missed a free throw to take the lead.
McKinney I1I and DeGourville had looks but were unable to convert and the game went to overtime fied at 68.

The Falcons won the jump ball in overtime and Taylor was fouled shooting a three. He would convert all his free throws to take a three-point
lead. BJ Davis was fouled on the other end and made a free throw for SDSU. After the Aztecs forced a turnover, Davis made a layup to tie the
game at 71 with 3:47 left. Luke Kearney was fouled on the other end and made his free throws to retake a two-point lead. Following missed
shots on both sides, McKinney made two foul shots to fie the game at 73. San Diego State got a stop followed by a DeGourville jumper to take
the lead. A Gwath block on the other end helped lead to a shot clock violation but the Aztecs were unable to take advantage, and the Falcons got
the ball back with 27 seconds left. Yoda Oke went to the line and made his first free throw but missed the second. However, Celichowski tipped
the ballin to give Air Force a 76-75 lead with four seconds left. The Aztecs had a chance to regroup during a review of the tip in. DeGourville
threw the ball in to McKinney, who got a crack screen from Coleman-Jones and drove to the basket for a layup as the buzzer sounded, sending
the Aztecs home victorious, 77-76.

Along with McKinney I1I's 18 points, Coleman-Jones (14 points, six rebounds) and DeGourville (11 points, seven rebounds) finished in
double figures for the Aztecs. Gwath chipped in nine points with seven rebounds, three assists and two blocks. Byrd excelled defensively with
four steals and three blocks.

Wesley Celichowski (22 points) and Taylor (21 points, eight rebounds) led the way for Air Force. Kearney contributed 14 points and
Marshall grabbed 11 rebounds.

Air Force scored at a higher rate from the field (43.2%-41.5%), beyond the arc (40.0%-22.2%) and the free throw line (68.2%-63.0%).
San Diego State had eight steals and seven blocks, only turning the ball over six times, while the Falcons tallied just one block and three steals
while turning the ball over 17 fimes. The Aztecs scored more from the field, draining 27 field goals to Air Force’s 19 and outscoring the Falcons
off turnovers (19-8), in the paint (38-22), and off the bench (34-9).

FOUR-STAR TAE SIMMONS INKED FOR THE 2025-26 SEASON

o High school senior Tae Simmons to an athletic aid agreement which starts beginning in the 2025-26 school year.

o A 6-7, 220-pound forward out of Heritage Christian High School in Northridge, Calif., Simmons is a four-star recruit according to ESPN
and 247Sports. ESPN has him ranked the No. 40 forward in the nation and overall, the No. 19 player in California, while in 247Sports
ratings he is the No. 21 forward in the nation and the No. 12 player in the state. Rivals has him as the No. 33 power forward in the nation.

e Simmons is a three-time all-state and All-Olympic League performer who has also earned league Defensive MVP honors. As a junior he
averaged 20.8 points, 10.7 rebounds, 1.7 steals and 1.5 blocks while shooting over 66 percent from the field and over 80 percent from
the line in earning 2023-24 2AA All-CIF Southern Section designation. Simmons has scored more than 1,000 points in his high school career
and has shot 65 percent from the floor in three seasons at Heritage Christian.

 In addition fo his prowess on the court, Simmons carries a 3.8 GPA info his senior year and previously played both wide receiver and
cornerback for the Heritage Christian football team.

DeGOURVILLE NAMED MW FRESHMAN OF THE WEEK FOR THE SECOND TIME THIS SEASON

Taj DeGourville was named the Mountain West Freshman of the Week for the week ending January 5.

o In the Aztecs' lone game lost week, a 76-68 Quad 1 win at Boise State, DeGourville had a stat line that included 13 points, six rebounds,
an assist and steal with one turnover in 20:59 of game action. His rebound total matched his season high.

e His 13 points and six rebounds are season-bests against a Division | opponent.

o He was 4-of-7 (.571) from the field, induding 1-of-2 (.500) from beyond the arc, and made 4-of-5 (.800) from the charity stripe in 20:59
of court fime, including the crifical last 7:05 of the game.

o Of his six boards, two were on the offensive glass, which led to two points. His four defensive rebounds led to four points going the other
way for SDSU, including going coust-to-coast for a bucket. He scored two points on his own steal and his assist was on a three pointer.

e From 5:52-t0-4:38 and with SDSU up 58-57, DeGourville grabbed a defensive board and fed Byrd for a layup. On the following Boise
State possession, he stole the ball and went coast-fo-coast to make it 62-57. Then after a steal on the next Broncos possession, he hit a
driving layup, was fouled and completed the traditional three-point play to make it 65-57. He was directly involved in all seven points in
the run, including scoring five of them.

e With 2:25 to play and SDSU up 65-59, he grabbed a defensive hoard, drove the length of the court, missed the shot in the lane, but got
his own rebound and scored on a put back to give SDSU its largest lead in the game 67-59. Finally, with 18 seconds to play, he grabbed a
rebound, was fouled, and put the game away making 1-of-2 free throws.

