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• The Aztecs went 25-10 last year and won the Mountain 
West Tournament championship to advance to their first 
NCAA Tournament since 2012.

• San Diego State was picked to finish second in the 
Mountain West Preseason poll, their highest preseason 
selection since the 2012-13 season.

• The Aztecs have 70 wins over the past three seasons, tied 
for the most in a three-year span in program history.

• The Aztecs scored 68.8 points per game last year, their 
highest average in 30 years. They also had their best field 
goal percentage in 15 years.

• SDSU had 15 wins away from home last year, a school 
record.

• The Aztecs had 11 non-conference wins last year, their 
most since the 1983-84 season.

• SDSU returns Nat Martinez and Naomi Panganiban, both 
made the All-Mountain West Freshman Team last year.

• Panganiban was named to the Preseason All-Mountain 
West Team. The San Diego native starred for the Philippine 
National Team at the FIBA Asia Cup over the summer. 
Despite being the youngest on the team, she tied for the 
team lead in scoring (13.2 ppg). The Philippines clinched a 
spot in the FIBA World Cup Qualifying Tournament for the 
first time ever.

• Nat Martinez shot 41.9% from three last year, the fifth 
best in a single season in program history.

• San Diego State has seven newcomers this year, the most 
ever under head coach Stacie Terry-Hutson (13th season). 
They added five transfers with four of them coming from 
Mountain West schools.

• The only non-Mountain West transfer is guard Nala 
Williams who was the DII National Player of the Year, the 
National Defensive Player of the Year and helped led Cal 
State Dominguez Hills to the national championship game.

• The Aztecs also brought in transfers from Fresno State (F, 
Maria Konstantinidou), Nevada (F, Kennedy Lee), San Jose 
State (G/F, Sofia Kelemeni) and Utah State (G, CJ Latta).

•SDSU has two incoming freshmen in Kendall Mosley 
(G, Prosper, Texas) and Aubrey Cook (C, Parker, Colo.) 
Mosley was the Texas 6A MVP and was the Mountain West 
Preseason Freshman of the Year.

• This is the first time in program history that SDSU doesn’t 
return a single scholarship upperclassmen.
