Project Concept:
The “Indonesian Gamelan Project” brings together Southeast Asian music students for a week of collaboration, sharing, and innovation. Up to 20 Southeast Asian university-level music students will join to create a performance of 20-25 minutes, which will be presented on Thursday, March 14 at the 11th SEADOM Congress. Following the performance, student project participants will join the congress as normal participants. The project director will be Dr. Christopher Schaub from the College of Music, Mahidol University and the instructors will be Mr. Anon Suneko M.Sn, from ISI Yogyakarta, Indonesia, and Dr. Christopher Schaub as active collaborative partners.  

The performance will be an original presentation featuring the traditional Indonesian instrument ensemble, the Gamelan. The student project seeks to connect students with potential leadership capacity, who can contribute meaningfully to the congress.

Up to 20 students from Southeast Asian Countries will join along with 2 teachers (1 from Indonesia and 1 from Thailand). There is a limit of two students per institution (1 male and 1 female, if possible). In early March if there are open spots, additional students from institutions will be considered. Students will be selected on a first come, first serve basis.