DeGOURVILLE NAMED MW FRESHMAN OF THE WEEK

Taj DeGourville was named the Mountain West Freshman of the Week for the week ending November 17.

o In the Aztecs lone game last week, a 100-49 victory over Occidental, DeGourville had a stat line that induded 14 points, six rebounds,
five assists and two steals without a turnover in just over 20 minutes of game acfion. His points, rebounds, assists, and steals were all
season highs.

BRIAN DUTCHER

Head Coach

Eighth Season e 26th Season Overall at SDSU ® Minnesota, 1982

Brian Dutcher enters his eighth season as San Diego State head men’s baskethall coach and is coming off
back-to-back Sweet 16 appearances and a run fo the program’s first national championship game appearance in the
2023 NCAA Tournament. He is building on the previous seven years in which he led the Aztecs o seven title games in
Mountain West tournament, its conference-record 11th, 12th, 13th, 14th, 15th & 16th Mountain West crowns, and to
a bid to the NCAA tournament in five of the six years in which a champion was crowned. He is the only coach in the
103-year history of San Diego State men’s basketball to win af least 20 games in each of his first seven seasons. His
177 victories in six seasons (177-58) are the most for any Division | head coach whose first year guiding his current
program was 2017-18 and the accompanying win percentage, 75.3 percent, is the highest for any head baskethall
coach in San Diego State history.

Dutcher has been recognized twice, following the 2019-20 and 2020-21 seasons, with Mountain West Coach
of the Year honors and was the National Association of Basketball Coaches (NABC) Division I District 17 Coach of the
Year in both those years as well. In addifion, Dutcher earned USA Today National Coach of the Year and United States
Baskethall Writers Association (USBWA) District IX Coach of the Year distinction following the 2019-20 campaign and
was one of five finalists for the 2020 Werner Ladder Naismith Men’s College Coach of the Year Award.

His teams have faced top 25 ranked opponents on 24 occasions and posted a 14-10 record, which indludes
wins over No. 1 Alabama, Gonzaga (twice), UCLA and Arizona State as well as Nevada (four times) and Colorado
State (twice). From the start of the 2018-19 season to its demise after the 2023-24 campaign, his Aztecs were 8-3
against Pac-12 opponents and 11-6 in multi-team events. Since the start of the 2017-18 season, SDSU has the
seventh best home win percentage in the nation (89.8 percent), and in the last five years, San Diego State has posted
a92.1-win percentage (70-6) in Viejas Arena, the fourth best in the nation.

The team’s success on the court is reflected in the honors his players have earned. In 2020, Malachi Flynn
was a consensus All-American, the third Aztec to earn that honor. The following season Matt Mitchell was recognized
by the Associated Press with the All-American moniker and 2024 Jaedon LeDee was named the Karl Malone Award
winner for the best power forward in the nation as well as being named an All-American by multiple organizations.

San Diego State put a player on the USBWA's All-District IX first team in 2020 (Flynn) and 2021 (Mitchell).
The NABC has bestowed its All-District 17 honors eight fimes to an Aztec in the last seven years. In 2019, Jalen
McDaniels earned first-team designation. Flynn and Yanni Wetzell were first team and Mitchell was second team in
2020. In 2021, Mitchell and Jordan Schakel earned first team and second team honors, respectively. In 2022, Matt
Bradley was a second team performer and in 2023, LeDee was a first-team designee.

Within the Mountain West, Flynn was named the 2020 Mountain West Male Athlete of the Year, Player of the
Year, Defensive Player of the Year, Newcomer of the Year, and a member of the All-Defensive Team. In the same
season, KJ Feagin was named to the all-defensive team and one year prior, Jeremy Hemsley was induded on the
league’s all-defensive team. In 2021, Mitchell earned Mountain West Player of the Year, first team All-Mountain
West and inclusion on the all-defensive team along with Nathan Mensah. In 2022, Mensah was the Defensive Player
of the Year and a member of the all-defensive team. Bradley was the Newcomer of the Year. Chad Baker-Mazara
was named the Sixth Man of the Year and Lamont Butler garnered all-defensive team honors. 2023 saw Mensah
again named the Defensive Player of the Year, a third-team performer, and a member of the all-Defensive Team,
while Bradley earned first-team honors and Lamont Butler was a third team and All-Defensive Team designee. Last
year, Butler was the Defensive Player of the Year, a member of the All-Defensive Team and an honorable mention
performer, while Jaedon LeDee was tabbed a first-feam honoree.

His players have earned 20 all-Mountain West designations and 21 players of the week honors. Three Aztecs,
Trey Kell in 2018, Mitchell in 2021 and Bradley in 2023, were named Mountain West tournament MVP among 13
SDSU players who have been included on the league’s all-tournament team. In his seven seasons, his charges have
garnered 18 league all-academic team distinctions, a pair of Arthur Ashe Jr. Sports Scholar awards, and Flynn was
named to the 2020 NABC Honors Court.

The 2022-23 season saw SDSU fulfill a promise coach Dutcher, and Hall of Fame coach Steve Fisher, made
the day they stepped on campus prior to the 1999-00 season. . .that the program’s goal was to compete for national
championships. The Aztecs finished with a 32-7 record, played Connecticut for the NCAA championship in Houston's
NRG Stadium in front of more than 72,000 spectators and finished the season as the national runner-up. The team
ranked No. 2 in the final USA Today Coaches poll, the highest the program has ever achieved.

SDSU's 32 victories are the second most in a season in San Diego State history, trailing only the 34 wins in
2010-11. In conference play, SDSU was 15-3 and secured hoth the regular-season and tournament titles to earn a
No. 5 seed, its third consecuive season with a single-digit seed in the NCAA Tournament. Five of the team’s seven
losses were by nine points or less, with three of ifs losses coming against top 25 opposition and in each of its seven
losses its opponent was receiving votes in the national polls. Senior guard Darrion Trammell was named the South
Regional Most Outstanding Player with Lamont Butler also included on the South Regional All-Tournament Team.
Butler, who hit the higgest shot in SDSU history, the game winner as time expired against Florida Atlantic in the Final
Four to send the Aztecs to the national championship game, earned a spot on the 2023 NCAA All-Tournament Team.

The 2021-22 campaign featured a 23-9 record and SDSU's second straight appearance in the NCAA Tour-
nament, garnering a No. 8 seed. Six of its nine losses were by six points or less and after Dec. 8, 2021, four of
the team's six defeats were by three points or less. Twice during that stretch, the Aztecs defeated nationally ranked
Colorado State.

In 2020-21, he guided San Diego State to the Mountain West regular-season and tournament crowns and
earned a No. 6-seed in the NCAA tournament. The Aztecs went 23-5 and finished the regular season ranked No. 7
in field goal percentage defense (.387), No. 8 in scoring defense (60.6), No. 12 in scoring margin (+13.5), No. 14
in total steals (233), and No. 16 in turnover margin (+3.9) nationally. Among the Mountain West teams, San Diego

State led the league in turnovers forced (15.15), steals per game (8.19), assist-to-turnover ratio (1.25:1), three-
point field goal percentage (.381), field goal percentage defense, scoring defense, scoring margin, turnover margin
and fotal steals. The team posted a 14-game win streak, which is the fourth longest in school history and is the third
of at least nine games under Dutcher.

The 2019-20 squad ripped off a program-record 26-straight wins o open the season and peaked, for eight
weeks, at a No. 4 ranking in both national polls, before finishing the regular season at No. 6. The Aztecs went 30-2,
including 17-1 in Mountain West play.

In program history, his team’s 30 wins in 2019-20 are the fourth most in a season and its two defeats are
the fewest. SDSU’s 17 wins in conference play are the most in program and Mountain West history, and its one loss
is the fewest in the Aztecs' Division | era and equals the fewest since 1926-27, when it moved from junior college
competition to the National Association of Intercollegiate Athletics (NAIA). San Diego State opened the 2019-20
league slate with a 15-game winning streak, which set a new Mountain West record.

In 2017-18, Dutcher was the only Division | coach to guide his team to the NCAA Tournament in his inifial
season after going 22-10, including winning the 2018 MW Tournament championship.

Over the course of his 25 years at San Diego State, Dutcher has helped the Aziecs reach the postseason 18
times, induding 13 trips to the NCAA tournament, win a conference-hest 16 Mountain West fitles and record 19
seasons of at least 20 victories.

Since 2008-09, SDSU has four NCAA Sweet 16 (2011, 2014, 2023 & 2024) and NIT semifinal (2009, 2016)
appearances, won at least 25 games nine times and captured 16 MW championships (nine regular season, seven
tournament).

I his first year on The Mesa (1999-00), as an assistant coach, the Aztecs won only five games but improved
upon their win total from the season before. After that, San Diego State posted a 14-14 record in 2000-01, before
winning the 2002 MW Championship, earning an NCAA tournament bid, and finishing with a 21-12 record. The
2002-03 campaign saw SDSU receive an NIT invitation, which culminated in the program’s first Division | postseason
victory.

SAN DIEGO ~ On the back of a career performance from Miles Byrd, San
Diego State opened their season with a 63-58 victory over UC San Diego on
Wednesday night. In his first career start, the sophomore recorded career highs in
points, field goals, three-pointers, steals and matched his career high in blocks.

SDSU (1-0) has now won 14 straight games against UCSD (0-1) and 13
straight on its home floor against the Tritons. The win also marks their 18th in a
row in home openers against unranked opponents.

Byrd filled the stat sheet with 20 points on 7-0f-12 shooting and 4-of-6 from
three with eight rebounds, five steals and four blocks. He is the first Aztec with
that stat line since at least 1996-97 and just the second fo do so in the NCAA
over the last decade.

Magoon Gwath started the night with his first career block on the first posses-
sion of the game which quickly led to a Nick Boyd layup on the other end for the
game’s first basket. Gwath added a second block minutes later giving him a pair
before the first media timeout on his way to three total for his official debut.

The Aztecs were slow to build on the early excitement though making just
two of their first 11 field goal attempts heading info a fimeout on the floor.
However, they came out of the quick break on a 10-0 run while holding UC San
Diego fo Ofor-12 from the field in that sume stretch unfil the eight and a half
minute mark.

UC San Diego would battle back, closing out the first on a 10-3 run reducing
the Aztec lead to just two points through the first 20 minutes.

The Tritons carried their momentum early info the second half claiming the
lead within the first two minutes, but the Scarlet and Black answered with eight
straight points. UCSD quickly responded with seven straight of their own to take
the lead right back.

With just under nine minutes left in the contest, Byrd took over, made three
field goals to spark a 13-2 scoring run and put the Aztecs back out in front.

San Diego State reclaimed the lead with 5:26 left in the confest and never
looked back, holding on for the season opening win. With the defense holding
the Tritons to just 58 points, it is the 21st consecutive victory when holding the
opponent between 50-59 poinfs.

The starting backcourt of Nick Boyd and B Davis recorded 11 points apiece in
their first official starts on The Mesa while Jared Coleman-Jones added nine points
along with nine boards.

UC San Diego’s Tyler McGhie led all scorers with 21 points on 8-0f-15 shoot-
ing. Aniwaniwa Tait-Jones added 13 for the Tritons.

The Aztecs will be back in action next week hosting Occidental College
on Tuesday, Nov. 12 at Steve Fisher Court at Viejas Arena. The game will be
streamed live on Yurview and the Mountain West Network.

San Diego State is now 160-12 when leading with 5:00 left in the game in
the Brian Dutcher era. The Aztecs are also 92-7 when holding their opponent to

SAN DIEGO — San Diego State moved to 2-0 on the season with a 100-49
defeat of Occidental College on Tuesday Night. The win marked their 12th straight
over the Tigers, fied for the program’s third longest active streak.

The game is the first 100-point game for the Aztecs since a 100-97 overtime
victory on Nov. 19, 2023 over Washington. It is the first time they have hit the
century mark in four quarters of regulation since Nov. 14, 2018, when they
defeated Texas Southern 103-64 at the Maui Jim Maui Invitational.

Magoon Gwath, Wayne McKinney Il and BJ Davis matched each other with
a game-high 16 points. Davis added a career high five steals to his stat line while
Gwath recorded a career high four blocks.

Gwath's four blocks marks the most by an Azfec freshman since af least
199697.

Taj DeGounville filled the stat sheet with 14 points, six rebounds and five
assists while Nick Boyd added 10 points as the final SDSU player to reach dou-
ble-digits.

The Aztecs got off to a scorching hot start connecting on their first six shots
before their first miss, including three three-pointers. With that come an 18-0
run to open the contest before Occidental made their first field goal almost five
minutes in.

McKinney IIl led the stretch with 11 points on 4-of4 shooting, 3-0f3 from
beyond the arc, through the first five and a half minutes. SDSU had the score up
to 25-2 by the first media timeout.

Everyone was involved in the first half scoring for the Scarlet and Black as all
10 players that saw time on the court registered af least one point en route fo
54-17 advantage af the break. Further, nine of the 10 Aztecs that ployed made
at least one field goal.

San Diego State came out of the break on fire again shooting 5-0f6 from
the field and 3-0f-4 from three extending their lead to 40 points. Their advantage
reached as many as 61 points down the strefch cruising to the 100-49 victory.

For Occidental College, Nasir Luna matched the game high with 16 points on
6-0t-13 shooting. Ethan Hanning also reached double-figures for the Tigers with
12 paints.

In their annual celebration of Native American Heritage Month, SDSU wore
their turquoise uniforms on Tuesday night. In the nine games, the Aztecs own an
81 record.

The 51 points is the largest margin of victory for San Diego State since Nov.
20, 2013 when it defeated San Diego Christian by 52 points (93-41).

San Diego State connected 18 three-pointers (18-0+40), one shy of the
program record for most three’s in a game (19, vs. Occidental College on Dec. 2,
2022).

San Diego State will host No. 4,/5 Gonzaga on Monday, Nov. 18 af Steve

SAN DIEGO — San Diego State nearly outshot No. 3/4 Gonzaga, but ulti-
mately fell 80-67 on Monday night at Steve Fisher Court at Viejas Arena. The
loss to the Zags is the first for the Aztecs under head coach Brian Dutcher.

The first of those came at the 14:20 mark in the first half after McKinney
entered the game for the first time and registered six siraight points off the
bench.

The Zags would eventually go on an 8-0 run through the middle of the
first and increase their lead into double-digits and ulfimately own a nine-
point lead at halffime.

Coming out of the break, SDSU battled back to single-digit deficit with
a7-0 run starting at the 16:45 mark. However, Gonzaga had an answer in
the form of Ike scoring 12 of the team’s first 17 second half points.

San Diego State went cold down the stretch, shooting just 2-of-9 fo close
out the game. For the night, they shot 23-0f-61 (37.7%) from the field and
8-0f-25 (32.0%) from three in the loss.

Next up for the Aztecs is a trip to Las Vegas for the Players Era Festi-
val. Their first matchup of the three-game week will be against No. 14/13
(reighton Tuesday, Nov. 26 at 11 a.m. PST.

LAS VEGAS - BJ Davis scored a career-high 18 points and Miles Byrd add-
ed 16 points as San Diego State men's basketball knocked off No. 21/19
Creighton 71-53 at MGM Grand Garden Arena in the first game of the Play-
ers Era Fesfival on Tuesday.

The Aztecs (3-1) hounced back from last week’s defeat to No. 3/4
Gonzaga and earned their fourth win in their last five games against the
Bluejays, all taking place on neutral courts.

San Diego State handed Creighton (4-2) its second consecutive loss after
the Bluejays began the season with four straight wins. Creighton fell 74-63
to Nebraska last Friday.

SDSU dumped the ball inside in the first half, scoring 18 of 32 first-half
points in the paint on its way to a 32-28 halftime lead. Davis had 10 points
at halftime including the Aztecs only two three-pointers in the opening
period to go with six rebounds. Creighton’s Pop Isaacs led the way for the
Bluejays at halftime with 10 points while San Diego State held standout big
Ryan Kalkbrenner fo just one field goal and two rebounds in the first 20
minutes. The Aztecs had 6-0 and 9-0 runs in the first half to stay ahead of
Creighton with Magoon Gwath hitting a floater as time expired in the first
half to finish with the four-point halftime lead.

In the second half, the Aztecs had a three-point barrage to wash away
the Bluejays. San Diego State shot 6-0f-11 from the beyond the arc in the
second half, outscoring Creighton 39-25 to close out the contest. Davis
tacked on eight points while Byrd scored 12 of his 16 points in the final

Most of the first half was close with Boyd hitting a three-pointer to tie the
game at 27 with 4:49 remaining. The Ducks pulled away after that point,
outscoring the Aztecs 14-4 over the final four and a half minutes of the first
half, leading to a 41-31 score at halftime. Boyd led the way for SDSU in the
first half with 13 of the team’s 31 points and all but two of his 15 points
coming in the first 20 minutes.

The Aztecs (4-2) bounce back after falling to Oregon on Wednesday.

Houston (4-3) falls to just a game above .500. This was the first un-
ranked loss for the Cougars and first loss against a non-SEC opponent,
whose other losses have come to No. 11 Auburn and No. 9 Alabama.

The first half was a defensive struggle. San Diego State scored the first
six points and led 10-5 before Houston tied the score at a dozen. The Cou-
gars carried that momentum info a 28-21 lead with two minutes remaining
in the first half but a Coleman-Jones three helped SDSU trim the deficit to
five points (30-25) heading into halftime. Compton had eight of his points
in the first half for the Aztecs while Emanuel Sharp had 12 ot the break for
the Cougars.

Cryer drained a three-pointer to make it a one
possession game hefore one more Gwath free throw put SDSU back up three
and Cryer’s last second shot missed as the Aztecs triumphed 73-70.

Byrd added six rehounds with his team leading 18 points. Coleman-Jones
scored nine of his 16 points from beyond the arc, tying his career-high with
three triples. Pharaoh Compton reached a career-high with 13 points of
his own including a trio of dunks. Boyd also reached double figures with a
dozen points of his own along with seven rebounds. Davis (five steals) and
Gwath (five blocks) anchored the Aztec defense.

SAN JOSE, Calif. (AP) Nick Boyd shook off a rough shoofing first half
to score all 17 of his points after halftime and No. 23 San Diego State beat
California 71-50 on Saturday night.

After missing all six of his shots in the first half, Boyd hit two 3-pointers
in the first minute of the second half to help send the Aztecs (8-2) to their
fifth straight win.

BJ Davis and Miles Byrd each added 12 points for San Diego State.

Jeremiah Wilkinson scored 13 points and Andrej Stojakovic added 10 for
the Golden Bears (7-5). Cal shot 25.5% for the game, its fourth worst shoot-
ing game in since at least the 1996-67 season, and lost its 19th straight
game against a ranked opponent.

I limiting the Golden Bears fo just 15.6 percent shooting in the first half
(5-0f-32), San Diego State had its best defensive shooting first half of the
year and its second best in the lost 30 years, only bestered by limiting Air
Force to 15.0 percent in the first half (3-0f-20) on March 1, 2017.

San Diego State: The Aztecs missed 11 of its first 12 shots before going
on a 16-1 run late in the first half. They then made 8 of 15 from 3-point
range in the second half.

California: The Bears missed 16 straight shots in the first half. That led
to some frustration for coach Mark Madsen, who was called for a technical
foul late in the half.

Byrd hit a 3-poiner late in the final minute of the first half to end a
streak of 21 straight misses from 3 for both teams to start the game. San
Diego State missed ifs first 10 tries and Cal was 0 for 12 in the first half.

The Bears had scored at least 80 points in six straight games for the first
time since 1972 before getting held o 50 by the Aztecs.

SAN DIEGO — Miles Byrd and Nick Boyd had 14 points each, but it was
not enough as No. 20/20 San Diego State dropped a heartbreaker 67-66
to Utah State in its conference home opener at Viejas Arena on Saturday.

The Aztecs (8-3, 1-1 Mountain West) snapped their five-game win
streak, which started with a 73-70 victory over No. 6/7 Houston on Novem-
ber 30.

Utah State (12-1, 2-0 MW) wins its second straight road game against
elite competition following a win over the Saint Mary’s Gaels in UCU Pavil-
lion in Moraga, California, last Sunday.

San Diego State was dominant in the first half. The Aztecs scored the first
seven points of the game, capped by a Byrd three-pointer. After Utah State
got within four points just inside of 16 minutes, the Aztecs raced back ahead
with Byrd draining another three o go up 25-12 with 8:31 remaining in the
half. SDSU kept pushing as a Jared Coleman-Jones free throw put the team
up 40-22 with just under two minutes left until halftime. The Aggies dosed
the half on a run, scoring five points in the final nine seconds of the first
half to make it a 43-32 game at the break. Byrd had 12 of his 14 points in
the first half while Falslev had 11 of his 16 in the opening 20 minutes.

The second half was o different story. The teams traded jumpers with
Byrd scoring his final points of the game with 18:22 remaining. Utah State
scored the next eight points to make the score 45-42 with 15 minutes left.
Boyd responded with two straight buckets, but the Aggies went on a 14-6
run to take their first lead of the game, 56-55, with six minutes remaining.
Each team made a pair of free throws before the Aztecs scored eight straight
points fo go up 65-58 with 1:56 to go. After grabbing an offensive board,
the Aggies drove towards the basket and made a layup. A foul was called
against Byrd on a dlose play, sending Utah State to the line, where it made a
free throw as well. The Aggies made a three with 1:16 left to make it a one-
point game hefore Nick Boyd got to the line and made a free throw to put
the Aztecs back up two. Utah State made another three with seven seconds
left o take the lead. Wayne McKinney Il took a shot with three ticks left on
the dlock, but the ball bounced away as the clock struck zeroes.

Boyd and Byrd were the two Aztecs who finished in double figures. Boyd
and Coleman-Jones had five rebounds each while Magoon Gwath paced the
team with seven. BJ Davis did a good job distributing the ball, finishing with
a career-high four assists, all of which came in the first half.

San Diego State shot better from the free throw line (90.9%-71.4%)
while Utah State was better from beyond the arc (28.6%-25.0%) and the
field (44.0%-38.5%). The Aztecs won the rebounding battle (31-27).

The Aztecs made af least 20 free throws with a 90% (20-0f-22, 90.9%)
or higher free throw percentage for the second fime since February 2011
(SDSU shot 22-0f-23 [95.7%] from the line at Air Force on January 21,
2023).

BOISE, IDAHO — Miles Byrd set a new career-high with 22 points as he
helped San Diego State hand Boise State its first home loss of the season af
ExtraMile Arena on Saturday afternoon by the score of 76-68.

The Aztecs (9-3, 2-1 Mountain West) returned to their winning ways
after faltering 67-66 at home against Utah State last weekend.

The loss snaps Boise State’s (11-4, 3-1 MW) five-game winning streak
going back to non-conference play in mid-December.

The first half was back and forth. The teams exchanged baskets early
leading o Boise State holding a 10-9 lead with 13:30 left to play. The Bron-
cos made consecutive threes to go up seven, their largest lead of the game,
before Wayne McKinney 111 connected from deep to bring the deficit back to
four. Boise State made a layup to go back up six before Byrd went on a run,
scoring the Aztecs’ next nine points and bringing SDSU within a point 22-21
at the under-eight media timeout. San Diego State scored the next five
points of the game on a BJ Davis jumper, a Jared Coleman-Jones layup and
a Demarshay Johnson Jr free throw fo take its first lead of the game and
go up four points. The Broncos scored four consecutive points on free throws
o tie the game and eventually retake the lead before Johnson Jr. took it
right back with a putback dunk with three minutes remaining. The Aztecs
extended the lead to four before Boise State had a three-point play in the
final minute of the first half and the teams headed to the locker rooms for
halftime with the Aztecs on top 33-32. In the first half, Byrd had 14 points
while Tyson Degenhart was held to just five (all on free throws).

SDSU did not trail in the second half. Byrd opened the half with another
three and the Aztecs treaded water, staying up between one and four points
until a Byrd lob to Magoon Gwath was slammed home to make it 47-41
with 14:23 to go. The Broncos scored the next six points o tie the game,
but Miles Heide reclaimed the lead for San Diego State, followed by another
McKinney Il to extend it. Coming out of the under-eight media timeout,
Alvaro Cardenas scored five straight points to bring the Broncos back within
one. After an Aztec timeout, the team was unfazed, as Byrd made a layup
before two consecufive Boise State turnovers led fo Taj DeGourville layups
on the other end including a free throw on the second to make it 65-57.
SDSU was able fo get the lead as high as ten, but the Broncos cut it back
down with the final score ending up 76-68.

Beyond Byrd's career-high 22 points, DeGourville was a key contributor
off the bench for SDSU with 13 points (one shy of his career-high against
Occidental) and a team leading six rebounds. Coleman-Jones battled his
way to nine points and five boards and Nick Boyd chipped in seven points
while dishing out five assists. McKinney Il was also important off the bench,
adding a pair of three-pointers.

San Diego State shot hetter from the floor (44.3%-37.7%) and from
deep (41.2%-23.3%) while Boise State was better from the free throw line
(84.0%-62.5%). The Aztecs won the rebounding battle (39-29) and had
more steals (7-4). SDSU scored more points in the paint (30-22) and on
second opportunities (21-9).

SAN DIEGO — San Diego State men's baskethall started slow, but ultimate-
ly cruised to a 67-38 win over Air Force at Steve Fisher Court at Viejas Arena.

The Aztecs (10-3, 3-1 Mountain West) have now won 17 straight home
matchups against the Falcons (3-12, 0-3 MW), the longest acfive streak
against any feam.

Nick Boyd led all scorers with 16 points on 6-of-10 shoofing. BJ Davis
was second with 15 points on 5-0f-9 shooting. Both had 13-point halves with
Boyd's coming in the first and Davis' in the second.

Jared Coleman-Jones had a milestone day with a career-high 14 re-
hounds to surpass 500 total for his career. He also added 10 points for his
first double-double as an Aztec and ninth of his career.

The Aztecs were ice cold to start Wednesday night's contest, shooting
3-0f-19 (15.8%) through the first 10 minutes on the court.

On the other side, Air Force made their first three field goals and five
of their first six shofs to jump out to an early lead. In a six-minute stretch
from 17:14 10 11:01, the Falcons went on a 17-2 scoring run for a 12-point
advantage.

The momentum shifted quickly around the 10-minute mark when SD-
SU's defense forced a shot clock violation, the first of four consecutive Air
Force turnovers and the start of a 22-2 scoring run for the Scarlet and Black.

For the remainder of the first half, the Aztecs made 10-of-16 from the
field on offense and forced nine Air Force turnovers on defense to lead by
nine at the break.

The second half started with a 14-0 Aztec run thanks in large part to four
consecutive field goals and 11 points from BJ Davis. The stretch gave SDSU
a 21-point advantage and never fell below that mark the rest of the night.

San Diego State’s defense was dominant in the second half surrendering
just 14 points and holding the Falcons to just 2-of 16 shoofing from the field
and 1-of-10 from beyond the arc in the final 20 minutes on its way fo the
67-38 victory.

Next up for the Aztecs is a trip fo New Mexico on Saturday to take on the
Lobos. Tipoff on (BS will be at 10 a.m. PT (11 a.m. MT).

San Diego State called a timeout down, 20-8, with 11:01 left in the first
half. The Aztecs outscored the Falcons, 59-18, the rest of the way, including
at one point a 40-4 run.

San Diego State’s 14 second half points allowed is the second fewest
points allowed in a second half since at least 1996-97. The 38 total points
allowed is tied for third fewest in a Mountain West game.

The Aztecs’ +25 rebound margin (49-24) is the largest for the program
in a Mountain West game.

Each team would make just one more shot in the
first half with Byrd making his first three with 45 seconds left to finish the
scoring in the first half with the Aztecs trailing 30-20.

Byrd opened the second half with a three-point play and a Cole-
man-Jones layup just 46 seconds into the second half cut the Aztec deficit
to five points.

While Byrd and Coleman-Jones led the way scoring for the Aztecs, Boyd
dished out five assists and Gwath swatted four shots for the sixth fime this
season.

Donovan Dent (16 points, 5 assists) was the top scorer for New Mexico
while Tru Washington (13 points) and Mustapha Amzil (10 points, 11 re-
bounds) also finished in double figures. Filip Borovicanin (nine points, nine
rehounds) and Nelly Junior Joseph (nine rebounds) crashed the hoards for
the Lobos.

San Diego State shot better from the line (52.9%-40.0%) and beyond
the arc (31.3%-21.4%) and the feams were nearly idenfical from the field
(35.8%-35.4% in favor of UNM). The Aztecs blocked more shots (8-7).
SDSU bench players outscored their Lobo counterparis (9-8).

Byrd is averaging 13.5 points per game when playing at New Mexico in
his career compared to 6.4 points per game overall in his career.

SAN DIEGO - San Diego State men's baskethall dominated Colorado
State, 75-60, on the back of a career night from Miles Byrd Tuesday night.
The sophomore totaled 25 points on 8-of-15 shooting (5-0f-9 from three)
to go along with seven steals.

Byrd's 25 points, seven steals and five threes are all career highs while
his eight field goals matches his career high.

The Aztecs (11-4, 4-2 Mountain West) have now won five consecutive
games against the Rams (10-7, 4-2 MW) when playing at Steve Fisher Court
at Viejas Arena.

Colorado State jumped out to the early 11-8 lead at the first media
timeout, but Wayne McKinney I11 and Pharaoh Compton combined to go on
an 8-0 scoring run to give the Aztecs their first lead of the night.

Byrd scored 11 of his 15 first half points i the final nine minutes of the
half to help keep the Scarlet and Black out front.

The Rams, however, put together a quick 7-0 run to make it a one pos-
session game with less than seconds remaining. BJ Davis promptly took the
inbound down court and banked in a three before the horn for a 35-29
SDSU advantage at the break.

San Diego State’s lead reached double-digits on a Byrd three with 17:16
on the dock and never dipped below it the rest of the way leading by as
many as 20 points at the 4:23 mark.

The 75-60 victory extends SDSU's win streak to 11 straight games when
leading with five minutes left to play.

BJ Davis addded 12 points in the victory, his ninth fime in double-figures
this season. Magoon Gwath had nine points along with a game-high seven
rehounds while Wayne McKinney Il had nine off the bench.

SDSU forced 20 turnovers on the night leading to a one-sided 22-8
points off turnover advantage. The bench players also made a difference
with the Aztecs owning a 20-2 advantage.

San Diego State refurns to action on Saturday afternoon as they wel-
come UNLV to Viejas Arena. The game will fip at 5 p.m. on (BS Sports Net-
work.

Miles Byrd is just the second player in the NCAA this season fo record 25
points and seven steals in a game, joining Long Beach State’s Devin Askew
who had 28 points and seven steals against Hawai'i on Dec. 7.

Byrd’s seven steals make him the third Aztec with seven steals in a game
since the 1999-00 season and is tied for the most by an Aztec in a Mountain
West game, joining Deandre Moore vs. Colorado State on Feb. 1, 2003.

USAFA, Colo. — Wayne McKinney Il scored a season-high 18 points, the last two
coming on a full court driving layup as fime expired to give San Diego State a 77-76
win at Air Force in overfime on Wednesday night.

The Aztecs (12-5, 5-3 Mountain West) won their 11th consecutive game against
the Falcons and sixth straight in Clune Arena, but it was the first fime of the 11 that o
game went to overfime and first game of the six to be decided by single digits.

Air Force (3-16, 0-8 MW) will continue to seek its first win since December 7, and
first win of conference play when it hosts Utah State on Saturday afternoon.

The teams went back and forth in the first few minutes of the game with the
Falcons taking an 8-6 lead four and a half minutes into the game. The Aztecs offense
responded by firing off an 11-0 run, taking a nine-point lead as Jared Coleman-Jones
made a pair of three-pointers and Taj DeGourville added one. Air Force was able o
get back within one possession before a Kimo Ferrari three brought the lead back up
to five with just under five minutes remaining in the half. Ethan Taylor scored the
lust seven points of the half for the Falcons, cutting the deficit to a point before a
Coleman-Jones jumper and free throw gave the Aztecs a 35-31 lead heading into the
halftime break.

Magoon Gwath had a three-point play on the opening possession of the second half
and McKinney Il scored the next 10 points for San Diego State to go up 48-38 with
14:33 left in the game. Air Force responded with a 15-4 run fo take a one point lead,
its first since 8-6, with 8:47 remaining in regulation. The teams traded baskets with
the Aztecs sfill down a point after a Coleman-Jones layup with 4:50 left. The Falcons
made three free throws fo go up four but two Miles Byrd free throws and a pair of
DeGourville jumpers put the Aztecs up two with 49 seconds remaining. Kyle Marshall
scored a quick layup immediately afterwards o fie the game but missed a free throw
to take the lead. McKinney Il and DeGourville had looks but were unable to convert
and the game went fo overtime tied at 68.

The Falcons won the jump ball in overtime and Taylor was fouled shooting a three.
He would convert all his free throws to take a three-point lead. BJ Davis was fouled
on the other end and made a free throw for SDSU. After the Aztecs forced a turnover,
Davis made a layup o fie the game at 71 with 3:47 left. Luke Kearney was fouled on
the other end and made his free throws o retake a two-point lead. Following missed
shots on both sides, McKinney made two foul shots to tie the game at 73. San Diego
State got a stop followed by a DeGourville jumper to fake the lead. A Gwath block on
the other end helped lead to a shot clock violation but the Aztecs were unable to take
advantage, and the Falcons got the ball back with 27 seconds left. Yoda Oke went to the
line and made his first free throw but missed the second. However, Celichowski fipped
the ball in to give Air Force a 76-75 lead with four seconds left. The Aztecs had a chance
to regroup during a review of the tip in. DeGourville threw the ball in to McKinney,
who got a crack screen from Coleman-Jones and drove to the basket for a layup as the
buzzer sounded, sending the Aztecs home victorious, 77-76.

Along with McKinney 1l's 18 points, Coleman-Jones (14 points, six rebounds) and
DeGourville (11 points, seven rebounds) finished in double figures for the Aztecs.
Gwath chipped in nine points with seven rebounds, three assists and two blocks. Byrd
excelled defensively with four steals and three blocks.

Air Force scored at a higher rate from the field (43.2%-41.5%), beyond the arc
(40.0%-22.2%) and the free throw line (68.2%-63.0%). San Diego State had eight
steals and seven blocks, only turning the ball over six times, while the Falcons tallied
just one block and three steals while turning the ball over 17 times. The Aztecs scored
more from the field, draining 27 field goals to Air Force’s 19 and outscoring the Falcons
off turnovers (19-8), in the paint (38-22), and off the bench (34-9).

The Scarlet and Black improved to 4-0 under Brian Dutcher and 19-5 in their last
